To the Grand Division Sons of Temperance, C. E.

Esteemed Brothers,

It affords me great pleasure to meet you here upon this important
oceasion; and we ought all to be grateful to our [leavenly Father that
we have been gpared to meet in this great city to celebrate the eleventh
birth day of this Grand Division, and our thanks are due to the friends in
Montreai whose fostering care was over the first Division organized in
Bastern Canada, also over the first meeting of this Grand Divigion, that they
have with warm hearts and hands welcomed us te their homes. May peace
and prosperity be theirs long to enjoy. Seasons like the present ghould be
hailed with hope and pleasure by every well-wisherof society. Men from every
part of the country, with no selfish pecuniary object in view, meet together to
consider the means by which they can get rid of one of the greatest curses
{hat man ever brought upon himself. Truly this is an object worthy of
esteem and consideration.

The time has come, inmy opinion, when the triends of humanity should
gird on the armor afresh and prepare for a more desperate onset.

May the present session he characterized by firm and decided action ; may
unyeilding and uncompromising determinations be entered into against the
great invader of our soil and to prosecute this warfare until our ceuntry is
free and the demon intemperance is forever banished from our land. As we
have met in harmony may we discuss the matters that shall be brought
before ug, in the same spirit, and the result of this meeting will tell favorably
upon the future destiny of onr noble Order.

As it is my official duty to report again the prosperity of our cause in
Canade East, I do nct come with shouts of triumph over great victories ;
ours is a subtle foe, and every inch of ground we gain must cost us labour
and sacrifice. The blessings of liberty and freedom we enjoy cost our fore-
fathers days of toil and sacrifice of blood ; soif our children enjoy a freedom
from intemperance we must expect to toil many days and pass through many
a hard fought battle. But while we cannot boast of large acesssions to our
numbers or of many new Divigions being formed the past year yet we should
be thankful and take courage that there have been two new Divisions
organized and many a distressed family have been made happy and comfort-
able by reclaiming the wanderer and restoring the poor drunkard to sobriety
and virtue.

There seems to be a growing zeal on the part of temperance men to roll on
the car of total abstinence until the last grog shop is closed, the last drunk-
ard reclaimed, and the fearful source of intoxication is forever driven from
our shores. The public mind is being enlightened upon the question of Pro-
hibition ; many that were opposed to this measure have been led to acknow-
ledge that although moral suasion with its Heaven inspired pleadings and
entreaties, have cheered and saved many a desolate family; yet, so long as
the law of our land makes the traffic in ardent spirits respectable by its sanc-
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tion, just o long will there be men bage enough to deal out the intoxicating
glass, drunkards will be multiplied, and men destroyed, and that nothing
short of Prohibition will answer the emergency of the case ; the country is
growing ripe-for Prohibition, and while the Sons of Temperance have done a
great deal in this important! work it is also due other organizations that we
mention their good works. The British American Order of Good Templars
has done much in the Townships and have occupied a field that would proba-
bly have besn occupied by us in time ; they are doing & good work, and we
bid them God speed ; yet in my opinion it would have beén better for the
Causge had the Soas been organizad in their stead ; but whether it be through
us or them that a good work has been accomplished, we rejoice that the work
hag been done. Still thera is a great field of us=falness for us, and we should
work while the day lasts for the night com:th when no man can work.
Already the ery comes from the East and West, the North and South as from
Macedonia, come over and help us.
From the moantain tops and valleys,
See the bannera streaming high,
While the Sons of Temperance rally
To the widows lonely cry.

The true Son of Temperance will labour regardless of place or power, he is
ever ready to save the poor and destitute among the children of meu ; his
heart beats with high emotions of joy as his benificent work under Divine
Providence, is having its desired fullfilment ; his mission is one of benevolence
10 destroy the destroyer of millions, his mind reaches out and is ever exercised
towards suffering humanity. It matters not whether black or white, bond or
free, where misery and suffering are, there is he ever ready toextend the heart
and hand of love and charity. There are some it is true, although not worthy
of the appellation of Sons of Temperance, when they have reaped the honors of
offica are ready to retire from the field, the work is left for others, and they are
geldom seen in the Division, My brethren these things ought not so to be; let
us be true to our cause and to our country, let us be ready to sacrifice time
and money for the good of mankind. The poor drunkard needs food and
raiment a8 well as counsel and kind words ; to say : be ye warmed and fed
without giving him some of the necessaries of life, i8 not carrying out our
glorious mission. A few shillings bestowed will touch a chord that will
vibrate deeper in the poor man’s soul than many kind words or long exhorta-
tions ; faith without works is dead, being alone.

There are several things that ought to engage our attention this
gession. The importance of a prohibitory liquor law should not be
lost sight of. It cannot be denmied that intemperance is the cause
of nine-tenths of all the misery and crime that i8 in our land, and
that if the manufacture and sale of ardent spirits for drinking purposes
were prohibited by law and that law properly enforced, in a short time
intemperance to a great extent would be diminished, pauperism and crime
would be less fearful, our jails would be almost tenantless, and the logical
saying be true, in this case as in others ; remove the cause and the effect will
cease. Until we can have a prohibitory law let us use the laws we have to
stop the ilicit sale of strong drinks ; never be in favour of granting licenses
to sell spirituous liquors to be used as a beverage to any man under the
canopy of Heaven ; the traffic is a nuisance, it is detrimental to society ; it
imposes & grievous tax upon our loyal subjects ; it produces poverty and crime,
and leads a man to forget his family and friends ; it makes him disloyal to
his Queen and a reproach in society, therefore it ought to be prohibited.

The granting of further privileges to Lady visitors is of vast importance
to us ia Canada, and if the National Division could grant us the privilege to
reglllzlnto our own affairs in reference to Lady visitors, I think it wonld be
well.

I am of opinion that it would be for the good of the Cause of Temperance
to have an organization formed, consisting of delegates chogen from all the
different Temperance bodies in Canada, to meet once in each year

v_I‘vt:)ould also recommend the adoption of some form of Regalia, for Lady
81tors.
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Some are of opinion that it would be better for us tv separate from our
Brethren in the United States, and have a National Division for the British
Provinces in North America, but in my opinion a move of this kind, would be
detrimental ; while war clouds are occasionally rising in_the horizon, to dar-
ken our prospects as a nation, and more especially as Provinces we sbould
labor to strengthen every bond that might bind us together, in Love and Har-
mony. During the past year I have made one decision, which should have
been recorded last Session, the case is ag follows :—The Rec. Sec. of Gough
Division, asked, in the name of that Division, if dancing at Soirees or any
meeting under the angspices of the Division, is not contrary to the resolution
passed by the Grand Division, at the Semi-annual Session, held in Oruas-
town, in 1860 ; to which 1replied, I thought it was; and farther said, that I
should be very sorry ever to hear of any Division, going contrary to that re-
golution, because many good men would be compelled from conscientious
acruples, to leave the Order, if dancing was countenanced. Some time after,
I received another communication from Gough Division, requesting my per-
mission for them to publish my letter, to which I replied : if they thought it
would be for the good of the Cause, Ihad no objection to its being published.
Many Constitutional questions, have arisen in different Divisions, which I
have endeavored to answer to the best of my ability. There has been a
charge preferred against Bro. Rusgel, D.G.W.P. of Quebec, for not asserting
the authority of the Grand Division, and for countenancing dancing enter-
tainments at St. Lawrence Division. I appointed a Committee of five P.W.Ps.
1o investigate the charge, and report at this Session, and I have the Report
before me, which is as follows :—

MonTREAL, 20th November, 1862,

To H. D. Jordan, Esq., G.W.P., 8. of T. of C.E.

We, the Committee named by you to investigate the charge preferred by
Gough Division, No. 3, against Bro. Wm. Raussell, D. G. W, P., beg ieave to
report that we have fully investigated the charge, and find as follows :— That
at the Annual Session of the Grand Division, held in Montreal, October, 1859,
a Resolution was proposed prohibiting dancing, comic singing, &c., at all en-
tertainments under the auspices of any Subordinate Division ; an amendment to
the effect that the whole matter of entertainments be left in the hands of the
Subordinate Divisions, was offered and accepted. The Resolution founded on
by Gough Division, passed at the semi-annual Session held in Ormstown,
July, 1860, is a mere expression of opinion on the part of the members of that
meeting, that * it ia a violation of the promise made to a member before his
« initiation for Subordinate Divisions to countenance dancing at any meeting
t held under their sanction or auspices,” and neither abrogates or rescinds the
previous resolution. The Resolution leaving the matter of entertainments in
the hands of Subordinate Divigions, being still unrepealed, and in full force,
the D. G. W. P. had no right to interfere, and therefore has violated no
obligation.

Your Committee recommend that the charge of Gough Division be dismissed.

Hall, G. S. has been more than a Father in assist-
ing me in my duties and has won for himself honors that can only be reward-
ed by the Great Patriarch above. Finally brethren, may we long live to see
the temperance cause prosper and go spend our days tosecure the approbation
of our Heavenly Father, and when life’s toils are closing may we have the
happy thought to cheer us that we have been instrumental under Divine Pro-
vidence of doing good to our fellow men and with my earnest prayer for the
prosperity of this noble Order.

The G. S. read his Report as follows :—
MonTrEAL, 215t January, 1863,

To the G.W.P., Officers and Representatives of the G. D. S. of T. of C, E.
Brothers,

It now becomes my duty to lay before you my annual report of the
gtate of the Order, in this jurisdiction.

The Report I have to make as to the state of the Order, is not such ag I
should wish it, the Order is not in the condition it ought to be. At the gemi-
annual session held in Bedford, in July last, I reported that returns had been
received from 34 Divisions for the quarter ending 31st March. I have now
to report that 30 Divisions bave made returns for quarter ending 30th June,
and that Returns have been received from only 27 Divisions, for quarter
ending 30th September, thus showing a gradual decrease in the number of
Divisions reporting, and I regret to add that there is more than a proportionats
decreage in the number of members reported. Thirty-four Divisions report
for March 1552 members, whilst twenty-seven Divisions in Sept. report only
1131, That there should be guch a falling off in our membership iz a matter

of deep regret, but not of discouragement, and I trust that the members of

this Grand Division will return to their homes after the business; of the session
is closed with a determination to labor in the good cause more faithfully and
zealously in the future than they have done in the past. In the view of the
present condition of our Order I would strenuously urge upen the Grand
Division to devise means for the employment of paid Ageats or lecturers to
travel through the different portions of the jurisdictior, to organize new
divisiors where none are at present existing, resuscitate such as may have
gone down and to strengthen and encourage existing ones.

Since last meeting of Grand Division, one new Divigion has been organized
viz :—Inkerman, No. 69, located in the township of Bristol, on the Ottawa
Victoria Division of Lachute, which had for some time ceased working, ha.
been again revived with every prospect of success. Six Divisions have ceased
working—two have failed to make returns for 3 quarters—five for 2 quar-
ters, and ten for 1 quarter, that i for quarter ending 30th September last.

Iu accordance with the Resolution passed at last Session of the Grand Di-
vigion, recommending the formation of juvenile temperance organizations, by
the Subordinate Divisions, in the jurisdiction, an effort has bcen made in
Montreal to establish the order of C. of T. Two sections of the Order were
formed in Augustlast. One of them has been unsuccessful and gone down,
the other, although as yet it has but few members, still as they are
regular in their attendance at the weekly mectings, and appear earnest in the
cause, I have no fear of ultimate success. There has been likewise another
Section lately organizéd in the town of Sherbrooke, under the superintendence
of our present excellent Grand Chaplain, which, I understand is prospering
rapidly. :

lI,l:e{ewith lay before the Grand Division 'a copy of the Constitution and
Code of Laws for the Order sanctioned at last session of National Division,
and algo a copy of the By-Laws of the Grand Division, and recommend that
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the same be placed in the hands of the Committee on Constitations, in order
{hat the By-Laws may be revised, and where necessary corrcoted.

It is my painful duty to announce the decease, since last Session of the
Grand Division, of one of our oldest and most esteemed Brothers, P.G.W.P.
Kpneeshaw. By the older members of this Grand Division, he was well known
and highly csteemed. From the infirmities of age, he had not for some years
taken any active part in our proceedings, or attended any of our meetings,
and he has now gone to his reward, full of years and good works.

I have algo to bring under your notice the following melancholy communi-
cation, just received, regarding another past officer of this Grand Division,
P.G. Chap. J. R. Lambly. Itis to thig effect: I am sorry to inform you,
that D. G. W. P. Lambly is very ill, and has been for a length time. His
friends have been watching for some time for his last moment. More than
likely before this reaches you, he shall have gone to his rest. He
will be a great loss to our Divigion, for he hasbeen a most active member
and his place will not be easily filled.”

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at which we should aim, and it should be our endeavor to educate the public
mind with that view, and at the same time we should be diligent in the use of
all suitable means by which the fearfal evils of the liquor traffic may be in any
way mitigated and the prevailing custom of society entirely changed, and this
Grand Division should recommend all the Subordinate Divigions in this die.
trict to petition the Legislature to pags the prohibitory measure introduced
by the late Mr. Clark, M.P.P.

That the G. S. be directed to prepare a Petition in accordance with the
oregoing, and furnish copies thereof to the different Subordinate Divisions for
fircalation and signature in their respective localities.

We recommend that the G. D.urge upon the attention of the National
Division the propriety of extending further privileges to Lady Visitors and
that cour representatives be instructed to that effect.

With reference to & general tempsrance organisation in the provinca for
the advancement of our common cause, your committes think that such an
organisation i3 not only highly desirable but the only thing that will give
weight and influence to our movement ; we would therefore recommend that
the Grand Scibe communicate with the other organigations on the matter
with a view to calling s convention for this purpose, during the coming
summer.

With regard to the uaiformity of regalia for Lady Visitors we would recom-
mend that a strip of red satin ribbon three inches wide and nine inches long
with a rosette of red white and blue, and the emblem of the Order stamped on
the ribbon be the form of badge.

With regard to the formation of a separate National Divigion for the British
provinces your committee are of the opinion that such a step would be highly
undesirable, as our cause i3 a common one and of a purely moral character,
no distinction of country race or creed should be allowed to mar its pro-
gress. We therefore agree with the G. W. P. and hereby tendor our sym-
pathies with our brothers across the line 45°, hoping that we shall always
work in harmony together.

In regard to the report of the Grand Scribe, your committee see with deep
regret, that our Order has gone backward considerably in numbers during the
past year, and think that the only remedy i3 to set earnestly before us sou nd
temperance principles, and to do away with everything that prevent men of
known good moral standing and influence from taking hold with us, we would
therefore recommend greater earnestness and firmness in our temperance
principles, in order that we may show that we are labouring not for our own
gratification and pleasure but for the common welfare, and we must not yet
rest upon what we have done, nor depend upon the old standing of the order
alone, for fature success, lest we should be outrun by others younger and
more eager in the race.

We see with pleasure that juvenile organizations bave been started in
Montreal and Sherbrooke, and hope that all Divisions will follow so good an
example ag it is from the young that we shall expect our future men and
prosperity.

Wae are sorry that the members of the Order do not patronize the Canada
Temperance JAdvocate ag it deserves, and hope tnat thig will not continue.
We would recommend that the delegates present canvass for it in their
1espective localities, There iz also & juvenile temperance paper published
in Rockland, which is worthy of the hearty support of the members.

In comclusion we would earnestly hope that the members of this Grand Di-
vigion will go home with increased love for the cause, and for one another,
and determined te snpport to the utmost of their ability, both in time and
means the great cause for which we are banded together, and thus falfill our
duty to God and man ; then may we expect the blegsing of Heaven to rest
upon us, without which all our efforts will be futile.
