“Wion of Wasie in Logging

Washington, Feb. 28.—Conservation of
the country’s forests as a means of insur-
ing a -future paper supply was urged in
o statement issued today by Carl Vroo-
nan, assistant secretary of agriculture.
The paper problem, he said, primarily
is a forest problem and can be solved
by reforestation and scientific forestry
to. keep up -a continuous production of
pulpwoods.

“At the present moment,” the state-
ment said, “we are using daily 6,000 tons
of newspaper and this is increasing at
the rate of ten per cent. a year. We
need about seven million cords of pulp
a year for -all our paper products and
at present only two-thirds of this sup-
ply is grown in our own forests. We
import a third of our newsprint pulp-
wood from Canada and between fifteen
and twenty per cent. of the pulpwood
used for our other paper products from
Furope. Since the war this latter source
has been cut off.

“Ins order to render the United States
independent of outside sources for pa-
per we must first of all eliminate as
much as is feasible of the waste in
logging. Then wc must -re-use old paper,
and develop woods hitherto unusued to
any considerable extent.

“Both public and private enterprise
must take the lead in the intelligent re-
forestation of private lands. We must
profijide for the development of private-
ly ‘owned timber lands by compelling
fire protection and thus checking annual
lesses amounting to millions of dollars.”

HARD 10 GET HEAVY
FEED FOR STOCK AND
PHCES ARE SOARING

One effect of the freight embargoes
on the various railways is a serious
shortage of oats, bran, corn and other
products used for live stock food. In
order to give prompt shipment to perish-
able freight, after expediting the ship-
wment of war supplies, other classes are
being held up by the railways and local
dealers say they hgve found it impos-
sible to secure enough grain to keep the
ynarket supplied.

The shortage has produced a serious
gituation: for those with cattle and horses
to feed and at present there seems little
prospect of relief. The best promise
made is that the situation will be better
- after the winterport season ends, but
that is two months away yet.

One dealer alone has fifteen cars of
oats on the way from the west and can-
not get them. An occasional car reaches
the city but the supply coming is not
nearly equal to the consumption.

Edgar Crammond, speaking before the
Liverpool bankers, said that Britain
grows only 41 per cent of all food sup-
piies, measured: in calories.

The transportation balance is a seri-
ous problem. Up to January, 1917, the
allies and neutrals have lost about four
and a half million tons of ships, while
300,000 tons have been damaged by
mines, torpedoes and gunfire. At. the
same time Germany’s five and a half
million tons of ocean shipping have been
swept from the sea and is not available
for the world’s business, except 800,000
tons acquired by the allies. Austria’s
shipping of a little more than a million |
tons has also ceased to take part in
overseas trade, and in all the world there
is 24,000,000 gross tons of shipping avail-
able for use. This is only 51 per cent.
of the total before the war. These fig-
ures indicate why bulky products, such
as Canadian apples, have been put on
the prohibited list.

Britain looks to Canada for fats and
cereals and will be able to find ships to
carry them. Apples must be sacrificed
to the need to conserve.shipping for
vital service.

Boston, Feb. 28—Federal state and city
forces were put into action here yester-
day in an attempt to obtain relief from

Washington, Feb. 28—Senators and
representatives today pondered bills
which will détermine largely the future
course of the United States in its rela-
tions toward Germany, daily becoming
more serious,

Every indication was that théir action
would be deliberate, even in the face of
latest clear-cut violation of American
rights in the sinking of the Cunard liner
Laconia, with the loss of two or more
American lives. No doubt now remains
in the minds of state department offi-
cials that the sudden night attack on
the Laconia embodies an open defiance
of the principles for which the United
States government has contended, but it
was said that no additional step would
be taken pending action by congress to
grant President Wilson thé authority he
asks. | \

Another Cause

Reports that the German government
is now detaining the Yarrowdale prison-
ers on the excuse that an infectious dis-
ease has been discovered at the place
where they are living were received here
with a feeling approaching exasperation.
In addition to this irritating incident it
was disclosed that the state department
feels a break in relations with Austria-
Hungary is so inevitable that Ambas-
sador Penfield at Vienna has been in-
structed to make arrangements for with-
drawal of American diplomats and con-
suls from the country.

The house. foreign affaira ‘committee
today tesumed consideration of a bill to
authorize the president to enter a state
of armed neutrality but decided opposi-
tion was apparent to granting him as
broad powers as he wishes.

Austrian Note
Berne, Via Paris, Feb. 27.—The Am-

"erican legation was unofficially informed

today that Austria-Hungary’s reply to
thhe American note concerning the sub-
marine situation will probably be given
to Ambassador Penfleld in Vienna on
Thursday.

London, Feb. 28.—The Austrian reply
to the American note will be handed
soon to the United States ambassador in
Vienna and will probably endorse the
positon of Germany, according to a Reu-
ter Amsterdam despatch quoting a Ber-
lin telegram to the Weser Zeitung of
Bremen.

The telegram says that the Vienna
government will clearly express the view
that there is no turning back for the
Central Powers.

Sees War Coming

Parts, Feb. 28.—The morning papers,
while without exception commending
President Wilson’s prudence and his de-
termination to have the whole body of
American citizens behind him, agree in
recognizing his message to congress as
distinctly a further step in the direction
of war. !

Georges Clemenceau, in his paper
I’Homme Enchaine, says: A pacificist
out and out, President Wilson does not
stand for peace at any price. On the
day when dignity and sovereignity of
the United States are menaced or at-
tacked he will enter on another course.
His first step was to exercise moral pres-
sure on Germany. Such was the mean-
ing of the rupture of diplomatic rela-
tions. As that failed he proclaimed arm-
ed neutrality and has thus begun to ex-
ercise material pressure. This pressure
will be transformed into material ac-
tion and that means war.

In August, 1914 the world’s shipping
tonnage was numberered at 50,000,000
tons, of which the British holdings
were nearly one-half or to be exact 21,-
045,000 tons. Next to Great Britain
came Germany with a mercantile marinc

By the first of February, 1917, about
2,200 ships aggregating 4,250,000 tons
had been destroyed by war agencies.
This is irrespective of the loss through
non-war or natural agencies which
must bring the total reduction in ton-
nage to a much higher ngure. Of thesc
4%, millions tons destroyed the British
share was 2,784106 tons.

Since the first of February some 400,-
000 tons more have been sunk, making |
the total war loss of tonnage to date
awou. = o-4 milhons. i

Assuming that the present rate of de-
struction is maintained by the first of
July the loss of tonnage will reach the
stupendous figure of nearly 7 million
tons.

But in considering the effect of the!
war on the shipbuilding industry and its
prospects one must bring into the calcu- '
lation against the loss of tonnage, the |
new construction during the period un-
der review.

In the year before the war the United ;
Kingdom turned out 1% million tons!
of mercantile shipping, about an average
yearly output. In 1916 the output of the
United Kingdom was 619,000 tons. Ger-
wany’s average before the war was about
700,000 tons. Her output during the
war is unknown, but it is known that
she has been making a supreme effort to
repair her naval losses and to construct
new war vessels, including ‘an im-
mense flotilla, and it is fair to assume
that the enaction of her naval programme
has left little room for mercantile ship-
building during the period of the war.

But the war has seen the rise of the
United States and Japan in the ship-
building world. In the year before the
war the United States built less than
250,000 tons. In 1916 her output was
over a million tons.

Japan’s output rose from 80.000 tons
in the year before the war to 246,000
tons in 1916.

The output of France on the other
hand has fallen off from less than 250,-
000 tons to 39,000 tons in 1916.

These figures show a net loss of ton-
nage of the most serious proportions. !
They also show that the wide-awake |
Americans and Japs have seen and seiz- |
ed the opportunity of expanding their
shipbuilding industries.

Do they not set an example to us?

It is not enough, however, in dealing
with the necessity for a great increase
in the world’s supply of ships to point
out the deficit in tonnage brought about
by the war. There is the still more
important consideration of the demand |
for tonnage after the war. I need not|
labor the point that the after-the-war
period will be a period of readjustment,
of virtually a new construction of whole
devastated areas, of an immense demand
for building materials of all kinds, of a
great movement in population and good-
from continent to continent. In all this
marine  transportation must play a
great part.

It must be plain to the most casual ob-
server of world events that a great de-
mand for tonnage exists and will stil’
be urgent for many years after the |
peace we all look forward to. !

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THE DANGER ZONE

The new provincial government must
look to itself. There will be an effort
on the part of the men of the Flemming-
“Murray regime to induce the new ad-
ministration to let bygones be bygones,
jam down the lid and forget the very
political crimes which roused the people
dnd caused the revolution. Even among
the members of the victorious party
there may be a disposition toward undue
lenience.

To say that stern measures are still
necessary is not to betray a vindictive
spirit, but to point out a duty. All the
things that were said about graft and
corruption are as true today as they
were before polling day. There are men
in public life today who ought not to be
in public life. There are manipulators
who ought to be exposed. There are
gross partisans in office who ought to be
dismissed. The new government could
make no more fatal mistake than to
listen to the smooth words of men who
have an object in talking smoothly and
averting enquiry into their own activi-
ties.

There must be another royal commis-
sion, with ample powers to go after all
the evidence. And in this connection
it may be observed that the destruction
of public documents is a criminal of-
fence, and any attempt on the part of
any individual to conceal the facts con-
cerning any transaction by that method
mould bring its own punishment.

Not in any vindictive spirit should
the new government proceed to uncover
the misdeeds of the past half dozen
years, but as a guarantee of good faith
end as a warning to future administra-
tions, Every effort will be made to
prevent enquiry, and an easy-going ac-
quiescence in artful proposals which
may be made would be the first step
in a downward path. The new govern-
ment is in power today because the peo-
ple want an end of graft and corrup-
tion, and its members should not for
one moment lose sight of that fact. If
honor is to be restored to public life
there are still some whose activities
should be exposed and labefled.

LEADERSHIP NEEDED

The decision arrived at in Toronto
yesterday by prominent Canadians to
hold at some central point in Canada a
great win-the-war convention is in ac-
cordance with the plan outlined in St.
John recently by Mr. J. S. Dennis, and
heartily approved by the Citizens’ Com-,
mittee. It is a result of the failure of
Sir Robert Borden to abolish the patron-
age committee, call strong men to his
counsels, and give the country a truly
national government.

The Financial Post of Canada in its
last issue discusses the situation with
great frankness. Like Canadian Finance
of Winnipeg, the Montreal JFinancial
Times and other financial journals, it

_ ealls for a radical change, and that call
is emphasized by such organizations as
the Winnipeg Canadian Club and Board
of Trade. Only yesterday in the city of
Hamilton at a joint meeting of the
Canadian Club and Board of Trade of
that city, a cablegram from Sir Robert
Borden was read in which he stated that
the war was nearing a climax, which
might be reached at any moment, and
emphasizing the need for vigorous re-
cruiting. This still further emphasizes
the remarks of the Financial Post, when
it says: :

“There has never been a time in the
eountry’s history when the public mind
has been so prepared for radical change
in the conduct of national business as at
,present. The demand for efficiency is
undermining the public support of the
old system.”

The Financial Post says further:

“The necessity that practical business
executives handle the country’s national
Zitairs is being more and more general-
ly recognized. The need of the Thour is
such that the public is beginning to de-
mand that steps be taken to secure the
efficient management of the government
departments at Ottawa. What is want-
ed is that the present system be smashed
and that captains of industry and
finaice, who have proven themselves
equal to their tasks, be called upon to
conduet the nation’s business. Men
without the ability to conduct a village
eandy store are a menace to the coun-
try’s best interests when placed in
charge of important departments.”

And here is another significant para-
graph:

“The war has forced other countries
to recognize the need for efficient ad-
ministration. Canada is beginning to
see the light. The Post understands
from a Conservative member of the
Commons, a man with large business in-
terests, that Sir Robert Borden realizes
the necessity for a change; that he
would like to have the resignations of
several of his ministers if men prominent
in the country’s business circles could
be called in to replace them. We have
reason to believe that he would gladly
sccept the resignations of the ministers
of trade and commerce, immigration,
sgriculture and labor—these depart-
ments have never had weaker heads—
and would be prepared to immediately
place the portfalios in the hands of cap-
able, business administrators of proven

, practical capacity rather than political |
| astuteness.” {

THE MARKETS AT A GLANCE

(“Hardware and Metal,” Feb. 24.)

The freight situation has not improv-
ed during the week, as the number of
points on which embargoes prevail have
been added to. Complaints are coming
in from retailers in small centres that
. the ‘railway officials appear indifferent
and do not seem to be exerting them-
selves to better conditions.
shipments have begun to accumulate in
wholesaler’s warehouses.

There has been a number of price
changes during the week, all of which
are in an upward direction. Wire nails
have reached the $6 base price in cer-
tain sections. Lead shot and lead pro-
ducts are all higher in price, owing to
the situation in pig lead market. Paris
green prices have been announced, which
are higher than the opening prices of
last season. New prices on next sea-
son’s skates, hockey sticks, sleighs and
kindred lines are out and advances up to
25 per cent. have been recorded in some
lines. Other lines that have advanced
during the week include soldering cop-
pers, cabinet locks, glue, glaziers’ points,
plumbers’ and painters’ torches, alumin-
um ware. 'There is a firmness in the
market for all Canadian makes of build-
ers’ hardware, owing to the ent ad-
vance that has been put into efiect by
American manufacturers. Axes and
crgss-cut saws are also in firm markel.
In spite of the handicaps to business
there has been a good trade during the
week.

GROCERY MARKET

The following comment on the market
situation as regards foodstuffs appeared
in Canadian Grocer last week:

Sugar is holding in an uncertain mar-
ket at the advance recorded last week.
From all accounts the revolution is still
in progress on the Island of Cuba and
some of the centrals have had to close
through shortage of labor. Even a
temporary cessation of work when the
grinding season is on would greatly cur-
tail production. Flour held steady dur-
ing the week, but mill-feeds advanced.
Millers are able to get their shipments
through from the west better now. The
railroads have lifted the embargo par-
tially and are now permitting them to
ship in the proportion of one hundred
pounds of flour to thirty pounds of
feeds.

Tea held steady in a firm market and
there is strong probability there will be
higher prices than those now prevailing.
Of the dried fruits, prunes are in strong
market and advances are anticipated
in this commodity in the near future.
Cooked meats are all in firm market,
with a good demand reported. Com-
pound lard regained its position of
strength after a temporary weakness

;" noted last week. Live hogs were easier

during the week. Butter is in firmer
tone and new-laid eggs are not coming
in sufficient supply to meet the demand.
Live chickens and hens are in good de-
mand. There have bheen advances in nu-
merous lines during the week, among
them might be named condensed and
evaporated milk, table and bulk salt,
molasses in tins, soap chips, soups, bath
bricks, lantern globes, lamp chimneys,
sulphur, sardines, soda biscuits.

BOSTON REPORT ON
LUVMBER MARKET

Boston, Feb. 27.—This has been a week
of interesting developments in the spruce
lumber trade. The base price for dimen-
sions has been advanced $2 and in ran-
dom there have been important changes,
all of course in an upward direction.
Careful observers were not greatly sur-
prised by the change, but there were
more than a few people to whom it
came- as a mild shock. There are al-
ways buyers in all lines of business who
i are inclined to thinkon first learning of
an addOition to a price that they are be-
ing imposed upon and no doubt some
of the lumber retailers are commenting
as unfavorable on the new quotations as
are householders on the advance of sugar.
Every fair minded man, however, must
admit that the manufacturers have much
to say that seems to justify their course.
It is easier certainly to pooh-pooh some
of their arguments than it is to answer
thems No one will affirm that they are
wrong in saying that the production at
present is very restricted. Their con-
tention that for the reason the demand
is. unusually active appears to be borne
out by the fact that building permits
for Greater Boston from the first to the
14th of February are more than they
have been in years.

That the Canadian government rail-
ways are so engaged in shipping lumber
and munitions to Halifax and St. John
that they will not allow their cars to be
loaded for this country is a matter of ,
common knowledge. There 1is also
ground for believing that the output in
the State of Maine willl be reduced this
year by one-third and that in New
Hampshire by two-fifths. Quebec ship-
pers believe that their production will
not be more than half what it is in nor-
mal years. Moreover, it seems probable
that some lumber manufacturers may be
induced to part with their logs to the
pulp people who are offering for them
unheard of prices. All these strong
points are certainly very well worthy of
attention.
