Petrograd, Nov. 10—The all-Russian
congress of workmen’s and soldiers’ dele-
gates, which, from jts headquarters in
the Smolny Institute, is endeavoring to
collect the reigns of authority that it
has wrested successfully from the Ker-
ensky cabinet, is setting -about speedily
to extend its power: over all Russia and
bring about an early consultation over
its aims. The congress already has sel-
ected committees to assume control of
various departments pending the institu-
tion of a permancnt government.

The revolutionary committee has ar-
ranged a search for Premier Kerensky
with the intention of arresting him, and
has taken many other measures' to fur-
ther its control.

The delegates are deliberating over
the proposal of an immediate three
months armistice and a.speedy demo-
gratic peace, and land and industrial re-
orm.

Lenine as Premier,

FOR VITORY LOAN

In Great Britain one person in every
twenty-three has invested in war bonds;
in the United States the proportion is
one to twenty-seven; in corftrast with
this only one person in every 187 has
loaned any money to the Canadian gov-
ernment for war purposes.

In view of these circumstances there
seems to be a wide field for the canvas-
sers for the new Victory Loan and the
provincial committee has set out with
the idea of bringing New Brunswick up
to the mark set by the mother country,
and incidentally to secure the $12,000,000
which is allotted as the amount the
province should raise.

In order to secure this amount it will
be nccessary to secure an amount equal
to $385 for every man, woman and child
in the province. This, of course, will
mean a much higher average for the
actual subscribers.

Everyone in the province will be ask-
ed to subscribe; in fact it will be prac-
tically impossible for any person
avoid hearing the call every wa} they
turn. Members of the Commercial
Travelers’ Association have volunteered
to distribute posters; stickers will be at-
tached to parcels sent out by merchants;
literature will be enclosed with private
mail and the government is sending a
prospectus and application form to every
person who gets mail through the post
office.

UNBER WATER WORK T0
MAKE NEW PUMPING
SYSTEM WORK: EFFICIENT

In order to make the new pumping
system effective, the New Brunswick
Power Company has*found it necessary
to undertake considerable under-water
work at the intake, The intake for tlie
water supply opens on the slip near the
power plant and it has been found that
there is not sufficient depth of water
there to ensure an adequate supply. It
was found that this was due to the fact
that the bottom of the slip had been
covered with timber at some time and,
in order to deepen the slip it will be
necessary to cut away the timbers. The
contractor, S. H. Mayes, has employed
a diver for the purpose and be started
work today. It is expected that the new
pumping apparatus will be in use in five
or six days.

Victoria, Carleton and York—
Alarm Felt in Carleton County—
Waverly in Fredericton Quaran-
tined

Fredericton,fi . N. B, Nov. 10—The
Fredericton Board of Health is meeting
[ this afternoon to consider the smallpox
situation and Dr. McGrath, secretary of
the provincial board of health, is in con-
ference with that body.

mpulsory vaccination in the three
counties, of Victoria, Carleton and York
will be resorted to by the Provincial
Board 8f «Health, starting next week.
This is action made necesary by the fact
that smallpox is epidemic in northern
Maine, and New Brunswick is likely to
have cases from that section for an in-
definite period. The only sure means of
combatting the disease is general vac-
cination. Reports from Carleton county
are to the effect that there is a feeling
of general alarm among the people.

Last night a quarantine was placed
upon the Waverly Hotel in this city. The
patient, who had what was thought to
be smallpox in its early stage, . was
Rainsford Allen, a commercial traveler
for the Palmer McLellan Shoepack Co.
of Fredericton. He was in contact with
smallpox cases at Burt’s Corner some
days ago. He is a relative of Harry
Allen, in whose hotel in that village
four cases are located. Dr. R. H. Mc-

! Grath, secretary of the Provincial Board
of Health, followed him up and had him

under observation at the Waverly Hotel
for five days ,at the end of which time
it was decided to send him to Burt’s
Corner, where he will be isolated with
the other cases. He left Fredericton
last night. A quarantine was then
placed upon the Waverly and all the
people there were vaccinated.

Would Increase N. Y.
Docking Facilities
Hylan’s First Meve to Reduce

High Cost of Living — Must
Oust the “Moneybags”

New York, Nov. 10—Mayor-elect Hy-
lan was asked how he will go about it
to reduce the cost of living in New York.

“In the first place,” said the judge, “I

would increase the city’s docking facili-
ties. At present the docking privileges
are in the hands of those whom I have
referred to as the ‘moneybags;’ food-
stuffs cannot be unloaded if they do not
wish them to be and often they rot or
else farmers are discouraged from mak-
ing shipments,
- “Now the federal government recog-
nized this condition, and made arrange-
ments for the improvements and docking
facilities for the city on Jamaica Bay.
It was prepared to reétmburse the “city
for all the money that might be expend-
ed on the work. ‘All that New York had
to do was to go ahcad, and what was
spent would come back to it. This, in
addition to the fact that the earth
thrown up behind the bulkheads makes
valuable new land.

MEDICAL INSPECTION

The experience of the Children’s Aid
Society of St. John presents a very strong
argument for medical inspection of

" schools—if any sargument were really
nesfied. The society has dealt with a
/e number of children who were ne-

»cted and under-nourished, and quite a |

umber suffering from some physical de-

fect. These were treated in the hospital
and then taken back to the Home, and
it was invariably found that the health
of the children improved and their men-
tal faculties were stimulated, with the re-
sult that they learned more rapidly and
became more promising children in every
respect.

Quite a number of children taken to
the Home have been verminous, and it
was necessary not only to treat them,
but burn their scant clothing. Others
were found to be suffering from infec-
tious disease. Before being placed in the
Home these children were in a position
‘o spread infection or scatter vermin.

If we had medical inspection of the
ichools, and a proper enforcement of the
tompulsory attendance law, not only
would parents be made aware of the
physical defects of their children, but
parents whose children were afflicted
with vermin would be compelled to clean
them up, and all cases of infectious dis-
‘ease would be promptly detected.

St. John is behind all large and many
smaller communities in this respect. As
a matter of fact, compulsory attendance
and medical inspection should prevail
throughout the province.

Canadians were behind the times when
it came to saving.

His address was mainly an explana-
tion of the purpose and significance of
the loan, and the necessity of Canadians
putting forth a mightier effort in or-
der to bring the war to a speedy con-
clusion.

The motion picture in which the min-
ister of finance explains the objects of
the loan to a young girl, called ‘“Miss
Canada,” met with instant success. It
was shown before the speaking com-
menced.

Sir Thomas White said that of the
400,000 men recruited in Canada since
the beginning of the war, all but 50,000
were overseas, and it was to help these
men that the loan was issued. Emphat-
ically he declared Canada would continue
in the war, and stand by the men al-
ready overseas.

Sir Thomas referred to the necessity
for the establishment in Canada of cred-
its for the imperial government, by
which it might continue to purchase
grain, foodstuffs and other necessities.
He declared that Great Britain was the
animating soul of the allies in the prose-
cution of the war, and by buying vic-
tory bonds Canadians would be render-
ing the mother country the greatest as-
sistance.

In urging people to economize, he said:
“Cut out needless expenditures, because
no one knows how long the war will
last; in this respect the example should
be set by the wealthy. The public will
not exercise thrift and economy if the
rich people go on as if there was no
war.”

LOSS OF LIFE BY FIRE.

In the four years, 1912-15, seven hun-
dred and eighty-nine people were burned
tq_death in Canada, and 78 per cent of
those were women and children. More
than 850 lives, were lost in burning build-
ings, and it is significant that, most of
these death’s occurced in dwellings. As
might be expected, the majerity of the
fires was caused by criminal carelessness.
This is especially true in regard to the
kindling of fires with kerosene and gaso-
lene, and permitting children to play
with matches. Such disregard of the'
safety of human life constitutes a forc#
ible indictment of the entire Canadiav
attitude towards the danger of fire,

AGAIN BY HUN

German Sscretary of Navy

Takern To Task

Several Indictments -

British Figures of Naval Matters
Irreputable—Royal Navy Wait-
ing Patiently Fer German Fleet
To Dare Venture Out

London, Nov. 10—The following com-'

ment on criticism by the German sec-
retary of the navy was given to the As-
sociated Press last night by the admir-
alty:

“,;t is quite untrue that Sir Eric
Geddes excluded the Méditerranean Sea
when he summarized the losses in Brit-
ish merchant ship tonnage. The losses
given were those that occurred in all
seas, and it was only in dealing with
the number of enemy submarines that
had been destroyed that the first lord
of the British admiralty omitted the
Mediterranean owing to the variety of
nationalities operating there.

“The suggestion that Sir Eric gave
the British losses in net tonnage where-
as the German calculations are in gross
tonnage is entirely false. Sir Eric’s fig-
ures dealt with gross tonnage through-
out.

“It is untrue that his statement of
losses of British tonnage leaves out of
the account ships sailing on government
service. The only tonnage excluded is
that of commissioned ships of the royal
navy.

“In regard to the Scandinavian con-
voy, Sir Eric Geddes made it perfectly
clear in his statement that since April
of this year more than 4,500 vessels have
been convoyed over this route. These

, figures, of course, do not include the
escorting vessels or what the German
imperial secretary calls ‘the entire guard-
ing fleet of patrgl vessels.

“The figures that Sir Eric gave are
irrefutable and are so satisfactory that
it is natural Germany has to rely on
sophistry to attempt  to ' disprove: or
question them. The world knows from
recent events in the Cattegat that the
royal navy is waiting for the high sea
fleet which still continues to decline
battle. The German navy is certainly
‘a young creation’ and the traditions
which it is in the process of forming
reflect no great credit on the chivalry
and confidence of German seamen.

“It is only to be added that no Ger-
man war vessel larger than a destroyer
has shown itself to us 150 miles west
of Heligoland from August, 1916, to
October, 1917, when two light cruisers
attacked a Scandinavian convéoy. Per
contra, the mileage steamed by British
war vessels per month, as given by Sir
Eric Geddes, speaks loud enough to
those desirous of hearing.”

Great Work 0f -
Doctors In War

Army Surgery Has Made Marked
Advance Since Hostilities Be-

gan

Behind British Lines in France, Oct.

12— (Correspondence of The Assoclated '

Press)—The American doctors who are
now at work in various parts of the
British front find that army surgery has
advanced just as rapidly since the be-
ginnig of the war as any other branch of
war’s activities. In the early days of
the war wounds were of an average grav-
ity far beyond that expected from the
experience of previous wars, while tetan-
us, gas-gangrene and severe suppuration,
were general and hundreds died of com-
paratively trivial injuries for lack of
early and adequate treatment.

This situation has now been altered
almost beyond recognition. Serum treat-
ment has almost done away with tetan-
us, while earlier and more energetic sur-
gical treatment has largely defeated gan-
grene. More and more of the major sur-
gical work is being carried out in the
casualty clearing stations, and some of
the most famous of the American sur-
geons have spent most of their time
since their arrival, in advanced hos-
pitals within sound of the German guns.

The key to the whole improvement in
surgical results have been the pushing of
the surgeon nearer and nearer to the
fighting lines. The enemy has endeav-
ored to counter this by persistent bomb-
ing of the advanced hospitals, but the
saving of life is more than worth the loss
of life, and suitable defensive measures
are being taken.

The doctor, as distinguished from the
surgeon, has also accomplished wonders
in this war. - The small mortality from
disease in the British and French arm-
ies is due to his constant vigilance. His
twe great weapons have been sanitation
and prophylactic inoculation. In a scene
of unparalleled confusion and in an area
of quite primitive sanitation, his exer-
tions have resulted in an astonishing de-
gree of sanitary efficiency. Refuse is
destroyed or deeply buried; battle-fields
in many cases are cleaned up within a
few days; pure water supplies are pro-
vided. Everywhere behind the immedi-
ate front order and cleanliness are the
rule.

T'he rule of the army medical officer|

is not always welcomed by the inhabit-
ants, but it works with magnificent suc-
cess, until camps and towns, which in
previous wars would have been death
traps, have a mortality as low as the'
most aproved health resort. The routine
work of these medical officers has prob-
ably saved more lives than all the other
medical work of the war.

Preventive inoculation has robbed ty-|

phoid and dysentry of their terrors, al-
though in all previous wars these two
causes were responsible for far more
deaths than shells and bullets.

To the first Canadian war loan of
$100,000,000 in November, 1915, there
were 24,862 subscribers.

To the second ‘loan of $100,000,000 in
September, 1916, there were 84,626 sub-
scribers.

To the third loan of $150,000,000 in
March, 1917, there were 40,800 -subscrib-

ers.

To the first war loan of the United
States (the Liberty Loan of $2,000,000,-
000), there were 4,000,000 subscribers.

This was the first that country
had been asked to subscribe to a war
loan of their own, They did it thor-
oughly, receiving an interest rate of
only 3% per cent, compared with a con-
siderably higher interest rate on the
Canadian war loans.

To equal their record, proportionate-
ly, we should have had 280,000 subscrib-
ers to our third war loan; we had only
40,800.

We are going to do better this time,
for we recognize, as the people of the
United States did in subscribing to their
Liberty Loans, that full subscription of
war loans will bring the war to a suc-
cessful and speedy conclusion, will
bring back our peaceful and profitable

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1,200,000 WOMEN WILL
HAVE VOTE IN ELECTION

Otta.wa, Nov. 8—One million two hun-
dred thousand women will be capable of
voting in the coming election under the
provisions of the War-Time Election act,
according to the estimate of the general
returning officer. This is regarded as a
conservative figure, for over half a mil-
lion men have gone from Canada to the
various units or the naval service, while
many near relatives of soldiers in the
British-army live in Canada.

When it is considered that wives, wid-
ows, mothers and sisters of soldiers or
naval men are entitled to vote on such a
qualification, easily a million may do so.
There are over two million male voters.

The same great storm did much dam-
age to the road at Anthony’s Cove, East
St. John, washing off the entire surface
of the road and in some places carrying
beach sand over the road to the depth
of over a foot. Logs over eighteen inches
in diameter were swept from the beach
to the highway and left there. Mr. Beld-
ing was sent for and the road has been
cleared and partly re-surfaced, the logs
being used to build up the shore side.

On the Memramcook marsh, where
there was one of the worst pieces of road
in the province, over 1,500 feet has been
completely finished as a permanent road,
and the whole marsh ditched for over a
mile. From Memramcook west the crew
is still at work. They have ditched for
five miles toward Moncton and gravel-
led and skirted over half a mile.

A crew are also putting on gravel be-
tween Moncton and Fox Creek.

The season’s work, which is now draw-
ing to a close, was short and interfered
with by bad weather, but a great deal of
permanent work has been done on the
roads of the province, and the drainage
which has been established on other
stretches will lessen next vear’s work,
while it will also lengthen the season for
work. \

Between five and six miles of perm-
anent road between St. Andrews and
St. Stephen has been completed and is
one of the finést stretches of highway
in the province.

President Tory Tells of Plan To
Use in Demobilization Period

Do Teaching in England — Agricultural
College ior 40,000 Canadian Farmer
Soldiers—Business and Other Educa-

tional Training Proposed

How the demobilization period may be
used for giving to Canadian soldiers an
intensive -education which will make
them an asset of inestimable value to
Canada after the war, was outlined to
the Montreal Canadian Club at a lun-
cheon in the Windsor Hotel by President
H. M. Tory, of Alberta University, who
has lately returned after visiting the
Canadian camps in England and France.
President Tory related stories which
showed the almost pathetic desire of
many of the soldiers to remedy defects
of early education or to prevent them-
selves losing the value of the education
they had already had, and he told as
weil of the large and valuable mine of
teaching ability already in the army and
which could be utilized for agricultural
colleges, business colleges and every
other kind of college which would help
the men to prepare themselves again
for civil life along lines which would
suit their natural aptitudes and ambi-
tions. Presidents and principals, as well
as the governing bodies, of Canadian
universities have assured President
Tory of their hearty co-operation in the
idea, and Sir Robert Borden told a
deputation that every effort would be
made to help them, subject always to
the proviso that military necessity must
be considered first. :

Incidentally, President Tory paid a
high tribute to the Canadians in France,
saying they were the finest body of men
he had ever seen. The bad men in the
army were very bad, but the good men
were the finest ever.

Large Gatﬁering Warmly Applauds Protest
y Against Conscription; Criticism of Govern-

ment War Policy

Quebec, Nov. 9—Acclaimed by a great gathering of men, women and child-
sen outside and inside the Mattineau rink, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, opposition leader,
tonight opened his election campaign with a speech that carefully analyzed the

policy of the government on conscription
munitions.

charity, was allowed to work his way to the front of the crowd. With the rest,

fe shouted. his assent to every word.

As Sir Wilfrid appeared on the platform the crowd broke into O! Canada,

and roars of cheering.

CONSCRIPTION “BRUTALLY FORCED.”

\ In the main the opposition leader followed the lines of the manifesto he is-
sued in Ottawa on Nov. 5. He reiterated that it was the first duty of Canada
to give assistance to the men at the front. He added that it was “our duty to
continue as we had begun—with the voluntary system.” The crowd greeted this

declaration with an ovation.

Sir Wilfrid® declared that “conscription has been brutally” forced on the
Mplq and repeated his plea for a referendum. On the question of the cost of
living, he urged the appointment of a “real controller” instead of a man “who
only gave advice.” He thought that Libzrals who joined the union government
had made a great mistake and had no doubt that Mr. Carvell “rendered his
country greater service in attacking the profiteers who were sapping the blood of
the people than he did in joining this government.”

War One Great Problem.

Sir Wilfrid, in opening his speech, re-
ferred to the chgnges which had taken
place in Quebec East since he first ac-
cepted nomination there forty years ago
tomorrow.

In regard to public affairs he said all
questions turned on the one great prob-
lem of the war which had devastaied
Europe for the last three years. The
cost of living, scandals, all questions
were minor as compared with that of
the war.

Sir Wilfrid then sketched the stand
that he had taken at the outbreak of
war and declared that he held the same
views still. . Canada could not remain
aloof at such a time.

“I took that stand,” Sir Wilfrid went
on, “not because I feared invasion of
Canada as some people seemed to fear

“ it, but what I.feared was hegemony,
domination by a people who violated
every human and divine law.

“It is our duty,” Sir Wilfrid proceeded,
“to continue as we began. It is our duty
to give assistance to our armies with
food, supplies and men and I say it is

ar duty to continue as we began—with
the voluntary system. We began in 1914
by sending troops on the voluntary sys-
tém. Everybody said there waould be no
conscription. (Cheers.) The prime min-
ister declared on many occasions that
there would be no conscription. Then
suddenly at the end of June he intro-
duced the conscription bill.”

_“Shame, shame,” shouted members of
the crowd and the hall was in an uproar
for a time.

“Why,” continued Sir ‘Wilfrid, “did
the prime minister take this step. Up to
the present the only authority we have
for his inspiration is that of two of his
colleagues, Mr. Crothers, the minister of
labor, and Dr. Reid, the minister of rail-
ways.

General discussion among the Allies
of the strategy of the war showed an
immensely preponderant, if not abso-
lutely unanimous, opinion that a drive
into Austria, however successful, could
not bring about the decision of the war.
Objection to such a project need only
be suggested. For a concentration on
the Isonzo front the Allies would have
had the use of only two railways, while
the Central Powers would have had the
use of four. The distance from the
French front to the Isonzo front is less
for the enemy than for the Allies. A
glance at the map of the Italian front
will show that the fastnesses of the
Trentino would have to be cleared out
before a great army could be pushed far
into Austria, otherwise flank attacks on
the line of communication might have
cut the advancing force from its base.

Assuming that the Trentino opera-
tions had been undertaken, and success-
fully carried out, the next step to en-
sure against flank attacks would be to
clear the whole of the Terneva plateau,
which is higher, more rugged, and more
difficult than the Bainsizza plateau,
which General Cadorna took many
months of summer campaigning to seize.

Chicago, Nov. 8—Prices of ham and
bacon to the consumer were cut five to
ten cents by the Illinois food adminis-
tration today. The government’s com-
plete control of the packing }ndustry
lends itwportance to the announcement.
While for the moment the cut applies
only to Chicago and suburbs, prices set
here eventually will serve as the stand-
ard for the whole country.

CHILDREN’S AID SOCIETY

(Cotninued from page 9.)

Turning now to some of the problems
which have come up in the course of my
work, I would place first as perhaps the
most insistent, non-support of families.
This may arise from a variety of real or
imaginary causes, but the result is always
the same, suffering more or less acute.
Mixed marriages are a fruitful cause of
non-support. Again experience scems
to prove that a large percentage of mar-
riages contracted too early in life are
unhappy. An extreme case, perhaps, was
investigated by me a couple of weeks
ago, where the wife was twenty-four
years old and had a daughter eleven
years old. I have been consulted in six
non-support cases this summer. One of
these reached the police court, where the
husbard promised to do better for his
wife and children. Another was some-
what complicated by the misbehavior of
the wife and mother, and a satisfactory
adjustment appears impossible. In a
third the husband left the city to avoid
court proceedings and was followed by
his wife and family. In the fourth a
mixed marriage, the problem was solved
for the time by the husband enlisting in
the forestry battalion. In the fifth cage
the wife went home to her mother, tak-
ing her baby with her after an appear-
ance in the police court. The sixth was
also a mixed marriage. There were two
childrzn and matters do not seem very
much improved in the family, although
the husband is providing a little better
for them. In three of these marriages,
the girl was under sixteen, while the
man was only a year or two older. In
one case she was nineteen and in the re-
maining two the brides were twenty or
over. It would seem to me that some-
thing ought to be done to impress such
people with the idea that the marriage
tie cannot be set aside lightly and that
it carries with it responsibilities which
must be discharged. A reformatory in-
stitution of some kind where these care-
less parents might be compelled to work
for the support of their children and
thus relieve the community of a burden
they should nevér be called upon to bear
would seem to be called for.

The care of the feeble-minded is an-
other problem loudly calling for solu-
tion. - During the past five months I
have been called on to investigate the
cases of three manifestly feeble-minded
women. The first of these was a mar-
ried woman with two children, who had
been deserted by her husband. She
gave birth to a thiml child about a
month ago under the most distressing
circumstances. The baby is now dying
with an absess of the brain. The second
was a girl just turned her sixteenth year.
She lives with her mother, & notorious
woman with a long police record, and
two so-called men boarders in the house.
In spite of her apparent imbecility the
girl of fifteen was nursing an illegiti-
mate baby three months old. The third
is a girl of fourteen years old. She lives
with her father and stepmother, who, 1
think, do all they can with her. Notwith-
standing their watchfulness, however, she
has on two occasions stayed out all
night. These are only isolated cases
which I am sure can be multiplied many
times over. What is imperatively re-

uired for the adequate care of this un-
ortunate part of the community is a
home where they can be committed. In
this way only can we get rid of an éle-
ment of danger and demoralization from
our midst.

I should like to have said something
of the prevalence of truancy in the city.
I will content myself, however, by ob-
serving that in many and perhaps an in-
creasing number of these cases the dif-
ficulty is, largely, at present, an econo-
mic one. The extrayagant prices of all
the necessities of life making it impera-
tive to economise, the much needed
boots and warm clothing for the little
ones are dispensed with. The whole
question of dealing with the class known
as confirmed truants, it seems to me, is
one that ought to be gone into very care-
fully with a view of improving our me-
thods if possible. The establishment of
a parental school or a training ship where
the boys could be under discipline the
whole time may be desirable.

now enjoyed which makes life worth living.
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In concluding this part of my report
1 would like simply to mention that
there seems to be a close phychological
connection between squalid, insanitary
tenements and morbid habits of mind.
Our housing problem in St. John is a
very pressing one and we as a society
are vitally interested in finding a solu-
tion for it if possible.

The appointment of our commission+
ers by the local government was, I am
sure all will agree, a happy one. There
have been four hearings before them at
which nine children have been commit-
ted to the carezof ‘the society. My thanks
are due’to thém as well as to Francis
Kerr and our honorary solicitor, J. King
Kelley, K. C., for advice and assistance.
I would like to say also how much I have
been indebted to Chief of Police Simp-
son, Police Matron Miss Ross, and all
the members of the force and many
others who have made my work easier
by their cheerful help. Dr. G. G. Melvin,
medical health officer, has been ready
at all times to render what assistance
was in his power, and Hon. Dr. Roberts

has laid us under deep obligations by his
attendance to our calls. His Honor
Chief Justice McKeown, Judge Arm=-
strong and Judge Ritchie have likewise
been sympathetic and courteous. In con-
clusion, I may say I have been appoint-
ed a provincial constoble by the local
government and have been sworn into of-

They are known persona:lly by patrons
of plays staged in Pictou In the past half
century, with reputations ever second to
none in theatrical life.

1 took my pen in hand with intent to
relate an incident in the life of Price
Webber. *Tis one I have related verb-
ally when the doings of Price Webber
create a topic of conversation, and
will now pen same with hope that it
may prove a helpful suggestion to seme
reader of your appreciated newspaper.

Full half a century ago two Scribner
brothers, with other talented young men
resident in St. Johm, N. B., bande
themselves tog’(.her, and as “The Scrib-
ner Brothers Troupe‘ gave minstrel and
other entertainments in St. John and
vicinity. Encouraged by success they
elected to visit more distant places. The
Buropean ‘and North American railway
was then operating, and Sussex, with
other places between St. John and Monc-
ton, was visited. Enthused by receptions
thus far, they decided to visit Ambherst,
N. S, giving entertainments at Dor-
chester and Sackville en route. Further
successes followed. Then Oxford, Pug-
wash, Wallace, Tatamagouche, River
John and Pictou town were added to
their itinerary in Nova Scotia. Halls
were engaged and posters announcing
their coming were put up, but midwinter
travel is not always as desired, and their
time schedule was unavoidably broken.
Price Webber, then one of the su-celled
Scribner Brothers, leaving his assoclates
at Tatamagouche, journeyed ahead of
ttem to Pictou town.. Vn arriving
there and stepping from the sleigh in
which he travelled, he accosted ycurs
truly, requesting information that was
willingly given. Then he was piloted to

To relate the many suggested
meanings of such posters would take up
too much time, so I will only add that
the day wore on, night came, and the
mystery was unsolved. Next morning

They will arrive 0. K. and
Make Their First Appearance efore a
Pictou Audience on Monday at 7.45 p.

Fresh from France, where he
been engaged in government work for
some time, George E. Clarke spoke to
the Trafalgar Daughters in Toronto on
“War Conditions in Paris” His ad-
dress touched chiefly on the war as it
has affected the women of France, and
threw Interestung little sidelights on
some of the minor details of life. |

For instance, the speaker mentioned
the fact that because all the luggage at
stations and docks is handled by wom-
en, the traveler is limited to one hun-
dred and thirty pounds for personal
traps. Railway crews are composed
of women and the old woman street !
sweeper is ubiquitous. Movies and the-
atres are open only three nights a week,
owing to the scarcity of coal to gener-
ate light and power, shops close  at
seven for the same reason ;gasoline is
one dollar a gallon, so motoring for
pleasure is abandoned; cooked ham
comes to two dollars a pound, good
eggs are seven cents apiece, “You can
buy them for six and five—if you care
to,” said Mr. Clarke, en passant. Girls
in banks earn three francs a day and
get no Saturday half holiday, and wo-
men munition workers are paid five
francs daily. -

“So you see,” remarked the speaker,
“that the woman wage-earner in France
can’t amass much wealth, and food the
price it is, even with coal, now that the
government has cut out the speculator,
reduced in price to $60 a ton.”

Mr. Clarke paid tribute to the mar-
vellous patriotism of France, touching
on the splendid service being given
their country in -the munition plants,
by the women who, before the war,
had haunted the boulevards at night.

“The patriotism of the French people
is something we Canadians can’t un-
derstand. They love the dark brown
soil of France as we love a person. To
| the French ‘war’s objective is more per-
i fect peace) and they have lost respect
. for the Pope of Rome because of his
attitude to the German peace Ppropos-
als. The French pity Belgium, have
compassion for Russia, have confidence
in the staying powers of Britain, and
have nothing but praise for the navy,
and for Germany no deep-rooted hat-
red. But,” added Mr. Clarke, “the en-
try of the States was the great thing
that cheered them.”

He mentioned that he had had Ger-
man prisoners working for him and all
were well fed and well housed, and
that there was not the slightest sha-
dow of oppression in spite of the fact
that only recently the most diabolical
plots had been discovered, plots direct-
ed chiefly fo attempts to sow dissension
in the army. :

This question, Sir Wilfrid argued,
loomed large in the west, in some parts
of which it was difficult to get candi-
dates, because they saw as much as
porty per cent. of their electors disfran-
chised. Then, too, there was little time
given in which to get candidates in the
field before nomination day.

«“These,” he declared, “are the only
dangers we fear in this election. The
people are with us. The government
wishes to deprive the ?eop!eofthe right
to express themselves.”

Then the old leader referred to the
defections jn the ranks of the Liberal
party. “Seven influential members of
the Liberal party,” he said, “have en-
tered the Borden government. They are
my friends. Some of them I will men-
tion, Messrs. Carvell and MacLean, are
my intimate friends. We have fought
side by side for fifteen years while in
power and in opposition against the
present government. But we divided on
the question of conscription. They be-
lieved in conscription. I did not. I did
not attempt to coerce them. I did not
wish to exert compulsion, even in the
Liberal party. I have been forty years
in politics and I have fought many
fights. 1 have never attacked a person.
I have only attacked acts. Of those who
have left our party I have only this to
say, that I believe our friends made a
great mistake. I have no doubt that
when he was a simple member, Mr. Car-
vell rendered his country greater service
in attacking the profiteers who were
sapping the blood of the people, than
he did in joining this government.”

It was not the first time Sir Wilfrid
continued, that a leader has been deserted
by his followers. O’Connell had been
deserted by the less moderate home
rulers and Gladstone had gone down to
defeat on his Irish policy. Both had been
vindicated by time.

Concluding, Sir Wilfrid said: “My
final word is that of Gladstone, when he
introduced the reform bill: ‘Time is
with us’ Time is with us now. We
roay sustain a'check, but the truth will
prevail stronger than ever.”

Sir Lomer Gouin, premier of Quebec,
who also spoke, declared that “there is
no power in the world which is able to

Bonar Law Speaks on The War
Situation

Advantage of Russian Slrength Largely Lost—
Hopeful as To ltaly —Earl of Derby Optimistic—
England in Tight Piaces Before But' “‘Army and

- Navy Can Never Fail”

London, Nov. 10— The clouds are

lowering today, but behind and above

them the sun is still shining,” said An-
drew Bonar Law, chancellor of the ex-
chequer, at the lord mayor’s banquet last
night.

Dealing with Russia, the chancellor
said: “We all rejoiced at the prospect of
the .advent of liberty in that country—a
liberty which, as we hoped, would have
wisdom and justice as her companion
and’ would leave prosperity and plenty
in her train. The future of Russia to-
day is a sealed book. But we need not
despair. The Russians are a great peo-
ple; and no.nation has won or preserved
freedom which was not prepared to
fight for it, which was not ready to
strain every nerve to drive the invader
from her soil. What will happen we
do not know, but in the meantime the
advantage of Russian strength is largely
lost.” .

The enemy had secured certain mili-
tary advantages, he said, because the
same unity of control did not exist
among the allies as among the Central
Powers, but in the future the whole front
from the British channel ‘to the "Adriatic
would be treated as one front.. No one
would under-estimate the seriousness of
the attack on Italy; but the chancellor
hoped and believed that the Italian army
would be able to hold the enemy until
help arrived. :

Earl Curzon, member of the war cab-
inet, in offering a toast to the allies, said
that unless the spirit of German milit-
arism and arrogance was destroyed, the
greatest disaster: the world had ever
seen would follow. He declared that the
most notable event of the last year had
been the entry of the United States into
the war and added: “Whatever can be
accomplished by the resources of that
vast continent, by the spirit and ardor of
her people and by the cool, calm and
inflexible resol¥e of President Wilson
will be contributed.”

The speaker looked forward to a Rus-

Sir Eric Geddes, speaking for the navi ,
said: “T'he naval service has unshaken
confidence that when the great: day
comes, when we succeed in forcing the
enemy to give battle, it will find the
royal navy equal to the occasion.”

He said that the submarine losses had
been very heavy and ‘that although they
had been steadily reduced, they were
still heavy. The submarine campaign
had not been defeated, but was becing
held. for the present. In his opinion ot
would be defeated.
