Winnipeg, Sept. 1.—(Toronto Slobe.) 
—Statistics complied by J. N. Maclean, 
chief license inspector for Manitoba, have 
proved a revelation regarding the effect 
of the Manitoba Temperance Act on 
drunkenness and crime in the prov­
ince.

Mr. Maclean announced yesterday that 
there had been a reduction of eighty per 
cent in drUnkçnness in Winnipeg since 

•June, as compared with the three months 
previous. The percentage, is based on 
the court statistics. In the province 
there has been a decrease oi ninety per 
cent, of drunkenness. For the city and 
province the number of all crimes in 
Winnipeg during the first three months 
.of prohibition was 161, as compared 
with 818 for the months of March, April 
and May. The jails of the province are 
becoming empty. The act is being vig­
orously enforced.

“It is reliably reported that a strong

movement bas been started against Czar 
Ferdinand and that Bulgaria’s defeat 
will be the signal for a revolution. Bul­
garians fear that the Russians will make 
a combined land and sea attack on Var­
na.

“The relations between Austria and 
Hungary are critical as the latter Is 
clamoring for the concentration of the 
entire Hungarian forces on their own 
frontiers. There is a possibility of Hun­
gary fighting Austria for her own pre­
servation.*'

The 
capital was always under the impression 
that Roumania would never do anything 
that would put her face to face against 
Germany. The many Greeks in Buch­
arest and Braila and Constaniza and 
Galatz, had for years seen the financial 
domination of the Teuton supreme; they 
found that next to the Roumanian, the 
German language was the one in which 
they could make themselves understood, 
and they saw that 'a Hohenzollern was 
sitting on the Roumanian throne, and

H. Bell, manager of the St. John Cream­
ery and The Standard Creamery, man­
aged by Thomas E. Robinson.

May 1 is the date set for the issuing 
of milk licenses, and it is said these three 
firms have not compiled. The difficulty, 
it was said today, arises from the fact 
that the firms secure their milk from 
various farmers throughout the country. 
The farmers’ premises are subject tq the 
inspection of the board of health’s in­
spector. Unless the premises pass the 
necessary inspection, the producer is cut 
off from the list of deisrable producers, 
and buyers who persist in purchasing 
milk from^him are refused their licenses 
until they cut him from their list.

Price yesterday, and that his absence 
was concealed from the newspaper cor­
respondents there.

victory in south West Toronto, indi­
cates that the Liberal heart the Do­
minion over ia glad that Tory Toronto is 
shaking off her shackles.

The spectacle of men, who had been 
Tory workers for years, taking part in 
a demonstration for a Liberal victory 
under the very windows of the Mall and 
Empire was a sight for sore eyes. The 
election in South West Toronto is some­
what bewildering on account of the 
profusion of candidates and thO varie­
gated interests they represented, but the 
main fact which emerges is that a Lib­
eral won. That is to say Toryism of the 
most reactionary and arbitrary kind was 
stricken to the ground in its chief cita­
del, Toronto. There has not been a Lib­
eral member for any of the Toronto 
constituencies In the Ontario legislature 
for twenty-six years, 
broke the spell.

To a cosmopolitan constituency such 
as South West Torout(|, Mr. Dewart ap­
peals as a man of bro 
and popular convictionsx 
the path.

There are many explanations of Mr.

It may be as the News says that the 
prohibitionists voted for him. Why 
shouldn’t they? It may be that the 
liquor people took” their Revenge on the 
Hearst government for selling them out. 
Why shouldn’t 
that voting foi 
was a direct slap tin the tacè to a Con­
servative government.for bet/aying them, 
that was their own business. But there 
is one thing sure. Whiskey did not 
ftgllt for Mr. Dewart. What it' did 
to refuse to fight for the other fellow. 
In the language Of the street “it laid 
down.” And this discloses another fact. 
The boasted Tory organisation An To­
ronto is a myth. There is no Tory or­
ganization in the Queen City when the 
dark lantern captains of the saloon 
brigade refuse to do their usual work 
at the polls. On the other hand prohibi­
tion voted strongly for Mr. Dewart. One 
of his largest majorities was in South 
Parkdale, which is a prohibition strong­
hold.

Conference by the Council of the World 
Wide Presbyterian Alliance at Aberdeen 
in 1918. He suggests that we send a 
deputation to South Africa or a sep­
arate commission to bring the project to 
the notice of all the Christian bodies 
there.

An English layman, active in the Lay­
men’s missionary movement, reports the 
distribution of our pamphlets and, best 
of all, of the prayer cards. He suggests 
our providing each of the 4,000 secre­
taries of the Church of England Men’s 
Society with a few pamphlets for dis­
tribution, and asking him to join in a 
carefully arranged plan for presenting 
the idea of the World Conference to the 
180,000 meijnbers of the society.

tleman. The secretary will also send 
the World Conference pamphlets to 
those who desire them. An English 
bookseller sends an order for pamphlets 
to be sent to Austidia. An English 
lady writes from Germany of the dis­
tribution she has made of our pamph­
lets there and asks for more. A lay­
man in Philadelphia writes expressing 
thanks for information 
copies can be had of Rev. Gilbert A. 
Reid’s address “The Reunion of Chris­
tendom as it appear to a Foreign Mis­
sionary.”
