Womens’ Social and Political Union and the other suffrage organisations In 
Great Britain and France had decided not to participate in the forthcoming 
womens’ conference at The Hague to consider peace.

“This movement,” she said, “is well meaning but mistaken. Those running 
this conference have no political Influence. Pro-Germans are working hard in 
this direction here, and in neutral countries, and much German money has been 
circulated In America, but this is not the time to talk peace."

ITALIAN AGREEMENT WITH SERBIA? Petrograd, April 7—A Russian admiralty statement, reviewing operations In 
the Black Sea since Dec. 12, says

"Russian mine laying operation* ofi the Bosphore* have given satisfactory 
results. The Turkish cruiser Hsmldleh struck a mine and was badly dam* gad, 
A few days later a Turkish gunboat of the Rds type was sunk in the same re­
gion. On January 2, a large transport wav sunk. On December 26 the cnéerr 
Sultan Selim, (formerly the German cruiser Goeben), was syrlnindy 
On February 15 another gunboat was destroyed. A few days later * Turkish 
torpedo boat destroyer was blown up and at the same time two other Turkish

Paris Paper’s Correspondent Says One is About 
Ready and Will Bring Italy Nearer to War

Paris, April 7—The Excelsior's Rome correspondent telegraphs that Italy 
and Serbia are about to conclude an agreement upon the following beats:

Italy will not oppose Serbia’s occupation of territory giving her an outlet 
to the Adriatic on condition that this territory wifi not be fortified. The ques­
tion of Trieste and Istria has not even been discussed, the allies having recog­
nised the Italian character of these localities.

The correspondent says that the Italian ambassador In Paris to Rome is 
in connectée with these negotiations, and that if this Italo-Serbian agreement Is 
signed this week, as Is expected, "the entry of Italy into the European conflict 
may be considered Imminent.”

RUSSIANS CAPTURE „
WOO MEN AND 
iOO MACHINE GUNS.

London, April 7—Austrian claims of 
successes in the Carpathians are denied 
in a semi-official Russian communica­
tion, according to a Petrograd despatch 
to Reuter’s. Assertions of victories for 
the Austrian arms, the Russians con­
tend, are designed to pacify public 
opinion, and revive “drooping courage.”

___ It is. contended that the Austrian ad­
mission of a small retreat on April 8,

. really covered a retirement of about six­
teen miles, covering the entire region 
between Mesolaborcse and Uesok Pass.
The Russian statement further tells that 
la small Russian force of one brigade, in 
a flirions attack at daybreak on April1 
4, captured a strong Austrian position 
in front of the village of Okna, north of 
C.semowits, occupied by the 85th Honved 
Regiment. After a sanguonary bayonet 
encounter, the Austrians are reported to 
have been repulsed with the annihilation 
of two Honved battalions, twenty-one 
officers and more than 1,000 men taken 
prisoners and eight machine guns cap­
tured.

The statement asserts that between 
March 20 and April 8, the Russians took 
prisoners in the Carpathians on the front 
from Balligrod to Ussok 878 officers, 
eleven doctors, 88,165 men, besides cap­
turing seventeen cannon and 100 ma­
chine guns. About half of these cap­
tures are said to have been made on a 
front of 160 versts (1W miles).

Chicago, April 7—Complete returns 

from yesterday’s municipal elections 
showed that William Hale Thompson, 
Republican, was elected mayor by a 
plurality of 189,024, the largest ever given 
a candidate for that office in Chicago. 
His majority over all was 111,608.

Out of a total registration of 769,017 
there were Cast for mayor 670588 votes 
divided as follows:—

ALEX. S. ROBERTSON OF 
SUSSEX DIED TODAY

TO TAKE A VOTE ON
PROHIBITION NEXT YEAR

Paris, April 7—A despatch from 
Geneva to the Matin quotes Djavid Bey, 
the Turkish minister of finance, as say­
ing:

“I am of the opinion that the war can­
not last much longer, for .the Germans 
will be unwilling to make a second win­
ter campaign. I expect, therefore, a de­
finite solution towards the end of Oc­
tober.”

Djavid Bey, who arrived at Geneva 
from Berlin, talked freely to French re­
porters. He said he had negotiated a 
loan of $80,000,000 in Berlin. He scoff*! 
at the idea that the allies could force 
the Dardanelles or the Bosphorus. Tur­
key, he said, had never allowed the Eng­
lish to become acquainted with the new 
defence batteries, only the old forts, al­
though, the English were charged with 
training the Turkish fleet.

Djavid Bey expressed regret that his 
country was at war with her old friend 
France, but added: "Sentiment plays a 
small role in international war. While 
In Germany I was most struck with the 
savage hatred which every German 
showed for England. Hatred of Eng­
land seems to have absorbed the whole 
nation’s capacity for hatred, so nobody 
seemed to think of detesting France.”

New York, April 7—The Rome cor­
respondent of the Evening Sun says:—

Information has reached Rome that 
Austria is now ready to sue for peace. 
Germany, realizing the impossibility of 
averting Italian and possibly Balkan in­
tervention, tacitly consents to Austria’s 
concluding a separate peace, which na­
turally portends the end of the war.

There is a suspicion, based upon con­
fidential information, thqt Germany will 
be powerless to assist Austria when the 
Russians cross the Carpathians, since the 
Kaiser needs his entire army to defend 
his own frontier.

Abandoned by Germany, Austria is 
powerless to resist yie Russian invasion, 
and therefore is ready to sue for peace 
to avert annihilation. Left to battle 
single-handed, yet undefeated, Germany 
will continue her resistance alone. If 
compelled to do so, she will accept peace 
with honor. Although the latter event­
uality is highly improbable, still it is not 
considered impossible here.

New York, April 7—The Internation­

al Mercantile Marine Company, organ­
ized by J. P. Morgan & Co. and control­
ling a great fleet of steamships plying 
between the United States and Europe, 
has been placed in the hands of a re­
ceiver by the Federal Court. The. re­
ceiver named is P. A. S. Franklin, vice- 
president of the company.

Action against the company was taken 
by the New York Trust Company, 
trustee of its $62,744,000 four and a half 
per cent collateral trust bonds, interest on 
which has been defaulted. The broceed- 
Ings are understood to be friendly. Mr. 
Franklin was placed under a $60,000 
bond and empowered to continue the 
business of the company.

The mammoth fleet that flies the flag 
of the International Mercantile Marine 
Company was brought together by a 
syndicate of American and British cap­
italists under the leadership of the late 
J. P. Morgan. The corporation, in its 
present form, was chartered by the 
State of New Jersey in 1902 and suc­
ceeded the International Navigation 
Company which had then been in ex­
istence for nine years.

One hundred and nineteen steamships, 
flying the flags of three nations—Great 
Britain, the United States and Belgium 
—were operated by the company 
cording to the latest available figures.

Paris, March 10—One of the strangest 

and at the same time bravest exploits of 
the entire war has just come to light 
here. It happened during recent 
ere fighting in Flanders when a concealed 
German battery had been giving the 
French great trouble. A sergeant was 
ordered to ascend in an aeroplane with a 
lieutenant to observe the German posi­
tion. They flew over the enemy’s lines 
and were greeted with a hail of sheU. 
The lieutenant was wounded and the 
sergeant, a young man, was made bUnd 
for life by an explosion 6,000 feet in the 
air, yet he guided his machine safely 
back to his own lines and brought to his 
commaander the desired information.

The aeroplane was just above the 
German lines, the battery had been 
sighted and the machine was turning to 
go back when shells began bursting all 
around, until the sergeant could not see 
twenty yards ahead because of the 
smoke. Finally one shell burst right 
above their heads. The sergeant ' de­
scribes his sensations thus:

“For a moment I believed my brain 
had burst. At the same time I experi­
enced a sickening sensation. Then the 
dense fog shut all the surrounding ob­
jects from view.
