OCEAN FREIGHT MATTER.

Asked by the chairman if Nova Sco-
tia was not geographically favored with
relation to sea-borne commerce, Mr.
Cornell replied in the negative, stating
that Nova Scotia shippers were often
forced to use ports others than Mari-
time ports in order to obtain steamer
space. S
In explanation of the term “arbit-
rary,” the witness cited the case of a
Montreal industry manufacturing stoves
fn competition with similar industries
doing business in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick. In order to permit the
Maritime industries to do business and
compete with the Montreal industry,
an addition was made to the Montreal
rate from the Maritime point involved.
This addition was not based on per ton
mile revenue or cost of service. It was
an arbitrary rate.

CASE IS CITED.

In 1902, on fifth class traffic, the
classification in which stoves were in-
cluded, the arbitrary over Montreal for
shipment, Sackville to Winnipeg, was
11 cents per 100 pounds. That was, he
explained, that if the Montreal rate was
§1, the Sackville rate was $1.11. In
1917 this rate was advanced to 13 cents.

CANADA ASKED TO
AID  ENFORCEMENT

Effort Made to Prevent use of
. British Elag by Rum-

By HERBERT BAILEY
British United Press Cable.

LONDON, July 28—Canada will be
asked by the British government to
co-operate to the fullest extent in the
fulfillment of the agreement between
Great Britain and the United States
to facilitate the suppression of rum-
running. As a result of the visit of
General Andrews, chief Amerigan pro-
hibition official, details of co-operation
between British and American authori-
ties in this connection have been ar-
ranged. Canada is not directly affect-
ed by the main part of the agreement
which is directed toward the Bahamas
from which a vast flood of the prohib-
ited fluid has been pouring into the
southern states.

An effort will be made, however, to
prevent the illegal use of the British
flag by rum-runners who are not on
British registry &nd it is believed that
Canadian authorities will be able to
help along the enforcement efforts in
this direction.

SAYS MIND MORE
ALERT AT NIGHT

Dr. Johnson Asserts Rest Evenly
Distributed Throughout
Sleep

PITTSBURGH, July 28—The mind
is more alert before a night’s sleep than
it is just after rising in the morning:
This is the conclusion reached after an
extensive study of sleep. made by
scientists at the Mellon Institute of In-
dustrial Research at Pittsburgh. The
tests were made on students in a local
university who volunteered for the pur-

pose.

It was found that the students per-|:

formed mental tests better at night
than in the morning. However, it was
noted that the results in the morning
were much better after a series of ex-
ercises. There is ‘a popular impression
that a restful sleeper changes his posi-
tion very little during the night. But
the tests showed that the sleepers re-
mained in one position without moving
only about eleven qminutes on an aver-
age. :

“Our results in their present form,”
declared Dr. H. M. Johnson, head of
the experiments, “contradict a num-
ber of proverbs regarding sleep. One
of these is that the earlier hours passed
in bed are the most restful. This is
true only for a small minority of the
subjects. For a number the periods of
longest rest are pretty evenly distri-
buted among the four quarters of the
night. For some the last quarter is
most free from activity.

“Recalling’ advice frequently given
students to do their studying before
breakfast while their minds are still
fresh, the results of the night and
morning tests are at variance with that
belief, but a decision is yet to be made
on what interpretation these results will
bear. Recuperative effects of sleep un-
doubtedly exist, but they are obscured

by other factors for some hours.”

BIG INCREASE IN
ALCOHOLIC DEATHS

Insurance Table Shows Ificrease
6 to 3.6 Per 100,000 in 7
Years

NEW YORK, July 28—Deaths from
alcoholism have increased by 600 per
cent. since prohibition went into effect,
according to.a mortuary table compiled
by the Metropolitan Life Insurance
Company and issued this week for the
infermation of industrial policy holders
in this country and Canada.

There is an increase of about 25 per
cent. in the alcoholic deaths of 1926,
as compared with those of 1925. The
table shows that the number of deaths
from this cause is steadily increasing.

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NOVA_SCOTIA SEEKS 19 MEMBERS IN COMMONS INSTEAD OF 14

- Demand For Former
Representation Made
At Maritime Probe

ALIFAX, N. S., July 27—Increased representation in the Do-
minion House of Commons and adequate protectio;;n for Nova
Scotia's two basic industries of coal and stee] were this'afternoon
urged before the Royal Commission headed by Sir Andrew Rae
Duncan, investigating the condition of the Maritime Provinces
growing out of their partnership in the Dominion of Canada.
Lieut.-Col. E. C. Phinney, acting on behalf of the province,
contended that Nova Scotia’s original representation of 19 mem-
‘bers as compared with her present representation of 14, should be
restored, and made irreducible, and H. P. Duchemin, K. C,, of
Sydney, also appearing on behalf of the province, stressed the
need for an increased tariff on steel and a national fuel policy in

the solution of the problems facing the steel and coal industries. .

Col. Phinney concluded his intro-
duction of the freight rates case and

tomorrow the first witness will be call-
ed in the person of F. C. Cornell, the
freight rate expert employed. by the
Maritime Provinces.

OTTAWA REPRESENTATION.

. _Elaborating his argument with re-
spect to Nova Scotia’s representation

{ Ottawa, Col. Phinney contended
that it was not contemplated at the
time of Confederation that the strength
of the province’s representation would
ever fall below 19.

The chairman—“But the: province
took precisely that chance.”

Col. Phinney—*“Yes, of course.”

Continuing, Col. Phinney argued
that since Nova Bcotia had contribut-
ed so generously to the building up of
the West, it seemed most unfair that
her representation should fall as a di-
rest consequence of the growth of the
newer provinces.

CHAIRMAN'S INQUIRY.

The chairman inquired in what way
Nova Scotia had contributed to the
development of the west, apart from
sharing in the responsibility assumed
with the purchase of western lands
which he pointed out were acquired
with borrowed money, guaranteed by
the British government.

Col. Phinney replied that Nova
Bcotians had invested freely in western
enterprises, that the province had
born its full share of the development
carried on by the nation, and that she
had helped very materially to people
the western provinces.

DEPENDS ON QUEBEC.

The chairman pointed out that after
all the west had nothing whatever
to do with Nova Scotia’s representation
at Ottawa. That depended upon the
population of Quebec. The growth ot
the west might make, it was true, for a
lesser representation from Nova Scotia
in a larger Federal House, but In any
event it was conceivable that a strong-
er voice in the councils of the nation
might accompany a smaller represen:
tation.

STEEL AND COAL SITUATION

H. P. Duchemin, K. C. in presenting
the casefor the steel and coal industries
from the standpoint of the province,
pointed out that the present situation,
which he characterized as “languish-
ing,” in the case of coal and facing “ex-
tinction,” in the case of steel, rested
on a different footing than the various
other situations brought to the atten-
tion of the commission. It did not
arise froth any violation of the letter
or spirit ‘of the Confederation Act, but
was entirely due to failure of the gov-
ernment, Conservative as well as Lib-
efal, to apply the proper remedies..
Continuing ‘he said: :

PROTECTION IS POLICY

“Tariff protection to Canadian in-
dustries is the approved and accepted
policy of the Dominion. It is not my
purpose to defend or to critize that
policy. All that is revelant to the case
is to point out, that while it is main-
tained, Nova Scotia industries may fair-
y claim to be entitled to share in its
advantages, to the same degree as
the major industries of Quebec and
Ontario. Protection, or free trade, or
an exclusive revenue tariff may be ad-
vocated with somé show of logic, but
surely no reasonable defence, no con-
sideration based in equity or sound
public. policy can be advanced in :sup-
port of a system under which Nova
Scotians are compelled to buy what
they consume in a substantially pro-
tected home market, and to sell what
they produce in a virtually unprotect-
ed one.”” '

REMEDIES TOLD.

As to remedies he said:

“ “The remedies suggested to re-estab-
lishk the steel industry on a strong and
enduring basis contemplates no change
in the fiscal policy of Canada. All that
is asked is that the accepted princi-
ples of the national policy of protec-
tion to Canadian industries be extended
frankly and intelligently to this basic
Nova Scotia industry. The tariff should
be, raised to such a point as to over-
come geographical handicaps and
transportation difficulties- which now
prevent this industry from competing
on equal terms with rivals in the mar-
kets of central Canada. An alterna-
tive proposal would be the renewal of
the bounty system which was discon-
tinued in 1911, and which might be ap-
plied on the basis of the amount of
Nova Scotia coal consumed in the pro-
duction’of steel. Under this latter plan
both the steel and coal industries would
receive direct encouragement. At pres-
ent the steel industries of Ontario,
which import their fuel from the Unit-
ed States, are bonused to the extent
of 49 cents on every ton of coal they
consume. The principal, therefore, is
one which has already been recognized
and adopted by the Federal govern-
ment.

As  regards coal, Mr. Duchemin
pointed out that the suggestions of
Nova Scotia’s Minister of Mines, Hon.
G. S, Harrington, had in the main been

Soften the gelatine
in three tablespoons cold water and dis-
solve in the juice. Season to taste with
vaprika and salts Garnish with finely
chopped green pepper.

Act Permits Levy on Non-
Residents Working in
Moncton City

DORCHESTER. July 27—At the

opening sesdon of the semi-
annual meeting of the Westmor-
land Municipal Council, this af-
ternoon, the warden of the coun-
ty was empowered to employ
counsel to test the collection of
the income tax imposed by the
city of Moncton on persons work-
ing in the city and residing out-
side, The tax complained of by
those assessed is authorized by an'
Act of Legislature passed in 1921,
and this year was the first time
it was imposed.

The matter was brought before the
Council by Councillor, LeBlanc, of
Shediac and the main argument
against such a tax was made by E.
R. McDonald, Mayor of Shediac. He
contended that it was unjust and un-
fair and a breach of faith on the part
of Moncton as he contended .it was
understood employees of the C, N. R.
would not come within the scope of
the legislation.

Mr. McDonald’s main argument was
that men employed in the Govern-
ment service could not be taxed in the
same manner as outsiders coming in
to work for the municipality or pri-
vate firms.

SOCIAL SERVICE
BODY ASKS CHANGE

Would Put Elections Under Non-
party Control and Punish
Wrongdoers

TORONTO, July 27—The Social
Service Council of Canada, a federa-
tion of social welfare organizations
with nalion wide activities, is issuing
an election appeal to Canadian citi-
zens, under the sighatures of its presi-
dent, Rev. L. Norman Tucker, D.D.,
of London, Ont., and its secretary,
Rev. J.-Phillips Jones, of Toronto..

Declaring “the council allies itself
with no political group, but with the
present crisis in the nation’s history,
it sends out this manifesto calling on
all citizens to united action for the
good of the Dominion.” It proceeds
to review the investigation into the
customs department and continues as
follows:

“Because of the intense anxiety of
both historic political parties to pos-
sess office and the power that goes with
it, the Parliament just dissolved has
just failed in“its duty to the nation.
Though the session cost the people a
very large sum of money, neither of the
prime functions of parliament was ful-
filled. There was no adequate provi-
sion for public service. Unsatisfactory
legislation was abandoned. Instead of
public spirited attention to the nation’s
business, there was a deplorable spec-
tacle of parliament engaged for nearly
six months in a struggle for party ad-
vantage and an obvious jockeying for
control of election machinery.”

RECOMMENDA TIONS

After recording “the evident fault ot
the civil service commission to free
the public service from the pernicious
influence of patronage,” the raanifesto
proceeds as follows:

“The council therefore records its
conviction that among the measures
that are indispensable, if national mor-
ality and efficiency are to be assured,
are the following:

“(1) The summary removal from any
position of public honor and trus: of
any person or official guilty of par-
ticipation in, or connivance with, vio-
lation of the law whether such person
is elected by the people or 1ppointed
by the crown. .

“(2)—Vigorous prosecution and ade-
quate punishment, untrammelled by
personal, social, financial or political
influence, of all law-breakers.

“(8)—To eliminate the unseznaly
Jjockeying for control of election ma-
chinery, there should be set up a per-
manent non-party organization for the
conductance of elections.

“(4)—All political organizations as
well as candidates for public offic
should be required to publisn detaiied
sworn statements showing all contri-
bution to election expenses and party
funds.

STORE LOCATION

Saint John Merchant’s , Adver-
tisement Shows Value of Regu-
Space in Times-Star

In The Times-Star of yesterday, one
of Saint John’s large dry goods houses
used nearly a quarter page announce-
ment, advertising a special sale of
silks, but the most unusual part about
the advertisement was the fact that
the name and address of the advertiser
was not given. The first glance at the
advertisement caused a shiver to run
down the back of some of the adver-
tising department, for the omission of
the name and address of an advertiser
means an angry advertiser. However,
a second look revealed the fact that
the name-and address were not in-
tended to appear in this particular ad-
vertisement, the merchant believing
that everybody knew where to go for
silks, and his regular location in The
Times-Star revealed the identity of his
store.

This unique method of advertising
recalls the story of a merchant who un-
intentionally advertised about every-
thing but the goods he was selling. He
referred to the length of time he had
been in business the high quality of
his merchandise; the efficiency of his
service and delivery system, and the
courtesy of his clerks, but he failed to
state whether he was selling hardware,
drygoods or furniture. The merchant
received a letter from an out of town
reader of the paper, which-ran some-
thing like this, “Dear Mr. Jones—That
was a fine advertisement you had in
the paper yesterday. The layout was
great. The wording was excellent. The
I want to buy your
goods, but what on earth are you sell-
ing?”

However, in the case of yesterday’s
nameless advertisement, there is little
fear of anyone failing to know where
the merchant’s store is located, which
goes to show the advantage of using
regular advertising ' space in The
Times-Star.

DEMPSEY SAYS HE
IS FIT FOR FIGHT

Champion Claims He is in
Wonderful Shape Right
: Now

COLORADO SPRINGS, Col., July
27—Pride in his profession and his love
for the “roar of the erowd,” are the
things urging Jack Dempsey, king of
the heavyweights, back into the ring
to risk his title and, incidentally, his
revamped nose. :

The heavyweight champion has chat-
ted naively, like a boy in his ’teens,
with The Associated Press representa-
tive who has accompanied him on more
than ore occasion through the various
phases of his preliminary training for
the bout in which he will risk his crown
next fall.

From the rubbing table to .the break-
fast table, from the gymnasium and
along the dusty roads, Dempsey has
spoken intimately and has “opened up,”
as perhaps he never has done since the
day six years ago when he felled Jess
Willard in Toledo.

Keeping "himself physically fit is-a
fetish with the champion. “I believe in
keeping fit at all times,” he explained.
“That is my business and that is my
philosophy of life just now. I never
hold an opponent cheaply and because
of that I train rigorously for a bout.
The result is that I am in great shape
right now. My life has been an open
book and I am in wonderful shape to-
day—perhaps in better shape than at
any previous time before a fight.”

Dempsey believes that he is good for
rany years in the ring yet, and if he
has any idea of abandoning his ring
career after the next fight, win or lose,
he hasn’t revealed it. “I have my best
fighting years ahead of me,” he de-
clared. “Aftér that, well, I may devote
myself to investments, with part of
the year set aside for the outdoor
sports I love so well.”

Dempsey has no lack of confidence
that he can enter the ring against any
challenger on the horizon and leave it
still wearing the crown. His declaration
that he is “fit’ is borne out by his ap-

pearance. Tanned and burned by wind

and sun, he scales at 205 pounds, with
ne spare poundage visible about his
unusually trim waist.

The “Hollywood nose” is the only
shadow of doubt across the champion’s
field of confidence. Whether the re-
vamped proboscis will stand the gaff
of a hard go in the ring is a matter of
speculation; for Dempsey, theoretically,
it is a success. For Dempsey breathes
during the most strenuous exertion with
less effort than ever before. But whe-
ther or not it will stand up under a
series of smashing blows from the
gloved mitt of a sturdy challenger, is
another question.

The champion’s diet is an interesting
thing. He has no particular prescribed
diet. He eats largely what he wants
and plenty of it. Wholesome food in
copious quantities best describes’ it.

Orange juice, followed by a huge
golden cantaloupe, oatmeal, bacon and
teast with coffee, is a fair sample of
his breakfast menu; lunch includes
plenty of fresh vegetables, often roast
beef and mashed potatoes, while steak
is a favorite entree at night.

Life at the Broadmoor calls for many
social engagements, but Dempsey man-
ages to dodge them and it is seldom
that 10 o’clock finds him still out of
bed; for, he rises promptly at 6:45 each
morning and fifteen minutes later is on
the road.

AUTO REGULATIONS
SUBJECT IN COURT

Interpretation of Phrase “Dem-
onstrating Purposes” is Dis-
cussed in Dealer’s Case

i

The words “demonstrating purposes,”
used in the Motor Vehicle Act, in con-
nection with the issuing of dealers’
tags to those desirious of selling.cars,
was the subject of some discussion
in the Police Court this morning when
the case of Struan Ritchie, charged
with operating a car “under a dealer’s
license” for private purposes, was under
consideration.

William M. Ryan, who appeared for
Mr. Ritchie, said that the words
“demonstrating purposes” had a very
wide scope and carried an exception-
ally broad meaning. It would be a
difficult matter to know where to draw
the line. :

R. G. Mclnerney, acting on behalf
of the Public Works Department of
the province, agreed partially in this
opinion and added that it was not the
desire of the department to have any
of the dealers fined for using cars
with dealers’ licenses attached but at
the same time the law restricted those
to whom these tags were issued. The
law, he said, was being violated and
it was the desire, so far as he knew,
to have the regulations carried out a
little more rigidly,
