London, Sept. 24.—The ministerial 

vacations are at an end and the mem­
bers of the British cabinet this week 
begin to face many important prob­
lems both international and domestic. 
Discussions among the various minis­
ters today and tomorrow will' be fol­
lowed on Wednesday by a meeting of 
the Cabinet with regard to which there 
is much speculation; as it is generally 
supposed that the session will be con­
cerned mainly with the relations be­
tween France and Great Britain over 
the reparations tangle.
Says Public Mislead.

The secret of the meeting of Pre­
mier Poincare and Premier Baldwin 
is a secret still and the political gos­
sips continue to set forth various ver­
sions of what happened in Paris.

The Times today, criticising editor­
ially the now famous communication 
issued after the Premiers’ meeting, 
says it “very gravely misled public 
opinion, conveying an impression of,I " 
political solidarity which in f?ctr -does 
not exist."
Statement On Wednesday.

Berlin, Sept. 2*.—Although the aban­
donment of passive resistance has not 
yet been decreed, its official Gemina­
tion Is believed to be not far away and 
already there is speculation as to the 
attitude of the Communist and Na­
tionalist groups. Each opposes sur­
render, the Nationalist group asserting 
through ifs leader, Dr. Hergt, that 
it “will have no part in any scheme of 
capitulation,” while the Communists 
declare that to give up the Ruhr fight 
would be a concession to capitalism, 
both German and French.

Former military leaders fed that 
there will be no trouble from either 
Communist or Nationalist sources.

They bdieve the ultra-radicals would 
find little or no support from the ranks 
of the workers, for whom Bolshevism 
At, longer has charms. The National­
ists, it is pointed out, are a minority 
faction and in addition appear to lack 
cither the funds or the material neces­
sary for a successful Insurrection. One 
political leader expressed the opinion 
that any trouble would be local and of 
short duration.

Gloucester Mass., Sept. 24—The 
members of the U. S. race committee 
today were waiting a reply to a tele­
gram which they despatched on Sat­
urday to the trustees of the Interna­
tional fishermen’s trophy at Halifax 
in which the position of the U- S. com­
mittee in regard to the eligibility of 
U. S. schooners was plainly stated.

The message to the trustees which 
was the last of a series of messages ex­
changed between Halifax and Glources- 
ter, declared that the elimination races 
in October to choose a challenger for 
the international race would be open 
to all U. S. fishing schooners and the 
committee would certify the winner 
as the U. S. challenger for the trophy 
now held by the Biuenose.

A proposed conference between the 
U. S. race committee and the Halifax 
trustees did not materialize, according 
to members of the committee here, be­
cause the trustees refused to attend 
such a meeting unless it were held in 
Halifax. It was said that the commit­
tee offered to go to any intermediary 
point, such as Bangor or Portland.
New Rule Suggestions.

The new rules which the U- S. com­
mittee wished to discuss were those 
made public almost immediately after 
last years’ race. The rules have to do 
with sparring and displacement and 
in the eyes of Gloucestermen affect 
only U. S. schooners, which are more 
lofty than the squatty Nova Scotia 
vessels. While the areas are not 
markedly different, the Canadian ves­
sels are usually spread lower.

The recent exchange of telegrams are 
precipitated by the receipt of a tele­
gram from the trusties of the trophy 
asking for plans end specifications of 
any possible U. S. challenger, 
committee replied by stating that 
Canadians were assured the U. S. chal­
lenger would be a “bona fide, genuine 
fishing schooner,” but it was added 
that the challenger’s measurements 
might possibly conflict with the addi­
tions made to the deed of gift.

Many Taken from Water

The desperate plight from which 
many were rescued by the lifeboat 
crews of the Empress may be gathered 
from the fact that the flames drove 
hundreds into the sea where for hours 
and hours they stood ducking under 
the water every few minutes to escape 
the perishing heat which blew over 
them from the flaming city. Suffo­
cation rather than fire occasioned 
scores of thousands of deaths, passen­
gers stated.

U. S. Entrants Killed
The S-6 was caught in the vortex of 

a terrific southwesterly gale in cross­
ing the Belgian frontier about seven 
p. m. last evening, the rain storm forc­
ing the balloonists to unload all their 
ballast. When the balloon crashed at 
Nistelrode both men were dead.

Lieut. Olmstead was killed outright 
when lightning 
while Lieut. Choptaw 
when the S-6 fell, in the opinion of Dr. 
Van Binbergen, of Nistelrode, who ex­
amined the bodies. He telegraphed 
the Aero Club in Brussels that Lieut. 
Olmstead’s body was found under the 
bag in the basket, while that of his 
companion was about 25 feet away, as 
if the victim had jumped.

Two members of the Aero Club were 
sent from Brussels to take charge of 
the bodies.

Unemployment Problem.
Among the other serious problems

This is em­
phatically denied by the Dublin cor­
respondent of the Morning Post, who 
points out the probability that the con­
stituencies would promptly re-elect the 
same members.

Moreover, the penalty in such cases 
has already been provided by the elec­
toral act, which prescribes forfeiture of 
the £100 deposit, made at the time of 
nomination, by members falling to take 
the oath and their seats before the dis­
solution of the Dail to which they were 
elected.

Mrs. Ocoin be­
lieves she has found it—by putting her 
husband up for sale. '

“This slave without a master,” she 
says, “is willing to work at anything 
a man of middle age " is able to do. 
He is intelligent and, he is fairly well 
educated. His character is above "re­
proach.

“If anybody wants a slave of this 
type, it is a chance to obtain a bar­
gain.”

So she’s advertising her “Slave for 
Sale."

But so far there have been no bid­
ders. There seems to be little call 

slaves.
“This Is an era of advertising,” she 

says. “I want to get a decent job 
for my husband because he is self-re­
specting and does not want to be sup­
ported by my small earnings. I want 
tc show that I am capable of better 
things than laboring in a box factory. 
And I want to show up the present 
evil of industrial slavery.

“What I meant the ad to convey' 
is the fact that the industrial worker 
today, particularly the unskilled man, 
is & more unfortunate slave than his 
black brother of a generation ago. 
There was at least a paternalistic care 
of tjje slave of the south. Today an 
industrial slave who has had misfor­
tune, serious illness such as we have 
had, is likely to find himself ‘laid off’ 
and unable to obtain employment with 
very little money to tide him over.

Llttlehampton, England, Sept. 22.— 

With the sentence of Edith Swann, a 
82-year-old seamstress here, as the 
woman with the poison pen, comes to 
a dose a tragedy that blighted the hap­
piness of many, wrecked the lives of an 
innocent family and kept a guiltless 
woman In jail for months.

Three years ago this little seaside 
town began to seeth with poison pen 
letters. Almost everybody was getting 
them. Some were almost driven to dis­
traction. The authorities seemed help­
less. Finally suspicion was cast upon a 
woman.

Mrs. Rose Gooding, highly respect­
able, living here with her husband ayd 
children, was arraigned on a charge of 
being the guilty person. The principal 
witness against her was Edith Swann.

On her testimony, Mrs. Gooding 
was convicted and given ten days In 
jail. But the letters did not cease.

In March, 1921, Mrs. Gooding waa 
once more brought into court. Once 
more Edith Swann was the principal 
witness against her. Once more a jury 
found her guilty of being the author of 

X the letters and this time Justice Avory 
„ sentenced her to 12 months imprison- 
wfcwnt But the letters kept right on.

Thanks to the disinterested work of 
a police constable, who was a friend 
of the family, Mrs. Gooding’s innocence 
was absolutely proven. She was releas­
ed after serving two mouths of the 
sentence and the Government gave her 
£280 in compensation for the wrçong 
done her.

Soon there was a dramatic change. 
Edith Swann, who had twice been the 
chief prosecuting witness, was now 

■ herself, placed in the dock as the writ­
er of an obscene letter to a neighbor’s 
wife She was acquitted.

The authorities were at their wit’s 
end. The police and the postoffice in­
spectors finally worked out a scheme 
whereby they would sell marked 
stamps to various people - under sus­
picion and then watch to see how the

Only One Body is Recovered 
After Collapse Near 

Schenectady.

Schenectady, Sept. 24.—Inquiry has 
been begun into the collapse of a span 
of the Great Western Gateway Bridge 
under construction across the Mohawk 
River, in which at least three work­
men were buried under a mass of con­
crete when the wooden forms into 
which the mass was being poured 
crumbled. Four others were injured.

The body of Joseph Manseco, one of 
the victims was found, but it is be 
lieved that the other two are buried 
under concrete, which already has be­
gun to harden. Blasting may be nec­
essary before their bodies are recover­
ed. One is Kenneth Davidson, assist­
ant superintendent of construction, 
who formerly was a British Army en­
gineer, and the other is Joseph Mil­
ler.

James H. Small, President of the 
construction company, arrived from 
Cleveland. He said operations would 
be suspended for the present and all 
facilities Jje employed in efforts to re­
cover the bodies.

E. D. Hendricks, State Division En­
gineer, expressed the opinion, after 
starting an investigation, that quick­
sand was not responsible for the col­
lapse. He based his opinion on the 
fact that piles which had been driven 
into the gravel bed of the river had not 
settled, as they would have done if 
they had been set in quicksand. In­
stead, the falsework collapsed sudden­
ly.

A shift working overtime on March 
24, nearest the northern or Scotia bank 
of the river, had just completed the 
day’s work of pouring wet concrete 
into falsework forming one-half the 
span. Suddenly there was the sound 
of splintering wood. The mass sagged, 
paused and dropped into 12 feet of 
water. Polsini was pulled to safety 
and other men hung from supports and 
clambered to secure ground.

All through last night the glare of 
huge searchlights playing across the 
waters of the Mohawk River revealed 
barge and dredge crews seeking the 
bodies of the men now thought to be 
imbedded in concrete. The recovery of 
Vincent Polsini, whose skull was frac­
tured, Is considered doubtful.

’ Next, said Sir Donald, the churches 
commenced propaganda against the 
Communist party, contrary to the 
law of the Soviet, and therefore arose 
the so-called persecution of he clergy, 
because they violated the laws of the 
existing Government. . . ,

“I am told by people who visit the 
churches that they have a large at­
tendance, and are crowded on Sun­
days,” said Sir Donald. “There is in 
Russia today a class of people, a 
remnant, who also believe in the com­
munistic principles that the Govern­
ment believes in. They believe that 
the abundance of the earth was entitled 
for all the people for all time; but they 
do not believe that these principles arc 
adapable at the present time, or have 
sway over the earth until the end of 
the world. By the end of the world 
they mean the end of the material 
world, when the people of the earth 
will love God and keep His word, and 
love their neighbors as themselves-

(Montreal Gazette.)
Some interesting glimpses of Soviet 

Russia as it is today, observed at first 
hand by Sir Donald Mann, who has 
just returned from a visit to that coun­
try, are contained in an interview 
which Sir Donald gave The Gazette 
yesterday. While in Russia Sir Don­
ald met many people, and saw a good 
deal of the country. Running through 
his comments was a hopeful tone as to 
the future of the great former empire 
of the Czars. ,

“I came in contact with many heads 
of the Government, and they were ex­
tremely kind and hospitable, very 
thoughtful, and extremely hard work­
ers,” said Sir Donald. “When 1 left 
Moscow to visit the Black Sea ports, 
they told me they would wire to 
friends to look after me. As an Illus­
tration of their treatment of me, one 
of these men Invited me to his house 
two evenings in succession, invited 
friends to meet me at dinner on each 
occasion, and put me at the hea<v of 
his table. In conversation he told me 
that in the days of the Czar be had 
been an exile to Siberia for ten years, 
and that included in his sentence was 
the proviso that one and a halt, years 
of that time he should be manacled, 
both at the ankles and wrists. * The 
manacles on his wrists were taken off 
only to allow him to wash hie hands 
and face. I asked him what he had 
done to deserve such punishment, what 
crime he ha"d committed. He told me 
that he was a carpenter by trade, and 
had become a member of the Central 
Democratic Party : that was all. He 
had not believed the country was gov­
erned satisfactorily and wanted a 
change. This man was kifldness itself. 
He was going south to visit his family 
who were summering on the Black 
Sea, and he brought me cigarettes, a 
hamper of food and some native wine, 
because on that branch line thfl*e were 
no restaurant cars.”

Sir Donald, asked as to the life of 
the people, recalled that the Church 
had been a department of the Govern­
ment in the time of the Czar, and that

The Government is most anxious to 
make good, and protect foreign invest­
ments- It is not easy to get a conces­
sion from them, but once they give you 
a concession they will live up to it- 
That is my opinion.”

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WOOD AND COALly managed Canadian Pacific, to make 
the western supply in the Alberta 
region a fighting factor, in view of the 
prohibitive cost of the long distance 
haul as compared with the few hun­
dred miles from the Pennsylvania an­
thracite fields. But here we see how 
monopoly tends to defeat itself by 
stimulating the use of substitutes and 
stimulating and possible competition.

Canada is a good customer for the 
American product, but our labor mon­
opolists, protected by the miners’ lic­
ense law in Pennsylvania, bid fair to 
kill, so far as we are concerned, a 
goose which has laid us, annually, 
golden eggs.

Canada is moving to secure a supply 

of coal which will make her Inde­
pendent of toe United States. Her con­
suming area, which Includes all the 
large cities In Canada, may be roughly 
described as lying in the middle of a 
line three thousand miles long, with 
her native coal supplies at each end of 
that line. When the St. Lawrence is 
open for navigation coal can be car­
ried by water from Nova Scotia to 
Montreal for a dollar a ton.

Canada draws her anthracite from 
that section of the Pennsylvania hard 
coal region known as the Wyoming 
Valley, and the cost for rail trans­
port is estimated by the Dominion 
Fuel Board of Canada at $4 a ton. It 
is interesting to note, from the same 
report, how largely the whole thing Is 
a question of transport and to note 
also that the proposition cuts both 
ways. In remarking that prejudice in 
favor of United States anthracite can 
be overcome, the Fuel Board says that 
it existed in Manitoba üntil the war 
gave Alberta coal its chance and that 
now this Canadian western coal has 
driven American anthracite out of that

Washington, Sept. 24.—An apparent 
increase of 88.6 per cent, in child labor 
over the corresponding period of last 
year was shown in statistics made 
public by the Children’s Bureau of the 
Department ,tof Labor covering |the 
first six months of the current year in 
thirty selected cities.

The survey was based on the num­
ber of minors between the ages of J4 
and 16 years who received first work­
ing permits. It was pointed out that, 
although, the figures were considered 
representative, the number of children 
at work could not be shown.

Child labor reached its peak in the 
war j-ears, the figures indicated, and 
began to slump in 1926, at the begin­
ning of the recent business depression.
