I Trixiry CowLeer was, by an Aet of the Legislature
of the Provinee of Canaday pa#‘/sed in the year of our
Lovd 1851, constituted a Bgdy corporate, consisting of
the Lord Bishop of Toronto (or in case of the division

of the Diocese of Toronto, of the Bishops of the several

i Dioceses into which the Diocese of Toronto shall be
divided), the Trustees of the College, and the College
Couneil.

On the first of January, 1850, an Act of the Pro-
vincial Legislature came into operation, constituting
the University of Toronto ; and under the provisions
of this Act, the Faculty of Divinity was suppressed,
and the use of the ritual of the English  Church for-

bidden, in King’s College, now known as University

College. ¢

This important change in the constitution of a
foundation, which owed its origin mainly to the long
continped and persevering efforts of the Bishop of
Toronto, appeared to his Lordship, and to the great
body of the Churchmen of the Province, to render indis-
pensable the erection of a College for the instruction of
members of the Church of England.

The Bishop, consequently, on the 7th of February,
1850, issued a Pastoral Letter to the Clergy and Laity
of the’ Diocese, inviting their co-operation in the good
work.” This appeal was nobly responded to, and about
£25,000 currency was subscribed in money, lands, and
stock in building societies.
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In the same year his Lordship proceeded to England,
. where Le received very liberal assistance in carrying
* out his great design.  The Society for the Prépagation
of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, made a vate of two

thousand pounds payable by instalments of f?ur hun-
dred pounds per annum ; and also gave seyen acres

and a half of lwd, within the precincts of the City

of Toronto. ~ The Socicty for Promoting Christian
Knowledge granted three thousand pounds; and the
~ Universityof Oxford five hundred pounds.  The sub-
~ seriptions of individuals exceeded four thousand pounds.
On Wednesday, April 30th, 1851, the foundation

~ stone of the College was laid ; and on Thursday, the

15th of January, 1852, the Inauguration took place,
- and from that day the regular comrse of instruction

commenced. 2

| In April, 1853, Dr. Burnside placed at the dis-
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posal of the College the muniticent sum of £6,000, in
a portion of which has been devoted

lands and money
to the foundation of two Burnside Scholarships for
Students in Arts, in ovder permancntly to associate
with the College the name of this noble benefactor.

In the year 1864, the Rev. William McMurray,
D.D., D.C.L., Rector of Niagara, was deputed, by the
Corporation of Trinity College, to visit England for the
purpose of secking aid towards the endowment of the
College.  The result of his laborious and suceessful
endeavours was the realizing of an amount in money
or in books of about $20,000. The books are men-

tioned in detail, in the account given of the Library of

the College. Dr. MecMurray’s mission having been
interrupted by the necessity of returning to Canada,
the Rev. W. 5. Darling was appointed in the following
year to take up the unfinished work, and he sneceeded

in collecting $2,
The Hon. James Gordon, M.L.C | bequeathed to the
Clollege, in 1865, the sum of £500 currency.

In the year 1866, Enoch Turner, Bsq., of Toronto,
bequeathed to the College £2,000 currency, payable
on the death of his wife, out of his * Cas Stocl, to be
applied towards carrying on the charitable and Loly
purposes for which the College was incorporated.”

Libravy.

The College Libravy contains about 4,500 volumes,
600 of which ave a gift from the Socicty for the Pro-
motion of Christian Knowledge.  About the same num-
ber were sent from England by private benefactors
before the College was opened.  Valuable additions
have been made to the Library by the Government of
the State of New York, from the Smithsonian Institute,
and from Columbia College. The late Bishop of
Toronto also presented upwards of 300 volumes, includ-
ing many valuable works in Theological, Classical, and
General Literature, and at his death begueathed to the
College the remainder of his extensive and valuable
Library.  The University of Oxford made a muni-

The School was first established in the village of \}‘
Weston, near Toronto, and was opened May 1st, 1865. |
~ In consequence of the liberal offers of assistance made |
by the inhabitants of Port Hope, during the summer ‘
of 1868, the School was removed to that town, where |
it was established in buildings provided by the towns- ‘9
people, free of rent for three years. Early in }871, |
this property, consisting of ten acres of land, toélether 3
with the buildings upon it, and situated on one of the |
most picturesque sites in Canada, was purchased by |
the School. The erection of large permanent build- "
ings, designed by H. Macdougall, Esq., A-rchitect,
Toronto, was then proceeded with. They are intended
to furnish accommodation for about seventy-five '
boarders, with apartments for Masters, Matron, and
Servants, and will be ready for occupation at the
commencement of Michaelmas Term. The School is |
under the control of the Corporation of Trinity Col-
lege, which exercises its powers through a committee
appointed in the year 1866, under the title of the

These considerations have induced the Governing
Body of the School to commence the erection of a
large building , which will cost, when complete, over
$14,000, in the confident expectation that the generous
aid which has been extended to the establishment of
the Church Schools of the neighbouring Dioceses of
Huron and Ontario will not be found wanting in
the large and wealthy Diocese of Toronto.
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Of the ultimate success of>Schools of this charac-
er, when judiciously administered, there can be no
(uestion. Even in England, where the munificence of

past generations has made such noble provision for
higher education, very many schools of this kind have
been established during the last twenty years, and
additions are made to their number every few months ;
while in Canada, where the status of the Grammar
Schools is in so many instances lowered by their union
with the Common Schools, some institutions of a
higher class are required, looking at the question

providing of
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merely from an educational, and not from a moral or

religious, point of view.

Since the foundation and endowment of Trinity Col-
lege, another generation has grown up, who, in their
turn, ought to do something for the cause of Clurch
Fducation. And surely Churchmen in general, and
Trinity men in particular, will not grudge somewhat

of their means and time to forward the erection of a
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78 |
School which is of such vital importance to the Church
and the College ; for supposing its numbers only reach
100, a yearly average of 8 or 10 matriculants might
fairly be expected ; and with that as a nucleus, others
would be attracted, and the numbers of the College
largely increased.

The new building is in the Elizabethan style, of
red and white brick, 100 feet long, with an average
width of 47 feet, and forms part of a uniform plan,
which can Tercafter be extended if found neces-
sary. The accommodation thus provided will be
suflicient for four masters, the matron and servants,
and about cighty boarders. The buildings used at
present will then supply a good house for the Head
Master and his family, detached Class-rooms, and a
temporary Chapel.

The contract price of this building is-$13,000 ; and
the following additional expenses cmust be provided
for : Payment for the Site, $500 ; Architect’s com-
mission, heating apparatus, wood shed, &e., $1,000;
in all $14,500. From the annexed statement of sub-
seriptions, it will :1p1>c:n" that $8,512, or more than
half the sum required, has been secured.

To obtain the remainder, this appeal is now made,
and the Governing Body trust that it may meet with
that response from the liberality of the members of our
Communion which the success the School has alveady
met with deserves, and that they may be supported in
their endeavours to place on a firm and permanent

basis an institution which will be of inestimable value
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to the Chureh, sending out year by year a body of
oung men trained up in the honourable systewn of the
English Public Schools, instructed in the doctrines of
our Chureh, and thus prepared to prove themselves
her faithful and attached sons.
