Backing for His Enterprise—Pros­
pérons Times Promised for the To­
pol obampo Colony—Prominent New 
Yorkers Interested.

_ A novel experiment in railway con­
struction is under way in Mexico. It 
may be remembered that early in the 
days of the first railway boom in that 
country, among the numerous conces­
sions given to American promoters by 
the Mexican government, the most of 
which came to naught, was one of an 
ambitions character for a line across the 
northerly portion of the country from the 
Pacific to the Rio Grande, with a termin­
us at Topolobampo bay, on the golf of 
California in the northerly part of the 
state of Sinaloa.

The head of the enterprise was Mr. Al­
bert K. Owen, a well known American 
civil engineer, who, true to the traditions 
of his family,—being a descendant of 
the famous founder of industrial co-oper­
ation in England and a son, it is said, of 
the late Robert Dale Owen—was strong­
ly socialistic in his ideas.

DANIEL & ROBERTSON,The concessions of land, railway privi­
leges, etc., appear to have been really 
valuable. Contrary to the usual fate, 
when the projectors found themselves 
unable to carry out the agreement, the 
concessions were not forfeited. Some­
how, the sympathies of President 
Diaz were enlisted, and the concessions 
were lately renewed in a more practic­
able shape.

Mr. Owen, who is 'regarded as thor­
oughly earnest and sincere, has obtain­
ed some strong financial backing, and he 
announces in the Mexican - Financier 
that .the money is now in bank to build 
and equip the first 15 miles of the rail­
way and telegraph. The plan is a novel 
one. The enterprise is called the Mex­
ican Western Railroad Company. Mr. 
Owen says: “We have within ourselves 
the labor and skill necessary to survey, 
locate, cross section and construct the 
railroad bed, to lay the rails, to 
builrl the bridges, to erect the de­
pots, freight houses, wharves, round 
houses, shops, water tanks, etc., and we 
have in our possession most of the tools 
required to do the same; also the ex­
perience to operate the trains, telegraph, 
telephone, etc., etc. Now, this labor and 
skill, such as we have within ourselves, 
constitute about three-fifths of the total 
cost of building and equipping such a 
railroad as we have in view: therefore, 
the Mexican Western Railroad Company, 
with us for contractors, will start with 
collateral in hand, as we accept its 
income bonds for our service 
to pay for three-fifths of the entire cost 
of the railroad, be it short or long,which 
it builds ; and it will issue common and 
preferred stock in payment for the rails, 
fastenings, rolling stock, lumber, tools, 
etc., which must be gotten from others 
than ourselves ; and this one great fact 
will be appreciated by those who know 
how railroads are usually overloaded 
with bonded indebtedness, that there 
will be only $10,000 of first mort­
gage bonds per mile on our rail­
road ; that these are 30 years 5 per cent 
bonds, and that, therefore, the Mexican 
Western Railroad Company has to meet 
but $500 per mile interest per year. How 
little this is may be judged when we 
state that the Mexican Central Railroad 
Company has issued $32,000 of first 
mortgage and $6,500 of second mortgage 
bonds per mile ; and that it earned 
$2,400 per mile the first year the road 
was opened from El Paso to Mexico 
City.

“Again, this is the first time in the 
history of railroads where labor has 
been sufficient and properly incorporat­
ed to contract to accept railroad securi­
ties in full payment for skill and labor ; 
that a railroad company ever started to 
build 1,000 miles or more with suffici­
ent collateral in hand to pay for three- 
fifths of its total cost ; and that those 
who have only money have agreed to 
treat with those who have only labor 
upon terms which show a spirit of equal­
ity and good fellowship.” '

“By the time we have the road bed 
finished to Vega ton, 38 miles from our 
landing, the ties, rails, rolling stock, etc., 
will be ready for the next 15 miles, and 
in this way, step by step, slow and sure, 
we will complete our great system of 
transportation—will unite, by a trunk 
line of steel rails, the Gulf of California 
with the Gulf of Mexico.”

its mouth, the men were almost shoeless 
and without clothes.

Back of the 
St. Elias Alps are over fifty peaks 
from 12,000 to 16,000 feet high. All 
of the upper forks of the White river 
were mapped out, and many signs of 
minerals, particularly copper, were met 
with. -> We saw fifty-five lakes, ranging 
in length from three to one hundred 
miles. A large collection of botanical 
specimens was made and photographs 
of everything of interest was taken. The 
most successful feature of the whole trip 
was the breaking through the SL 
Elias ranges a feat never before ac­
complished by man. All of the party 
are well. The journey was hazardous in 
the extreme and of imminent danger at 
times.”

noon when Fred Yonng lost his 
life in Courtenay Bay in a heroic 
attempt to save Fred Mundee from 
drowning. The monument erected 
by the people of St John in hon­
or of the hero was finished today, all but 
the placing the bronze tablet on the 
east side of it which is to contain the in­
scription recording the brave act. The 
memorial, which is built mostly of free­
stone, is 29 feet hi height and the 
grey granite base upon which it 
stands measures 13 feet. 6 inches 
by 12 feet. At each cf the four corners 
is a red granite urn, and the die, or the 
main body of the structure is enclosed 
by four polished red granite columns 
with carved caps. Between the columns 
on the front or west side is 
a well executed base relief represen­
tation of the scene, Fred Young 
with the life preserver about him 
and battling with the waves to keep the 
boy Mundee from sinking. Under this 
carved panel the word “Young” stands 
out in raised letters, as it does also on 
the opposite side of the monument An 
angel, holding a crown, is cut in bas-re­
lief between the columns on the north 
side, and another stands out on 
the south side looking down at 
the motto “Faithful unto death.” The 
bronze tablet will finish the panel on the 
other side. Around the base of the top 
are the coat oi arms of the Fusiliers of 
which the hero was a member, a tem­
perance emblem and wreaths. The to I 
of the monument consists of a shell doi 
surrounded and held up by eight red 
granite columns. Messrs. McNiel & 
Connor, the contractors, have done their 
work well.

THE STOCK SALE.
Those who attended the government 

stock sale, which was concluded at Fred­
ericton yesterday, will have observed 
that very few of the animals were pur­
chased by private individuals, and that 
the cows, heifers and calves, especially, 
realized but a small advance on the 
prices frequently paid for animals with­
out pedigree and inferior as milkers, 
butter and cheese producers and for 
beef. It is unfortunate that so many of 
our farmers are so short-sighted, that 
they overlook the fact that it costs just 
as much for the keeping of the cow that 
gives four quarts of

The Gazette could 
not recommend the average farmer " to 
invest in Jerseys because they require 
more care and better shelter than the 
Ayrshire or the Holstein, and with such 
care it is doubtful if they would afford 
their owners any larger profit. Again, 
the Hols terns and Ayrshires are much 
better for beef than the Jerseys, and it 
appears that the animals which com­
bine the qualities of butter and cheese 
producers, are good for beef, and are 
thoroughly hardy are just such as farm­
ers generally in this province can keep 
to the best advantage. The time will 
come, and we hope it will not be long 
delayed, when this subject will gain 
the careful attention of onr farmers.

Blennerhassett, a Liberal, only 2,893 
votes. At the general election of 1886

elected after accepting the office of post­
master general, he got 4,058 votes and 
Mr. Scott 3,908.

ant changes will be made in the univer­
sity of New Brunswick, as the result of 
the new arrangement with regard to its 
connection with the educational system 
of the country. The university will now 
become what it has never been before, 
the proper head of our New Brunswick 
school system, and consequently will be 
remodelled in the course of time, so as to 
do the greatest amount of service to the 
youth of the country who are educated 
at the common schools. It will no longer 
be an educational institution apart from 
the schools, but closely connect­
ed with them, and the natural goal of 
the ambition of every clever boy who 
attends the schools. It appears that one of 
the first features of the new system will 
be the withdrawal of the collegrate school 
grant of a thousand dollars a year, and 
its appropriation to university purposes 
proper. One of the best uses to which 
this thousand dollars could be pnt, would 
be the establishment of a professorship 
of agriculture, at which the young 
of New Brunswick, could be taught 
something of a pursuit at which more 
than half of our people have to make 
their living. The university is giving 
a vast amount of attention to the teach­
ing of Greek and Latin, but none 
whatever to the leading industries of the 
country. In onr slavish imitation of the 
Greeks and Romans, we copy their faults 
rather than their good qualities. We 
wonld hardly respect the Greeks so much, 
if in their schools instead of teaching 
their own beautiful language they had 
insisted that all their children should 
have a knowledge of the Assyrian and 
Egyptian, yet if they had done so their 
case would have been quite similar to 
ours.
shquld now insist that the University 
shall be placed on a practical basis, 
so that it may do the greatest 
possible good to the people of this 
country. We are satisfied that 
this greatest possible good cannot 
be attained by teaching little else but 
Greek and Latin, but must be sought for 
in a greater amount of attention in those 
useful branches, which enter into our 
daily life. For instance there is no pro­
fessorship in connection with the univers-
