ALLEGED COUNTERFEITERS.

More Men Have Been Captured By
Secret Service Officers.

Seatle, Jan. 17.—With the tightening
of the net spread by the secret service
officers two more alleged counterfeit-
ers haver been snared in the meshes,
and one of the most complete outfits
for the mamufacture of spurious coin
yet seen on the coast also captured.
Capt. B. W. Bell, chief of the North-
west division of the secret service, yes-
terday received information from Bel-
lingham stating that the man for
whom he had searched for several
weeks had at last been caught,” and
that his outfit for making the coins
was also taken.

QUIT WORK.

Supermtendent of C. P R. Stores De-
partment Telg 6f Trouble at
’Wmnflpeg. wak

Winnipeg, Jan. 17.—In answer to an
inquiry, General Superintendent Bary,
of the C. P. R. stores department, said:

“Yes, I regret to say that a few of
our employées have been so ill-advised
as to leave their posts this aftérnocon.
The ostensible reason was a change in
the organization of the accounting de-
partment arranged by ‘our comptroller.
By this readjustment of the method of
work an office employing 19 men was
to be closed. The men Wwere “given’ 30
days’ notice of the intention of the
audit department, and were -adviséd
that ‘evéry effort would be made to
provide them with positions elsewhere.
This was not acceptable to the men,
and they demanded that they be trans-
ferréd in a body. It can be readily un-
derstood that such a wholesale trans-
fer could not be made without-involv-
ing inconvenience 4and hardship to
other employees, and they would have
to be fitted in where openings could be
found.

The stores employees here to the
number of about 50 have also thought
it well to leave our employment. They
formulated no grievances whatever, as
to wages or conditions of employment,
but merely left odt of sympathy with
the office men. We had a “written
agreement with the stores employees
by which they agreed to give is 90
days’ notice of their intention to ter-
minate their contract with us, but ‘this
agreement they have seen fit to violate
having 1&ft us on 24 hours’ notice. We
have entered into many arrangements
of the kind with various bodies of em=~
ployees, and this is the first instance
in which any bedy of employees have
failed to honorably observe their con-
tract with us.

Though officially they are
in favor ¢6f econtinuing' the armed re-
volt, they have awakened to the ne-
cessity for securing a representation
in the coming national assembly, and
are concentrating their attention on
securing a full registration, which ex-
pired yesterday, but has been extend-
ed for two weeks.

During the holidays the pacification
of the country has been steadily going
forward. By an unsparing use of the
militiary and wholesale arrests of the
leaders of the fighting organizations,

return to their old methods of assass-
ination. Not a day passes without re-
ports of the murder of obnoxious offi-
cials in several cities. So far St.
Petersburg has escaped, owing to the
demoralization of the terrorists here,
and the activity of the police.

In addition to the Caucasus and a
few localities in Siberia, the open re-
volution is now confined chiefly to
small towns of the Baltic coast, where
the difficulty of landing troops hamp-
ers the subjugation of the revolution-
ists.

Following the example of their bro-
thers on the mainland, the peasantry
of even the tiniest islands in the Bal-
tic have instituted independent repub-
lics. One of these on the islet of Lin-
usit, probably the smallest state in
the world, already boasts of a revolu-
tion and a second president, the citi-
zens having risen and overthrown the
first president. The present - chief
magistrate, Janeenson, is addressing
them in proclamations as “My Faith-
ful Subjects,”

INSPECTOR’S REPORT.

Passes Severe Strictures on Govern-
ments of Hungary and Italy.

Washington, D. C.,/Jan. 17.—The re-
port of the United States Immigration
Inspector Marcius Braun, was received
by the House to-day. It is severe in
its strictures upoen the governments of
Italy and Hungary. Not a promise of
the Hungarian-immigrant law has been
kept, he says. He asserts that $50,000,-
000 has been sent from the United |

Italians are encouraged te refrain from
becoming American citizens, and
urged to adhere to the principles of
their home government. Hungarians
are advised to establish their own
schools, churches, etc., to aveid the
“terrible danger” of becoming natural-
iz‘ed by the United States.

News of a terrible massacre of four:
whites and: three “netfives by seven
blacks who had been oa-ptm‘sd charged
with the murder of two white men in
the northérn territory of New South
Wales: was received to-day  through

the arrival of the R. M. 8. Miowera.
The blacks had killed two members of
a boring party at Port Xeats, and
after arrest had been put in irens.
They were being taken to Port Darwin
in @ lawnch, the owner, ¥. Bradshaw,
-of which removed the irons, and that
night the massacre took place.

The only survivor of the tragedy was
a black boy, who swam ashore, and
after travelling for twelve days return-
ed to Bradshaw’s-run with the news of
the massacre.

A summary of other Australian news
brought by the Moana is as follows:

Bush fires of appaling magnitude in
the western districts of New South
Wales, have done enormous damage.
One outbreak near the Wyalong dis-
trict covered a front of between 50
and 70 miles. Thousands of acres of
crops have béen burnt, a#hd gréat dreas
of grass land have been denudéed, some
settlers having lost everything except
their habitations. A woman, sent to
warn some Settlers near Warren of ap-
proaching fires, became hysterical, and
her body was subsequently found -in a
creek.

At Cathero station, on the Darling,
millions of rabbits are dying from
starvation. Hundreds,K swim ,the river
in search of food. One trapper secured
50,000 rabbits at Cuthéro~ in threé
nights. Though the rodents are being
poisoned by tens of thousands, they
hawve largely incréased in parts of the
Dubbo district.

Professor David estimates that there
are 150,000,000,000 tons of coal in the
paldeozoic coal area of New South
Wales. He says that the Dawson
river coal, north of Rockhampton, is
the finest steam coal yet discovered in
Australia, and is very nearly smoke-
less.

The four-masted barque Thistle, from
Portland, Oregon, for Port Pirie, was
wrecked on Palmerston Island onh No-
vember 8th. -All hands were safely
landed, and have now reached Auck-
land.

A cyclonic starm recently struck
Brisbane, and 421 points of rain were
registéred in a few hours. Enormous
damage to property was done, houses
being flooded and unroofed. Two child-
rén were drowned.

The death rate in Neéw South Wales
last year was the lowest on record.

Some remarkable yields are reported
from a new gold find at Trunkey
creek. A pint pot of shippings gave
17 oz. 6 dwt. of cearse gold.

For the first time for a lengthy period
the births among the Victorian abori-
gines in the last year equalled the
number of deaths.

The turbine steamer Maheno, which
returned to Sydney from New Zealand
on December 20th, established a record
—3 days 1 hour 36 minutes from Wel-
lington.

J. R. Brown.

J. R. Brown congratulated the mover
of the address for making such a good
speech upon such a flimsy foundation
as that afforded by the speech’ of His
Honor. If the spirit of self exaltation
was taken out of the speech there was
little -left. The member for Alberni,
following the example in that speech,
might be: excused for the self exalta-
tion which he showed in his election:

There was little satisfaction for a
farmer to hear that the government
had a surplus while the - trails were
neglected. The surplus boasted of
would not put the roads in the same
condition as they were when the gov-
ernment assumed power.

He referred to the Assessment Act,
which required about 100 amendments
the next session after it passed in or-
der to make it workable, The School
Act was a melon colored monstrosity.
It took away from the province its free
schools, which was always a dangerous
thing to do. The province of British
Columbia differed from most of the
other provinces. Past governments
had done their best to furnish educa-
tional facilities for the province. He
pointed out that in various school dis-
tricts in mining sections it would be
found that when the time came to col-
lect the school taxes that, perhaps half
of the residents had moved away. The
act was very poorly adapted for the
conditions in this provinee.

The government would have to come
to the rescue of some of the schools.
The taxes would not be collected for
months after the election of the new
shocol boards. Where would the ne-
cessary money come from. The gov-
ernment would have to come to the
rescue.

In connection with the lumber indus-
try, Mr. Brown showed that the gov-
ernment had not contributed to make
it more prosperous. The government
had imposed greater taxes and the
lumber industry, in common with other
industries, had become more prosper-
ous in spite of the action of the gov-
ernment. Formerly $50 was collected’
off 640 acres of timber land. This was
raised to $100,- and then the govern-
ment proposed to make it $160, which
would have been prohibitive. The op-
position had finally got the latter am-
ount reduced somewhat.

What had the province done to pre-
vent the loss of timber Sy fire? . The
member for Vancouver, Mr. Macgow-
an, pointed out that as much timber
was burned annually as was cut up.
It was estimated that $4,000,060 worth
of lumber was cut. Therefore about
the same value went up in smoke each
year. What had been done by the gov-
ernment to protect this? Nothing, and
the only protection given was that af-
forded by the provincial officer ap-
pointed.

He referred to the mining industry

]and pointed out that although mem-

bers of the government had described
the two per cent. tax as an infamous
one nothing had been done to right
The tax pressed unevenly, yet
the government made no attempt to
amend the act. Why did not the as-
sessment commission deal with the
subject when fit sat? The course of
this latter commission differed very
much from -that of the Dominion tariff
commission, which went ' fully into
every phase of the tariff,

Although the svpeech of His Honor
expressed the hope that the time might
soon come when subsidies would not

. Shatford said that he had not
mtended ta mwpeak this afterncen, but
feared he rhight be shut off 'as last
year if he @id neot speak now. He also
protested against ' this'  adjournment
from Thursday te Monday. It was un-
fair to those’ who came long distances
and he looked to this business govers-
ment to right this.

He was glad to see another surplus.
It was agreed with the opposition at
the eleetion that the  expenditure
should be kept within the revenue.
This had been carried out. If the
province got fair play from the Fed-
eral government the finances, K of Brit-
ish Celumbia would be placed on a
good basis.

He was glad that the lumber indus-
try was in such a flourishing condi-
tion. He hoped that the forestry con-
vention at Ottawa would further as-
sist in this.

He was specially interested to see
that the -fruit growing ~industry was
advancing. He came from ‘a cvonstitu-
ency which, with the Okanagadn, em-
braced two of' the greatest producers
of fruit in the.province. He was him-
self interested in a eompany which
owned perhars the largest tract of
fruit' lands m Canada. At Penticton
this year 30,000 trees would be planted
and in addition to this there were large
plantations being set out ‘in other
parts. At present the demands for
fruit trees was greater than the sup-
ply. - The market in’ the Northwest
would be for many many years equal
to all the production.

Referring to the appropriation for
public works, Mr; Shatford said that
when the revenue was wunequal to the
expenditure he in. common with others
was ready to put up with small appro-
priations. Now that things were in a
different condition he expected a more
liberal vote. He was going to press
for a road from Hedley to the -Nickle
Plate -mountain.

Last session Mr. Shatford admitted
that he had been troubled in connee-
tion with the questien of railways. He
felt better now. Last year the opposi-
tion had been very anxious to have a
railway policy introduced. He had as-
surances himself last session from
representatives of the Great Northern
that if no railway legislation were in-
troduced the company would build into
the Similkameen.: He was well pleased
therefore when no aid was given for
railway construction, and the Similka-
meen was now being given railways.

He had not cared for the school act
himself, neither had be: liked the as-
sessment act. They meant increased
taxesy and as one’of the heaviest tax-
payers in the House he did not take
kindly to thé measures. He, however,
thought that these were necessary in
the interests of the country.

When the estimates were brought
down he hoped to see liberal appropri-
ations fer the province in general and
Similkameen in'‘particular,

W. G. Cameron thought that one c”
the greatest .causes of complain
against the government policy had been
the system of assessment. Land own-
ers did not object to paying taxes, but
they did object to having their land
assesded unfairly in comparison with

er Mnd.

Another complaint was that there
yas no\information available showing
lands which were open to settlement.
He di t know what the conditions
were on. the Mainland, but on Van-
couver Island desirable settlers from
Manitoba and the Northwest found it
impossible to ‘get information relative
to lands open for occupation.

The School Act was attacked. A
protest he said had been received from
trustees in the Fraser valley. They
complained that there were no funds
available. Another tax gathering
agency was provided, and a trouble-
some and expensive system of colléct-
ing was made necessary- to raise a
small sum of ‘money. This bill was
brought in a hurried way, and had to
be amended to meet the needs of the
province.

The Commercial Travellers’ Act had
proved an objectionable one. It was a
system which was out of date in all
the other provinces, and aimed at re-
stricting trade. The act had not done
what it was intended to do.

The Songhees reserve was a subject
which was of special interest to Vie-
toria. An act was passed last session
by which the government took over the
power to deal with this reserve as soon
as a settlement was reached. It ap-
peared to him that little - was being
done to bring about a settlement.

He was glad to see that the Muni-
cipal- Clauses Act was to be consoli-
dated. He took occasion, however, to
protest against the treatment accord-
ed the municipal committee’s bill last
yvear. After going to all the labor of
meeting from 15 to 20 times and fram-
ing a bill it was killed on the last day
of the session.

A large surplus was claimed. It
would be better, he thought, 'if there
was really a surplus that this money
had been expended judiciously in roads
and bridges and in opening up the
country.

The Assessment Act, the School Act
and various other statutes seemed to
require amendment again this year.

On the question of better terms, the
Conservative press in the East had
only to be read to show that the Con-
servatives of Ontario and Eastern pro-
vinces were more oppesed to giving
British Columbia special terms than
was the Liberal party.

Referring to the loss of W. W. B.
MecInnes, My. Murphy said that whe-
ther it was that great minds ran in the
same direction, or that the superior
light of Mr. McInnes cast ‘its reflection
upon him, it. was a fact that they saw
eye to eye in matters of public policy,
and Mr. MeInnes agreed with the
speaker this was no country for sur-
pluses.

Sir. Andrew Clarke had stated that
out of every 100 patients whom he had
attended at. the London hospital 70
owed their ill-health directly to al-
cohol. As far as he knew not one of
them was a drunkard, and that three-
quarters of the disorders in fashion-

.able life arose from alcohel. The loss

and waste of capital from sickness and
premature mortality amounted in the
United Kingdom to fifteen millien
pounds annually. Aleohol was there
the cause of 75 per cent. of the sick-
ness, 14 per cent. of the poverty, 76 per
cent. of the pauperism, 20 to 40 per
cent. of the insanity, and 50 per cent.
af the erime. The loss of workingmen's
time from use of alcohol amounted to
$50,000,000 annually.

In British Columbia the annual cost
for hospitals was $65,000, asylums
$77,546, old mens’ homes $13,600, admin-
istration of justice $244,000. Of the
total amount thus expended it was
within the estimate to say that $200,000
was used to .combat the effects of
drink.

Vietoria spends approximately $225,.-
000 a year on drink.
licensesr was $2,200, the expenditure on
police was $32,541.

Extracts were read from the consti-
tution of the Licensed Vietuallers’ Pro-
tective Society of Great Britain, which
stated that it was their purpese ‘“to
wateh proeeedings in parliament with
a view to taking sueh steps as may be
deemed necessary to promote or defeat
measures introduced therein, and teo
aid in securing te the trade such par-
liamentary, municipal and paroehial
représentation as is necessary for the
protection of its interests.”

Deal--Challenges ‘Attorney General fo
. Test Validity of Grant in Courts.

Mo more striking Hlustration of the
difference in the calibre of the two
leaders in the legislature, or of their
method of grappling and dealing- with
public questions, could have been af-
forded than that witnessed yesterday,
when the leader of the opposition an-
alyzed the speech from the throne, and
when the leader of the government at-
tempted to reply to him. The speech

-~of J. A. Macdonald, like all those he

delivers, was analytical—mercilessly
so—and the first minister in his reply
attempted only the weakest kind of
defence. Mr. Macdonald’s speech was
such an excellent commentary on the
speech, and his criitcisms thereon were
so trenchent, that it is reproduced very
batim.

Mr. Macdonald said: I thought that
I should be able to congratulate my
friend, the fourth member for Van-
couver, upon one of the 'best speeches
delivered in tne House siance I have
been a member of it. In fact T felt
during the first part of his speech that
he was saying a great deal of what
we had been led to expect would be,
and which ought to have been, sa1l by
His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor in
the speech from the throne. That hon-
orable member, who has just taken
his seat, referred to matters of real
provincial interest when he was-® dis-
cussing the Municipal Act, the protec-
tion of our forests from fires, and other
matters with which the people of this
province are in sympathy and which
they have been expecting the govern-

ment to deal with during the past ses- |

the latter part of the honorable mem-
ber’s speech was taken up in discuss-
ing matters which are of no interest
to the people of this province. We
have had from time to time attacks
made upon the government at Ottawa,
and upon the legislation enacted there
with regard to the Northwest. We
have also heard stump speeches de-
livered, not alone by the member for
Vancouver, but we flattered ourselves
that to-day his speech would be con-
fined to matters relating to the prov-
ince, and that he would not break out
in the way he has this afternoon.

Mr. Speaker, I have no hesitation in
saying that the task imposed upon the

cause of the different speeches from

Now if the present flourishing condi-
tion of the lumber was due in any way
to any legislature by the government,
I should.like to have heard the mover
or seconder explain how that came
about.

tion borne by the lumber industry
heavier than ever before.

Take the Kootenay district, where the
greatest advances have been made
around Kootenay lake and the Colum-
bia river. There they have made
great striges and have their own Fruit
Growers’ Association. What do we
find when they applied for some as-
sistance towards the holding of a fruit
fair in Nelson? That assistance was
refused by the government, and the
members of this Fruit Growers’' Asso-
ciation had themselves to bear the ex-
pense of that-exhibition of fruit, an
exhibition that was not only a credit
to those who got it up, but which' did
a great deal towards advertising the
fruit of the province, not only in East-
ern Canada, because the tariff commis-
sioners were there in Nelson at the
time, but did a great deal towards the
success of the exhibits in London and
the capturing of the prizes awarded
there. No, Mr. Speaker, the present
government has done nothing, and no
single speaker has so far adverted to
» single instance in which the govern-
ment has done anything for the assist-
ance of the fruit growing industry. It
ls true that Mr. Palmer®a man who
has done more, perhaps, than any
pther man in the province for the in-
terests of the industry—it is true that
je is an official of the government,

But he did the work of which we are
now reaping the benefit * years and
years ago before the present’ govern-
ment was in- existence. He did the
work years and years-ago, and we are
just now enjoying the legitimate result
of that work in the bearing orchards
of this provinece. Years ago the young
trees were planted, supplied with irri-
gation, and now that the trees have
come to maturity, and that they are
just beginning to bear fruit, the in-
dustry is beginning to receive that
recognition and appreciation which it
deserves. It has come %o its present
condition through years of labor and
ceultivation, not through anything the
government has done during the past
year.

As to mining, the mover of the ad-
dress stated that the reason the re-
turns from this source were so much
larger than they had been since 1901
was - because the government of .this
province had not touched

since they came into power. Well, if
the mover of the address had been in
this House during the last few ses-
sions—more particularly the session
before last—he would have remember-
ed that the premier of the province,
the membr for Dewdney, had made
promises after promise that he would
remedy defects in the mining laws
with reference to taxation on minerals
which he declared to be unfair and
prejudicial to the best interests of the
industry. He made promise after

passed during the last session, which
we then contended was merely a mat-
ter of revenue, and was intended .to
relieve the treasury of the province of a
large burden in connection with the
schools. I presume that my honorable
friends opposite have followed public
opinion in regard to that. There is a
strong impression from one end of the
province to the other that that act was
an’ interference with the free schools
of British Cclumbia. It was the boast
of the people of British Columbia up to
the time of the passage of that act
that we had the freest schools in
Canada, that no child, no matter
where, the parents might reside, need
lack opportunities for education. It is
now said, and said by trustees and the
reeves of the different rural districts,
that the present act deprives the peo-
ple of those free schools upon which
we - prided = ourselves. In different
school sections we find the trustees re-
sighing and in others refusing to act.
And why is it? 1Is it because these
people are wrong in the position they
take and the government right, or is
it because these people know the local
conditions, and, therefore, know the
impossibility of carrying out that act?
I do not for one moment approve of
the trustees resigning their offices be-
cause they are dissatisfied with the
school act. I think it is the duty of
the trustees to look first after the edu-
cation of the children placed under their
charge whether they agree with the
law or whether they disagree with the
law.: It ought 'to be carried out, and
they ought to do their duty as the
guardians of the interests of these
children by seeing that the best is
made of a bad act. It is the duty of
this House after seeing the opposition
raised against that act to come at the
present session of the legislature and

Repeal That Act.

(applause.) and restore to the people
the free schools of the past

I submit that there should have been
something said in the speech from the
throne with regard to many of the
public questions which are now agitat-
ing the minds of the people. It has
been a cause of serious complaint that
settlers coming in are unable to ascer-
tain what lands are open for settle-
ment and what lands are not so open.

It
has been demahded from time to time
that there should be some systematic
arrangement, some systematic plan,
adopted by the government so that
these surveys of the land might be
made.

Now, Mr. Speaker, credit has been
taken by the government for the pas-
sage of what has been denominated a
minute-of-council relating to the ter-
minus of the Grand Trunk Pacific rail-
way. The mover of the address said
that he was alarmed when he first
heard of it. I will venture to say that
the first reports were not in the slight-
est degree more alarming than the
document itself. The first reports
came out that the government had
sold 10,000 acres of Kaien Island for $1
an acre, but what do we find when the
document comes to hand? We find the
government, purporting to act under
powers alleged to be given by section
39 of the Land Act, has undertaken to
give to the Grand Trunk Pacific a
bonus towards the construction of that
road contrary to the provisions of .the
act. I have no hesitation in saying
that the government has done this in

| the face and in the teeth of the stat-

utes of this province, and the proof

| may be found in the minute-of-council

itself. Section 39 of the Land Act pro-
vides that the Lieut.-Governor in
Council may make grants of public
lands for immigration purposes or
other purposes of- public advantage
not being bonuses for the construction
of railways. There is an express pro-
hibition against giving the lands for
the purpcse of encouraging railway
construction, and yet we find in this
very minute-of-council it is stated that
in addition to the land granted being
a terminus, it is to be a townsite. It

Not Accept That Challengé.

They have not strictly according to the
minute-of-council given this land to
the railway company; they have given
it to Ernest Victor Bodwell. They
have given him fifteen square miles of
land at the terminus for the purpose
of his obtaining the terminus being
upon that piece of land.. Why is this
doctiment made out in the name of
Ernest Victor Bodwell? He is the rep-
resentative of the Grand Trunk, he ap-
peared as their solicitor, but it is not
usual to make out documents in the
name of the solicitor, but in the name
of thé client. The reason I will leave
to the members of this House. This
plece of valuable land was tied up in
the ha#ids of Ernest Victor Bodwell,
and those wheo surrounded him before
ever the Grand Trunk were consulted
about it at all, and it was for Ernest
Victor Bodwell to obtain the location
of the terminus upon these lands. If
he was acting strictly for the Grand
Trunk there was ' no necessity for
granting the land the way it was, but
he was being placed in a position
where he could get something out of
it for himself or for his associates
apart from the Grand Trunk. This
land given for the public advantage

"was not given to the Grand Trunk, but

it was given to a
Clique of Speculators

to. make a profit out of it, and then
hand it over to the railway company.

Now this act of giving by minute-of-
council the lands of the province to a
corporation is merely following out the
policy inaugurated by this government
from the start. It commenced with
the giving to a few favored indi-
viduals of lands on Kitimaat harbor,
which were on _reserve. The public
were excluded. 'The ordinary public,
according to the notions of this gov-
ernment, have no business to get any
public lands. The land is put under
reserve and favorites come in, and
grants are made to them over the
heads of those really entitled to them.
That was the policy adopted in con-
nection with the Iand at Kitimaat har-
bor, the same policy of taking the dis-
posal of the public lands out of the
people.

The same policy was followed last
session when the government came to
deal with the

Songhees Reserve.

There is a valuable asset to the prov-
ince, and also to the city of Victoria.
The reserve is situated almost in the
heart of the city of Victoria, and it has
been an eyesore to the people of Vic-
toria for years. It is a piece of land
of exceptional value, and the govern-
ment were not disposed to allow it to
be dealt with by this legislature as the
representativeg of the people. It was
taken out of the control of the general
Land Act and placed in the hands of
the Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works or the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Council.

Then follows this Kaien Island deal.
I say that there is a steady effort to
deal with the assets of the province
without consulting the representatives
of the people in this House. I hope
that before they go back to the people
for election my honorable friends will
come out very plainly not only dn re-
gard to the assistance of railways, but
also with regamd to this disposal of
public lands.

It is true that for
two or three years past we have been
suffering under a depression; it has
been syffering from low prices caused
by the reaction from the ' unhealthy
boom that took place some years ago.
That is passing away, and the price of
metals has gone up. We fin@ copper
and silver higher than eight years-ago,
lead above the bhounty price, and zinc
up to a price never reached in the past.

The attempt on the part of the mover’

of the address to attribute the présent
prosperity to the government is absurd
on the face of it. Take the facts, when
the metal has got up to a price where
there is a profit, every cent, yes and
every half cent, every fraction of a
cent, makes a difference and puts up
the profit. When we find, as In the
case of copper, the price advanced
from 1lc. to 17c., one can easily un-
derstand the immense impetus the in-
creased price of metals has given to
the industry. What is true of copper
is true of lead, zinc and other metals.
There is another matter in connec-
tion with mining to which I trust I
shall not be accused of egotism if I
refer. It will be remembered that a
bill was introduced into the House by
the honorable member for Nanaimo,
having for its object the reduction of
the 5
Working Hours in Smelters,

from 12 hours to 8. That bill was de-
feated in this House, arld while it was
up for discussion I took occasion to
refer to the condition of the mining in-
dustry as just recovering from a period
of depression. 1 pointed out to the
minister of mines that while I could
not, and would not, agree to the con-
tinuance of a system which compelled
a man to work for 12 hours, I thought
the time inopportune to encourage or
precipitate a strike throughout ‘the
province. It was intended by that bill
that the eight-hour law should not
come into force for a year.. I pointed
out that during that year of grace
given to the employers it was quite
feasible that the employers and em-
ployed should come together and ar-
range schedule of hours satisfactory
to both, and thereby avoid the loss of
another industrial strike which ‘would
have been a loss to the owners, and
meant serious loss to the workingmen
and the merchants depending on the
prosperity of the industry. I am glad
to say that since we have met here
such a meeting of the employers and
employed has been held, and the resuit
has been satisfactory. I take no great
credit to myself for my efforts in this
direction because I think it is the duty
of every public man to endeavor to
ameliorate such conditions. I com-
municated with the owners of the
smelters and their employees as to this
question of the reduction of the work-
ing hours from 12 to 8 per day, and
suggested that they should come to a
square understanding on the matter,
and '‘avoid the friction between em-
ployers and employees, which has done
so much to injure the province. I am
glad to say that my advice was taken,
and the result has been the

ENGINEER OF GREAT
NORTHERN TRAIN KILLED

Wreck Caused by Log Which Had Fal-
len Across Track—Two Pas-
sengers Ipjured.

Vancouver, Jan. 16.—The Great Nor-
thern limited, from Seattle, last night
ran into a log which had fallen across
the V., W. & Y. track near Burnaby
lake, between Vancouver and West-
minster.

BROOKS SENTENCED

Former Victoria Dowieité Elder Gix
Six Months With Hard Labor in
Toronto.

Doubtless many Victorians
ber the Rev. Eugene Brooks, who r
sided here some years ago and
charge of a congregation of Dowie
followers. It will be ‘recalled that «
several occasions he was called befo
the police magistrate as a result of
leged failure to obtain medical aid
cases of necessity, ‘the ‘outcome
which was fatal. His contention wa
that medicine and the practices of th
profession were useless, and that
cure could be effected only by fait!
and prayer. Since leaving Victor
Elder ' Brooks, -a ‘' cognomen unds
which he is better known, has resided
in different parts of Eastern Canada.

Word has now been received that his
zeal in carrying into practice what ar«
no doubt his firm religious ‘beliefs has
again placed him within the firn
clutches of the law. A dispatch dated
January 8th says in part:

“Rev. Eugene Brooke, a Dowieits
leader at Toronto, and Dowie’s repre-
sentative in Canada, was to-day
tenced by Judge McCrimmon,
judge of the county ©of Ontario, to six
months with hard labor in the Central
prison, Toronto.

“The charge against the prisoner was
of ‘aiding, counselling and abetting
one Marshal Harmon, of Victoria

Victoria and Vancouver Clubs Issue Cir-
culars Announcing Iatention to
Introduce Capercailzie.

Some wegks ago it was announced in
the Times that the Fish and Game Clubs
of Vandouver and Victoria had combined
for ‘the purpose of collecting sufficient
funds to.permit the importation of black
game #hd capercailgie fron: the Old Colin-
try. Since then the officials of both or-
ganigations have beéen active. They have
issued an attractive circular for distribu-
tion among the sportsmen of the Main-
a and Vancouver Island, which con-
tains the following announcement:

‘“The Fish and Garhe Clubs of Victoria
ahd Vancouver have for some years been
importing game birds, notably English
partridges, pheasants and quail, as from
time to time the funds have been sub-
scribed. Ey

“It has now been "@ecided to import
black game, capercailzie and other birds,
which will necessitate a larger $xpendi-
turé than heretofore. The money Ye-
quired to.make a satisfactory experiment
will be from §1,500 to $2,00. Of this
amount Soine $750 (£150) has alreadly been
guaranteed through the efforts of a gén-
tletfan in England, which leaves a Simi-
lar amount still to be collected. The birds
will be put down in such localities as are
cqnsidered by the committee most favor-
able to the success of the experiment.”

J. Musgrave, secretary of the local as-
sociation, has quite a number of the cir-
culars and wil' be pleased to issue them
to anyone r.aging application. He is
confident of being able to raise a fair

At the same time he asked if
Canadians could expect as low  rates
with our limited mileage and population
as were granted with the greater mile-
age and population of the United States.

Turning to the Canadian
particular, Mr. Hays made two or three
significant remarks. One was his belief
in the necessity of the section of the new
transcontinental railway north of Lake
Superior being constructed. He also
urged that ‘the Dominion government
should, in future, devote money toward
enlarging the facilities of lake and ocean
ports, instead of further improvement to
canals; and ocean points should be na-
tionalized. The waterways should be im-
proved, and he knew of no country so
wonderfully endowed with such means of
regulating railway rates.
