Money Paid to Arthur Wheeier Wafl 
Found to Have Gone Into 

Treasury.

SMELTERS ARE

Diver in Full Uniform After Posing for 
His Photograph Is Drowned.

Newbury Port, Mass../Oct. 14.—Edwin 
Dwyer, a deep sea diver, of Portland, 
Maine, was drowned yesterday by the 
capsizing of a boat. Dwyer has been at 
work in the harbor here, on a sunken 
schooner, and with John Christian rowed 
to the city to have photographs taken. 
Dwyer was clad in his diving suit, minus 
the helmet. After posing, the two men 
started to row back to the vessel and 
their boat capsized. Dwyer in his diving 
suit went to the bottom like a shot, but 
Christian swam ashore.

Arthur Wheeler was. this morning,

In the course of a long and rather 
complicated examination it was shown 
that Arthur Wheeler had paid the four 
thousand dollars Into the general fund 
of the company, and that because the 
president was away in the upper coun­
try. one thousand dollars had been 
placed to the account of Arthur Wheel­
er. jr. as secretary of the company. 
This was done on. the advice of the 
manager of thA Imperial bank as the 
best means of briiwing the money into 
use at once as 4fs>aid into the ac­
count of the company, the checks 
would have to be signed by the presi­
dent.

Mr. Higgins, counsel fbr Mr. Ross, 
followed up the history of the $1,000. 
endeavoring to show' that the $1,000 
never went into tti# funds of the com­
pany. This brougftE from the auditor, 
the statement that ..every* cent of the 
$4.000 was to his satisfaction paid, into, 

e amounts that 
Wheeler had taken put for himself from 
the $1.000 were onljç moneys that were 
due to him as oomitilesions.

Auditor Wilsoh further Stated that 
the company was perfectly solvent, 
having froip two to three thousand,dol- 
lars to the good. They had also pur­
chased some property in Vancouver, 
although it was not all paid for. The 
machinery was being moved from--the 
factory in Victoria to the property on 
False Creek., The company owned no 
real estate in Victoria, but had.,rented 
property aj*d owned the machinery 
there. He was perfectly satisfied that 
no money had been paid to Whebler 
except such as was coming to him.

Iii giving his decision, Magistrate 
Jay said that the evidence of both 
Smith and Wilson showed that the 
money all went- into the company. Al­
though $1.060 was placed, to private ac­
count of Arthur Wheeler, that was con­
sidered the best of carrying on
the business of the .company in the ab­
sence of the president.

BODIES Of MISSING
BOVS WASHED ASHORE

NO FUEL SHORTAGE
IS ET AT PRESENT

BULLET "PASSES THROUGH BODY.Two Meet Death by Train Accidents 
—Hunter Has Desperate En­

counter With a Wo!f.

A. J. McMillan, Manager of Le Roi, 
Is in City—The Copper 

Situation.

After Severely Wounding One Lad It 
Narrowly Misses Another.

Brandon, Oct. 14.—A shooting accident 
occurred near Charter on Saturday after­
noon In which three Brandon lads who 
were out hunting geese with a .22 rifle 
were concerned.

The boys were walking in Indian file 
when a rifle was discharged. The bullet 
passed through one of them, named 
Kobe’s,' body, entering Into his back and 
emerging above the left hip, and passing 
between the legs of one of the others, 
named Lewis, entered the ground.

Winnipeg, Oct. 4.—The bodies of two 
young Norwood boys, Roy Thornton 
and Carl Graham, who were lost a few 
weeks ago, have been found a mile and 
a half from Oak Pont. They had been 
washed ashore, and were badly de­
composed.

Whether the discovery of the bodies 
Is the work of Lacy, the Regina clair­
voyant, or not, is not known, as only a 
brief wire was sent announcing the dis­
covery.

Apparently there will be no occasion 

for the offices of the government to be 
used to compel a supply of coke to the 
smelters in the province. The situation 
has righted itself. All the ymelters are 
getting a sufficient supply and there is 
now no appreciable cause for remark 
In that regard. Reports which have 
come in from various parts of the prov­
ince serve to support this view, which 
is also that of A. J. McMillan, man­
age! of the Le Roi mine, Rossland, who 
Is In the city to-day. Mr. McMillan 
said there was nothing new in connec­
tion with the coke question so far as he 
knew. Everyone was getting plenty of 
coke and the situation was very much 
Improved.

There is an atmosphere of uncertainty 
about the copper mining Industry, and 
In reply to questions on this subject Mr.. 
McMillan observed that the price of 
copper/had dropped from twenty-four 
and a half cents in June to thirteen 
and three-quarter cents last week. It 
was difficult to tell what might happen. 
A fall of such proportions In the price 
of copper must seriously affect mining 
companies, not only in British Colum­
bia, but in other parts of the world. 
It is claimed by well-informed men in 
the east that owing to financial condi­
tions there has been a sudden falling off 
in the demand—that is, that there has 
*(•»'« restriction of industrial enter­
prise in connection with which copper 
found a market It should be remem­
bered, said Mr. McMillan, that the cost 
of producing copper has materially In­
creased during the last year or two 
owing to the greatly increased price 
paid for labor and supplies. The In­
crease In the cost of production prob­
ably amounts to two cents a pound.

In the interior of British Columbia, 
however, there was nothing specially 
new. Ail the principal mines were 
working as usual alid the number of 
men was about the same. The closing 
down of a number of the sawmills had 
operated depressingly oh business to a 
certain extent.

Replying to an interjection of the 
newspaperman that any permanent de­
terioration of the copper market would 
naturally not be looked for in view of 
the rapid creation of new markets In 
the expansion going on in Canada in 
various parts of the world, Mr. Mc­
Millan remarked upon an opinion given 
by H. H. Rogers, president of the Am­
algamated Copper Company, a few 
months ago, that the demand for cop­
per was greater than the supply, and 
other men standing high In the copper 
world had given similar views of the 
situation. Speaking In general terms 
Mr. McMillan said the demand for cop­
per was constantly increasing, but the 
markets had been temporarily Interfer­
ed with by financial conditions.

Mr. McMillan is in the city on a busi­
ness trip. He will be here for several 
days.

WATERWAY CUT
THROUGH SOLB ROCK

Great Engineering feat in the St. 
Mary’s River Costs Upwards 

of $3,000^000.DAWSON WANTS 
RAIL CONNECTION S. S. Marie, Oct. 14.—The water 

was turned into the new channel of the 
St. Mary’s river at West Nebbish yes­
terday, marking the completion of one 
of the biggest projects undertaken on 
the great lakes since the building of 
the Poe lock.

The new channel is over two miles 
in length, 9,000 feet of which is cut 
through solid rock. The channel is 
three hundred feet in width with a 
depth at a minimum stage of water of 
twenty-two feet.

It is located 18 miles below the Soo, 
and lies to the west of Neebish island, 
the present channel being to the east 
of the old channel. This channel will 
hereafter be used solely for up-bound 
boats, the heavily laden down-bound 
craft using the new water-way which 
has none of the sharp turns which .ire 
embarrassing to the modern 600-foot 
freighters.

The new channel will not txf formal­
ly opened to navigation until the 
spring. The project has cost upwards 
of three million dollars.

MATTER TO RE LAID

SMALLPOX AT PHOENIX.

Town and Mining Camp Placed Under 
Quarantine—Four Cases Are Re­

ported.Dr. Thompson Leaves for Ottawa- 
Will Urge Subsidy for Proposed 

While Horse Smeller
Grand Forks, Oct. 14.—The town and 

mining camp of Phoenix, B. C., has been 
placed under a strict quarantine against 
the smallpox. Four cases have already 
been found In Phoenix.

Dr. Fagan, provincial health officer, 
does not think it necessary to place quar­
antine on the other towns of the Bound­
ary district, as he is of the opinion that 
the scourge is now well under control. 
The four cases ef smallpox are one man 
and three women.

All the schools at Phoenix have been 
closed and meetings have been cancelled. 
It is expected that the quarantine will be 
lifted by the end of the present iponth.

Dawson, Oct. 12.—Dr. Alfred Thomp­
son, member of parliament from Yu­
kon territory, left yest-erday for Otta­
wa via Seattle where he will confer/ 
with the exposition officials regarding 
the Yukon exhibit. Dr. Thompson 
says the minister of finance of Can­
ada has assured him of a grant of 
$100,000.

Among the matters to be urged at 
Ottawa for the Yukon are: Assistance 
for a railway to connect Dawson with 
some transcontinental line; an early 
completion of the topographical and 
geological map of the territory; codi­
fication of Yukon quartz laws; aboli­
tion of royalty; opening of fraudulent 
concessions; pure fopd examiner for the 
Yukon; lower mining fees; several im­
provements in the placer code; large 
federal grant ftfr building a wagon road 
to connect Dawson with the 
fields at the head of the White River; 
subsidy for proposed White Horse smel­
ter; subsidy for aid in prospecting for 
opening of new mining fields; postal 
reforms; improved postal service, and 
the holding of surveyors’ examinations 
ir. the Yukon.

MAGILL MURDER TRIAL.

ANXIOUS TO HEAR 
BISHOP INGRAM

State Expects to Prove That Letters 
Found on Body Were Forgeries.

Chicago, Oct. 14.—A dispatch from 
Decateur, Ills., says: The Magill mur­
der trial enters Its most important 
stage to-day when the heavy guns of 
the state will be turned on Fred H. 
Magill and his wife, and the question of 
their guilt or Innocence will be largely 
determined. State Attorney Miller sent 
a telegram to Miss Ida Gandy, of Day- 
ton, Ohio, yesterday, saying that im­
portant developments required 
presence here at once.

Miss Gandy is a sister of Mrs. Pete 
Magill, the first wife of Magill, whom 
he Is accused of murdering In order to 
marry Fay E. Graham, a girl friend. 
With Miss Gandy’s testimony, supple­
mented by that of others who knew 
Mrs. Magill’s handwriting, the state 
expects to prove the letters found on 
Mrs. ...aglll’s dead body were forgeries.

There is trouble in prospect in con­
nection with the contract between the 
city and the C. P. R. people anent the 
constructioi! of the Empress hotel. The 
wires were warmed a little on this sub­
ject yesterday afternoon with Execu­
tive Agent Marpole at one end and the 
building inspector in charge of con­
struction work at the other. How is it 
—such was the effect of the enquiry so 
emphatically started from the official 
end of the Canadian Pacific railway In 
Vancouver—that the city of Victoria Is 
putting down a wooden sidewalk in 
front of the Empress on Government 
street, whilst a cement footway is pro­
vided for in the bond. "Get after the 
mayor and corporation and find out 
what is the matter.” This was sub­
stantially the interrogation that came 
flashing over the cable yesterday, and 
which sent the building inspector 
hurrying to the Mayor’s office and led 
the chief magistrate of the city to sum­
mon a special meeting—or to have 
summoned a special meeting extra­
ordinary—of that committee of the gov­
erning board of the city whose wisdom 
is supposed to be expressed in the work 
done on the city streets and all mat­
ters appertaining thereto.

This meeting of the streets commit­
tee was held last night, but according 
to all that could be gathered by a 
Times reporter at hotel headquarters, 
the friction _has only been exaggerated 
by what was determined. In a word, as 
claimed by the railway representatives, 
It has been decided to avoid recogni­
tion of a specific term In the contract 
under which the big hotel project was 
got under way. In this connection the 
building inspector this morning point­
ed to by-law 417, which -he showed 
stated In precise terms that the city 
would put down a cement sidewalk on 
Government street—at least this was 
one of the streets named—and It is the 
part of the undertaking being the most 
conspicuous, that those responsible for 
the hotel work are kicking about—be­
fore the completion of the hotel. “And,” 
says the building Inspector, “I was in­
structed that the meeting last night 
had decided not to put down a per­
manent sidewalk until spring.”

The building inspector argues that 
there is no sound reason adducible for 
the stand taken by the city—even if the 
breach of contract involved in It could 
be excused. He positively asserts as a 
practical; man acquainted .îtitbp, this 
class of work that a cement sidewalk 
can be laid on the Government street 
section of the hotel property, at least, 
in a couple of weeks, and that there 
can be no sound excuse found for an 
evasion of the undertaking on the 
ground of unfavorable weather, or that 
the season is too tar advanced to do the 
work

The suggestion has been made that 
this question will be a matter for in­
cidental consideration on the part of 
President Shaughnessy, who is expect­
ed here in a few days, and whose visit, 
It is said, is being made chiefly for the 
purpose of looking over the hotel work 
before all the final details in connec­
tion therewith are closed. A meeting 
with city representatives will probably 
be arranged to discuss the question— 
that is unless it should find solution by 
negotiations which are being urged in 
the meantime.

It would be a pity, it is urged, if the 
Empress were permitted to open with a 
common board sidewalk fronting it. 
At least there seems to be some sug­
gestion of reason for live consideration 
of the point. According to present 
plans the hotel Is to be opened for 
business In January.

It is un­
derstood that such southern banking in­
terests as the United States Trust Co., ot 
Washington, and the Hibernian Bank and 
Trust Co., and Louisiana Bank and Trust 
Co., ®f New Orleans, are behln^ pro­
moters of the new enterprise.

New York, Oct. 11.—Four days 19 
hours and 52 minutes from Queenstown 
with every trans-Atlantic speed record 
In her possession, the Maj^tlc. Cunard 
liner Lusitania swept by Sandy Hook 
lightship at 1.17 a.m. to-day, and after 
a pause off the bar to await daylight 
the steamer slowly entered the harbor 
to receve the recognition of her right 
to the title of “Queen of Seas.”

Breaks Three Records.
Three records were written down in 

her log book, two of them wrestel from 
the great German rivals of the Cun­
ard, and one from the swift Lucania, of 
her own line. They were records of the 
shortest time from any European port 
to New YoVfc The. fast average speed 
for any trans-Atlantic voyage—23.99 
nautical miles per hour, and the longest 
daily run 617 nautical miles. ' Trans­
lated into miles, her speed average for 
the run was 27.60 miles an hour.

A British Triumph.
Her achievement is a triumph for 

British ship-building and sailors, and 
may mark the passing of the old- 
fashioned reciprocating engine and the 
begininng of the universal installation 
of turbines, which have made it pos­
sible for this thé fleetest of ships to 
carry all records by the board.

The records which she has broken 
were that held by the Kaiser Wilhelm 
II., of the North Germany Lloyd line, 
which crossed from New York to Ply­
mouth )at an average speed of 23.38 
knots, as compared with the Lusi­
tania’s 23.99; that held by the Ham- 
burg-American line Deutschand of 5 
days 11 hours and 14 minutes from 
Cherbourg to New York, and that held 
by the Cunard liner Lucania, which 
crossed from Queenstown to New York 
in 5 days 7 hours and 23 minutes.

Superb Performance.
The Lusitania’s superb performance 

takes from the German ships the su­
premacy which they have held for sev­
eral years, and which was only shaded 
by the swift Lucania. Besides, the 
Lusitania has broken her own record 
of 5 days 54 minutes, on her maiden 
trip ffom Queenstown.

Not the least notable of the Lusi­

tania’s records are those for her daily 
runs which exceeded on two days the 
record of 601 knots, previously held by 
the Deutschland.

The Lusitania’s run, \ counting days 
from noon to noon, were as follows: 
Sunday, 41; Monday, 590; Tuesday, 608; 
Wednesday, 612; Thursday, 600, and 
from noon Thursday to 1.17 a.m. Fri­
day, 324 miles.

Inside of a few years Mr. Vroo- 
man predicts there will be a hundred 
dredges working on the Hootalinqua 
river. An initial equipment of ma­
chinery, consisting of engines, boilers 
and* pumps is already on the way north 
for one of the Undertakings in which 
Mr. Yrooman is interested. This equip­
ment is destined for thawing the 
ground and preparing for the more ex­
tensive operations to follow this winter. 
In addition to this he and his associ­
ates will put in several dredges this 
year. “We hope,” said he, “to have 
three dredges operating next summer, 
and in a few years I hope to have a 
hundred operating on the river.” Mr. 
Yrooman says he has already made ar­
rangements for the shipment of one of 
these dredges with his New York asso­
ciates. And he explained this initial 
equipment will be used primarily for 
the purpose of demonstrating the 
money making capabilities of the river. 
Mr. Yrooman corroborates t*he view of 
recent conception that the dredge is to 
be tlje greater factor in the future de­
velopments of the Yukon. These sand 
deposits were a low grade proposition, 
which necessitated €he employment of 
scientific methods and the most mod­
ern appliances for saving the gold, he 
says. At the same time the 
dence of individual successes. Out of 
these sands, in the territory which he 
went over, Mr. Yrooman says that men 
whom he sought to engage in his 
prospecting , party at $4 a day and ex­
penses guaranteed, declined service on

Mr. Vrooman started on his expiora- 
lion tour early in August, and picked 
up his party on the road. They took a 
Bma11 steamer at White Horse, which

took them 40 miles up the Hootalinqua 
river. At this point they packed their 
supplies in a row boat, with which they 
made another sixty miles of the jour­
ney. They used a small rocker about 
the size of a small soap box, and com­
menced their prospecting explorations, 
getting excellent results from the start. 
Some of the ground that we first ex­
amined, said he, went as high as $25 
and >30 to the cubic yard, but of course 
this did not mean that the whole area 
of country traversed was as rich as 
that. After getting some good samples 
of black sand at this; point, Mr. Vroo­
man and his party started to pole up 
the river, taking samples of the gravel 
all along on both sides of the stream as 
they went up. 
about two miles beyond their starting 
point, they got the rocker to work 
again, and recovered about the same 
values.
prospect was made, arid the yield prov­
ed about the same, and while working 
they got quite a lot of quicksilver that 
had escaped from miners who had been 
working in the country before.

We found it pretty heavy work pol­
ling the heavy boat up stream, said Mr. 
Vrooman, but we managed to nose our 
way along, prospecting all the way 
until we got to the 100-mile post or 
cabin, as if is called. During the trip 
we saw sortie moose, and bear were 
very plentiful. Mr. Vrooman shot one 
of these animals just before supper one 
evening. At the 100-mile camp the 
watershed for the» country is formed. 
The current was in their favor, and the 
party found their -urther passage much 
facilitated in consequence. Following 
along from this point they. Investigated 
both sides of the river, closely pro­
specting first at the water’s edge and 
then washing out from ground taken 
some yards back, and- then further on 
digging into the banks of the stream. 
From all these washings they got a fair 
amount of gold or platinum, or both. 
“We stopped at several points along 
the route and washed with our rocker, 
with very satisfactory results,” »aid he. 
“The most of our prospecting was done 
with the pan only. I have estimated,” 
said' "he, “that our showings, taking 
an averages of the whole result all 
along the river, amounted to $10 per 
cubic yard. Of course there are large 
areâs there that will not average as 
ranch as this, and I would not under­
take to make any exact estimate. But,’* 
*aH3 Mr. Yrôofnan, “I km satisfied that 
there is enough to make it the coming 
country for gold getting, and I am 
satisfied that the Teslin * country will 
take the place oE the Klondyke in the. 
next decade.” In speaking further of 
his observations in the country, Mr. 
Vr.oontan said that twelve miles east of 
the Hootalinqua river, on Livingstone 
creek, several camps have been mak­
ing as high as $8,000 a day this summer, 
and according to the geological survey 
of the United States the average show­
ing for the .Hootalinqua river $10 a day 
for hand work.

Among those associated with Mr. 
Vrooman in the dredging enterprise is 
T, C. Powell, of St, Louis, vice-presi­
dent of the Southern railroad and 
president of the Queen and Crescent 
route. Mr. Powell was to have made 
the trip over the company’s concession 
with Mr. Vrooman, but wâs prevented 
by business engagements.

Mr. Vrooman said that his company 
wag not the only one that believed in 
the dredging possibilities of the north. 
As he came out he observed that dredg­
ing machinery was conspicuous among 
the freight of in-going vessels. One 
dredge now operating there, which cost 
over three hundred thousand dollars, Is 
said to have paid for itself in fifty- 
three days’ operation. And this was 
accomplished on ground that the indi­
vidual miner would not look at. Mr. 
Vrooman says that several big syndi­
cates are trying to buy up all the avail­
able dredging areas, and he predicts 
that this will be the turning point of 
the whole Yukon country.

During his explorations along the 
Hootalinqua, Mr. Vrooman found indi­
cations of coal, and he says the coun­
try possesses a fine body of timber for 
fuel and manufacturing purposes.

Mr. Vrooman, like some others who 
have followed the mining business, is 
also known as a literary man. He has 
contributed articles on the south, 
northwest and the far northwest to the 
Arena. He will leave in a few weeks 
for New York and London in further­
ance of the mining projects in which he 
is at present engaged, and expects to 
return to Victoria in the course of the 
winter to make his home in this city, 
when hey will he accompanied by his 
wife and family.

STRINGENCY IN THE MONEY 
MARKET.

It has been claimed by persons who 
profess to understand the financial 
situation that there Is a shortage of 
money In Canada—that sufficient capi­
tal is not available for the legitimate 
requirements of business. Winnipeg 
real estate speculators, especially, are 
quite emphatic in the declarations upon 
this point. They assert the banks have 
thwarted enterprise and checked the 
expension of business by diverting de­
posits gathered in Canada to the United 
States. Bankers, on .the other hand, 
point out that their action has "been 
rendered necessary as a safeguard 
against possible contingencies such as 
have been known to arise. They aver, 
moreover, that the deposits of Can­
adians have not been diverted to the 
other side of the line; that Canadian 
banks have branches in the United 
States and that Americans, having 
great faith in our monetary institu­
tions, are large depositors therein. 
Hence, the money out in call loans in 
New York is principally American 
money.

We do not profess any intimate 
knowledge of the methods of the banks. 
We know- from experience that It Is 
eminently salutary to place a limit to 
the operations of real estate specula­
tors. If the banks have taken a wise 
precautio* against what may be called 
wild-cat real estate speculation In 
Winnipeg, they deserve the thanks of 
Wlnnlpeggers and all people interested 
in the welfare of Canada for their ac­
tion. There was one real estate boom 
in Winnipeg, and we all know how 
long It took the prairie capital to re­
cover from Its 111 effects. There was 
another In Toronto and another In 
Vancouver. Residents of these two en­
terprising cities, we presume, are not 
anxious for a repetition of the experi­
ences of these two real estate “flur­
ries." In Victoria also a number of 
years ago we passed through a period 
of unwarranted Inflation of prices. We 
are down to a solid "basis of values 
again and business in all lines - is In a 
healthy condition.

We are not going to offer our opinion 
against the judgment of business men 
of standing and experience in refer­
ence to this matter of responsibility of 
the banks for the condition of affairs 
said to be prevailing on the prairies and 
In other parts of Canarda. But we shall 
call attention to the following article, 
copied from the Montreal Shareholder, 
one of the safest and most conservative 
of monetary Journals published in Can­
ada:

“That there Is a scarcity of money in 
the Dominion is beyond a doubt. The 
chartered banks have had to restrict 
their lendings, not so nAich from the 
exercise of caution as from the fact 
that the loans now In force have ab­
sorbed all their available monies, pro­
vision being made for their retaining 
sufficient cash reserves to meet 
contingency that may arise. It was 
pointed out in last week’s Issue of the 
Shareholder that current loans in Can­
ada at the end of August last showed 
an ' increase over the corresponding 
time of the preceding year to the large 
amount of *72,132,738, the total of these 
loans amounting to 3680,075,982. Then 
when it Is taken Into consideration that 
current loans in Canada only latk a 
fraction over136,000,009 of deposits, some 
accurate estimate may be formed of 
the extent to which the banks have met 
the demands upon them for business 
requirements. This large Increase In 
loans shows that there has been an 
Immense development In all directions, 
one which has created the prevalent 
scarcity of money. From this It would 
appear that the cause for Canada 
wanting more money may be traced to 
that, over expansion against which the

THREE HUNDRED CARS
DAILY IN NORTHWEST

Winnipeg, Oct. 14.—P. Burns, of Cal­
gary, returning from a ten days' visit 
to the east, asked as to the conditions 
In the cattle country, said: Good stuff Is 
worth good money, but there Is no mar­
ket for young, thin and unfinished cat­
tle. My own feeling Is that this is the 
tiine to buy young stock rather than to 
sell them. The days of the big ranch- 
'ers are numbered, but the days of the 
stock farms, where three and four hun­
dred head of good steers aré' kept and 
fed, are jifet beginning, and In a few 
years we will in Alberta have fifty of 
such farms where we have one ranch 
to-day.

There was a great abundance of hay 
In the west this season, but owing to 
somewhat wet weather not as large a 
percentage was cut as should have 
been, but there is abundance of grain 
slightly touched with frost, and was 
too late to ripen, so there Is no lack of 
feed, and every pound of this damaged 
crop could be profitably fed. Well fed 
cattle will be very high next spring. 
So confident am I of this that I am now 
contracting with men through the 
west to take bunches of cattle and feed 
them for me, and I will pay 4% cents to 
4% cents for them delivered at their 
own station next April.

1 There seems to be a bad arfange- 
ment somewhere in regard to cattle, for 
while In Toronto I saw bunches of two 
year old steers that had been bought 
In the west and taken down there to 
be fed. Now If they can afford to feed 
those steers in Ontario this winter, 
where feed Is scarcer than it has been 
for years, and where they will have to 
bring feed from the west to keep them, 
surely those cattle could have been 
more profitably fed by western owners 
at home, where feed Is abuhdant,

Sidney have again changed hands. They 
have been purchased by Mr. Carlin and 
J. Billing, two experienced lumber men 
who have recently come to Victoria to 
reside.

Mr. Carlin has been making a number 
of- investments on Vancouver Island since 
he disposed of his interests in the lum­
ber business fn the Kootenays some 
months ago. He has bought considerable 
real estate in and arornid Victoria. He 
has apparently found it impossible to keep 
out of the lumber industry, however, andi 
has, in company with Mr. Billing, pur­
chased the mills at Sidney•

Mr. Billing Is a practical mill man. He 
was formerly identified with the Yale- 
Columbia Milling Company. He will take 
active charge of the mills at Sidney as 
manager.

The new proprietors will take formal 
possession to-morrow. The- intention is 
to extend the business, but at present 
the new proprietors are not, able to say 
exactly to what extent. They will com­
mence work with the present outfit, add­
ing as they see fit to the equipment.

The purchase of the taillis does not carry 
with it any timber limits, the raw ma­
terial being obtained from various 
sources.

About a score of city representatives, 

officials and citizens visited on Satur­
day the Goldstream watershed and in­
spected the holdings of'the Esquimalt 
Waterworks Company at that point. 
The trip had a direct bearing on the 
proposed extension of the city's hold­
ings for the porpose of water supply, 
being designed to give the visitors an 
idea of the extent and value of the 
property which Mr. Lubbe’s company 
has offered to the city for the sum of 
$l;382,l00d. It will be remembered that 
in his report Expert Adams placed the 
commercial valuer of the Esquimalt 
system to the city of Victoria at about 
$400, vw.

The trip was made via the E. & N. 
to the water tank above Goldstream 
station, where rigs awaited the party, 
transporting them up the Summit to 
the lakes, which were reached about 
11.15. Paft of the party rowed across 
lake No. 1 (the- main reservoir), while 
the remainder walked round the shores 
to a point where the creek from No. 2 
lake flows into No. 1. From this point 
a good wagon road leads to lake No. 2, 
about half a mile distant/ Thence an­
other wagon road, about a mile and a 
half in length, leads to the uppermost 
of the chain No. 3 lake.

It should be explained that these 
“lakes” were evidently, originally, very 
inferior bodies of water, being ''catch 
basins between the surrounding hills, 
into which the surface water ran, 
thence finding its way by natural chan­
nels down to Goldstream river. The 
company has immensely enlarged the 
capacity of each by building across the 
outlets large retaining dams of rock 
and gravel. These dams are very sub­
stantial, and in each case they alone 
seem to serve to retain the walls, which 
fall in the winter time, when pre­
cipitation is very heavy. I In a few in­
stances some supplementary work has 
been done at other points on the shore 
to further increase the area of the 
basin. The trees below high water 
mark have all been cut away, although 
the stumps remain, being alternately 
dry or submerged, according to the sea­
son of the year. ’î’he general- character 
of the lake beds is good, the country 
rock being overlaid -to a -slight depth 
by soil. The single exception to this is 
the upper lake, whit* is now dry, and 
where there seems to be a deep deposit 
of pèat below the level of the outlet.

The lakes are marked by an almost 
entire absence of the water weeds which 
have been such a source ‘of. trouble in 
Elk lake, although «mail patches «an 
be seen at different points. The ab­
sence of weed Is possibly accounted for 

a by the great fluctuation In the level of 
the water which falling to such a low 
level in; the fall would cause the death 
of such vegetation as finds its roots in 
water in Elk lake twelve months in 
the year.

Owing to the extreme dryness of 
the seeCson, the lakes were found at 
extremely low level. In fact the two 
upper lakes Nos. 2 and 3 are practi­
cally dry. The main lake of about two 
hundred acres (No. 1) still has from 
six to ten feet of water in It at its 
deepest point, but the submerged area 
•is now becoming so limited that this 
will be rapidly run out unless heavy 
rain* foHow in the next few days. In 
fact in one week No. Khas fallen two 
o* three feet and the rate will increase 
•daily _ till the rains come.

For some time the daily press of this 
city has been endeavoring to convey 
to the outside world and the citizens 
of Victoria the fact that Victoria is in 
the centre of one of the best fruit­
growing..^districts in the world, where 
apples, pears, plums, cherries, straw­
berries and many other fruits can be 
grown to greater perfection than in any 
other part of the continent and with 
large profits to the man who does It In 
a scientific manner.

There are a few knockers in the city 
and vicinity who would try to persuade 
those who come here that the country 
is useless because they are too lazy to 
cultivate their own plots, an<y they ex­
pect the land to produce crops without 
cultivation. . No land will do this 
wherever It may be situated and no 
matter how fertile the soil or salubrious 
the climate.

It is a well known fact that the farth­
er north the fruit is grown the more 
juicy and luscious it is. The Victoria 
fruit ranks among the best in the 
wcrld for flavor and it grows very large 
and the trees bear well. The purpose 
of this article is to prove this beyond 
dispute, and with that purpose the 
writer called on Walter Palmer at 
Rockside Orchard last Thursday, and 
obtained from him some of the results 
of his work this season.

Mr. Palmer was busy; he always is.
JThat is one of the secrets of the suc­
cess of Rockside Orchard. Even in fruit 
growing industry is necessary, but the 
advantage pf fruit growing over many 
other industries is that the grower ob­
tains for himself the fruits of his toll, 
and with a moderate amount of energy 
can make for himself a competency.

The gentleman in question left his 
work a,nd very" cordially invited an in­
spection of hj3 kooks, where the work 
of the season as far as it has gone, 
could be seen almost at a glance. The 
first department noted was the pear 
shipping books. These had been kept 
in. such a way that it was possible to 
pick out the product of the eleven-year- 
old trees, the ones that are in full bear­
ing and the number of trees from which 
the fruit came was given, so that an 
estimate could be made that would 
give an idea of the results to be ex­
pected where the conditions are favor­
able.

Mr. Palmer’s orchard Is largely an 
experimental one. When the trees were 
planted it was not known for certain 
which were the best varieties of fruit 
to plant, and hence it was found when 
they came to the ^period when they 
should have been bearing that some of 
the trees were useless for this country. 
Some of them were- rooted right out, 
and others planted in their places, and 
some were grafted to better varieties. 
In the meantime the orchard suffers be­
cause these trees are not bearing. Many 
of the trees- left are only of fair qual­
ity, and although considered too good 
to root out, are not by any means the 
best possible, or ones that would be 
planted if the work were to be done 
over again.

That is Mr. Palmer’s rëâson for pick­
ing the trees when keeping a record. He 
Includes all the trees of the varieties 
mentioned except in one case where the 
cattle had destroyed almost all the fruit 
from a row that was near the fence. 
The result In plums and prunes is as 
follows :

From 35 Grand Dutye trees, 422 crates; 
from 18 Hungarian prune trees, 216 
cases; from 27 Engelbert plum trees, 
290 crates; from 10 Tragedy plum 
trees, 142 crates.

The total from the 90 trees was L070 
crates, averaging a little more than 20 
poundé to the crate. The/ net weight-

of this fruit was 20,416 lbs., and It was 
sold at an average price of 65 cents a 
crate, thus netting the owner of the 
orchard $695.50. These plums were 
grown on less than seven-tenths of an 
acre., Anypn^ who wishes can figures 
out for himself the net income from 
a ten-afere plot at the same rate.

The price given above for this fruit 
isjtvell under the actual, but it was a 
higher price than was obtained by those 
who allowed their fruit to become too 
ripe before picking, and then were 
forced to throw it on the local'market, 
where there was already more than the 
customers could take. All of Mr. Palm­
er’s fruit was shipped to the prairies 
and Vancouver, none of it being retail­
ed here.

Perhaps the best crop of the 
was the cherries, the fruit that was be­
ing packed at the time the British jour­
nalists visited the orchard. It will be 
remembered that they were astonished 
at the productiveness of the orchard, 
and so is everyone who visits it. There 
were 25 éhetjry trees of the Olivet 
riéty, and from these 230 crates 
sold, the net weight being 5,520 lbs. 
These were sold at $3 a crate, and there­
fore netted the growers $690, 
age of $27.60 per tree. Thèse were not 
picked trees. All the eleven-year trees 
of the Olivet variety were included and 
the younger trees did almost equally 
well, considering their size.

What has been said of the plums and 
cherries was alftiost duplicated in pears, 
but in the latter fruit the prices 
lower than usual. On the local market 
they were exceptionally low, and in 
or two places in the prairies the supply 
exceeded the demand, owing to the 
growers not having a proper system of 
distribution. If the friiit had been pro­
perly distributed to every important 
point there would not have beer* ^:dugn 
to go round, and the usual prices would 
have been maintained. A well-manag­
ed provincial fruit growers’ association 
could do this if every part of the pro­
vince was connected with it.

The two leading varieties are the ones ! 
given in the following summary: From 
69 Bartlett trees 397 boxes of fruit were 
sold, and from 19 Louise Bonne 79 
boxes, a total of 386 boxes from the 88 
trees. The average price pf this fruit 
was $1 per box, although much of it 
was sold at as high as $1.5^. The price 
was lower than usual, but the return, 
$386, from 88 trees, is not bad. Mr. 
Palmer plants 134 trees to the acre, so 
that it will be easily seen that the 
above return is from about two-thirds 
of an acre. The tt-efs are planted 18 
feet ' apart each way, and when they 
get about twenty years old the apple 
and 'plum trees Will be thinned out, but 
the pear trees grow much straighter 
than the others, and therefore will not 
need thinning out for many years.

In making estimates of the profits it 
must be remembered that this has been 
the dryest season in years ih this paH 
of the country. > So dry has It been that" 
at one time thèfre was a rumor went 
around that there would not be anV 
fruit worth mentioning. The fruit was 
not, perhap*; quite as large as usttâl, 
but the quality was unsurpassed. No 
figures were kept of the Morello cher­
ries which were equally as good as the 
Olivet, even the younger très bringing 
good returns. One day a ton of cherries 
was picked with the scissors by nine 
Chinamen. Six of these men picked L- 
600 pounds of the fruit and the other 
three who were not used to* the work, 
only got 400 pounds.. They were paid 
at the rate of 1 1-2 cents a pound, so it 
will be seen that th,ey made good money 
that day.

MINISTER MAY RETIRE.

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—The deputy minister of 
public works, it is said, will be super­
annuated in the* near future, 
been in the public service since 1872. He 
intends taking up a practicé of law In 
Montreal.

A prominent official of Cape Colony 
is in the city to-day in the person of 
the Hon. Mr. Justice Lawrence, of the 
Supreme court bench of that state, 
who for the past twenty-five years has 
occupied high places In the judicial 
councils of that country. During his 
long activity as a member of the bench, 
Mr. Justice Lawrence has filled some 
very important commissions on behalf 
of the government, and it is s&ld his 
present visit to Canada has to do with 
some constitutional questions which 
are to be disposed of there.

At the Dominion capital Mr. Justice 
Lawrence had a consultation with Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier on matters relating to 
the constitution of the Dominion with 
respect to the various provinces, and 
was given the fullest opportunity for 
obtaining the most full information on 
all matters having relations to the 
privlegeg and responsibilities of the 
various 'provinces with respect to the 
general government 

The commissioner, for while there. Is 
in a sense no official significance asso­
ciated with his visit, Is acting in con­
sort with a desire which has found 
wide habitation in South Africa for In­
formation concerning the fabric of the 
Canadian confederation. He was In 
conference with Premier McBride for 
several hours this morning, and the 
confederation obligations as regarded 
from the provincial view were talked 
over at length as well as all matters 
which might be of service In forming 
opinions with respect to the adapta­
bility of a constitution. Mr. Justice 
Lawrence will proceed from 'here to 
Winnipeg, where he will see represen­
tatives of the government there In a 
similar mission, and will also extend 
his enquiries to other provinces of Can­
ada.

As to the direct purpose of his visit 
to Canada Mr. Justice Lawrence was 
reticent. But while he did not admit 
that his visit was officially directed 
with a view to the collaboration of 
facts for guidance in the formation of a 
South Africa confederation, this idea 
was clearly suggested in reply to a 
question put by a Times reporter. When 
informed bjr the newspaper man that 
he had Intimation that there was a 
scheme of confederation in prospect 
among the South African states, Mr. 
Justice Lawrence said that public men 
in South Africa were at present much 
interested in the practical working out 
of the Canadian constitution, and are 
anxious to obtain detailed information 
on the subject “My visit to the Do­
minion, however, is surely unofficial,” 
he said, “although I have been glad to 
take the opportunity of making myself 
acquainted with the Institutions of the 
Dominion and the provinces.”

So far as could be gathered from the 
reticence of the distinguished visitor, 
the scheme of making one great domin­
ion out of the various states now under 
British rule in South Africa has as yet 
not advanced beyond the theoretical 
stage. Nevertheless there is reason to 
think that the idea has found a place 
in the minds of some of the country’s 
greatest men and Mr. Justice Law­
rence’s investigations will be made to 
serve educationally at least toward the 
consummation of that great object, if 
indeed his assistance, is not to be given 
to the drafting of a constitution for the 
confederation scheme.

At present the states of South Africa 
are in a position similar to that of the 
provinces of Canada before the union. 
That is, to a certain extent, for there 
are some of the colonies which are not 
yet possessed of responsible govern­
ment. The comparison, however, will 
apply to Cape Colony, the Orange River 
Colony and the Transvaal. The others 
are more or less small states adminis­
tered directly by the British govern­
ment. For instance there are Grlqua- 
land, Mashonaland, British Bechuana- 
land and others. As Mr. Justice Law­
rence declined to discuss the question 
fully, the nature of the plans which are 
forming for the confederation of the 
various states could not be gathered, 
but it is believed that the three chief 
states will be the first considered in 
the contemplated scheme, and that the 
others will be drawn into the union as 
their development and conditions may 
warrant subsequently. In fact, it Is 
assumable that the same process which 
was followed in the creation of the Do­
minion of Canada will work out in the 
scheme of bringing all the British 
dominions of South Africa, now oper­
ating as separate states, under one 
great confederation.

Reynolds gave to Mrs. Chadwick a 
receipt for the papers, which described 
the notes and the signatures upon 
them. Mrs. Chadwick’s life with Reyn­
olds as an explanation of the exist­
ence of the notes the statement that 
she was a natural daughter of Car­
negie. With the receipt of Reynolds 
in* her possession, Mrs. Chadwick went 
to different banks and many capital­
ists, making* loans and paying not only 
high interest to the banks, but fcqqvy 
bonuses to the bank officiais who 
loaned her the money. The extent of 
these transactions will never be fully 
known, but they ran up into the mil­
lions.

BASIS PROPOSED 
FOR THE REPAVINGMontreal, Oct. 10.—An interesting 

judgment was rendered to-day in the 
Superior court by Mr. Justice St. 
Pierre.
Plasterers’ Union notified the masters 
that on and after July 3rd they would 
not work for less than forty cents per 
hour, instead of the 33% cents they 
had been receiving. A meeting of the 
masters was held, when it was de­
cided to oppose the demaùd, and an* 
agreement was drawn up and signed 
by .which, among other things, the em­
ployers bound themselves to lock out 
the members of the union In the event 
of their going on strike, to stand by 
one another, not to engage men at 
more than the existing rate of wages, 
and to deposit their notes of hand for 
$600 each In the hands bf appointed 
trustees as liquidated damages In casé 
any one of them violated the terms 
of the agreement. The strike was duly 
declared* and the agreement _came into 
existence.

Mr. William Sloan, member for Co- 
mox-Atlin district in the House of 
Commons at Ottawa, has returned from 
a seven weeks’ trip through the north­
ern part of his district. Mr. Sloan met 
with a splendid reception at all points 
visited.

His first call was at Telegraph Creek, 
in the Cassiar, district, where Mr. Sloan 
was tendered a banquet and otherwise 
given a flattering reception, he being 
the first Dominion representative to 
visit ethat section.

Interviewed last night in Nanaimo, 
Mr. Sloan stated that thex northern 
country .was enjoying an era of unpre­
cedented prosperity. The mining prop­
erties about Dease Lake were showing 
up good, and a syndicate was busy sur­
veying Haskin’s mountain, a copper 
property in which a number of Nanai­
mo and Victoria people hold stock. 
From reports sent out,,. th|s - property 
promises to turn out well.f)

While in the north, Mr. Sloan dis­
cussed with the residents of that dis­
trict the question of. winter,.mails and- 
aids to navigation on the Sfikine river.

From Telegraph Creek he. went down 
the «tikine river in a small boat to 
Wrangle, where connection was made 
with Prince Rupert, which^ place Mr. 
Sloan states is forging ahead very rap­
idly. At this place some 500 acres of 
land are being cleared for a townsite, 
and a wharf 100 feet long has already 
been built. The hydrographie survey 
at this point is now concluded, and the 
result sffows Prince Rupei%,to have one 
of the finest harbors on^ the Pacific 
Coast.

The development of the quartz min­
ing properties on the Portland Canal 
and on Queen Charlotte Islands was 
being pushed and showing up well, 
especially the Jedway property which 
was attracting much attention.

Speaking of the northefti -fisheries, 
Mr. Sloan stated that the north had ex­
perienced a very successful season, the 
canneries putting up a good pack. The 
Dominion hatcheries now1 being built 
in that 'section were being rushed to 
completion, and it is expected will be 
doing active work before the season 
ends. x

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CP.R. Telegraph Company Has No 
itights Beyond Those of a 

Common Carrier.

Petition Which Is Being Circn'ated 
Aqiong Property Owners on 

Government Street.

In 1905 the Journeymen
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A petition is being circulated among 
the property owners on Government 
street looking to a settlement of the 
paving question. This was prepared by 
the streets committee of the city coun­
cil and if agreeable to the property 
owners the basis for repaving contained 
hi it will be made the scheme for carry­
ing out the work.

The petition which Alderman Hen­
derson is circulating as chairman of the 
streets committee, is as follows:
To His Worship the Mayor and Board of 

Aldermen :
Gentlemen:—The petition of the under­

signed humbly showeth:
Whereas the city council has, by resolu­

tion passed on the 16th day of September, 
1£07, signified Its intention of re-blocking 
the pavement on Government street be­
tween Johnson and Uourtney streets, 
with wooden blocks treated with creosote;

And whereas the blocks with which the 
said street was first paved have only 
lasted five years, although It was con­
templated when the work was done that 
they would last 10 years, and the assess­
ment therefor was levied upon the pro­
perty benefitted for 10 years accordingly;

And whereas your petitioners, being 
ntoperty owners Interested, or the repre- 
sentàlives of such, object to pay a second 
concurrent assessment for the remaining 
term- of five years in order that the work 
of renewal may be now carried out;

And whereas your petitioners under­
stand that it is proposed that the basis of 
assessment for the new work will be the 
same as that under the first levy, with 
regard to the distribution of the cost, as 
between thfe property owners and the city, 
namely, that each shall bear 50 per cent, 
of the said cost;

And whereas it is estimated by the city 
engineer that the total cost of the pro­
posed work would be $14,307, and the cost 
to the property owners interested, if over 
a period of 10 years, would be 37 cents 
per lineal foot frontage;

And whereas your petitioners realize 
that the conditio nof the present pave­
ment Is such as to greatly incommodexand 
seriously endanger the safety of the pub­
lic. and that'its renewal cannot longer be 
delayed^

Wherefore your petitioners respectfully 
ask:

L That tfye period of the life of the new 
work of reblocking be determined al 10 
years.

2. That the property owners interested 
be exempt from assessment for the first 
five years, the city to assume the pay­
ment of the total amount of assessment 
therefor, one-half of which assessment 
would otherwise fall upon the property 
owners during that time, t and that the 
property owners interested pay, during 
the remaining five years of the 10-year 
period, the full amount of the assessment 
therefor (one-half df which assessment 
would otherwise fall to the city to pay), 
that is to say, at the rate of 74 cents per 
lineal foot frontage.

8. That if this proposal is agreeable to 
your honorable body the necessary steps 
be taken to have the work of renewal pro­
ceeded ivjth at once.

And your petitioners, as in duty bound, 
will ever pray.

This Is what the C. P. R.’s telegraphs 
must concede to the newspapers of 
Western Canada, if not peaceably, then 
under duress:

L The same recognition of the West­
ern Associated Press that has been 
given by the Canadian Northern Tele­
graph Company, the Great North­
western Telegraph Company, and the 
Western Union Telegraph Company.

2. The restoration of the press rates 
in force prior to October 1st, pending 
the decision of the railway commis­
sion as to whether the conditions of 
service justify an increase.

3. Where the C. P. R. gives special 
rates for the carrying of its own press 
service it shall extend the same rates 
to an independent service of equal vol­
ume going to the same place.

There Is nothing unreasonable in 
these demands. The newspapers ask 
for nothing which is not their right

Given these terms the newspapers of 
Western Canada will meet the compe­
tition of the C. P. R. Telegraphs under 
equal conditions. We ask only for a 
“fair field and no favor.”

The C. P. R. will not yield any one 
of these points willingly. It kriows 
that its control of the news service to 
newspapers along Its lines — a mon­
opoly dear to its soul—is entirely de­
pendent upon the maintenance of the 
discriminatory terms now enforced. 
Without the protection thus afforded 
the C. P. R.-would go out of the busi­
ness of supplying news to Western 
newspapers within a month because it 
would not have a client left.

For these reasons the C. P. R. will 
make a strenuous fight to retain Its 
present advantages. Public opinion 
may be trusted to mass itself solidly 
behind the Western newspapers; but 
the C. P. R. has been known, very un­
wisely as the sequel proved, to resist 
public opinion.

Public opinion, however,%as weapons, 
with which it can enforce its decrees. 
The Parliament of Canada will be in 
session in five, weeks’ time. When Par­
liament opens this issue of rigid super­
vision of telepgraphs by the public will 
vision of telegraphs by the public will 
be, we have no doubt, very prompt and 
efficient action. The end of the exac­
tions of this insolent, inefficient tryn- 
nous monopoly is in sight.—Manitoba 
Free Press.

Mrs. Chadwick was brought to trial 
on March 6th, 1905, and after a hearing 
which lasted for two weeks, was found 
guilty bf conspiracy to defraud a na­
tional bank, and was sentenced to ten 
years to the penitentiary. Her health, 
which was not good at the time of the 
trial, failed steadily after Its conclu­
sion.

The Chinaman, whose 
skin runs from chrome to ochre in 
shade, the Japanese, whose neatness 
and perspicacity we know only too well, 
the dark-skinned, turbanned sons of 
grim India and the occasional arrivals 
from South Sea islands, are not new 
to the Victorian. In these two ports 
they have become part of the com­
munity’s daily life and part of the scen-

climate and the taste and the tempera­
ment of the great majority of the cus­
tomers with whom the native merchant 
deals. The Latin merdhant consumes 
more time in making' up his order; 
there may not be so much rush and 
bustle about it as in other places, but 
any experienced man who has taken 
orders from the Mexican or the Spanish 
importer will tell you that in the end 
he drives a hard bargaini 
the best discounts and t^he longest cred­
its. And, if he is slow' in closing a pur­
chase order, he is equally careful in 
negotiations for a sale. He knows* the 
character of the people with whom he 
is dealing and naturally has fewer bad 
accounts than the inexperienced for­
eigner. Any foreign exporter can afford 
to pay liberally'Tor honest representa­
tion in a Latin country by a house that 
knows thoroughly the requirements of 
the market and the customers with 
whom it must deal. The representa­
tive who works up a business and can 
discriminate properly in the extension 
of credits is worthy of his hire.
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A thorough knowledge of the Spanish 

language is of the utmost advantage to 
the representative of a foreign house 
seeking business in Mexico, says a 
writer. It is not the absolute necessity 
to-day, however, that it was once. 
There are now foreign firms established 
throughout the republic in various 
lines. Many of the heads of large con­
cerns speak English perfectly, and a 
competent interpreter can readily be 
secured in any of the larger cities. No 
exporting house should delay entering 
the Mexican field for the lack of a 
Spanish-speaking representative. Other 
things being equal, the man who can 
talk to a customer in his native tongue 
has a decided advantage; but between 
the man who knows Spanish and is not 
familiar with the business he repre­
sents, and the man who is a master of 
his business without a knowledge of 
Castilian, there can be no question of 
choice. A lack of business ability wilt 
be detected in the Mexican markets just 
as readily as,a faulty pronunciation of 
Spanish: The Spanish interpreter can 
always be secured and employed with­
out discredit; it is impossible for a 
Spanish-speaking representative to em­
ploy an assistant to tell him his busi­
ness.

The progress of the English language 
in Mexico City is marked from year to 
year. Even six years ago a stranger 
found it difficult to do much shopping 
without a knowledge of Spanish. Now 
there is not a house of any importance 
in the city that does not have at least 
one English-speaking clerk and some 
of them have several, and the manager 
or proprietor deals with the American 
travelling man in the latter’s own lan­
guage. The prominent lawyers and 
doctors of Mexico are highly educated 
men. They speak'English fluently and 
several other languages as well. They 
read the newspapers and magazines In 
English. The Mexicanar are fine lin­
guists but are very modest regarding 
their attainments. Toit will meet a 
Mexican gentleman in the car on his 
way to business, and, although he may 
have read his morning newspaper in 
English thoroughly before leaving home 
if he has not had opportunity for con­
versational practice, he will be reluct­
ant to acknowledge any acquaintance 
with the language whatever..

That Mexico is awakening to the 
great possibilities of trade on the Pa­
cific goes without saying, and the costly 
improvements that are being made on 
some of the harbors, notably Salina 
Cruz and Acapulco, proves, that the 
government of the republic is alive to 
the coming era of prosperity that is 
going to sweep along the west coast of 
the American continent.

In the City 
of Mexico some? of the world’s finest 
feats of architecture bear witness to 
the richness of Spain’s one-time colony. 
Churches that cost millions to build and 
other buildings that house almost price­
less gems of art, are common in that 
city.

The cathedral in Mexico City is the 
most sumptuous church Jn America. It 
faces the north side-of the great Plaza, 
on the site of the great pyrimidal 
“toocalli,” or temple of Huitzilopochtli, 
titular god of the Aztecs. This edifice, 
which was founded in 1573 and finished 
in 1657, at a cost of >2,000,000 for the 
walls alone, forms a Greek cross 426 
feet long and 203 feet wide, with two 
great naves and three aisles, tw 
side-chapels and a magnificent high 
altar supported by marble columns and 
surrounded by a tumbago baulstrade 
with sixty-two statues made of rich 
gold, silver and copper-alloy, serving as 
candelabra.

The elaborate carved choir is also en­
closed by tumbago railings made in 
Macao, weighing twenty-six tons, and 
valued at $1,500,000. In the interior the 
Doric style prevails with Renaissance 
on the exterior. The cathedral is adorn­
ed by a fine dome and two open towers 
218 feet high. At the foot of the left 
tower is placed the famous “calendar 
stone,” the most interesting relic of 
Aztec culture.

Much could be written of even the 
smallest phase of Mexican life, but no­

thing can adequately describe its vary­
ing features. Notes on the present 
state of the republic’s people and the 
awakening of the great majority of 
Mexicans to the presence of the 
twentieth century’s marvels come to us 
from travellers who visit this land of 
wonders, and from various publications 
that are now devoting much space to 
the southern country. These will no 
doubt be stored in the memory of those 
who are taking a close Interest in the 
republic and possibly contemplating a 
visit to it on account of the closer trade 
and social relations that are now being 
established between this province and 
the republic.

It will be necessary for British Col­
ombia firms wishing to build up a sound 
exchange of trade wit;h Mexican mer­
chants to know more of their customers’ 
habits and peculiarities, *the latter, of 
course, from a Canadian point of vieW 
before much progress can be made. 
From the non-success of many English, 
German and American firms who tried 
to deal with the Mexican in the brusque 
way of the northerner, British Colum­
bians may learn a lesson of adaptabil­
ity and patience that will assure the 
eventual existence of a great and val­
uable trade between Victoria, Vancou­
ver and the Pacific ports of the repub-

ery that makes up a picturesque whole.
The reason for this lies in the close re­
lationship of British Columbia with the 
lands that lie across “the peaceful 
ocean.” that has been brought about 
by the exchange of commerce between 
this fruitful province and those inter­
esting countries.

Lately a new note has been struck in 
the chord of cosmopolitanism, a new 
era has opened in British Columbia 
trade history. Quite recently a regular 
line of steamers to Mexico, a project 
much-talked of for many years, was

The mast will be erected at the latter 
point in about three weeks.

At Cape Lazo the operating house is 
complete, and the riggers will be there 
about the end of next month:

At Point Grey no rigging is required, 
and the buildings and mast 
place.

Notwithstanding its proximity to the 
city of Vancouver, the transportation 
difficulties at Point Grey are greater 
than at any of the other stations.

OCCUPIES THE HAGUE

It Should be Obligatory but Nothing 
Is Done to Make

It So.

The Hague, Oct. 11.—The following 
is the text of the declaration drafted ; 
by Count Tornielli (Italy) In accord 
with the leading delegates to the peace 
conference.

“The conference unanimously fa­
vors :

“First—The principle of obligatory 
arbitration.

“Second—That certain differences, 
especially those regarding the inter­
pretation and application of conven­
tional clauses, are susceptible to being 
submitted to obligatory arbitration 
without restriction. The conference 
unanimously proclaims that while a 
convention on the subject was not con­
cluded, the differences of opinion ha'd 
more of a judicial character, as all 
the states of the world in working to­
gether for four months not only- 
learned to know each other better by 
getting together, but developed during 
this, long collaboration, high ideals for 
the common welfare.”

After a long. debate the arbitration 
committee adopted Count TornielIVs 
declaration, which was accepted by all 
the delegates, except those of the Unit­
ed States, Japan, Hayti and Turkey, 
who abstained from voting.

Joseph H. Choate, the American dele­
gate, made a speech, in which he ex­
plained the abstention of the American 
delegation. Mr. Choate declared that 
nothing had shaken his belief that the 
international bureau to act as a chan­
cellery of the court of arbitration of 
1899 should be Instituted as soon as nine 
powers adhered to the proposal, so that 
the project of obligatory arbitration 
should take a more concrete form than 
was given In the resolution. to-day. Mr. 
Choate said that although;the immedi­
ate results of the present conference 
were distinctly limited, he . sincerely 
hoped that each successive conference 
would make the position reached at the: „ 
preceding conference Its point of de­
parture, so that by successive steps i$y 
suits ultimately would be obtained thift 
in the beginning had appeared quite; 
impossible. He continued: “in the mat­
ter, under discussion " we carried the 
business as far as. our instructions per; 
mi tied, namely, if no agreement was 
reached it would be better to lay the 
subject aside or refer it to some future 
conference in the hope that intermedi­
ate consideration might dispose of the™ 
objections. We regard the present 
resolution as a very decided and seri~ 
ous retreat from the advanced position 
in favor of obligatory arbitration which 
the committee already has reached, and 
one which in our judgment cannot but 
retard the imperial progress of the- 
cause of arbitration in génerâl. There­
fore, we cannot conscientiously vote on 
this resolution, and I am instructed by 
the American delegation jto abstain 
from voting.”

It was much commented upon that 
contrary to the fears that had been 
expressed, the United States did noth­
ing to induce the Lafin American 
delegates to follow her. iii her course 
to-day. On this subject Mr. Choate 
said: “We take care of ourselves. We 
are neither the , guârdlaxis nor the 
patrons of Lptin America.” -It was also 
noticed that Mr. Choate merely ab- " 
stained from voting, while he might 
well have defeated his opponents by 
voting against the resolution. This 
course would have robbed it of 
unanimity.

It is expected that Dr. Drago, Ar­
gentina, will propose at the last de­
cision of the conference the following: 
“The conference expresses the wish 
that the governments should consider, 
the encouragement of friendly feelings 
among their respective peoples as a 
duty to be carried out with the re^ 
sources of the state, arbitration an&- 
international hospitality and other 
like methods.”
