Now Employing Staff of Three
Hundred and Fifty Men
in All Departments.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

That Victoria is growing very rapid-
ly is reflected in the affairs of the
Jocal branch of the B. C. Electric Rail-
way & Lighting 'Company and sub-
sidiary concerns., A. T. Goward, in an
interview with a Times representative
this morning, conveyed the cheering in-
formation that the business of the
company was increasing so rapidly that
it was taxing all their facilities tb
cope with the situation.

Mr. Goward quoted some interesting
figures to show how great had been
the expansion of the company’s client-
ele, and consequently the progress-of
the city.. There are now employed in
the head office at the corner of Fert
and Langley streets no less than 35
men; two years ago all the business
was being handled by a clerical staff
half that size.

To-day the company is employing in
all departments somewhere. in the
neighborhood of 350 men, not to speak
of those who are being given employ-
ment on the Jordan River power enter-
prise. This is a big increase over last
Year.

The electrical output of the company
—or in other words, the ‘“load’’—has in-
(reased over a similar date last year
no less than 25 per cent.

Winnipeg, Man., Nov. 4¢—John Mesci,
a Hungarian farm laborer, is under ar-
rest to-day, accused of murdering his
employer, George Thqoburn, Mrs. Tho-
burn-and’ the latter’s. mother on the
Thoburn homestead near Quella Lake.

The triple' mur@er was discovered by
a man named Dixon, who was passing
the. Thoburn ranch “on Wednesday .af-
ternoon, “when his attention was at-
tracted by the criés of a child. “In the
cellar of the -home he found.Thoburn
dead from a bullet wound, and nearby
was ‘a’ four-year-old boy who had been
dazed by a blow on the head.. A two-
years-old girl was found unharmed
hiding in thé shadow of a stove,

Further investigation revealed Mrs.
Thoburn and her-meother dead. A bul-
let had'caused the death of the young-
er womdn, - while Mrs. Thoburn's
mother's throat had been cut from ear
to ear.

A, B. McNeill was the first of the
candidates to be called on to speak,
and he expressed his sense of the com-
pliment of being named . at such a
magnificant gathering.

On edu-
cation, in which as an old teacher and
as a school trustee, he felt ‘a deep in-
terest, he was of opinion that there
were too many subjects on the curri-
culum, and that the number should be
lessened.

BIG LOG. BOOMS ,
BROKEN UP BY FLOODS

Columbia River Pilots . Are
Warned of Danger to
Navigation.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Portland, ‘'Ore., Nov. 4.—On account of
the heavy rains of the past four days
many of the rivers in Washington and
Oregon are out of their banks, The
Williamette, Columbia, Lewis, Cow-
litz, Chehalis, Puyallup, White and
other rivers are at high water stage
and several of them are overflowing
their banks.

Many logs are being ‘ca.rried into
Grays Harbor on account of the high
water in the Chehalis river angd its trib-
utaries. The Lewis, in Southern Wash-
ington, is overflowing, and it is feared
that the waters will cut a new channel
through valuable farming land aleng
its banks.

Three million feet of logs and one
million ‘feet of ties have broken from
their booms in the Lewis river and are
drifting seaward into the Columbia.
Pilots on the Columbia have ‘been
warned and are keeping a-sharp look-
out for drifting logs, as they are a ser-
iowW® menace to navigation. No damage
has been reported along the William-
ette river.

The rainfall to-day haf been light
and conditions throughout the flooded
district have moderated during the last
24 hours. Snow in the Cascades has

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THE CLOUD ON
THE TORY HORIZON

IT HAS THE FACE
OF GEO. E. FOSTER

And Behind it the Figure of
Premier McBride—Mr. Rob-
lin’s Apprehension.

Ottawa, Nov. 3.—Premier Roblin, of
Manitoba, declares that he sees a cloud
larger than a man’s hand on the Con-
servaiive horizon, and he hopes'it will
disappear before it becomes anything
more serious than a danger signal. Mr.
Roblin is a Conservative of a boister-
ously rabid type, and if he sees a cloud
hovering over the camp of his party
it must be there.

The nature of that cloud, and what
it portends for the Conservative .parly
is causing considerable speculation
among the political specialists here. The
observation by Manitoba’s premier
would be alarming enough to the faith-
ful if made at any time, but receiving
expression at the moment when Hon.
Geo, E. Foster is being acclaimed by
the Tory cohorts of Winnipeg, it is
doubly significant.

On the top of tnis coincidence, there
sounds the trumpet call of R. L. Rich-
ardson, of the Winnipeg Tribuné, who
demands that Mr. Foster lead an in-
surrection of Conservatives against
Mr. Borden, on account of his attitude
toward the subject of naval defence.

Fate seems to be driving Mr. Foster
into a familiar role. He played it with
poor success in the tragedy preceding
the genera] election of 1896, and Dbe-
cause of the unpopularity of the part,
it was considered improbable that he
would attempt it again. But the
promptings of self-interest, the encour-
agement of such party organs as the
Toronto Telegram and World and the
Winnipeg Tribune, together with the
unquestionable lukewarmness of the re-
lations between Leader Borden and the
western Conservatives, are factors
which would exercise considerable in-
fluence on a man of Mr. Foster’s tem-
perament. He knows that Mr. Borden
could not make him a cabinet- minis-
ter, if the Conservatives were returned
to power, and the logic of a child can
supply his alternative course. To
sérve in a Conservative government in
any other capacity than as a minister
would be unendurable to one of his
prominence and experience, so his only
chance would be to serve under a man
in whose cabinet he eould find a place,
failing the leadership itself.

ELECTION RESULTS
IN UNITED STATES

HENEY DEFEATED
IN SAN FRANCISCO

Democrat Mayor of New York,
But Republicans Will
Spend Money.

New York, Nov. 3.—Following is a
summary of the municipal and state
elections held in ' the TUnited States
yesterday:

In New York the Tammany candi-
date, Judge William T. Gaynor, was
elected by 73,016 over O. T. Bannard,
Republican,, who in turn  ran well
ahead of Hearst, but that was the prac-
tical extent of the Tammany victory.
The fusionists won control of the
board of estimate, which has the ex-
penditure of municipal funds.

The totals in the mayoralty econtest
were: Gaynor, Democrat, 250,678; Ban-
nard, Republican, 177,662; Hearst, In-
dependent, 153,843.

In San Francisco the Heney forces
were defeated at the hands of the
Union Labor party. P. H. McCarthy,
Union Labor, was elected mayor, while
Charles M. Fickert, Labor-Republican
candidate for district attorney, beat
Henéy by a plurality greater than that
of McCarthy. McCarthy has an-
nounced a “liberal policy.”

Tom L. Johnson was defeated for
mayor of Cleveland by Herman Baehr,
who will be the first Republican mayor
Cleveland has had in ten years. Brand
Whitlock was re-elected mayor of
Toledo.

In Salt Lake the Mormons were de-
feated in their fight for control of the
city by the American or anti-church
party. Of fourteen towns and cities
in the state, six elected Republican
mayors, five citizens and three Demo-
cratic.

Massachusetts and Rhode Island
have re-elected Republican mayors,
while Virginia has returned a Demo-
crat to this office.

In New Jersey the Republican can-
didates held their own everywhere,.

The Republicans scored several im-
portant victories in Indiana, particul-
larly in Indianapolis.

The Democrati¢ victory in Virginia
brings Judge Mann to the office of gov-
ernor. His majority apparently will be
the usual one for his state.

In Pennsylvania the chief interest
centered in Philagdelphia, where the re-

| form element endeavored in vain to

break the power of the local Republi-
can organization.

New Jersey elected eight members
of thée state senate and a full house of
sixty members of thé assembly. The
Revoublicans will control both houses.

New York state elected an assembly
that will show a Republican majority
of about 38.

‘Will Continue Fight.

San Francisco, Cal., Novi 3.—Francis
J. Heney, admitting defeat at the
hands of Charles M. Fickert in the
race for district attorney, to-day an-
nounced his intention of continuing
the war against graft, declaring:

“The first battle for equality before
the law has been fought and lost, but
the war against graft wil] continue to
be waged by all true soldiers who have
been fighting with me in the great
cause of common honesty, common de-
cency and civic righteousness.

“San Francisco has recelved a. sad
blow and the cause of equality before
the law a great setback; but be of
good cheer and take fresh courage, you
many thousands of good men and
women who have joined in this fight
for the maintenance of the purity and
protection of our homes and the up-
lifting of the moral standards of our
city.

‘““We have been defeated in this elec-
tion, but the sober moral sense of the
community. will again reassert itself
and San Francisco will vindicate her-
self before the world.

“I retract nothing that I have said
during the recent campaign. On the
contrary, I re-assert the truth of all
that I have stated from the public
platforms. I have no regrets except
that for poor San Francisco and the
many thousands of people who fought
shoulder to shoulder with me in the
good fight.

“Let us all firmly resolve ‘that we
will continue the battle for equality
before the law with unabated vigor
unti] success has crowned our efforts.”

Fickert’'s Statement.

Charles M. Fickert, district attor-
ney-elect, who was charged by Francis
J. Heney with being the candidate of
Patrick ' Calhoun, wag asked to-day
whether he will discharge Detective
William J. Burns, the ‘famous graft
sleuth; what he will do with the case
of Patrick Calhoun, naqw pending,;
and which one of the graft cases he
will take up first when he assumes of-
fice on January 1st. He replied:

“These are questions that I cannot
answer at this time. I shall have to
gc¢ into the affairs of my office thor-
oughly before stating my course: defi-
nitely.” :

“I am satisfied that the controlling
fact which led to Mr. Heney's defeat
was the knowledge that he had re-
ceived money from Mr. Rudolph
Spreckels while a public officer,  and
that his partners had also been the
recipients of large fees from the same
man. The private contro] of any pub-
lic office, and especially of the crimi-
ndl branch of the law is un-Ameri-
can, unjust, illegal and corrupting.

NO TARIFF WAR
WITH CANADA

COMMISSION FINDS WAY
TO AVOID TROUBLE

Administration Afraid to Injure
United States Export
Trade.

Detroit, Nov, 2.—A special from
Washington says: .

The administration is not going to
have a tariff war with Canada. The
fact has not yet been officially an-
rounced, and it will not be until after
the president’s return to Washington,
but it is the fact nevertheless. It has
required but a brief scrutiny of the pos-
sibilities of such- a war to scare the
administration.” Canada as the very
best single customer—popularly consid-
ered—which exporters of the United
States have, would ‘be in a position to
make so much trouble in  such event
that it would have a disastrous effect
on any party in the United States fos-
tering war. This has become plain,
and therefore, the tariff commission
has been instructed to find a way to
obviate trouble. It is understood that
it has done so, and that it will report
to the president in due time that Can-
ada does not discriminate against the
United States in a manner that calls
for the imposition of the maximum
rates on imports from the Dominion.

Of course it is a fact that Canada
does discriminate agaigst the TUnited
States to a certain extent, and that
the new tariff law was drawn in a
way to enable the United States to
hand§out punishment for it. In fact
it looks as if the law amounted to a
mandatory order to do so, but it ap-
pears that the administration is to
take advantage of the fact that the
president is really sole judge of what
is discrimination, and where it will
cause trouble to judge in a certain way
he can obviate it by simply judging
in another way.

In doing so he can take the glory, if
there is any, while- the tariff com-
mission can take the blame if there
is any. It is declared that it ‘will
work fine,”” which is doubtless true.
At any rate it will save the admin-
istration from ' having to meet the
charge of having crippled the trade of
the country with Canada, a charge
which might lose the Republicans the
house at the next. election if the crip-
pling proved to be severe.

“Recommended that the B. C. Elec-
tric Raiway Company be informed, in
reply to its request for permission to
erect a waiting room on Beacon Hill
Park at the eastern terminus of Ni-
agara street, that the council have not
the power to consent to the erection of
the waiting room in the park, and that
owing to the narrowness of Niagara
street at that point, do not deem it ad-
visable to grant permission to have it
erected on the street.”

A. T. Goward, local manager of the
B. C. Electric Railway Company, while
he regrets the decision which the coun-
cil has reached, cannot hold out any
hope that the waiting room will be
erected, as the company can get no
site.

Other recommendations made by the
streets committee which were adopted
are as follows:

Recommended that the application of
the North Saanich municipality, for
the council’s permission to engage the
services of Mr. Bryson, assistant city
engineer, for the purpose of looking
over. and examining a source of water
supply for that municipality, be
granted.

Re communication from the Ilocal
manager of the B. C. Electric Railway
Company, enclosing account for the
sum of $942.20 for taking  out 1,347
yvards of rock when grading May street
for the purpose of laying track line
there.

We
would also recommend that the portion
of the secretary’s letter -complaining
of the discharge from the Empress
hotel laundry entering the harbor, be
referred to the sanitary inspector.

AMUR COMING HOME

Islands in the neighborhood of Skide-
gate. The Amur has no wireless ap-
paratus aboard so that she was unable
to communicate until she arrived at
Prince Rupert. So far as can be gath-
ered she went on the rocks and cut
a hkole in the bottom, the water filling
one of her tanks. The propeller was
also injured, one of the blades and part
of another having been broken off. She
will go to Vancouver before coming to
this port to dock.

Captain Locke has been very lucky
with the steamer, no accident of any
consequence having happened her for
vears. The Queen Charlotte Islands
coast is very imperfectly charted, that
being the next work: to be undertaken
by the survey steamer Lillooet, after
she has completed the work now in
hand.

RICART DE SOLER
WILL LOAD LUMBER

Barque Has Capacity to Carry
Over 2,000,000
Feet.

Tha four-masted barque Ricart de
Soler, captained by Miguel de Angelo,
which arrived Monday, was on
Tuesday towed up to Chemainus to
load lumber for Iquique. She is a big
carrier, having capacity for over two
million feet of lumber. Her owners are
lumber merchants at Iquique and she
is operated in connectlon with the lum-
ber yard.

This is the second time that the Ri-
cart de Soler has drifted into port dur-
ing a gale. On her last voyage she ar-
rived on Christmags day, and then the
weather was even worse than it was
yesterday.

Tug Lorne, which took the Ricart de
Soler up to her loading port, will go di-

W. Wolff to sea.

CHARTERED BY HOLT:

Steamer Will Be Auxiliary t(
Blue Funnel Steamers on
Orient Run.

Owing to the large amount of over:
flow cargo resulting from the heavy
shipments of canned salmon to Europe
Dodwell & Co., Pacific coast agents fo
the Blue Funnel line, have chartere¢
the British steamer Knight of the This-
tle, Capt. Baker, to load freight o»
the Sound for Oriental ports. The Blue¢
Funne] liner Keemun, Capt. Comadi
which steams for the Orient to-morrow
morning, is unable to care for the
large amount of freight offering, and
by the time the liner Oanfa is ready t¢
depart, there will be almost twice as
much cargo offering as she can carry.

One of the largest shipments of can-
ned salmon from the Sound in several
vears is that going on the Blue Funne!
liner Keemun to-morrow, The Keemun
will have about 210,000 cases for Eur-
ope.

The Knight of the Thistle will arrive
on the Sound about November 17th
from Santa Rosalia. and will take carge
at the usual loading ports of the Blue
Funnel liners, Tacoma, Seattle, Van-
couver and Victoria. She will leave
the Sound about the same time as the
liner Oanfa whose steaming time is
December 1st.

The Knight of the- Thistle loaded
wheat at Tacoma last year for Kerr,
Gifford J Co. She is a steamer of 4,286
net tons, and will carry 11,500 tons. She
was there last October, leaving Octo-
ber 14th for the United Kingdom with
her grain cargo.

This is the first time in several years
that the Holt people have found it
necessary to charter an extra steamer
to care for their Oriental business, The
trade between these watérs and the
Orient has been increasing steadily,
and all of the lines now operating in
this service are carrying large cargoes.

WRAY CASTLE,

Vessels Under Charter to Robt. Ward
& Co. Expected' Any Time,

Two vessels are about due here from
the Old Country consigned to Robert
Ward & Co., of this city and Vancou-
ver.

REWARD OFFERED FOR

Five Hundred Each for Men
Who Held Up the
Stage.

Supt. Hussey has not received any fur-
ther details of the hold-up of the Cariboo
stage near 150-Mile House. It has been
decided to offer a reward of $500 for each
of the two bandits and Supt. Hussey
wired this to Constable Yolland at 150-
Mile House last night. The intimation of
the reward will be made widely through
the district, and it is likely that it will be
as effectual as on the last occasion the
Cariboo mail was robbed.

FOUND DEAD IN
LONELY SHACK

Police Believe Pole Was Mur-
dered in Cabin Near
Aldergrove.

Tuesday last he
heard Mrs., McAfee calling from a sec-
ond story window. He ran as quickly
as he could and met her at the foot of
the stairs where she told him her
husband had shot himself. He went
upstairs and pushing open the door,
found the body dead. He at once tele-
phoned for a doctor.

Richard George said deceased had
worked under him for the Hudson Bay
Company for the past eleven years. He
had been ill for three weeks, during
which time he had not been’ working.
He saw him on the previous Sunday,
when he appeared much depressed. He
was summoned to the house on Tues-
day morning, where he saw the body
before it was removed.

R. Hayward told of removing the

body. It had apparently been pushed .

back from the door of the room in order
to open it. There was a shotgun press-
ing against the stomach and near the
right leg,  giving the impression that
the toe might have been used in caus-
ing the discharge, He looked into the
gun and found orre discharged shell.

Coroner Hart corroborated the evi-
dence which had been given, he having
been sent for. He said that deceased
had been ill for even more than three
weeks,

IN ALBERN!I VALLEY

Four Hundred_ Acres _to. Be
Made Available for Settle-
ment in Near Future.

In a report of an interview with H.
E. Beasley, superintendent of the E.
& N. Railway Company, appearing in
yesterday’s Times, reference was made
to the likelihood that greater progress
would now be made in the clearing of
land on Vancouver Island for settlers.

AMUR WAS INJURED

ON SUNKEN ROCK|

It was early in the morning when
the steamer bumped. She was on her
way from Cumshawa Inlet to Skide-
gate, and was five miles from shore,
opposite Spit Peint, passing through
water charted as having a depth of
six or seven fathoms. Suddenly she
grated on something and bumped again
and again, and was off before the en-
gines could be stopped. The tide was
low and thére must then have been
about fourteen or fifteen feet of water
over it.

The steamer having a double bot-
tom, there was no danger of her sink-
ing, but one of her propeller blades
having been lost and another partly
broken off, she was somewhat delayed
in coming home. There was also a
good deal of rough weather and the
sea was running so high that at least
one of the passengers was throx\n out
of his bunk.

SHIPPING TIES FROM

SHEAF-GRAIN FROM
SOUTHERN ALBERTA

Will Be Exhibited in Dominion
Agencies in Europe and
United States.

Calgary, Nov. 4.—Southern Alberta
has again been signally honored by the
Dominion government, For two years
in succession the government immigra-
tion authorities have found that the
best samples of sheaf-grain obtainable
were to be secured in the district tri-
butary to Calgary. Five carloads of
sheaf-grain secured near nere, and con-
sisting of 4,250 sheaves of Banner oats
and 750 of Preston wheat, Wwere for-
warded this week to Winnipeg, where
the grain will be put in shape for ex-
hibition at various government agen-
cies in Europe and the United States.
Five sheaves of oats gave a bushel of
grain, and last year this lang gave a
yield of 125 bushels of oats to the acre.

The crop of this year has mnot been
threshed yet. Reports of heavy yields
continue to come in, among others be-
ing that of James Naylor, of Gleichen,
in the Bow valley, who secured 22 bush-
els of flax to the acre and from a test
acre plot of Spring wheat, sown on May
20th, secured 64 bushels weighing be-
tween 65 and 66 pounds to the bushel.
W. D. Trego, of Gleichen, reports 37
acres of oats averaging 120 bushels per
acre, and 23 acres of Spring wheat
averaging 43 bushels to the acre, the
crops being raised in the vicinity of
Bassano, in the Bow valley, showing
that the eastern and central section
of the irrigation block will ultimately
have a greater diversity of crops than
any other section of western Canada.

Settlers there have this year again
been highly successful in raising water-
melons, -citron, cucumbers, tomatoes,
corn, etc.

GRAND CAMP OF
ARCTIC BROTHERHOOD

Tables Resoldtion Calling for
Territorial Form of Govern-
ment for Alaska.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 9.—A resolution
demanding' of congress a territorial
form of government for Alaska, was
vesterday -afternoon tabled by the
Grand camp of the Arctic Brotherhood,
after having referred it te a commit-
tee.

The opponents of the resolution urged
that a territorial form of government
was inexpedient at this time, and that
with the reeent expression of Presi~
dent Taft, who favors a commmission to
formulate local laws, any present de-
mand would be futile. It was also
urged that the question dealt with
politics, which the organization had
decided to eliminate from the lodge
room.

One of the questions to be takén up
by the grand camp this afternoon is
the proposed amendment to the con-

stitution, taking from the grand lodge

the power to create honorary members.
Much criticism recently was indulged
in by the 'several subordinate camps
in Alaska because of the action of the
grand camp. in conferring honorary
membership upon President Taft, who
on the occasion of his 'visit to Seattle,
declared in a spgech that the citizens
of Alaska were not capable of self-
government.

The sessions of the- brotherhood will
close this evening with the election of
officers and:a banquet at the Arctic
Club.

HONDURAS MUST NOT
INVADE NICARAGUA

United States and Mexice Are
Closely Watching Events in
Central America.

Port Cortez, Spanish Honduras, Oct.
28, via . New :Oreans, Nov. 4.—*"Hands
off Nicaragua,” is said to be the gist
of several cable messages that are re-
ported to have been received recently
by President Davila, of Honduras,
from the state department at Washing-
ton, telling him that the United States
and Maxico are closely watching the
conduct of the Honduran governmert
in regard to the Nicaraguan revolu-
tion.

The cables are said to have been re-
ceived shortly after the recent meet-
ing between Presidents Taft and Diaz
at El Paso.

COMMITS SUICIDE.

Man Who Killed Brother-iggLaw Ends
His Own Life,

San Francisco, Cal. Nov. 4.—William
A, Stein who ghot and killed his broth-
er-in-law, Ed Livermore, property man
of the Princess theatre on the night of
September 3rd is dead at the home of
his brothers. Stein who had been brood-
ing continually over the death of his
brother-in-law, hanged himself while
his brother had gone to the polls for
the purpose of voting. When they re-
turned they found him hanging by a
strap. He evidently had been dead half
an hour. An empty three ounce bottle
was found on the floor indicating that
he had taken poison before hanging
himself.

The trouble that resulted in the death
of Livermore was of long standing and
reached its culmination when he went
to the Stein home and attempted to
remove some of the things that' had
belonged to his dead wife.

R.L.BORDEN ON
IMPERIAL DEFENCE

s s

Says Canada Cannot Hold
Aloof in Time of
Danger.

Toronto,” Nov, 2.—R. L. Borden, the
leader of the Dominion opposition, ad-
dressed a largely attended meeting of
the centre and south Conservative
clubs last night on the question of
“Imperial Defence.”

After referring to the blessing the
British flag has been to mankind all
over the world, and to the ruin which
would come to every part of the Em-
pire should its naval supremacy be
lost, Mr. Borden said in part:

“The integrity of the Empire can
best be preserved by co-operation in
defence and trade. Speaking only of
the former, Canada cannot escape this
first responsibility of nationhood, nor
does she seek to escape it. It is said
that she is in no danger of attack, and
therefore no preparation or co-opera-
tion is necessary. So long as we re-
main in the Empire; so long as we fly
the Empire’s flag, Canada cannot hold
aloof in time of danger. The vast
bulk of our foreign commerce is ocean-
borne, and as our produceé increases so
also will our commerce increase and
develop. Is it not worth some reason-
able measure of protection? Is the
Empire liable to attack? Regard the
ominous signs of the times. Read the
solemn utterances of the ablest states-
men of Britain, and tell me whether
you honestly believe that the Mother
Country - could. safely dismantle her
fieets and disband her armies. Can we
honestly share and enjoy all these
biessings; the privileges and the bene-
fits of British citizenship, and shun or
evade its high responsibilities?

“Such a belief would be inconceiv-
able., The will of the people must pre-
vail, but I believe that it will afirm
what parliament with unanimous voice
has declared, that the responsibility
of co-operation in naval defence must
be taken.

“The resolution proposed by the
Prime Minister was modified at our
instance in several important respects,
of which I need only name one. In its
original form it declared against any
money contribution to the Imperial
treasury for naval defence. Its modi-
fied form permits, and indeed author-
jzes in time of need, what one might
call an emergency money contribution.
This modification we deemed necessary
because, under present conditions, the
only immediate aid that Canada could
bring to the naval defence of the Em-
pire in time of serious peri] would be
of this nature. Whether any such peril
ijs imminent must be known to the
government, and upon them will lie a
heavy responsibility if disaster or
Humiliation should ‘ensue through their
fault. I think, notwithstanding all the

“There iz a legitimate difference of
opinion” with regard to this question of
co-operation in naval defence. We are
told that there ig some doctrine known
to international law, and' liable to be
enforced upon this continent—the Mon-
roe doctrine—which wonld protect Can-
ada in time of peril. ‘The men who
would trust to that doctrine, or who
think they could have the temerity to
invoke protection ‘from the United
States without making a return, and a
pretty substantial return, are proceed-
ing on an assymption so absolutely un-
founded that I am prepared to dismiss
it.without any argument whatever.”

As for the suggestion that Canada
might remain at peace with an enemy
of the Empire, Mr. Borden said that
absurdity could not |go further. Mr.
Borden referred to the argument ad-
vanced in certain quarters that the
building of a Canadian navy would
open the door to extravagance and cor-
ruption in the handling of the people’s
money. He admitted that there had
been wanton and wilful waste of pub-
lic money, but the remedy is not to be
found in any abnegation or abandon-
ment of the duty of government, other-
wise we should hand over to Great
Britain all our great spending depart-
ments for better administration

Never before have “the Solid Five”
been in such danger. Never before
have Vancouver Liberals sunk all their
differences and in convention = as-
sembled nominated their men without
a word, or even a murmur of dissent,
and given them such a unanimous and
enthusiastic send-off as no oneé present
is likely to forget.

Even those who have been quietly
working for many months past to or-
ganize the Liberal ranks of the city
were taken by surprise. Not only was
every chair in the O’Brien hall occu-
pied, but every inch of standing room
as well, and some of those present had
perforce to listen to the proceedings
from without the open door. At times
such a tempest of enthusiasm swept
through the hall as nearly carried the
speakers off their feet, metaphorically
speaking.

Every man was on. hig mettle, the
movers and seconders of the nomina-
tions, as well as the candidates them-
selves, but, stirring as all the speak-
ers were, the palm of the evening must
go to Mr. F. C. Wade, who engaged in
such a destructive criticism of the
McBride government and delivered
such a slashing attack upon them as
will not be forgotten by those who
listened to it.

Mr. Wade declared that a great
fraud had been perpetrated on the
electorate of the province by proelaim-
ing an election thé 19th of October and
distributing the <Canadian Northern
dgreement throughout the province at
the end , of the month; within four
weeks of election day. How could they
dnalyze such an agreement in that
time?

“Agreement! We are told it is not
an agreement at.ail. It ig simply the
basis of an agreement to be chopped
and changed as Dan Mann may de-
sire,” said Mr. Wade.

“We are to be saddled at this short
notice with a liability: of $21,000,000 in
principal, and adding interest at 4 per
cent. for 30 years, $45,000,000 in all. Yet
in three or four weeks in a country
like this, with scattered settlements
isolated by mountain ranges, locked
from end to end like one huge fortress,
the electors are asked to pronounce on
this agreement. Was ever a greater
indignity perpetrated on any com-
munity?”’

He then turned his attention to the
News-Advertiser, saying that some
time ago he had read an editorial ask-
ing whether it was wise to parallel a
railway in existence, and whether it
was wise to undertake such a liability.
They had been promised a continuance
of such articles, but he had looked for
them in vain, though in the issue of
October 30th, the News-Advertiser had
said it would not discuss the agree-
ment seriatim, nor must the electors
for a. moment imagine that this was
the only issue before them.

NANAIMO
KEPT VERY BUSY

GREAT DEMAND FOR
ISLAND COAL

Growth of Trade on Coast Re-
sponsible for Coal
Shortage.

The Nanaimo pilots have been very
busy of late. During the grain season
there is generally a busy time, as many
ships pass up to Ladysmith, Nanaimo
and Comox to fill their bunkers. The
growth of the coal export business and
the general increase of business during
the past year or two has resulted in
keeping the pilots who guide the ships
to and from the coaling ports working
night and day. An average of more
than one ship a day has been taken up
for several weeks, and the pilots are
wondering when they will be able to
catch up in the matter of sleep.

Still the pilots are not as busy as
they might have been if there had been
plenty of coal for all the vessels that
wanted it. Some have had to wait
days and even weeks before they eould
be supplied, and at every cnal] port,
including Boat Harbor, there are al-
ways vessels waiting for fuel. The re-
cent accident at the Extension mines
helped to accentuate the situation.
Vahcouver Island has the coal, but
some of the mines are not yet suffi-
ciently developed to allow of a large
number of men working in them. By
next year it is hoped that the Suquash
mines will be running, and then the
northern steamers may be able to take
their supplies at that point and relieve
the congestion farther south.

Vancouver Island ports are not the
only ones that are being kept busy.
News from Portland states that
twenty-eight foreign vessels and 17
coasters aré in port, representing the
greatest tonnage assembled in the har-
bor for a number of years. At the rate
the fleet is increasing it will not be long
until every preceding récord is broken,
for the arrivals are more numerous
than the departures. At least that has
been the case during the past week.

The offshore vessels alone are of 58,355
tons net register, and the fleet is cap-
able of handling 100,000 tons. Of the
fleet there  are 20 windjammers and
eight steamships. A few of these are
here to take out lumber cargoes. But
the exclusive: grain-carriers have ca-
pacity for taking care of 75,000 tons of
wheat, equivalent to”2,503,000 bushels.
Each is under charter for this purpose
with the exception of six sailers.

With so many ships in the river load-
ing and discharging cargoes, the
berths at the docks are at a premium.
The necessity for mooring buoys or
anchorage grounds at some point in
the lower harbor was never so forcibly
illustrated. Many of the new arrivals
are forced to drop anchor in the stream
until berths can be provided for them.
Some of the exporters believe the' prob-
léem would be solved by placing a row
of dolphins at a convenient point below
the steel bridge on the east side of the
river., In that vicinity there is a big
tract of vacant water frorftage, which
it is explained, might as well be utiliz-
ed by the owners until they get ready
to build on it.

The numerous craft manage to keep
the port of Portland. towboats busily
occupied practically every hour of the
day, and big part of the night. The
grain and lumber vessels are frequent-
ly shifting about from one dock to
another, discharging and completing
their cargoes. To handle the river de-
mands it has been necessary for the
superintendent of the tugs to engage
outside boats.

But, so far a splendid service has
been afforded, according to the captains
of the ocean-going .fleet. It is seldom
they have not been accommodated with
a tug for shifting the ships soon after
making their applications.. The only
drawback, apparently, is the limited
number of berths at the docks.

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'POLICE ARRAIGNED
BY PRISONER

PROSECUTING ATTORNEY
IS ALSO SCARED

Man Accused of Burglary Con-
ducts Own Case In Se-
attle Court.

Seattle, Wask., Nov. 3.—Despite his
impassioned plea for liberty and the
scholarly presentation of his own case,
Peter Miller, the most remarkable man
who has ever faced a burglary charge
in this county, to-day stands convicted
of the crime of housebreaking.

Miller, who has conducted his own
defence, concluded his argument yes-
terday afternoon with one of the most
bitter arraignments of the prosecuting
sttorney and chief of detectives ever
heard in a court room. For nearly two
hours the prisoner-attorney excoriated
the police, whom he accused of having
inflicted horrible torture upon him dur-
ing the progress of the “third degree”
to force from him a confession. He
presented a picture of police brutality
that would stand out red against any-
thing George Kennan ever wrote of Si-
beria,+he drew on- history, science, art,
the ends of the earth for his illustra-
tions and drove home his facts with
wonderful force and intensity. A man
of wide reading, an observer, & student
of human nature, he was a continual
surprise.

Of Captain of Detectives Tennant,
Miller said:

“I have seen that face before, gen-
flemen. In Paris, in the gallery of the
Louvre, there is the face of Dienysius
of Syracuse, the tyrant, whose cruelty
makes all history shudder, and that
face, gentlemen, is the face of Captain
Tennant, That physiognomy is to me
an open book. In Captain Tennant I
read an Atavistic retrogression from
the twentieth to the fifteenth century.”

Further on, Miller said:

“The prosecution has done me the
honor to admit that I have brains. My
forefathers fought at Lexington, and
for generations my forebears have been
clean-thinking ,intellectual people. In
me, the last of an honorable family,
T'm proud to admit the accumulated
intelligence and hereditary attain-
ments. If I have brains, why in the
name of God should I risk my liberty
by stealing a quantity of paltry junk
from an unoccupied residence?”

The jury returned a verdict -of guilty
©f second degree burglary. Miller an-
nounced his intention to file a motion
¥or a new trial.

OF THE EMPIRE

English, Manufacturer Sug-
gests That Contributions
Be Pooled.

Wingipeg, Nov. 3.—“To pool the co;l-
tributions of the British Empire and
provide one all-powerfu] fleet of un-
assailable supremacy, would seem to
me the most effective means of naval

defence.”

Thus spoke Henry Davis, manufac-
turer, of Derby, England, who has
been attending the Imperial Conrgress
of Chambers of Commerce,

‘“Improvements in naval architec-
ture are so constantly occurring that
in my opinion it is only by centraliza-
tion that Britain can succeed in keep-
ing ahead. As a striking illustration
of the rapid strides naval science is
making, I may say that of the war-
ships assembled in the Thames this
summer for the great demonstration,
not one was present at the great dis-
play off Portsmouth on the occasion
¢f the King’'s coronation.

“Now the question is, could small
colonial navies keep up such a pace?
Would it not be better to place the
money where there are the greatest
experts in the world to spend it? A
Canadian navy and an Australian
navy are doubtless essentials of the
future, but in the present time of dan-
ger, for the purpose of turning a stiff
corner, I, as a Briton, would like to
see all combine to pay and maintgin
one mighty fleet. Any aspiring coun-
try, I believe, would soon recognize
tHe futility of competing against such
odds.”

ANDREW MCAFEE
TAKES HIS OWN LIFE

-Nervous' Breakdown, Following
Sickness, Believed to Have
Led to Act.

Andrew -McAfee, a warehouseman in
the employ of the Hudson's Bay Com-
pany, ended his life on Tuesday by
shooting himself in the left breast with

a shotgun.

The deceased has been twenty years

REWARD OFFERED FOR
ANDREA’S MURDERER

Police Searching for Two Ital-
ians Thought to Be in
Hiding.

A reward of one thousand dollars. has
been offered by the provincial govern-
ment for information leading to the ar-
rest and conviction of the murderer of
Salvatore Andrea, the Italian, whose body
was found a week ago Sunday near the
Leach river trail at Goldstream.

Despite the inquiries of the provincial
police being made into the matter abso-
lutely no light has been thrown eon the
death of Andrea. The Italian, Domini,
who was arrested at Cobble Hill the day
the body was found, has been released as
there was nothing to be got out of him,
Throughout the time he was held in.jail
he persistently denied having any know-
ledge of the murdered man, and all the
questioning failed to throw' any light on
the matter,

A theory of the Black Hand has been
suggested, bui the police do not think
Andrea met his death at the hands of
these assassins, for in those cases the
murderer generally leaves some theatrical
announcement lgy the body to show the
Black Hand has. been at work. No such
sign was discovered near the spot where
Andrea’s body lay.

Two Italians who travelled up the E. &
N. ‘line the morning before the body of
deceased was recovered have been sarch-
ed for without avail. Descriptions were
wired to Ladysmith and Nanaimo, but the
men were not apprehended there and are
thought to have made their escape to
Vancouver, where they are in hiding. The
provineial police are directing their at-
tention to Vancouver, where they hope to
locate the two men.

MARBLE SHIPPED FROM

By
dawn this gathering had been aug-
mented by thousands of others and the
police had the greatest difficulty in
handling the mob and several times it
attemptedq to storm the courtroom.

The announcement that the women
would not be admitted . to the trial
almost caused a panic. They hurled
themselves at the gendarmes in an ef-
fort to gain admission ‘to the hall of
justice by force and the officers were
compelled to use their clubs to restore
order.

The court officials have been besieged
with applications for tickets for wives
of government officials, society leaders
and reigning actresses. In every . in-
stance these requests have been de-
nied.

Moving picture concerns have offered
fabulous sums for .permission to pho-
tograph. the trial. Although the gov-
ernment turned down these offers, the
moving picture men came in squads to-
day in the hope of securing a photo-
graph of Mme. Steinheil when she ar-
rived ‘at the courtroom.

When she was examined at the open-
ing of the trial, Mme, Steinheil, with
the facility . of an actress, changed from
sarcastic vituperation to weeping hu-
mility in defending herself from accu-~
sation,

Justice. Devales, in questioning the
accused woman, . elicitated the infor-
mation that among her lovers was a
prominent politician whose .name has
not yet been imade public. She denied
that she had had a unnatural son by
the - politician, or that she committed
the murders.

W.C.T.U. REFUSES TO

Representative of Elder Demp-
ster Line Visiting
Mexico.

W B. S. Reddy; of the Elder-Dempster
line of steamships, has recently . been
visiting in Mexico. While there he was
interviewed and gave his opinion of
the prospects of trade between that
country and Canada. He said:

She was kept
in a room in the second story, but
against the window there grew a
peach :tree. ©Onc night she eclimbed
down this tree and made her escape,
coming north by way of Bellingham
and crossing overland to Vancouver.
Later she came to this city, where she
spent a week. Her photograph was
sent here by the Portland immigration
authorities and she was located by the
local officials at Goldstream,

When the woman was taken in
go back to France. Her friends pur-
be sent back to” Portland she became
hysterical and asked to be allowed to
go back to France. Her friends pur-
chased a tickef for her, and as she was
suffering from the ravages of consump-
tion it was ‘decided to accept her re-
quest. She left here a couple of days
ago and will be sent right through to
France on one of the Allan steamers.

Several other deportation cases are
at presemt in the hands of the immi-
gration officials. These were suspected
of stealing the Redfern diamonds and
are being sent back to Australia on the
5th on the steamer Marama, and there
are three Japanese stowayays going
back to Japan.on the Tango Maru when
she leaves outward bound.

There
is no doubt, however, that the city
will have'a Union Labor administra-
tion as the supervisors undoubtedly
will be in accord with the Union Labor
mayor,

McCarthy” himself is credited with
having had the main voice in naming
the Union Labor nominees for super-
visors, and with this board behind him
he will be in a position to carry his
policies into effect.

San Francisco,- by the election, de-
clares itself in favor of a change of
administration throughout, and the
new regime will start in with a free
hand.

McCarthy declared to-day that by
the return to a Union Labor adminis-
tration .San Francisco has given himx
the opportunity of vindicating @ the
name of union labor under which
Mayor Schmijdtz dnd Abe Ruef con-
ducted their ill-famed regime.

In a statement to the public he said
in part: i

“San’ Francisco shall have a 'busi-
ress administration along legitimate,
Iiberal lines, which shall inure to the
beneﬁ‘t of all the people. The advance-

REVOLT IN RANKS
OF CONSERVATIVES

SIR HIBBERT TUPPER
OPPOSING McBRIDE

Eastern Tories Fear Premier
Has Finally Overreached
Himself.

Ottawa, Nov. 3.—The news published
here this morning stating that the re-
volt against McBride on his railway
policy issue, which began with two
members of his own ministry, has now
spread to the head and front of true
blue Conservativism in _British Co-
lumbia, namely, Sir Hibbert Tupper,
has added materially te the growing
feeling among politicians on both sides
that MecBride is over-reaching himself
this time in his endeavor to get another
lease of power by hook’ or by crook. It
is taken here to mean there is some-
thing radically wrong with the politi-
cal sophistry and honesty of the Mec-
Bride school of politics, and with the
alliance which he had made with Mac-
kenzie & Mann, otherwise so staunch
and uncompromising a Conservative as
Sir Hibbert Tupper would not come
out for a Liberal ticket.

Leading Conservatives here, while
non-committal as to the merits of Mc-
Bride’s policy, privately assert they do
not like the present appearance of af-
fairs in British Columbia, and would
not be surprised if the coming election
resulted in defeat for a clever poli-
tician who has played a game of po-
litical expediency and subterfuge a
little too hard, and has finally over-
reéached himself. i

MONTARA GROUNDS
OFF EAGLE HARBOR

Big Steamship is Held Fast
Near Entrance to Sqund
Port.

Seattle, Wn., Nov. 3.—While entering
Eagle harbor’ yesterday. the steamer
Montara, of the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company, went agréund -on the
bar off the mouth of the bay, and is
still held fast to-day, notwithstanding
repeated efforts to release her. Tugs
are standing by the stranded vessel,
and another effort to release her will
be made at high tide to-day.

The ‘Montara arrived in Seattle yes-

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JOHN JARDINE
IS THE CHOICE

UNANIMOUSLY CHOSEN
TO CONTEST ESQUIMALT

Wonderful Enthusiasm Char-
acterized Convention Held
in Colwood Monday.

John Jardine was Monday again

selected to run for Esquimalt in the
Liberal interest at the nominating con-
vention held at the <Colwood school
house. The nomination was unani-
mous and voted on by delegates from
every district of the constituency with
the exception of San Juan. Despite
the downpour and the consequent state
of the roads, almost every delegate to
the nominating convention was pre-
sent. From Sooke, fourteen miles
away, A. J. Fraser, D. Muir, A. Godtel
and E. Milne came through the rain
to testify that the district wanted
John Jardine to represent it aghin.
From Metchosin, W. Witty, J. Wallace,
C. Field and H. G. Helgensen were
present, while Colwood delegates were
there in force, and a tallyho automobile
and closed carriage from Esquimalt
carried the other delegates to the con-
vention, Al thése delegates were
heard from one after the other, and
all testified that their districts were
out for John Jardine.

The nomination was moved by J. C.
McIntosh, Esquimalt, and seconded by
Albert Wales, of Colwood. It was car-
ried unanimously and with loud ap-
plause. Before the ‘meeting brok up
short- addresses had been hard from a
representative of every district. All
reported in the same way that John
Jardine was thg man wanted to repre-
sent Esquimalt, and the speakers each
spoke of Mr, Jardine’s work in the last
provincial parliament as that of an
honest and earnest worker, doing his
utmost for his constituents.

Mr. Jardine, called on by the chair-
man, said:

‘“In the course of my experience as
one who has taken interest in the
country for twenty-five years, I have
been called on often to proclaim my
views, but at no time have I been In
such a difficult position as to-night.
1 feel I have not come up to the high
standard that I feel I should have at-
tained. When I was elected I wags not
in the best of health, and I had great
diffidence regarding the responsibili-
ties I had taken on myself. I am
thankful to say I have been sustained
in my position. Theére have been stren-
uous times in the House, and I think
I am correct in saying that thruogh-

out the time I have represented Esquil- |

malt I have only missed one vote.

‘“You all remember how we had to
pack beds into the House last session
when Attorney-General Bowser intro-
duced the bil] to disfranchise the work-
er of his vote. His amendment was
that if the worker was two months ab-
sent from the district he would be dis-
franchised.

“I remember Dr. King meeting me in
the corridor of thé House and saying:
‘John, what do you think of this? I
replied: ‘It is awful. But we’ll fight
it for a year if we have to and protect
tne workers and secure them their just
privileges.’ ”’

Mr. Jardine then related to the con-
vention the incident of the opposition
being compelled to turn the parlia-
ment building into a bedroom last ses-
sion. “When the Attorney-General
saw us packing our beds into the
House on our backs,” he said, ‘he be-
gan to quake, for he saw we were de-
termined fighters for interests of the
workers. The Socialists buckled on
their armor and helped us out. We
kept them going for thirty hours. You
will all remember the photographs of
us sleeping in the'library of the House.
That was a strenuous and:most anx-
ious time for us, but we succeeded and
brought the Attorney-General to time,
had the two months” clause struck out
and a six months’ clause inserted.
(Loud cheers.)

‘“Now, gentlemen, we are confronted
with ‘a railway policy and I advise
every elector to weigh the McBride
railway policy most carefully. The gov-
ernment proposes to put a load of
forty-six million dollars on the backs
of the people. That is. the sum total
of the policy, and when they do that
we the people of British Columbia have
not one spike .interest in the road we
can call our own, and we are expected
to carry that burden without saying
one word about it.

“They have tacked on to the Main-
land@ proposition  the Barkley Sound
railway without referring to the syn-
dicate that owns the charter. This is
just to mislead the Esquimalt electors,
but ' there is not one charter-holder
that has been asked to dispose of a
single share.”

Mr. Jardine then compared the Me-
Bride proposition with the Dominion
subsidiés offered for railway building.
He said the McBride policy was decep-
tion pure and simple, and that time
would show his word was the truth.
“Some of us,” he said, ‘“‘will remember
the B. & N. railwa.y, where. $750,000
cold cash was paid for seventy-five
miles of road by the government. It
is all very well to say that property
values will inérease, but the farmers
and property owners will have a load
of $46,000,000 to meet, and what then
will become of the property values?

“You will all remember in the first
session of the last parliament that $9,-
000 was set aside for this district out-
side of bridge construction work. When
the estimates were being considered I
expressed surprise that the govern-
ment had been o0 mean to Esquimalt
and I got $12,000. I had an express
promise from the premier himself. The
next year I told him the revenue from
HEsquimalt district was $42,000.

“The estimates amounted to $13,500. I
was sent for. The chief commissioner
had Mr. Peatt's statement there. He
said: ‘What do you think of that? 1
told him I was disgusted and would
not enderse that amount. I said 1'd
leave the room ang that I wanted $25,-
000; we were entitled to nearly fifty

per cent of the revenue. He promised
to lay the matter before the executive
ang the next day I received a nete
_Trom the premier asking if T would ap-

adas s

preciate $25,000. I accepted but stipu-
lated that $13,500 -was to be spent in
Colwood district from the four-mile
house. We were also to have a steam
drill and rock- ¢rusher and work done
on Lampson and Head streets. Now,
gentlemen, that $25,000 has been spent
and we haven’t got anything done and
we haven’t got the rock crusher. NOW
there is Dr. Fagan, provincial health
officer. Within a stone’s throw of his
door you can’t hold your breakfast
over the drain the stench is so awful.
It'is not his fault. It lies with those
higher up, the lower officials are but
political hacks.

“It is the same with the licensing sys-
tem, The man in charge is nothing
but a buffet. If there is any crime
committed you have to go
Hussey, and if its a good henchman
of the Conservative party you have to
go to the attorney-general and there
yvou'll find the tracks are covered up.
Even Gun-a-Noot is still at large. He
is not captured yet and the attorney-
general has had a .trip to the Mediter-
ranean.

“These are small but serious things.
I am satisfieq that when I ask for a
commission to inquire into the spend-
ing of that $25,000 that commission will
be appointed but we want an impartial
commission.

“I-have no doubt at all that John
Oliver will lead the Liberals to vie-
tory and his constituents are in ae-
cord with his running for the capital.
Mr. Oliver will get the largest major-
ity he ever had in the Delta. The
farmers are at the back of him. They
say: ‘It is the only time we have had
a man like ourselves to represent us,’
and there are many substantial Con-
servatives in.the Delta going to vote
for Mr. Oliver. %

“In Vancouver the Liberals have
never heen as strong as they are now.
All the Conservatives throughout the
mainland districts are afraid of the
premier's railway policy. Mr, Oliveris
prepared to build a railway from Yel-
low Head Pass and we will have the
right connections and not English-
man’s bluff. He, however, will speak
on this matter himself.” §

Mr. Jardine referred to the fact that
12,900 .acres of timber lands are given
to corporations and not worked asking:
“Why don't the government have the
timber lands surveyed, put cruisers out,
and form an estimate and then go
round as they go round to the property
of the Liberal farmers every year and
assess a fair market value. - The timber
is our grandeést asset and in this con-
nection as in others the government
has done its level best to hoodwink
and deceive the people.”

Mr, Jardine thanked the people for
the confidence shown in him and pro-
mised to do his-duty in the future as
in the past.

J. C. McIntosh, in moving the nom-
ination of Mr. Jardine at the com-
mencement of the meeting, said he had
carried out e\'ery promise made, and
paid attention to the district, the in-
dividual and to the every day worker.
His work in the House had been for
the district. e had been elected “hy
a majority of 84 and had the honor of
being the first Liberal representative,
of the district. The lists were never in
better shape, said Mr. MclIntosh, and
the increase is mainly Liberal. At the
present revision, he said, the Conser-

vatives added 60 names and the Lib-
erals 80. 'The Conservative attempt to
strike off Liberal names had been frus-
trated. Mr. Pooley had yesterday tried
to strike off 82 Liberals without suec-
cess, and these Liberals do not feel
kindly to-the Conservatives.

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TRAM COMPANY
WELCOMES RAIN

WILL INCREASE WATER
SUPPLY AT GOLDSTREAM

Had Dry Season Continued
Crisis Would Have Been
Reached.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The torrential -rains of the past
couple of days, while inconveniencing
people to some smal] extent, and being
responsible for congiderable damage to
drain pipes and sewers in some sec-
tions of the city, have proved very
welcome to the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company and the British Columbia
Electric Railway Company. Few people
are aware that had not rains set in
just when they did, a very serious situ-
ation might have confronted this city
in the matter of power and light. Hap-
pily, however, all danger has now been
averted, the latest reports from Gold-
stream being that as a result of the
terrific downpour the lakes have all
risen to a great extent already, and
will of course increase in depth for
the next few days, as all the small
streams feeding them are now raging
torrents. In an effort to conserve the
water supply at Goldstream, the B. C.
Electric Company had been preparing
to cut down its requirement for the
power house there to two million gal-
lons per day. Under ordinary conditions
the company uses fifteen million gal-
lons per day, but owing. to the fact
that the summer has been .an excep-
tionally dry one, it was seen some two
months ago that an effort would have
to be made to make supplementary ar-
rangements for power. In August last
the steam plant was put in operation,
the company recognizing thus early
the necessity of conserving the water.
This reduced the requirement to 7,-
000,000 gallons, As time passed and
there was little prospect for a heavy
rainfall, it was decided to start up a
second steam plant, and. this would
have reduced the requirement to two
million gallons, but now, in conse-
quence of the recent rain, it will not
be necessary to "utilize the second
plant.

Just as soon. as the Jordan river
power plant shall have been placed in
operation there will be no necessity for
the company t> depend either 'upon
their steam plants in the city or upon
Goldstream, though these facilities will
no doubt be maintained in a state of
efficiency so as to be ready for any
emergency.

IRON AND STEEL
OUTPUT IS HEAVY

Railways of United States Are
Placing Large
Orders.

s e et

New York, Nov. l.—Another week
of heavy transactions in iron and steel
products has established a mew record
of sales for October. The output of
bqth pig iron and steel ingots has been
the heaviest ever known., Consumption
of finished steel products is also in-
creasing, but it is difficult to deter-
mine to what extent, as contracts are
placed largely for future delivery. The
railroads have continued to be the most
important support of the steel works,
placing very heavy orders for rails,
cars and locomotives. Interest was cen-
tered mainly in the New York Central
purchases, which included nearly 19,-
000 cars, 325 locomotives angd 166,000 tons
of rails.

It is estimated the railroads had been
responsible either directly or indirect-
ly for 2,000,000 tons of finished products
orders .in October. Manufacturing in-
dustries have placed orders for semi-
finished and finished material aggre-
gating 1,000,000 tons.

The demand for wire products and
fin plates has been especially heavy
this season—in fact, all" kinds of fin-
ished material with the single exception
of fabricated structural steel have
rolled up to a very heavy tonnage.
Fabricated materials, however, has been
unsettled during the last 10 dayy and
prices sagged. because of the efforts to
secure new business by some contrac-
tors who still have unfilled tonnage of
plain material contracted for with the
mills at low prices.

GEORGE PREPARES
TO ABDICATE

KING OF GREECE BUSY
WINDING UP AFFAIRS

Country is Now Nnder. the Rule
of the Military
League.

Athens, Greece, Nov. 2.—The early
abdication of King George is looked
upon as a practical certainty. Since the
attempted revolt of navy men  last
week, his Majesty has been busy wind-
ing up his affairs and to-day it is re-
ported that he is only looking for a
favorable oppertunity to quit the throne
without too seriously disorganizing the
government in which, despite the in-
the
country has treated him, he still takes
a deep and friendly interest.

Greece is really in the hands of neith-
er the king nor the national assembly,
but is being governed by the secret
organization known as the military
league, Itis said that the country would
be safer under an actual individual dic-

Since the leaders of the military lea-
gue succeeded in having the crown
prince removed from his military com-
mand, the assembly has been an abso-

LABOR LEADERS
MUST GO TO JAIL

SENTENCE AFFIRMED BY
COURT OF APPEALS

Gompers, Mitchell and Morrison
Guilty of Violating
Injunction.

.

‘Washingtor, D. €. Nov. 2.—The
Court of Appeals of the District of Co-
lumbia to~day affirmed the jail sen-
tence 'of Samuel Gompers, president of
the American Federation of Labor;
John Mitche]l, former president of the
United Mike Workers; and Frank Mor-
rison, secf'etary of the American Fed-
eration of’ Labor, convicted of cen-
tempt on“a ¢harge of violating an in-
Junction by publishing the name of the
Buck Stove & Range Company as “un-
fair.”

The sentence was imposed by Justice
Wright in the Supreme Court of the
District of Washington, and the ap-
peal was taken to the Court of Appeals
of the district, which handed down its
decision to-day.

The "senténce of Gompers is for one
year in jail, John Mitchell is sentenced
to nine months in jail and Morrison is
sentenced to six months.

The opinion of the Court of Appeals
was written by Associate Justice Van
Ordel, and was concurred in by As-
sociate Justice Robb. Chief Justice
Sherard dissented.

“Individual interest dwindles into in-
significance when compared with the
higher principles involved in this
cause,” declared Justice Van Orsdel.
“The fundamenta] issue is whether the
constitutional agency of the govern-
ment shall ‘be obeyed or defied.

“The mere fact that the defendants
are officers of organized labor in Am-
erica adds to the gravity of the situa-
tion, but it 'should not be permitted to
influence the result.

“If an organization of citizens, how-
ever large, may disobey the mandates
of the courts, the sfime reasoning
would render them subject to in-
dividual defiance.

“One has not a greater right in the
eyes of the law than the other. Both
are subjeet to the law. Neither is above
|l

In his opinion Justice
savs: >

“We have a deep sense of the Im-
portance of the case. Three distinguish-
ed citizens, leaders ‘in a great cause
for the improvement and uplift of their
fellow men, with a larger following
probably than was ever marshalled
under a single leadership in any phil-
anthropic movement, are at the bar of
justice, to answer the charge of dis-
obedience ‘of the order ‘of  the court.
We are noét unmindfu] of the high po-
sition the defendants have attained,
but their intelligence. forbids the in-
ference that-the acts charged were
committed in ignorance. The sole ques-
tion is their guilt or innocence.”

Continuing, the opinion declares that
if citizens are allowed to ignore the
courts, “the government will become
powerless and society soon will be re-
duced to a state of anarchy.”

It says: “The acts of the defendants
can produce but one impression—that
they were concerned in'a well-planned
effort to encourage the membership of
the American Federation of Labor, to
disregard and disobey the order of the
court and create among their followers
a lack of respect for the authority and
dighity of the court.”

Justice Van.Orsdel avoids reference
to the pleas made by the labor leaders
that their conviction constituted an
abridgement of thelr constitutional
right of free speech and free press.

In dissenting, Justice Shepherd on the
other hand declares his belief that the
court exceeded its authority and recom-
mends that the case be retried.

IS CONDEMNED

JOHN OLIVER EXPOSES
ITS WEAKNESSES,

Stinging Criticism is Made of
McBride Administration—
H. C. Brewster’s Speech.

A rousing mseting of young Liberals
was held in Pioneer Hall last evening
to organize for the campaign and to
hear an address from the Liberal lead-
er, John Oliver, of Delta. The utmost
confidence was felt by the gathering
over the possibility of securing at least
some of the Victoria seats, and strong
committees were formed to work with
others in bringing to the attention of
the electors the facts in regard to the
alleged railway contract which the gov-
ernment has made,

The hall was filled with members of
the ‘Young Liberal Club and other
members. of the party, and a hearty
reception ‘was given to the leader and
to H. C. Brewster, whose re-election in
Alberni is assured.

Mr. Oliver began by a reference to
the opportunity afforded young men to
enter public life in this province, ‘and
at’ this time. There never was a time
when young and vigorous manhood was
so needed in the fight, young men im-
bued with the patriotic spirit; there
never was a time when patriotism was
more needed, he said. Dealing with the
government’s railway policy, the leader
said:

“Premier McBride tells us he dis-
solved the legislature because he had
made a contract with the  Canadian
Northern; that he would not have gone
to the people uni® he had a contract
signed to present to them. His attor-
ney-general, the law-officer of the
ecrown, told the people of Vancouver
the other day that they had not yet
entered into a contract. So it is hard
to tell which of the two to believe.
While the premier told us the province
would have a first mortgage on the
road, there is no such agreement made,
as is pointed out by T. W, Paterson
in the Victoria Times this evening. Al-
though it is set out that there is to be
no employment of Asiatics, a breach
of that is not followed by any forfei-

ture of any assistance given by the

province.

“Another thing, the Canadian North-
ern has no charter ‘to build any por-
tion of “it§ lines on Vancouver . Island.
On the day the memorandum of agree-
ment was signed Mr. Mann did not
even know the approximate distance
between Victoria and Barkley Sound:
If you turn to the Times:of ' October
19th, published before the announce-
ment of the conatract,” Mr. Mann is
shown at an interview he had with
the Victoria Board of Trade to have
asked how far it was, and upon bheing
told he said: ‘We can have a road
through there with a grade of not more
than four-tenths of one per cent.’ In
the morning he did not know how far it
was to Barkley Sound, and before night
he had entered into a contract to build
a road with a grade of not more than
four-tenths of one per cent. Do you
think that is at all characteristic of a
shrewd railway builder like Dan
Mann?

“I do not know how far the people of
Victoria are going to bite at this fake
railway contract, -but I cannot think
it will be very far. So far as benefitting
this city by a car ferry from English
Bluff is concerned, it-is the most trans-
parent fake that could be placed be-
fore you. If you take a map and fol-
low the route a train ferry would have
to pursue it will puzzle you to see
where it will benefit this city over
anything it has now.

“The only thing that will give Vic-
toria the railway connection which has
long been its dream .is. either by a
bridge across Seymour Narrows or a
ferry across Johnstone Strait and a
railway either along. Bute Inlet or
Knight Inlet and by way of Tatla to
Yellow Head Pass, following the route
of the Vancouver Island & Eastern
or G. T. P., and it seems to me if
Vancouver Island is ever to come to
its own it is by concentrating itself
on that. The Liberal party is pledged
to aid that and would make it cendi-
tional on immediate construction,

“Premier McBride says he is going
to put in a fair-wage clause; that he
is not going to have yellow labor. You
know what his record and that of his
party is on that question. In 1908, on
two -different occasions when the Lib-
erals proposed to put in, in one case
a clause which would prohibit Asiatic
labor, -and in another to make the
wages payable the current rate of
wages payable to white workmen, in
both cases our proposals were turned
down by a unanimous vote of the Con-
servatives in the legislature.. I was
much surprised the other day when I
found the Conservative members of the
legislature which has just passed out
of existence tell an audience in Van-
couver ‘that they had put in a clause
whereby these ends would be effected.
The.clause is nat in, and is not in be-
cause they refused to put it in.

“According to the premier anq his
attorney-general Mr. Mann has agreed
to embody in the contract any other
agreement in the interest of the prov-
ince and people of British Columbia.
It is the.first time I have ever heard
of Mr. Mann as a public philanthropjst.
The premier and attorney-general say
Mr. Mann is prepared to do this, but
the question is, will that willingness
disappear after November 25th

What Is Behind Scenes?

“A point worthy of consideration is
that neither you nor I know the true
inwardness of what is going on be-
hind ‘the scenes.

OQur. timber lands had
gone largely into the hands of foreign
capitalists, who held timber worth mil-
lions of dollars which, it property han-
dled and utilized, could have produced

ernment of the province, public works
and all, for generations to come. Hun-
dreds of thousands of acres of the best
agricultural lands had passed into the
hands of alien capitalists who held
them at exorbitant prices, and all the

while these were thus kept out of the
reach of actual settlers the province
had to import annually seven million

dollars worth of farm produce which |

ought to be grown at home.

“No matter where one Jooked on the |
natural - resources of the province, |
whether land, timber, minerals or fish,
the wealth of the province was being ,
drained to build up communities in for-
eign countries or other provinees.” Con-
tinuing Mr, Oliver said:

“L put it to you that if British Co-
lumbia is to prosper, if our children are
to have an opportunity in the future,
the natural wealth of the province now
being drained out should be re-invest-
ed here, so that as that wealth is ex-
hausted other _sources will take their
place.

Aid to Railways,.

“In dealing with railways we will not
Torget that the revenues come out of
the people.. While we will aid them
we will not do it on conditions which
will make slaves ang serfs of the peo-
ple. We ‘propose in all these things to
ever keep in view, as the object to
which we are working, the advance-
rient of the interests of the people of
the whole province, not any particu-
lar class. It is not Liberal policy, it
is not Liberal doctrine, to build up an
aristocratic or capitalist class, nor is
it Libera] policy to go to the other ex-
treme and bring about a state of an-
archy. But it is good Liberal doctrine
to legislate for the good of the whole
people. Whether along any of these
lines or to put in force laws in regard
to Asiatics it is ever with us the aim
and object to uplift the whole people,
and I intend that it shall continue to
be so while I have the honor of leading
the party.

‘“We want to give every man who is
thrifty. an opportunity to benéfit
through the natural resources of our
province. We want to augment our
present sparse population by filling up
our vac'am: spaces with people of our
own blood. We ask you to put in' of-
fice a government which will tend to
the enactment of the objects we havée
in view.”

Brewster Proud of Leader.

H. C. Brewster, who had just got
down from the west coast, where he is
conducting a winning fight for his old
seat, congratulated the Victoria Lib-
erals on the enthusiasm and confidence
with which they were going inte the
campaign. Speaking of J. A, Macdon-
ald he said the late leader would un-
questionably. have made a splendid
prémier, At the close of each session
the Liberal members had felt that their
leader had displayed new phases of his
character. However, in the fighting
lieutenant of the late leader he and
every member of the party had a lead-
er under whose guidance they would
fight with equal confidence and vigor.

Mr, Brewster related a legislative in-
cident in proof of Mr. Oliver’s patri-
otic spirit, and his devotion to the good
of the province before party advant-
age. Nothing that was a- mere question
of ins and outs was cver considered by
honest John Oliver of Delta; the good
of the province alone appealed to him,

Regarding  the alleged railway con-
tract, Mr. Brewster said the agree-
ment was not a contract, and the
ithings said to be in the contraet were
not even in the agreement, The people
of ‘Alberni were fully awake to all these
facts and were ,asking questions which
were proving very awkward for the
government candidate.

It was said Asiatic iabor was to be
guarded against. The province ‘had a
recent example of the government’s in-
sincerity in that regard. During the
discussion of the exemption of the E.
& N. on its Wellington-Alberni exten-
sion the opposition moved that Asiatic
labor be prohibited; it was pointed out
that if they were given exemption the
least thgy could was to employ
white labor only® Premier McBride
drew the red herring of Ottawa across
the trail and refused to consider the
resolution, . putting in one of his ewn
which he said would be just as strong.
In spite of this when Japs were cutting
the price on ties three to ‘'five cents,
and he complained to the minister of
public worles;: the statement was made
by the superintendent of the E. & N.
that cutting ties had nothing to do with
railway construction! This was an in-
stance of how the McBride govern-
ment and its supporters yelled white
and acted yellow.

On the matter —of local option, Mr.
Brewster called attention to the man-
ner in which the attorney-general
manipulates the license department in
the interests of- the government.

In cloging Mr. Brewster referred to
the fact that it is the young Liberals
in the Old Country and everywhere
who were putting up the fight for Lib-
eralism, and the same thing was found
in Victoria and Alberni.

What Victorla Needs.

H. A. Munn, president of the club,
said that what the capital needed was
representatives who would be Victor-
ians in sentiment.

Creston, Nov. 3.—Some valuable in- 3

formation has just been obtained from

Frank Aiken, a pioneer mining man
and prospector of this district, who has
been prospecting in the Bayonne camp
for the past eight years and who owns
several valuable properties in that
camp, According to Mr. Aikens, the
Bayonne camp is from 6,000 to 7,200
feet above the sea level.

Leader Speaks.

“Our opponents tell us Liberalism _is
practically dead in the province,” said
Mr. Oliver, who spoke durm_g .the
counting of the ballots. “It is just
about as true as their average state-
ments in this campaign. (Hear, hear.)
No more effective contradiction could
be given to-the statement than t}.xe
presence of Victoria Liberals here in
such numbers.

“1 have to thank you for the honor of
nominating me as one of your can-
didates, something I could not reason-
ably have expected and yet I feel it is
one of.the recompenses that come to-a
man who has faithfully tried to serve
the public. (‘‘No one deserves it bet-
ter,” came from an elector.) :

“] see some of our friends are anxious
about local option. I believe reforms
tc be effective must begin largely with
the individual. I am getting too old to
believe that you are going to make
good by act of parliament. At the same
time I believe in the principle of self-
government, which is along the lines
of true Liberalism, and ¥ believe it is
in the interest of the community that
that principle shall be applied wher-
ever practicable, whether with regard
to local option, whether in regard to
municipal institutions or what not. The
principle is a good one, it is the foun-
dation of democratic institutions, and
experience has shown it is always safe
to trust the people. If they make mis-
takes they have to pay thée penalty,
and it is 2 means of gathering exper-
ience.

“T pelieve in local self-government in
regard to municipal affairs and I
would point out that the present ad-
ministration has taken away a meas-
ure of self-government from the mu-
nicipalities. You have a cumbersome,
unworkable munpicipal act, full of tech-
nicalities, of legal pit-falls, making 1t
impossible for a man to do anything
for a community without being dragged
to court. I want to see it simplified
and when the powers of a municipality
are laid down let it settle the details.

“You have had the burden of main-
taining schools added to your munici-
pal burdens, but can any man tell me
where the government has given any
corresponding increase of revenue, We
have heard a great deal of better
terms. The Liberal party stands for
better terms for the municipalities, to
enable them to carry the burdens im-
posed on them. We proposed two years
ago that the power of assessing and
taxing personal property be trans-
ferred to the municipalities. The gov-
ernment invoked the speaker’s aid to
throwr our resolution out. Last ses-
sion ‘we renewed our proposal and one
of the ministers got up ang admitted
the- income of the municipalities was
not sufficient, but the government
failed to do anything to remedy that.
If you do your duty and elect a Lib-
eral government one of our first acts
will be to pass an act to transfer that
personal property tax to the munici-
palities, where it belongs. (Cheers.)

“Speaking for myself and not for the

pared to advocate gping further and
transferring even revenue taxes to the
municipalities. I hold, and I believe 1
can demonstrate it, that the resources
of this province, if administered econ-
omically and in a business-like fash-
ion will produce ample revenue for the
requirements of the province for gen-
erations to come. I think it far bet-
ter to provide the municipalities with
adequate revenue from within rather
than for the government to collect the
money and then hand it back, as they
do to-day, in the shape of bribes for
political support.
Indian Reserve Deception.

“Let me call to your attention what
was done one week before last election.
For the- purpose of influencing that
election the government handed over
to the city by order-in-council, the
reversionary rights in some 43 acres of
the Songhees reserve. They allowed
the people to believe they were giving
them something of value. I stand here
to tell you, and there is no legal gen-
tleman but will tell you, that the order-
in-council was made without any stat-
utory authority behind it and cannot
be enforced, simply because it is not
worth the paper it is written on. I
will ‘undertake to meet the premier be-
fore an audience in Victoria and main-
tain my statement that the govern-
ment of British Columbia has made it
impossible for the Dominion govern-
ment to settle that Indian reserve gues-
tion. (Hear, hear.)

“I will make another proposition to
you. - I will undertake to meet the pre-
mier and demonstrate to a Victoria
audience that in the case he put before
the people for better terms he mis-
stated the figures by twenty-five mil-
lion dollars. You may say thege are big
words but I have not dug into the rec-
ords for nothing and I have the facts
ready when the premier meets me.

“In the Victoria theatre the night
previous to last election the attorney-
general stated that the Liberals had
entered into an agreement with the
G. T. P. to bring 50,000 Japs to “work
on the construction of the line. I will
not take more time than to say that
that statement was absolutely false,
and the attorney-general knew it was
false when he made it. - He made it to
rob the Liberals of their reputation. He
was the lawyer of the Contractor Gotoh,
it was Mr. Bowser’s personal and po-
litical friends whe were associateq with
the contractor and at the time he made
the statement he knew that a con-
tract had been made to bring Japs
here with the C. P. R. angd the presi-
dent of the Wellington Colliery Com-
pany, and not with the G. T, P. as he
said.

Asiatic Labor.

“Iu the session of 1908, wkcn there
was a bill io grant the Esquimalt &
Nanaimo 6éxemption ‘Mr. Henderson
moved that this be granted on condi-
tion ‘that no Asiatic labar be einployed
during counstruction or the time of ex-
emptior. Every Conservative voted it
down, -including the memthers for Vic-
toria. When the bill giving exemption
to the G.-T. P. and confirming the grant
of the Prince Rupert townsite—which,
by the way, the premier claims: great
credit for and says it is going to bring
in ‘millions—we madé a similar .prop-
osition. The premier said the Dominion
government would disallow it. He put
in a clause that the wages paid should
be the current rate of wages in the
district. We wanted the word ‘white’
put in, so that the wages would be the
current wages paid to white workmen.
Again ‘they shouted white and voted
yellow, voted it down and would not
let it go in. The other night in Van-
couver two of the men who shouted
white and voted yellow had the aud-
acity to say they had put in a clause
in the agreement which prevented yel-
low. labor being employed.. There is no
such clause and they prevented it go-
ing in. You have seen great promin-
ence given to a rumor lately that the
G. T. P. were asking permission to use
Japs. There has been no stich request
made and the Ottawa government has
no intention of relaxing the regula-
tions. The labor unions give proof that
the very regulations they.and Conser-
vative speakers claim to be useless are
thoroughly -effective in that they be-
seeched Ottawa not te relax them.

“] do not believe in persecuting any
man because of his color, but I stand
here and say that in the thirty years I
have been in British Columbia, as any
intelligent man can demonstrate, at no
time has any action of a British Co-
lumbia government been effective in re-
stricting the immigration or employ-
ment of Asiatics. All this time there
has been a law on the statute-books,
which has been a dead-letter but which
could have been used, and used very
effectively. . ;

“We have a Public Health Act. Uh-
der that we can require that the dwel-
lings of every person shall be safe and
clean and healthy, built in the way in
which white men’s homes are built,
with ample egress in ease of fire, built-
in a sanitary manner.

Liberal Pledge.

“The Liberal party stands pledged to
a rigid inspection, to see that places
are fit for human abode and are not
fire-traps. We propose to make a live
law and to see that these people shall
not live under insanftary conditions.
We shall say to them: ‘You come to
live in a white man’s country, you
come into competition with the white
men, you have all the privileges and
protection of white men and we believe
that ‘you should live up to a white man’s
standard. (Prolonged cheers.)

“I am just going to point out te you
what this simple fact of enforcing leg-
islation now on the statute-books isg
going to mean. You know that out of
every four dollars these men make they
send three dollars out of the country,
and that is a great drain. If these men
have to live in sanitary conditions,
and in conditions which every thrifty,
industrious man is entitled to live in—
and we will compel them to live up to
the standard of the average white
workingman—we will be compelling
them to spend three dollars out of
every four in this country instead of
one in four. - (Renewed cheers.) We
decrease their power of competition to
that extent. And they will benefit
themselves by being made to live in
cleanly surroundings. ° -

“It is quite plain that we have a
great many men here actuated by the
spirit of moral reform. Can they con-
ceive of any way of coping with these
dens of “filth and iniquity than by en-
forcing the health laws, which will give
the police access to every room in the
house for sanitary inspection. You re-
call the, frequent occasions on which
white girls are found in Chinese re-
sorts in a state of stupefaction, simply
a prey to these beasts from- the Orient.
Can you conceive of these things exist-
ing in British Columbia if you had a
government which was doing its duty?
I do not believe it would exist if the
law officer. of the crown or hnis assist-
ants were alive to their duty. (Ap-
plause.)

Political Wind Bag,

‘““We have to-day on the platform
going throughout this provinee an at-
torney-general, who can coin and utter
more words per minute than any man
on the continent of America, a gentle-
man who has had the benefit of a legal
training and a university cducation,
and, alohg certain lines, a man of great
ability. What about the administration
of justice in British Columbia? While
he has been following a policy of fight-
ing Ottawa on every conceivable pre-
text—and, by the way, he has never
yet won a point in any of his cases—
what has been going on in the pro-
vince?

“Is it a fact that the .Indian. who
murdered two men at Hazeiton is still
at large? Is it a fact that the bandits
who held up a C. P. R. train and mur-
dered Constable, Decker are still at
large? Is it a faket that the man who
fired a hotel at Vernon whereby eleven
men lost their lives is still at large?
Is it true that the men who committed
the Midway murder and the murder at
Silver Creek a short time ago have not
vet ‘been apprehended? Are these facts,
and if facts are they not the strongest
indictment which could be put for-
ward @gainst the administration of:
justice in British Columbia? (Ap-
plause.)

, Parallel Line,

“What is the railway so far as Brit-
ish Columbia is concerned? Coming in
at Yellowhead Pass it parallels the G.
T. P. for 50 miles. The Dominion has
invested a great amount of money in
that rodad. Are they going to subsidize
another road to compete for fifty miles
side by side with the road they have
already heavily subsidized? It would
not be bhusiness-like nor .could it be
expected. Then the line is to run for
200 miles along the North Thompson
through new country. to Kamloops, and
then for 250 miles it parallels the C.
P. R., sometimes on one side of the
river, sometimes on the other.

“The Attorney-General - claims  that
even if there is a paralleling. the en-
dorgement of $21,000,000 bonds is jus-
tifiable in order to secure a reduction
in the C.P.R. tolls, which .cannot bé
reduced under its charter until it is
earning ten per cent. on its investment,
which' it never will reach.

“Let me ask, as a business proposi-
tion, if the railway commission com-
pels the C.N.R. to reduce rates to a
point where it cannot pay the interest
on _its bonds, where is the benefit to
British Columbia? The benefit we get
out of reduced rates will be paid out
of the treasury; we will get rich by
shifting oney from one pocket to
another. If the C.N.R. reaches a com-
mon" poiht on the coast by opening up
new. country and not paralleling the
C.P.R. there would be the same con-
trol of rates and the same competition.
But the government thinks the people
of British Columbia will be led away
to endorse the guarantee of bonds of
a railway running just beside an old-
established line for 250 miles.

“Let me call your attention. to an-
other thing. For this guarantee .of
$21,000,000 bonds we are to ‘get 200
miles of railway on the Mainland- and 4
100 miles on the Island through new
territory. If you trace on a map the
existing lines south of the main line
of the G.T.P. you will find it is not 300
miles which will be needed to develop
that territory, but 3,000. If the prov-
ince is going to pledge $21,000,000 of
credit for 300 miles how much will they
have to pledge before they develop the
whole province south of the G.T.P.?
Mr. Van Munster can find lots of-10-
year-olds in his class who can answer
that simple proposition. The credit of
300,000 people can never be held good
for credits extending to three hundred
millions. That aid _promised to the
C.N.R. can never be extended to the
rest of the nrovince.

No Sectionalism,

“Somewhere back in my childhood I

had knocked into me some idea of
justice, and T want to say to you that
a statesman does not recognize locali-
ties. (Applause.) He looks at  the
whole map and when he is framing a
policy does so along lines which will
result in benefit to the whole country.
I thank you for the honor of nominat-
ing me unanimously, but I want to
point out to you that if we are en-
trusted with the administration of af-
fairs the government will know no sec-
tionalism; that we will develop the
whole of British Columbia just as fast
and fairly as it is possible to develop
it. (Cheers.)
. “You_ will see in the railway policy
that we have advocated for the de-
velopment. of this province that we
know, no sectionalism. While we pro-
pose to aid a line from Vancouver
Island to Fort George we also propose
to aid lines to the northern.end of the
Island. You will find on a map I used
before dissolution was announced that
we propose aid by province and Do-
minion "to the line to Barkley Sound.
You will find outlined and. spoken of
by me a proposition to aid a line from
Campbell river by Johnstone strait or
Bute Inlet to connect with the G.T.P.,
and this is what the people of Victoria
want. (Applause.)

“The people of Victoria are not chil-
dren. You have the finest steamers on
the ceoast plying between your city and
Vancouver, the train terminus. You
have the best service that money can

.give. I ask you, as sensible men, if this

railway is built-t{o English Bluffs, that
gny company is going in there to build
an artificial - harbor, exposed to the
storms of the Gulf, fer the purpose of
putting. on a car ‘ferry when they” can
o into the mouth of the Fraser or any
one of the deen water harbors. Take
the 'Colonist of the day of dissolution
and you will find from their map that
the car ferry is laid out to come to Sid-
ney.

‘“Does the premier expect you to en-
dorse such a policy after your previous
experience? In 1898, on June 15th, was
signed a contract which T had in my
hand to-day for a railway to ‘be built
from this same English Bluff through
the Hope mountains to the boundary,
Since then a good many millions of
British Columbia’s wealth has gone to
build up cities and towns across the
line. That tontract was based on the
authority of the legislature, and was
just as effective as it could be made,
and was signed by Mackenzie & Mann,
Where is the railwar? There was an
election and they had *o have a rail-
way policy, and Mackenzie - & Mann.
were’ Johnny-on-the-spot with the pol-
icy. In 1902, after Premier MecBride
withdrew his support from the Duns-
muir' ministry and formed an opposi-
tion and an election became 'imminent,
the first thing they did was to run to
Montreal for a railway policy. They got
it. Who were the contractors? Again
Mackenzie & Mann were on the spot.
They are always ready, and so you
have another of Mackenzie & Mann’s
contracts on your hands to-day, -

S0? What is ‘their record with railway
guarantees? The Shuswap & Okanagan
runs from Sicamous to Vermon, with
the wheole C. P. R. at one end, going
through a beautiful  valley, with ..100
miles of lake fringed with a rich coun-
try to act as a feeder at the other end.

When
these reSources are exhaustéd what are
we going “to ‘have to replace them?
We want 4 government which will have
a  policy leading to re-investment of
that wéalth within the province in re-
produetivé ‘enterprises, so that when
become more or less
exhausted we shall have other sources
of wealth to take their places.

“If we' are returned to power we
shall ‘try ‘to frame our administration
and -Jegislation along lines that will
develop the province.

LIBERALS SELECT ,
STRONG CANDIDATE

Well Known Resident of Dis-
trict Has Entered Heartily
Into Fight.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

The Liberals of Saanich last night se-
lected
the constituency in the Liberal in-
terests against D. M. Eberts, the Con-
servative candidate at the forthcoming
election. The choice was made unani-
mous and was pronounced by the dele-
gates to the nominating convention
held at Boleskine road schoolhouse as
the best and strongest choice the party
could have made. The convention
after hearing Mr, Brydon
Iy got down to work and started the
campaign going, struck eommittees for
each district and arranged to have the
candidate come to each distriet for con-
sultation and to plan the detailed cam-
paign.

The nomination went to a contest,
Andrew Few, a Boleskine road dele-
gate, being nominated by H. E. Tan-
ner. Twenty-three delegates voted, the
other two being the candidates. Mr.
Brydon secured a majority that showed
he will be well supported in each of
the five districts ang the selection was
made unanimous on the motion of Mr.
Few.

John Oliver, leader .of the Liberal
party, was present before the ballot
was taken, and addressed the conven-
tion and a large number of electors
who were in the hall. Mr. Oliver was
roundly cheered on arising and was ac-
corded the support of the meeting and
thanks for his stirring speech when
leaving.

over the whole situation, showing the,

weakness of the McBride railway pol-
icy, and putting before the electors in
detail the platform of the Liberal
party dealing with railway matters,
timber, health, municipal laws, local
option, Asiatic immigration, better
terms and the provincial police  de-
partment. His concluding remarks,
which were cheered and applauded,
were: “It is now time to get down to
practice. We have been living on air
and promises long enough.” Mr. Oliver
had with him a large map showing the
two railway policies in detail, the dis-
advantages of the government pro-
posals and the tremendous advantaggs
of the opposition railway policy.

Alfred Few, David Stevens, H. Tan-
ner, A. Strachan, J. A, Grant and oth-
ers spoke, all' assurihg the candidate
that their districts were working to
the limit and would keep  working
hard till the closing of the polls on the
night of the election day.

After the nomination had been made
the candidate was called upon to
speak.

Mr. Brydon referred to Mr. Oliver’s
speech as a masterly exposition of the
political situation as it stands to-day.
He said he was not prepared to go.over
the same ground last night as it was
unnecessary for Mr. Oliver had just
spoken so comprehensively on . He,
however, saw the position from the
Saanich interest as one of a question of
service. He had been twenty-five years
in the province and was a Liberal from
way back. The Liberal 4pirit, he de-
clared, was in the blood of his family
and he couldn’t get rid of it if he
wanted to. He had been three years a
member of the Victoria city
and reminded - the electors that the
present agent general had started in
the same place. He had been building
inspector, contractor and fruit grower,
but the last he had found best of all.

Comparing the island with the main-
land, Mr. Brydon showed the island
fruit lands had been neglected te the
advantage of the mainland districts by
the government. The reason he felt
had beeén due to the fact that Saanich
had been represented in the last legis-
lature by a lawyer instead of a fruit
farmer.

The prosecution Is keeping Borderel
away from court, but, say that he wil
testify after Mme. Steinheil's exami
tion has been finished.. This probahly
will be to-day.

The only statement that the ‘red
widow” made that ceuld be construed
in any way as bearing upon the late
President Faure was the following:

“My husband took me to.the salon
of a high dignitary of the republic. He
later became my lover. He was inter-
ested deeply in my husband’s paint-
ings.. The only wrong that he ever did
me was in dying and not taking me
.with him.” A

The woman- continues to maintain
that the murders were committed by
three  men and a red-haired woman,
who were all dressed in long, flowing
robes.

In reviewing the case and in refer-
ring to the woman’s answers to ques-
{ tions, M. Valles, of the prosecution,
said:

“Mme. Steinheil was a liar-at the ags
of five vears and never has reformed”

Mme. Steinheil appeared scarcely
alive while Jean Lefebvre was making
his st#tement. When he had finished
his confession the woman threw up her
hands, tottered and would have fallen
had not guards rushed to her as-
sistance. When she was carried to her
chair the ‘“red widow’” completely col-
lapsed. When she had recovered suf-
ficiently she shrieked at the top of her
voice, “I am innocent, I tell you that
I am ihnocent. I have told you all the
while that I was innocent. Now that
this man has confessed, do you stil
believe me guilty? Why do you con-
tinue to persecute an innocent woman
in this manner? If there is the least
bit of justice to be obtained in France
you ' will - release me this afternoon,
right now.”

Lefebvre was allowed to make his
confession after he had written a note
to the woman’s counsel, in which he
asked permission to make an import-
ant statement to the court. Counsel
then obtained the court’s admission

Neither the presiding judge nor the
woman’s lawyers knew the nature of
the statement that Lefebvre was to
make, and when the man tragically de-
clared that he was guilty of the mur-
ders and demanded the instant re-
lease of Madame Steinheil, the judge
and the entire court room assemblage
were equally astounded.

The prosecution scoffs at Lefebvre's
confession, declaring that the man 18
crazy.
