FROM MIDDLE WEST

The Claims of This Place as a Residen 
tial City Spreading Throughout 

the Continent.

The experience of the past few months 
received by mail,and the assurances 

indicate that this summer will witness 
remarkable influx to the city, not only 

of transient tourists, but of people seek- 
homes.

ing (permanent 
Victoria, as a residential city, has, with, 
in the last few years, become as wide as 
the -confinent, and the offerts of the 
Tourist Association recently have done 
a great deal towards fostering the 
timent that this place is distinctly the 
beauty spot of tiie Dominion. From 
time to time the Times has published 
letters received by the officers of the 
association from parties seeking 
here, and, in. addition, scores of private 
communications have been received 
by the Times of late, bearing on the 
same subject, from parties residing in 
the states of the Union, but more par­
ticularly from points in Manitoba and 
the Northwest Territories.

In. fact, if is from the Territories and 
Manitoba that the most pronounced tide 
of immigration is expected, not only to 
the city but to different parts of the 
-province. Last* fall real estate agents 
made a number of sales, generally of 
the better class of residences, to prairie 
people who had come West on pleasure, 
and had become so charmed Witli the 
situation and surroundings of this place 
that they had decided to locate here. 
Some of them bought lots for "the pur­
pose of building on them, but the ma­
jority purchased residences, generally in 
the prettier portions of the town. The 
explanations of this trend of population 
westward is not far to seek. The influx 
of American investors on to the Can­
adian plains and the sharp demand for 
the more desirable lands, throughout the 
middle west, has enhanced the value of 
ranches and farms in Manitoba and the 
Northwest several hundred per cent. 
The result has been that a greaf number 
of settlers there, who had already 
achieved almost a competence, have 
been able to dispose of their holdings at 
big figures, and the aggregate of their 
sales and earnings have netted them a 
figuré upon which they can retire.

Anyone who has lived on the prairie» 
knows that it is an undesirable place of 
residence, and while many people have, 
amassed wealth there, few care to end 
their days in a country where tiie 
climate is so severe. To this class Brit­
ish Columbia particularly appeals, be­
cause of the mildness of its climate, and 
of course no point in the whole prov­
ince is so attractive to a home lover as 
the city of Victoria. This.plfj<?e and yiis 
province benefits, therefore, ;as iC* were 
by proxy, through! the American. ià- 
vasion of the Canadian middle west.

A few weeks ago a Winnipeg contrac­
tor came to this city to install certain 
fixtures in a large establishment here. 
The change from a Winnipeg winter to 
a Victoria one may well be imagined by 
anyone who has experienced) both, and 
this gentleman was so charmed1 with the 
place that he returned a few days ago 
to the Prairie capital, with a resolution 
to dispose of hiis business there1 and 
remove to Victoria. This is but one 
case, but it is typical of many.

As an example of some of the com­
munications received by the Times, the 
following, which arrived by Monday’s 
mail, may be given. It is from a general 
merchant in Stonewall, Man. It says:

“Since I was in Victoria I have made 
up my mind to move (my family there 
for a year, and see how I like it. I 
have lived here in Stonewall over 17 
years, and have done well, but I want 
a change and rest, and think I shall like 
your beautiful city of Victoria. All be­
ing well, I leave here to-day for Winni­
peg, shall stay two days there and leave 
Winnipeg on Thursday night’, the 19th 
inst., for Victoria.”

In the face of this increase of popula­
tion, about which there is not the slight­
est doubt, the scarcity of desirable 
houses for rental becomes a serious mat­
ter. Most of these parties will purchase 
their homes, and- this will reduce the 
number of rentable houses even below 
the present list. In the meantime, there 
are not a sufficient number of good 
houses for rent in the city to accommo­
date tiie people here, real estate men 
agreeing on this point. It looks as 
though the Tourist Association would 
have to inaugurate an agitation among 
the builders to meet this pressing con­
tingency.

One 
can readily imagine the great’ hardship 
in shipping produce and receiving freight 
in open boats in- stormy weather.

co, under the name of theWard claim. In 
the days ot' its discovery it was called 
the Blue Lead. Despite the fact that* a 
span of more than forty years separates 
the'present from the time it was stakèd 
that mine is still being worked.

Speaking to a Times reporter this 
morning, Mr. Moore said that the On­
ward claims on Keithley creek was pay­
ing from thirty to forty ounces a week. 
In January its owners cleaned up one 
hundred and thirty ounces. The Moore 
company -has three claims on Spanish 
creek which flows into the north branch 
of the Quesnelle river. This ground is 
being opened up by a tunnel from the 
level of the north fork. During the past 
season the company has driven across 
the old channel, and good ,pay dirt has 
been struck, the prospects being from 
four to six ounces tb a set of timbers.

Black Bear -creek, a branch of the 
Spanish river, where Mr. Moore is 
now working, gives good indications, 
and with the necessary expenditure 
of labor and! capital should, he thinks, 
result in good diggings. It is reported 
that on Goose creek, where .the Helger- 
son brothers have a good property, but 
where a cloud burst did them damage 
last summer, new machinery will be in­
stalled during the coming season, and 
active work resumed.

The high benches of Quesnelle lake, 
Mr. Moore reports as paying fairly well. 
But the great trouble, he points out, is 
the lack of adequate transportation and 
capital tb open up the deep placers now 
beyond the reach of individual miners. 
A railroad from some point on the C. 
P. R:, says Ashcroft or Kamloops, 
through the gold belt • of Cariboo, 
Omineca ahd Caaisiar, would open up the 
best mining country in the world, bar 
none. This is all locked up now .be­
cause it is useless to attempt to fake 
machinery in at a freight rate of $120 
per ton. Another great difficulty, or 
rather obstacle in the way of develop­
ment, Mr. Moore explains is the mining 
law. A miner under existing conditions 
must pay $o to get hiis lease awl $50 per 
year rent, in, addition to $5 for his 
miner's certificate. He must then do 
$1,000 worth of work on his property in 
a year. He simply can’t do this, and 
the miners won’t try it. If fhese restric­
tions were removed the country would 
be prospected and opened up. Mr. 
Moore favors -Crown granting hydraulic 
claims. Deep placers and lode mines 
should be put on the same footing. As 
it is now capitalists are quite reason­
ably averse to taking over properties to 
which no titles are held.

Speaking of freight rates made Mr. 
Moore reminiscent. He recalled how in 
1861 he took a pack of provisions to 
Antler creek from,Lytton, when Vhe rate 
was forty cents per pound. But he 
reaped a harvest w» en he got there. So­
cager were the miners for the .goods that 
they didn’t wait for him to unpack 
them. He sold flour at a dollar a pound. 
Meals in those days were $2.50 each, 
and no luxuries were included in the

Before coming to British Columbia, 

Mr. Moore tried his fortune in Cali­
fornia.

In connection with the proposal put 
forward by some of the South African 
mining magnates to introduce Chinamen 
into their mines, there has been a good 
deal of reference in the newspapers to 
British Columbia’s experience in regard 
to the Asiatic labor question. The Daily 
Mail published- a communication, from its 
Vancouver correspondent giving the 
“opinion of authoritative observers in 
British Columbia, who held that the in­
troduction of Chinese, labor was a curse 
to any ‘whit’e man’s’ country.” This 
produced the following reply from the 
agent-general, the Hon. J. H. Turner:

“In justice to British Columbia 1 
should like to state the following facts 
bearing upon the Asiatic labor question: 
The population of British Columbia is 
about 200,000, and of this the total num­
ber of Asiatics is less than 20,000. 
Wages in the mines are, for laborers, 
8s. to 10s.; miners, 12s. to 14s.; in each 
case for a day of eight hours. Practical­
ly there are no Asiatics employed in Brit­
ish Columbia mines except for surface 
work in some coal mines. All Chinamen 
have t’o pay one hundred dollars before 
they
White men, in- the exercise of 
rights, have generally united in order to 
secure efficient legislation to prevent the 
country being flooded by Asiatics to the 
detriment of themselves and their fami­
lies.”

The third ordinary meeting of the Le 
Roi Mining Company, Limited, was held 
this week. Sir Henry W. Tyler occu­
pied the chair, and contrary to anticipa­
tion, there were no “scenes.” In an­
swer to shareholders the chairman said 
that in the opinion of the directors an 
amalgamation with the Le Roi No. 2 was 
most undesirable, as it would be impos­
sible to arrange satisfactory terms for 
the parent mine.

As 
some of the persons likely to make the 
projected tour are extensively interested 
in mining in other parts of the world, 
their visit, if it takes place, may lead to 
some renewal of activity.

Reference has already been made to 
the useful work that the Australian 
agents-general do for their respective 
states in keeping their advantages con­
stantly before the British- people, and 
the following throws some light on their 
methods for publicity : The Colonial Club 
in Whitehall is a most useful and popu­
lar institution, . much patronized by 
Anglo-Colonials from all .parts of the 
Empire. The club has monthly “house 
dinners,” to which it is usual to invite 
some distinguished person as the guest 
of of honor for the occasion. For some 
time past these distinguished guests 
have all been, gentlemen connected with 
Australian interests, the last being the 
governor-elect of Western Australia, Ad- 
mira^Si^ Frederick Bedford, G. C. B., 
who was entertained a few days ago 
prior to his leaving for hi* seat of gov- 
trnnjent. On these occasions. speeches 
fi’bpu.t Australia, her advantages and re­
sources, are made by the agents-general 
and others, and as these speeches are 
widely reported they make the best pos­
sible advertising. Some of the Can­
adian members of the Colonial Club 
think that it is .about time that Canada 
was having an innings, and it has been 
arranged that at the next house dinner 
on February 25th, Lord Strathcona will 
occupy the chair, and1 the guests will be 
the six Canadians who now have seats 
in the British House of Commons. 
These are Sir Gilbert Parker, General 
Lawtie, the Hon. Edward Blake. Mr.

SITUATION AT NANAIMO
HAS NOT IMPROVED

A Report That Practically All the De­
mands by the Miners Have 

Been Refused.

Nanaimo, Feb. 23.—At a miners’ meet­
ing in the opera house this morning a 
statement from the Western Fuel Co. 
was read, describing the state of the 
coal market. Practically all the demands 
of the miners have been refused. It was 
announced this morning thaf President 
Howard would address the men, but 
this proposal was evidently not favor­
ably received by the miners, as he did 
not attend.

After three hours’ discussion the meet­
ing adjourned at 1.30. No information 
as to the decision reached is yet obtain­
able, but it is known a strike has not 
been declared.

The situation looks more serious now 
than it has since the commencement of - 
the difficulty, and great uncertainty ex­
ists as to the final outcome.

Mr. Parent was, 
however, represented by the treasurer in 
his ministry, Mr. Duffy, who bad full 
power to act for the Quebec govern­
ment. Last summer was essentially a 
colonial season in London, and there 
■were numerous important functions, of­
ficial and unofficial. As regards the 
official functions the provincial premiers 
felt themselves very much “out of it” as 
compared with the representatives of 
the Australian states. I may mention 
that none of the Australian state pre­
miers puf in an appearance at the cor­
onation, as they did not consider that 
they had been invited in the proper 
manner. Thiey received a general invi­
tation from the colonial office, , sent 
through the Governor-General of the 
Commonwealth, in the same way as the 
invitation to the provincial premiers was 
sent through the Governor-General of 
the Dominion. They, however, refused 
to recognize an invitation sent in this 
way, as the state governor ini each of 
the six Australian ‘states is a nominee 
of the Imperial government, holding 
delegated authority from the, Crown di­
rect. and not through the Govemor-Gen- 
eral-in-council, as in, the case with the 
lieutenant-governors of the Canadian 
provinces. At the coronation the Aus­
tralian states were represented by their 
respective agents-general. who received 
official recognition, aT«l were accorded 
privileges that were not granted to pro­
vincial premiers or the agents-general of 
Canadian provinces. As a result, at im­
portant gathers the representatives of 
far-off Australia greatly outnumbered 
the representatives of Canada, the senior 
colony, and was the subject of much 
comment and no little heartburning af 
the time.

The matter was fully discussed by the 
provincial premiers in London, and .they 
went formally to lay the matter before 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Mr. Fielding and 
the other Dominion ministers then in 
England.

Newark, N. J., Feb. 19.—Eight children 
were killed and a score or more injured 
in an accident to-day when the fast ex­
press on the Lackawanna railroad cut 
through a trolley car crowded with 
school children. The motorman of the 
car, who stuck to his post, will die, and 
the engineer of the express was so badly 
hurt tht there is little hope of his re­
covery.

Both the express and the trolley were 
on a steep grade going at right angles. 
The express was signalled and the cross­
ing gates were lowered, while the trol­
ley car was yet half way down the hill. 
The motorman shut off the power and ap­
plied the brakes, but almost immediately 
the car began to slip along the icy rails. 
It gained tremendous momentum, and at 
the bottom of the hill crashed through 
the gates directly in the track of the on­
coming train. The locomotive ploughed 
its way through the trolley car, throwing 
the children in every direction. The ac­
cident happened within three blocks of 
the High school building, and in the 
at the time were nearly 100 pupils. As 
many as 30 others had managed to throw 
themselves from the car before the crash 
came.

'Plie trolley was one of the specials 
which every day bring the children to 
school. It had more than its ordinary 
load to-day owing to the cold. It 
tained every child that could squeeze in­
side and others stood on the rear plat­
form.

The pilot of the engine struck almost 
in the centre of the oar and turned it 
partly around and then cut it in two. 
The upper part was reduced to frag­
ments under tahe drivers. One half was 
thrown to one aide and lay on the tracks. *
