“The plan is to obviate this trouble by
using evidence, which other players pro-
fess to have, to show that those standing
out, have themselves violated: the amateur
rules in the past, and in this way to have
‘them professionalized and forced to play
“in the professional league or not at all.
These revelations if they came, might
concern not only players now in New
Brunswick, but others in Nova Scotia as
well, for it is claimed that interested peo-
ple have an, abundance of evidence affect-
ing members of quite a number of teams.
The Tribune also refers in connection
with the professional league story to the
Montreal Star assertion that a New
Brunswick man has lately been signing
playens in upper Canada. The local pa-
per intimates that it expects denials of its
story, but asserts that the article is, in
essential points, correct.

“No American animals from any state
_§n the union can be shipped to Europe

through Canadian ports, neither can Can-
adian animals be allowed to be shipped in
* vessels carrying American live stock. Ves-
gels sailing from American ports carrying
five stock are forbidden to touch at Can-
sdian ports.”

This is the latest order passed by the
Canadian government as a result of the
outbreak. of hoof and mouth disease in
the United States. -

One effect, of this new order will be to
ghut out the horses purchased in Ken-
tucky by Peter Clinch for the New Bruns-
wick government. They will probably be
-hung up for some time as the embargo
stays in effect for six months from the
appearance of the last case of the disease.

Canadian cattle which have hitherto
been shipped through Portland, Maine, via
tfe Grand Trunk, will now have’to come
through St. John or Halifax.

4s no vesgels carrying American cattle
(Canadian port. It shuts out
the steamers on the great lakes and the
only cattle that can be exported are the
Canadian stock.

It is not definitely known how this new
order will affect the C. P. R., but it is
not unlikely that they will be forbidden
to carry live stock through the State of
Maine, as they were a few years ago, in
which case the shipments would have to
come via the I. C. R. ¢

The authorities in the United States are
using every means to stamp out the dis-
ease as it affects very many industries and
ties up trade to a great extent. The em;
bargo applies not only to live stock, but
to meats, hides, hair, and various products
;lt:at affect fertilizing plants, tanneries,

Whether an increase in cattle ship-
ments through this port will result or not,
remaing to be seen, but it is claimed
that there are not a great many Canadian
cattle available for export.

Wm. Downie, general superintendent of
the C. P. R, said he had received no
word as to their shipments through
Maine, and could not say whether " it
would affect them or not. Dr, J. H. Frink,
government inspector of cattle, said he
was kept informed of the new regulations
by the authorities in Ottawa; but he was
not at liberty to discuss the matter.

Buffalo, N. Y., Nov. 30—Under the
closest restrictions the east Buffalo stock
yards resumed business this morning, but
at noon very few cattle had been received
and it is expected that the receipts will
continue light. Among the stock to come
in were twelve cars of lambs from Can-
ada and some cattle from the middle west.

~ SHOT HIMSELF IN THE HEA

Despondent He Took His Own Life Last Night—
Medical Aid Arrived Too Late to Save Him.

George Thomas, a farmer and fisherman
residing at Mispec shot and killed himself
in his home last evening. §

News of the tragedy reached the city
last evening in a telephone message to Dr.
J. W. Daniel, asking him to hasten to the
scene as the man was still alive. / fter an
exciting drive, however, over rough roads
in the dark, the doctor reached the home
to find that the man had passed away.

The matter has been re] to Cor-
oner Berryman who is looking into the
case.

Mr. Thomas was a respected resident of
Mispec and leaves a wife, two sons and
two daughters. The sons and one daugh-
ter resides at home and the other daughtey
Mrs. Cormier, resides in Charlestown,
Mass. The only reason assigned for the
rash act, is despondency. It was about 9.30
o'clock last evening when Mrs. Thomas
and her danghter who had retired, heard
o ghot and the sound of 2 {falling body in

the living room, adjoining the bedrooms,
They immediately rushed out to find the
husband and father lying on the floor un=
conscious with a smoking revolver in his
hend and a bullet hole in' the back of hie
head.

The man was apparently still alive and
a telephone message was immediately sent
to Dr. Daniel asking him to come out at
once which he did, only to arrive too late.

From the location of the wound which
is 'at the back of the head on the right .
side and pointing downwards, the doctor
said he ‘did not think the wound ocould ,
have been made accidentally but was a
clear case of suicide. :

Coroner Berryman when asked about
thie matter said he was awaiting further
information from Mispec, before he de-
cided whether it was necessary for him
to go to the scene of the tragedy. Mr.
Thomas would be about 45 or 50 years of

age.

Paris, Nov. 30—The Libre Parole, an
Anti-Semitic journal, is still keeping up
the cry that Felix Faure, who died in
this city in 1899, was the vietim of a pol-
itical murder because he intended to Te-
fuse the request for a re-trial of the
Dreyfus case. It claims now that Adolphe
Steinheil, who was found dead in his resi-
dence in Paris last May, was murdered
with the connivance of his wife and the
political police. The object of the crime
was to obtain possession of certain letters
written by M. Faure, which the paper al-
leges, coOmpromise Mmen NOW active in pub-
lic life.

Story Moby Dick Will Attempt to Solve This Problem.

As soon -ashe can. straighten out &
huge stack of notes, figures ahd photo:
grabhs, accumulated in the course of. five
months aboard Norwegian whaling ves-
sels  in the Northern: Pacific, -Roy C.
Andrews of the department of mammals

in the American Musesm of Natural His-
tory, will undertake to determine how
much or how little the whalescon opposite
' sides of the weorld have in common.
‘. He will, thereby, solve one of the still
open . questions of the ‘biologists: “Do
water mammals, when separated, dif-
ferentiate, and, in course of time, form
different species?” ‘That such differenti-
ation takes place in Jand mammals is
one of the axioms of the science. If all
the elephants for instance, had been
found originally in Africa, and then sep-
arated .by-the transportation of a_ part of
them to South America, making inteérm-
ingling impossible;" the descendants. of the
two groups would Rave constituted, event-
ually, two species.

Some say that the same thing would
happen in the case of whales . Some
say not. Until Andrews made his voOy-

subject. Many .of the great whale au-
thorities never tackled it, and even Her-
man Melville, in that fine old sea yarm,
“Moby Dick, or the Great White Whale,”
never referred to the fact that a bow-
head whale in the Pacific might not be
the same as a bowhead in the -Atlantic.

But there is enough real yhale lore in
Moby Dick, especially in that classifica-
tion of the mammal folios, octavos, and
duodecimos, to make the lover of the
book (some folks reread it as often as
they do Pickwick) almost believe that
the great white whale was real, too, an_d
actually did snap off crazy Capt. Ahab’s
leg on one voyage and swallow the rest of
him with his' crew ona subsequent ven-
ture. i v -

But, no, the scientists won't swallow
Moby Dick, although they do ‘admit that
Melville knew a lot about whales and
those fiercest critics of all, the old Nan-
tucket, whalemen, say amen to all the
weird and +wonderful details of Capt.

of the Museum of Natural History, after
reading the toast of Ahab, the like of
which probably will never be given on
the quarterdeck of a modern steam whaler
out of Norway.

And again he eaid that there was no
real white whale.

“That is the nearest thing there is to a
white whale,” he said, pointing to a big
white specimen mounted in the whale sec-
tion of the museum, “‘and thet is mot a
real whale. 1t’s beluga, more like & dol-
phin than a whale.” :

1t surely wasn’t Moby Dick. Beluga, as
big.as he was, was only a pan fish to be
caught on a bent pin, compared with the
white whale of Ahab.

Perhaps the tyue whales of the scien-
tists will be as scarce as the white whale
of fiction. before long. They are being
rapidly exterminated, according to Mr.
Andrews, and the museums of the world
are sadly lacking in epecimens.

“There isn’t a collection in this or any
other country,” said Dr. Hermon €. Bum-
pus, director of the Amefican Museum,
“that has a complete specimen of the
right whale.” ; i !

Several years ago Dr. Fred W. True,
head curator of biology in the National
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Museum at Washington, secured Te-
ments of many whales in the Atlantic.
Mz. Andrews’ data covers 100 individual
whales of the Pacific, including four spec-
ies; the humpback, the finback, the sul-
phur bottom, and the sperm. These two
sets of figures will be compared.

“We shall make the study, part for
part,” said Mr.  Andrews, ‘“with refer-
ence to eyes, fins, heads, and tails. The
avork will be done on a percentage basis;
that is, the whole length of the whale will
be 100. Then, for instance, the distance
between tail and fin might be 10 per cent,
if the percentages of the Atlantic set of
figures differ uniformly from those of the
Pacific measurements,- then we will know
the whales in the two oceans are of dif-
ferent species.

Gas Explosion in Ceal Mine at
Marianna, Penn., Claims 138
Victims—Many Bodies Al-

" ready Recovered.

Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 20.—Twenty-five
bodies, all but two of them horribly mu—-
tilated and a number of them dismem-
bered, were taken today #rom the mine
of the Pittsburg-Buffalo Coal Company at
Marianna, forty miles south of here,where
an explosion oceurred yesterday, killing
many men and casting gloom dver what
was until then considered the model min-
ing town of the world.

There is no doubt that the death list
will reach 138 men. Officials of the com-
pany, who said last night that not over
125 had been killed, admit tonightythat
138 men went down the shaft to Work
yesterday morning. According to miners
and others familiar with the number of
men generally employed in the mine, the
death list will exceed the company’s esti-
mate by at least fifty.

As in nearly all mine digasters there
seems no way at present of knowing how
many men went to work. The number
check-off system has again proved defec-
tive and from no source can an’ accurate
statément as to the fatalities be secured.
It is possible that the exact number of
men killed will never be known. Up to
darkness tonight twenty-five bodies had
been brotight to the surface in an iron
bucket. Arms, legs or heads were miss-
ing from some and the trunks of others
were burned, bruised and eut. .

Two of the men taken from the mine
today were suffocated and their -bodies
were not even scratched. One of these
was John Ivill, a cousin of John H. Jones,
president of the Pitteburg-Buffalo Coal
Company, owner of the mine, who was
employed as head timekeeper. Ivill’s body
was found beneath a coal digging machine
and it was apparent that he crawled there
in a vain effort to _escape the deadly
fumes.

The body of the other man was found
near Ivill: The unfortunate man had
placed his face in a pool of water which
all miners are advised to do when an ex-
plosion occurs, in a desperate attempt to
fight off suffocation, until rescued.

Early today a small fire broke: out in
the_ mine. Several fire bosses, properly
equipped, were hurried into the mineand
succeeded in extinguishing the blaze be-
fore any serious damage was done.

Reports have been in circulation all day
that a second and more tertific explosion

company officials assert this is not true.
There is considerable gas in the mine,
however, and there is undoubtedly danger
of a second explosion. :

Many relatives of the victims stood aﬁ
day close to the ropes around the shaff,
but there were few ‘of the harrowifig
socenes usually associated with a mine px-
plosion. Most of the relatives are Jng-
lish-speaking people who bear their/grief
in silence. It is estimated that one-fourth
of the victims are Americans.

< But Frank Scott Who Landgd at Halifax on Nov. 21 and
Stole Four Herses a Watch and $5 Will Speedily Find
~  That Canadian Justice Has a Heavy Hand. ’

}ncton, N. B; Nov., 929—Charged with
steaipg four horses, a gold watch and a
small sum of money at different points
between Halifax and Moneton, a young
Englishman, newly arrived in Canada,
was apprehended by the police here to-
day.

The name of this much wanted Eng-
lishman is Frank Scott, aged 20. He ar-
rived in Halifax Nov. 21 on the steamer
Tunisian, according to his own story, and
having no money decided vpon a some-
what novel plan to get into western
Canada. At Halifax he hired a horse from
Isner's livery stable and drove to Shu-
benacadie last Sunday.  There he left
horse No. 1 and worked his way to Truro
where he hired his second horse and
drove to Londonderry Mines, leaving
horse No. 2 about four miles from town.

At Londonderry Mines he got another
horse from J. E. Bigney's livery stable
and drove to Westchester. There he put
up at a house kept by a woman from
whom, she claims, Scott stole a gold
watch and $5 cash. Scott admits taking
the watch and $2.25.

Leaving the Londonderry horse at
Westchester Scott made his gvay to Am-
berst Wednesday last remaining there till
Raturday.

American Newspaper Apologizes
for Publication of Alleged Hale'
Interview. :

New York, Nov. 20—The 'Néw York
World which recently published what it
expla:ns it then honestly believed to be a

correct synopsis of the interview given by
the German emperor to Dr. Wm. Bayard
Hale and subsequently euppressed, hax
sent a cablegram - to Chancellor Von
Buelow saying the Hale interview was
incorrect and unjustified.
Tl;‘t)'t cablegram is as follows:
_"After a painstaking investigation, the
New York World find no convligncing’basis
of fact for its published synopsis of the
lfale interview with His Majesty, the
German Emjeror. It accepts your verdict
t!\at the alleged interview ascribed to the
Emperor ‘stupidly absurd words which he
cannot have uttered.” As a matter of
simple justice to the German Emperor and
the Ggrman people, the World will print
an editorial leader Monday morning ex-
pressing its sincere regret at the publica-
tion of a synopsis which it regards as mis-
leadmg and mischievous. It was an hoa-
est mistake comfmitted merely = $hrough
over-zeal, without the  knowledge of the
proprietor or chief editor, and so late at
night. that the article did ot appear in
the first edition.  Proofs of the synopsis
sent to the author of the interview had
been corrected in his own handwriting,
and this was naturally accepted as evid-
ence that the article, as printed, 'was per-
eonally approved by him. :
“The New :York World.”

In publishing the foregoing cablegram. to-
niorrow, the World will state that the
synopeis was submitted to Dr. Hale prior
to its publication and that “ten words
from him,would have made publication
impossible.” It will add that Dr. Hale,
having contented himself with the excision
of several statements, the World printed
the -corrected copy in the belief that Dr.
Hale in personally correcting the proéfs,
bad aflirmed the truth of every statement
he left .untouched.” .
