Montreal, Aug. 16—Montreal is passing
through a time of itrouble. The vicinity
of -Cathedral and Lagauchetiere street is
at present terrorized nightly by a lawless
gang of men about twenty-five years old.

FIFTY PEOPLE ARE
THROWN INTO LAKE

Montreal, Aug. 15.—~There was a scene
of great excitement ai the St. Agathe re-
gutta Saturday afternoon when a promen-
ade over the water collapsed, precipita-
ting 500 people to a floating whart five
feet below, and throwing fifty of them
into the lake, five or six feet deep at that
point.

To accommodate the crowd at the fin-|
ishing line a promenade had been built:
over the floating dock opposite the Hotel
Del Mont, the dock being used by the
competitors.

At the conclusion of a race one of the
onlookers fell out of a boat. Immediately
thiere was a rush of 500 or 600 people irom
the hotel verandahs to watch the rescue.
The weight proved too much for the
promenade whose supports slipped out in-
to the lake, and the whole mass of people
were precipitated to the dock, five feet
below. The guard rail broke and fifty of
the crowd were thrown into the lake.'

A wild scene of confusion followed as
the mass of frightened people were ex-
tricated from the wreckage of the prom-
enade, while the boats were busy rescuing
tHose thrown into the lake.

For a time it was feared that a terrible
catastrophe had happened,. and it was
some time before it could be found wheth-
er any people had been killed or not.
Fortunately the mishap had no more ser-
number of
people a good soaking, the people in the
lake being all rescued, while none of those
thrown to the dock were injured beyond
a number of small cuts and bruises.

St. John extends a hearty welcome tc
the Rt. Hon. James Bryce and Mrs. Bryce.
Even if he were not the British ambas-
sador at Washington, Mr. Bryce would
still be the distinguished statesman, and
voluminous and brilliant author, whose
fame is secure. As Britain’s representa-
tive in the United States he has won
golden opinions, in a country which has
long recognised his great literary ability.
He is one of the most eminent of all the
men who have addressed the Canadian
Club of St. John, and its members are to
to be congratulated on having him as their
guest.

As the Times observed the other day,
St. John should interest Mr. Bryce. 1t is
the chief winter port of Canada, and it
was founded by Loyalists who came here
after the Revolution in the country to
which he is now the accredited representa-
tive of the British government.

FORWARD NEW BRUNSWICK

' What is the Hazen government doing to
encourage the development of the re-
viources of New Brunswick? To what can
the people point as an evidence that this
is a progressive government, pursuing in-
telligently a constructive policy for the
benefit of the province? We hear occasi-
onally about some Kentucky, or Clydesdale
or Percheron horses, which shows that
Mr. W. W. Hubbard is continuing his ar-
duous labors as the instructor of the
commissioner for agriculture; and occasi-
onally the Standard tells us that Mr. Wil-
mot has landed another Scotchman or
Englishman to labor on an up-river farm.
We are also asked to note the fact that
the C. P. R. has issued a booklet adver-
tising the St. John valley,—the said C. P.
R. being at the time undér the hypnotic
influence of Premier Hazen. For the rest,
the highways of the province are in worse
condition ‘ than when this government
came into power. The farmers find rather
more difficulty than before in hauling
their produce to market. They are unable
to discover that the government has done
anything of practical benefit for them,
while it has made the roads worse. The
report of the famous agricultural commis-

nct‘ion tawn to bring in new settlers. To
get a certain amount of money ‘and to
spend it is the height of this government’s
ambition.

What the government is not doing, the
boards of trade, farmers’ associations and
municipal bodies should undertake. New
Brunswick is on the main line and its
chief city is one of the
ways -of the empire. The province
should share in the growth which in the
west is so phenomenal. It is not as if
this were an ‘isolated province and with-
out resources. All that is needed is vig-
orous and concerted action and the in-
auguration of a policy that will bring the
province into public view and keep it
there. There are too many pessimists
among us.

paid to mineral resources in various coun-
ties, to realize that New Brunswick must
become & rich and populous province. It
is only a question of time. What is be-
ing done to hasten the time? Americans
discovered our advantageous position with
regard to forest wealth, and they are ap-
propriating more and more of that wealth
to themselves. In manufacturing indus-
tries the province must advance, for the
simple reason that it can now compete
successfully in the markets of the far west,
which are expanding at an extremely rap-
id rate, and will continue to expand for
an indefinite period. We have the cli-
mate, the intelligent labor ,the nearness
to lumber, coal and iron, the background
of fertile farmlands, exceptional facilities
for assembling raw materials from all
parts of the world, and equally good fa-
cilities for, shipping the products in all
directions.  We have, moreover, a 8ea
board location within a week-of the Brit-
ish market, for the produce of the gar-
dens, the farms, the dairies and the pas-
tures.

In view of all these facts, the people of
New Brunswick should not only prove
themselves hopeful and . progressive, but
they should insist upon such government-
al action as will hasten the day of de-
velopment along every line of material
expansion.  ‘“By the street of by-and bye
we arrive at the gate of never.”

THE BEAUTIFUL RIVER

A citizen said to the Times on Satdr-
day that too miuch is taken for granted
in regard to the attract@ns of the St.
John river. Visitors to St. John do not
have brought to their attention with suffi-
cient emphasis the charms, for example,
of a trip up the river to Evandale or
Hampstead, and return the same day.
Even to a citizen who knows the ‘river
this is a delightful jotrney on a summer
day, and how much more charming must
it be to one who has not before seen the
beautiful scenery along the route. Pri-
marily, it may be said that the steamer
lines should advertise their wares, but it
is to the advantage of all that visitors see
us at our best, and none have done that
in summer who has not gone up the river,
for at least a portion of the distance to-
ward the capital. That which lures so
many citizens to summer camps or cot-
tages along the shores for many miles
from the city should be even more attrac-
tive to the stranger, who perhaps comes
from a smoky city or a region where
majestic river with lovely  beaches and
cooling shades are entirely unknown.

Whatever may be the merits of a par-
ticular case, the citizens will heartily com-
mend Chief Clark in his determination to
have an absolutely sober police force. If
there is any man who should be above
suspicion in this respect it should be the
guardian of the peace. One of his duties
is to see that the liquor law is not vio-
lated. If it is his habit to frequent
saloons he will be more reluctant to get
a saloon keeper in trouble, and experience
has already shown that there are some
dealers who if permitted to do so will
persistently violate the law. There is too
much drunkenness in St. John.

New York schooner Annie Bliss off Cape
Sable last Wednesday morning, was re-
ported today, when six men of the crew
were landed today by the Gloucester
(Mass.), fishing schooner Lillian, which
picked up the men on Friday morning
after they had been adrift at sea in an
open boat without food or drink for sixty
hours.

The rescued men are Captain Enos
Huntley, Mate W. H. Munson, Seamen
Harrison, Cannon, George Anderson, Oliv-
er Olson and Cook R. E. Bridges. All
came from Horton (C. B.), except the
captain and cook, who belong to New
York. ;

On Tuesday the 10th the vessel ran into
a northwester which swept away the deck-
load and caused the Bliss to labor heav-
ily. Just before dawn on Wednesday, &
big wave threw the ship over on her
beam ends and the crew was obliged to
take to the tender. There were but three
oars in the boat and in the high seas it
was difficult to keep the boat head on to
the waves. She rapidly filled with water,
and old shoes were used to bail her out.

At noon the next day the gale abated
but the men suffered severely from hun-
ger and thirst. Thursday a steamer was
sighted in the distance, but apparently
the small boat was not seen. Just as
dawn broke on Friday morning the 13th,
however, a schooner was seen three miles
distant and was signalled by means of a
shirt fastened to an oar. - The schooner
immediately bore down upon the boat
and picked the men up. They were great-
ly exhausted.

The Bliss was lost off Brier Island, near
the southern end of Nova Scotia about
105 miles to the westward, as mear as
could be learmed. She was owned by
Simpson Clapp, of New York, and was

are dead and fifty injured, some fatally, as
the result of a head-on collision between
train No. 8, north bound, and train No. 1,
southbound, on the Denver & Rio Grande
at Husted, thirteen miles north of Color-.

Six Spans Callapse Near Mc-
Givney Junction and John

Fredericton, Aug. };——Six spans of one
of the largest trestlés’on the New Bruns-
wick section. ¢ fthe Grand Trunk Pacific,
collapsed on Saturday. afternoon with the

result ‘that one workman was killed and
several others had miraculous escapes.

The accident occurred at 3.30 o'clock
at the trestle over Mullins Brook four
miles west of McGivney Junction where
the G. T. P. crosses the Canadian Eastern
division of the Intercolonial.

John McMullin, of Cape Breton, was in-
stantly killed. John’ Patterson, engineer,
badly bruised, and four workien injured
but not seriously.

The trestle over Mullins Brook comes
on a curve is 1,400 feet long.. Six of the
twelve foot spans of the wooden trestle
were hurled to the bottom of the gully,
a distance of about 50 ‘feet. Six men went
down with the cars.

John Patterson, the engineer in charge
of the Ideomotive, stuck to' his post, not
having time enough to jump, and with
four others he came out of the accident
with injuries that are not serious.

When the workmen rushed to the as-
sistance of the injured, they found Me-
Mullin was dead, having apparently been
instantly killed, a car crushing him. The
injured were given every posgible - atten-
tion.

MR. PUGSLEY SPEAKS
OF WESTERN TRIP

Sees Great Gains Since His Last
Visit—The Waterways—Com-
ing Here in Few Days.

Ottawa, Aug. 15—Hon. Wm. Pugsley,
minister of public works, returned today
from a seven weeks’ tour of the western
provinces. 2

He expressed himself as astonished at
the marvelous progress the country has
made since he travelled over it some years

ago.*

_The development of the water routes in
the prairie provinces was the public work
whieh -interested him most deeply, he said

to the proposal to improve navigation gen-
erally in the Saskatchewan river and open
up water communication between Edmon-
ton and Winnipeg. This would mean every-
thing to the farmers living in proximity
to that great river.
“The locks at St. Andrews will soon be
completed, thus enabling vessels traversing
Lake Winnipeg to reach the city of Win-
nipeg. By the expenditure of a reasonable
sum of money it appears,” said Mr. Pugs-
ley , “that it will be possible to secure
water communications by way of the Red
River, Lake Winnipeg and the Saskatche-
wan River.” =
The minister added that though it might
seem somewhat visionary, he believed that
a great system of waterways converging
upon the Nelson River, and so reaching
Hudson Bay and Europe directly could be
created.
Mr. Pugsley spoke in complimentary terms
of the American: settlers, and the good
work they had done in Saskatchewan, ren-
dering highly productive land, which a few
years ago even the government experts de«
clared unfit for cultivation. These men,
however, had come from a territory ‘in
which similar dry conditions prevailed, and
they had turned their knowledge to such
good account that land, which they had
purchased for two or three dollars an
acre, was today valued at thirty to forty
dollars. At Dundearen, for instance, one
farmer expected 35000 bushels of wheat
from two sections while another anticipat-
ed 50,000 bushels from 2,000 acres.
In British Columbia, said Mr. Pugsley,
he had not heard the Oriental question
mentioned except by the ladies, who said
that if they could not get more Chinamen
they, Liberals and Conservatives alike,
would get up a monster petition to have
a host of domestic servants imported. He
found that Chinamen were much liked as
domestic servants.
As regards the question of imperial de-
fence the minister said that he had heard
nothing but approval of the course adopt-
ed by the government. There was no
eriticism made to him.
Mr. Pugsley met many from the Mari-
time Provinces in the course of his trip.
He found that in Edmonton there was a
society containing 300 members all from
the Maritime Provinces, while at a din-
ner in Nanaimo at which seventy sat
down, seven came from the Maritime
Provinces.
The minister will leave for St. John (N.
B.), in a few days.
