STARCHING SHIRTS.
After they have become “bone dry” 

put the shirts, collar and cuffs through 
a wheat starch made by pouring foam­
ing hot water over a smooth batter ob­
tained by stirring wheat flour and cold 
water together until it is the consist­
ency of thin cake batter. This should 
be boiled slowly for two hours and then 
strained through a cheesecloth to have 
it perfectly free of lumps. Add to each 
quart of boiling starch a teaspoonful of 
white wax such as is especially pre­
pared for laundry work.

The secret of a good smooth finish to 
stiff starched chothes is in the method 
of starching. This must be carefully 
done. Spread a shirt bosom over a 
clean board, and with a piece of thin 
cloth rub the starch into the boeom 
with strong, firm strokes. There 
should not be a wrinkle in the linen 
after it is thoroughly wet and starched 
and all superfluous starch is wiped off 
with a cloth. The wristbands and 
neckbands are treated the same way 
and the shirt is again hung out to dry. 
When it is thoroughly dry—“bone dry” 
again—the shirt and collars are dipped 
for a moment in boiling water and 
quickly wrung through the wringer 
with the rollers pressed as tight to­
gether as they can be turned. The 
pieces should now be* left to stand for 
at least two hours before they are 
ironed.

A Peep Into the Home Life of Nlrhula* »f 
Іаявія.

So little is known about thef private 
life and personal habits of Czar Nichol­
as of Russia that a volume on this 
subject, which has just been published 
in Germany, is bound to prove of 
unusual interest. The volume is en­
titled “Czar Nicholas II. and His 
Court,” and the author is Bresnitz 
von Sydacow.

Nicholas, we are told, is one of the 
most reserved mouarchs that ever sat 
on a throne. He speaks seldom and 
briefly and while he is talking his 
eyes are generally fixed on 
ground. He rarely laughs, and does 
not often even smile. Of danger he 
has no dread, resembling his fearless 
grandfather in this respect. “I will 
live and die for Russia; how t die I 
care not,” he said a few days after his 
accession.

The Czar’s home life is simple. He 
likes plain food at dinner, and he 
seldom has many guests at his table. 
He eats quickly, “like all men who 
are accustomed to work a good deal,” 
and he drinks very little wine. He 
drives about in a small two-horse car­
riage, and he wears a uniform almost 
always, for he does not like civilian’s 
attire. Indeed, it is said lhati he had 
no frock coat until he visited Paris a 
few years ago, and that the court tail­
or, who was only, accustomed to mak­
ing his uniforms, was in despair, be- 

he knew that his imperial 
ter would be obliged to wear civilian’s 
attire in the Parisian ceremonies.

Being a man of resources, however,, 
he went hastily to Paris to study the 
latest fashion in men’s dress, and he 
finally purchased a suit for

SEVEN HUNDRED RUBLES.
This suit tb*t Czar wore during the fes­
tivités tn Paris, and the story goes 
that he felt very uncomfortable in it.

Nicholas is an unwearied worker. All 
documents submitted to him he reads 
carefully, and he frequently makes 
notes on them with a red pencil. His 
memory is wonderful, and it often 
happens that months after he has 
given an unimportant order he will 
ask as to the manner in which it was 
carried out. Summer and winter he 
is the first to arise ini the morning, 
and he is working hard while the oth­
ers are still sleeping.

During the day the Czarina sits be­
side his desk, sewing or embroidering. 
Whenever a court official enters she 
prepares to leave the room, but the 
Czar invariably says:—“No, my dear, 
you won’t disturb us,” and with gentle 
insistence he lays his hand on her 
arm and draws her back to her seat.

Of his little daughters the Czar is 
wonderfully fond. When the first one 
was born instead of the expected heir, 
the Czarina, it is said, went to her hus­
band with tears in her eyes and beg­
ged him to forgive her for not present­
ing him with an heir. The Czar in re­
ply kissed her tenderly, and said that 
he was very glad to have> a daughter.

When the Czar wants to shake off 
all cares he plays with his children, 
and it is on these occasions that he 
seems most happy.

A firm believer in popular education 
is Nicholas. While he was heir appar­
ent he once said;—“Russia has had a 

liberator; it also need 
a Czar who will be an educator,” and 
the people have not forgotten these 
words. Of the Czar’s interest in po­
pular education there are many evi­
dences. Hardly a day passes that the 
Russian papers do not contain articles 
about new schools, new libraries and 
new educational societies. .

SEWING BUTTONS ON.

Bachelors will find here some good 
instructions for sewing on that miss­
ing button : The requisites for success­
fully, doing this, are, firstly, a large 
amount of patience ; secondly, a tough 
cuticle, and, lastly, but by no means 
least, a good early religious training. 
Having these, get your needle thread­
ed ; the best way to do this is to get 
some one else to thread it. Now thrust 
it through the cloth ; by holding your 
thumb on the other side you will eas­
ily know when you have succeeded. The 
needle is then pulled through by the 
teeth ; but this is liable to splinter 
them, or, worse still, to break the nee­
dle, in which case you will have to 
begin anew. Some prefer fastening 
the needle in a vise and then pulling 
the cloth. The above is the ordinary 
method ; we prefer the following, which 
renders one independent of the nee­
dle : Get a corkscrew and jab its point 
through the cloth, push the cotton 
through the bole and then through 
the button ; repeat a few times, Should 
you have sewn the button on out of 
place the. right way is to make an­
other buttonhole with a knife. If you 
happen to cut through the edge of the 
cloth, try again. We think these simple 
instructions will enable you to sew on 
a button that will hold for at least a 
week.

Have ready the beaten 
white of one egg and pour the sirup 
slowly into it, beating all the time. 
Flavor. Spread on cake while warm.

Sponge Cookies.—Two eggs, one cup 
of sugar, two teaspoonfuls of baking 
powder, rounding, one half saltspuon- 
ful of salt, two teaspoonfuls of lemon 
juice or one teaspoonful of vanilla. 
Flour to roll.

Roman Cream.—Into one quart of 
milk put one half box gelatine; beat 
for 15 minutes ; then add yolks of four 
eggs beaten with one cup of sugar ; 
scald; cool four minutes, then add the 
whites of the eggs beaten stiff, a pinch 
of salt, rose or vanilla flavoring.

flecting on du Paty de Clam, that such 
movements of the foot which he calls 
“ instinctive,” have nothing to do with 
the movements of the heart. The move­
ment has been called " the sign of 
the foot,” but Dr. Lutaud proposes to 
call it “ du Paty’s sign.”

A few minutes later, after a few short 
tacks, the Shamrock tried to cross the 
defender’s bow, but failed. The beat to 
windward waa by far the most interesting 
portion of the race while the breeze lasted. 
Close hauled,the two yachts slashed straight 
out to sea through the long, heavy swell, 
heeling to the breeze with their crews piled 
np on the weather rails.

There was plenty of spray and every roan 
aboard waa as wet as if he had been under 
a shower bath. The Columbia careened leas 
to the wind than her rival. As the wind 
began to die oat and hope of finishing the 
race began to vanish, the two boats split 
tacks and did not come together again for a 
long time, keeping everyone guessiug as to 
which was ahead. Daring this flaky period, 
everybody agreed that the Shamrock was 
the better handled.

Twenty minutes before the race was de­
clared off, the Shamrock headed across the 
Columbia’s bow. No one knew until the 
yachts a ere withio 100 feet of each other 
which would have to give way. When the 
Shamrock put her helm np, unable to make 
it, from both sides of the coarse came the 
shrieks of thousands of whistles, the shouts 
of multitudes and the clash of bands. The 
yachts sailed the last 20 minutes neck and 
neck, bat with Columbia to windward and 
perhaps half a length ahead. When the 
rase was declared off and the excursion fleet 
started homeward the Columbia’s crew 
stripped the mainsail from the boom and 
gaff while she was being towed into the 
Horseshoe.

Hysterical Patriotism-

A portion of the press of Canada is 
becoming vary “yellow” on the subject 
of sending a Dominion military force 
to the Transvaal, where there is, fortun­
ately, no war, so far, and it is evident 
that the Home authorities are doing 
everything possible to avert one. The 
government of Canada is being roundly 
berated because it realises its responsi­
bilities in the matter and is calm amid 
the "tempest in a teapot”.

Such papers as the Montreal Star, 
the Toronto Mail and Empire and the 
St. John Sun are leading in campaign 
of hysterical abuse and misrepresenta­
tion, which is the ofHy feature of the 
situation calculated to lower the lead­
ing colony of the empire in the esti­
mation of other civilised peoples. 
Political leaders such as Sir Charles 
Tnpper and Hon. Mr. Foster are going 
as far as they dare in pretending to 
believe that cable despatches which are 
manufactured in the interest of their 
party are true, and they join, with a 
willingness that is contemptible, in 
making political capital out of a bogus 
patriotism which cannot but remind 
the Canadian public of - the circum­
stances which made them the laughing 
stock of the Dominion as “old flaggers,” 
some years ago. \

Meantime, we may all rely upon the 
government of Canada to do all that is 
necessary and right in responding to 
the call of duty in support of the integ­
rity of the empire or the protection of 
the rights and liberties of onr fellow 
subject®. The government, no doubt, 
realises, first, that there may be no 
war and, second, that the British forces 
which are already near the Transvaal, 
or on the way thither may, in the 
event of war, subdue the Boers in a 
very short time. If however war 
should Creak out and be prelonged it 
will be quite time enough for the 
government of Canada to ask parlia­
ment to authorise the sending of a 
regiment or two to Africa, to aid the 
Mother Country.

Meantime, the situation will, no 
doubt, be taken advantage of by Sir 
Charlee and his contingent of Jingoes 
to assist their yellow press in promot­
ing the campaign of military hysteria 
at home for political purposes. The 
people of Canada generally will, how­
ever, see through the game, and while 
the; continue to rejoice in the exist­
ing good government and prosperity of 
the country, will profoundly regret that 
a certain class of political leaders and 
their press have degenerated into 
hysterical mountebanks for party 
purposes.

which acquired the whole of the River 
Cuyuni, including a site which Venezuela 
alleged to be a fort at the junction of the 
Curumi and the Cuyuni. A district has 
been awarded to Venezuela, possibly on 
the principle of national security, but 
with the condition that the Orinoco shall 
be a free waterway to all nations. Thia 
piece of land covers about thirty square 
miles. It has been offered with much 
more lfind by every British foreign minis­
ter since the time of Lord Aberdeen. 
Great В і tain has substantia* od almost all 
her extreme claims. All the valuable 
plantations and gold fields are now. in­
disputably se*tled as within British 
territory. This tribunal of arbitration is 
of exceptional importance inasmuch aa it 
is the first tribunal after the peace con­
ference at The Hague. It is also im­
portant because it is the first tribunal of 
the kind in which certain rules of pro-, 
cedure have been laid down and com­
municated to counsel as obligatory—rules 
which have been adhered to throoghont4 
These rules are the вате as were proposed 
by the Rmsian government for the con- 
faretCB at The Hagne and approved 
thrtre in July. As they had been laid 
down by the arbitration tribunal in 
January, they were applied long before 
the convention at The Hagne took them 
into consideration. Another point of 
great importance is that ever since 1873 
all awards had been decided by a majority 
but this is the first occasion where the 
decision was unanimous, notwithstanding 
the great interests involved.—Halifax 
Chronicle.

Hickman, who has also gone over the 
route to Tracadie and thence to 
Bathurst. In a few weeks he intends 
to return to the Southwest Miramicbi. 
and will visit Boiestown, Doaktown 
BlackviUe, etc. later. He is, mean­
time, to go to Carleton, Charlotte and 
other southern counties, and also to 
Victoria and Madawaska. Next week 
ho will make the journey from the St. 
John River fiom,perhaps,St. Leonard’s, 
via the Grand River portage to the 
upper waters of the Restigouche, and 
will canoe down the latter river from a 
point about 100 miles above Campbeli- 
ton. This will enable him to get notes 
and views of a very fine forest section 
of the Province, embracing some of its 
best lumber lands, angling waters and 
varied scenery.

Once clear, the Columbia forged ahead 
rapidly,-her three great balloons drawing, 
the wind caroming from mainsail to spin­
naker and from spinnaker to balloon jib. 
She had established a comfortable lead when 
the breath lightened and hauled more to the 
northward, Wrinkles began to trickle 
dowp the sides of the Columbia’s balloons 
and several timas all three sails collapsed.

The Shamrock profited by the semingly 
light air and began to crawl np. Captain 
Hogarth took in his spinnaker when the 
mark was sighted, gyped the Shamrock and 
trimmed down the balloon jibtopaail rapidly 
and with everything drawing splendidly, 
he was luffing up towards the Columbia, 
Captain Barr on the Columbia followed 
suit, but the Shamrock had passed him 
wejI to windward.

Oriana had now 
come up pretty well on her erippled 
antagonist, which, at the turn had only a 
ten second, lead.

Longford took a pupil But despite all 
these objections the unpleasant truth 
was forced upon this shiftless family 
that they must either increase their 
income or give up their house and take 
a smaller one, so, as the less disagree­
able of two evils, it warf decided that 
Eva Randolph should have the advan­
tage of becoming a guest whose friends 
would pay for her entertainment.

But it is not to be supposed that the 
Longford's thought themselves under 
any obligation to any one in this trans­
action, on the contrary, they believed, 
or tried to make believe, that they 

all the time conferring a favor.

her two daughters present, but a 
fourth lady, to whom she was intro­
duced, and who was spoken of as Mrs 
Harding.

THE RAFT DIVIDES.
The eight men remaining, among 

whom was the ship’s mate, sought reH 
fuge on a portion of the deck of the 
vessel which they found floating near 
them. On this they remained for two 
hours, their lives being in imminent 
danger at every moment. The frail 
raft then divided, the mate and, one 
seaman clinging to the smaller port 
tion, while six others succeeded in re­
taining a footing on the larger part. 
These men were Goodman Thomas, 
Morris Andersen, M. Sorensen, Chris­
tian Kervendal, Oscar Nukalson and 
Max Hoffman. It was to this party 
that seaman Andersen and Thomas be­
longed. They had neither water not 
food, and their only hope of sustenance 
consisted in a fishing line and hook 
which Kervendal found in his breeches 
pocket. While the storm by this 
time had passed on up the coast, the 
sea was rolling mountain high in its 
wake, and they did not know at what 
moment they might all go to the bot­
tom. But as the waters subsided, and 
as the peril from drowning became 
less, they were confronted by a yet 
more terrible mode of death.

Worn out and fatigued by a sleep­
less night and their efforts to retain 
their positions on their raft, they were 
attacked by a consuming thirst and 
hunger. Kervendal fished incessant­
ly, and, fortune favoring his efforts, 
he occasionally supplied himself 
comrades with a morsel of raw food, 
but this was merely sufficient to whet, 
rather than to stay, their ravenous ap­
petites.

ONE MAN COMMITS SUICIDE.
Two days and nights of this torture 

were endured before a member of the 
party broke down. It was Kervendal, 
the fisherman, who, was the first to 
succumb. On the third day after the 
sinking of Drot, while still engaged in 
the effort to obtain food, his mind gave 
way. Andersen says that without
warning the man sprang to his feet 
and shouted aloud that he waa saved, 
and an instant later he sprang high 
into the air and dived into the ocean. 
His comrades were too startled and too 
weak to take more than a passing 
notice of his excitement, and even had 
they been inclined to restrain him,
their strength would not have been 
sufficient to enable them to do so. 
Andersen says that for his part he 
was in a. partial stupor, and that he 
did not fully realize what was taking 
place. He remembers to have won­
dered in a vague way why Kervendal 
acted so, and what had become of him 
after he had drowned himself. For two 
days more the remaining five
members of the party clung to the 
raft.

Up to this point the story told by the 
men is connected and clear, but from 
the fifth day on they give two separate 
accounts of what took place. The first 
of these s to the effect that on the 
fifth day the five remaining men of 
the party determined to draw straws 
to see which of them should die to 
supply food to the others, while, ac­
cording to he second account which 
they give, it was not until several days 
later that luis fateful lottery occurred 
—not unti1 two of their companions 
had diet* from exhaustion.
: DRANK HIS COMRADES’ BLOOD.

This latter story is the one which 
was first told by Andersen and Thomas 
to the crew of the steamship Wood­
ruff, and it is that which they have 
most frequently repeated since. They 
told me that about the fifth or sixth 
day after their shipwreck one of their 
comrades, Nikalson, died from exhaus* 
tion. They said that as they saw the 
end approaching they hung over his 
body, waiting for the breath to leave 
it, in order that they might! eat the 
flesh. They protested that the state­
ment that they had taken this man’s 
life was inaccurate, but they admitted 
that the blood flowed from the body 
when they cut into the flesh’ and 
still warm, 
member of the party, Sorensen, met a 
similar fate. They drank his blood 
and ate particles o^ his flesh.i as they 
had done with the other man.

Andersen is not entirely clear as to 
the periods of time which elapsed bo- 
tween the various incidents that 
recounts, but, judging from the fact 
that they were not rescued until 
Thursday they must have subsisted for 
several days upon the bodies of the 
two dead seamen, and it must have 
been at least three days after the sec- 
cond one’s death before they resolved 
upon the last desperate expedient of 
taking human life.

ber how he shouted and raved and 
called aloud to be protected from his 
imaginary attacks.“I'd advise The distress of 
mind displayed by the man as he tells 
these things is too evident to leave a 
shadow of doubt as to the accuracy of 
his statements. Having quenched their 
thirst in the German’s blood, the two 
seameu fell upon his body and de­
voured its flesh most ravenously. For 
a few hours they were revived by this 
horrid feast, but they must quickly 
have lapsed again into a half crazed 
condition.

When their raft was finally sighted 
by the Woodruff and approached by 
small boats, Thomas was discovered 
seated by the side of the horribly mu­
tilated corpse of the German, strip­
ping bits of flesh from it, which he 
cast out to a school ofi sharks which 
followed and fought about the raft. 
Andersen sprawled upon the planks 
unable almost to 
were so dazed by their sufferings and 
privations that they made no effort to 
attract the attention of the people on 
the steamship, and even when the 
boats came to their rescue thay dis­
played signs of neither joy nor inter­
est.

The men of the Woodruff declare 
that the spectacle j esented by the 
raft and its occupants was more hor­
rible than anything of which they had 
ever dreamed, and even now the hardy 
seamen say their imaginations are still 
haunted by it. The raft was smeared 
with the blood of the German1 and his 
dead comrades, its planks were strewn 
with putrefying bits of human flesh; 
the ghastly remains of the dead 
men had become offensive to smell 
and sight, and beside it sat the half 
crazed Norwegian boy, feeding the 
sharks and jabbering incessantly to 
himself.

When removed to the Woodruff the 
two shipwrecked sailors were little 
better than raving maniacs. They had 
to be fed most sparingly and with the 
greatest care, and before the restora­
tives that were given them could take 
effect they tore their own flesh and 
acted as veritable madmen. Two days 
later even, when brought to Charleston 
they were in such a pitiable mental 
and physical condition that the phy­
sicians in whose hands they were 
placed absolutely refused to allow 
them to be spoken to or disturbed in 
any way. ,

There has been a great deal of talk 
in regard to the taking of legal cogniz­
ance of the killing of the German, but 
investigation seems to have establish­
ed the fact that there are no grounds 
for such a procedure. It is said 
that the German Consul at this port 
was inclined to institute an investiga­
tion, but that he has subsequently 
abandoned the idea of doing so. In 
the first place, the trial, if one should 
ever be held, would have to take place 
in Norway at the hom5 port of the 
bark Drot, and in the second' place, it 
seems to be a well established principle 
in the law of homicide that wherever 
men agree together to cast lots, as did 
Andersen, Thomas and the German 
the taking of a human 1 life is not 
reckoned as murder, so long 
fraud is practised.
