The people may
be readily divided into two classes, the
conservatives and the others, those
who want things to remain as they are
and those who demand a change. These
parties might perhaps be called the
haves and the have-nots. Those who
have, are content to let existing condi-
tions stand; those who have mnot, are,
because their stake Ts comparatively
unimportant, angious for what is often
described as reform. There are of
course other elements to be considered,
other groupings or parties which have
more or less effect on politics, but the
division I mention may be looked upon
as general.

“Nor do I believe that any party can
be swung from one side to the other
because it is a party. We hear occa-
sionally of the 1labor party in the
United States, and how it will be de-
livered to one candidate or the other
by agreement of the leaders. I do not
think such a thing is possible. The
fceling of unionism is wundoubtedly
strong, but I would regret to think
that it could overcome the patriotic
sentiment of men who should place na-
tional interests before personal desires.
No doubt the advice of prominent labor
leaders has some effect, but it is un-
just to imagine that the support of a
very large organization can be deliver-
ed bodily to any party, to the disre-
gard of the intelligent opinions of the
men composing that body.

Fortune seems to wear a- special
smile for Eleanor Calhoun.

‘Why then has the world
heard nothing more of Miss Calhoun
the actress. The answer contains a
striking, lesson of talent guenched by
its own fault. Bleanor Calhoun blew
out her own light by the follies of
temperament—the little less or little
more of which is half the success of
art—and since then the actress's life
has been a futile effort to recapture
the prestige that was once hers.

,Such in brief, is the story of the bril-
liant young woman, one day a star of
the Paris footlights, who now, after
ten years’ absence has returned - to
America to confer with Secretary of
State, Root on the subject of her in-
vestments in the troublous land of
Servia over which she hopes one day
to reign as the spouse of King lLazar
Lazdrovitch.

FROM AN OLD FAMILY.

Eleanor Calhoun was born in 1865 in
California, of a family that claims the
distinction of relationship - with - the
Calhouns, one of the proudest names
of South Carolina. Desirous from
early youth to becme an actress, she
was fortunate in attracting the inter-
est of the widow of a wealthy western
millionaire, who mot only undertook
the expenses of her education, but
packed her to the extent of ten thou-
sand dollars in her first theatrical ven-
ture. :

THis venture—a tour as star under
the management of the late John b oy
Ford, through the Southern States—
proved financially disastrous; and
shortly afterward Miss Calhouf, ‘fur-
ther financed by her willing patroness,
went to England to continue her career

The trip was one of the fateful epi-
sodes of Miss Calhoun’s life. She had
had already attracted the only son of
the wealthy widow by her charms. He
took his passage on the same boat, and
by the time they had reached London
sentiment between them had reached
guch a stage that the young actress
invested her capital in a.. handsome
trousseau, instead of-reserving-it for
her theatrical future.. : i

INTREPID YOUNG WOMAN

But alas for Cupid's plots and plans!
The young man’s mother, already sus-
pecting the cause of her son’s depar-
ture from America, took it into her
head to make a hurried trip across the
Atlantic, with the rescult that the ena-
mored heir to millions returned to his
native land still unwed.’ . ¥

This dash of her matrimonical hopes
which involved the loss of her finan-
cial backer, did not affect the spirits
or ambition-of the intrepid young wo-
man.. Her star, though momentarily
clouded, ‘was still on the rise. ~° i

.Obtaining a theatrical engagement in!
Liondon, she drew the attention of the !

critics. to Her remarkable rendering of
Hester . Prynne in a stage version of
Hawthorne's “Scarlet Letter.” This
led to an introduction to.a well-known
English baronet, whose interest in the
fair aspirant’s art career, led him on
her declaration that the French stage
was her true vocation, to provide her
with ten thousand dollars to enable her
to-continue her studies in Paris. :

The ambition: to act for a Paris pub-
lic was characteristic of Miss Cal-
houn’s soaring character. She pro-
ceeded to the French capital, where,
making her home with an impoverish-
ed -countess living on Rue Logilhach,
for three years and a half she labored
under the instruction - of her distin-
guished teacher to acquire a faultless
command of the French language—an
absolute requisite in the case of an
actress aiming to appear at any of the
Paris Government theatres. And Miss
Calhoun would never have been satis-
fled to have contemplated any lesser
goal.

The difficulties in her path were in
truth sufficient to discourage ‘anyone
of a less determined character than
that of Miss Calhoun. To appear on
the classic boards of the Theatre Fran-
caise—the ‘“House of Moliere”—repre-
sents the height of French histrionic
dreams. To achieve even the Odeon,
next in order of rank, through the por-
tals of  which a French actor must in-
variably arrive, has been the almost
unrealizable hope of foreigners. Both
represent the severest of linguistic
tests, not to speak of the exceptional
talent demanded for eligibility to that
classic honor.

UNSATISFIED AMBITION.

Miss Calhoun was offered other op-
portunities at the Odeon; but her am-—
bition was not satisfled. She wished
to pass at once to the Comedie ramn-
caise; but for this honor she was told
she must wait. The traditions of
French dramatic art could not be thus
set at naught. Actors and actresses
of the Odeon must first serve their ap-
prenticeship at the lesser of the two
great Government theatres of Paris.

. In indignation at what she consider-
ed an injustice to her talents, she re-
fused to accept a further engagement
at the Odeon. Signing a contract to
act in London in company with Duse,
Mis Calhoun prepared to leave Paris.
Before doing so she gave & free perfor-

mance at the Theatre d’Application of |

Ragcire’s “Andromaque,” for which she
borrowed “the entire company of the
Comedie ' to sérve as her support, She
distributed seats to all the prominent
actors of Paris; who generously ren-
deréd her their tributes for her intgr-
pretation of thé ‘most revered and diffi-
cult of all classic French dramas.

*° STAGE OF REAL LIFE.

‘With this last triumph Miss Cal-
houn’s stage successes came to a sud-
den end. Intoxicated with her suc-
cess, she made the mistake of break-
ing her contract in Loondon. The great
manager whom she thus antagonized
vowed that she should never again
have the opportunity of appearing at
a first class theatre, either in England
or in America. Miss Calohun was con-
fronted by a boycott against which
neither genius or influence availed.
And thereafter the name  of .Calthoun
ceased to figure on playbills. Her me-
teoric. career. —  a. momentary - flash
across the heavens of theatrical pro-
mise — died out into the darknes of
failure. Eleanor Calhoumn, has become a
mere memory—a light of genius that
failed. ; il i

Yet has it faile§ in fact?

There might still await her a destiny

Should such be Bleanor Calhoun’s
latter-day fortune; the ex-actress may
ﬁnd'her sphere of life a more dra-
matic one than the stage itself.

THE AWOUNT OF BOUNTIES
 PAID DURING THE YEAR

OTTAWA, ‘Aug. 24.—A return prepar-
ed. for presentation to parliament last
session, but completed too late for the
purpose, shows the amount of money
paid in bonuses to the iron, steel, pet-
roleum and binder twine industries
during the fiscal year 1908 to be $2,877,~
354.

On steel manufactured in * Canada
during the year ended March 31 last
pbounty was paid on 661,940 tons-at $1.65
per ton, or a total of $1,092,200. The
Canadian pig iron used in the pro-
duction of this quantity was 539,102
tons; ‘foreign, 24,298 tons.

The aggregate of bounties paid was:
On pig iron, $863,816; on steel $1,092,200;
on wire rods $347,134; or a total on iron
products of $2,303,152. Then there were
paid in bounties on lead, $51,001; om
manila. fibre, -entering into the manu-
facture of binder twine,$42,000; on Can~
‘adian petroleum, at 1 1-2 cents per gal-
lon, $391,217, a total in bounties of $2,-
787,354,

That the bounty payments for the

In this respect
it is pointed out that the product of
smelting from the electrical process
enjoys a distinct advantage in that,
while pig iron electrically smelted will
be entitled for the years 1909 and 1910
to a bounty of $2.10 per ton, pig iron
produced by the ordinary process Wwill
earn only $1.70 per ton and the electric
product will only reach the minimum
of 90 cents per ‘ton in the year 1912.
- The bounties paid to producers of
anadiain petroleum at the rate of 1-
1-2 cents per gallon, amount to $391,217
upon 26,081,352 gallons in 1907-8 or for
‘the four years in which the bounty has
been in effect a total of $1,292,974 upon
a production of 86,598,302 gallons, equal
to 2,474,237 barrels, of thirty-five gal-
Jons per barrel.

The bounty payments on petroleum,
however, are expected to be increased
by the change made by act of last ses-
sion whereby the subvention to be al-
lowed 'on oil produced from the New

Brunswick shales. .

Schooner Agnes G. Donahoe Leaves on a Cruise Around fhe

‘Warld—Goes fo Indian Ocean First

P el

' (Halifax ‘Echo.)

Bound for a trip around the world
on which-she -will-cover-over «wenty-
five thousand miles, be absent from
one to two years and visit grounds
untouched by sealers for nearly a cen-
tury, the schooner Agnes G. Donahoe,
queen of the Nova Scotia sealing fleet,
will sail for the Indian Ocean this
morning. Before returning Capt. Bal-
colm will have scoured the South seas
from Mauritius to the Arctic Circle and
from the Kergueléns to New Zealand
and back again to the Falklands, a trip
that has -never before been attempted
by any sealer.

With a schooner as .seaworthy as
Nova Scotian skill can make her a2nd
as fine a crew as ever sailed out of
Halifax, Capt. Balcolm goes well pre-
pared for his. pioneering. expedition.
Not: for nearly one hundred years has
.any attempt been made to get ‘geajs in
the Indian Ocean, while the methods
in use by New.

Should the
venture in the Indian Ocean prove suc-
cessful, the Donahoe will go to Cape
Town to-dispose of her skins there and
then sail for New Zealand. From there
the schooner will sail for the Falkland
grounds, rounding Cape Horn, and
thence back to Halifax.

For the last year or two the Falk-
land Islands seal fisheries-have been
a failure. The seals have left their
old grounds and the Donahoe is off on
a search for -their new ones. From
careful study of the fisheries and their
history Capt. Balcolm has come to the
opinion that the seals have deserted
the South Atlantic. for either the In-
dian or the South Pacific Oceans and
hence the Donahoe’s trip. .

At- the beginning of the nineteenth
century American sealers used .to et
good catches in the Indian Ocean but
«since 1820 there have -been practically
no catches there or any efforts made to
locate the seals. South of the Falkland
Islands became the ‘chief breeding
grounds but since that place has be-
come deserte d Capt.. Balcolm thinks
the §ea}g may have returned to -their
‘old haunts. 5 :

SHOOT THE SEALS.

The New Zealand fisheries have long
been prosecuted -but in a rather prim-
itive way. The method there is to send
out small schooners carrying about two
long boats, like seine boats. Each boat
takes about ten men and they land on
the islands and kill the seals with
clubs.

But that is not the Canadian way.
Captain Balcom’s men will go after
the seal in the water, shooting them
with ~ sporting . rifles . Small boats
each ‘holding about two men will be
‘put out and as Captain Balcom told a
Chronicle reporter last night.

| THE BAPTIST CONVENTION

MONDAY AFTERNOON.

The afternoon session- began at 2.30.
The report of the obituary committee
Was very. lengthy, containing memorials
on all the Baptist clergymen who had
died during the year. .

The report of the board of governors
of Acadia University was next received
and adopted. A portion of the report
follows:

The attendamce was the largest in the
history of the college, 181 students hav-
ing been enrolled—137 men and 44 wo-~
men, classified as follows: Senior class,’
25; junior class, 32; sophomore class,
54; freshman class, 70. There were in
the arts course 136; in the B. Sc, course,
28; in the abbreviated science course,
13. _Those taking only _theological
studies; 4. i :

In theological . stdy 22 students pur-
sued. g -course in- pastoral theology; 6
in .the systematic theology, and 4 in
Hebrew. :

The academy had: a good pnrolmen’t
last year, viz., 102, but the attendance
was less regular .than usual. ‘Twenty-
seven: students- took the full :work. of
the senior class; 21 in the middle class;
13 in the junior class; 18 in the busi-
ness class; while 23 students took par-
tial and special courses.

The seminary’ has had ‘another pros-

perous_year. The total number "en--
rolléd. was 201. Of thepe, 113 “were inZ}

résidence durinig the ‘whole or part of
the year, and 178 enrolled gs day . pu-
pils, including a number from the pub-
lic schools attending classes in domes-.
tic science : =
_ The ‘number of pupils taking regular
courses leading to a graduate diploma
or certificate was 108; pupils in special
courses, 10; total registration, 291.
AVhen the colleage treasurer’s report
was under discussion a motion was
was made for the inauguration of a
third forward movement to supply ad-
ditirnal funds for ‘he university. The
general feeling of the meeting,however,
was decidedly against this and the
matter was dropped.

Last evening's session of the Mari-
time Baptist convention was devoted to
education. Three addresses were de-
livered by prominent educationists of
the church—Dr. Hutchinson, president
of Acadia; Principal De Wolfe, of
Acadia Seminary; Dr. C. Goodspeed, of

ance at the meeting was large and the
audience - greatly appreciated the
speeches. During the evening Gershon
S. Mayes, of  Carleton, sang a solo
which was greatly appreciated.

At the close of the special educational
meeting a short business session was
held, at which the recommendation of
the committee on union with tne Dis-
ciples of Christ to the effect that the
United Baptists fraternjze - with ‘the
members of that denomination and
thus prepare the way for union, was
adopted. -

The report of the committee on Sun-
day schools was also received and
adcpted. The outstanding feature of
this report was the recommendation
that a field secretary for the Maritime
Provinces be appointed by the Baptist
church:. There was some opposition to
this appointment. One argument ad-
vanced was that a Baptist field secre-

! tary would interfere with the work per-

formed by tha International Sunday
School Association. Another was that
the Maritime Provinces constituted too
large a field for one man.

Ds. Hutchinson of . Acadia was the
first speaker. He began his address by
outlining what is meant by true educa-
tion. He then dealt with the old idea
that educatfon for a minister of the

-gospel was not necessary. - At the pres-

ent 'timie it was -absolutely necessary

tion that although he had been absent
from the Maritime Provinces for some
years, he still was much interested in
the educational work of the provinces.
He gave a brief account of Baylor Uni-
versity, 'l'exas, with which he his now
connected. One thing which he hoped
would never occur in the history of
Acadia by which spirit‘la]ity would be
lost and a cold intellectuality take its
place. The greatest safeguard against
this was an adequate endowment.
Bducation, in his opinion,was the mak-
ing the most of the whole man for the
highest possibility. The development of
power was the first attribute of educa-
tion. Pducation did, not consist of
building up ‘a man, but of drawing
something out of him, in developing
his powers of thought, of action, and
of the higher part of ithe nature. The
last named - was necessary not for
preachers alone, but for all students.

A nauticsl romance was unfolded in
a charge of bigamy preferred at South

| shieids, England, on Wednesday.

The accused, a sea going fireman
named Andrew M artin, = thirty-five
‘years of age, belonging to Blythe, was
accused of having taken Bergette Kris-
tine Lundgren to wife on July 38; 1906,
his former wife Annie, to whom he was
married on March 7, 1906 being them
alive.

Lundgren, who described herself as a
widow living at Gateshead, stated that
in September, 1905, she kept & restaur-
ant in Aalborg, Denmark, and at that

lying in the dock, came to her house.
He paid her much loving attention,
ang eventualy asked her to marry him.
He introduced himself as Clarence Vie-
tor Dalmeny, and explained that he

had been a Captain in the Army end

| had taken part in the South African

c¢ampaign.

Further statements which he made
were to the effect that his stepfather
was named Andrew Martin, and that
he lived in Dalmeny Hal, Dublin,
which was accused’s property. He
added that Lord Reseberry was his
uncle. i

He showed her a Naval Reserve book
bearing the name of Andrew Martin,
and told her that he knew a man of
that name belonging to Blythe, who
was going to America. Martin had giv-
en him the book in order that he might
secure a berth on board ship.

She refused his request to marry him
before his ship left Alaborg, and when
he was away she received a couple of
letters from him with reference to their
proposed marriage. -

In December, 1905, a further letter ar-
rived, asking her to meet nim in Copen-
hagen, and she did so. While there he
renewed his offer of marriage, as-
serting that he had no wife.

Shortly after reaching home again
she received a telegram from accused
asking for money in order that he

‘| might visit her. ' She forwarded the

money, telling him not to come to
next morning.

He stayed at her house until Janu-
ary 15tH, 1906, when he was sent home
by the British consul. A week later a
letter arrived from him from South
Shields and they corresponded until
April. He again asked her to marry
him, and requested her to give up her
business ahd proceed to England. =

He repeated his statement that Dal-
meny Hall belonged to him, and added
that his father and mother had plenty
of money.

She believed his story, and selling her
business, she came to the.Tyne, and
took lodgings in Newcastle.

About a week later accuser arrived
with his ship from Germany, and.they
went to York, where he showed her the
regiment he had- been in. Subsequent-
ly they proceeded to Hull, where they
were married on July 28, 1906, at a re-
gistry office, accused giving the name
of, Clarence Victor Dalmeny, and de-
scribing himself as a bachelor. .

Accused secured a situation em. the
North<Eastern Railway, and furnished
a house in which they resided wuntil
February, 1907. Meanwhile, her chil-
dren had :come over from Denmark,
and in October, 1906, a child.was born
of which accused was the. father.

Afterwards. they 1lived in Sputh
Sheilds, and-then returned to Hull, sub-
sequently going to Methyl, where he
left her in March, -1908.

Later she saw the accused and his
wife at Blyth, and he asked her what
she was going to do with him. She re-
plied that she ought to give him. in
charge, ‘'but she would forgive him if
he would do what was right to her and
"his wife. :

She afterwards lived in South Shields
where the accused visited her. She then
told him that she.could not keep him
as she had spent her money and*pawn~
ed her things. One result -of this can-
dour . was that on the next occasion
she saw him he ran away from her,
saying he was.tired of her.

THE BRODKLANDS
MOTOR TRAGEDY

Racing Machine Leaves the Track Whiist
Trawelling at 115 Miles
' an Hour

Lloyds Weekly News has the follow-
ing on the recent motor tragedy at
Brooklands: .

Yot another victim has been offered
up to the Moloch of high speed. The
holiday crowd at Brooklands on Mon-
day were the horrified spectators of a
terrible accident in which one man was
killed and another seriously injured in
a one hundred miles motor race for
the O'Gorman trophy.

Whilst traveling at a speed of 115
miles an hour something went wrong
with one of the cars,.- which left the
track and struck the bridge over the
Wey, the driver and mechanician be-
ing thrown clean across the stream.
The latter was killed on the spot. .

At the inquest. the coroner made
some very strong remarks on the rage
for great speeds: The present state, of
affairs, he said, was pandering to 2
degenerated taste.: - . Bl
. The fatal accident was preceded by
another= which, fortunately, had less
serious consequences. There were five
cars taking part in the contest, and
when the cars started Mr. C. Lane, who
was driving Mr. Hi G. Burford’s 76-
h.p Mercedes, with Mr. Burke sitting
beside him as his mehcanician, got off
with the lead and increased it from
Reynolds, who was driving Mr. Edge's
59-h.p. Napier, as far as the half dis-
tance, where he. had an advantage of
two miles. The Mercedes then stopped
at the fork ellowing Reynolds and also
Mr. Newton, in Mr. 8. F. Edge’s 60-h.
p. Napier, to pass. :

When Lane started . again he was
about three miles behind Reynolds. The
latter was obiiged to stop soon after,
and the Mercedes once more secured
the lead.. In the twenty-sixth lap, when,
Mr, Newton, driving a 30-h.p. Napier
and. the ultimate winner, had about
three more laps to go, & tyre buljst on
the car which was being driven by Mr.
Reynolds, and which was traveling be-
tween ninety and' one hundred miles
an hour, It-shot off the track and turn-
ing over and over, disappeared over
the edge of the track in a cloud of
dust. _ e

By wonderful good fortune driver
and mechanic were flung clear of the
car on the soft ground, covered with
long grass, beside the River We_y. For
a moment the crowd held its breath,
and ‘when they were seen .to get up
unaided there was a great sigh of re-
lief, and hearty cheers followed as they
were driven off, shaken, cut, and bruis-
ed, but comparatively uninjured, to the
stewards’. room.

Hardly had the spectators settled
themselves down again than they were
called upon to witness a second and
more terrible accident. There were only
two or three laps to g0, and Lane in
his Mercedes rushed 1p to the top of
the bank at 1156 miles an hour in order
to pass Mr, Hutton in his Little Dor-
rit.

Suddenly something went wrong with
the car. It swerved, hit the bridre
which crosses the Wey, and then.shot
out into space, falling some  fourteen
feet on to the bank below. As it left
the track the car struck a telegraph
post, breaking it clean in two as &
man might snap a matoh stick.

The shock of thid collision hurled
f.ane‘and his mechanician, Herbert
Burke, headlong away from the car
as if they had been shot out of a cata-
pult. They were shot clean across the
river, right over a party in a punt,
and landed with horrible thuds on the
opposite side.

After the first moment of horror the
officials and many of the crowd dashed
off to the assistance of the two men.
and doctors—always on the course on
race-days—were soon kneeling at the
sides of the two huddled figures. The
briefest examination was sifficient to
prove that Burke had been instantan-
eously killed—he was reported to have
broken his neck—but Lane was in &
better case, -although badly injured.

Meanwhile the wrecked car was Blaz-
ing furlously, the petrol tank having
fired, and soon -all that remained of it
was a mass of twisted metal. The en-
gine had.been thrown some distance
away on the track, and the seats were
in the river.

The unfortunate mechanic was only
about twenty-one years of age, and
was riding in the race with a view of
gaining experience, Having taken up
the motor business. : )

The judgment was delivered on Tu.es—
day in London, the committee cansist-
ing of Lord Macnaghten, Lord 'Atkin-
son, Lord Collins, and Sir Arthur Wil-
son. ® :

The mattér came "before them in the
way of an/appeal ‘‘re the Scottish Un-
fon and Natiopal:Fire Insuramnce Com-—
pany vs. Pawsey.” The company had
protected ‘themsélyes by inserting in
their polities 'conditions exampting
them from dealing with fires caused by
or dealing with earthquakes or con-
vulsion of nature. /The jury, in J'a,’m‘&_i—_
ca found in favor of the policy-holders.

Reviewing the evidence, Sir Robert
Finlay, for the insurgnce company,
read that of a fireman, who referred
to the assistance rendered by Sir Alex~
ander Swettenham, the Governor, in
putting out the fire, and also that of
a photographer named Duperly, who
said that during the earthquake he ran
to a window and there saw the inside
of his next-door neighbor’s bedroom .in
a blaze, that his arm became pinhed
under a beam, and, fearing he might
be burned alive; he wrenched his arm
away, tearing - and = leaving behind
some of the flesh. His terrible injury
resulted in the loss of his arm.

The Board having delibérated. in pri-
vate for a short time, Lord Macnaght-
en saild: “As we understand that the
parties desire to have an announcement
at once of the decision at which the
court has come, their lordships are. of
opinion that there was evidence before
the jury from which they could reas-
onably come to the conclusion at which
they arrived. The Board will give their
reasons on another occasion. They will
humbly advise His Majesty that the
appeal should be dismised with costs.

The decision thus makes the compapy
liable for damage done by fire to the
premises of Alfred Pawsey and Co.

Hundreds of claims have been made
against British insurance companies,
amounting altogether to about £1,500,-
000.
A similar case, “Tootal, Broaghurst,
Lee, and Co., vs. the London and Lamn-
cashire Fire Insurance Company,” 6¢-
cupied twenty-three days in the King’s
Bench last April and May. The jury
found that the fire was caused by the
earthquake, thus absolving the insur-
ance company.

‘When the decision of the Judical
Committee was telegraphed to Kings-
ton (Jamaica) on Tuesday .it was re-
ceived with quite remarkable demon-
strations of joy. The streets and the
principal shops were decorated with
flags and a general half-holiday was
observed. The speedy rebuilding of the
city is now regarded as assured.

DIVORGE PUZZLE

Nonplussed Frenchman Who Finds Himself
Neither Married Nor Single.

Extraordingry marriage and divorce
complications are puzzling a French-
man, who married a Danish lady six
years ago.

His wife diverced him in Denmark,
where they were living, and married
a Dane, with- whom she now resides in
her own country. The decree having
been miade against him, he cannot, ac-
cording to ‘Danish law, marry again in
Dénmark. i

He ‘thiought he could marry agaln inm
France, but the French courts have
just decided that he cannot. The Dan-
ish divorce is invalid in France, and,
consequently, - the Frenchman is stid
married to his Danish wife in France,
though not in Denmark. MoreoVver, he
cannot obtain & divorce in France,
either on the ground of bigamy or be-
cause his wife is living with another
man. In the first place, she is - not
guilty of bigamy; because her second
marriage is non-existant in Fratce,

and secondly, she cannot- legally be

punished for living with-another man,
Lecause her French husband is unable
to prove that-she‘has not acted in good
faith.

If her Danish se¢ond marriage were
dissolved, then he could sue for a ai-

vorcée on the ground of misconduet, for’

she would no longer be living with a
ma.n_’ whom she ho_nesﬂy considered as
her husband. But the French courts
cannot annul a Danish marriage which
does not exist in France. On the other
hand, the Danish courts have no ground

for dissolving her second rmarriage, as

they have already dissolved her first.
The unfortunate Frenchman is in-a
auiandary, from which only his or Lis
wife's death can extricate him. Were
ghe to come to France he could legally

summon her to live with him, but it is

not likely that she will. If she does, an-
other surprise is in store for him. She
has children by her Danish second hus-
band, but in France the French first
husband is legally the father of those
children.

Though several thousand workmen
obeyed the call of the French General
Labor Federation for a general strike
on Monday, the main body of workers
refused to respond, with the result that

On 'Tuesday the ‘industrial war as-
sumed a new- phage in the announce-
ment- by :certain eniployérs that' they
intended to retaliate on ‘their s&triking
workmen: As a. first result of this the
contractors for the several sections of
the Metro Bxtension works unanimous-
ly decided upeon @ lockout of their em-
ployes and work will cease-on Satur~
day. : .-

The contractors aver that the.unsat-
isfactory behavior..of the. man - in- the
past has resulted in financial losses to
the employers,and they gay they _would
prefer to abandon their contracts alto-
gether rather than  face repeated
strikes. : .
‘The strike of the Seihe steamboat
emplpyés ended on Tuesday. A suffici-
ent number .of strikers: accepted duty
on the old conditions to permit.of the
company running nine of ‘their .boats,
The reappearance of the steamers.on
the river was.eagenly;w_e]comed, more
especially as the day was-very warm.

Monday’s strike was called as g re-
ply to the action of the French govern-
ment in arresting on Saturday some 40
militant members of the committee of
the General Confederation.. The latter
were seized as being the authors of the
sanguinary riots of July 29 at Villen~
euve, near Paris, when the Confedera-

How Danish Explorer Per_iShed in the
- -hrotic Regions. :

A telegram from Copenhagen, O
Thursday says a London paper, said
that Mr. Mylius Erichsen, th2 leader of
the Denmark Grasnland expedition,
and two .companions, a Dane and an
Eskimo, had perished in a snowstorm
while traveling inland.

They were driven on to en ice-flog
during a snowstorm, and drifted away,
from land. Their provisions being ex-
hausted, the explorers became so weak
that they were unable to return’ to the
station. The Eskimo who brought the
news arrived in a dying condition, and
succumbed immediately after making
his ‘report. ' . ;

The general work of the expedition,
has, however, been _ sucecessfully” ac-
compligshed,and the whole northeastern
coast of Greenland has been charted.

The expedition left Copenhagen on
Juiie 25, 1906. under the leadership of
Mr. Erichsen. It consisted of twenty-
seven men—scientists and crew—and
the expedition is due to retutn in Sep-
tember. 3 y SR

The object of the party was to ex-
plore. the unknown northeast coast of
Greenland lying hetsyeen the 75th and
83rd .degrees of latitude,.The plans of
the. expedition were to land on Shan-
non . Island or Cape Bismarck. ‘After
wintering off Shannon Island twelve
men, in groups of three, were to under=~
take sledge expeditions to the North.

After the winter of 1907, which was
to be spent on the 73r(}»pamllcl,isledg-
ing expeditions in groups of three weré
to be carried out-onthe intand- iee of
Greenland. It is prebably one of these’
groups of three men, under the lead=-
ership of Mr. Erichsen, which has been
overwhelmed by a snowstorm.

Mr. Erichsen was a man experienced:
in exploring work, and he took part in

a former expedition te the opposite: side .

of Greenland. His intention was- te
survey the coast -between _the - point
reached by the expedition of the -Duka
of Orleans and that attained by Com-
mander Peary from the opposite side.

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WOLFVILLE WILL ESTABLISH
FULL THEOLOGICAL COURSE

(Continued from Page One.)

ACADIA COLLEGE.

The supplementary report of the
Board of Governors of the Acadia
University was submitted by H. B.
Oakes. The committee advised that the
university is prepared to-do two years’
work in the line of theological prepar-
ation leading to the B. Th. degree.
This course will-have to be:considerab-
Iy modified in order to.meet the re-
quirements of the students.

They recommend a course paralleling

the B. A. course embodying the larger |

part of the latter, and adding others
necessary to prepare the student for
pastoral work. The course would in-
clude homiletics, pastoral, theology,
elocution, biblical study, Greek, He-
brew, Christian doctrine, apologetics,
moral philosophy, ethics, psychology,
logic, etc. Part of this work is in-
cluded in the short course.

The seminaries are now prepared to
accept this short course as equivalent
of their first or junior year.

The university is prepared to provide
theological instruction of great value
to those who cannot take the B. A. or
B. Th. course, thus fitting them for
useful service.

The committee thinks that the ap-
pointment of a new professor to the
chair of New Testament interpretation
{s an urgent necessity. With this ap-
pointment the equivalent of the serv-
ice of three men can be devoted to
theology and the course leading to the
degrees of B. Th. can be satisfactorily
taught. :

The committee feels that mothing
must be done to impair the efficiency
of the arts departments, but feel that
the proposed course will be not only a
medium of culture, but will better
equip the students than the B. A. de-
gree alone.

In addition to the foregoing report
the board gave a list of the subjects
already prepared for the two years’
course now established. At mpresent
theresls available the interest on $42,-
000 of the Payzart bequest, which will
be increased by $10,000 on the death of
Mrs. Payzant.

The present income with not less
than $1,000 additional would be suf-
ficient to provide a teaching force to
carry the students through the entire
course and qualify them for the B. Th.
degree. ‘

The board expressed its willingness to
carry out the will of the convention in
this matter as soon as the funds are
forthcoming. ;

They suggest that if, at next year's
convention, it is found that the contri-
butions for educational purposes have
increased by- $1,000, that this amount
be devoted to the suggested. purpose of
establishing the full theological course.

This report gave rise to an animat-
ed discussion to which able contribu-
tions were given by Rev. I. W. Porter,
Dr. Calhoun, Dr. McLeod and many
others.

The contention was made that the
church was losing many valuable men
who ‘went abroad to complete their
theological course and did not return.
A strong appeal was made for the ful-
lest possible training for pastors, and
the raising of the standard of educa-
ticn required by candidates.

On the other hand there was strong
oposition to the appeal for the extra

$1,000, and it was claimed that with the
present facilities sufficient training
could be given.

REPORT ADOPTED.

The second section recommending that
@ professor of theology should be se-
cured fas finally passed. The third
section was not adopted. The fourth
section which recommended that if the
extra $1,000 be raised it should be de-
voted to extending the course to quali-
fy the students for the degrees of B.
Th. was then adopied.

FIELD SECRETARY.

Rev. E. J. Grant, of Hampton, moved
that a flield secretary be appointed to
canvass for funds for the college and
also by coming in contact with young
|men to encourage them to enter the

college to prepare for the ministry.

D Calhoun suggested that such an
official should have power to solicit
for the ministers’ education fund as
well.

The resolution was carried.

HOME MISSIONS,

The annual report of the Home Mis-
sion Board of which printed copies had
been distributed, was read by Rev. I.
'W. Porter, the corresponding secretary.
The following 1is a summary of the
year’s work which is included in the
report:

Three hundred and thirty-two mem-
bers have besn added to our Home
Mission. churches—two hundred and
forty-five by baptism. Seven fields ap-
pear on our list that were not there
last year. For the most part, this is the
result of a better arrangement for ag-
gressive work. Six news houses of wor-
ship have Jzen obtained, and there has
‘been some advanee in securing parson-
£ge properties. Thirty fields have had
pastoral care for the full year, and se-
veral others for more than forty weeks
of the year. There seems to be sone
tendency toward greater permanency
in the pastoral relation. This may be
partly due to an improvement in sal-
aries. With slightly fewer weeks of la~
bor this year than last. the Home Mis-
gion churches have contributed $1,500
more for pastors’ salaries. Some veter-
an workers have considered it wise to
retire, it may be permanently, from
regular pastoral relations, Spirituaily
and financially,we report improvement;
but for tack of workers many imoort-
ant fields have been pastorless. Some
of our fields have been blessed with
extensive revival movements, and pos-
sibilities for work along this line seem
very promising.

Easier in the World—Puzzles
Envolving Esperanto Puns are
Froquently Met,

A large number of Esperantists are
at present devoting their attention to
the ever alluring limerick.
The limerick in Espenanto? Nothin g
easjer in the world. To be sure the me-
ter is not exactly according to the mo-
del usually accepted by English speak-
ing people. of which -the first, -second
and fifth lines should be trimeters and
the third and fourth dimeters, all anap-
aestic.But that was because the French
deviser of the Esperanto series evid-
ently did not pay sufficient attemtion
to details. He made his lines all trime-
ters.
The first one offered to competitors
to finish was this:
Iam, plu’v’ alparolis la venton,

“Batali mi vas la tenton
Por finighu 1o via influo.”

La ventor respondis sen bruro:
The required fifth line had to rhyme
with the first and second.The four lines
may be tramslated as follows:

To the wind, said the rain once in
glee:

“Temptation strong comes over me

To humble your pride.”

The wind calmly replied:

The judge appointed to decide the

prize—fifty francs, or $10—asserts that

he received thousands of replies. He fin-

ally awarded the guerdon to Aleksan-

dro Vejtcler of Roslov-na~Danu, Rus-

sia, whose completing line was:

Pli bone ni provu konsenton.

‘Which to rhyme with the above verse

in Emglish, may be given as:

Let us rather attempt to agree.

The winning line was commended, not
only because it fulfilled the require-
ments of prosody, but particularly on
account of its tendency toward the id-
eal of universal peace and arbitration,
thus appealing to the inner sense of
Esperantism.

Esperantists are now working fever-
ishly over another “Limeriko” the four
given lines of which may be put thus
into English:

Said John to his sweet Angeline:

“I adore you, my charming young

queen!”
But she looked in his eye
With this chilling reply:

It is evident that Angeline is to crush
John altogether.Te competing Esper-
antjsts are therefore inventing the most
rapier like thrusts of repartee they can
think of on behalf of Angeline.

An Esperanto problem which some
eminent French professors thought it
not undignified to attempt to solve was
one of the kind that begins: “My 5—i—
3—19 is a well known pseudonym, my
6—7—17—5—22 is a natural edible,” etc.,
up to “my 1 to 23 is a frequently seen
signature.”

The details were not easy, and most
of the French professors began at the
end by #ooking up names of famous
modern personages consisting of twen-
ty-three letters. Others picked out the
separate quantities first, and the ‘sig-
nature’” was found to be “Tobakfumado
malpermesita,” (smoking not allowed.)

In the current issue of Tra la Monde,
an illustrated: Esperanto monthly, is
given this puzzle:

GAN LE PRI KO PRO O
DE SED PA NI LA RAN
GAS DO NOW AL 20 DE
PLA DRES VI I0J BON KVA
DE SUR “VE NON” LO KAR
NU SIM GA LA RA VB

Nothing is said about the manner of
solving it, but an expert at problems
of this kind naturally supposes that
the knight’s move on the chessboard
is the general key. This proves to be
the case, for if the reader starts from
the right top corner and threads his
way carefully with the step of that
cavalier throughout, he will find the
following sentence: “Oni legas sur la
kartoj de propafando pri la kvara:
‘Venu Dresdenon koran bonvenon.’
Simpla sed alloga devizo,”” meaning:
““One reads on the cards of propagan-
da concerning the fourth (congress):
‘Come to Dresden, a hearty welcome.’
A simple but attractive motto.” The
first solver of this puzzle is to be re-
warded by the munificent prize of
twenty illustrated post cards.

Puzzles involving Esperanto puns
are frequently met.

‘Why do you call him a diamond?

Because he’'s a lover of the gods.

Key: ‘diamanto’—‘'diamond”;
amanto’’—"“a lover of the gods.”

Why do you say a partner is al-
ways stubborn?

Because he's a thick neck.

Key: ‘“kolego’”’—'a colleague;” ‘“kol-
eg-0"—"an augmented neck.”

These merry jests do not occupy the
attention of old Esperantists, but be-
ginners chuckle appreciatively over
them, To see the point argues gratify-
ing progress in the study of the lan-
guage. ey

A more ingenious enigma of the
above kind was to be solved from the
following sentences:

“I gave a boy something to drink,
and asked him his name. ‘My name is
what I'm drinking’’: “a gift of tea.”

This combination of letters ‘“olo olo a
aaaaaaaaaaa’ would scarcely
suggest the twelve Apostles, get that
is what it does mean. “Twelve Apos-
tles” in Esperanto is ‘“‘dekdu apostol-
0j,” that is ‘“dekdu a post oloj,”’ which
being translated meaneth “twelve a's
after the plural of ‘olo.” ™

Thus, adding chess and checker
problems for the more serious, do the
propagandists of the universal lan-
guage try to lighten the labors of the
student by means of the more frivol-
ous side of Esperan{o constructicn.
