Ture Town of Moncton was thrown
into a state of great excitement and in-
dignation on Monday evening, of last
week, by the killing of policeman Joseph
E. Bteadman, who was shot while en-
»avoring to effect the arrest of a man
f desperate character. The man, with
« comrade, was suspected of having been
engaged in a burglary at Chatham a
few days before. They had been traced
to a house in Moncton, and the place
was being invaded by the police with
the purpose of effecting their arrest,
when they attempted to escape, firing
their revolvers as they did sc. One of
them was seized by the policeman, and
though shot, and mortally. wounded,
Steadman bravely held his prisoner until
another officer came to his assistance,
when the man was secured, and Stead-
man, crying out “I am murdered,” fell
to the ground, and in a few minutes was
dead. The man, who was taken into
custody, gave his name as Olsen, but
was called “Buck” by his comrade.
According to the finding of Coroner’s
jury it was he who shot Steadman. The
other man, who is known as “Jim,”
escaped, aud“though determined and
diligent efforts have been made to secure
him, he had not at last aecounts been
apprehended. That these men were en-
gaged in the burglary st Chatbam is
said to be proved by the fact that the
prisoner “Buck” had in his posession
Mexican and South American coins,
identified by Mr. Wilson as a part of the
money stolen.

Imperial Privy Council would involve
the facing of perils of still greater mag-
nitude.

(JONSIDERING how largely the pros;

perity of any country, and of the
world at large, is dependent upon the
results which come from the labors of
the husbandman, it is natural that the
prospect of the harvest should at this
season be canvassed with great interest.
The reports from this continent and
from Europe are, on the whole, of a re-
assuring character. The prospect ap-
pears to be that Canada will again this
year experience the blessing of an abun-
dant harvest. In Ontario, as well as in
the Eastern provinces, the hay crop is
reported to be heavy, and much of it has
been secured already in good condition.

In Ontario and Quebec the grain
crop is reported to be very heavy,
and in the Maritime Provinces the

prospect for the harvest is apparent-
y good. In Manitobs andgthe North-
west, though it is hardl bbable that
the harvest will be so abu
was laat year, yet the reports’
eral favorable, and the prospect of satis-
factory results—subject of course to the
chances o
appears to be good. In the United
States the corn crop will be heavily

diminisbed by. the floods which
have prevailed along the ‘grenl
rivers, and the total grain crop is
expected to fall very far short of the

great yleld of last year. Still itis re-
ported that the erop will be much better
than was anticipated earlier in the sea-
it is estimated,
will be larger than thaf of any year ex
cept 1801, and the total grain yield will
not full much below an average of that
of the last ten years. In Russia the
prospect appears to be little, if any, better
than year. Famine and disease
among the people, and the lack of seed
have greally interfered with agricultur
al operations, and in many places where
grain has been sown the crop is a
partial or total failure. Outside of Rus-
sin, the crops are reported to bé gener-
ally good, and it is believed that Europe
will, on the whole, produce a larger
supply of food this year than it did in
1801. While, therefore, the
duct of America will not be so large as
last year, the prospect is that the grain
markets of the world will be fairly well
supplied.

Each church is allowed to
send from one to five delegates, accord-
ing to the amount contributed to de-
nominational objects. From 600 to 700
delegates would be entitled to seats in
this way. Then the eight associations
are entitled to send two delegates each,
making sixteen more. Lastly, the
faculty of Acadia College are members
in their own right, making yet ten
more. The total pessible representation
from all soucces would be between 800
and 900 delegates.

Now it admiited that such a
body assumesk rather gigantic propor-
tions, and although the usual attendance
of delegates is only about one-third the
possible number, yet the wives and
children, with interested visitors, usually
make the number to be entertained be-
tween four and five hundred. It has
been as high as 600 and even 700 accord-
ing to various estimates.

To provide entertainment for such a
the question of questions.
Boarcely half the churches that would
like to have the convention meet with
them dare undertake the matter at all,
and when the offer is now made to
entertain it, important reserves are de-
manded. Even at Moncton and Frederio-
ton we were compelled to find quarters
among other denominations, which is
not, in ‘the majority of cases, a very
satisfactory way. At one convention,

making my application in due
form, I was placed at the house of a
devout holiness brother, deacon of the
Reformed Baptist church. As we had
but little in common in religious views
my stay was not as sagreeable as if
among my own people, and so, after
about twenty-four hours in his society,
I left the place sasigned me.

Even now every hour is closely taken
up, while often two boards on special
interests have to hold separate sessions
atthe same time. And then, on thelast
evening, after half the delegates have
left for home, important matters are
rushed through as rapidly as jthe mo-
tions can be handled, when all interest
has ﬂ»gqed and the delegates are in no
mood to give proper attention to any-
thing. Surely such a condition of things
cslh Iondly fox a division of the present

And now, lest our motives may lm
misinterpreted and our position assailed
without due knowledge of all: the facts,
I yenture to give some of the reasons
which impel us to agitate this guestion
and seek a satisfactory solution of it.
The time, we believe, for finding & pro-
per solution has fully come, and we
hope the best wisdom and patience of
the brethren will be devoted to it

And, first, 1 would notice that the
large proportions of the present Conven-
tion and the amouot of business trane-
scted by it demand a division.

Again, the question of distance be-
tween the sections has to be considered.

Each provinoe is virtu-
ally separated from the others by water.
Our combined land and water area be-
tween extreme points is about equal to
the area of New England. The six New
England states could be grouped into
one convention fleld and all points
reached more conventiently than in the
three Maritime Provinces. Yet eachstate
there has had its own convention for
many years.

h If six ons are
needed in New England, the Maritime
Provinoes, stretched over an equal area,
could well afford to have two.

Lastly, I might mention the local and
personal interest that would be develop-
ed by division. It is but natural to ex-
pect that the churches of each province
will take most interest in work nearest
at hand to them. This is a principle in
human nature to which we must give
heed, It is useless to tell usthat we
should cultivate & broad spirit and over-
look provincial liges. The broadest
place & limit somewhere. None of us
have yet been broad enough-to take in
Newfoundland, whicll surely needs Bap-
tist help from some quarter, for if Iam
informed aright, there is not to day a
self-supporting Baptist interest among
the 180,000 people dwelling on that
island.

If the convictign could become gen-
eral, that speeches are effective in pro-
portion for other qualities than their
sirong reflections on well meant effort,
and assertions of questionable motives,
the body would be spared what it could
well afford to lose as a- company of
Christians. If the members could bear
in mind that love suffereth long and is
kind, it would be a little easier, probably,
to endure the irrepressible and incor-
righle who are everywhere. The presi-
dent especially needs a double portion
of patience, tact and discretion.

Probably any new methods of electing
officers and the various boards and com-
mittees would be criticised after a little,
and yet it might be ‘well to make a
change. It has been said that the com-
mittee of nomination issmall, that it
seems as if there were a tendency to
have it composed of the same, or partly
the same, brethren from year to year, that
existing boards have thereby had the
power of determining who should fill
the vacancies. We do not suppose that
any design has been used in this mat-
ter, but it might be well, if the same
method is followed, to make the com-
mittee of nominatidn larger and, per
haps, that it should be appointed directly
by Convention. This would place the
appointments more fully snd directly
under control of all.

«In the discussion of the reports of the
various boards it should bé remembered
that the brethren whose report is con-
sidered have given much labor and time,
and probably expense, to the interests
committed to them. Criticism of their
work should, therefore, be tempered
with mercy and some effort made to
find things to commend. Simple jus-
tice, to say nothing of Caristian charity,
requires that a favorable construction
should be put upon their action, unless
facts compel a contrary conclusion.
Impeachment of motives can, therefore,
seldom be justified.

On the other hand boards may bear
in mind that they are servants of men
who are as truly concerned in the work
as the boards themselves, and therefore
they should not be over sensitive if
some brethren who have not the inside
view offer remarks not wholly flatter-
ing. Baptists believe in free speech, and
a full discussion of good measures gen-
erally brings credit to the brethren in
charge of our several departments of
service. And if improvements can be
made the boards will derive the benefit.

May the meeting of Convention at
Bridgetown be a very prosperous one
and the results of it only good.
