ures.

MANUFACTURED
PRODUCTS WANTED.

Is Visiting City to Get in Touch
With Shippers and Gather
Information—People High-
ly Civilized,

To secure closer trade connections
between Canada and Argentina is the
object of the visit here of Mr. Pedro
Rene, one of the leading lumber im-
porters in Buenos Ayres, who is stay-
ing at the Royal for a few days. Mr.
Rene is connected with the firm of
B. A & J. J. Willlams Co., who take
Immense quantities of rough lumber
into South America. Mr. Maurice J.
Dukes of Philadelphia, vice president
of the company, accompanies Mr.
Rene.

“Few people,” sald Mr. Rene to a
Standard reporter last evening, “have
any idea of the importance of the
Argentine Republic as a commercial
nation. Like Canada, we are a great
wheat-growing country, and T am in-
terested in Canada for that reason.

Some Large Figures.

“Last year we exported 20,000,000
tons of wheat, principally to Europe,
and 4,000,000 tons of oats to the
United States alone. When you con-
sider that the country is still in its
infancy and many portions as yet un-
developed, you can form some idea of
the future there is before us. We
have a population of £000,000, the
same as Canada. We %ad when it
comes to large cities, as we  have
100,000 in Buenos Ayres alone,

“You, perhaps,” Mr. Rene continued,

“are more interested here in the ex-
portation of lumber to Argentina.
We import practically all the lumber
used in a rough state. In one year
the imports of spruce amounted to
150,000,000 feet. White pine is also
imported to the amount of about 60,
000,000 feet. We have done business
largely with the United States, but we
are looking more now to Canada.
“I came here to get in touch with
trade conditions, meet the ‘shinpers,
and to gather as much information as
possible, There is a great openine in
the Argentine Republic for manufac-
tured products, as we have not many
factories.”

Highly Civilized.

Mr. Rene also spoke of the enlight-
ened condition of the people of the
Argentine Republic. “An {dea exists,”
he said, “that we are savages, hut I
can assure you that we do not con-
sider ourselves as such. On the con-
trary, the masses display a high de-
gree of culture. We have compulsory
education, advanced schools, and per
fect religious freedom. Literature
and art are cultivated, and the fame
of our sculptors is world-wide.

“Spanish, of course; is the national
language, but we have two newspap-
ers in English—the Standard and the

Itallan and French. Our government
resembles that of the United States,
and our people live at peace among
themselves and with their neighboys.”

War Unlikely,

The reports of trouble between Bo-
livia and Peru were mentioned to Mr.
Rene. He replied that there was little
likelihood of war, as Peru would sim-
ply “eat Bolivia.” The Argentine gov-
ernment had ruled as arbitrators in
the dispute, but were taking no part
in the quarrel.

“We cannot afford to,” was his
comment, “and the other countries are
in a much worse position. Bolivia is
practically isolated and in a very help-
less position to engage in war.”

Mr. Rene said that Argentina was a
fine country for a young man to lo-
cate, after he had once learned the
Spanish language.

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“VALUE OF GAAN

The hearing in the matter of the
expropriation proceedings at Grand
Falls was continued yesterday before
J. Norman Winslow, the commission-
er appointed by the Provincial Govern-
ment. Only two new witnesses were

ined, Mr. D. W, Jami and Mr.
John B. McRae, mechanical and hy-
draullc engineers. The evidence was
chiefly of a technical character, deal-
ing with various phases of the power
development at the falls.

A great difference of opinion as to
the value of the property at the falls
has been adduced from the evidence
on Wednesday. Sir Willlam Van
Horne stated that the value of the
rights at the falls in their present
state is $1,000,000, and the land and
water privileges that were sought to
bg expropriated at from - $600,000 to
$700,000. Mr. A. C. Rlce, at yester-
day morning's session, valued the
grist mill property at $200,000. Mr.
J. B. McRae, a witness for the new
company, in the afternoon placed a
value of §26,000 on the waterpower
from the bridge to above -the falls,
and valued the property sought to be
expropriated at $12,500,

Mr. H. A. Powell, K. C.,, represented
the Grand Falls Power Company
and had assoclated with him Messrs.
Barnhlll, Ewing & Sanford. A. L.
Shearer, of New York: J. B. McRae,
chief engineer, and R. 8. Lee and D.
W. Jamieson, engineers, were also in
attendance on behalf of the company,
Col. H. H. McLean, K. C., and Mr.
F. R. Taylor appeared In the interests
of the land owners in the case,

Afternoon Session.

Mr. Taylor continued his cross.ex-
amination of Mr. McRae in the after-
noon.

The gauge readings of last Year were

taken up. The witness said the wat
er was lower in the Bt. John last
year than in former years. Commenc-
ing April 1 last the gauge readings
went under 220 a number of times. On
April 1 the reading was 217; on Aug.
2, 218; on Aug. 4, 219.3; on Aug. 9 it
was again below 220, At about 218
with a 54 ft. drop it could develop 20,
000 horsepower. With a head of 130
feet and a gauge of 220 they would
get almost 70,000 H. P. The lowest
gauge reading for about 5% months
was 216.

They were planning to have an ef-
fective maximum her{’ of 136 feet. At
high water it would be slightly less.
Last year 24,000 H. P. could have been
developed under the conditions., A
holding dam would have to be put in
to get greater power. Ultimately they
planned to developed 80,000 H. P. To
do .this it would be necessary to have
a storage giving 8000 cublc feet per
second. This storage would be obtain-
ed by buildlng dams on the Allegash

River, FiSh Lake and Temiscouata
Lake,

Cost of the Dams.

The dam at Lake Temiscouata would
be built at the lower end. It would
cost about $20,000. He did not know
what the damages would be from the
flood. On Fish Lake the dam would be
built at a cest of over $20,000. The
cost of the dam on the Allegash had
not been determined. He knew of no
options on rights on the lake for the
dam. Without storage 23,000 H. P.
could be obtained.

Two plans, the witness said, had
been made for the construction of a
am at the falls. One was similar to
Mr. Rice's; the other was below the
Government pier, and above the crest
of the falls. It would not obstruct the
flow of water. It was the second plan
they Intended to follow. The dam
would be located within 50 feet of the
gates on the Grand Falls side. It
would not necessarily go to the
little island, It might go 50 feet above
it

It was expected to strike the east
side of the river several hundred feet
above the Little River. The dam
would not back tle water up any
more than it is at present at high
water at Van Buren.

The present market at Grand Falls
for electrleal power was very small.
The power would be easily transport-
ed to Van Buren and St. Leonard’s
for industries there.

Mr. Rice's estimate was 24,000 H. P,
for a 54 foot drop. His company had
estimated a 90,000 H. P. He would
not say Mr, Rice's estimate was in-
correct. The three dams he mention-
ed for storage purposes would have
a capacity of 50,000 H. P. continually.

The property expropriated would
be used as an auxilfary power plant.
About 1100 horsepower would be de-
veloped on that property. It would
be generated by waterwheels and
generators on the site of the old mill.
It would cost $60 per horsepower to
develop this power. A rock excava-
tion, a retaining wall and other works
would have to be bullt.

Nature of the Dam,

To Mr. Powell—The dam would be
similar to the one constructed at the
Chaudlere Falls, Ottawa. It would be
a series of plers and openings, twenty-
or twenty-five in number. The piers
would be about twenty-two feet apart.
They would be 4 to b feet wide, and
40 to 50 feet long, and as high as
248 feet, Between plers below the
bed of the river a concrete floor would
be built. The river would have a free
passage at times of high water. When
the freshet was over they would hold
water by meaus of blocks of timber
between the plers, There would have
to be a bridge on the top of the plers.
At low water the plers wonld have no

effect If the blocks were removed.

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Further Technical Evidence Given at Hearing Before Com-
mission Yesterday—Sir William Van Horn's Estimate Re-
duced by Other Witnesses—Mr. J. B. McRae, for New
Company, -Values Water Power at $25,000 and Property

Col. McLean recalled Mr. Rice, who
sald he found there was no estimate
made for the grist mill property other
than the general estimate for 1,000
horsepower,

The commissioner asked what value
the witness placed on that property,
to which he replied $200,000.

To Mr. Powell the witness said the
valuation was on a basis of a maxi-
mum horsepower of 24,500, provided
the company owned the land they
claimed. He would advise'anybody to
take the property at $200,000 as worth
that amount as a manufacturing prop-
osition. It would be worth that
amount if g dam was erected across
the river at the place he had plotted.

In replylng to a question from Mr.
Powell ing the cost of power at
Niagara I8, the witness sald that
power purchased from the Grand Falls
at $6 a horsepower would be cheaper
than Niagara power at no cost what-
ever.

Mr. Whitehead to Be Called.

Col. McLean sald it was his Inten-
tion to- call Mr. W. T. Whitehead of
Fredericton to testify about the
amount of timber available at Grand
Falls.

After some argument about delay,
it was agreed that Mr. Powell should
open his case, and Mr. Whitehead
]would be' called as soon as conven-
lent.

Question of Title.

Col MclLean said there might be
some title deeds to submit later on

Mr. Powell contended that all these
title deeds should be put in now.

Col. McLean stated that he had not
understood that their title was disput-
ed. It was agreed that the papers
would be produced before the hearing
ended.

Mr, Powell said in outlining his case
they were simply ekpropriating lands
in the Hayes estates, which would not
interfere with any lands held by the
Grand Falls Water Power Co. He put
in evidence several documents bearing
on the case.

Mr. D. W. Jamieson, engineer, of
Ottawa, was called as the first witness.
He had been with the Grand Falls
Power Co. since January, 1908. He
was assistant to Mr. F. W. Anderson,
resident engineer, but latterly was
resident engineer in charge of the
work. Mr. J. B. McRae, of Ottawa
was chief engineer, He had made
soundings in the river and taken the
elevation and dally gauge of the wa-
ter, showing the quantity of flow.

Quantity of the Flow.

On September 20, 1908, the quantity
of water flowing was 2,200 cubic feet a
second. The flow continued at about
that quantity until March 2, 1909, with
slight variations. The lowest the flow

reached during that time was 1800
cubic feet a second. In March 1909
the flow was 2,600 cubic feet. The

difference in the two elevations was
117 feet.

The plans and surveys prepared by
thte witness, and to wiXch he had re-
ferred, were init Jed by the commis-
sioner for identification.

At the site of the dam he had driv-
en a six-inch pipe through fifty feet
of gravel, which was thirteen feet be-
low the deepest part of the centre of
the river. He did not strike rock at
that depth. He continued soundings
down river to the government wing
dam, shown on the plan. He found
rock where he sounded below the is-
land. Soundings were made through
the ice with iron pipe driven down.
In soundings he cross-sectioned the
river and sounded every 25 feet apart.

Mr. John B. McRae, mechanical and
hydraulic engineer, sald he had had
experience in engineering works for
the Montreal, Toronto and Ottawa
street rallway companies, and with
various mining and water concerns.
He undertook the work for the Grand
Fall Company in the spring of 1907,
when he designed a dam. He did not
personally lodk after the taking of
soundings.

Horsepower Developed.

Mr. Powell—Taking Mr. Jamieson’s
estimate of a flow of 2,200 feet, how
much hersepower could be developed
from a drop of 54 feet?

Witness—“About 9,400 horsepower.”

The elevation of the crest of the
proposed dam was 232 feet. Without
the dam 6,600 horsepower could be
secured.

NEW UNION PACIFIC SEGREGA-
TION PLAN.

(By direct private wires to J. C. Mack-
intosh & Co.)

New York, Aug. 12.—It can be defi-
nitely stated that the management of
the Union Pacific Company has under
consideration a plan by which the
stockholders will be given additional
shares of some form or other, repre-
senting the company’s investments in
other corporations. Details of the mat-
ter have not yet been fully worked out,
but it is understood that the proposi-
tion will call for an issue of securities
in the nature of a beneficial certificate
of participation in the dividends re-
celved by the Union Pacific treasury
from its Investments. These certifl-
cates will be In some respects similar
to the Great Northern Ore trust
shares. This plan of segregation dif-

gation proposition which called for
the organization of a holding company
to take over the Union Pacific invest-
ments in other properties. Under the
plan now being considered it is under-
stood ownership will still be vested in
the Union Pacific Company.. This will
mean that income from the railroad
operations will go to the Unlon Paci-
fic Company, while that derived from
investments will be paid to the bene-
ficlaries.

As the situation now stands it is
understood that the management con-
templates the distribution of these be-
neficial certificates, not only to. the
common shareholders of Union Pacific,
but to the preferred holders as well.
This proposition accounts for the
sharp advance which has taken place
in the preferred of the company which
in its present status is limited to a 4
ner cent annual dividend. Counsel
for the company is of the opinion that
the Preferred stock is entitled to
share with the Common in any dis-
tribution of the character now in con-
templation. Just how soon formal an-
nouncement of the deal will be made,
it is impossible to state. Up to this
time, it is understood that the plan
has been worked out only in a gen-
eral way and along broad lines, but
it is suggesteﬂ that it could be brought

Sir Robert Perk’s Firm

in Ottawa Send F. W. Holt Result of

Investigations—Cost of Work $700,000, Engineering and
Contingencies $87,500 More—@uestion of Cash or Bonds
Make 15 per cent. Difference—Engineer to Report Today.

At a of the tee in
charge of the Navy Island Bridge
scheme this afternoon, Mr. F. W, Holt
C. B, will give a final estimate of
the plans and specifications. A letter
will also be submitted from Mr. G.
W. Volckman, vice president of Mec-
Arthur Perks & Co., Ltd. of Ottawa,
the Canadian branch of Sir Robert
Perks’ firm, stating that the bridge
can probably be built for $787,600.

At the time of Sir Robert’s visit,
Mr. Volckman was one of the party,
and looked carefully into the bridge
question with a view to his company
at some future date, undertaking the
work, Mr. Holt supplied him with all
the data available. The followigg ex-
tract from a letter recently received
by Mr. Holt, gives the result of his
investigations.

Mr, Volckman's Letter.
Mr. F. W. Holt, C.E, St. John, N. B.

Dear 8ir,—I regret the delay in re-
plying to your letter of July 27th,
which was due to my having been
away from Ottawa,

1 have looked carefully into your
plans for the Navy Island Bridge and
also the quantities and prices which
you were good enough to send me.
As regards the design I have not been
able to go into any calculations.as re-
gards the strength of the various por-
tions for the loads which will have to
be carried, as I have been extremely
busy on other matters. I have, how-
ever, checked all the quantities as
shown in your drawings, with the ex-
ception of the iron work, which I have

taken as being the same as those |C

which you gave me.

1 should not, of course, care to give
a firm price for this-work without go-
ing into the matter further on the
ground and obtaining closer prices of
the materials, etc, to be used, than
I have been able to at present, but it
seems to me on going through the
figures that this work would cost at
least $700,000 without allowing any-

thing for the cost of engineering and
contingencies which for an estimate
of this sort I should allow at the rate
of 21 per cent for the former and
10 per cent for the latter, making
an additional $87,500 or $787,600 in all.

This, of course, would be on the as-
sumption that the money for this
Bridge was found in cash by the Dom-
inlon Goverment, the Provincial Gov-
ernment and the City. If this were
not done and only a guarantee given
a8 to Interest the cost of financing
the work would have to be added on
to the figure given above. This would
probably vary from 156 to 20 per cent,
depending upon the amount of inter-
est which would be guaranteed.

My figures, of course, include the
whole Bridge complete, including the
Railway and car tracks, and I do not
see at present how the work can be
done for much less than the amount
1 have stated above. Yours truly,

According to the plans of Mr. Holt,
as already announced, the bridge will
have two decks. The lower deck pro-
vides for a railway track, and in mak-
ing his calculations the engineer has
complied with th; specifications of the

. P. R, the G. T. P. and the McKen-
zie and Mann system, which are prac-
tically all the railroads likely to en-
ter the city. Tracks for the street
raillway are also on this deck. The
upper deck consists of a highway for-
ty feet wide, Including eight feet for
sidewalks.
