Mar. 10.—The naval ser­
vice bill has passed its second read­
ing. At half past eleven tonight, the 
House, after a day of very one-sided 
debating, rejected a motion for the 
six months hoist, and affirmed the 
principle of the bill.

Halifax, N. S.< March 10.—A bill en­
titled the Workh.en’a Compensation 
Act was brought before the local 
house today by the government.

It provided that in case of acciden­
tal death of an employee who has 
been engaged for a period of three 
years or move the employer must pay 
the deceased’s family the sum of $1.- 
000 or the amount of his wages for 
three years which ever sum is the 
larger, but the amount must not ex­
ceed $2,000. In case of partial or total 
disability the injured person shall re­
ceive fifty per cent of his regular 
weekly wage. The amount not to ex­
ceed, however, $5 a week.

The av­
erage cost of maintenance per patient 
last year was $160 and was higher on 
account of the fire than it otherwise 
would have been. The accounts show 
the Provincial Hospital is doing its 
part to encourage the development of 
the New Brunswick coal mines, as of 
$8,751.53 worth of coal consumed at 
the institution last year, all but about 
three tons was from Queens county 
coal fields.

"There are few old timers left in 
Alaska. Most of those who went up 
there In the early days got out after 
making their pile.

Next night 
we came back and came In sight of a 
black cloud which the major said was 
the Island and we prepared to land 
our cargo In boats.

Well, after a 
few of the other boats had been load­
ed the steamer started away and I 
pulled In our hawsers and found they 
had been cut. The Horsa afterward 
arrived in Jamaica, was found to have 
arms on board, and was sent up here 
with her captain, under arrest.

"We found ourselves In a predicar 
ment. What we were told was land 
turned out to be only a cloud, and In­
stead of being a couple of miles off 
shore we were fully thirty. To make 
things worse, a storm came up and 
we spent the night pitching up and 
down. We couldn’t see the stars, and 
so could not make out which way to 
steer. The crews of the other boats 
threw their cargoes overboard, ex­
cept one that was commanded by a 
colonel. Next morning we could not 
see laud at all. 1 had put a tarpaulin 
into the boat to cover the gun, and we 
rigged this up as a sail, and using 
this and the oars we made for where 
we thought land was. As we had 
been told we were so near the land 
we had not put any water or food 
into the boat, and on the second day 
the man upon whom we depended to 
sliow us the way to Gomez’s camp 
went mad and tried to kill several of 
us, so we had to tie him up.

Miss Muskat In an interesting ad- 

dress, said there were many erron­
eous ideas about socialism. When 
she was a young lass in Russia and 
started reading the papers there, she 
believed that all socialists carried 
bombs in their pockets. When later 
she came to this free country of ours 
she learned from the Canadian pa­
pers that socialists though they didn’t 
carry bombs were pretty bad chaps, 
athlesta, agnostics, destroyers of 
homes, advocates of free love and so

But when she grew up and began to 
study socialism as expounded by the 
prophets whose fulminations did not 
meet with the approval of the news­
papers, she had learned that It was 
not the terrible thing she had suppos­
ed it to be. Instead she had found 
that socialism was a well-developed 
and scientific conception of political 
economy, and had come to the con­
clusion that It must be the next stage 
In the evolution of society.

Socialism was not the bogey, the 
church, the fourth estate, and “our ex- 
President Roosevelt" represented it to 
be. It was no more responsible for 
atheism than the Liberal or Conser­
vative party. It wouldn’t break up 
homes, as much as the present capital­
istic system of society, which by com­
pelling a man to work for a wage that 
wouldn’t let him keep a wife and fa­
mily made it necessary for the wife 
to go out to work by the day, leaving 
the home and children without pro­
per care. Besides under the present 
system few workers could afford a 
home of their own.

Most horses, the speaker remarked, 
had well ventilated stables, and tele­
phones handy. How many workers 
had telephones In the houses, or any 
ventilation, except 
through the roof?

Capitalism, she continued, not only 
took the mother from the home to 
work In the factories, but It also took 
the children. As the labor of women 
and children was cheap the husband 
was thrown out of a Job, and became 
dependent upon his children. Capital­
ism thus reversed the law of nature, 
and, as its tendency was to render 
man a useless ornament, it would 
cause man to disappear from the face 
of the earth.

Miss Muskat sketched the historical 
evolution of society from serfdom up 
through feudalism and chattel slavery 
to what she called the wage slavery, 
and concluded with an appeal to those 
present to band together and sen*- 
vorkingmen to parliament

The addresses were loilowed by a 
discussion in which a number of those 
present took part.

Another meeting under the auspices 
of the Socialists will be held in Mc­
Lean’s hall, this evening, to hear the 
report of the committee appointed to 
consider the question of starting a 
co-operative store here.

Rev. J. J. McCasklll will preside.

Mr. Robert Sharkey, president of 
the Carpenters’ Union, and Miss Mus­
kat, the “Mother Jones” of the Canad­
ian Socialist movement, were the prin­
cipal speakers at a meeting of the 
Socialists in McLean’s Hall last even­
ing. Mr. Sharkey spoke on trade 
unionism, explaining Its purposes and 
methods of operations and Its Influ­
ence upon the conditions of labor In 
St John and elsewhere. Miss Mus­
kat, her qjeeves rolled up to the el­
bow vigorously pummeled the various 
bogeys created, as she Intimated by 
the capitalistic papers to frighten peo­
ple from taking part in the greatest 
movement in the history of the world 

_ movement that, she said, would 
abolish all the evils from which the 
world suffers today and make It pos­
sible for men to live in a Christian 
life. Mr. R. Peterson presided, and 
there was a fair attendance, Rev. T. 
Hunter Boyd being among the inter­
ested listeners.

Mr. Sharkey said that 75 years ago 
there was no great need of trade 
unionism, because Industries were car­
ried on by small Individual enter­
prises and there was a close personal 
relation between the master and his 
employees. But the development of 
steam moved machinery, and the 
growth of the big impersonal corpora­
tions had reduced the average work­
men to a condition of undesirable de­
pendence.
