GHARGES WASTE

OF MILLIONS TO
0.5, GOVERNMENT

Republican Congressman Con-
demns Democrats For Not
Increasing Internal Revenue
Tax On Tobacco and Cigars.

Washington, D, C, June 9.-—Repre«
sentative Warburton, of Washington, &
newly elected Republican insurgent
in lhe house of representatives, charg
ed congress today with letting millions
of dollars go to waste that it might
coliect in internal revenue taxes on
tobacco. He attacked the pending wool
tariff revision offered by the Demo-
crats, declaring that their plea of
needing revenue for the government
treasury was not a serious argument
for keeping high duties on woolen
goods,

“If the government would put' &
reasonable tax on tobacco, which may
be considered a luxury,” said Mr. War-
burton, “it could let In woolen goods,
cotton goods and sugar without any
tariff whatever, If this country taxed
tobacco as England or France does,
we could close the doors of all the
custom houses except as to the ime
portation of liquors and tobaccos.”
“The rich man who smokes a 35
cent ciggr pays one and two-tenths
cents tax on each dollars worth of
them; while his gardener who smokes
five cent cigars pays 6 cents tax on
his dollar’s worth; and his washer-
woman who buys a dollar's worth
of sugar pays 36 cents tax on it.”

THE VALLEY RAILWAY.

Very much of the discussion as to. the relative
merits of the two propositions concerning the construc
tion of the Valley Railway has been carried on without
any reference to the engineer's report as to the cost
of the various routes This is an important considera
tion and one which has an important meaning on the
finances of the Province

At the outset it may be mentioned that Mr. Maxwell
in his estimate of the various routes surveyed, says: “The
the work and materials
necessary to the formation and comple-
tion of a first class trunk I of rallway of standard
guage, to be laid with steel rails 80 pounds per yard,
with all structures of and steel, and with
grades of the standard of the National Transcontinental
Railway, and the work embraces all clearing, grubbing,
grading, bridging, masonry, structures, track laying, bal-
lasting, fencing; all track material, as nails, switches,
yeking systems (where necessary),
legraph lines, viaduets, trestles, water
ds and crossings, with guards,
together with buildings, righ! of way
engineering, etc. (but does not include operating equip-
ment). They been made from the present pre-
vailing prices, both for labor and materials.”

CANADA'S TRADE WITH THE SISTER DOMINIONS.

In a late issue we discussed the course of trade
between Canada and Japan, to which country we have
already extended the reductions of the French Treaty,
and now propose, under the Reciprocity pact, to give

"Ithe further advantages of free agricultural products

without return or compensation. The presentation did
not go far enough to convince us that wé had gained much
during the past three years, or could hope for much
improvement in the future, lLet us now see how our
trade has fared with the British Sister Dominions, with
all but two of which, Australia and the West Indies,
we have mutual preference. To the West Indies we
extend our preference, but, get none in return.

The above figures do not show as favorably as we
could wish, nor indicate generally a growth commensur-
ate with the rapid increase in the total trade of Canada.
But both imports and exports show a fair advance in
our business with Australia, and a very favorable balance
in our favor, The same may be said in respect to
New Zealand, except that our exports thereto are rela-
tively to imports increasing more slowly and the favor-
able balance tends to diminish. South African trade

Ihas picked up rapidly in the last few years and now
pretty nearly equals that with Australia. The West
India trade is far greater in volume, fluctuates con-
siderably and on the whole does not grow as rapidly
as it should. Our exports shculd be and might be
greatly extended

of a cheaply constructed railway and that the bidders
would be bound under the same conditions no matter
tmder which e of the act the road was built
Regarding the route through Centreville and Lake-
ville, where physical conditions are such that the rail-
way cannot be built on a fourtenths grade, the report
says ‘In order to make a survey in conformity with
the act, for a line of rallway between Grand Falls and

Woodstock would through the villages of
Centreville Lakeville in the county of Carleton,
which lie some five or six miles back from the St. John
river, after careful examination of the count it
was not possible to run a line of rail on
the four-tenths grade that could include these villages

The Grand Falls
section is one of the most expéndive to construct on
the whole line and the cost could be considerably re-
duced by joining the two roads near New Denmark,
but again an amendment to the act would be necessary.

GORONATION GROWDS

It is Estimated That Two Million Will
See the Parade,
Some interesting statistics of the
Coronation may be compiled now
that the routes of the two proces
slons have been definitely fixed.
The route to be traversed by the
procession through London belng over
seven miles long, it is estimated that
at least 2,000,000 persons will be able
to obtaln a view. The pavemsant area
over this distance s about 2,906,680
square feet. Allowing two aquare
feet for each person, it is computed
that the pavement alone will accom-
modate 1,458,340 people. To this
number another 100,000 may be added
to include the crowds that will as-
semble at open places near Bucking:
ham Palace, along Constitution Hill,
Hyde Park Corner, and other colgns
of vantage,

Troops to guard the streets, police,
Territorials, Colonlal and Indian
troops will. aecount for about 80,000,
who will see the procession, or parts
of it. Stands along the route, it 18
calculated, will seat 100,000, stands in
shops and business premises 50,000,
and from windows and balconies 200,
000 will look on. The roofs of build-
ings, too, will no doubt find precar-
fous accommodation for several more
thousands.

FAVOR CARRITTE PLAN
FOR GARBAGE. DISPOSAL

Aldermen Jones and Smith
Think Provincial Chemical
Fertilizer Co. Plant Would
Make First Rate Incinerator.

Ald. J. B. Jones and H. G. Smith
paid a visit to the garbage reduction
lant at the Provincial Chemical Fertil-
zer Works yesterday to judge for
themselves of the possibility of using
it for the disposal of the city’s refuse
material.

After . a careful ingpection, fthey
agreed with the opinion of the other
members of the committee that with
some extensions it would be perfectly
suitable. The company has already car-
ried on this work on a small scale
and there is reason to believe that
it could be dome with equal success
for the whole eity.

The proposal made by Mr. Carritte
48 that he or a company organized
by him, should undertake the whole
work of collecting the garbage from
the homes of the citizens, hauling it to
the plant and there disposing of it in
a4 sanitary manner, While no flgure
has been fixed, there has been talk
of an annual charge of from $15,000
to $20.000 for this service.

It is understood that none of the
other propositions made to the com-

. mittee are considered as suitable as
this, but they will be carefully in-
vestigated and the results comsidered
#t a meeting of the joint committee
to be held next week. After the meet-
ing reports will be made to the com-
mon- council and the board of health
and these bodies will be given the op-
portunity to pass jud t on the re-

asitis.

The residents of Lancaster Heights
should“be grateful to the Partington
pulp ‘mill instead of complaining about
its taking & share of the water supply
according to City Engineer Murdoch.

Speaking of a complaint which ap-
peared in an evening paper a few days
ago, to the effect that the pulp mill
was getting more than its share of
the water, Mr. Murdoch point®d out
that it was due to the establishment of
the. mill that the Carleton service Is
as good as it s,

He. recalled “that it was owing to
the agreement made with the city by
the promoters before they commenc-
ed the erection of the big plant that
the 24 inch main was laid from Spruce
Lake to Carleton, If It had not been
for this arrangement, Carleton might
still be depending on the old 12 inch
main, instead of having both it and the
big 24 inch pipe. If this were the case
the people on Launcaster  Heights
would be worse off than they are now.

Some hope of improvement in the
service on the heights is promised by
the efforts of the Partington company
to secure its own water supply by
boring  ah artesian well. If they can
get enough water from that source
it is possible that it will lessen the
drain on the Spruce Lake supply.

ORANGE GRAND MASTER
GONDEMNS NE TEMERE

Stirring Address by Rev. B. H.
Thomas to Members of St.
Johat County Loyal Orange
Lodge.

The Ne Temere decree, and some of
the recent utterances on the subject
were discussed by Rey. B, H. Thomas,
grand master of the Orange Lodge of
New Brunswick, in & stirring sp(‘e("h
delivered before a large gathering in
the Orange Hall, Germain street, on
Friday evening. The reverend gentle
man advised an active campaign to
secure legislation which would make
such a decree illegal.

Worshipful County Master J. B. M.
Jaxter presided and with him on the
platform were several other grand
lodge officers,

In his opening remarks Mr. Tho-
mas referred to the stand he had
taken in.openly Supporting the doc-
trines of the Orange Order and sald
that it had caused his opponents te
gharl first and then try to hush him
by the bribe of a government office.

Continuing, the speaker said that
the order is passing through a history
making period. A new situation is de-
veloping and the members are awak-
ening to its grave importance. The
lifeblood of the order is being stirred
to fresh activity and this result has
been mchieved by the blind and fool-
ish policy of their opponents. At the
eucharistic congress in Montreal, a
rude jolt was given to the Protestant
community. He trusted they would re
celve some more of the same kind, it
might help to open the eyes of the
people,

The controversy over the marriage
laws, he sald, was a question of the
greatest moral importance, He consid-
ered it a new peril to their religion
and believed that unless they. aroused
themselves and struck a hard blow for
their own side, the most serlous re-
sults would follow.

The statement that
was a soulless religion was denied
in vigorous terms by the speaker.
Referring to a sermon preached by a
local divine on the subject of the Ne
Temere decree, he expressed his ap-
preciation of its arguments, but ob-
jected to its recognition of the Roman
Catholic church as a branch of the
Christian church. He slso expressed
hig surprise that the Evangelical Alli-
ance should have endorsed this partic-
nlar sentiment in commending the
sermon. His own opinion, as glven
last night, was that it was a political
rather than a religious institution.

During the pastorate AMr. Thomas
has performed eleven marriage cere-
monies, in which one of the parties
was a Catholic. To attempt to
sever these sweetest of all human
relations he characterized as devilish,
and said that ‘it should be criminal

It yas a male
infant weighing six ‘and a half pounds
and when he first saw it, it was
frozen

On the front and right side of the
neck were several small abrasions
on the outer layer of the skin,

In answer to Detective Kliilen, Dr.
Warwick said that from his examina-
tion of the body he would say the
child was bérn allve and had been
breathing,

The prisoner was remanded until
next Friday afternoon at two o'clock.
