The first official glimpse at the pro­
gress of the Anglo-German negotia­
tions was given by Premier Asquith 
in the course of a debate in the House 
of Commons this afternoon. The Prime 
Minister said that the British govern­
ment had received last month an inti­
mation that the visit of a British min­
ister to Berlin would not be unwelcome 
and might facilitate the attainment of 
the common object of the two nations.

Viscount Haldane, the British Sec­
retary for War, was consequently sent 
to Berlin.

Mr. Asquith said, perfect 
freedom of statement and frankness 
of explanation between Viscount Hal­
dane and the German authorities over 
a wide area of discussion. He con­
tinued: "I genuinely believe that 
these conversations may have more 
than a merely negative result. There 
is unmistakable evidence of a sincere 
desire on both sides for the establish­
ment of a better feeling between us 
and it is in that spirit that both na­
tions are now engaged on a careful 
survey of the' practical possibilities."

for development In Courtenay Bay 
having been secured, Ihe ncuct step 
which naturally suggest itself to the 
contractors, Norton Griffith and Com­
pany, Is to get down to business. And 
they are losing no time about it.

P. R. Warren, the company's chief 
engineer, arrived here today from 
Montreal to confer w|th Louis Coste, 
consulting engineer to the public 
works department, and will leave next 
week for St. John to arrange for the 
assembling of the plant. Mr. Warren 

-*„/1b a live wire and may be calculated 
to make things hum around the shores 
of Courtenay Bay. From the company’s 
standpoint, time is the essence of the 
contract.

In an Interview with The Standard’s 
correspondent, Mr. Warren went In 
some detail into the nature of the 
work and how the big contract will 

^ be handled. The breakwater will be 
the first portion of the contract to 
be taken up, in order to obtain as 
much shelter as possible for the dredg­
ing operations in the harbor, which 
will be proceeded with Immediately 
the breakwater is completed. The mas­
sive barrier stretching out into the 
bay, to protect the harbor, will be 4570 
feet in length e-nd built partly of rub- 

4>le and partly of cribwork foundation 
with a concrete wall on top.

Excavations In the rock at the foot 
of the hill on which the Alms House 
tiutlding stands, will supply much of 
the rubble, a double purpose will thus 
be served. The breakwater will be 
built up and a way cleared for the 
dry dock. "

The dry dock will be of the first 
class type. In estimating the expendi­
ture under this contract, it is well to 
remember that the dry dock adds 
another $4,000,000 to the outlay, mak­
ing total disbursements $11,500,000. 
Built under the Dry Ddck Subsidies 
Act, it will be capable of taking the 
largest vessels afloat.

said it would be
most up-to-date equipment, including 
a number of 40 ton travelling cranes 
and electric capstans, with fully equip­
ped repair shops capable of handling 
every class of ship repairs.

The entrance to the dock, he added, 
would be closed by a floating caisson of 
wrought iron and equipped with all the 
necessary pumps and ejectors for fa­
cilitating quick handling. Three sets 
of electrically driven centrefugat 
pumps would be provided to pump out 
the dock rapidly to avoid delays in 
docking.

Next come the dredging operations. 
These, according to the chief engineer, 
will entail the removal of more than 
10,000,000 cubic yards of material. A 
channel 500 feet wide will be dredged 
from the fairway now In use to the 
protected harbor ln/ Courtenay^ Bay, 
which will also be dredged to give a 
depth of 32 feet at low and 60 feet at 
high water.

"The great depth to which dredging 
operations will have to be carried out,” 
said Mr. Warren, "and the amount of 
material to be handled, will require 
the use of a dredging plant of 
cepttonally heavy character. Specially 
designed dredges will have to be built 
for the work."

The contract also calls for the con­
struction of 4.890 feet of quay walls 
and wharves on the city side of Com 
'tenay Bay. These wells, Mr. Warren 
explained, would consist of concrete 
on massive ertbwork foundations with 
a. depth alongside of 32 feet at low 
water.

Foundations will lie at a depth of 
nearly 70 feet below high- water. Ow­
ing to the exceptional skill and c*are 
required this work will be carried, out 
under the supervision of. the most ex­
pert divers obtainable.

The reclamation will*be an added 
benefit to St. John under this 
tract An area of 28 acres on the 
side behind the quay walls will be 
reclaimed for freight sheds and ald- 
irf|s and other railway facilities.

F'vtous High Low CloseNew York, Feb. 14.—Few of the ac­
tive stocks moved either up or down 
as much as a point today. Quotations 
were advanced in a languid way at the 
opeulng, fell back again to an approxi­
mate level with yesterday's close and 
stayed there until shortly before the 
eiul of the day when a bear drive 
weakened the list.

The few signs of life in the market 
recently seemed lo have disappeared. 
The large Interests which are credited 
with the ability to shape the course 
of the market showed no desire to take 
a decided position on either side and 
professional operators were without 
leaders. Speculation was entirely 
lacking in Initiative and traders said 
that signs pointed to a period of in­
tense dullness such as existed for 
month after month last year.

The active bear movement late last 
summer and in the fall, for which vio­
lent speculation in United States Steel 
was largely responsible, enlivened the 

jmarket, and the general recovery of the 
i slump képt up interest for some time. 

Hut during the last few weeks specula­
tion has been falling back into the 
rut. The reasons usually assigned to 
the conditions are the approach of the 
presidential campaign and the contin­
ued dullness in business from neither 
of which restraints is there the prom­
ise of a speedy release. The rise in 
prices at the beginning of the day wae 
ascribed largely to the influence of 
buying for London accounts. Foreign 
purchases were estimated at 15,000 
shares. Berlin bought Canadian Pa- 
vitiic, which was one of the strongest 
railroad stocks.

The foreign markets were watched 
closely in the belief that their influ­
ence might be felt here more decisively 
on account of the improvement in the 
political situation in Europe. The ef­
fect of the change already has been 
registered In the principal stock mar­
kets of England and (Termany, the 
countries most concerned and should 
the European situation become as free 
from alarm as is hoped for the influ­
ence of the further improvement may 
be reflected here as well as abroad.

Pressure against some of the less 
active industrials, particularly the 
shares of the independent steel com 
panics, led to reports of dividend re­
ductions.
