♦ Halifax, August 18.—Word was re­

ceived in the city tonight that the 
Diana, a sailing craft belonging to 
the Canadian Naval Department, was 
ashore near Hubbard’s Cove. She had 
on board a number of cadets and left 
Halifax on Friday for a cruise along 
the coast and was returning when 
she struck on Betty's Island.

The government steamer Stanley 
was despatched to her assistance as 
soon as word was received at the 
dockyard here. The Stanley finding 
the Diana in no dangerous position 
returned to the city and the Canada 

♦ was sent at midnight
cadets and to bring them to the city.

Ottawa, Aug. 18.—In subsidies to 
steamship companies the Canadian 
government will pay this year $2.328,- 
800. For this sum the mails are car­
ried free and freight and passenger 
service maintained on the ocean and 
coast, all routes for the development 
of foreign and domestic trade.

The principal service la that on the 
Atlantic between Canada and Great 
Britain. Under the new contract made 
this year the government la paying 
one million dollars annually for a tri­
weekly service performed by twelve 
steamships instead of $600,000 a year 
for a weekly service by four steam­
ships as formerly. The new contract 
is with four companies, the Allans, 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, the Ca­
nadian Northern and the White Star 
Line. In former years the contract 
was with the Allans who divided up 
the subsidy and sailings with the Ca­
nadian Pacific.

On the Pacific there are several 
ocean service contracts, chief of 
which is that between Vancouver and 
Hong Kong, China, with calls both 
ways at Yokohama, Japan. This ser­
vice is performed by the Canadian 
Pacific Company, the yearly subsidy 
being $225,000 of which Canada pays 
$126,000 and Great Britain $100,000.

A subsidy of $180,000 yearly is pgfcl, 
a monthly service between Van­

couver and Auckland. New Zealand, 
6,336 miles. The subsidised steamship 
service having the longest route is 
that between Canada and New Zeal­
and, via the Atlantic, the distance be­
tween terminal points being 15,650 
miles, for which the subsidy paid Is 
$120,000 yearly.

New York, Aug. 18—Sundown marked the thirty-sixth hour of Harry 
K. Thaw*h freedom, and the police of the United States and Canada had 
not picked up his trail. They seek him not as the slayer of Stanford White, 
or as an escaped lunatic, but on a warrant issued at Poughkeepsie, today, 
charging him with conspiring with the aged keeper, Howard Barnura, and 
the five men who managed the asylum delivery. On such a technicality 
does New York State base its hope of bringing about the fugitive's return. 
Both factions of the double barrelled government at Albany have promised 
rigid investigations and the exertion of every effort to bring about hie cap­
ture.

Vessel Total Loss.
A great hole was torn in the bot­

tom of the State of California. The 
vessel and cargo, mail and express, 
ere a total loss. The ship was valued 
at $400,000. .

The steamship Jefferson of the Al­
aska Steamship Line, southbound, 
heard the wireless call of the sinking 
vessel, and turned back to rescue the 
survivors, who had taken to the small 
boats and life belts, 
sengers had suffered so severely from 
exposure that it was necessary to take 
them to a hospital in Juneau for treat­
ment The State of California was an 
Iron steamship of 2,276 gross tons, 
was built at Philadelphia In 1879 and 
carried a crew of 75 men. For many 
years she had carried passengers be­
tween Puget Sound and San Fran-

The wrecked vessel was commanded 
by Captain Thomas H. Cann, jr., who 
had commanded the steamship Valen­
cia on her last trip from Seattle to 
San Francisco, and who was trans­
ferred to another steamer when the 
Valencia reached that port, thus bare­
ly missing being on that ship when 
she went ashore at Cape Beals. B. C„ 
January 22, 1906, with a loss of one 
hundred and seventeen lives.

The State of California was going 
at full speed when she struck the reef, 
and a great portion of the ship's bot­
tom was torn off, letting in a flood 
of water which quickly engulfed the 
boat. Most of the passengers and 
members of the crew who perished 
were in their staterooms, and there 
was no time to get them qut before 
the boat went down.
• The crew numbered 52 men. Capt. . 
Cann and forty men are on the Jeffer­
son returning to Seattle; seven perish­
ed and first officer Abernathy and 
three men are standing by the wreck. 
The ship is sunk ia deep water, and 
there is no hope of salvage.

The Jefferson was only a short dist­
ance away when she picked up the 
“S. O. S." call, and when she arrived 
at the scene of the disaster the sur­
vivors were in the lifeboats and on 
life rafts. It was broad daylight. 
There is no possibility that any of the 
missing reached shore.

Gambler Bay is accounted by mari­
ners one of the most dangerous on 
the coast.

Montreal, Aug. 18.—Between four

The position taken by the adminis­
tration officials tonight was that the 
United States had done all that a 
friendly neighbor could do without 
actually using force. They pointed 
out that from the beginning of the 
trouble in Mexico the United States 
has had but two alternatives—friend­
ly mediation or armed intervention. 
No sentiment exists in this country 
to justify intervention or a war, they 
said, and no foreign government could 
insist on the sacrifice by the United 
States of thousands of lives and gi­
gantic financial burdens merely to 
adjust an internal dispute, in which 
the United States is not directly a 
party—and over which it can have no 
jurisdiction without infringing on the 
sovereignty of another republic which 
it ia by treaty obliged to maintain.

Give Them Same Rights.
The only interest, it was pointed 

out, that the United States can have 
in Mexico, is. the protection of lives 
and property. Financial losses can be 
met by indemnities, it is believed 
here, and lives can be best protected 
by the withdrawal of Americans from 
the danger zone. To this end officials 
are considering the removal of Amer­
icans and the payment of transporta­
tion for the destitute.

A strong sentiment in favor of 
giving the constitutionalists arms on 
an equality with the Huerta faction 
exists in the Senate. President Wil 
sen Is said to be opposed to such a 
measure, as it is not 
direction of peace, 
finally made up his mind on the sub­
ject.

While other occupations have In­
creased during the past few years the 
fishing Industry seems to retain Its 
hold, and while each year a few-boata 
that went out during the preceding 
yèar remain Idle; to counteract thla 
there Is from time to time new ones 
being added to the fleet so that there 
is very little falling off In the num­
ber of boats or men engaged In the 
business.

Of the salmon caught In the bay 
the proportion of the catch which la 
being shipped to points throughout 
the State of Maine is Increasing each 
year and during the season Just 
closed this has been particularly true. 
The demand for Bay of Fundy salmon 
Is growing each year.

While the salmon season has been 
comparatively successful the outlook 
for the fall shad, the merchant jrolnt. 
ed out, Is not very bright. Ashed aa 
to the probable reason for this he gave 
It as his opinion that the blasting oper­
ations may be responsible In s largo 
measure for the scarcity. The shad 
Is one of the most timid of fish, and 
the noise of the blasting may drive 
them away.
It has been 
been found farther away from the 
city than formerly and it Is more than 
probable that the detonations ol tho 
blasting are responsible.

Four new witnesses, Roy Watters. 
John Sterratt, Hyacinthe Perry amd 
John Taylor were examined, but noth­
ing of a very important nature touch­
ing upon the accident was brought 
out. and hearing in the matter was 
further adjourned until Friday, August 
29th.

The ealmon fishing season in the 
Bay of Fundy, which closed on Friday, 
has, considering all things, been a 
good one, and the fishermen who de­
rive- their livelihood from this indus­
try had a good run. The total catch 
in Fundy’s waters in that section of the 
bay from Lomevtlle to Dipper Harbor 
was, according to a local merchant 
who handles the largest portion of 
the season's catch, lower than for the 
corresponding period in 1912; the in­
crease he estimated at about thirty 
per cent, over last year.

Employed in the business were 
somewhere around seventy-five or 
eighty boats. But while the total 
catch was larger than for the preced­
ing year, to offset this is the fact that 
the fishermen received less for their 
catch than last year. This year the 
average price was about $1.40 per 
fish, being twenty-five cents less each 
than last year.

Taking these things into considera­
tion the question arises does salmon 
fishing prove a lucrative industry? A 
glance at the size of the season’s 
catch by some of the boats would 
make It appear that It Is, although the 
risk and other obstacles with which 
the fisherman has to contend are nu­
merous and great. The Bay of Fundy 
salmon fleet, that is comprising the 
area from Lorneville to Dipper Har­
bor, numbered in the vicinity of 80 
this year. Tbe individual catch In the 
majority of cases was good. In some 
cases the total catch for the season 
went to 360 fish, In other cases, how­
ever, the catch went as low as two 
hundred. The average price paid per 
fish was about $1.40, so that consid­
ering that the actual time devoted to 
the salmon fishing covered about 
eight weeks. In some cases the net re­
turns amounted to well over $600.

Among the boats In the fleet one 
boat’s returns for the season amounted 
to $567. another $532. a third $509. In 
the fleet a number reached the $400 
mark, one going as high as $495. In 
what may be classified as tfie least 
successful boats the poorest catch 
amounted to about $200.

One group comprising nine and a 
half boats had exceptional luck, their 
aggregate catch being valued at $4,-

THE “GRAVEYARD OF SHIPS."
In the “graveyard of ships," off 

Newfoundland, the Lady Sherbrooke, 
bognd from Londonderry to Quebec, 
went to her doom eighty-two years 
ago today. August 19. 1831. The ves­
sel, with 305 persons on board, was 
wrecked near Cape Ray. Only thirty- 
two were saved, and the sea claimed 
a toll of 273 souls that day.

The Lady Sherbrooke disaster was 
only one of scores of such calamities 
during the first half of the last cen­
tury. In 1805 the transport Aeneas 
went down off Newfoundland, and 340 
perished, and in 1816 over 200 were 
drowned when the transport Harpoon- 
er was wrecked off Newfoundland. 
Shortly before the Lady Sherbrooke 
disaster, the Billow was lost in a 
storm off Nova Scotia, with a death 
roll of 137. The Lady of the Lake, 
bound for Quebec, was wrecked on an 
iceberg in 1833, with a loss of 
lives. The Phoenix was wrecked in 
a storm off Newfoundland In 1843 
and many perished. In 1847 two emi­
grant ships went down. The Exmouth, 
from Londonderry to Quebec, had 240 
persons on board, and nearly all were 
drowned. A gale In the St. Lawrence 
sent the brig Carrick to the bottom, 
and 170 Canadian immigrants went 
down with the ship. A few years later 
two steamers,

The last and the 
most remarkable instance of this im­
munity of the Hugh Williamses from 
death at sea occurred twenty-four 
years ago, August 19, 1889, when a 
coal barge was caught in a storm in 
the North Sea and went down. There 
were nine men on board, and all were 
lost except two. who were uncle and 
nephew, and each of whom was named 
Hugh Williams. For years afterward 
the relatives of the fortunate men held 
a reunion on the nineteenth of August 
to celebrate the day of deliverance 
from what had seemed certain death.

wrecked ship, thought to be the re­
mains of the sunken Titanic, which 
was sighted toy a passing vessel about 
300 miles off the coast of Newfound­
land, within three months ago, Is in­
deed the ill-fated White Star liner, a 
party of explorers passed through the 
city yesterday to sail to the scene of 
the wreck to first claim the sunken 
ship.

The captain of the party who hopes 
to be successful In reaching the sun­
ken Titanic is Lewis Freemantlé of 
New York, a noted adventurer who 
conducted an exploring party to Baf­
fin Land, and who has recently re­
turned from the Barbados. Another 
distinguished member of the party is 
Edgar J. Wlfhman of New York. A 
newspaper man named Bailey, of Tex­
as, is a third member of the party. 
Among the four others who complete 
the party is an expert diver who will

remnants of the wrecked vessel off 
the Newfoundland coast to ascertain

The scheme is being backed by New 
York capital, and should the sunken 
vessel prove to be the wrecked Titanic 
an effort will be made to have the ship 
raised.

The position of the vessel Is ex­
plained by a certain ridge and under­
current in the sea which has carried it

from the scene of the disaster, and the 
party feel confident they will find the 
derelict to be the remnant of the shat­
tered Titanic.

While in the city those of the party 
were very particular that the purpose 
of their mission should be kept as 
secret as possible, and In fact they In­
convenienced themselves greatly in 
erder that this should be done; but 
the purpose of their visit leaked out 
and the Information was given, con­
fidentially to one in the city by a 
member of the party.

The party were to leave last even­
ing on the Halifax express and are to 
journey from there to a special chap 
tered vessel which will carry them to 
the scene of the wreck off the New­
foundland coast.

It* is understood that if the sunken 
wreck Is the Titanic a fortune awaits 
those who first succeed In salving her. 
It was reported that a party was being 
formed in New York to sail in a special 
steamboat to the waters in which the 
Titanic was reported sighted and the 
party which yesterday passed through 
the city knowing of the other party 
were particularly careful to keep their 
mission a secret.

With the reward offered for the re­
covery of the bodies lost in the Titanic 
disaster, the Jewels and enormous 
wealth that sunk with the ship, the 
raising of the hulk would mean mil­
lions of dollars.

The question of revising the city’s 
assessment system which has been 
resting for some time was brought up 
casually at the meeting of the City 
Council yesterday. The mayor read a 
letter from Mr. Doty, who is connect- 
ed with the company which undertakes 
to install the Homer system of taxa­
tion for a considerable consideration, 
stating that owing to the necessity of 
getting the permission of the legisla­
ture to pay the cost Halifax would not 
be able to Install the system till next 
year, and that It was possible for St. 
John to take the lead of Canadian 
cities In adopting the only scientific 
plan of taxation.

Com. AlcLellan said something 
should be done with the assessment 
system, though he was not sure the 
Somer system would fill the bill. ,

The mayor said the city had made a 
much larger assessment this year than 
usual, and four-fifths of the taxes had 
been paid in before the discount ex­
pired. There was more or less dissat­
isfaction, but the ease with which the 
assessment had been increased and 
the readiness of the pe 
indicated that the tax 
not be very bad. There were many 
people in the city who favored the 
land tax, but he noticed that the com­
missioners from British Columbia who 
were here investigating the city’s 
mode of government were not particu­
larly enthusiastic about the single tax 
in Vancouver. A certain amount of 
money had to be raised, and if the 
burden was placed on the landlord he 
could transfer It to the tenant. It was 
not likely that any tax system would 
be satisfactory to everybody.

Com. McLellan said he had heard a 
good many complaints about the tax­
es. He did not th^k the large tax­
payers were as much dissatisfied as 
the men who paid from $16 to $20. 
Much of the inoreasp in taxes had, he 
believed, fallen on the smaller tax­
payers, or those whp paid frdro $15 to 
$20. He knew pf one property which 
was held for sale at >100.000 and was 
assessed for less than $50,000.

The mayor reverting to the conten­
tion of the land taxers that the pro­
gress of the city handicapped by 
the assessment system, asked how 
the contention that It was necessary 
f> revise the assessment system could 
be reconciled with the fact that the 
value of building permits in St. John 
was greater, pro rata, than in other 
Canadian cities.

Com. McLellan said the values of 
proposed construction given by peopls 
taking out building permits were not 
conclusive evidence, as the assessors 
found out when they looked Into the 
matter.

The mayor said they might very 
well consider raleing the limit of ex­
emptions on Income. Many people in 
the city had the hardest kind of a 
struggle, and it seemed a shame to tax 
them anything.

In Halifax incomes up to $1,000 a 
year are exempt from taxes, while In 
St. John the limit of exemption is 
$300.

When it was remarked that the abo­
lition of the tax on incomes up to 
$1,000 would deprive many people of 
the right to vote. Corns. Agar and Mc­
Lellan argued that it should be pro­
vided that anybody paying a $2 poll 
tax should be allowed to vote.

After some further discussion the 
dropped.

necting New Brunswick with Prince 
Edward Island 
brighter, and it is expected that next 
year will see the car-ferry connecting 
Cape Tormentine, New Brunswick, 
with Carleton Point, Prince Edward 
Island, in running order. This propo­
sition entails the taking over by the 
federal government of the branch line 
running between Sackville and Cape 
Tormentine and a big expenditure of 
money on the necessary facilities for 
the ferry on both sides of Northum­
berland Strait.

The rumor to the effect that the fed­
eral government will, in the near fu­
ture. absorb the New Brunswick and 
Prince Edward Island Railway is gain­
ing considerable ground, owing to the 
fact that about two weeks ago a gov­
ernment inspecting engineer, with a 
party of engineers stationed at the 
Cape, went carefully over the road 
testing the bridges and grades with, 
it is understood, a view to ascertain­
ing the amount of repairs 
before an I. C. R. flyer could be run 
over it in safety. The roadbed at pre­
sent, although safe for the light trains 
handled by the company, will need 
repairs before being suitable for a 
heavy passenger train. Although it is 
believed that the taking over of the 
road by the government is but a mat­
ter of time, the travelling public, and 
especially those whose business takes 
them to Prince Edward Island, are 
eagerly looking forward to the day 
when the trip to the home of the black 
fox will be shortened by days.

Preparations for the commencing of 
hard work at Cape Tormentine in 
nection with the ferry terminal are 
now going forward, and during the 
summer engineers have been engaged 
locating the wharves, breakwater and 
other facilities. A long breakwater 
has already been built and another, it 
is understood, will soon be commenc­
ed. When finished these breakwaters 
will form a snug harbor for the ferry.

Until a few weeks ago dredging was 
being pushed in the channel leading 
to the proposed entrance to the har­
bor and thousands of yards of mud 
and rocks were removed. About three 
weeks ago this dredge was sent away, 
it being found that larger and stronger 
vessels were necessary. The contrac­
tors are now awaiting the arrival of 
the big capacity dredges which are on 
their way there.

Similar work Is going on at Carleton 
Point on the opposite shore, and It is 
understood that it will be finished in 
about a year.

The value of the natural gas prop­
erties in Westmorland and Albert 
counties is steadily Increasing, said 
W. B. Dickson, M. L. A., to The Stand­
ard, yesterday afternoon. The enor­
mous capacity of the most recent well 
is highly satisfactory, he said, and 
has proved a great encouragement to 
the management of the different com­
panies.

During the past two weeks Mr. 
Dickson visited the operations and 
was greatly pleased with the success 
attending the venture. The supply 
of gas is steadily Increasing, and the 
indications are that an unlimited 
quantity will soon be on tap.

The Henderson Co., which holds 
large Interests in the district, is at 
present busily engaged boring a well 
about an eighth of a mile from the 
scene of the present activities, and 
although only at the depth of 1600 
feet, gas in small quantities has been 
found, it is confidently expected that 
the main pocket will be tapped in 
the near future.
