i Nr SLIGHTEST DOUBT STE
DELIBERATELY

Liverpool, Aug. 23.—Captain Wil
liam Finch, of the sunken White Star
‘Iiner Arabic, tonight gave the Asso-
ciated Press a statement bearing on
the cabled reports that some German
officials claimed that there was no
proof that the Arabic had been sunk
by a German submarine, and that she
might have met with disaster by run-
ning into a British mine.

“There is not the slightest doubt
that the Arabic was sunk by a tor-
pedo,” sald Captain Finch. “Neither
is there the slightest doubt that it was
fired at the Arabic deliberately. It is
quite true that we never saw any sub-
marine or any periscope; but I saw
the white streak made by the pas-
sage of the torpedo through the water
-—a white streak that commenced with
,air bubbles in the water 300 yards from
us, at the point where it was discharg.
ed at us.

“There was no mistaking the cause
of that white streak, which ended in
a torpedo entering the ship and caus-
ing the explosion which sank the ves-
sel. I was not alone in seeing it. The
chief officer, the second officer and
mi passengers saw it. No one can

ment. In the opinion of State Depart-
ment officialg it is not now incumbent
upon the American government to ask
Germany for an excuse for the conduct
of the submarine commander who sunk
the Arabic.

It is assumed that unless Germany
wishes to make an outright issue with
the United States some explanation
will be volunteered. Acting with that
thought Ambassador Gerard was in-
structed today to report whether he
had received a report from the Ger-
man governmént on the sinking of
the Arabic. He was not, howaever, in-
structed to ask for one.

That was a torpedo, which left a clear
white mark in the water 300 yards in
length.”

Captain Finch was seen at his home
in Liverpool, where he had just arriv-
ed from Queenstown for a conference
with the officials of the White Star
Line. Before making his statement he
laughed heartily at the claim of some
of the German officials that a British
mine might have sunk the Arabic.

WARNING BRITISH FOREIGN OFFICE DECLARES

London, Aug. 23.—Official and un-
official statements were made today
bearing upon the precise status of the
steamer Arabic at the time she was
sunk, the purpose being to show de-
finitely that she was an unoffending
merchant ship, proceeding on her
,course, and that without question she
was struck by a torpedo fired by a
German submarine. The latter point
became increasingly important owing
to cable reports from the United
States, stating that some Berlin offi-
clals maintained that since there was
no proof any one aboard the Arabic
.saw the submarine, the sinking might
have been the result of striking a
mine.

.statement summing up the facts with-
in its knowledge, without disclosing
all the details in its possession. The
statement said definitely that the Ara-
bic was sunk by a German submariné
without warning, and without any at-
tempt on the part of the steamer to
attack the underwater craft or to es-
cape.

London, Aug, 23.—The German na-
val reverses in the Gulf of Riga and
the Baltic Sea, the German success in
occupying the fortress of Ossowetz,
and a British naval bombardment of
the German naval bgse at Zeebrugge,
today, furnished a series of news fea-
tures which temporarily diverted at-
tention from the gravity of the issues
growing out of the sinking of the
White Star Line steamer Arabic by a
German submarine.

The German version of the Riga
battle has not yet been given out, but
the definiteness of the official Rus-
sian report on the sinking or crippling
of the German battle cruiser Moltke,
two other cruisers and eight torpedo
boats, has sent a wave of enthusiasm
throughout the country and dispelled
the depression over the Russian re-
treat on land. Aside from the loss of
the German ships, the naval engage-
ment is regarded chiefly important for
the strategic effect upon the land op-
erations in the German eweep east-
ward tdward Petrograd, which mili-
tary observers now consider as having
been checked and possibly irrepar.
ably defeated.

The German centre has pfouecf for-
ward steadily, until Prince Leopold of
Bavaria is near the Russian new line
of defence, but the military observers
say that the entire campaign hinged
on the vast enveloping movement of
Field Marshal Von Hindenberg's
forces in the north. They had suc
ceeded in pushing far beyond Riga, to
Jacobstadt, on the Dvina, but the Rus-
slang hold on the Gulf of Riga and of
the great naval base of Riga which is
a continual menace in Von Hinden-
berg’s rear.

This, military observers say, led to
the shifting of a number of German
capital ships, including the Moltke,
trom the North Sea to the Baltic, with
the purpose of controlling Riga and
thus protesting a German land al-
vance on Petrograd. The result of

the naval battle, as gleaned from the
official report, appears defigitely to
have defeated the German objective,
according to the observers, who say
that, aside from the loss of the ships,
the gulf and the naval base of Riga
are still in Russian hands and a men-
ace to Von Hindenberg's further ad-
vance toward Petrograd,

The capture by the Germans of the
fortress of Ossowetz gives them an-
other stronghold, only Grodno and
BrestLitovsk remaining in the cen-
tral section. It also gives them the
mwain point on the railway to Bielsk
and Brest-Litovsk,

Special reports from Petrograd in-
dicate that the Russian position at
Brest-Litovsk gradually is becoming
untepable and that the public is be-
ing prepared for its abandonment,

Paris, Aug. 23, (10.25 p. m.)—The
following official communication was
issued tonight:

“In Artois, to the north of Souchez
and in the sector of Neuville-Roclin-
court, the artillery on both sides still
shows marked activity.

‘““The enemy has dropped a few
shells on Arras, Mont Didier and
Rheims. Our counterfire of the
trenches and batteries of the enemy
has been observed to be successful
at many points.

A STEP NEARER SOLUTION
OF THE BALKAN SITUATION

Willing to Give Way to

Italy Regarding Albania—Also Trying to Come
to Terms With Bulgaria—Serbian Army Soon
fts Part in the Struggle.

Milan, Italy, Aug. 23—One of the
main difficulties in the way of a solu-
tion of the Balkan problem favorable
to the Entente Alliles has been set-
tled, according to an interview with
Premier Pachitch of Serbia in the
Corriere Della Serra.

The Premier is quoted as saying
that S¢rbia has given way to Italy re-
garding Albania. i

Premier Pachitch, according to the
newspaper, went over several phases
of the present situation, as well as
declaring that Austria had tried sev-
eral times since the beginning of the
war to conclude a separate peace with
Serbia, but always with refusals from
the Serbian government. The inac-
tion of the Serbian army, the Premier
said, was due to sanitary conditions
and the necessities for re-organization
and the accumulation of war supplies.

When the moment comes, he de-
clared, the Serbian army will fight
steadfastly and in accord with the
armies of Serbiag allies, true to the
principles of the Balkans for the Bal-
kan peoples. X

Serbia has been endeavoring ever
since the beginning of the war to
reach an agreement with Bulgaria,
acd is trying to do so now, the Pre-
mier said, on a basis conserving the
vital interests of both countries. So
far as concerns Albania, the Premier
is quoted as declaring, Serbia bows to
the decision of Europe and wishes a
fricndly solution of the Adriatic ques-
tion with Italy, acknowledging the
predominant position of Italy in that
field

An agreement has just been reach-
ed, the Premier added, for Serbia to
send to Italy Austrian prisoners of
Italian nationality in exchange for
prisoners of Slavic nationalities taken
from Austria by Italy ffi

In June, 1913, when the second Bal-
kan war was brought to a close, the
European powers made Albania an
independent kingdom, with Prince
William of Wied as king. The prince,
however, was unable to pacify the tur-
bulent tribesmen and in May, 1914, he
fled the country

Since the beginning of the European
war the flags of several of the neigh-
boring countries have been hoisted
on Albanian territory. Italy last fali
occupied the Albanian town of Avlona,
on the Adriatic, while the Greeks took
in Epirus. Serbian troops
marched across the country and as-
sumed control of Durazzo, another out~
let into the Adriatic, while Montenegra
occupled the northern town of Scue
tari,

Serbia had accepted the conditions of
the Allies and would consent to the
occupation of Macedonia by the Allies
in exchange for a section of the Dalma~
tian coast and adjacent islands, and
the partition of Albania with Greece,
with the exception of Avlona, whici
was to remain Italian.

Not Unexpected.

‘The fall of Ossowetz deprives the
Russians of the last of their western-
most fortresses. It is situated about
twenty miles inside the Russian fron-
tier, opposite the East Prussian border
and the Mazurian Lake country. Its
fall was not unexpected, inasmuch as
the retreat further eastward of the
great bulk of the Russian forces al-
most isolated the garrison.

Of all the Russian fortresses which
have been captured by the Austrians
and Germans, in such rapid succession
during the last three weeks, Ossowetz
made the longest resistance. During
the winter and spring several futile
attacks were made by the Germans
on this position. Even after the Ger-
mans had swept through Poland and
the Baltic provinces Ossowetz still
held out. Its superior powers of re-
sistance lay in the marshy nature of
the surrounding country, whlch‘made
it difficult for the Germans to bring
up their heavy field pieces.

Ossowetz, a first class fortress, de-
rives strategic importance from the
fact that it guards the railway ap-
proach to Bialystok and the great

Telegrams from Mr. Wood-
worth in connection with his announce-
ment that he was coming were read
today by Mr. Thompson, commission
counsel,

A reply from Mr. Keever, another
remount buyer, whose attendance has
been much desired, to a telegram from
Mr. Thompson urging him to attend,
was also read. Mr. Keever continues
to assert his inability to attend at
present and regrets the opportunity

THE CASE OF BENTON.

Lack of quorum prevenied the Na-
tional League directors from reaching
a decision on the status of “Rube”
Benton, the pitcher recently sold by
Cincinnati and claimed by both the
Pirates and the Giants.

Benton, according to the best infor-
mation, was placed upon the market
several weeks ago. When the Giants
were in Cincinnati on their last trip,
McGraw heard of this and made a
proposition to August Merrmann, pres-
ident of the Reds.

He wired Herr-
mann, reminding him of his option,
and then it was Herrmann told Her-
zog of the claim held by the Giants.

The rasp-
berry season is about done, but blue-
berries are still coming from up rlver
points.

The tourist season so far on the

" river has been a big disappointment
to the steamship companies and pres-
ent conditions indicate no improve
ment. Local passenger trafiic during
the past few weeks has been quite
satisfactory. With the present excel-
lent conditions the prospects are good
for a continued splendid business dur-
ing the remainder of the season.

Extracts from
his last letter received in the city say
that he had Jjust returned to the
trenches from a seven days leave of
absence in London where he had
hoped to meet his brother, Major Al-
fred J. Markham, now at Shorncliffe
with the 6th Canadiagy Mounted Rifles.
As his battelion, the 16th, has not
been in any heavy action since the en-
gagement at Festubert, it is supposed
that he fell the victim of a German
sniper during the monotonous trench
warfare which he had described in a
previous letter.

Captain Markham was the signalling
officer of his regiment and was one ot
the three officers who had survived
the engagements at Neuve Chapelle,
Langemarcke and Festubert, when the
majority of the 16th was wiped out.
He was present in Scarborough at the
time of the German cruiser raid on
the East coast, and vividly described
the destruction wrought in letters and
pictorials sent home.

Captain Markham also saw previous
service in South Africa and was
wounded in an engugement on the
Reit river. He was equally well known
in New Brunswick and the Canadian
West. His death was heard with the
keenest regret by all who knew him.
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MARGELINE THIBIDEAU UNDER GUARD
AT THE GENERAL PUBLIC HOSPITAL

Inquest Into the Death of Her Child Held Before
Coroner Roberts Last Night—Wounds Found on
Child's Body—Jaw Broken in Two Places.

We the undersigned jurors empan-) Witness said that when Mrs. O’ Regan

nelled to enquire into the cause of
death of the male child of Marseline
Thibideau arrive at the following
verdict:

First—That the child came to its
death in a bedroom off the kitchen
at the residence of John O'Regan, 73
Elliott Row, in"this city, between the
hours of eight and eleven a. m. Mon-
day, August 2, 1915, by wounds about
the head and resulting shock.

Second—Hemorrhage and interfer-
ence with respiration from blood in
post part of mouth, .

The jury finds that some sharp
pointed instfument was used in the
hands of a party, which the evidence
produced fails to reveal.

The above finding was the result
of the inquest held at the General
Public Hospital last night by Coroner
W. F. Roberts and the jury.were about
two hours deliberating on the evidence
before returning the verdict.

Placed Under Guard,

As the result of the inquest Marse-
line Thibideau, the young mother, was
last night being held at the General
Public Hospital under the guard of
Patrolman Spinney, and this morning
she will be conveyed from that insti-
tution to police headquarters and then
to the police court. Although the
charge to be laid against the young
woman was not given out last night,
it is,believed it will be one of homi-
cide.

Immediately on hearing of the case
on August 2nd the Chief of Police
sent the police matron Miss Christina
Ross to the home  of John. O'Regan,
and she conveyed Miss Marseline
Thibideau to the hospital in the ambu-
lance.

During the time Miss Thibideau has
been in the hospital for treatment she
has been under guard, and She charge,
which will be entered against her is
looked on by the authorities as a most
serious one,

The Inguest. '

The first witness called at the en-
quiry last night was Marseline Thibi-
deau, who is now a prisoner. She-told
the jury that she had been residing
as a domestic with John O'Regan at
73 Elliott Row. She came to St. Jolin
four years ago from Amherst, and has
been working at the home of Mr.
O’Regan for the past eleven months.
Her child was"born on Monday morn-
ing, August 2nd, at eight o'clock. She
was unattended and there was no per-
son in the room with her at the urne
of the birth,

_The first person to enter hier room
after the birth of the child was Mrs.
O’'Regan, and thut was at l.qn
that - morning: ‘a8 -
O’Regan lnmed lvlnt lud happened
she telephoned for Dr. James Christie:

entered the room at ten o'clock that
morning she (witness) told Mrs.
O'Regan a child had been born, and
that the infant had been plaged in a
closet.

At this point Coroner Roberts pro-
duced a pair of scissors which were
found in the house and witness identi-
fled the instrument as the one she
used.

Dr. James Christie

Dr. James Christie was the next
witness. He testified that on the
morning of Monday, August 2nd, about
eleven o'clock, he received a call from
Mrs. O'Regan. He hastened to the
home on Elliott Row and there he
found the baby in the closet. The
girl (meaning Miss . Thibideau) a?-
knowledged to him that she herself
had placed the infant in the closet.
The baby was dead. Witness noticed
that there was a cut on the child’s
face reaching from the mouth down-
wardb along the chin and also that the
child’s jaw was broken.

Mrs. John O'Regan was next called
and gave evidence that the girl, Mar-
seline Thibideal, when she first came
to work for her was a very good girl.
Then it wag noticed that she remain-
ed out late at nights. She had talked
to the girl about the hM®urs that she
was keeping and after that she was
always in the house by ten o’clock at
night. Marseline Thibideau never in-
formed witness of her condition and
witness had no idea that she was in
a delicate state.

On Sunday, August 1st, the day be-
fgre the child was born, Miss Thibi-
deau had all the day off and did not
return home until nine o'clock Sunday
night. The next morning Miss Thibi-
deau complained to witness that she
wag troubled with a ‘sore throat and
witness gave her some tablets, some
brandy and peroxide for the throat.
The girl then went to her room and
witness did not call on her until 10.30
o'clock that morning. Witness said
when she entered the room she no-
ticed the -bed was disarranged and
the sheets were torn. On asking what
the trouble Was-the girl told witness
what had happened and said that she
had placed the baby in the closet in
the room. Witneas did not go to the
closet to look at the child but hasten-
ed to the telephone and summoned
Dr. Christie who arrived at the Home
shortly afterwards.

J_ohn O'Regan.

John O'Regan was called and testi-
fled that Mapseline Thibideau worked
for him at his residence, 73 Elliatt
Row. - On Monday morning, August
2nd, witness said that when he got
up the girl was not about and he start.
ed in to prepare his own breakfast.
While he was thus engaged the girl
came from her room and then she got
it for him. After laying out breakfast
she left the dining room anll he did
not see her afterwards. Some time
before noon XMrs. O'Regan telephoned
to his place of business telling him to
procure hig dinnér down tewn and
that she could not explain to him

over the telephone,.  When he went |

home earlv that ewmng his wife then
told him what had happened. That was
the first intimation he had that the
girl had been in trouble,

Post Mortem.

Dr. F. T. Dunlop, who made the
post mortem examination on the child,
was the next witness and testified
that what he had examined was a
fully developed male ¢hild. The finger
najls are longer than usual. On the
left side of the face there is a wound,
starting at the angle of the mouth and
extending downwards in a curved di-
rection to the neck, .this wound is
about two and a half inches in length.
In the anterior part of the tongue are
two deep puncture wounds. In the
soft palate there is a wound of half
an inch in length. The lower jaw is
fractured in two places. On the right
side the fracture is two inches from
the middle part. “There {s a lot of
blood in the mouth and the face is
covered with blood. On the surface of
the face are many small scratches.
There is considerable clotted blood in
the post part of the mouth. There was
blood in the trachea (the windpipe.)

The blood vessels of the brain are
distended.

The+blood vessels of the body to the
heart are distended. The lungs are
crepitant and almos! fill the pleural
cavity.

Removing the heart and lungs en
masse and placing in water they float
and pleces of the lungs from different
parts float in water

Nothing of pathological nature in
abdomen.

Cause of death—First, wounds about
head and shock; second, hemorrhage
and interference with respiration from
blood in post part of mouth.

The Police Matron

Miss Christina Ross, police matron,
was called and testified to peing sent
from police headquarters to the O'Re-
gan home on Elliott Row and escort-
ing Marseline Thibideau to the Gen-
eral Public Hospital on the evening
of Augnst 2nd. Miss Thibideau had
told witness that she informed Mrs.
O’Regan of the birth after Mrs, O'Re-
gan had entered her room but no one
else knew.

Police Inspector Wickham, who is
acting chief in-the absence of Chief
Simpson, was present at the hospital
during the enquiry and when the jury
returned the verdict at midnight, he
was asked by Coroner Roberts what
he intended doing with the woman.
The inspector replied that he would
place Officer Spinney on guard over
her during the night with instructions
to bring her to police headquarters
in the morning, "
