AN EXCELLENT IDEA.

Roosting and Nesting Device Which
Prevents Freeziug of Combs.

The cut shows a very excellent roosting
and nesting device that has done duty in
the cold of a Maine winter, says Webb
Donnell in Orange Judd Farmer., It is in
use for a small pen of Leghorna--a breed
that must be kept warm at night, if eggs
are to be bhad at this season of sthe year.

ROOST PROTECTED BY NEST.
The roost is put across the corner of the

pen, and a piece of burlap is stretched
betore i$. A few crosspieces are laid across
the corner at the curtain’s upper edge,
and on these is piled a lot of waste hay,
making a very warm roosting place.. The
Leghorns delight to fly upon this bay and
lay their eggs, under the impressior that
they are stealing away their nests.
Humoring a Leghorn in this way is con-
ducive to laying, and the eggs can easily
be reached. As the whola thing can be
put up in five minutes’ time, there is no
excuse for frosted combs on the Leghorns.

In addition
to the wool the returns from a ewe will
be at least one lamb—%he average of the
muston breeds is nearer one and one-
balf. From the facts Jderived from our
experimental work it is safe to say thas,
oharging foods at market prices, mutton
can be put on the market on foot for at
Jeast three cents per pound. Such mutton
as can be furnished at that ocost will sell
for six cents, and the sheep should weigh
160 puunds. Here is a profit of $4.50 from
a sheep under the most moderate circum-
stances. I have known ewes of mutton
breeding to produce each year a clear
profit of ten o fiftesn dollars.— Western
Plowman.

The Value of Poultry Manure.

The excretions from fowls are very
valuable as fertilizers. The excretions
from pigeons contain more nitrogen than
$hat of any other domestioc animal. Hens
rank next to pigeons in this regard, and
geese and ducks are the poorest in nitro-
gen. The reason that pigeons and hens
stand so high is because they live chiefly
on grain, while geese and ducks prefer
herbaceous parts of plants, sometimes
green aquatio plants, which are poores$
in the moet important elements of man-

The nutrient principles of plants
found in fowls’ excrements are chiefly in
@ oonaensed form, easily dissolved. It
should, therefore, be used’in small quan-

/

titios. It should mot be spread in dry
weather or on dry ground, because it has
a corrosive action, which soon injures the
plants. It is particularly useful for garden
plants and to fortify weak seedlings. i

THE PROVINCIAL DEBT.

The Bun, which seems to be in rather
low epirits at the present time, Thurs.
day published what it called “A Simple
Btatement” in regard to the debt of this
Province, on which we proposs to make
& few simple commen(s. We quote:—

The net deb$ of the province of New
Brungwick in 1884,the year after Mr,
Blaif became premier, was $737.697.

The net debt in 1890 was $1,690,995.

The net debt in 1897 was admiited to
be $2,488577, to which should be added
& number of concealed floating liabili-
ties.

The period covared by the Sun’s state-
ment is one of thirteen years, during
Wwhich the net debt of the province in-
creagsed by $1,750,880. Let we take a
eimilar period of thirteen years, begin-
ning in 1883 and ending at the close of
1896, and see how New Bruuswick fared
in that {ime under the administration

of Bir Charles Tupper, Mr. Geo. E Foster e ——
and their friends and supporters.| THE OITY AND THE PROVINCIAL
This period is substantially the same as GOVERNMENT.

that referred to by the Sun, and it is in-
teresting to note the very small pro-
gress made by onr provincial govern-
ment in debt making compared with
that of Tupper, Foster & Co.

In 1883 the net debt of Canada was
$168,466,000.

In 1889 the net_debt of Canada was
$237,530,000, 2n increase of $79,064,000 in
six years.

New Braunswick’s share of the debt of
Canada is one filteenth, that being the
proportion of the population of this prov-
ince to that of the whole dominion.

‘One fifieenth of $79,064,000 is $5,270,.
900, so that in six years while the Blair
government was adding $953,298 to the
debt of the province Tupper, Foster &
Co. added $5,270,000, or almost six times
as much to New Brunswick’s share of
the debt of Canada.

We pass on to tha next period from
1689 to 1898, wher Mr. Foster was the
finance minister of Canads and respon.
eibie for ita expenditares. In 1889 the
net debt of Canads was $237,530,000, in
1896 it war $258,497,000, sn incresge of
$20,967,000. New Branswick’s share of
this increase was, in round numbers,
$1,400,000. It appears, therefore, that
while the provincial government was
adding $797,582 to the debt of New
Bronewick Mr. Geo, E. Foster was add-
ing $1.400.000, or almost twice as much,
to New Brunswick’s share of the debt of
Canads.

Taking the two periods together we
find that the debt of New Brumswick
was incressed between 1884 and 1897 by
the provincial government by $1,750,880,
Bat between 1883 and 1896, under Tup.
per; Foster & Co., New Brunswick’s share
of the debt of Canada was incre. sed by
$6,650,006, or about fonr times as much

a8 the increase in the provincial debt.

The Bun Friday resmmed its old
threadbare story about the money the
provincial government is taking ount of
8t John for liquor licenses. We have
heard that tale of woe many times be-
iore, and no one seems to be very much
impressed with it. Every person who
has locked into provincial politics im
aware that the province needs a
larger revenue, and a8, according to the
census, its population did not
increase between 1881 and 1891, eo that
no additional subsidy was to be obtained
from the Dominion government, other
sources of revenue had tc be found. If
the incresse in our population between
1881 and 1891 had been as great as it wae
between 1871 and 1881, we would, on the
basis of 80 centa s head, be now receiving
from the Dominion government $30,000
more sabsidy than we are. We counld
easily show that the reeponsibility for
this Iailure of our population to increase
does not rest on the provincial govern-
ment. The Toppers, who did all they
could to deatroy St. John, and whose
policy onr people are now asked to sup-
port, could tell all about that.

DR. STOOKTON AND THE FARMERS.

Although we dealt fully with the ma-
terial and more important parts of Dr.
Stockton’s addrees to the electors, in our
issue of Tuwesday, there are still some
features in it which may be worthy of a
brief reference. Dr. Stockton’s organs,
and especially the Sun, have been very
much concerned that Mr. Emmerson,
who is & lawyer,and Nr, Labillois, who
is & merchant, should presume to have
snything to say about agriculture, ani
Dr, Stockton in his manifesto refers in
contemptuous terms to what he calls
“the amateur farmers of the govern.-
ment.” Itis strange thatit does not
strike Dr. Btockton,who is & lawyer, that
he is himsel!f an “smateur farmer,” and
that the very language which he applies
fo Mr. Emmerson will spply equally
iwell to himself. He says that “the
{ practical farmers of the province do
not require instruction from the
amateur farmsrs of the government,”and
then Dr. Btockton proceeds to give in-
struction to the practical farmers in re-
gard o what they ought fo grow and
whkat they onght not to grow. As we
propose to criticize this part of Dr.
Stocktuon’s address somewhat fally we
quote it entire. He says:—

Agriculture is one of our greatindes-
tries. We cannot expect to eompete with.
the west in the cumitivation of wheat.
Oar climate is not favorable for that,
Wheat can be grown in some sections of
the province to advantage, but it would
be a mistake for our farmers to give up
other crops to attempt to raise wheat.
The practical farmers of the prov-
ince do not require imstruction
in this instance from the amatenr
farmers of the government. There are,
however, lines of sgricaltaral develop-
ment which should be encouraged. We
need cold storage facilities to enable
our farmers to hold their farm produce
for the highest markets. We can pro-
. duce excellent butter and chieese. These

industries should be given every en-
couragement. Pork packing should
become & great industry. The great
msjority of onr farmers could raise
pigs lor that parpose without very
great labor or expense, and tha profita
would be large. I believe in tha jadic-
ious purchase ot thoroughbred stoek,
and its gale to the different agricultural
societies. But in purchasing, cther
things being eqnal, the preforence sheuld
be given to our. own stock raisers. In
this respect the government is censnr-
able for the last importation. Oar stock
raisers were not given an opportanity to
compete. The qaality of the stock ‘m-
ported was not as good as cou!d havs
been supplied by our own farme:s.

We direct the attention of the reacer
to the first few sentences in the sbove 38
& singular illastration of the lack of
logical ssquence and accuracy which
pervades all of Dr, Stockton’s utterances.
In the course of the fifty-eight words
which make up these four sentences he
contrives to contradict himself and to
get into a hopeless tangle of insccuzacies.
He says that agriculture is ome of our
great industries; we will go further, and
say that it is our greatest industry, a
fact which has been fully recognizad by
the present government. Then he tells
us that we cannot expect to compete
with the west in the caltivation of
wheat. Why? Because, says Dr.
Stockton, “our climate is mot favorable
to that.” Batin the very next sentence
he tells wu3 that “wheat can be
grown in  some wsections of the
province to advantage.” If that is
80 the climate of these sections
must be favorable to the gjowth of
wheat, so that the sweeping statement
which he makes that “onr climate is not
favorable” must be withdrawn or
amended. What must be the opinion of
the farmers of New Brunewick of a man
who while professing to be in a position
to give them advice flounders so hope-
lessly in a logical morass of his own
creating? Here we see the awful conse-
quence of Dr. Stockton’s lack of patriot-
ism in placing party above the interests
of his country, and criticizing the gov-

worthy of ita support. The agricultural
policy of the government is among its
highest titles to the support o! the
people, and its position in this respect is
80 invulnerable that Dr. Stockton is un-
able to frame & criticlsm of it that wil}
hold together. Dr, 8icckton knows very
well that New Braunswick hss more
climates than ome, and that the
unfavorable conditions which prevail
on the coaet with respect to all ceresls do
not exist a few miles inland. We are
not prepared to admit tbat wheat cannot
be grown in any part of New Bruns wick;
but we do affirm thaf there is no part of
the province twenty miles from the sea
in which the climatic conditions are not
favorable to the growth of wheat. Oar
readers. will be glad to learn that last
year upwarde of 400,000 bushels of excel-
lent wheat were grown in this province,
although the semson was the wettest
that has been experienced in thirty
years. With & record like this the
farmers of New Brunswick will not be
bullied by Dr. Stockton into giving up
w heat growing, because they know that
it is & feature of good farming, that it
will pay them, and that the leader of
the opposition has no reason whatever
for objecting to wheat growing but that
it haa been favored by the pressnt gov-
ernment.

When D:. Stockton gets away from
the wheat question he wanders offinto
space, like & lost pleiad.. He tells, in an
aimlees sort of way, about cold storage
fscilities, butier and cheese, pork pack-
ing and th: importation of stock. To
read his address & person unfamiliar
with the matter might suppose that
theee were matters which had wholly
escaped the attention of the provingial
government, and that it was reserved for
himeelf fo introduce them fo the publie.
The fact is that with respect to every
oneof these questions the government
has been years in advance of Dy, Stock-
ton, and in regard to some of them, such
a8 improved methods of making butter
and cheese, 8 vast amount of good hsas
been accomplished sni the expori of
of these articles very much increased.
The statement by Dr, Stockton that he

believes in the purchase by
the goveroment of thorowghbred
gtock, buot that in purchesing,

other things being equal the preference
should be given to our own etock raisers.
What is the object of the government in
purchesing thoroughbred stock? Is
it not fo increase the number of
thoroughbred snimals in the rrovince
80 that an ordinary farmer who is not
rich enough to import thoronghbred
stock for himeelf may have an
opportunily of doing 0o by means
of the agricultural societiea? If
It the government went to the farmers
in the Marifime Provinces who are ems
gaged in raising thoroughbred stock on
8 large ecale and made their purchases
from them, the number of thoroughbred
snigials would not be increseed, they
would only be traneferred from one part
of the province to another, and thus the
most essential feature conmnected with
the purchase of etock by the government
woull be defeated. In addition
to this Dr. Btockion’s great organ,
the Sun, would be gble to
rail againat the government as jobbers
because the stock had been purchased
from Mr. Brown and not from Mr. Smith
or Mz, Jones. Even Dr. Stockton him-
self could hardly have resisted the temp-
tation to echo the sentiments of his or-
%an, and it requires no great effort of the
imagination to hear him in - tones of
thunder denouncing the government for
theiz folly and jobbery in making pur-
chsses of stock from their political
friends in the province irstead of going
abroad for highly bred animals and
thereby carrying out the true deign and
object of all purchases of stock by the
government, which is to incresse the
number of thoroughbreds and thersby
make it easier for the ordinary farmer
fo improve his stock.

THE NEW POLITICAL PARTNERS.

The members of the new political
firm of Foater, Stockton, Alward & Co,
met inthiacity Wednesday to discuss the
sroblem of how to defeat the govern-
ment, & knotty problem which has been
keeping all three awake at nights for
some time. We shall not pretend
to tell our readers what passed
between these gentiemen, for Tk TxLx-
GRAPH employs no reporters to listen at
keyholes, in which respect it differs
from at least one of its city contempor-
aries. But the fact that none of the pro-
ceedinges between Messrs, Foster, Stock-
ton and Alward have been made public
only has the eflect of opening a limitless
field for conjscture, for if we do not know
what the throe said to each other we
know what they ought to have said.

For many years they were smong the
most active and eloguent epeskers for
the Liberal party in this conatituency,
No language appeared to tien: too
strong to wce in describing the manifold
iniquities ~f the Conservative party. At
8 great L'beral meeting, held in the
hall of the Mechanics’ Institute on the
18th February, 1887, D: Stockton paid
hie respects to Mr. Foster, whoze nomi-
nation epeech at Hamplon he de-
scribed as absard and demolished
to his own satisfaction.

Wa have before us a pamphlet con-
tainiog & spesch delivered at Stf, An-
drews on Feb. 7th, 1887, by Dr Silas
Alward, on  “The Racord of the Tory
Party,”” It je & most eloquent produc-
tioz and proves conclasively that the
Congervative government, of which Sir
Charles Tupper and Mr. Foster were
then members, was unworthy of support.
We expect to quote quite largely from
this able speech before the present cam-
paiga is ended.

They have
nof changed, g0 far as we can see; thay
have retracted none of their words and
have agked forgiveness for none of their
acts; but their critics have cbanved, and
Dr. 8ilas Alward. and his colleagua, Dr,
Stockton, are now the apologists and
followers of Tupper and Foster, and
ready to declare them worthy of their
confidence and support.

The government ticket nominated
Thureday for York will carry that fine
county easily, and it is a knowledge of
this fact which causes such dejection
among the opposition in St.Johm., Of
what avail will be the eloqaence of Dr
Btockton and Dr. Alward if the forceful
Pinder and the statistical Black are not
to be there? These reflections, however,
appear to be unneceesary, for the two
learned doctors are not going to the
legislature this year. The electors of St.
John intend to give them a rest.

A correspondent wants to know which
is the older Dr. Al vard or Dr. Stockton.

panion they were both born in the same
year, 1842, Dr. Alward in April and Dr.
Stockton in November. Dr, Alward was
undoubtedly the most Precacious yontk
that New Brunswick ever produced,
assuming the accepted version of his age
to be correct.

The Temple of Honor apraag .t & way

from the Sons of Temperance. Trs atier
was organized in 1842 and some few
years later a portion of the member-
ship thought it wise to add an
order of degrees 80 as the beiter to CRTry
on the work. Bo the Temple of Honor
was started, originally its membership
being confined to those belonging to the
Sons of Temperance and the Intention
being that the new order should be at-
tached fo the old.
But the national division of the Sone
of Temperance thonght it better other-
wige, coneidering it more adryis-
able to preserva the simplicity of
the Sons of Temperance order, ac the
Temple of Honor became indepindent
and reeceived membership from all
sources, though of course it was of tem-
perance principles sirictly.

In 1848 = deputation- from 8t John
vigited the National Temple in New
York and applied for charters to organize
temples in this city. They asoured the.
authority and in Agrir 1348 Crystal Tem-
ple, No 1, was establiehed in St John,
being the first Temple of Honor estab-
lished outside of the United States. The
late Bir Leonard Tillesy was the first
officer and Mr C A Everett was one of
the charter members. Mr Everett is
probably the only one living of the ori-
ginal membership.

It was on January 31, 1899, that some
of Cryetal Templars organizsd Victoris
Temple No. 2, Both temples worked
along for & time but some important con-
stitu'ional changes cansed some to with-
draw from membership. Then it wae
decided to unite the two temples under
the charter of Victoria Temple, which
bad retained the largest membership,
and this was carried into etect. So
Victoria temple was ju:t 50 years old
Tueeday. . The work has @one on well
and the order of the Temple of Homor
has become very strong, there now being
five temples in 8t. John alona.

FEARS CF SMALLPCX EPIDEMIC,

The reported outpreak of smallpox
among the emigrante recently landed
at Halifax gwas referred to and talked
over at some length. The following res-
olation was unanimously passed and
will be sent to the several boards of
health throughout the province:—
< Whereas, The existence of smallpox
at Halifax renders it poessible that the
disease may visit New Brunswick;

And whereas, There is a vast number
of individuals in this province who have
not been vaccinated;

Therefore resolved, That the members
of this board earnestly recommend all
who have not already taken advantage
of this great protective measure to do so
immediatelv, and they appeal to the
medical profession in the province fo.
aid in this good and necessary work.

Prevention of Consumption.

The alarming prevalence of consump-
tion and tuberculous diseases and the
recently discovered methods of success-
fully treating that dread malady, and
the possibility of-preventing its spresd
was quite fally discwased. The pre:ent
activity in England, the United States
and in Oatario in providiog sanitoria
and other modern msthods of treating
tuberculous disesse was noted, and the
opinion was freely expressed that the
time had srrived when & eaniforium

| was needed in the lower provinces. As

a first step towards concerted action
along this line it was felt that an ssso-
ciation should be formed for all who
are-deeply interested im this eu ject.
roe fCliowing Yes lution was passed:—
Wheress, Statistics teach us tnat con-
sumpiion is the cauee of one-eighth of
the deaths in & community; and recent
investigations have established tue facts
that the disease is transmitted from man
to man by the germe contained in the
expectoraticn and from animals to men
by the germs contained in the milk of
animale laboring under that disease;
that the disease is mot inherited, and
that 1t is very largely preventable; and
Whereas, A large msjority of the
people are not cognizant of these facts,
believing as they do thai the disease i
transmissible from parent to child;
Therefore resolved, That an associa-
tion be formed to act in co-operation
with the board; whose mission shall be
to arouse and interest the public mind,
ard edueste the people as to the means
of preventing the spread of consumption
from those already suffering from the
disease; to extingunish tubercmlosis in
cattle; and to promoate the erection of a
sanatoria. for the open air treatment of
tuberculons disease; and that its method
be instruction and persuasion, not come
puision; :
And farther resolved, that the associa-
tion shall be called the New Brunswick
Aesociation for the Prevention and Care
of Consumption and other Forme of
Tuberculosis, and shall be eomposed of
philanthropiste of both sexes.
As a means of arousing interest and
co-operation in this vital question it was
decided to transmit & copy of these reso-
Itions to all the newspapers thioughout
tho province.
