Verdict Against New York Central
Because of Tunnel Collision.

New York, Dec. 4—What is coasidered
to be the largest verdict ever rendered by
a jury in any country as damages for an
accidental death was neached by the jury
in the Supreme Court, before Judge Dugro,
which announced that it found that Mrs.
Jennie M. Leys, widow of William Leys,
was entitled to $100,000 damages againsi
the New York Central and Hudson.River
Railroad Company for the loss of her
husband, who was killed in the tunnel
collision between two trains on the morn-
ing of January 8 last. To the wverdict
was added interest on the award since
January last, and an extra allowance of
$2,000 was graated to former Judge Wil-
liam N. Cohen, counsel for the widow.
Austen G. Fox, who appeared for the
railroad company, moved to set aside the
verdict, but his motion was denied. A
stay was granted in order than an ap-
peal may be perfected if it is decided to
take an appeal.

Mr. Leys was 51 years of age and re-
sided in New Rochelle. He left a widow
and four children. He had been employed
in a departmeat store for 22 years, hav-
ing ricen from a clerkship of $20 weekly
to a euperintendency, in which position
last year he received in salary and com-
missions $29,862. He lived at an expense
of between $10,000 and $12,000 a year. An
effort was made to compromise the matter
before an action was brought, but without
success, and the widow sued to recover
$250,000 damages.

Other actions are pending here against
the New York Central involving claims
which aggregate more than $1,000,000. A
number of claims were setbled before be-
ing brought into court.

TWENTS-THREE DIE
"IN CHICAGO FIRE

Terrifying Scene in Burning Hotel
Which Was Filled With Guests,

Ohicago, Dec. 4—T'wenty-three persons
met death in a fire in the Lincoln hotel,
176 Madison street, at 8 o’clock this morn-
ing. Nineteen bodies have been recovered.

A jury was empanelled this afternoon
by Coroner Traeger to ascertain the cause
of the disaster and to fix the guilt for
negligence. After viewing the bodies and
making examination of the premises, the
jurors were dismissed to meet for the in-
quest December 12.

Coroner - Traeger said: “The fire un-
doubtedly nwas caused by the explosion ‘of
an oil etove in the rear of the third floor.
The building is very carelessly construct-
ed, the fire escape is worthless, the rooms
are outrageously small, and it is nothing
.short of a crime that such a building
should have been used as a housing place
for human beings.” o

Many guests jumped from the fourth-
story windows; others tried to save them-
selves down the fire escape in the fromt
of the building, only to lose their grasp
of the cold bars and fall to the street.

The persons sleeping in the rear of the
building on the top floor had no chance
for their lives. A narrow stairway leading
to all floors of the structure was afire, and
the escape of the lodgers in the rear of
the building was cut off. The firemen and
policemen condemmed the building as &
“fire tm:p.”

All but 14 of the guests at the hotel
were out-of-town persons. Most of them
came to Chicago to attend the interna-
tional live stoek ‘show.. The hotel was
filled.

Shortly after the fire broke out the fire-
men rushed up the stairway and began the
work of rescue, Men, women and child-
ren were carried down ladders, fire escapes
and smokedfilled halls.

A Mrs. Sheppard’s son was one of the
first to be awakened by smoke. He awak-
ened his mother, and both began scream-
ing. Many persons were thus warned of
the danger and made their escape. ‘The
woman was so panic stricken, however,
that she was making her way into the
most dangerous part of the building when
a fireman seized her and her son and con-
ducted them to the floor below, where he
dropped them out of a window.

J. E. Herbert, of Salineville (Ohio),
jumped from the fourth floor. He struck
on the roof of 178 Madison street. His
right leg was broken and he suffered in-
ternal injuries.

From what could be learned from per-
sons who escaped from the building, it
appeared the fire was started probably by
a Jighted cigar in the carpet in the hall-
way of the second floor.

Many of the bodies were found in the
heds in positions of slumber. Others were
found in the hallways lying face down-
wards in positions that portrayed how they
vainly endeavored to save their lives. Some
were half clad and others wore nothing
but night clothing.

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 4—At today's ses-
gions of the anthracite strike commission
the representatives of the mine workers
continued to call witnesses, moatly practi-
cal miners, who told their story of condi-
tions in the Hazleton or Middle coal

The miners tried to show that the Coxe
and other companies had violated the
agreement entered into by both sides when
the commission was appointed that the
sirikers should return to work and be
given their old places where they had not
already been filled. Some of the witnesses
cplled testified that they were mot given
back their old places and maintained that
men promipent in mnions in the various
localities during the strike were discrimi-
nated against.

The commission has decided to imvite
the mine inspectors to appear before them,
because the miners claim that the work-
men fear to inform the mine inspectons of
dangerous or unhealthy places in the
mines, because the mine inspectors are
usually accompanied by some representa-
tive of the company who may cause the
man’s dismissal. This is a new point be-
fore the commissioa. 5

Rumors of possible negotiations for a
settlement outeide the commission con-
tinue to be heard. Whatever is done will
be fisst decided upon in New York, where
those in authority to act are located. Sev-
eral attorneys, among them W. W. Ross,
of the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western
Company, have returned to the metropolis.

They have
not quarantined the state sof Maine or
New Hampshire. ,The Canadian govera-
ment however, say that we must not run
cattle through the northerm woods of
Maine, where there are practically no
cattle, and where trains are run through
under customs seal, cattle not being umn-
loaded while in the state. They do, how-
ever, permit cattle to run through the
State of New York, nvhich touches the
quarantined states of ‘Connecticut, Massa-
chusetts and Vermont. Maine doeg not
touch any of the quarentined states. We
can, therefore, today send cattle from here
to New York buf not by our route to
St. John.

“Seading cattle by the Canadian govern-
ment railway, 270 miles longer, means so
much motive power and so much more

The president seems, in
other words, to have listened ami‘ubly to
various influential requests to .put in’
things about the tariff, and to haye 'put
them in, whether they eat eacdh other up
or not.—N .Y. Evening Post.

DeWet Exaggerat:s

De Wet says he thoroughly believes, and
he has all the courage of intense ¢onvic-
tion. It is likely that he greatly exagger-
ates the defects and shortcomings of his
own men. Every army that has ever taken
the field has had its share of poor ma-
terial; and, in an improvised and untrain-
od force such as that which the Boer re-
pubiics put into the field, this share must
have been dxwpraportmnately lange. But a
general who, in the end, has failed to do
all that he thinks he might have done is
apt, in the first bitterness of defeat, to
take a far too pessimistic view of the mis-
haps of the campaign. Time and reflec-
tion will probably convince him that, in
the long run, nothing could have changed
the ultimate results, and that his most
briliant schemes and dashing exploits
were, after all, a struggle against the in-
evitable.—N. Y. Commercial Advertiser.

It.is
a -satisfaction to ‘know that.Castro has
backed down and it would be a still great-
er cause for rejoicing if he would back out.

London on Roosevelt

London, Dec. 3—In the general English
opinion, the presideni’s message is best
summed up in one journal’s dictum that
President Roosevelt believes it “better to
be a live dog than a dead lion.” The man
who ®et out with great ado to kill the
hydra-headed trust monster now seems to
the Englishman to have turned himself
into a mild company law reformer.

How, Englishmen ask, can a reformer of
the trusts expect to be taken seriously
when he spikes his guns beforehand by
sproclaiming himself a high protectionist?
So long as he remains that, remarks the
Westminster Gazette, the trusts will con-
tinue to look with equanimity on his other
projects of reform.

In other respects the message strikes the
Englishman as a picture of a good man
struggling with disillusion. Difference ot
constitution make the seeming impotence
of the president in his Cuban policy almost
inexplicable here, while the president’s re-
ference to capital and labor are accepted
as so absolutely true as to be devoid of
meaning. .

" THE PROPER PRINCIPLE.

That portion .of the address of Presi-
dent W. M. Jarvis, of the Board of
Trade' dealing with the question of civie
taxation will bear careful perusal. Mr.
Jarvis has, at some pains, gathered, inter-
esting data concerning the valuations of
property, comparative rates and propor-
tiont of taxation from the various forms
of 'taxable property ih a nmumber of Can-
adian cities, which he uses as a basis up-
on,which to build his argument, regarding!
the proper assessment system for St. John.
His plea for a fixed and definite basis of '
taxation will meet with ready acceptance by}
all students of the subject as the proper
principle, however much variation ofﬁ
opinion there may be regarding the best
means. by . which to -apply it in praotxcali
operation.

The present difficulty in St. John lies
in:' the incertainty which surrounds the
taxation of personal property and in-
come, for it is -generally accepted that it
would be unfair to ask real estate to pay
a heavier proportion of the entire assess-
ment and it would be unwise to ask it to’
pay less. Mr. Jarvis agrees with The
Telegraph that the proper distributien of
the. tax bn personal property holders and
receivers of income.would be by levying]
the tax on a basig of the rental value of]
the premises occupied, whether for resi-
dential or business purposes, and by a
system of license fees. In such a system!
the small rentals might be exempted on:
the same plan and for the same reason
as it is euggested to exempt incomes up
to $200 under the present assessment act.

Such a system would do away with the
difficulty at prosent. experienced in the
taxation of ‘incomes- of 'fedex‘aT officials.

Canada's Part in Imperial Defence.
To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir: Since the proceedings of the con-
ference of colonial premiers have been
made public there has been a good deal
of uncomplimentary comment in various
quarters upon the shabbiness and stingi-
ness of the Canadian government in re-
fusing to contribute anything towards the
support of tHé' British mavy. As usual in
the case of these large questions there
are reasons upon both sides and an un-
willingness upon either side to pay much
attention to the arguments that may be
advanced on the other, At first sight, it
certainly does look rather mean for Cana-
da with all her profession of loyalty and
sentiments of British empire citizenship
to refuse to put her hand ever such a
little - way' into her pocket by way of
showing that her talk of this sort is not
mere empty twaddle and buncombe. But
it is omnly fair to recognize upon the other
hand that when some British politicians
ta’k about the enormous debt owed by
Canada to Great Britain for her *“pro-
tection,” there is a good. deal of discount
to be taken off that side of the question
also. There is not the slightest danger of
any European power attempting to in-
vade any part of Canada, Our only hostile

To talk about our paying so much
money ‘“‘per head,” or raising so many
soldiers and sailors “per head” of our
population as compared with that of the
mothen country, like a sum in simple pro-
portion, is perfectly absurd. Canada and
the other colonies as compared with Greaat
Britain are poor and they may add that
they contribute heavily to her exchequer
ag, it is, since most of the money made in
the colonies is taken to Great Britain and
expended or invested there. In this in-
direct way the colonies largely help to
pay for Creat Britain’s army and navy
already--a fact which a good many Britons
seem to ignore or forget. As to raising
any very large number of men to. swell
the ranks of British. regiments or the
crews of British warships, that is equally
out of the question. We have no surplus
population to draw upon for such services
and we want all the good men that we
can get, and more if we had them, for
home employment. Moreover, we don’t
raise the class of men that the British
army require for its recruits. Few of our
men who are worth much for active ser-
vice would put up with the life, the
treatment, or the wages of the British
private soldier with the addition of being
lectured and hustled about by officers of
the ordinary British regulation pattern in
whose superior merits and ability they
have no impilict faith. Such soldiers as
we may raise must be commanded by their
own officers and do their work in their
own fashion. So managed, they have done
good service for the empire both at home
and abroad and may do it again. But we
must keep them under our.own manage-
ment.

New Stamp Ob@tor Which Will

Treat 400 Letters a Minute is
Installed. ' 4

The St. John Post Office has been
equipped with a new stamp obliterator
which is capable of cancelling 400 stamps
per minute. Formerly all the stamps were
obliterated by hand and the dating was
done in the same way. The new mach:ne
will do-away with the hand work.,

The apparatus, which is operated by
hand power, was manufactured by the
International Postal Supply Company . of
New . York, who possess - the. sole : rights
for it. . The machine consists of .a receiver
into which the letters are pﬁaced, after
which they are pressed against a set of
steel rollers, which are rubber faced. These
act as feeders and pass along one letter
at a time for cancellation. The letter
then passes between two upright steel
guide roilers and the mome:it it spreads
them apart by means of a trip mechan-
ism, it liberates the obliterating and da-
ting. roller and sets it in action. The ob-
literator and dater are also on an uptigat
cam-like roller and the stamp in passing
in front of it is obliterated and then" as
the roller revolves the date is p'aced on
the letter behind the stamp. ‘.

To ‘one side of the obliterating roller is
the inking appliance which ks the face
upon ‘every -revolution of the roller. After
datting, the letters pasg into the receiving
rack and are ready for despateh or deliv-
ery. To obliterate the stamps upon letters
it is necessary to turn' the letter up side
down with the stamped end forward and
therefor all letters should have the pos-
tage stamp on the upper right hand corn-
er to facilitate the postal clerks in assort-
ing before ' obliteration. In the back
etamping of letters,. indicating the time of
receipt of them at the post office, they
may be put into the machine ih any way
so long as the back is towards the opera-
tor. » &

There . is _attached: to the machine a
mechaniam which registers the number
of letters which have passed through for
obliteration. A case of type, for the
dating appliance, ig also supplied and at
any hour of the day the dater can be
very easily and quickly changed. The new
apparatus which has just been installed
will be a great convenience fo the postal
authorities and will assist in facilitating
the rapid distribution and eorting of mail
matter. ‘ :

“Nearly all large cities possess several of
these machines, and in ‘many ‘cases they
lare propelled Jby ‘eldetrigity or water
power and are capable of _caacelling 1,000
fetters per minute. The apparatus was
set up by Mr. Horseley, a’ representative
of the maker.

I'he road absolutely refuses to handle
cattle for the lower ports if it cannot have
the whole haul, and while the embargo is
in force, as it at present exists, the Cana-
dian Pacific is out of the cattle trade alto-
gether.
