Editorial Notes.

The statement of the goods entered for
consumption in the month of October,
which-was published only a few days ago,
shows that the whole ipports for that
month, exclusive of bullion, amounted
only to $4,327,264 dutiable, and $1,891 .
848 free gocds: The rate of duty en the
whole importation was about 19 per cent.
—an enormous rate. Breadstuffs paid in
that month $25,042 duty, and coal $52,-
523. Manufactures of cotton paid $84 -
768, or about 22 per cent.; woollens
paid $107,219, or about 26 per cent. ;
iron, steel, etc., paid $103,424 ; strong
liquors paid $72,982—nearly 150 per
cent., and wines $20,224, about 756 per
cent. Although some pretend that the
present tariff does mot harass those who
deal in tea, or add to the cost to the con-
sumer, we find that during this month
403.331 pounds of tea was imported from
the United States, and 1,074,086 from all
other countries, and that the average
duty on the tea from the United States
was about 7} cents a pound, while on the
tea from other countries it was less than
five cents. Grocers would not pay the
additional duty on tea from the United
States if they could purchase all they
want elsewhere without much incoave
nience. -

* The total importation of dutiable and
frée goods at the port of Montreal for the
month of December was $1,359,842, an
increase in value of $174,389. In few
other ports has there been even so small

Tae PrLor Comuission.—The report of
the Pilot Commissioners for 1879, which
has been forwarded to Ottawa, shows that
forty pilots and seven boats were licensed
during the year. The emtire receipts of
the office were $2271,28; expenditures
$1968,25; balance on band December 31st,
$302,98. The Board have $8500 funded for
the benefit of retired pilots and widows and
children of pilots, and during the past year
three retired pilots were granted $587.80,
and three widows and children $305. The
total number of vessels piloted into St:
John last year was 498,—of which 335 were
British and 168 foreign., Thesewere classed
as follows :—ships 69; barques 150; brigs
and brigantines 86 ; scho6nérs 182 ; stesmers
2. The British vessels consisted of 56 ships
118 barques, 80 brigs and brigts, 79 schoon-
ers and 2 steamers; the foreign 13 ships,
41 barques , 6 brigs and brigts., 108 schoon-
ers. The gross amount of pilotage was
$21,614.63,—of .which the British vessels
paid $14,843.16, and the foreign $6,771.47.
The receipts are much smaller than they
have been for several years. In 1878 there
were piloted into St. John 571 vessels—
consisting of 196 schooners, 109 brigs and
brigantines, 258 barques and ships, and 8
steamers. The gross amount ef pilotage
amounted to $26.112. In 1875 there were
528 arrivals, and the piletage amounted to
$28,813. By deducting 25 cents per foot
from the pilotage of outward bound vessels
the Commissioners have been enabled to
pay all their expenses, office, secretarr, etc.,
and accumulate besides the bemefit fund
mentioned.
