Auimals for Exhibition.

Now is the time to determine which
of your animals you intend to exhibit
at the coming Fall Fairs, and tosee to
it that they get the caro and attention
necessary to insure their appearing in
the best possible condition for the
sharp competition they are bound o
meet, By this we do not wish to be
understood that these animals should
be pampered and stuffed as you would
a turkey gobbler for a Christmas din
ner by putting bim in a box in a dark
place and feeding him all he can eat,
that be may lay on all the fat possi-
ble. 1t islight, air, and exercise, with
good muscle-producing food, that is
veeded most to produce that healthy
and vigorous appoarance necessary to
condition animals to compete for the
honors at tho exhibitions.

The Dairy Breeds ot Cattle—Alder-
neys, Jerseys and Guernseya.

There is a group of small islands in
the English Channel, about ten miles
from the Coast of France, called the
Chanpel Islands, the principal of
which are Jersey, Guernsey, Alder-
ney, Sark Herm, and Jethou. The
first three meantioned are the ones
which produce the celebrated cattle.
The climate is mild and agreeable,
with no great extremes of heat or
cold, and no sudden changes of tem-
perature, making these islands a
favorite resort for invalids and plea.
sure-seckers. The scenery is varied
and exquisitely beautiful, the coasts
are bigh, rocky and dangerous to
navigators. The interior is mostly
table land, woll wooded, especially in
the valleys along the winding stroams.
The soil is generally light, deep and
fertile, producing most of the crops
and froits of the temperate zone.
The land is held in small parcels,
ranging from five to twenty acres,
and the principal crops are hay, wheat,
potatoes and the root crops commonly
produced in England for feeding stock.
Butter-making is the chief business
of the farmers, and the cattlo have
been bred with that object in view.
Tne number of acres in cultivation on
all tho islands is ubout 30,000. The
The native population is abont 90,-
000, and the strangers and visitors
usually number 15,000 in the island
of Jersey alone. The first cattlo im-
ported into England aud the United
States from tbe Channel Islunds were
brought from Aldernoy,and from this
circamstancos, and the greal resem-
blance of the cattle on all the islands,
the importations from Joersey and
Guernrey were also for a long time
called Alderneys.

Tho cattle on all theso islauds, no
doubt, had a common origin, as they
bavo a great resemblance to cach
other, and in tho opinion of many
good judges might properly be classed
as ono breed. Itis aaid the Channel
Island cattle were produced by a
mixture of the Norman cattle with
the wild Jorseys, but they have for a
long time beeu kept on each island
seperate and without admixture with
other breeds, or even with the cattle
of the other islands, the local authori-
ties one hundred and twenty-five
years ago bhavipg enacted and ever
since enforced severo laws against
the importation of cattle, except for
immediute slaughter for beof,

Alderney is four miles long and, on
an average about one and onc-fourth
miles broad, and the populgtion is
2,800.. The Alderney eattlo are small-
er than the Jersey or the Guernseys,
and but fuw of them have ever been
brought to Americs, because thoy
were less desirable, and becsuse theso
wore 80 few ta be spared. Jersey, tho
largest of the group, is ten miles long,
rix miles broad, has 20,000 cultivgtod
acrov, and a populatign of §6,000.

Guerpsey i3 neurly us large as
Jersey, being nine miles lopg and six
mile broad with a pepulation of 30,
000. The eattle ure larger thun the
Jerseys, huve ulways been bred for
dairy purposes, but. are of coarser
hone and homelier build. On accopnt
of their greater size, it is urged by
some that they ake moro demrable
than the Jerseys~aud Alderneys for
the goneral farmer to keep, a8 when
fatted they will afford more Dbeef.
The Channel Island oattle may all be

classed among the small breeds, a¢
they are generally below the medium
rize, the cows weighing from 650 to
850 lbs. The Jerseys are the most
numerous. They possess a delicacy
of build and deer-like beaunty of form,
with smallness of bone and limbs and
usually carry but . little flesh. The
Jersey calf is almost always light or
dark fawn colored, sometimes with
white markings, but solid colors are
preferred by Jersey breeders gener-
ally. Tho fawn color of the calf fre
quently changes with its second
growth of -hair, so that the * body
color” wvaries in different animals
from a light fawn to a squirrel gray.
light, and dark brown and black
tongues, noses and switches are pre-
ferred by Jersoy fanciers generally.
Of course & cow’s usefulness as a but-
ter cow is not affected by her color,
but color is supposed to indicate the
purity of her blood, and the price of
a cow, like the price of a horso, is
often determined, not by intrinsic
value, but by looks. Different breeds
of cattle possess different virtues, or
different desirable qualities, in =
greater or less degree. The Horefords
are a beef breed, the Devons are a
working broed and the Jersey are em-
phatically and undoubtedly a batter
breed In the quantity of milk yielded,
they are excolled by the Agyrshires,
the Holstien-Friesons, and even by
some Shorthcrns and natives, but for
the quality and richness of their milk,
and for the amount of golden butter
that can be obtained from a given
quantity of food, they have no superi-
ors in the world. Their batter is of
peculiar cxoellence, being high color-
ed, firm and granular. Well authenti-
cated statements have been published
of tests made with nearly 450 Jersey
cows, owned in the United States and
Canada, in which each cow made 14
Ibs. of butter or over in seven con-
socutive days.

Care of the Horse.

In many respects a horse’s consti-
tution js as tender as a man's. Cold
storms oxhaust his vitality, and in
proportion as this exhaustion takes
place, an increased consumption of
heat-producing food occars. Hence,
during cold and stormy weather, he
should be kept in a comfortable stable.
In season of extremo beat, the horso
needs protection from tho direct rays
of the sun as much as he nceds pro-
tection from winter storms. Medical
men say that mon and horses are the
only animals that sweat. They por-
spiro through the skin, the pores of
which become opened and onlarged,
and it is while in this condition that
both sre exceedingly liablo to be in-
jured by overheating.

Wo are all somewbat familiar with
the care that iz given to trotting
borsog~and what is the ohject of this
caro ? Tho object is the preservation
of health and perfect condition. It is
not necessury to givo tho family horse
as much attention as the trotter re-
ceives, but it ought to be sufficient to
give the animal good treatment, and
to insure its comfort to tho utmost
practical limit. e should be well
groomed, for the curry.comb is to the
horse, what a bath is to man. The
prime importance of grooming him
thoroughly rests ypon the fact that
his health is essentially depended
upon the cleanliness of his hide. The
glands must be kept open to allow the
dead matters to be cast out of the
body. When allowed to do thgir
work, they throw off more deletorious
matter thaa the lungs or kidneys.
®he curry-comb should be used light.,
ly, however, as it is & sonrce. of pi
when u~xcd roughly. It shogld be fol
lowed by the brush and cloth, to re
move the dust that will escape the
oomb,

Attention to tho care cf the feat and
legs is of greatimportance. They re-

|gu1§o more care than the body, and

uro more liablg toinjury. When »
horse has heen driven during the day.
ho should not bo aliowed to spend the
night without being cleaned, and his
limbs rubbed. Tuis stimulates the
circulation, and opens the poges of the
skin. The family borse i3 especially
worthy of the best of care, for noother
dowestic animal so readily responds
to kind treatment. * A righteous
man regardeth the life of his beast.”

The Influence of Parents,

Of ell the means available for ef.
fecting an improvement in any race
of domesticated animals, breeding is
the most powerful. The general in-
fluence of parents upon their progeny
'8 that the latter invariably inherit a
modification of the forms and quali-
ties of the former. Nor is it neces-
sary for transmission to offspring that
any especial form or quality possessed
by a parent should have been by bim
or her inherited; an improvement
once established in an individual,
whether by inheritance or as a resul
of special management, is susceptible
of transmission to succeeding genera-
tions, and by careful und intelligent
attention to the selection of future
partners for the offspring, the altera.
tion may be fixed and become a typi-
cal character of an improved race.

It must never be forgotten that not
only are superior forms and attributes
transmitted from parent to progeny,
but that defects, mulformations, and
unsoundness, or the predispositions
thereto, seem to enjoy an especial pri-
vilege of re-appearing in succoeding
generations,

Some persons regard the qualities
and defects of breeding animals in a
relative as well as an absolute sense ;
for instance, they agree that a mal.
formed chest, or misshapen limb, are
defects absolute, but assert that flat
feet are only positively defected when
possessed by a stallion intended to be
put to a mare having similar feet;
and farther, that such faults are to be
considered rather as desirable qualifi-
cations in tho partner of an up-right-
footed mare. It is folly to expect that
the mating of two animals’ each hav-
ing opposite defects of any kind, can
result in anything but disappointment,
[mperfections of conformation, consti-
tution, or temper, cannot be so correot-
ed, but are to be very gradunally im-
proved by carefal attention to the
selection of partners possessing per-
foct organisation, to oppose defects,

well-directed external means calculat.
od to ameliorate the particular fault,
Physical and intellectual faculties to
be permanent must have been fixed by
transmission from parent to progeny,
through a series of generations. Re-
cently acquired quglitics are ephe-
meral ; thoy are transmitted with dif-
ficulty, and destroyed by slight oppos-

A sp;cill convention of temperence
workers from different parts of the
Dominion opened at Toronto yester-
day, in response to a call from the
Dominion Alliance, to consider action
with reference to the Scott Act and
other matters.

THE IRISH_TROUBLES.

Collision and Bloodshed at Mitch-
elistown,

On the occasion of a meeting of
Nationalists to protest against
Editor 0'Brien’s Trial.

The New York Z¥ibune prints nearly two
colamns of a special deepatch from Mitchells-
town, Ireland, signed by T. P. Gill, member
of Parlisment, who was an eve witness of
the disturbances at that place, Friday, on the
occasion of O'Brien’s trial. He says: ** Just
outside of Mitchellstown we were met by
a tremendous concourse of people marshalled
by the priests and local leaders on horseback.
Large ies of farmers were mounted and
formed at the head of the cortege, quite a
cavaloade. In this fashion we entered the
town, and went in procession through its
principal streets, windiog up in the vast
market square where the meeting was to be
held. The people cheered enthusiastically
the English members of parliament, and
were in the greatest good humor and de-
lighted when the speaking was about to
begin. The members of Parliament, some
clergymen aud other prominent men occu-
pied one large vehicle which constituted s
platform. I stood on a high seat of this, and

FIVE THOUSAND PEOPLE

were spread before my eyes in a compact
mass, mounted fsrmers forming a fringe
around the outer edge. Down at the lower
end of the square, about fifty yards from the
horses, stood a body of police. We had
heard with some uneasiness of large drafts of
police having been brought yesterday into
town, and it was stated that they had been
refused lodging snd had ?aut the night in
drinking in'an uotenanted house. I there-
fore thought it & good omen to see the force
withdrawn so far from the meeting. Dean
McCarthy had jost began his opening re-
marks when I noticed the police advancein a
quick pace upon the meeting and prees their
way roughly in. It appeared subsequently
that they had a government reparter in their
midst. This movement caused great excite-
ment among the people. Things looked
threatening when Dillon began to speak.
His well known figure.restored the distracted
attention of people. After he had been
speaking & few moments all was quist again
and the meeting seemed fairly under way.
It was just then the police made a new move.
They crushed their way still further into the
dense crowd and began

HAMMERING HORSES WITH THEIR BATONS,

The horsee plunged and kicked. A man was
struck with a baton. He struck back with
bis stick. Some one threw a stone. In a
second the police formed and charged. There
was a moment of panic in the crowd, when it
swung buack, but only a moment. Like a
flasb, those nearest the police rallied, and,
infuriated at this wanton and uoprovoked at-
tack, fell upon them with their black thorns.
There were a few seconds of brisk fighting
when the police turned an fled in the wildest
confusion, rolling over each other in their
efforts to escape. Several of their helmets
tumbled off, which the people seized and
tore to shreds or kicked before them like
foot balls. They dissppeared around the
corner in a shower of stones. Soon after-
wards we heard s volley of mueketry from
the street in-which the police had fled and in
which their barracks situsted.

0'BRIEN ARRESTED,

O'Brien was arrested at Dublin, Saturday,
while seeing Labouchere off on a steamer
O’Brien epent the day at Ballybrack with
Dillon and Harrington, He received a tele-
gram from Laboachere and Brunner request-
g him to accompany them to Loodon.
O'Brien accompanied by Harrington went on
board the Kiogston boat for the purpose of
declining the invitation, when a detective
met him and said he would not be arrested if
he pledged himself not to go to Fingland.
O'Brien refusing to comply, was taken into
custody aud escorted to the Imperial Hotel,
where he was told he could stay all night if
he would promise not to make a speech. The
promise was not given and O'Brien addressed
a crowd from the balcony of the hotel. He
said eo long as breath was in his body his
voice would not be silent until gagged. He
was proud to suffer for Mitchellstown.
“ When in Kiogston I was told that I would
not be arrested if I did not undertake to go
to England. That shows the government
are beginning to dread us in Eogland,”
said he.

DISCUSSED IN THE COMMONS,

Mr. Gladstone entered the Commons Mon-
day afternbon and was greeted with cheers
by many thousand persons, who had gathered
near the parliement buildings in anticipation
of a discussion on the Mitchellstown affsir.
On motion that the house go into committes
on the appropriation bill, Sir William Ver-
non Harcourt opened the debate on the riot,
claiming that the general rights of the peo-
ple to hold public meetings had been invad-
ed, and that attempts to prevent the holding
of such meetings violated the common law
and the constitution, and were ot variance
with the existence of free government or
rights of a free people. He said the S¢.
James Gazette had advagced the use of ma-
chine guns against the Irish, and the Zwmes
used the most detestable, scandalous language
for the express purpose of driving the Irish
people tojrevolt, He demanded that the
house be informed of the instructions given
the police and whether Gen. Buller had re-
signed the under secretaryship of Ireland.
He said the heart of England was with the
Irish in vindicating the right to hold meet-
ings which must continue to be held in all
parts of Ireland.

Mr. Balfour, in reply, said the police were
actiog now under the same instructions as
when Mr. Harcourt was a member of the
Gladstonian (Fovernment, which proclaimed
the land league. Sir William, with Foster
and Gludstone, proclaimed 130 meeting, un-
der the common law. It was absurd to claim
that the meeting, like that at Eonis, were
held for free discussion, The object was to
disregard the law, The police at Mitchells-
town acted in the face of extreme provoca-
tion. It was absolutely necessary for them
to fire. Their conduct was amply justified.
The government did not waver in its policy,
and would persevere in their course, which
must end in the conciliation of Ireland.

Mr. Labouchere said he saw all that oc-
curred at Mitchellstown. He showed that
stringent orders had been given the people
to avoid violence ; that the police aesaulted
the crowd becaase they could not get the
government reporters through the throng.
There were women and children in the crowd
and the men had a perfect right to resist at-
tack. V%n the police fired, there was no
daoger to any of them. The police behaved
like wild beasts. The chief showed a deliber-
ate intention to break up the meeting. He
held the constable and resident magistrate
responsible, He accused them of deliberate
maurder.

Mr. Gladstone, on rising, was cheered.
He said Balfour had met Harcourt's epeech
with simple tuquoque, the usual resort of
persons in a difficult position, but which
legally meant nothing. Balfour had enun-
ciated that all ‘Liberal meetings might be
suppressed on the grounds, if they were called
for improper purposes. Mr. Balfour could
under such grave-eirt tances have declined
to enter the discussign till a grave inquiry
bad been held, but:3ast he rushed head-
long to a coaclusion that all the police had
done was right, and if they had acted other-
wise, they would have been guilty of great
neglect of duty. The fact was the govern-
ment had failed to bring a reporter, as was its
duty, to the Mitchellstown meeting, in & way
most convenient to all. He could only sup-
pose that the authorities exhibited stupidity
aod negligence rarely seen. The responsi-
bility rested with those who committed the
first error. It was a gross, dangerous error
for a body of police to forcs® their way
through the dense crowd and there was no
proof of any attempt to storm the barracks.
The victice were two old men and a boy.
He hoped before the debate closed to hear
this sad grievous affair, which created a
sentiment of horror and disgust throughout
the kingdom, had been probed to the bottom.
(Obeers.) He wished he could see either
firmness or conciliation on the part of the
government, He was convinced the people
of England would not follow the govern-
ment’s course, which could lead to nothing
but distress and disaster. Mr. Parnell moved
to adjourn the debate which was defeated
228 to 87.

A THEATRE BURNED
And a Terrible Destruction of Life
At Eieter, England.

While Sim's popular play  Romany Rye”
wag under performance at the new theatre at
Exeter, England, on the 6th inst., the build-
ing caught fire and was totally destroyed with
hundreds of lives. The pit and gallery were
packed. The piece proceeded all right till
oear the end of the third act, about half past
ten o'clock when, as one of the characters
was finishiog bis lines, a drop scene sudden-
ly fell in front of him. There was some
laughter in the house at this, as it was
thought to be a stage blunder. In a moment,
however, the ecene bulged out in the centre,
and a great flame shot out. It was then
seen that the whole stage was a mass of fire,
and there was a wild panic iostantly.

The occupants of the stalls, pit and dress
circle got away after a good deal of crushing
and fizhting. Many, especially ladies, were
severely bruised and carried away in a faint-
ing condition. The actors and actresses were
nearly all in the dressing rooms. The fire
epread wiith marvelous rapidity and filled the
house with suffocating smoke. The occu-
pants of the upper circle and gallery rushed
in numbers to the windows and ecreamed for
ladders, As soon as possible they were
brought but several persons

HAD JUMPED INTO THE STREET

before they arrived, and were taken away
more or less hurt. Otbers got on the varan-
dah over the door, and some jumped and
others were taken off. The theatre by this
time was blaziog fiercely, lighting up all the
city, and the people were running up in
thousands inquiring for friends or relatives.
The fire escape soon came on the scene, and
took off some more people. A stall occupant
thus describes the ecene:—* The fire was

Thg msjority of them were men and
boys, although thirty women were counted
as the stretchers passed. They were for the
most part occupants of the gallery. A heap
of bodies still remained in the higher gallery
stajrcase, on the first dozen steps, befors the
fire destroyed that part of the building. Uha-
fortunately, a8 was the case with the Paris
theatre, the escape doors iu cng street were
festened, and the peopls behind them yeo)jed
wmadly and threw their whole weight against
thy doers matil they were wrenched off the
hioges. :The bodies presented a sickening
sspeet, Every shred of ¢lothing was burned
off of some of the bodies, and the akin is
blagkened or burned off, presenting a raw,
blopdy surface. It was evident that the
worst crasb*had occurred at an angle in the
first flight of stajrs from the gallery. Asthe
poliesaien, military and civilians entered they
observed a great heap of bodies at this poiat.

They were carried out and down the escapes |

and etairs quite dead and frightfully die-
figuted. Upon going a little higher in the
stairs more bodies were discovered and taken
out. These bodies were laid in rows in an

adjoining alley for identification.
