Sitnation.

The following extracts from the private let-
ter of an 1intelligent American gentleman
contains a view of the position of affairs
which it way be well to disseminate. He
writes : —

“We harc been in a great state of excite-
ment for the past few days over Lee's in-
vasicn of Pennsylvania, and the news of
battles between the two armies, the cap-
tare of Vicksburg, &c. The result of Lee's
raid only shows thinkinz men what a diff-
cuit thing it is to attempt the subjugation of
asoil. The Confederate army is not ‘ex-
tinct' or ‘demoralized,’ neither have they
lost their artillery as revorted, but they have
| been very badly ‘punished,’ and wili be ex-
!ced ngly fortuuate if half of them get back
| to Fredericksburg or- Richmond. Vicks-
| burg 1« a positive loss to them, but these
| reverses by no means terminate the war, I
| very much doubt whether it is not the

aim of the Administration to protract
it till next year, say to October 1864, so as
to have an effect on the Presidental ques-
ltion in November. In truth as ‘Vend-
ell Philips well said the other day the Gov-
1erumem at Washington is nothing more
than a national committee on the Presiden-
tal question.”

We are called in the morn-
ing at half past six, and in ordinary times
we work uatil eievea at night, but occasion
ally our hours are much longer. On the
Friday before the last drawing room, we
worked all night, and did not leave off
until nine o'clock on Saturday morning.
at night we retire to rest in a room divided
into little cells, each just large enough to
contain two beds. There are two of us in
each bed. There is no veatilation ; I cou'd
scarcely breathe iu them when I first came
trom the country. The doctor who came
this worning said they were not fit for dogs
to sleep in. This poor girl was taken ill on
Friday. We are often ill, so that not much
notice was taken of that: she was worse on
Suonday. Some of us sat up with her until
she weat to sleep. In the morning her bed
fellow found her dead by her side.”” And
yet the house of business in which this oc-
carred is said to be ‘‘better conducted than
many.”

For scveral days past events have been con
spiring to cast a certain shadow over these
bright dreams. It has been gradualiy as-
certained that Lee rctreated from Gettys-
burg with no loss of artiilery, and with a
loss of men about equal to our own. That
we did not attempt to pursue him, bat con-
tented ourselves with occupying the town
after he had left it, has also become evident.
Two days after the battle, indeed, a ser-
ious skirmish took place betwecn his rear
guard and our cavalry, at a poiat oniy four
wiles distant from Gettysburg, and ended
with repulse of our troops. The iailure of
all attempts to interfere with the enemy's
communications into Virzioia has also
become notorious and it is more than pro-
bable that he has maintained those commuui-
cations uninterrupted from the hour when
he first crossed the Potomac down to this
moment, sending over into Virginia vast
trains loaded with the spoil of Pennsylvania
and Maryland, and reoeiving from Virginia
his necessary military reinforocments. The
junction of our torces under General Couch
with the main army uander General Meade
has also it would appear, been prevented by
Lee and the gravest fears arc telt in well-in-
formed - quarters for the safety of Gen.
Couch’s colamn, upon which it is supposed
that Lee, may be intending to turn with a
sudden aad terrible onslaught.

We had steamed up after boardinz the
Boreas, and shortly afterwards we nearod
the sail that he hxd reported.

We publish to-dsy from the Kingston
News, the vindieation of his course om the
Separate School Bill, whieh Mr. Hillyard
Cameron addressed to the Grand Lodge of
the Orange Institution, at the niog of
its recent session at Belleville. he breth:
ren of the Order were certainly eatitled to
expeot from him some attempt at & vindica-
tion of his conduct. The spectacle of the
Grand Master of the Loyal Orange Assccia-
tion placing bimself in the hands of
the Romish Hierarchy to be wused by
them asa tool for carrying out their de-
signs for the supervision of the Common
School system of Upper Cnnld.uy was one
fitted to exeite no little surprise, apd it
would still have been wore astonishing if
the course he pursued had not tended tojdis-
turb the entente cordiale which ought to sub-
sist between the association and their re-
coguized head. That his conduet did
give very deep dissatisfaction to a great
many Orangemen, is patent to the public
froms the resolutions of numerous Lodges,
censuring the Grand Master, which harve
from time to time appeared in the columns
of the Globe and other journals. Mr.C 1-
eron feels aggrieved that these resolut: s
should have been published, and wher 1o
ferring to them at the Belleville mee (ng,
claimed that the Grand Lodge is thc pro-

per and ooly tribunal for the censure of
Grand Officers. We are not aware what
may be the rules of the Order on this point.

Perhaps Mr. Cameron is technically right

as to what is the rule of procedure in ordi-

nary cases, but when he was guilty of con-
duct so flagrantly inconsistent with the
position he held as chief officer of an

Association whose avowed objectis above

all things else to uphold Protestantism and

resist Romish aggression, it cannot be
thought strange that denunciatory resolu-
tions should at once come from the body of
the order. And, if reports be true, Mr.

Cameron himself is not very chary of in-

fringing the rules of the association, when

it suits his purpose to doso. It 1s said that
he got his re-election at Belleville as Gx_-n.ud

Master, by a dodge, involving the viola-

tion of a well established usaze of the Grand

Lodge—that, 1nstead of the election of

Grand Officers taking place according to rule

on the second day of the session, when

there was s full attendance. Mr. Cameron
procured his re-election on the first day,
when but few members were present. We
arc not sufficiently behind the scenes, to
know the exact position of the matter, but
we know that his election has beeu protest-
ed against as irregular and unconstitutional
and that a convention of the body has been
summoned to dispose of the difficulty.

We scarcely remember having ever read

a more illogical defence of a bad case, than

that which was offered by Mr. Cameron at

Belleviile, in palliation of his exertions on

behalf of the Roman Catholic Separate

Schools. It is only when we think of the

peculiar exigencies of bis position that we

can account for a man of his abilities talking
such twaddle. He had to be careful that
what he said to win back the good feeling of
bis Orange brethren who had censured bhim
- for his eonduct, should not offend the Ro-
man Catholics of Peel, whose suffrages are
of quite as much consequence to him asa
politician, as is the influence he derives from
his position in connection with the Orange
body. He kpew what he was saying to

Orangemen would be read by Roman Catho-

lics, and he endeavored therefore, to make

a speech which would please both clusses.

He tells his brethren of the amendments he

proposed to the Bill, and how when these

were rejected he voted against the third
reading—but at the same time to keep him-

self in the good graces of the Roman Catho-

lies in Peel who might read his remarks,
be gives prowinence to the act that he sup-
ported the second reading and contends that
the provisions of the Bill were cxceedingly
reasonable, and that it was preciscly similar
to the Bill of 1862, as amended by the
special gommittee—which by the way is not
the fact : for in the course of the debate,
members of the committee pointed out var-
ious particulars in which it very essentially
differed from the measure asit came from
their hands. Then he lays down the
principal that the state shall not coerce the
conscienze of any man, and argues that this
principal is violated in the case of the 1 -
man Catholie, if he has to send his childrer o
schools in which religious is pot combined
with sccular education, and yet he c!.ims
for the amendwents he proposed that .heir
effect would have been to diminish the num-
ber of Separate Schools. That is to say, to
vindicate the support he gave to Roman
Catholics for Separate Schools, he contend-
ed that it would be a coercing of their con-
science tv refuse thosc claims, and yet, to
propitiate his Orange brethren, he at the
sawe time took credit to himself for having
proposed amendments which would have | 80
trammelled the working of Separate Schools,
as to make the pretended boon comparative-
ly worthless, so that Roman Catholics would
pot have attempted to establish new schools
of their own, and would have given up some
of those already in existence. We can un
derstand a man takiog the ground that, be-
cause he respects thesupposed conscience
scruples of Roman Catholics, he will assist
in giving them all the facilities they re-
quire for their Separate Schools, but it has
been reserved for the Orange Grand Mas-
tcr to assume the extraordinary position of
vindicating the establishment of Separate
Schools for Roman Catholies on this plea of
conscience, and in the same breath claiming
credit for proposing regulations, having in
view the bringing of Rowan Catholic chil-
dren into the Common Schools, into which
he says they cannot enter without the oon-
soience of themselves or their parents being
violated. Then Mr. Cameron vaunts his at-
tachment and says he became an Orangeman
because he believed shat a union of Pro-
testants of different denominations was “con-
ducive to strength in those fumdamental
principals which the Bible tcaches,” al-
though it is well known that he has been
one of the strongest advocates for Separate
Sehools, not only for the Chuceh of Rome
but for the Chureh of England, whose chil-
dren he would have educated separate and
apart from other denominations of Protest-
ants. Thespeeches he bas delivered in the
Diocesan Synods of the Church of England,
where in session and out of session he
" has constantly urged that the Anglican
Church should elaim Beparate Behools for
her own children, though the result should
be a complete breaking up of the Common
Bchool system, would sound strangely if
laced side by side with the clap-trap which
e thought it politie to address to his Or-
ange brethren about the Union of Protest-
ants.

Mr. Cameron in trying to be all things
to all men, plays s very tricky game
as it is played in the eyes of the public,
trickery is very lisble to be exzposed.

The Hon. J. H Cameron and
the Grand Orange Lodge.
(From the Kingston News.)

An authorized copy of the address deliv-
ered bv the Hon. John Hillyard Cameron
at the opening of the Grand Lodge of the
Orange institution of British North Ameri-
ca, has just been published, a copy of which
has reached us. This address, is of public
interest, as being in part a rejoinder to the
series of condemnatory resolutions passed
by private Orange Lodges against the Grand
Master for voting for the Separate Schooi
Bill in Parliament, which have been pub-
lished at different times in the “Globe’
newspaper, und circulated by other journals,
The Grand Master reminds his auditors
that the “Grand Lodge is the proper and
ouly tribunal for the trial and ceasure ot
Grand Officers, and the Order can be work-
ed in harmony no longer thaa this principle
is held inviolate.” With their concerns of
polity none but Orangemen have amy con-
ceru ; it is a matter worth knowing by the
public, however, before whom these resolu-
tions have been thrust, that they are irreg-
ular in their character, altogether *out of
order,” and therefore destitute of tLc weight
of proper formal proceedings. In his
speech, Mr. Cameron declares that he
shrinks from no proper inquiry, believing
that he has done no wrong o the Orange
Order, but he adds with emphasis,’ should
the Grand Lodge think otherwise, he would
feel it bis duty, not merely to vacate the
chair as Grand Master, bat to withdraw
his name from the Order altogethef, as he
would, in his judgement, be debarred from
that freedom of action and opinion which he
has a right to exercise in all matters that
come before him as a member of the Legis-
lature. The Grand Master's specific de-
fence is as follows, which we give as a mat-
ter of political interest : —

“The history of the Separate School Law
is well koown. It has steod upon the
statute book for a period of upwards of 2
years, and has been supported and amended
by successive (Governments and succeasive
Parliaments, Tt was originally introduced
by a Re‘orn Administration, and was of-
fered simultaneously to Protestants in Low-
er Canada and Roman Catholies in Upper
Canada. At its first introduction its pro-
visions were more extended to the Roman
Catholios 1n Upper Canada than they are
now, as the mere faot of a school teacher
being a protestant, without anything more,
by the Act of 1843, entitled the Roman
Catholies of any school section to a Beparate
Sehool and a share in the public grant ff;r
school purposes. Mr. Scott’s amending Bill
of 1863, as introduced by him, was pre-
cisely similar to the Bill he introduced in
1862 as amended by the Special Committee,
and my course on the Bill of 1862, as far
as it went in the House of Assembly, was
precisely the same as on the Bill of this pres-
eat year, and yet I heard no word of cen-
sure on the course I then pursued either in
or out of the Order, and I was requested
by a unanimous vote to re-oceupy this chair,
after all these proceedings were taken by me
io the House. Examine the amende d Bill,
and ascertain if it contains any new princi-
ple in favor of the Roman Catholics. It
certainly does not ; it only extends the area
of school sections—provides that when a
Roman Catholic has declared himself in
writing a supporter of a Separate Sebool,
that declaration shall stand good uutil he
revokes it by writing, and that he shall not
be compel to make such a declaration
every year—enables a majority of those pres-
et at an annual meeting to ellect trustees
—allows the union of school sections as in
the Common Sechool Act—entitles the trus-

pstruction ; and this last provision, which

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oconsidered ; and I expressly declared that I
reserved to myse!f the right to vote against
the Bill at any future stage, if my awend-
ments were not adopted. The Bill came
back from the Committee with tue cne
amendment to which I have referred ; but
my amendments for the examination of
Separate School Teachers, and limiting the
amount of the share of the Legislative grant
to each Separate School to the amount con-
tributed by the supporters of each Separate
School, were rejected, I moved these
amendments in the House on the third
reading of the Bill, and declared that, as I
considered them most impo-tant, T should
vote against the third reading of the Bill, if
they were not adopted. They were voted
down, and in consequence I voted againet
the third reading and the final passage, of
the Bill, although, had my amendmants been
adopted, I should undoubtedly have voted
for botb.

«I take the true principle of civil and re-
ligious liberty to be that the State shall not
coerce the conscience of any man. I take
that principle to be as much a part of our in-
stitution as it is of the institution of
the State, and the right of private
private judgment, and the free course of
the Scripturcs, which we maintain as Pro
testants, are all bound up in the same prin-
cple. The Roman Catholic declares that
it is against his conscience to separate re-
ligicus from secular education; he says that
such is the teaching of his church, and how-
ever we a8 Protestants may believe that
teaching, his fith is that it is true. He
claims that as a part of the religious liberty
which the civil Government has given him,
that the conscience of his chiid shall not be
subjected to secular teaching only, and he
asks that his own rates and taxes only, mot
a farthing of any Protestants, shall be al-
lowed him for that purpose, When I first
entered Parliament, the principle of Sepa-
rate Schools was the law of the land. It
has continued so for twenty years, and I
have never heard of any evils resulting to
Protestants from it. There are 40 Com-
mon Schools in Upper Canada for cvery one
Separate School, although the Protestant
population is only a littie more than 4 to 1
of the Roman (Catholic. The Common
Schools received of the public grant last
year £150,000; the Sejarate Schools 8/,
500, and while the Comon Schools increas-
ed 56, the Separate Schoois diminished 6. I
believe the diminution would have been still
greater had the amendments which T pro-
posed been embodied in the Bill of last ses-
sion. I believe that the application of all
the rules regulating the Common Schools in
the manner which [ propased, would gradu-
ally cause the supporters of Separate Schools
to look more favour bly upon the general
system, and I think that it was right to en-
deavour to apply those rules when an amend-
ment in the law was sought, and to refuse
to sanction that amendment when those
rules were rejected, as nothing that I pro-
posed could interfere with consciecnce. In
my course on this measurel have.done noth-
ing inconsistent with my duty as a Protest-
ant or an Orangeman—I should do exactly
the same thing azain under similar circum-
stances. I am not behind any man in my
attachment to Protestantism. I am a Prot-
estant from reading, reflection, conviction,
I should thereby become a better Protest-
ant, but because I believed that a union of
Protestants of different denominations in
the bonds of the Orange Order was con-
ducive to strength in those fundamental
truths which the Bible teaches, which un-
derile all religious forms of ceremonies,
which counsel neither bigotry nor opprcs-
sion, which inculcate charity and love, and
tell me to do unto others as I would they
should do unto me. I trust that nothing
may ever destroy my belief in Orangeism
as the best means of such a union; bat to
preserve it in its integrity, it must not seeck
to fetter the free judzment of its sons, or
attempt to enslave their minds by a blind
obedrence to any despotic rule. Ae we
claim to be superior to the Rowmanist in the
free expression of our thoughts, let us also
be superior to him in the free exercise of
our judgement. Converts are not made in
these days by compulsion ; men’s convictions
are not gained by force.  Let us feel the
true weight of civil and religious liberty,
persecute no man for conscience sake, stand
up always manfully for the rizht, speak no
evil of one another, fear God and honour
the Queen, and we need not fear but that
our Order will be perpetual, and our mem-
bers increase like sand on the sea shore.”

2. The Confederacy will grant the free
navigation of the Mississippi, its advantages
being belicved to be reciprocal. 3. All kid-
napped or liberated negroes must be return-
2d or compensated for, and the value of all
private property destroyed by the Northern
forces must be paid over to the Confederate
government. 4. The Confederates will
enter into trade relations under treaty.
The journal propounding these conditions
says emphatically that the Confederate
States believe that their future destiny can
be better accomplished in separate national-
ity than under Freach union. For this
distinct nationality they are determined to
£ght to the very last.

Judicial Changes.

Archibald McLuan has resigned the
Chief Justiceship of the Queen’s Bench;
and that he will be immediately gazetted to
the Presidency of the Court of Appeals,
vacant by the death of Sir John Beverly
Robinson,

The ictirement of Mr. McLean frem the
Quecn’s Bench has naturally excit:d a good
deal of speculation as to his probable euc-
cessor ; and it seems to be conceded on all
hands that Mr. Draper is entitled by his
ability and experience to the Chief Justice-
ehip of the Queen’s Beach. Ttis supposed
that Mr. Justice Haggarty and Mr. Justice
Morrison, and Mr. Draper, will constitutc
the Court.

Up to this 'hour the Riot appears to be
increasing. The following is a brief sketeh
of the operations :—

It appears it must have been a concocted
plan of resistance to the conscription, as all
the workmen of the different raiiroads, com-
bined together, with those of certain f:woor-
ies, and warebed to the building oo Third |
Avenue, where the drafting fur the Nigth
District had commenced at half past ten.
The crowd pushed up stairs for the books,
papers. &e. The Comwissioner himself
wunaged W escape, but Assistant Vaunder-
pool was injured, The crowd were stoning
the upper part of the building during the
fire, amid the yells of the mob. The next
building took fire and snd was also destroy-
ed. the ruffians shouting while it was burn-
inz. Women were in the mob exeiting it
on. Horsecars were stopped, and the
drivers taken off. The police were over-
powered and were treated horribly, A de-
tachment of the provost guard drew up cn
Third Avenue, and were quickly surround-
ed by an intensely exeited crowd, who ston-
ed and jeered them. The soldiers fired in
to the ruffians, when they were set upon
and driven off, aud pursued about a mile.
Oune of the soldiers was actually caught and
beaten to death by men and women fiends,

Another was torn to pieces and thrown
over a precipioe, and his body stoned till
half buriel, Roon after a guard of police-
meu arrived and were driven off and one of
their number hilled; Stores in the vieinity
were soon closed and the rioters had every
thing their own way. The firemen were not
ailowed to play upon the fire. Horrible
and beastly outrages have been committed.

Some 12 or 13 policemen have been so
beastly treated that they will not recover,
and no doubt exists gbout the death of
Supt. Kennedy.

At 2 o'clock Mr. Howard, City Editor of
the New York Times, was attacked by the
mob. He is an aboltionist. They were
about to hang him to a lamp post when the
mob's attention was diverted and he ran for
his life.  The mob kept chasing him aod
striking him on his bead and face with pav-
inr stones, when they robbed him of his
watch, diamond ring and $13. [le was
taken to an eogine hbouse, the doors of
which resisted the mob, and Le was fioally
taken away.

A person named Andrews, of Virginia,
who has late y harangued meetings at the
Cooper Institute, seemed to be theleader of
He addressed them npear the
scene of the burning, denouncing the Pres-
1dent, and advising the peopie to organize
to resist the draft.

following note giving a description of the ore
and the locality where it was found.— Perth

EpitTor oF THE PERTH “CoURing.”

Dear Sie.—Immediately on receiving
the specimen of copper from you yesterday,
I went and examined the lot on which you
said the copper bad been found.

From the indications, I have no doubt
there is a vein of copper in the vicinity of
Lot 24, Con. 7, North Elmsley. The cop-
per seen on the surface looks very “kindly ;"
it is the yellow and nri?uod sulphuret.
The ore is combined with Iron, browa and
black, oxide of Manganese. These oxides
are known to the miners under the name
of gossan, and is universally regarded as a
favorable indication of valuable ores at some
depth below ; it has also a good bearing, be-
ing a little West of North. There has been
considerable money foolishly spent in this
scction, prospecting for copper. Capilalists
in this country expeet that when indications
of copper has been found on the surfase the
ore ought to be got ocut immediately in pay-
ing quantities. I prefer to find copper at a
dej th of not less than 3. fathoms, and the
foot and hanging wall's well defined. After
disecovering what would appear to be a vein,
it generally takes a few thousand dollars
