fact that there are Indications that a 
rebellion is brewing there.

RUMORS FROM ROME.
•London, Sept. 2.—A special dispatch 

received here from Rome says that it 
is rumored that King Humbert will 
announce -his abdication after the mar­
riage of the Prince of Naples, the heir 
apparent, -to Princess Helene of Mon­
tenegro, which is to take place early 
in November.

MISS CLARA" BARTON. 
Liverpool, Sept. 2.—Miss Clara Bar­

ton, president of the American Red 
Cross Society, decided at the last mo­
ment not to sail for the United States 
on board the steamer Servia yesterday, 
as she had intended doing. This ch ange 
in her plans is due to the Character of 
the news received from Turkey.

RUSSIA’S POLICY.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 1.—High Gov­

ernment officials here express the 
opinion that the death of Prince Lo- 
banoff-Rostovsky, the Russian Min­
ister for Foreign Affairs, will not in­
volve a Change in the policy of Rus­
sia, which, it is added, is distinctly 
pacific, and fully approved toy the 
Czar.

QUIET RESTORED. 
Constantinople, Sept. 2.—Quiet how 

prevails here, and it is hoped that all 
danger of further rioting has passed. 
The Turkish officials are continuing 
the work of clearing the khans of the 
Armenians who have hidden there, 
and the foreign consuls are supporting 
this work, in order that the conditions 
prescribed toy the representatives of 
the powers may be carried out.

TROUBLE IN ASIA MINOR. 
London, Sept. 2.—A dispatch from 

Berlin says that according to Athens 
advices the situation -In Asia Minor 
has assumed a most serious aspect. 
Massacres have been begun there, the 
victims being Greeks and other Chris­
tians.

An uprising has occurred among 
the Moslems of the vilayet of Uskub, 
European Turkey, and the Christians 
are being massacred and their homes 
pillaged by the mob.

THE CRETAN SITUATION. 
London, Sept. 2.—The Cretan depu­

ties met at Canea and received from 
the foreign consuls a communication, 
informing them of the terms of settle­
ment to which the Sultan would agree. 
Besides the concessions which it is al­
ready known that the Sultan will 
make, are certain reforms In the 
penal code and the exemption of the 
Island of Crete from the Ottoman 
debt. The deputies informally agreed 
to accept the terms, and will make a 
formal reply on Sept. 6, when a meet- 
of the Chambers will toe held.

THE ATTACK ON MANILLA. 
London, Sept. 2.—Late advices from 

Manilla say that the rebels, who are 
endeavoring to -secure the separation 
of the Philippine Islands from Spain, 
and who made an unsuccessful attack 
on the outposts of Manilla last Sun­
day night, have seized and barricaded 
several villages. In the fighting which

preceded the capture of the villages 
the Spaniards lost one captain killed 
and several privates wounded. Gen. 
Blanco, Governor-General of the Phil­
ippine Islands, has ordered all the 
available reinforcements to proceed to 
the scene of the fighting. The rebel 
party consists principally of Indians, 
3vho have been goaded -to rebel by 
the treatment they 'have received at 
the hands of certain Spanish secret 
societies.

AWFUL SLAUGHTER. 
Constantinople, Sept. 2.—Additional 

facts concerning the recent massacres 
are slowly coming to light. It Is es­
timated that 6,000 persons perished, 
and that scarcely a male Armenian 
escaped in the Hassin Pasha and Has- 
koi quarters. Forty-five women and 
children in the Hassin Pasha quarter 
sought refuge on the roof of a house, 
where they were discovered, slaughter­
ed and their bodies thrown Into the 
street. It is reported -that Jews as­
sisted the Turks In pointing out the 
homes of Armenians, and -It is believ­
ed that 300 of the Mussulmans arrested! 
are members of the Young Turks party 
and not partakers in the massacres, 
as the Porte asserts.

The foreign diplomats at Constanti­
nople have sent a second note to the 
Porte calling attention to the con­
clusive evidence obtained that the 
Moslem mob which massacred the 
Armenians was organized with the 
connivance of certain officials. It is 
known also that hundreds of -ruffians 
were -brought from the Asiatic side 
of the Bosphorus -to take part in the 
work of m-urder and rapine, and were 
sent back to their homes after the 
bloody work had been finished.

CABLE NOTES.
The Berlin Bourse, for the first 

time in a quarter of a century, has 
decided not to close its doors on the 
occasion of the anniversary of the 
battle of Sedan.

The International Women’s Con­
gress, which is to sit in Berlin this 
month.now counts three -hundred del­
egates, Including Florence Routledge, 
of the British Women’s Trades Un­
ion League.

For the first time since 1878, French 
xfisitors have begun to return to the 
Baden races, once their favorite re­
sort.

Addresses by Prominent Persôns.

Canada Does Not Despair for Ireland— 
Necessity for United Action.

Dublin, Sept. 2.—At yesterday’s -ses­
sion of the Irish convention. Dean 
Harris, of Toronto, said that the 
Canadian delegates attended the con­
vention at a great personal sacrifice, 
and he appealed in God’s name for 
unity, adding that when any section 
of the Irish press charged them 
with not representing anybody they 
“flung back their lies.’’ Dean Har 
ris aroused an intense outburst of 
enthusiasm when he said: “Men have 
despaired for Ireland, but we in Can­
ada have never despaired, and will 
never do so as long as Irishmen live.”

Mr. Patrick Dunlevy, vice-presi­
dent of the Philadelphia council of 
the Irish National Federation; Mr. 
Foley, of Halifax, N. S.; Mr. Ken­
nedy, of New Zealand; Mr. Clancy, 
of Newfoundland, and Mr. Phillips, 
of Scranton, Pa., spoke in turn, and 
implored the different Irish factions 
to unite. All the ^speakers mentioned 
dwelt upon the fact that their In­
structions were not to say a word 
against any Irishman.

Father Marshall, of Manchester, 
New Hampshire, said it was a mat­
er of no importance whether Mr. 
Dillon, Mr. Healy or Mr. Redmond 
should be chosen the leader of the 
party, but it was of the utmost im­
portance that one man should rule 
with a strong hand.

Rev. Dr. Phillips, of Scranton, Pa., 
said he could n-ot agree with Father 
Marshall that a tyrannical leader 
was necessary. He hoped that out of 
this convention would arise a leader 
whom Ireland could trust.

London, Sept. 2.—A dispatch to the 
Daily Telegraph from Dublin says that 
to all intents and purposes the Irish 
National Convention is over, and the 
the common opinion is that it has been 

complete failure.
The morning papers speak of the 

convention at Dublin as seems likely 
to assume the form of a melancholy 
wake over the corpse of Irish parlia­
mentary agitation. The Healyite-Par- 
nellite section, despite the Pope’s 
prayer for -the end of dissension, still 
hold aloof, thus widening the very 
breach which it was the convention’s 
object to close. The amendments to 
be proposed today suggesting a con­
ference of representatives of the dif­
ferent sections of the party, even if 
passed, will lead to no practical re­
sult. It is understood that Dillon and 
Davitt are much distressed with re­
gard to the olive branch held out by 
them to their opponents, which they 
hoped till the last moment might be 
accepted.

A. serious runaway accident occurred 
this morning about 10:30, resulting in 
the Injury of Mrs. Jarvis, of Wreay 
street. South London, and a young man 
who is working for Wm. Hunter, liv­
eryman.

The scene of the accident was on 
Bruce street, in front of the polling 
booth near Cathcart street, where 
voting was in progress on the sewerage 
bylaw.

Mrs. Jarvis had just cast her vote, 
and -had got Into -the wagonette to re­
turn home. She had her little girl 
with her, and Mr. Harry Gardiner was 
also in the rig, which was driven by 
a young Englishman, whose name was 
not known even to his employer. When 
turning around, the driver evidently 
thought the carriage had a hack gear­
ing, and -turned very short; but the 
wheels caught, causing an upset. Mrs. 
Jarvis received a scalp wound and 
bruised arm in the fall.

The driver fell over the dashboard 
and was dragged about two hundred 
feet at the horse’s heels. He was 
bruised and scraped from head to 
foot, but no bones appear to have 
been broken. The other occupants 
of the rig were not hurt.

The horses became frightened when 
the rig turned over, and started off, 
dragging it on its side. Mr. "Wm. 
Westcott was outside of the polling 
booth at the time, and dashed after 
the -team. He made one of the pluck­
iest stops ever seen. He succeeded in 
catching a rein, and, though in great 
danger of -being thrown down and 
tramipled to death, he held on, and 
without doubt saved the life of the 
driver. When the unconscious young 
man -was extricated from his dan­
gerous position he was placed in a 
buggy, and taken to Hunter’s sta­
ble. Mrs. Jarvis was driven’home.

The Injured people were attended by 
Dr. Piper, who was an eye-witness of 
the accident. Mrs. Jarvis will prob­
ably be around in a few days.

The ambulance was telephoned for 
and the unfortunate -driver was taken 
to the hospital about noon. He was 
still unconscious at that time. The 
only name he is known by is chat of 
“Andrew,” and he seems to have no 
acquaintances in the city. He came 
here from Glencoe, where his baggage 
Is now, about three weeks ago, and 
was given work by Mr. Hunter. He 
previously had worked In the neigh­
borhood of White Oak.

The tongue, top and dashboard of 
the rig were badly smashed and the 
gearing strained, but the horses were 
not injured.

FIRE SUFFERERS STARVING.

THE ZANZIBAR USURPER.

Germany Will Surrender Said Khalid aa 
a Prisoner of War.

Berlin, -Sept. I.—The Emperor gave 
a prolonged audience on Friday, and 
another on Saturday, to Freiherr Mar- 
echall von Bieberstein, Minister of 
Foreign Affairs. The interviews re- 
6ulted, among other decisions, in a 
resolve not to assent to Great Brit­
ain’s conversion of the protectorate of 
Zanzibar into a Crown colony.

It was also agreed that, in view of 
the fact that it might prejudice Ger­
man consular rights to act other­
wise, Said Khalid, the usurping Sul­
tan, who escaped from the burning 
palace at- Zanzibar and took refuge at 
the German consulate, should be sur­
rendered to the British authorities if 
he is guaranteed treatment as a prince 
and a prisoner of war.

The Strong Snatch Food from the Weak 
— Military Sent to the Scene.

Calumet, Mich., Sept. 2.—-So distress­
ing has become the condition of the fire 
sufferers in Ontonagon that they have 
nearly returned to a condition of bar­
barism. The food contributed is away 
below the demand, and the strong and 
able-bodied fight the weak and grab 
the sustenance for themselves, leaving 
the weaker to starve.

The authorities there have been un­
able to meet the condition, and a squad 
of Company “D,” Fifth Regiment, has 
left for the fire district to protect the 
supplies against the raids of the half- 
crazed sufferers. Gov. Rich, was ap­
pealed to and will send the entire 
State militia in the Upper Peninsula 
to guard the food, if necessary.

THE K. OF P. AND SUICIDES.
Cleveland, Ohio, Sept. 2.—The Su­

preme Lodge Knights of Pythias has 
ratified the action o-f the Board of Con­
trol, allowing the -heirs of members of 
the endowment bank who commit 
suicide to receive a portion of the 
sum for which his life was insured. 
Hitherto such heirs have had no re­
course in this matter.

Special to The Advertiser.
Vankleek Hill, Ont., Sept. 2.—Last 

night the Commercial Hotel ihere was 
burned to the ground. The fire made 
such rapid headway as to cut off 
the escape of Mary Louise Yandeau, 
Christy Villeneuve, Josephlnef Des- 
champs, Mrs. T. Finn and Miss K. 
McLeod, all of whom were burned to 
death.

All efforts -to rescue the unfortunate 
people were thwarted by the intense 
heat, and the -flames, which drove the 
firemen back, while the doomed in­
mates cried piteously for help.

It was with difficulty that the 
main street was saved from destruc­
tion, -and only the heroic work of the 
firemen and citizens prevented the 
further spread of the fire. The build­
ing, which -was owned toy George Oon- 
stantineau, wras valued at $10,000, and 
insured for $4,500.

Halifax, N. S. Sept. 2. — The 
town of Tignish, P. E. I., is reported 
to have been almost wiped out by 
fire. (Six or seven blocks, including 
nearly all -the principal places of busi­
ness, were destroyed. The loss is 
heavy. The properties destroyed In­
cluded J. H. iMyrick’s store, the post- 
office, the residence of Ed Hackett, 
M.P., and the outbuildings; Brennan’s 
dwelling, warehouse and outbuildings; 
Bhaisson’s block of buildings, -Mrs. 
Week’s residence, Dr. Dorion’s resi­
dence, Dr. Murphy’s residence, Mc­
Kinnon’s Hotel, Bernard’s Hotel and 
hardware stores, the railway round­
house and coal shed, agent's dwell­
ing, four cars, one engine, and about 
a dozen cheaper buildings. The cause 
was boys playing with matches in 
Peter Kinche’s -house. Loss, $100,000; 
insurance, $30,000. J. H. Myrick, who 
is by far the heaviest loser, had $21,- 
000 (insurance.

THE KAISER REBUKED.

Hie Mother Take» Him to Task for 
Slighting One of HI» Sister».

Berlin, Sept. 1.—There are court 
whispers that the Empress Frederick 
has written to the Kaiser, rebuking 
him for ignoring the visit to Ger­
many of the Duke and Duchess of 
Sparta, the latter, the Emperor’s sis­
ter, who have recently been staying 
with the latter’s mother, Empress 
Frederick, at Kronberg. The Emper­
or quarreled with -his sister over her 
conversion to the Greek Church upon 
the occasion of her marriage to the 
heir to the Greek throne, and has 
since given the cold shoulder to her 
and her husband.

Two Men Commit Suicide With Revolver 
and Shot Gun.

Port Huron, Mich., Sept. 2.—Henry 
Kuhn, sen., Monday evening placed 
the muzzle of a revolver between his 
teeth and shot himself dead. He was 
slightly deranged and had attempted 
suicide before. The only motive 
known for the suicide was a cancer­
like sore on Mr. Kuhn’s face, which 
caused him much pain.

Cleveland, Ohio, Sept. 2.—Alex. R. 
McIntyre, 20 years old, son of D. C. 
McIntyre, general manager of the De­
troit and Cleveland Navigation Com­
pany, committed suicide yesterday. 
The weapon used was a shotgun. The 
motive for the deed is not known.

By a Special Greeting From the Presby­
terian Mission Board.

New York, Sept. 2.—Li Hung Chang 
has , contracted a real LAmerican 
cold. IHis Excellency sneezed and 
sneezed, and since that is considered 
a very impolite thing ito do in the 
Celestial Empire, he is kept busy 
between sneezing and apologizing to 
his physician, Dr. Marck.

The members of the Presbyterian 
Board- of Missions were early on hand 
to greet China’s Grand Old 
Mandarin. The secretary of the 
•board, F. S. EUenwood, deliv­
ered an address on behalf of the Am­
erican missionary societies, Includ­
ing those of the Methodist Episcopal, 
Baptist, Presbyterian, Congrega­
tional, Protestant Episcopal and Re­
formed Churches, which societies 
maintain 723 missionaries in China. 
Mr. Ellenwood spoke of the absence 
of violence ln China toward Christian 
missionaries, and praised the Chinese 
Government for promptly stopping 
any outbreaks against them.

‘"While we send missionaries to 
China,” said Mr. Ellenwood, “we are 
not unmindful of our duty to those 
of your people who have come to 
our own shores. They have in many 
instances been rudely treated by cer­
tain classes among us, mostly emi­
grants from other lands, 'but our 
Christian people have uniformly 
shown them kindness. They have 
been gathered into Sunday schools 
and evening schools, their rights have 
been defended in the courts, and 
many times have deputations from 
the missionary boards and other be­
nevolent societies petitioned our 
Government in the Interest of Just 
legislation for the Chinese."

Cole, an aeronaut, was drowned in 
Maumee Bay on Sunday, Hi® com­
panion, Josie Carmel, was saved by her 
life preserver. Thousands witnessed 
the accident.

GREAT GRISTS OF GRAIN.
Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 1.—This port 

never received so much grain to Sep­
tember as this year. Without trying 
to be exact, for there is no official 
statistician, the receipt of grain, In­
cluding flour, to Sept. 1, is at least 
107,000,000 bushels. With reports mak­
ing any preceding season to date at 
less than 100,000,000 bushels, and no 
report giving an access, It is safe to 
say that we are away ahead of all 
former seasons. This is largely on 
account of the Immense crop of oats, 
but other cereals hage come In heavily 
also. August receipts are in excess 
of any other August on record.

MURDERED BY A BOY.
Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 2.—Thos. Dono­

van, an 18-year-old Brad-dock boy, 
was Shot and instantly killed Monday 
night by James Cavanaugh, aged 19, 
who escaped. The boys had had a 
grudge against each other and fqught 
several times. Monday night they 
met in a pool room and renewed the 
battle. Donovan’s mother rushed in, 
separated the combatants and took 
her son home. Later Donovan appear­
ed ln front of the pool room and dared 
Cavanaugh to fight. Without a word 
Cavanaugh put his revolver against 
Donovan’s breast and pulled the trig­
ger. Donovan fell to the sidewalk, 
dying within a few minutes.

Dr. George C. Davis, of this city, who 
bas been holidaying In Atlantic City,
N. J., writes entertainingly of that 
charming resort, as follows:

“The great question which agitates 
the minds of all Americans -who are 
‘well-to-do’ and ln 'comfortable cir­
cumstances,’ is ‘Where will we spend 
our holidays?’ Numerous are the re-: 
sorts which are frequented toy these 
pleasure-loving people. As sc general 
rule wealth decides the place that will 
keep a person cool during the warm 
weather. The exclus ve set patronize 
Newport and Long Branch, whilé those 
who are not of the 400 go elsewhere. 
The most cosmopolitan watering place 
ln the United States is Atlantic City, 
on the New Jersey coast. It is known 
all over this continent, and it is no 
wonder. The resident population is 
22,000. This Is in winter, but In sum­
mer this number is increased by hun­
dreds of thousands; in one day 169,000 
journeyed there from Philadelphia 
alone. The city Is composed mainly of 
hotels and boarding houses. There are 
over 100 of the former, many of them 
of immense size.

“The great attraction of Atlantic 
City is the board walk. It is fifteen 
feet from the level of the beach, and 
Is seven miles long and 50 feet wide. 
It Is built on Iron girders, and cost 
$140,000. It faces the sea. Immense 
pavilion® are built out from the walk 
on the beach, which are filled with 
thousands of spectators who watch the 
bathers beneath. The back of the 
walk is lined with buildings, which are 
filled with different attractions, or with 
the wares of tradesmen who wish to 
make an honest penny during the 
warm spell. Back of these again, run­
ning at right angles to the walk, are 
the large hotels, filled with guests. To 
promenade this immense walk at night 
Is a pleasure which cannot be describ­
ed. It is crowded from end to end. Tihe 
ladies are dressed in evening attire, 
while the gentlemen as a rule wear 
light summer suits. All nations are 
represented here, and all condition® 
and all ages met with ln life.

“One thing will particularly strike 
an observer, and that Is the number 
(both in the surf and on the walk at 
night) who are long past middle life, 
but who still richly enjoy a bathe in 
the Atlantic and a promenade on the 
board walk. Twenty-five thousand are 
in the water at one time. The water 
is literally alive with bather®, while 
thousands are lying down in the fine 
warm sand on the beach. It is per­
fectly incredible the number who bathe 
daily. Blue is the prevailing color for 
bathing suits, both for ladies and gen­
tlemen. The former wear costumes 
high in the neck, and skirts whiich 
completely cover knickerbockers of the 
same material. A pair of black stock­
ings, with a straw hat tied on the head, 
complete the outfit. Gentlemen wear 
knickerbockers, tight fitting, with a 
tight-fitting sweater. To see this 
crowd is something wonderful, and it 
cannot be described.

“You can travel the entire length of 
this walk, either during the day or 
night, and nothing will be seen or 
heard which would displease the most 
fastidious. One of the great attrac­
tions here Is the eidoloscope, Edison’s 
Invention. It is to a great extent the 
kinetoscope, seen by hundreds, in place 
of one individual. It le perfectly mar­
velous. One of the views shows was 
the Falls of Niagara. The water was 
seen flowing as naturally as could be 
seen from the Clifton House at Niagara 
Falls. This was not as wonderful as 
the scene showing the dancing of Cissy 
Fitzgerald, the great sensation at 
present in New York. Tt would not be 
difficult to believe that in place of 
looking on a screen you were sitting 
in a theater, watching this great dan­
cer. Every movement was produced 
accurately, and what is more peculiar 
colors are shown perfectly. Another 
thing worth noting about this resort 
are the life-saving créa7®. These brave 
fellows are attired in bright red shirts 
and knickerbockers of blue. Each man 
has a lifeboat, and in it Is a life buoy, 
which can be thrown to a swimmer 
who may be In distress. These men 
are Just outside the line of the great 
body of bathers. It is only good swim­
mers who ever need their services— 
those who wish to show off their great 
ability as swimmers, and who go be­
yond t'heir depth. Children as young 
as 3 years are to be seen ln the water 
every day. No harm could possibly 
come to anyone who did not desire to 
pose as a great swimmer. Hops are 
held ln .hotels every night. The sign 
which we often see displayed at 
home, ‘No men wanted,’ would have 
no place on the ballroom door, unless 
the first word was obliterated.'‘

that after the manner in which the 
Government of Hon. Alexander Mac­
kenzie had been betrayed by partisan 
spies, if such are found now to exist, 
and to have,shown toy their conduct 
that they are such, they mast toe 
made to understand that they carry 
their political lives in their hand.

Hugh John Macdonald made his first 
speech since he entered public life. He 
tried to draw a distinction between 
active and offensive partisanship, and 
held that it was right and proper for 
civil servants to work for the success 
of the views they held.

Mr. Macdonell (Selkirk) took the view 
that civil servants should vote, but 
not actively participate in elections 
and if they did they should not ex­
press surprise if they lost their jobs.

Mr. McNeill (North Bruce) dissent­
ed from this view.

PARTISAN OFFICIALS.
The penalty to be attached to the 

offensive partisanship of public offi­
cials was again the main theme of 
debate today, and a set oif circum­
stances combined to bring the leaders 
into it. The range of the discussion 
broa.dened sufficiently to allow of a re­
vival and repetition of some of the 
leading arguments for and against re­
ciprocity with the United States, al­
though it might be difficult to asso­
ciate the two subjects. The efforts vf 
the Opposition were directed to a de­
fense of their friends in the civil ser­
vice who had actively participated in 
the recent election in behalf of the 
late Government and to attempt to ex­
cuse their conduct. Among the speak­
ers were the Prime Minister, the lead­
er of the Opposition, Sir Richard Cart­
wright, Mr. Foster and Mr. Hugh 
John Macdonald.

MR. FOSTER ANSWERED.
Mr. Foster bewailed the fact that 

Ontario Government officials had par­
ticipated in Dominion elections. He 
argued that their case was on all- 
fours with Dominion Goevrnment civil 
service partisans. In some cases 
officials of the Provincial Legislature 
had run as candidates for this House. 
He asked the member for Kingston 
(Mr.Britton) whether he had not been 
an official of the Province of On­
tario.

Mr. Britton readily replied that he 
had been in receipt of a salary from 
the Ontario Government.He gave that 
up. He had sacrificed $3,500 a yerr 
for the sake of obliging his friends 
who wanted him to become a candi­
date for this House. He added that 
he was not aware of anyone on the 
other side of the House doing the 
same thing. (Ministerial cheers.)

Mr. Foster remarked that in that 
case he would drop the argument he 
was going to proceed With.

Mr.Lister (laughing)—If he had been 
a Tory he would have hung on to the 
salary.

Mr. Foster—If he had been defeated 
he would have been reinstated.

Mr. McMullen—How many Senators 
did you reinstate?

Mr. Britton explained that the mere 
fact of his being elected had of itself 
disqualified him from continuing in 
his position.

AN UNASSAILABLE POSITION. 
Premier Laurier very clearly put 

before the House the course which 
the Government intends to pursue in 
dealing with officials who have flag­
rantly transgressed the law of po­
litical neutrality. While the Prime 
Minister accords to every public 
servant the right <to hold what­
ever political opinions he chooses, 
and to express them through the me­
dium of the ballot box, he maintains 
the ground that a man in the Govern 
merit's employ who actively and of­
fensively participated in politics takes 
.his official life in his hands. He has 
no desire to act arbitrarily in the 
matter,* but is prepared to accord a 
fair hearing to every man accused 
of offending in this particular. He 
proposes that civil servants who want 
to toe politicians shall not be hamper­
ed by the restrictions of office in the 
attainment of their aspiration.

Mr. Laurier said Mr. Foster had ex­
pressed surprise that he had not tak­
en part in this debate. “I did not 
think it was necessary,” said the Pre­
mier, ‘‘because my sentiments are well 
known. I took occasion to express 
them in the session of 1888, and I re­
peated them in the session of 1891, 
when a servant of this Government, 
the highest in the service, the High 
Commissioner himself — (Ministerial 
cheers)—left his post in London to 
come and take an active part in an 
election, to the scandal of the whole 
population—(hear. hear)—and

GETTING THE MONEY.

land, presided over by Sir Donald 
Smith, High Commissioner. Most 
notable among the speeches was *he 
Interesting address of Hon. Edward 
Blake, which for several reasons we 
consider timely and worthy of repro­
duction just now. Mr. Blake proposed 
the toast of “The Governors-General,
Past and Present.” He said:

I am fortunate, if anything about 
after-dinner speaking can be call­
ed fortunate, in the character of 
the toast I am invited to propose, 
because it is a toast which can 
be offered and, I am sure, will be re­
ceived, not merely with good humor 
and politeness, but with absolute sin­
cerity and truth. If, for example, I 
had been asked to propose the toast 
of the past and present and, let me 
add, the coming Ministers of Canada,
I have no doubt that toast would have 
been received with good humor and 
politeness, but we should all have 'had 
a certain sense of unreality in deal­
ing with it, recalling as it must do 
the fact that there were a good many 
of those administrations to which we 
have wished an early death—(laugh­
ter)—'that there were some which we 
helped to kill, and that there was one, 
perhaps, that some of us had wished 
should die even before it came to the 
■birth. (Renewed laughter). My hap­
pier lot is to propose a toast on which 
we can agree, ex animo to join—the 
toast of those gentlemen past and that 
gentleman present who have from 
time to time, as the representatives of 
Her Majesty and the constitutional 
rulers of the country, been charged 
with the responsibility of accepting 
and placing full confidence in those 
advisers whom the wisdom or the folly 
of the nation from time to time has 
imposed upon them. (Laughter.) 
REMINISCENCES OF LORD ELGIN.

However short my experience may 
have been of Governors-General in the 
capacity of adviser, this qualification, 
at any rate, advancing age has allow­
ed me—I have had the honor and hap­
piness of knowing no less than eight 
or nine constitutional monarchs of 
my country. It is 48 years since I 
first, as a lad, made the acquaintance 
of a Governor-General of Canada—a 
Governor-General of pre-Corafedera- 
tlon Canada, it is true, but Canada 
for all that. He was a man who had 
a gr^ti opportunity, and who rose to 
■that opportunity. I refer to the late 
Lord Elgin, a ruler not unfit to he 
mentioned on equal terms with any 
other Governor-General of that coun­
try, (Hear, hear.) It was his good 
fortune to be called to set upon firm 
foundations that great principle of re­
sponsible government, to which we 
own our political content with refer­
ence to our management of our own 
local affairs and with reference to 
our relations with the mother land. 
(Cheers.) His business it was, and ad­
mirably he fulfilled it, to lay upon 
solid foundations that principle. He 
assumed, In the phrase which will not 
soon be forgotten, the position, with 
reference to contending parties, of dig­
nified neutrality, and toe found him­
self and placed himself constantly in 
a position to receive and be received' 
by all parties in the country upon a 
footing of equal kindness, confidence, 
and cordiality. (Hear, hear.) He liv­
ed in stirring times. The world re­
volves and opinions revolve, too. We 
hear a great deal today of preferential 
advantages about which smooth words 
are said, and we see something of 
strong acts at the same time per­
petually forbidding the importation of 
live stock. (Cheers and laughter.) 
But some of us who talk of these 
things and see these things done, do 
not, perhaps, remember with equal 
vividness that 50 years ago Canadian 
com and Canadian timber had prefer­
ential advantages over the corn and 
timber of the Crimea and the Baltic. 
(Hear, hear.) Aye, but they were tak­
en away and, of course, as in all seri­
ous commercial changes, great tem­
porary injury, disadvantage, and dis­
content ensued : and It was with that 
condition of things, so active and acute 
that It promoted a wish even for poli­
tical change—that among other dis­
turbances Lord Elgin had to deal. He 
■had to deal also with' a political con­
vulsion no less acute, occasioned by an 
act of which at this distance of time 
we may speak without any dread of 
rekindling party passions. The Houses 
of Parliament were burned. And Lord 
Elgin was stoned in the streets because 
he believed it to be his constitutional 
duty to assent to a bill passed by the 
Houses, and he had to overcome odi­
um, insult and attack on that account. 
He showed under these conditions a 
dignity and patience, firmness and 
consideration, toleration, and forbear­
ance, beyond all praise, so as in a 
very few years to gain the confidence, 
aye, arid the attachment of the whole 
people of Canada, including those moot 
prominent in those early attacks. 
(Hear, hear.) He also showed great 
qualities with reference to the com­
mercial and fiscal condition of our 
country, seriously involved as it was 
by the changes to which I have re­
ferred. He was intrusted with the 
duty of negotiating a treaty for .pro­
moting trade relations between the 
two neighboring countries of Canada

ly and clearly the path of responsible 
government was traced, the easier, no 
doubt, and plainer was the path of 
the head of the executive with refer­
ence, at any rate, to domestic affairs.
But with reference to foreign and Im­
perial affairs, the Governor-General 
always has a double, a high and some­
times a very difficult task. It is his 
duty to have regard to the interests 
of the country, and the advice of .his 
Ministers and also to Imperial inter­
ests; and it is his business—and often 
difficult and delicate it is—to attempt 
to reconcile these sometimes appar­
ently conflicting interests so that all 
things may work smoothly. I can re­
call incidents in the case of almost 
every one of these constitutional 
■monarchs of considerable difficulty and 
complexity, in which the highest 
qualities were required and were, as a 
rule, exhibited; and there are numer­
ous occasions of which the public 
know nothing in which the .Governor- 
General has had a function to dis­
charge, all the more Important be­
cause done silently, in privacy, and 

I because the end is accomplished with­
out any notice or public agitation 

! whatever. (Hear, hear.) Our Gover­
nors-General in one sense, and happily, 
from my point of view, are the weakest 
heads of constitutional executives In 
the world, and the most dependent on 
their advisers. They come absolute 
strangers to the people over whom they 
are to rule. They come for a com­
paratively short period of time. They 
come without the advantages of con­
nections or the opportunities of giving 
honors, without the advantage of a 
concentrated population to whom their 
presence and public appearance may 
make ceremonial address, and there­
fore, you may add, without any of 
those advantages which belong ordi­
narily to the heads of a constitutional 
executive. But they come, on the 
other hand, With the good-will pre- 
engaged of the people over whom they 
are to rule—(hear, hear)—pre-engaged 
because they come as the representa­
tives of that sovereign during whose 
beneficent reign the large liberties of 
the Canadian people have been ac­
quired and enlarged—(cheers)—because 
they come not as the friends of one 
party or the other, but as the real 
friends of all parties, prepared to deal 
equally and fairly by all, and to accord 
a like measure of confidence to every 
statesman of whatever side whom the 
voice of his country may recommend. 
They come as the rulers of a people 
without hereditary distinctions, with­
out any marked differences of a social 
scale, rank or wealth, but who enjoy 
to a large extent that old blessed 
lot, “give me neither poverty nor 
riches,” and who have long loved and 
Cherished the blessings of political 
freedom. And they have an un equaled 
opportunity of one kind. There is no 
such platform as the Governor-Gener­
al of Canada has among a people un­
commonly fond of listening to public 
speaking—(laughter)—and if I have 
one word of complaint to make it is 
that they have used it too frequently 
for indiscriminate laudation—(laughter)
—and not as often as I could have de­
sired for a little wholesome advice. 
(Renewed laughter, and hear, hear.) 
They have all had opportunities—some 
greater than others—and they have 
generally used these opportunities 
well. They have seemed to me to be 
sincerely impressed with a high sense 
of public duty, and more and more we 
have seen under their rule, enlarged, 
strengthened, confirmed and maintain­
ed the great blessing of local self-gov­
ernment according to the British sys­
tem. (Cheers.)

SOME COCK-AND-BULL STORY.
I only mention In order to dismiss 

as an outrageous calumny some cock- 
and-bull story Which I have read in 
the newspapers of some Governor not 
long since having been told by his ad­
visers that they could not offer him 
any advice upon some matter for which 
they were responsible, and of some 
Colonial Secretary having told him 
that, instead of seeking advice where 
he could find It, and until toe had found 
it, toe should act himself under these 
circumstances upon his own judgment. 
This cannot be true. Such doctrines 
belong to remote days; they are long 
since past and exploded, and as un­
tenable and impossible in Canada as In 
this country. I ask you, then, to 
drink the health of the Governors-Gen­
eral past and present. As to the pres­
ent Governor-General, I have had the 
honor of his friendship for some years, 
and I have also had the honor of 
knowing tots amiable consort, and I 
believe It may be said of both that there 
are no two persons of (high station 
and great rank who are more abso­
lutely Impressed with the consciousness 
of the duty which they owe to their 
station and rank and of the respon­
sibility which accompanies power, or 
Who are more assiduous in the effort 
according to the best of their ability 
to devote to the public service the 
power with which they are Intrusted. 
(Cheers.) We have here present one

duty by Canada, end to him who la a
descendant of that Duke of Argyll who 
was the first to state fairly in the 
Legislature of this country the price­
less doctrine of responsible govern­
ment, to which I have more than once 
alluded—to him who brought to our 
shores the beloved daughter of our be­
loved Queen—(cheers)—we are Indebt­
ed not only tor that which he did for 
us white he was with ue, but for that 
interest In, and affection for, the 
country which He "has" exhibited since 
he left our shores. (Renewed cheers.) 
He has been promoted since then to 
the House of Commons—a voice: “Is It 
promotion?”—to a post which cannot 
be obtained and cannot be kept 
“without dust and heat, without sweat 
and occasional tumbles." And I have 
not the least doubt In the world, 
though I confess I was not there to see, 
that he was up till 'half-past eight on 
Tuesday morning passing the tellers in 
the division lobby Instead of passing 
orders in council In the Cabinet Cham­
ber and sustaining an Administration 
by his vote instead of creating Minis­
ters by 'his mandate. (Laughter and 
Cheers.) Thus, as In his former occu­
pation, he plays his part according to 
his light In that great theater which 
is the center of political interest the 
world over, in that Assembly which, 
with all its faults and failings. Is the 
most interesting In the world—(Cheers) 
—which is at once -tlhe most important 
and engrossing, the most dreary and 
'humdrum, the most dramatic and 
emotional, the most wearisome and 
fatiguing—(laughter)—the most excit­
ed and unrestrained, the most dignified 
and self-contained, the most far-reach­
ing and effective among those greatest 
of all organizations for the advance­
ment of mankind—the popular assem­
blies of the world. (Cheers.) I give 
you the Governors-General of Canada, 
past and present and I ask, you to 
couple with it the name of the Mar­
quis of Lome. (Loud cheers.)

An Impromptu fleeting and Strongly 
Worded Speeches.

Councilors Say Hard Things of the Issuers 
—Publie Meeting Called.

Yhe London West Council’s Action 
on Those Writs.

The Sollottor’s Communication Put on 
the Hook—Renewing a $l,00o Note.

Last night’s meeting of London 
West Council was a quiet one. The 
serving of the writs seemed to take 
the vim out of the members. Just 
before the meeting Reeve Saunby 
stood at the corner of Ann street, and 
felt disappointed because he had not 
received his writ, when he knew the 
others had. At 8:15, when he enter­
ed tlhe gate. Deputy Sheriff Watter- 
worth bade him good evening with a 
smile, and presented him with two 
writs—One for himself personally, 
and the other as a representative of 
the village. There was little business, 
and this was soon hurried through.

After the communications were read 
the letter of iM-r. Scatdherd relative 
to what action the council would 
take was read. On motion of Mr. 
Collins, it was filed.

The Reeve—Does anyone object ,to 
this being filed?

Mr. Hamilton—1 have no objection,
I am sure. The other people have 
taken all the action.

The finance committee reported 
that no action be taken in the mat­
ter of refunding John Deacon’s doig 
tax, and that Mr. Median's statute- 
labor tax and the cost connected 
with it be refunded. Mr. Barclay 
was also refunded $1, which his 
daughter had been wrongfully fright­
ened into paying for a dog he didn’t 
own. The report was adopted.

Louis Ludwig came before the 
council with a complaint that he had 
been assessed for back taxes which 
he had no right to pay. He said the 
bill was for $21. These were taxes 
for 1S91. (He said he did not pur­
chase the .property until 1893, and 
when he did so he had been Informed 
by iMr. Lord that there was nothing 
against the property. The account 
against the property was remitted.

Among the accounts was one from 
Constables Clark and Northgreaves 
for $3 for servi (tes on the day of the 
Wallace circus.

A bylaw will be prepared and rati­
fied at a special meeting for the re­
newal of a $1,000 note, which falls due 
on Sept. 9.

The treasurer’s report showed re­
ceipts for the month of August to 
have been $746 18, and disbursements- 
$445 17, leaving a balance of $301 01.

An order was given authorizing $170 
to be drawn in favor of the school 
iboard.

Mr Winslow Has One and Makes 

a Fine Capture

Of » Boantiful Fish Eagle—Bat Been 
Watching It for Two Years.

A prize that has been sought for 
»"n vain by ardent sportsmen for the 
past couple of years was captured 
yesterday by Mr. W. E. Winslow, of 
Boston, who is at present visiting his 
parents at 576 Horton street.

He succeeded in shooting, near'"the 
Port Stanley bridge, a remarkably 
large and magnificent specimen of the 
American osprey, commonly called 
fish eagle or fish hawk. The bird 
measures five and a half feet from 
tip to tip, and is perfectly feathered, 
in color it is mottled brown and 
white and has immense talons.

It was 9:15 when the London West 
Council adjourned last night, and the 
crowd of disappointed spectators aud 
ratepayers rose to 'wend their weary 
way to their abodes. Then ex-Reeve 
Spence told them to wait a minute. 
He stood up and in a clear voice de­
clared himself in emphatic and un­
mistakable terms. He said there 
were many ratepayers who, upon 
reading the newspaper accounts of 
the debentures and the issuing, had 
come there with the view of learning 
something about the matter, and 
what action the council proposed to 
take in regard thereto. He for one 
would like to know, and he thought 
that an impromptu meeting should be 
held there and then. The time had 
come when the village people should 
take things in their own hands and 
do something towards making them­
selves felt. He said there were a few 
people in the village who tried to 
make capital out of the poor people 
of London West and earn a living off 
them. The longer things went on 
the worse they seemed to get, and the 
time had now come for th^. ratepay­
ers to take hold of the matter and 
cry ’’Stop.” A threat had first been 
made that a writ would be served, 
and this was the result of the threat. 
It was a piece of spite.

This idea seemed to meet the ap­
proval of the whole assembly, and 
Mr. Ferguson was immediately elect­
ed to fill the chair.Councilor Hamilton 
having declined, as he was one of the 
concerned parties.

Mr. Ferguson called upon ex-Reeve 
•Spence, who said he could not add 
much to what he had already said. 
He did not know why the writs had 
been issued, but supposed it was to 
make the council do something they 
had not done. He did not know any 
sensible ratepayer who would do an 
action of this kind—run the village 
into another lawsuit and eat up the 
finances that should go towards the 
permanent improvement of the vil 
lage. He had been told that Mr. 
Farkhouse was not a ratepayer. In 
the writ It was set forth that the 
council had not provided the sinking 
fund. That same cock and bull story 
came up when he was reeve, and it 
was this class of talk that caused 
him to resign his seat. Then the very 
man who was at the bottom of all 
this was guilty of the same thing. 
When he sat in the reeve’s chair he 
did not provide any sinking fund. Mr. 
Macdonald, he said, had no right to 
take the chair he had vacated. Mr. 
Macdonald had stolen the seat and 
usurped the power of reeve. (Ap­
plause.) They should start out and 
hurl into oblivion such men as that.

Voice—Did they provide a sinking 
fund last year?

Voices—Did they ever do it?
A ratepayer said he had been pres­

ent last year when a bylaw was pass­
ed to deposit $1,000 in the bank for 
a sinking fund, but he did not know 
whether or not it had ever been put 
there.

Councilor Duff said if they wished to 
know the real cause of the trouble 
they would have to go back to the 
first Monday in January. The people 
who had issued the writ were looking 
for fight, and would likel-v get all 
they wanted of it before they were 
through, with plenty of costs, too. He 
and Mr. Hamilton were Scotch enough 
to be stubborn, and they would fight 
it out. The rate struck for the pres­
ent year was high enough to carry 
the villagers over every expense. He 
thought it was a disgraceful pro­
cedure, and they (the issuers of the 
writ) would probably get all they want­
ed. “Those people,” he said, “do not 
own one cent's worth of property in 
the village, and come over here and 
disturb this village by plunging it 
into a lawsuit.”

Mr. Moore was called upon, but said 
he did not wish to have anything to 
say in the matter. The people under­
stood his sentiments pretty well.

Reeve Saunby said he had been the 
recipient of two writs. He did not 
want to salt the ratepayers and him­
self for debentures for 30 years at 
5 per cent. He said not long ago 
Lambton had issued debentures which 
had been taken at 4 per cent and a 
premium. He did not understand why 
they should pay 1 per cent more and 
lose the premium. People in Detroit 
were taking their money out of the 
banks there and putting it in tiie 
banks in Windsor. The English cap­
italists would have to come to this 
country to put their money out, and 
consequently they would be able to 
issue new debentures at possibly 2 1-2 
or 3 per cent at the expiration of the 
term of the first debentures, which 
were issued for twenty years at 6 per 
cent He went on to say that he 
knew a man who had been offered 
$10 if he would allow his name to be 
attached to the writ. This man need­
ed the money, but he was possessed 
of a noble soul, and had spurned the

noble enough to eo&r above a bribe 
and not make himself a tool for a 
dirty trick.

Mr. Moore said Mr. Parkhouse was 
a relative of hi*, but that they had 
not spoken for years. He went on to 
say that he had always tried to vote 
in accordance with the Provincial Act. 
He thought Mr. Scar row made a good 
move when he argued for the con­
solidation of the debt when he was 
in the council.

Mr. Duff—Mr. Scarrow told me he 
only wanted the debentures consoli­
dated as they became due.

Mr. Moore continued, speaking of 
his efforts to comply with the re­
quirements of the act providing for 
the establishment of a sinking fund 
on the consolidation of the debenture 
debt. He had always done business 
according to the act and voted that 
way.

Mr. Duff—That is Just what the rest 
of the council maintain.

Mr. Spence here wanted to know 
whether one man was going to run 
the council or not. How could he, 
when all the others went against 
him? This action was the outcome of 
a piece of spfte. When Mr. Macdon­
ald was in the chair, they had gone 
against him, because they could not 
see through his scheme, and he was 
at the top and bottom of this action. 
If the council were not competent to 
do the business the villagers should do 
it. These matters had gone far 
enough.

Mr. Duff said that so far as being 
unseated was concerned, to him it 
■would be rather a relief than a pun­
ishment. He had tried hard to keep 
things- in order, and was under the 
impression that he had succeeded 
very well. If Mr. Macdonald wanted 
to run again, and was under the im­
pression that the people wanted him, 
he would put up the cost of an elec­
tion if Mr. Macdonald would do the 
same. This would give Mr. Macdon­
ald another chance to meet defeat. 
(Applause.)

Mr. Hamilton thought a public 
meeting should be held so that the 
ratepayers could express themselves 
and learn something of the matter.

This idea found favor, and a meet­
ing will be held on Friday night to 
discuss the matter.

Ottawa, Sept. 2.—It is learned that 

the present Government have with­
drawn the Thousand Islands from sale, 
with the view of their being acquired 
by the Government of Ontario for 
park purposes. It will be remembered 
that the Hon. Mr. Daly placed these 
islands in the market, against the pro­
test of ‘the public. A large number of 
the islands were acquired by the 
friends of the late Government, one of 
which was purchased by Hon. John 
Haggart, through Mr. Alexander Fer­
guson, of this city. The island was 
sold for $900, although over $1,000 had 
been paid for it by J. T. Craig, To­
ronto. The deal was put through by 
the Deputy Minister of Indiap Affairs. 
As soon, however, as Mr. T. B. Ru- 
bidge, who claimed the pre-emptive 
right to purchase the island, found out 
that it had been purchased for the Hon. 
Mr. Haggart, he pressed his claim, and 
the department sold him a reserved 
island, which was valued at $1,000, for 
something like $200. Had the late 
Government accepted the proposition 
of the Ontario Government to sell 
them the islands at a fair valuation, 
the public ere this would have had the 
benefit of them as a public park, and 
the Indians would have realized on 
them, whereas now the best islands 
have been disposed of, while the poor 
islands and rocks remain, and the 
Indians will only receive something 
like $30,000, less all the expenses of ad­
vertising. It will now be necessary 
for the Ontario Government to expro­
priate in the case of those islands 
which have been sold and are being 
held by speculators.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 30.—In these 
days, when satire and retort and bit­
terness fill the air, the Gospel carol 
of this sermon will do good to all who 
read and practice it. The text Is, 
Proverbs, xxv., 15—“A soft tongue 
breaketh the bone.1*

When Solomon said this he put a 
whole volume into one phrase. The 
words of the text simply set forth the 
fact that there la a tremendous power 
in a kind word.

If I had time, I would show you 
kindness as a means of defense, as a 
means of usefulness, kindness as a 
means of domestic harmony, kind­
ness as best employed by govern­
ments for the taming and curing of 
criminals, and kindness as best 
adapted tor the settling and adjust­
ing of international quarrels; but I 
shall call your attention only to two 
of these thoughts.

And first, I speak to you of kind­
ness as a means of defense. Almost 
every man, in the course of his life, 
is set upon and assaulted. Your mo-

say to you. He’s here the day and 
gane the morrow, and the lasses that 
heed him will get sair hearts to them- 
sei's.”

cumstances is the question. The first 
impulse of the natural heart says: 
“Strike back. Shot for shot. Sarcasm 
for sarcasm. An eye for an eye. A 
tooth for a tooth." But the better 
spirit in the man's soul rises up and 

You ought to consider that 
matter.” You look into the face of 
Christ and say: “My master, how 
ought I to act under these difficult 
circumstances?” And Christ answers: 
“Bless them that curse you, and pray 
for them which despitefully use you.” 
Have you ever in your life known 
acerbity and acrimonious dispute to 
settle a quarrel? Did they not always 
make matters worse and worse and 
worse? About 55 years ago there was 
a great quarrel in the Prësbyterlan 
family. Ministers of Christ were 
thought orthodox in proportion as they 
had measured lances with other cler­
gymen of the same denomination. The 
most outrageous personalities were 
abroad. The division became wider, 
the animosity greater, until after a 
while some good men resolved upon 
another tack. They began to explain 
away the difficulties; they began to 
forgive each other’s faults; and lo! 
the great Church quarrel was settled; 
and the new school Presbyterian 
Church and the old school Presbyter 
ian Church became one.

“But," you say, “what are we to do 
when slanders assault us, and there 
come acrimonious sayings all around 
about us, and we are abused and spit 
upon?” My reply is: Do not go and 
attempt to chase down the slanders. 
Lies are prolific, and while you are 
killing one fifty are born. All your 
demonstrations of indignation only 
exhaust yourself. You might as well 
on summer night when the swarms of 
insects are coming up from the mea­
dows and disturbing you and disturb­
ing your family, bring up some great 
“swamp angel,” like that which thun­
dered over Charleston, and try to 
shoot them down. The game is too 
small for the gun. But what, then, 
are you to do with the abuses that 
come upon you in life? You are to 
live them down! I saw a farmer go 
out to get back a swarm ot bees that 
had wandered off from the hive. As 
he moved amid them they buzzed 
around his head, and buzzed around 
his hands, and buzzed around his feet.
If he bad killed one of them they 
would have stung him to death. But 
he moved in their midst in perfect 
placidity until he had captured the 
swarm. And so I have seen men mov­
ing amid the annoyances, and the vex­
ations, and the assaults of life in such 
calm, Christian deliberation, that all 
the buzzing around about their soul 
amounted to nothing. They conquered 
them, and above all, they conquered 
themselves. “Oh,” you say, “that’s a 
very good theory to preach on a hot 
day, but it won’t work.” it will work.
It has worked. I believe It is the last 
Christian grace we win. You know 
there are fruits which we gather in 
June, and others in July, and others 
in August, and others in September, 
and still others in October; and I 
have to admit that this grace of 
Christian forgiveness is about the 
last fruit of the Christian soul.

We hear a great deal about the bit­
ter tongue, and the sarcastic tongue, 
and the quick tongue, and the sting­
ing tongue; but we know very little 
about “the soft tongue that breaketh 
the bone.”

I pass now to the other thought, and 
that is, kindness as a means of use­
fulness. In all communities you find 
skeptical men. Through early educa­
tion, or through the maltreat­
ment of professed Christian peo­
ple, or through prying curios­
ity about the future world, there are 
a great many people who become 
skeptical in religious things. How 
shall you capture them for God? 
Sharp argument and sarcastic retort 
never won a single soul from skep­
ticism to the Christian religion. I 
have noticed that when skeptical peo­
ple are brought into the kingdom of 
Christ, it Is through the charm of some 
genial soul, and not by argument at 
ail. Men are not saved through the 
head; they are saved through the 
heart. I have more faith in the prayer 
of a child 5 years old, in the way of 
bringing an infidel back to Christ and 
to heaven, than I have in all the 
hissing thunderbolts of ecclesiastical 
controversy.

What I have said Is just as true 
in the reclamation of the openly vi­
cious. Did you ever know a drunk­
ard to be saved through the carica­
ture of a drunkard? Your mimicry 
of the staggering step, and the dis­
gusting hiccough, only worse mad­
dens his brain? But if you come to 
him in kindness and sympathy; if 
you show him that you appreciate the 
awful grip of a depraved appetite; if 
you persuade him of the fact that 
thousands who had the grappling- 
hooks of evil inclination clutched in 
their soul as firmly as they now are in 
his, have been rescued, then a ray 
of light will flash across his vision 
and it will seem as if a supernatural 
hand were steadying his staggering 
gait. A good many years ago there 
lay in the streets of Richmond, Va., 
a man dead drunk, his face exposed 
to the blistering noonday sun. A 
Christian woman passed along, looked 
at him. and said, “Poor fellow!" She 
took her handkerchief and spread it 
over his face, and passed on. The 
man roused himself up from his de­
bauch and began to look at the hand­
kerchief. and lo! on it was the name 
of a highly respectable Christian wo­
man of the city of Richmond. He 
went to her, he thanked her for her 
kindness: and that one little deed 
saved him for the life that is to come. 
He was afterwards Attorney-General 
of the United States; but, higher than

•11, lie became the consecrated dis­
ciple of Jesus Christ. Kind words are
ao cheap, It Is a wonder we do not use 
them oftener. There are tens of thou­
sands of people to these cities who are 
dying for the lack of one kind word.

You can never drive men, women, 
or children into the kingdom of God.
A March northeaster will bring out 
more honeysuckles than fretfulness 
and scolding will ever bring out Chris­
tian grace. ..I. wish that in all our 
religious work we might be saturated 
with the spirit of kindness. Missing 
that, we miss a great deal of yseful- 
ness. There is no need txf coming 
out before men and thundering to 
them the law unless at the same time 
you preach to them the Gospel. The 
world is dying for lack of kindness.

The young people want it just as 
mu'oh as the old. The old people 
sometimes seem to think they have a 
monopoly of the rheumatisms, and 
the neuralgias, and the headaches, 
and the physical disorders of the 
world; but I tell you there are no 
worse heartaches than are felt by 
some of these young people. Much 
of the work is done by the young. 
Raphael died at 37; Richelieu at 31; 
Gustavus Adolphus died at 38; Inno­
cent III. came to his mightiest in­
fluence at 37; Cortez conquered Mexi­
co at 30; Don John won Le panto at 
25; Grotius was attorney-general at 
24; and I have noticed amid all classes 
of men that some of the severest bat­
tles and the toughest work come be­
fore 30. Therefore we must have our 
sermons and our exhortations in pray­
er meeting all sympathetic with the 
young. And so with these people 
further on in life. What <^> these 
doctors and lawyers and merchants 
and mechanics care about the abstrac­
tion® of religion? What they want 
is help to bear the whimsicalities of 
patients, the browbeating of legal op­
ponents, the unfairness of customers, 
who have plenty of fault-finding for 
every imperfection of handiwork, but 
no praise for twenty excellencies.

We want in our sermons not more 
metaphysics, nor more imagination, 
nor more logic, nor more profundity, 
but more sympathy.

The chief characteristic of our 
Lord was kindness. A gentleman in 
England died, leaving his fortune 
by will to two sons. The son that 
stayed at home destroyed the fa­
ther’s will and pretended that the 
brother who was absent was dead 
and buried. The absent brother, af­
ter awhile, returned and claimed tils 
part of the property. Judges and 
jurors were to be bribed to say that 
the returned brother and son was no 
son at all, but only an impostor. The 
trial came. Sir Matthew Hale, the 
pride of the English court room, and 
for twenty years the pride of juris­
prudence, heard that that Injustice 
was about to be practiced. He put 
off his official robe. He put on the 
garb of a miller. iHe went to the 
village where that trial was to take 
place, and somehow got empaneled 
as one of the jurors. The briber came 
around, and the man gave ten pieces 
of gold to the other jurors, but as 
this was only a poor miller the briber 
gave to him only five pieces of gold. 
A verdict was brought in rejecting 
the right of this returned brother. He 
was to have no share in the inherit­
ance. “Hold! my Lord,” said the mil­
ler. “Hold! we are not all agreed on 
this ve Met. These other men have 
-receive) en pieces of gold in bribery 
and I j e received only five.” “Who 
are yot Where do you come from?” 
said tl judge on the bench. The 
response was: “I am from Westmins­
ter Hall; my name is Matthew Hale, 
Lord Chief Justice of the King’s 
Bench. Off of that place, thou vil­
lain!" And so the injustice was balk­
ed, and so the young man got his 
inheritance.

It was all for another that Sir Mat­
thew Hale took off ihis robe and put 
on the garb of a miller. And so 
Christ took off his robe of royalty 
and put on the attire of our human­
ity, and In that disguise he won our 
eternal portion. Now are we the sons 
of God. Joint heirs! We went off 
from home sure enough, but we got 
back In time to receive our eternal 
inheritance. And if Christ was so 
kind to us, surely we can afford to 
be kind to each other.

Wortley road. It was expected that 
the rooms in Colborne and St. George s 
schools would be ready In a day or 
two. The teachers in the four schools, 
which he visited, were all on duty, 
looking well after the holidays. If 
night schools were to be established 
this year it was time to consider the 
matter. The Irregular attendance and 
lack of interest last year gave little 
encouragement for reopening them.

Mr. Carson, in reply to Trustee 
Greenlees, said he did not know when 
the Wortley road rooms .would be 
ready.
ATTENDING THEIR OWN SCHOOLS 

Trustee Anderson’s notice of motion, 
requiring all pupils who wished to at 
tend schools outside their own dis­
tricts to apply to No. 1 committee in­
stead of the inspector, was adopted.

A number of such requests were re­
ceived, but Trustee Buchner moved 
that all pupils now attending schools 
out of their own districts return :to 
the proper ones. This was carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.
Trustee Griffin presented No. 2 com­

mittee’s report. It advised teachers 
to pay attention to the regulations re­
garding the health of teachers and 
pupils, and reported progress on the 
matter of appointing a Collegiate In­
stitute drill instructor.

The board decided to reappoint Mr. 
MoCrlmmon to the latter position on 
Mr. Merchant’s recommendation. Mr. 
Merchant said the progress in drill 
had been fair, and in gymnastics ex­
cellent. The only fault was a little 
lack of vim In the drill.

Trustee Hunt presented No. 1 com­
mittee’s report, which recommended a 
number of minor repairs. A long dis­
cussion over blackboards ended in the 
decision that the construction of side 
blackboards and repairs be done under 
the engineer’s direction. Another 
clause recommended no change in the 
janltorships at Colborne and Rectory 
street schools, the principals having 
reported favorably on the ladies filling 
those positions. The clause to spend 
$150 on a porch for the Wortley road 
school passed after some objection to 
the cost.

Mr. Edgecombe, book-keeper for 

Contractor Sargent, said he made a 
clerical error of $100 In Mr. Sargent’s 
tender on St. George’s school improve­
ments. He asked that it be refunded, 
as the tender would even then be $300 
lower than any other.
