London, Oct. 8.—English and American troops attacked this 

morning on the front between St. Quentin and Cambrai. Field Mar­
shal Haig announced today.

Satisfactory progress is being made, the field marshal states.
In successful local operations near Montbrehain and Beaure- 

voir, on this front, yesterday more than 230 prisoners were taken. 
Today’s attack was launched just before daybreak during a heavy 
rain, which began last night.

The text of the statement reads:
“Successful local operations were carried out yesterday in the 

neighborhood of Montbrehain and north of Beaurevoir, in which 
American and English troops captured over 230 prisoners.

“Shortly before dawn this morning British and American 
troops attacked between St. Quentin and Cambrai. In spite of a 
heavy rain, which commenced last night and is still continuing, the 
first reports indicate that satisfactory progress is being made.”

Currie’s Troops Continue Suc­
cess Before Cambrai.

MAY BE ON CABLES NOW.
Washington, Oct. 8.—President Wilson’s reply to the Ger­

man and Austrian request for an armistice and peace negotiations 
probably will be dispatched before night, if it is not already on the 
cables.

After being called into conference by the president, with Col. 
House and Secretary of State Lansing,the president's secretary,Mr. 
Tumulty, announced today that Mr. Lansing would see the news­
paper correspondents at 4 o’clock and “probably would have some- 
thing for them.”

The president had spent the entire morning in his study, and 
was believed to be putting in final shape a document upon which 
he worked nearly all day yesterday,

None of those in the president’s confidence would give an in­
timation of his decision, but when the conference was over there 
was no change in the confident belief throughout official circles that 
an armistice would be flatly refused and the central powers in­
formed that unequivocal acceptance of conditions laid down by the 
United States and the Allies must precede any meeting of peace 
plenipotentiaries.

FRENCH REACH CONDE SUR SUIPPE,
Paris, Oct. 8.—Northeast and north of Rheims the French con­

tinued their successful advance. The war office announcement to­
day says that French troops have reached the outskirts of Conde- 
sur-Suippe, at the junction of the Suippe and the Aisne northeast 
of Berry-auc-Bac.

Along the Suippe River the French have penetrated into Istes- 
sur-Suippe and to the west have captured Bazancourt.

The statement reads:
“During the night there were artillery duels in the region 

north of St. Quentin.
“On the Suippe front we reached the outskirts of Conde-sur- 

Suippe, penetrated into Istes-sur-Suippe and captured Bazancourt 
in spite of very violent counter-attacks by the enemy, whose resist­
ance was in vain.”

With the Canadian Forces, Oct. 7.— 
(By J. F. B. Livesay, Canadian Press 
correspondent.)—Troops from the Mar­
itime Provinces, Quebec and four 
western provinces, as well as former 
Canadian mounted riflemen, are hold­
ing our line north of Cambrai with men 
of the imperial troops on our left. This 
line is in parts improvised, and the men 
are objects of much harassing enemy 
fire. Looking down on Cambrai from 
St. Olle fires can be seen burning, but 
there is nothing to indicate that a 
systematic attempt has been made by 
the enemy to destroy the city. It is 
much more likely that he is burning 
his dumps and heavy plants that he 
cannot move out preparatory to his 
evacuating the city. The prisoners 
captured confirm the impression that 
he lost tremendously in the terrible 
struggle of last week, when his massed 
infantry formations, seeking to push 
against us along the ravines, were ex­
posed to the point blank fire of our 
artillery and riflemen. So severe was 
his punishment, they state, that some 
of his divisons are wiped out and in 
no condition to push in another assault 
for the possession of the high ground 
and Bourlon Wood. The logic of the 
situation is that unless he can do this: 
Cambrai becomes increasingly difficult 
for him to hold. If lost he would have 
still Lille, Valenciennes and Hirson 
lines, which are possibly his last lines 
of defence on this front.

VIOLENT COUNTER-ATTACKS BY

GERMANS ALONG THE SUIPPE RIVER
With the French Army in France, Monday, Oct. 7.—German 

forces have turned at bay on the bank of the Suippe River and 
have been counter-attacking with desperate energy all day. To 
prevent the Frencli crossing the river they have attacked on the 
line between Pont Givart and Berry-au-Bae, throwing large units 
into action on the centre of this front.

If the French succeed in establishing themselves on the north 
bank of the Aisne in this region they will immediately turn the 
German line on the Suippe and also the next enemy position on the 
Retourne.

Therefore, the Germans have attempted to keep the Frencli 
south of the Aisne. In spite of the vigor of the enemy’s resistance, 
the Aisne has been crossed at Berry-au-Bac, the whole village 
on the north bank of the river being in the hands of the French, 
who also have made some progress beyond it. The Germans have 
also been fighting fiercely along the Arnes.

1 ALL I DILL U London, Oct. 7.—Field Marshal von 
Hindenburg has resigned as chief of the 
German general staff, after a heated 
Interview with the emperor, in which 
the field marshal declared that a re­
treat on a large scale was impossible 
to avoid, according to a Central News 
dispatch from Amsterdam today.

He went out with 
a patrol on Saturday morning and be­
came engaged in a fight with an enemy 
flying squadron. Exactly what hap­
pened is unknown, .but two of his 
comrades saw a machine fall to earth 
out of control, and believe It was Gar­
ros. On Friday Garros brought down 
a German plane in a masterly manner.

Rome, Oct. 7.—"We must have ade­

quate victory. Any kind of negotiation 
is now more than ever inadmissible." 
The words of President Wilson immedi- 
ately after the rejection of the Austrian 
peace proposal, as reprinted by the 
Epoca in large type as summarizing the 
attitude of Italians towards the new 
peace movement.

The Epoca adds that President Wil­
son answered in September the present 
new trap concocted by the enemy. The 
whole press says that the request for an 
armistice is an acknowledgment of de­
feat by the central empires, but that 
the Allies must prevent the enemy from 
thereby escaping the consequences of 
his acts. The Journal Italia says:

"Austria seeks to cheat Italian na­
tional aspirations by simply returning 
to the status quo, which means a per­
manent irreconcilable conflict between 
Italy and Austria as long as the latter 
keeps under her rule territories inhab­
ited by Italians."

Montreal, Oct. 8.—Fully advised as to 
the seriousness of the influenza epi­
demic In Montreal, the administrative 
commission and the municipal board of 
health yesterday discussed precaution- 
ary measures, and last night the fol­
lowing notice, over the signature of Dr.

25,000 IN OHIO.
Columbus, Ohio, Ort. 8.—The epidemic 

of Spanish Influenza is Increasing rapid­
ly in Ohio and a total of 25,000 cases 
and many deaths had been reported to 
♦he state department of health today. 
This morning 500 new cases were re­
ported. 250 of them from Sidney. To 
date the epidemic has fastened itself 
upon 98 communities of the state.

GOMPERS DENOUNCES THE 
TEUTONIC PEACE MOVE

A Few Days’ March and Allies 
Reach the Bagdad 

Railroad.

Resolutions Passed at Meeting 
Protest Against Maximil­

ian’s Offer.
ENEMY POSITIONS IMPERILED

FROM AILETTE TO THE MEUSE
New York, Oct. 8.—The Associated Press this morning issued the following: 
Crossing the Aisne at Berry-au-Bac, the French have brought new peril to 

the whole German line in the Laonnais and Champagne sectors in France. This 
advance by Gen. Berthelot's men seems to be a stroke which may be considered 
in future as the first step in the final operation designed to hurl the Germans out 
of the positions they have held for so long from the Ailette River to the Meuse.

If the French are able to debouch from Berry-au-Bac and obtain a bridge- 
head on the north side of the Aisne, the German forces still clinging to the 
Chemin-des-Dames, along the ridge north of the Aisne further west, will be com­
pelled to tall back rapidly. At the same time, the Germans retreating before Gen. 
Gouraud’s army further to the east will find that the Aisne, their apparent objec­
tive in the present retirement, is not a refuge. It may, on the other hand, be but 
a trap for the shattered forces now streaming back from the Py, Arnes and Upper 
Aisne.

Gen. Berthelot's wedge has penerated faster than was expected by the lay 
world, wrested the hills northwest of Rheims from the enemy, swiftly swept the 
enemy back to the Suippe River, and then, seemingly at a single bound, reached 
the Aisne and crossed it at a vital point. It seems to be the most successful blow 
struck at the enemy during the past week of fighting.

IN THE CHAMPAGNE.
In the Champagne sector, Gen. Gouraud’s French and American troops are 

closely following the enemy, who is retreating in the direction of the Retourne 
River. The success of the French further west will probably hasten this retro­
grade movement by the Germans, who appear to be in a serious condition.

From the Argonne Forest to the Meuse, the American army has again struck 
at the German positions before the Kriemhilde line, and a great battle seems to 
be impending there. This sector is most important to the Germans, as a defeat 
there would send them back in the direction of Sedan, through which runs the 
great trunk railway line which connects the Germans as far west as Laon with 
Germany. The Americans have brought up their heavy artillery, and there is 
every evidence that a terrific struggle is to be expected on this front. On the

Paris. Oct. 8.—Announcement of the 
landing of French naval forces at 
Beirut is enthusiastically received by 
the republic, which is gratified that the 
French fleet has a share in the mag­
nificent achievements of Gen. Allenby, 
the Matin says:

"With the fall of Beirut the principal 
Austro-Turkish base in Syria collapses. 
The Franco-British troops have but 
to march a few days to reach the Bag­
dad railroad and break Germany's 
dreams of eastern greatness.

"The landing seems to be an opera­
tion distinct from the land movement 
which brought about the fall of Damas­
cus. The official report indicates that 
this bold stroke of the French naval 
forces will have a great effect on Con­
stantinople, where it will throw confu- 
sion into the ruling element which is 
seeking to belittle the advance of Gen. 
Allenby's men. In addition, it will have 
a great moral and political significance. 
Syria has for many years been a sphere 
of French influence. The territory 
through which the Franco-British troops 
are advancing was conceded to us by 
treaties concluded between the Entente 
nations, made public a few weeks ago. 
The landing of our troops at the prin­
cipal port in that region is the first 
realization of the agreement."

ANThe Spanish influenza epidemic ap­
pears to be abating in violence, either 
this, or patients are taking more pre­
cautions to prevent the devlopment of 
the dread secondary infection which 
spells pneumonia. Of forty-five new 
cases reported to the board of health 
since yesterday, not one had developed 
pneumonia, though some have bron­
chitis. Further, the doctors state that

MILITARY NOTESSUDDENLY CRAZY Ottawa, Oct. 8.—The following report 
of work done by the British Air Force 
lias been received by the director of 
public information:

In spite of the frequent bad weather 
during the past week, British airmen 
maintained practically continuous pa­
trolling along the battlefront day and 
night. An immense number of recon­
naissance and bombing flights were un­
dertaken, and the enemy attacked at 
vital positions in the rear. Some 300 
tons of bombs were dropped on German 
railway and military organizations be- 
tween the coast and the Som-ne. More 
than a third of these were dropped be­
tween sunset and dawn, shattering the 
enemy's night transport of troops and 
material.

Aerial Photographs.
To show the scale of reconnaissance 

work in connection with the simultane- 
ous British offensive we learned that 
8,102 aerial photographs were taken.

Many of these were obtained far be­
hind the fighting zone. Heavy air bat­
tles took place and were uniformly suc­
cessful from our point of view since 
against 109 machines reported missing, 
154 enemies were destroyed. 76 were 
driven down and 31 kite balloons shot 
down on fire.

On the coast, besides many raids on 
the enemy's military arid naval bases, 

the airmen co-operated with the Bel- 
!gian army in its advance, heavily bomb- 
: ing the railway junctions of Cortemarck, 
1Thorout and other places during the 
Ibattle and vigorously attacking German 
j troop trains, both with bombs and ma- 
; chine gun fire. The R. A. F. independ­
ent force worked in conjunction with 

j the 1st American Army and kept up a 
successful offensive against the German 
railway communications south of Lux- 
'emburg.

RESOLUTION IS ADOPTEDAhead and do things regarding the coal 
question. But there is no doubt that 
little energy has been exerted to ac­
complish anything. There has been no 
lack of talk, and no end of excuses 
offered by. men in authority in this 
city, but the only thing that has been 
done is to try to shift their responsi­
bility in the matter on to the shoulders 
of an employee of the city. We have 
been told time and time again that no 
coal can be procured for this elty 
while the Government buyers are put­
ting in hundreds of tons of good coal 
into the cellars of all Government build- 
ings, and while the mayors and city 
councils of other towns and cities who 
realize their responsibility, and who 
care for the welfare of their people 
have been doing things that count, and 
have not been content to feed their 
people on promises and petty excuses. 
The records show that plenty of coal 
has come into the city over the rail­
roads to amply provide for the imme­
diate necessities of every family. Where 
has the coal gone? There has been no 
serious effort on the part of anybody 
to provide for an equal distribution or 
to see that the poorer people were 
given an opportunity to procure coal.
The rich man hands over to his dealer 
50 or $100 in the early spring, and the 
coal man is in duty bound to either fill 
his cellar or see that he does not want 
or coal; while the poor man must tramp 

the city with a hand sleigh or push 
cart and beg his coal a bag at a time 
from the dealers, and is charged big 
prices for what he gets,

It is a conservative estimate that 
there are 1,000 to 1,500 homes in the 
city which have been so far unable to 
procure a pound of coal, and we are 
told by the dealers that they have any­
where from 500 to 1,500 tons ordered on 
their books not yet delivered. Again, 
with no regulation for keeping a record 
of who gets the coal, many farmers are 
hauling the coal out of our city, while 
hundreds of cords of fallen wood are 
allowed to lay and rot in their imme­
diate vicinities. One case has come 
to my notice in which a farmer draws 
into the city a load of wood, sells it for 
$18, and draws home two tons of coal. 
Surely there should be some supervision 
or a central depot through which all 
orders of coal should have to pass, or 
else a card system inaugurated whereby 
an accurate record could be kept re­
garding the distribution of coal.

It seems to me that many wives and 
widows of our soldiers overseas and 
the wives of hundreds and hundreds 
of returned men who are yet incapaci­
tated or are in one of the many mili­
tary hosiptals, will have little heart for 
joyous celebration, with the immediate 
probabilities of perishing for want of 
coal during the coming winter. There 
was much suffering last winter among 
the families of our soldiers, and much 
dissatisfaction expressed by the return­
ed men, who did not hide their resent­
ment at the indifference of the public 
and those in authority, and the insult­
ing answers that were often accorded 
them by some coal dealers in reply to 
their earnest entreaties for a little

Senator McCumber Would

AMSTERDAM. Oct. T.—An elucida­

tion of the peace offer of the central 
powers le published by the Vienna 
newspapers. The article, which is ex­
plained as emanating from "well-in- 
formed circles," reads as follows:

time "is absolutely abhorrent" to 
every member of the Senate. It Is unthinkable," he said, “that the Ger­
man and Austrian proposals will be 
accepted," and he insisted that not only 
must Alsace-Lorraine be restored to 
France, but that. In any peace negotia­
tions an organic change in Germany's 
laws must be had, so that the Allies 
will deal with representatives of the 
Capaclarine that an armistice would 
mean the loss of the war, Senator 
Lodge said the Allies must gain a 
complete military victory, and that 
Germany must be "put behind the bars." He pointed out the danger of 
the "peace offensive," which he pre­
dicted last August the enemy would 
make, and said he did not believe 
president Wilson contemplates accept­
ing any such proposal as that made by 
the enemy.,Germany, he said, now merely pro­
poses a long debate on the basis of 
peace. The only future course. Senator 
Lodge emphatically declared, is to se­
cure a complete military victory over 
Germany, and force her to sue for 
peace.

"No Annexations" Next Step.
"In the course of the development 

the conditions have become crystalliz­
ed. During February, March and April 
expressions regarding a general and 
just peace without annexations or com- 
pensation came into currency.

"Subsequently the idea of establish- 
5,1g an international court of arbitra- 
tion and a reduction of armaments was 
discussed, and, further, the principle 
of freedom of the seas was proclaimed, 
and finally the principle was set 
forth that economic wars and economic 
oppression after the war must be pre- 
vented. Out of the guiding principles 
arose the present peace program.

"All these points, it will be recalled, 
were accepted by count Czernin (for­
mer Austrian foreign minister), in 
speeches and interviews, as a suitable 
basis for peace negotiations, and finally 
received the approval also of the Ger­
man Reichstag, so that uniformity in 
the conception of the allies (Teutons) 
thereby found expression.

Pope's Effort Next Step.
"Then followed the peace note of 

Pope Benedict, whose proposals and 
fundamental ideas were accepted by us 
zu forming an acceptable basis. Only President WIson in his note of Janu- 
Pre 8. 1918, in his fourteen points, made 
arysisals and proclaimed principles 
which substantially accorded with the 
program of the central powers.
P"Then Count Czernin and Count von 
lertling described President Wilson’s proposals, apart from a reserve regard­
ing certain points, as a suitable basis ins peace The Austro-Hungarian dele­
gations and the German Reichstag have described their attitude toward the pro­
posals in a similar manner. It should 

noted also that it was always Presi­
dent Wilson who occupied himself with 
a concrete peace program, while the 
Entente adhered to its intentions of

Conquest came Baron Burlan’s last pro­
posal for a preliminary discussion by 
the belligerent powers.

Taffy for Mr. Wilson.
"The proposal was rejected by Presi­

dent Wilson, not, however, with the in­
tention of cutting off peace discus- 
sions, because in his speech of Sep­
tember 27 he again reverted to it, and 
in an objective manner set forth the 
necessity of a Just peace—a peace that 
would not be one-sided, but Just to both 
sides, and thus fulfill the principle of 
high justice to all.

"At this moment of the proclamation 
for equal justice for all parties, it be­
came clear that it was possible in this

51 handkerchiefs, 3 many- 
tailed bandages, and 10 triangular ban­
dages were sent to our boys in the 
trenches, and several crates of eggs 
were sent to the soldiers at Byron

public will not refuse, having knowl- 
edge of conditions.

We are prepared to accept the price 
of newsprint fixed by Commissioner 
Pringle as fair and reasonable, having 
regard to the cost of production. He 
has shown much patience in arriving 
at a conclusion, investigating thor- 
oughly the cost of manufacture in or- 
der to determine a rate carrying no un- 
due profit. What publishers and pub- 
lic may insist upon is that there be no 
combination of paper-makers in re- 
straint of trade either by excessive rise 
in price or reduction of output, and 
there is no reason to believe that either 
of these evils is practiced. It may also 
be required that the domestic price of 
newsprint shall be as low as the export 
price. Of the total production in Can- 
ada, no less than 88 per cent, is ex- 
ported, chiefly to the United States, and 
the trade has an almost unlimited 
market assured by reason of Canada’s 
preponderating supply of pulpwood. 
The American price can be determined 
by regulation only in that country. but 
the Canadian Government or the Paper 
Commissioner can order that foreign 
publishers shall not obtain their news- 
print below the price to Canadian pub- 
lishers; any other course will cause in- 
stant and persistent protest. Along the 
whole line of work the laborer is 
worthy of his hire, from the woodman, 
who fells the tree, the railways trans- 
porting it to mill, the manufacturer 
who converts it into paper, to the pub- 
lisher who produces the newspaper, 
and there is but one limitation prop- 
erly to be imposed, namely, that the 
profits arising from the intermediate 
and ultimate process shall not be un- 
duly excessive.

The contention that the price of 
newsprint should be kept low, in the 
interest of the public, is not convinc- 
ing. It has even been urged that the 
Government should bonus the indus- 
try, or produce a supply of cheap news- 
print in a commandeered mill for the 
benefit of publishers, and a deal of 
rhetorical rot has been written about 
the supreme importance of keeping the 
price of newspapers within the means 
of the masses. The value of the news- 
paper needs no preachment; it has 
long been the mental pabulum of all 
sorts and conditions of men, and has 
become so essential to all of whatever 
degree that it can no more be dispensed 
with than physical food and raiment. 
And the individual who measures his 
intelligence, information and patriot- 
ism at the price of one cent a day is 
not destined to shape to any noticeable 
degree the affairs of a country.

that cost and selling price are regulated 
bv precisely the same factors as deter- 
mine the price of bread, clothing, fuel, 
rent and scores of other things. Bank- 
ruptcy must follow fast in the wake of 
a policy fixing the selling price below 
the cost of goods. Neither paver 
manufacturers nor newspaper pub- 
lishers are exempt from this maxim, 
and so with the ascending items of 
cost there must come an increase in 
the price of the product if the business 
is to survive, the occupation to con- 
tinue. The working of this immutable 
law has already both in the United 
States and Canada caused the suspen- 
sion of many newspapers and an In- 
crease in the sale price of a still larder 
number. Newspapers formerly sold at 
one cent now cost the buyer two cents, 
and those that were issued at two cents, 
have been advanced to three cents. 
With newsprint at 3.45 cents a pound 
the way of the publisher becomes more 
difficult. White paper is not by any 
means the sole element entering into 
the cost of a newspaper; wages, tele- 
graphic service, rent, and a score of 
other items enter into the matter: and 
all of these have mounted in cost very 
greatly in the last four or five years, so 
that when the public are required to 
pay an additional cent for what still 
remains, when compared with its value, 
the cheapest article procurable, the

WASHINGTON. Oct 27.—Mobiliza­
tion of the full forces of the American 
Red Cross to combat the epidemic of 
Spanish Influenza which rapidly is 
spreading over the country was deter­
mined on today, and instructions sent 
to all points where the disease Is mak­
ing headway. In proportion with the 
public health service and the state 
board of health the Red Cross will en­
roll nurses and will freely use its ac­
cumulated hospital supplies to fight the 
disease.

Reports today to the public health 
service showed both that the disease 
is spreading and that the number of 
cases reported where it has heretofore 
been prevalent is increasing. This, how­
ever, was not the situation in army 
camps, the number of new cases re­
ported during the 48 hours ending at 
noon today showing a slight decrease. 
Pneumonia In the camps continued to 
Increase, with 4,632 cases and 1,388 
deaths reported since Saturday.

Influenza cases reported from all 
camps since the disease became epi­
demic September 13, now total 167,000; 
pneumonia, 17,102, and deaths, 4,910.

ALLIES HAVE GAINED 
ALL BULGARS' ARMS

AND WAR MATERIAL

HAMILTON, Oct. 7.—Rev. Dr. 
Briggs, book steward of the Methodist 
Church, has resigned his position. This 
fact was not announced to the Gen­
eral Conference, which at the end of 
the special session passed the recom­
mendation of the special committee, 
which reported in favor of fixing the 
age limit at 70 years for officers of 
the Methodist Church. Rev. Dr. Briggs 
is 83 years of age, and, though the con­
ference did not know it, his resignation 
had been in the hands of the general 
superintendent of the church since this 
morning.

Dr. Briggs was present during part 
of the discussion, but left before its 
conclusion. It waxed quite warm, nearly 
all of those who spoke on the question 
coming out strongly against the pro- 
posal. In spite of this the conference 
passed the motion by a vote of 179 to 
87, after turning down an amendment 
to allow the election of men over 70 
years of age on a two-thirds vote.

How It Would Work.
As elections are for a four-year period 

the passage of this resolution means 
that if a man is elected, say, at the 
age of 69, he will be ineligible for re- 
election four years later, when he is 7.3 
years of age.

Who would have thought of passing 
the age limit on Gladstone?” asked G 
A. Proctor of Sarnia. “I think it is a 
singular resolution to bring into this 
conference. I do not think there is any 
one here who cannot catch the eye or 
lay the hand on the shoulder of some 
one over 70 years old.”

"The idea of cutting off the head of 
every member over 70 is all wrong” 
said Mr. Proctor. “I am 75, and I do 
more work now for the church than any 
young man under twenty years. If the 
church is going to be run by young men, 
the young men have got to wake up and 
wake up mighty fast."

Lieut.-Col. C. B. Keenleyside of 
Regina declared that had the British 
Empire taken Lord Roberts’ advice 
given long ago. after he was 70 years 
of age it would have averted many of 
our recent disasters.

Rev. Dr. Beland of Winnipeg thought 
the responsibility of electing a man 

: over 70 years of age as a conference 
officer was a heavy one for the church 

i to assume, and he suggested that if a 
man over 70 were selected it should not 
be for a greater period than one year.

The Mission Centenary.
At this afternoon’s session Rev. Dr. 

Pinson, general secretary of the foreign 
mission board of the Methodist Epis­
copal south, congratulated his Cana­
dian brethren on the success of their 
missionary effort.

In speaking of the movement to cel­
ebrate the centenary of Methodist mis­
sions he said that stress was being laid 
on prayer, and the reaffirmation of the 
sense of Christian stewardship. It was 
proposed to raise $80.000,000 from theI 
Methodist Episcopal Church of thei 
United States and $35,000.000 from the i 
Methodist Episcopal Church south. The 
idea of tithing incomes was meeting 
with favor. In five years this would I 
pay all the needs of American missions 
and leave $1,150,000 for all the other 
causes of the church.

"Don’t any of you get uneasy or get 
cold feet about what the United States 
is going to do about this peace move­
ment," he exclaimed, diverting for a 
few minutes to the war news of the 
day. "I like to hear you quote Wood­
row Wilson, and all that sort of thing 
but I know the people down there 
among whom I live; leave it to them; 
they’ll attend to it.

Canadians Red-Blooded.
“I like the French and the British." 

he went on after recalling some inci­
dents showing the valor of Canadian 
soldiers, "but I want to say right here 
that the lads from Canada and from 
America have put a lot of pep into this 
thing that would not be there other­
wise.

Full of Bluff.
The imperial chancellor’s speech in 

the Reichstag, he referred to as "full 
of inconsistency, full of bluff," and its 
reference to labor as "this peculiar 
audacity."

"I am absolutely certain," he went 
on, "that the men of France, the men 
of Great Britain, the men of Canada 
of America, of Italy, will say we are 
not disposed to open negotiations with

Men From Canada Stood Against Savage Hosts When 
Retirement Would Have B een Justified — But They 

Stood and Broke Ene my’s Supreme Thrust.DODD
BY J. F. B. LIVESAY.

WITH THE CANADIAN FORCES 

IN THE FIELD, Oct.1 6.—Via Lon­
don, Oct. 7.—Saddened though they be 
by the heavy price of victory, the peo­
ple of Canada will thrill with pride 
when they come to read the full story 
of the wonderful stand their troops 
made during the early days of last 
week against enemy masses determin­
ed to wrest from them their conquests. 
Gallant and heroic episodes are in­
numerable; battalions, companies and 
little knots of men stood their ground 
against wave after wave of assaulting 
troops, supported by the greatest mass­
ing of machine guns this war has pro­
duced.

It is the penalty of storming troops 
such as the Canadian corps that they 
sometimes create for themselves, in 
their impetuous advance, unprotected 
flanks. The salient they drive into the 
enemy lines becomes enfiladed, and if 
power is not at hand to widen it out 
Into a practical front, the troops in the 
apex must either fight it out against 
overwhelming odds or fall back.

Savage Waves Stemmed.
The latter is not the lesson the Can­

adian corps has learned, and it was 
this desperate clinging to positions, tac­
tically untenable, that contributed to 
our heavy casualties. Incidentally It 
was just such stands that stemmed the 
enemy waves and frustrated his savage 
efforts to win back Bourlon Wood.

Such a situation was brought about 
Tuesday morning, when a famous On­
tario regiment, having reached its ob­
jective south of Ouvillers, found that 
its flank was exposed, and shatering 
enemy masses were advancing upon it. 
A retirement would have been perfectly 
justified, but such would have uncov­
ered our centre and imperiled all the 
gains on our right, brilliantly made in 
the early morning. So that battalion 
much weakened as it was. stood fast.

One Officer Unwounded.
At the end of the battle the gallant 

colonel, formerly of the Canadian 
Engineers, was the only officer un- 

GAPING RENT MADE

wounded. Holding the vital trench on 
the flank was a party of seventeen of 
this unit, whose command had been 
taken over by a staff captain, attached 
to the intelligence staff of his brigade. 
He had been sent forward by the briga­
dier to help the depleted ranks of of­
ficers. The little party was entirely 
isolated, but for hours they held on 
to the trench that was the key to the 
position. They were still grimly carry­
ing on, taking a great toll of the 
enemy, when supports were pushed in 
to them. Few were unwounded, and 
the captain, an M. C., with bar, died 
of his wounds.

Many True Gallants.
The intelligence officer of another bri­

gade, engaged in like operations par­
ticularly distinguished himself by bril­
liant reconnaissance work, pushing out 
beyond our outposts under a continual 
fire. He comes from British Columbia.

A lieutenant of a battalion from 
Manitoba, D.C.M. and M.M., formerly 
a non-commissioned officer, by his de­
voted example inspired his men to stand 
fast under extraordinarily heavy pun­
ishment. Though wounded in both 
legs he carried on until he fainted 
from loss of blood and was carried out.

The commanding officer of a Nova 
Scotia battalion, though wounded in the 
cheek, temporarily losing the sight of 
an eye, refused to be evacuated and

North End Happy Hunting Ground for 
Thieves at Present.

An audacious theft took place at the 
home of Thos. Redge, Huron street, 
this city, recently. Mr. and Mrs. Redge 
were going downtown one afternoon, 
and Mrs. Redge. going out first, put the 
key to the door on the outside, think­
ing that her husband would lock the 
door when he came out. Apparently he 
came out of the back door, leaving the 
front door unlocked. Thinking he had 
locked the door, Mrs. Redge did not 
ask him about it until they had ridden 
nearly downtown.

is to replace the existing board of 
trade, is the standard rate adopted 
by about 85 per cent of the 3,000 civic- 
commercial organizations on this con­
tinent, and has been arrived at aller 
some twelve or fifteen years of experi­
menting with various plans for financ- 
ingo Organizations of this character.

"The question of whether or not 
this seems excessive will depend upon 
the viewpoint of the subscriber. If he 
views it as a donation, $5 would be too 
much. If, on the other hand, he re­
gards it as an investment in the future 
of his home city, and that his member­
ship involves not only this annual pay­
ment, but a definite obligation for per­
sonal service in carrying out the work 
of the organization, $25 is the least he 
can pay.

"This organization, if it is to be an 
efficient agency for community ex­
pression, must have sound financial 
backing as well as man-power. Dona­
tions are not asked or desired. The 
men who have the future of the city 
at heart are asked to invest in the 
undertaking in proportion to their 
established community interests.

Want Personal Interest.
We hope that any man in this city, 

who has as yet looked only at the sur­
face of this proposition will investigate 
it. We do not want any man's money 
so much as his personal interest. When 
we have gained that we are certain he 
will cheerfully pay $25 a year to have 
part in our program.

“This matter of the dues in the re­
organized board of trade was one 
which had the fullest and most care­
ful discussion when we were consider­
ing the can-paign we have now under­
taken. It was the unanimous decision, 
after all the arguments for and against 
had been heard, to advance the rate 
from $10 to $25 a year.

“The question of what will be done 
with the funds of the organization will 
be answered by the subscribers them­
selves. Before any funds are dis­
bursed at all, a definite program of 
work will be formulated by the entire 
new membership, and the money will 
be budgeted in accordance with that 
program.

“It will take just as much money 
to conduct an efficient community 
agency here, in proportion to popula­
tion, as it does In Winnipeg, in Nia­
gara Falls, Detroit, Toledo, or any 
other successful city.

“Why experiment with a plan of 
financing which has not been suc­
cessful here or anywhere else? Let us 
make the new board of trade strong, 
and build it on the lines of proved 
efficiency."

NEVER GIVE UP.

Farmers Offering $45 a Month and 
Board.

The labor situation is serious in Essex 
County, according to a letter received 
from J. W. Noble, district representa­
tive of the Ontario department of agri­
culture for the county of Essex, by 
Harry Tutt, superintendent of the local 
branch of the Ontario Government em­
ployment bureau.

Many men are needed to husk corn 
in the county of Essex and are offered 
$45 a month and board. At least 50 
men can be placed at this price. The 
corn crop is large this year, and as 
many men as can be secured in this 
city will be sent to Essex to assist with 
corn husking.

The letter reads as follows:
“Dear Sir.—The labor situation in 

this county is decidedly annoying. At 
present we have a large number of in­
quiries for men to husk corn. If you 
have any supply of competent labor 
you need not be afraid to send them 
at $45 a month and board, as we can 
place at least 50 men on these terms 
at present.
