W HEREAS the Town Council of the Town of Peterboroughhbave by Preimblo.
their. petition representel that in the ye:ar of Our Lord, one thou-

sand eight hundrel and fifty-sevti, the coiist:uction of a .ianch Rail-
road uniting the said Town of Peterborough w t t.c ni, lin( of the

5 Port Hope, Lindsay and Beaverton Railway, at the Village of Miil-
brook, had become very desirable and advantageous os well to ti said
Railway Company ris to the holMers of the first mortgage of the said
road, and the inhabitants 'and ratepayers of the salid Towns of Peter-
borough and Port Hope, and therefore in order to obtai the neans of

10 constructing the said Branch Road, the Faid Railway Compar.y in gond
faith, and by and with the consent of ·the Iirst nortpgees cf the E·d
Railway, did agrce with certain Lessees of the said Company, and thei
Town Council of the said Town of Peterborough and the Town Council
of the said Town of Port Ilope, that they thc said Ralway Company

25 the said Branch, and in order to induce the said Town of Peterborough ~
so to subscribe for and pay the said thirty thousand pounds to the said
