after which the following resolutions were passed unani-
mously :—

Resolved,—That the Report, an abstract of which has just been read, be
received, adopted, and printed under the dircction of the Committee, and that
we rejoice in the continuance of the Divine favour upon the operations of this
Society, and especially in the that has attended the efforts of the
Agents employed by this Union, during the past year, which this meeting re-
gards as laying them ander new obligations to pursue these labours with
greater diligence for the future, so that the means and capabilities of the
Union may be developed, and the object of the Union still more fully ac-
complished.

CONSTITUTION

OF THR

danada Fundap School Vnion,

ESTABLISHED IN MONTREAL, 1836,

N AN

I. This Society shall be called the Canapa Sonpay
Scuoor Union.

II. The objects of the Association shall be to promote the
establishment of Sabbath Schools wherever it is deemed
practicable, and to encourage and strengihen those already
in existence. The means to be chiefly relied upon to effect
these objects will be by maintaining a correspondence with
the various schools throughout the country by means of an
Agent or Agents, whenever practicable, and by the cheap
and gratuitous distributions of Library and other books,
suitable for Sabbath School instruction

IIL. It is intended that the Society shall embrace mem-
bers of various Evangelical denominations, and the Books
put in circulation by it will not interfere with the peculia-
rities of those denominations.

V. The government of this Society shall be vested ina
President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Corresponding and
Recording Secretaries, Depositary, and a Committee, com-
posed of the resident Ministers of the Gospel, and twelve
laymen, selected from the various congregations, whose
duty it will be to enact By-laws, and form rules for the more
minute details of the operations of this Society, and to de-
vise and execute all such measures as they may deem ~x-

dient for promoting the objects contemplated in its organ-
1zation ; five of whom will form a quorum for the transaction
of business.

V. The annual payment of a sum not less than 5s. will
entitle to membership ; and the payment of £2 10s., at any
one time, to life membership.
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VI. The Annual Meeting of this Society shall be held at
such time and place as the Committee may direct, when
will be submitted the Treasurer’s Report for the past year,
and a detailed statement of all the operations of this Society
and any other intelligence of interest relating to the cause
of Sabbath Schools at large.

VII. No alteration or amendment to be mad: to the fore-
going articles of Constitution without the coacurrence of
two-thirds of the members present at a general meeting ;
notice of the proposed alteration having been given to the
General Committee at least one month previous.




Ohoenty-Sixty Anmual - Report,

AN

Your Committee have again occasion to commence their
report with a devout expression of their gratitude to God,
for his unfailing goodness. The year, now to be reviewed,
has to many of our fellow-men, been one of great anxiety
and suffering. The civil war in the United States—the
famine of cotton and bread in Europe, while necessarily
engrossing the attention of the benevolent, have seriously
interfered with the operations of societies, which, like ours,
seek mainly the spiritual welfare of men. In Canada we
have had no such obstacles to encounter.

Providence has in every way favoured our religious en-
terprises.  God’s people have had the means and the dis-
position to contribute for their support ; the proper agents
have been raised up: and the Divine blessing has attended
their efforts ever. more largely than heretofore. More labor
has been expended, larger results seen, and a greater bless-
ing received by this Society during the past year than in
any previous twelve months of its history. Your commit-
tee gratefully give the glory to Him to whom alone it is due.

Since our last anniversary, an active and highly respected
member of your committee has entered into his heavenly
rest. Mr. 8. W. Abbot had [or several years been one of the
most faithful laborers on your committee. ~While deeply
interested in every good work, he was especially devoted
to the religious education of the young. He passed peace-
fully away from us last July in the confident hope of a
blessed immortality through the merits of that Saviour whom
he had long loved and whose glory he had sought to ad-
vance among men.

During the year two agents have been most of the time in
the field. The Rev. John McKillican, now for several years
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in the service of this Society, has laboured during these
twelve months in the Eastern Townships. The Rev. C. A.
White has had his field in Upper C~nada, East of Kingston.
Both those brethren have the entire confidence of your com-
mittee, and have been zealous and self-denying in their
labors. Your committee unite with their agents in grate-
fully acknowledging the many acts of kindness received,
and the valuable assistance rendered by ministers and
christians generally in their different fields of labor. We
recommend them anew, to the continued confidence of all
who love our Lord and Saviour.

The obstacles with which your agents have to contend
are very many, and very great. Those most frequently
mentioned in their monthly reports, are the divisions which
exist among christians ; their unwillingness to co-operate or
to undertake any labor for Christ; their spiritual torpor, and
their want of faith in the practicability of Sabbath-schools.
To these must be added the absence of anything like a
healthy parental restraint or discipline, the consequent un-
governableness of the youth, their often utter ignorance of
divine truth, and the fearful Sabbath desecration which pre-
vails in many parts of our country. Besides all these, your
agents often find themselves looked upon as sharpers, and
regarded with suspicion as having some selfish object in
view. The consequence is, that patience, prudence, per-
sonal intercourse and repeated visits are often needful before
these prejudices can be removed, or the' people induced to
undertake the work. After the school is organized, the
people frequently meet with unexpected difficulties in its
management, or they begin to be discouraged, and need to
be revisited and reanimated in order to secure their perse-
verance in the enterprise. Only those who have had some
experience in the work can estimate the amount of labor
needful to secure the organization and permanence of even
one school.

Notwithstanding all these difficulties, 97 schools have
been established during the year in localities where none
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previously existed, and are .wow in successful operation.—
The statistics of Mr. McKillican’s labors for the year are as
follows :—

Sermons and addresses delivered, 262 ; new schools or-
gamized, 47, wit) 205 teachers and 1241 scholars; he has
alsougisited, counselled and encouraged 60 schools contain-
ing 865 teachers, and 1797 pupils; into these schools he
has introduced 31 Libraries, consisting of 2305 volumes,
besides 1566 volumes of elementaiy books, aids and Bible
Dictionaries.

Mr. White reports that during his ten months of labor, he
has travelled 3104 miles; visited 117 stations, and 949
families, having conversed and prayed with most of them ;
delivered 203 sermons and addresses; organized 50 new
schools with 384 teachers, and 2,335 scholars ; introduced
into them 2,300 volumes of Library books, besides 43 large
and 367 small elementary books; he has also distributed
3,000 tracts for children, and an equal number suited to
adults.

As the statistical report for the year, the: ore, we have,
465 sermons and lectures delivered ; 60 lccble schools, con-
taining nearly 2,000 scholars, visited, encouraged and
strengthened ; 97 new schools organized, into which 3,576
pupils have been gathered, and 589 persons induced to un-
dertake the work of instruction ; 4,605 volumes of Library
books, and 1976 volumes designed as aids for teachers scat-
tered throughout the country by our agents. It is confidently
hoped that these schools will remain as permanent sources
of light and salvation, and that these volumes will prove
blessings to their multitude of readers.

The reports of your agents contain many illustrations of
the beneficial results of their labors, and mention many to-
kens of the Divine blessing bestowed upon the schools which
have been established. Numbers of conversions are re-
ported ; in some instances revivals have originated, during
the year in these schools, thus proving a rich blessing to the
surrounding communities, Lengthy extracts from the re-

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ports of your agents which cannot be inserted here will be
found in an appendix, along with tabular lists of the schools
which they have organized, But, we cannot refraipn from
here presenting a brief extract from one of those reports,

since it so clearly illustrates the goodness of God, angthe
advantage of having thoroughly good books”n‘s th S8
school Libraries. o ~ L .

Mr. White says :—In a secluded plrt of thesfownship of
N. E., there is a school which is mainly sustained By two
ladles Towards the close of the summer a dé§ feeling of
solemnity began to pervade this school. The first case which
was known was the result of a perusal of a Library book,
¢ Radford on Conversion” with an introduction by John
Angel James. It had been returned unread. The Libra-
rian, by mistake, gave the book back the second time, with
an injunction ro read it carefully. The pupil wondering how
it was known she had not read it, took it home and read the
introduction ; then with awakened interest read on until the
scales fell from her eyes, and she rejoiced in the hope of a 1
Saviour found. After service one day the place was like a
Bochim ; 82 remained for religious conversation; 25 have
already made a profession, 15 of whom are from the Sab-
bath School.”

The teacher of this school, writing to our agent, says :
“ Truly God’s work has gone on in a most wonderful man-
ner since your visit. There i3 hardly a house in the section
in which one or more has not been convinced of their state ;
in some instances whole families have been impressed; of
my Sabbath School children seven more join with us at our
approaching communion. One little girl wept the entire
night after you were here, and again and again begged her
mother to get up and take her into Perth to you that she
might hear of Jesus. I hope a way will be opened for you
to come soon and see what great things God has done for
us.” “On an after visit eight new cases were manifested
in addition to those previously mentioned.” It is thus that
God puts the seal of his approbation upon the Sabbath School
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work. For other evidence of the Divine blessing, your
Committee refer you to the appendix.

Your Committee desire gratefully to acknowledge that
the answers to their circular to Schools, ealling for informa-
tion, are more full and numerous than ever before. One
hundred and eighteen schools have thus reported. From
these reports an interesting and valuable table, showing
their present state of prosperity has been compiled. It will
be found in the appendix and is commended to your atten-
tion.

Mr. Milne continnes his valuable services in the Deposi-
tory. His report for the year is most encouraging, showing
that we are making decided progress in furnishing a healthy,
evangelical literature to the Sabbath School children of
Canada. He reports that during 1862, he has issued from
the depository,

The encouragements to zeal and perseverance in our ap-
propriate work are many and weighty. The agencies which
God is employing in the present age for the salvation of
souls and extension of the kingdom of peace are very numer-
ous. We are not of those who undervalue the stated public
reading and preaching of the Word; we urge and counsel
parents tc train up their children in the nurture and admoni-

R
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tion of the Lord : we highly appreciate the good that is now
being accomplished through Evangelists and home Mission-
aries, Colporteurs, Bible Women and Tract Distributors ;
we pray God to multiply and still more abundantly to bless
all these instrumentalities ; we advocate the establishment
of Sabbath Schools in every School district, not as antagonis-
tic, but as additional to all otheragencies and as in harmony
with them all. It was the Saviour who said, * feed
my lambs.” Experience abundantly proves that even when
all other agencies are employed, the Sabbath School is
still a pecessity, and often most highly honoured of God.
It is in Sabbath Schools and in the best taught classes where
revivals most frequently begin. And in seasons of refresh-
ing, the largest number of those who are born again are
usually thoce who, while under faithful pastoral supervision
have also been systematically taught in the Sabbath School.
This has been remarkably the case in this city during the
present winter when God has so graciously and so largely
bestowed his Holy Spirit.  The first enquirers were young
men and women from the bible classes in our Sabbath
Schools : even scores and even hundreds of * the little
children ” were led to ask with many tears, *“what they
should do to be saved ?” Probably ninetenths of those ywho
have this winter been awakened to flee from the wrath to
come have had previous instruction in these ‘ nurseries of
the church.” In many instances, the seed long ago sown
by faithful parents or diligent Sabbath School teacherd, has
by the Divine Spirit been quickened into life, and is even
now bearing precious fruit.  This faet, so well known to
your committee, unites with the blessing which has attend-
ed our labors throughout the country during the past year,
in encouraging us to persevere, and in calling upon us to
be stiil more zealous during the year to come. There re-
mains still very much land to be possessed.” Even in those
townships and counties, long favoured with the church and
the Sabbath School, there are many children and youth
growing up in ignorance. And there are large tracts of
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country, with numerous settlements where no gospel is
preached and where i0 Sabbath scheols have as yet been
established. To reach these destitute classes, and to furnish
the children and youth of our country with that knowledge
“which maketh wise unto salvation” is the one grand and
only aim of this Society. To accomplish this we need the
prayers and invite the cc-operation of all who love the Lord
and desire the true weliare of our common country.

ATPIPTRLTIDIIE

(To the Committee of the Cunade Sunday School Union.)
DrAr BRETHREN,

For reasons with which you are already acquainted, my labours have been
confined—during the year, now closing—to Canada East. It is an interesting
and a most important field for Sabbath School labour.

Before entering upon this portion of Canada, in the service of the Union, I
confess I knew little or nothing of the real condition of the more retired
settlements—and I had yet to learn a good deal—in order rightly to under-
stand and appreciate the influences forming the character and babits of the
youth, even in the more enlightened settlements and villages. In some
places, there is a scepticism in regard to the utility of Sabbath Schools. In
other places, the Agent finds himself placed in the same scale, and weighed in
the balances with any itenerant trader, Patent Medicine dealer, or seller of
“ Yankee Notions,” aad it is only where people have been visited, kindly
addressed by sermons and lectures, that they begin to appreciate our motive,
and wake up to any gense of the importance of the object. In some parts,
they act as if they felt that, in days gone by, they had too often been vietimiz-
ed by men who took advantage of their neglected condition, to introduce re-
ligious novelties, and disseminate strange opinions—I do not eay doctrines—
and, amid the excitement, make no small ruse in a pecuuiary sense at their
expense. This sort of thing—repeated as often as expedient—due caution
being exercised, lest the recentness of one effort might interfere with the suc-
cess of the next, bas done much harm, and, consequently, to get a Sabbath
School established, and so working, that its power for good and moral influ-
ence be Yeen, there must be visit after visit, sermon after sermon, no matter
if there have been repeated disappointments in getting people out, one day a
rain storm—and the next time, another—one day, a cattle show—another, a
picnic—one day, a funeral, and the next time, a town meeting or Court. Itis
a common thing to hear people say, “ I woald take hold, if I believed the
thing would go on, but Ihate to commence and have it go down as it did
afore.” Another cause of difficulty arises from the past deficiency of any re-
gular system of religious instruction, so that many who are willing to render
gervice in the cause, frankly confess they are unqualified to assistas teachers
—no0 acquaintance with the mode of communicating instruction—no drilling
in the Scriptures—they require to bs shown the way, and after all the other
preliminaries—they are much encouraged by this sort of assistance—and,
consequently, the great need of aid in teaching the Bible Dictionary, and the
Union Question Books, and other Elementary Works. I have aimed to have
the Schools well furnished with these valuable works. I think it more impor-
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tant in the circumstances to have each Sabbath School well supplied with
Books calculated to make the work of the teacher simple and interesting to
the youth, and so attract large numbers of the young and adults, than simply
to ““ start” the echool, leaving it only to a mere start, We cannot, in view of
the past, over-estimate the importance of anythicg tending to give our schools
permanence.  There ig in this region enough of fastness, but too little stead-
Sastness. 1 might mention the name of sever:1 schools which, at the com-
mencement cost most time and labour, are now etronger—in numbers and
means—than several others, where there seemed, at first, foewer difficulties to
surmount.

My atiention was drawn to this view of the work from the frequent cases
into which I was called to reorganize schools where they had become defunet,
and the more recent the breaking up of a school the ,more difficult was it to
revive an interest or hope for better success. I find in the townships a
greater willingness, when a Sabbath School is once opened, to have it duly
gupplied with suitable Books. If they are willing to have a Sabbath School,
it must be supplied, and to me such cases aro interesting and full of hope.
Where teachers have had a good training in the Sabbath School, as a general
rule, they know how to make the exercises of the class entertaining, but when
they bave pot had that instruction, they are equally ignorant of what is
needed, in & measure, to supply in some degree their own deficiency of train-
ing. We often find, too, quite a spirit of independence-~so much, that great
delicacy and caution is needed—and often I find it well to resolve the whole
meeting into & class, and put the teachers in the position in which they find
that preparation for cathechistical exercises is nceded, and that by such analy.
sis a portion of the Word may be rendered exceedingly interesting. Some we
meet with, and however ignorant they may be, they cannotsafely be urged,
their viewa of personal sovereiguty are entirely opposed to this—and conse-
quently urging to the work, would, in many cases, defeat the object. Ano-
ther great difficulty arises from the insubordination of the youth, especially
of young men. This is, perhaps, the greatest difficulty to be contended with
in this entire country. Indeed, it is no uncommon thing to hear parents con-
fess : “the school we had before was broken down by the bad conduct of
those who came to make eport; we could not enforce order, and so the
school had to be cleared.” Perhaps this will be better understood and ex-
plained, if we look at facts, and consider how few are taught to honour the
Father of all mercies,

One mother, & member of a Church, argued “ that it was wrong to
ask her children to bend the knee with their parents in family worship, (her
husband was Superintendent of a Babbath School), unlees they were a mind
to do 20 themselves.” F

Another woman, when it was proposed to have prayer with the family, and
was agked to call the children in from play, went to the door, and said aloud,
* the Minister is going to have prayers, children, if you ere a mind to come
in, come, and if not, you needn’t.”

We find many who have no idea of family government—there is no restraint
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—the children rule, and the parents obey, They train up the children in the
way they will go, and when they are old, they shall not depart from it—a
very serious deviation from the rule laid down by Solomon, and the conse-
quences just as serious.  Another peculiarity, I may meuntion, is a strange
indifference in regard to sacred things. I have been told more than once,
“I do not believe in a Sabbath School. I talk the matter plain out. I have no
faith in it—don’t think it will do any good.” These persons are not those
who have come from another land where many suppose there is greater lax-
ness of opinion. The greater portion of them are natives of Canada, and have
grown up, as any other people in the circumstances would, caring little fof
their own, or the interest of their children.

The great scarcity of current money, and heavy discount on American
Bills, has seriously interfered with my efforts in supplying the schools with
the Books required.

Notwithstanding the discouragements and difficulties alluded to, there has
been much to encourage. I commenced the year in the township of Granby ;
the Sab. School of the Church of England is doing a good work, and the Uni-
on Sabbath School is well conducted and steadily increasing, every portion of
that section has been explored, and Sabbath Schools organized ; and from
the earnest and enterprising spirit indicated, I hope to see blessed fruit. In
one part which I visited last Autumn, I was pleased to hear the mother of the
first family upon whom I called—say, Mr. McK. “you cannot understand how
much good the Sabbath School has done in our section.” She then speaks of
its influence upon her own husband and family. She told me the interest in
the Sabbath School, had led to a Prayer Meeting, which was well attended,
and, in that meeting several had risen and avowed their determinatios, no
longer to live to themselves, but to Him who died for them. In conversation
with one of the teachers, I was glad to learn she had found peace in believing.
In another new settlement where there had not been a Sabbath School before,
there is now & good attendance of youth and adults. The Sabbath is ob-
gerved, they are supplied with an excellent store of good reading, and many
of the adults come and listen to the exercises of the school, while others take
a part in them. In another section where they had the preaching of the
Gospel but seldom, and for twelve years no Sabbath School, I was told it «
was no use to try —the people were so divided. No two families holding the
game opinions ; and no one to take charge as Superintendent. I found on
visiting them, eeveral families in harmony and union in Sabbath breaking,
and the neglect of the Word of God, and in opinion that a Sabbath School
could do no good. They are willing, however, to come and hear. Several
vigits were made, and Lectures delivered. They subscribed for a Library.—
The Sabbath School was commenced and has gradually increased, and after
nine months we find a happy moral influence exerted. There has been much
study of the Bible, and a greatly increased interest on the part of the parents
| in the religious instruction of their children, and though I cannot speak of
any cases of conversion, I am encouraged by eecing a happy moral influence
npon the minds and habits of the young in that section ; and I cannot doubt
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there is more good accomplished than I am now permitted to know. Inan
another part of my field, I came to a beautifully situated village on one of the
Lakes, and found the Minister had closed his labours there, and was about to
leave—the Sabbath School had gone down, and no one seemed to think
otherwise than that it must remain so.

Ispenta Sabbath there, preaching and speaking to the young. The people
took hold, and an excellent Library was sent them, which they paid for.
Another earnest minister came upon the ground, and with the assistance of his
wife, they have given much earnest, prayerful attention to the youth there ; and
1 am assured, that the Mission of that 8. School is blessed to the young of the
village. There is & large attendance, and an excellent Bible Olass, attended
by numbers of the heads of families. The Library is well read, and I am glad
to eay, the Sunday School is conducted with great order, and I know of at
least one bright boy, whose exterior life is changed through its influence
while many others are much interested in its exercises. I commenced
another Sunday School in a well settled section, under very dis-
couraging circumstances. * People had not heard of the appointments.”
There was evidently something wrong. I soon found that a Sunday
School was not wanted, indeed, the leading men told me so. I knew,
that my notices were destroyed, in fact I saw where they had been torn at.
I kept on; visited some of the people, and was aided in regard to all the
others, by an earnest Christian man, who blesses God for what the Sunday
School has done for him. After this the Sunday School was commenced,
with 23 Bcholars, and it has gone on with interest since. An effort is being
made to get a library, and through the generosity of one of your members, I
was enabled to send them the Books required to commence the Sunday
8chool, and I believe the work could not have been begun without that grant.
1 was told, there is not within & radius of five miles from that place, a single
family holding family worship! Is it any wonder if children grow up neglect-
ed, if the youth are Sabbath-breakers in such a region, and yet though true,
the fact must not be told; for even there, they congratulate themselves on
baving rather a high standard of morality. Some people are ignorant of the
change which in a very few years will come over a people, without a stated
evangelical ministry, and the Sabbath fichool. Such places afford illustra-
tion. Fearing a mis-appropriation of my notices, intended for the place last
described, and an adjoining section, I came forward visiting by the way, and
inviting to the Service on the coming Sabbath, Ifound no information, al-
though notice had been sent nearly two weeks previous. I reached the se-
cond section after dark, that night, and was very kindly received. Before
I came out of my room on the Sabbath morning, I heard one come in from a
neighbour’s house and ask for the loan of scissors. Soon after another came
and ssked for the loan of the powder flask and cap box, he was going out to
hunt. It was a beautifal Sabbath morning, but there really seemed no Sab-
bath there. I could hear guns and axes in the woods. It had a depressing
effect on my spirits. I wished to leave early, and make more calls by the
way, and invited my host to ride with me. He gave a turn up of his dark
eyes, and said : “I aint going to meetin’ to day. I guess its going to rain,
and the boy and me, have two loads of Buckwheat to putin. But the women
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folk will want to go, I guess.” Iturned to the man, and said, the God who
nade yeur Buckwheat to grow, said, “ Remember the Sabbath day, in it thou
shalt do no manner of work,” and then walked away. When I was leaving,
a short time after, he came to me and said, “I guess it ain't going
to rain to-day, I'll be along to meetin’.” He did come. A Sunday School
was organized, and during the sermon that man listened, shedding tears very
freely, and when subscriptions were called for, that man subscribed double
what any other person gave. The money was paid promptly, and the Sunday
School is going on. Surely, we must pray and hope, that the seed of the
Word may take deep root, and bring forth abundantly, in that moral wilder-
ness.

The strangers to whom Peter wrote were active and very useful, though
scattered, and now a-days we are often thankful that here and there, where
they are much needed we find christian strangers scattered for whom God has
a blessed work in the 8. School and but for whom we see not how in such places,
anything could be done. We often find that God in his good providence had
by early advantages preserved these persons for the work assigned them, and
in this service, they find that an early training has done for them what no
subsequent instruction could have conferred. My third service that day, was
in a place settled upwards of forty years, and a great part of that time there
had been no 8. School. Ifeared Ishould have to close the meeting,the young men
were out in large numbers, and they were fearfully ill-behaved. I determined
1 should bear and forbear, and after a Sermon I called upon a native of Ship-
ton, from a neighboring Sab. School to rise and speak. He was a young man,
married. He told of his early days, and what the 8. School through the divine
blessing did for him ; *‘ to it, under God, he owed all.” He exhorted them to
honour the Sabbath, give heed to counsel, and seck the welfare of the 8. 8,,
illustrating by facts the advantage it might be to them. The address was
listened to with attention, and I felt thankful for such aid so timely, and in
every respect so suggestive. You will understand how I appreciated his
humble earnest eflorts, while he urged particularly upon them to be cautious
how they treated such opportunities ; also the danger from the common ha-
bits of trifling in 8. Schoo!, and during divine service, The parents of several
persons who had been misbehaving during that service had said to myself in
serious earnestness—*‘ We cannot, we fear, have any good cause prosper here
—our young men have not been trained in S, 8chool, and now they are be-
yond our control. We are ashamed of them, and we know it must appear
bad to strangers, but we can’t help it now.” Dear brethren, it is with pain
we allude to such scenes—as only with pain did we witness them. I cannot
feel that I do all my daty in reporting the favourable changes wrought by
the divine blessing upon the Sabbath School. We must let you see what
the wants of the 8. School, or the power of darkness, in certain circumstances,
has done, and assure you that the expenditure of labour and means necessary
in such places—if they are ever to be reformed—seems, without thz “ots of
1 the case being known—a needless waste. We give you neither names nor
i dates, we think it better not. We hope the youth and the parents in these
| places may yet see our Report, and to see themselves as other Christians see
them——and know too, the love we, in the name of Christianity and the S. S.
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Union, bear them, while we pray in their behalf that among them the hearts

of the fathers be turned to the children, and the hearts of the children be
turned to the fathers, lest God be angry with parents, “because they kept
not their children from wickedness.” AllInow can say of that place is, that
the Sab. School is going on with increasing interest.

The Sab, School in Waterville, and four or five others in the vicinity, arein a
healthy and prosperous condition and conducted with a happy degree of sys-
tem and good order. Many thousands of verses have been committed to
memory, and examinations prove, how diligently several of the classes have
been searching the Scriptures. A number of Sab. Schools re-opened in May last
in the township of Eaton, under the Pastoral oversight of the Rev. Mr. Sherrill,
have been conducted with a good deal of interest and good fruit; ten of the
dear youth of the Sab. School have been added to the church, That churchhag
also more liberally than any other in the country contributed to the funds of
the mission by a collection. The Baptist Church, under Rev. Mr. Gillies has
also had a number of conversions in the S.8. They have also aided us.
In another S, 8. which I visited on More’s River, they have had sixteen con-
versions during the year.

In a Wesleyan Sab. School where I recently preached and addressed the youth,
the superintendent came to me at the close, and said quietly, “ We feel very
grateful for your former visit, (nine months previous) the interest has been

much increased and we are happy to report the conversion of one of the
scholars.”

I opened several new schools in the township of Barry. They were supplied
with all they supposed requisite as aids in conducting the classes, but the
attendance so increased, they sent for over double the first order. I feel
grateful indeed for such an interest in the work, in a new settlement where so
many vigorous youths are growing up under Bible instruction. I have not
yet been able to revisit them, my reports from them are encouraging. The
same is true of the Sab. Schools organized last year upon the territories of the
Ottawa. I visited them once and found very cheering indications of improve
ment among the youth, and among not a few of the parents a spirit of hope-
ful earnestness. In several of the schools large portions of the word of God
had been committed to memory. The Sab. School. books were being read
with interest, and parents spoke feelingly of the aid in family training,
rendered them by the Sab. School. One parent residing far up the River
Rouge, in the most remote settlement, remarked to me,  No sum of money
would now seem an equivalent or indues me to be without its (the S, 8,)
influence for the good of my family.”

In giving you these brief sketches, we feel that it is very difficult indeed
to present even what we do record, by far the most important results
of your efforts, must’ remain hidden from us. We are willing it should
be go if we are only enabled through grace to be faithfal, and walk by faith
rather than by sight, and be not weary in well doing.

Qur labour this year has been almost entirely in old settlements though
ngw, in many instances, as fields of Sab. School efforts. Not new as fields
where attempts have been made, but soil ia some gense, like lead over which
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wild fire has often passed, leaving only a greater waste, There are many
persons whose names we cannot mention, for whose kind sympathy, aid and
timely hints and co-operation we cherish a very grateful remembrance, and
tender them our thanks. We refrain from epeaking definitely of many other
very interesting Sab. Schools, descriptions of which would only be the repeti-
tion of what has been already said of others.

During 1862, 47 new 8. Schools were organized, with 205 teachers and 1241
scholars. I have visited and encouraged over 60 Schools, containing 3650
scholars, and 1707 teachers. Over 31 Libraries were i:sued containing 2305
vols. To these schools there were sent additional elementary worke and aids
in teaching, Bible Dictionaries, &c., 1566 vols. Sermons and addresses de-
livered, 262.

In presenting a review of my labours during a period of nearly ten
months, I can in truth say, God has dealt bountifully with me. When I
commenced my work, the state of the roads prevented the attendance of
aoy great number at my first meetings; but in a short time, as the news
spread, and one school section heard that a Sab. School had been established in
the adjoining one; a spirit of emulation was stirred up, and the num-
ber in attendance manifested an increase of interest in the work. I ex-
perienced one difficulty at the outset, i. ¢., the people in rear concessions
seemed very doubtful of the works supplied by the Society. Americans
had passed through, preaching, canvassing, and resorting to all available
means to dupe the people, by the sale of trashy works, or to say the ¢
least, of works which did not correspond with the sample copies exhibi-
ted ; impositions had been made even in Sab. School Libraries and the people
declined investing their funds until they saw what they were to receive
in return. This difficulty was soon disposed of, I was using my own
conveyance and I therefore undertook the colportage of the Libraries and
other literatare needful for the Sab. School work. The result soon proved
3 the utility of such a step. £

Commencing in Williamsburg, I found along a well settled comcession

10 miles long, that no school was in existence, although one good bro-

1 ther occasionally gathored a dozen children and read with them, but not
i | in & regular manner ; and worse still, there was only one school working
I within 5 miles of any point in this ccncession ; and to place a climax on
[t 5 the destitute condition of this line of sountry, it was adjoining a belt of




29

Jand with a dense Oatholic population, the youth of which were living
in systematic disregard of the Sabbath and its duties. Three Schools
were established along this line, in one of which subscriptions were taken
up even from the Catholics to purchase & Library and Hymn Books; one
poor Irish Catholic giving, ashe declared, his last 25¢. piece for that object.
Passing on to Matilda, in one section, about equally divided between
Protestants and Catholics, a school was opened, and one of the Catholics
was nominated Librarian, and another named on the Committee. The
school has held on nobly, a fair attendance of Catholic children has been
given and the Library has been in constant use.

In one section, in Edwardsburg, Millerism had driven out all stated
preaching, and broken up the peace and harmony of the neighbourhood;
still a few “remained in Sardis.” A Sab. School was opened, has been well
attended, and I gave assistance, in the establishment of stated preaching,
the ministers taking up the work as soon as the pioneer work was com-
pleted.

Passing to South Gower, in School Section No. 5, we have a French
Canadian settlement ; here two worthy friends are diligently working for
Jesus amid many discouragements ; the priest has interdicted the attend-
ance of the Catholic children ; still they come. I bad much pleasure in
hearing one of the most bigoted of the Catholies say after a service held there,
“ won't you come here again Sir, and tell us of Jesus, we like to hear you as
you don’t abuse Rome,”

In Oxford I saw one practical benefit of colportage; the people complained
of poverty, but as soon as they saw the Library, they put forth every effort to
secure it at once ; and a poor lame youth who had lost the use of both lower
limbs, lent those around him nearly one-half the price sooner than let it go out
of the neighbourhood.

Passiog to the Tawnship of North Elmsley, we have a school in a secluded
gpot, that has proved one of the most interesting upon my entire field ; this
school hag been mainly carried on by two ladies.

A deep feeling bad been seen here throughout the close of the summer.
The first case we have any knowledge of, was the result of a careful study of
a Library book. * Radford on Conversion,” Introduction by J. A, James, It
had been returned unread, the Librarian gave it'back by mistake the second
time with an injunction to read it thoroughly ; the recipient thought to herself
“ how does she know I have not read this book, she opened it, read Mr. James’
Introduction, then with awakened interest, read on until the scales fell from
her eyes and she rejoiced in hope. After serice the place was like a Bochim ; 32
remained for religious conversation ; 25 have made a profession, 15 are from
the Sab. School.

A letter received by me from the teacher there, contains the following
extracts :—

« Truly God's work has gone on in & most wonderful manner. Since your
visit there is hardly a house in the section in which one or more has not been
convinced of their state ; in some instances whole families have been impressed.
7 of my 8. School children join with us at our approaching communion ; one lit-
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tle girl 7 years of age wept the entire night after you preached here, and again
and again begged her mother to getup and take her into Perth to you, that
she might hear of Jesus. I hope a way will be opened for you to come n
and see what great things God has done for us.”

When I re-visited that section a few Sabbaths ago, 8 fresh cases were
manifest in addition to results previously given.

The Rev J. B. Duncan, informed me of another interesting case in the
Scotch line, of & young person about 20 years of age, experiencing a revival of
gerious impressions, that were wrought from the perusal of a volume belonging
to one of the last libraries I received from the Depository.

In addition tomy Sab. School labor I have occasionally aided the Temperance
cause, and taken part in Soirees and Religious meetings in several denomina-
tions ; considering myself the friend of all ; but in all cases rendering this
description of labour subservient to the S.8. work, as I thereby had an oppor-
tanity of introducing myself, and my work, to the notice and favour of the
entire community. My labour has been spent upon the stations appended
hereto. The field assigned me covering an area of 3000 square miles, and the
school population thereon numbering 30,000 souls, between 5 and 16 years of
age ; my thanks are due to the ministerial brethren residing on the field, from
whom, a8 & class, I have received the most cordial treatment, the main difficulty
being & lack of ubiquity on my part to meet all their wishes at the same time.

May the great head of the Church water with the dew of his grace, the seed
that has been sown in weakness is the heartfelt prayer, of your fellow la~
bourer in the gospel,

As uncertainty and confusion bave arisen, when Books have been
given on condition of being paid for if the amount could be collected ;
to prevent this, and enable them to know at once the real state of the
accounts, the Committee have resolved to dispose of the stock only by
distinct sales or donations. In the former case, therefore, orders
will require to be accompanied with the money, or guarantee of pay.
ment. With respect to donations, Schools will be supplied either in
part or to the whole extent of their wants, on proper representations
being made. The Committee trust, however, that considering the
expense of carrying on the operations of the Society, and of support-
ing the Depository, Conductors of Schools will make it a matter of




conscience not to solicit aid, until they have used every exertion in
their respective neighbourhoods to procure the means of purchase
and that if afterwards able, they will make a donation according to
threir ability io aid of the funds of the Society.

The further conditions on which Schools are supplied with Books
at the Society’s low prices, or gratuitously, are as follows :—That
applications be signed by at least three responsible individuals, pledging
themselves that proper instructions will be given in the Schools for
which the Books are required ;—that the Books will be carefully pre-
served ; that at the end of each year, a report of the School will be
transmitted to the Recording Secretary of this Society, embracing
the number of Teachers and Scholars enrolled, with their average
attendance, the state of the Library, and any interesting facts relative
to the religious condition of the School.

The CANADA SunpAy ScHoorL Uniox holds no supervision over
those Schools, communicating with them, further than that a Report
from such School is required annually, Instructions of the character
of such Report are annually communicated to our Correspondents.
