they were forwarded with the necessary sup-
plies to fort Chipewayan, Athabasca Lake,
where they passed the winter of 1836-7. On
the Ist June 1837, the party started from Fort
C. in two small boats, descended Slave river,
passed the western end of Great Slave Lake,
and descended Mackenzie’s river to Fort Nor-
man, where they arrived on Ist July.

On the 9th of July they reached the ocean
by the most westerly mouth of the Macken-

rie, muking iy sitaation in lptitade 63 deg.
191 in, 23 sec. N., longitude 136 degrecs 38
min. 455ec. W, On the 11th they reached
Point Kay, where they were detained by ice
until the 14th.
