We must confess that we are some­
what surprised to learn from Mon­
day's Globe, that in the matter of 
thé late rowdyism indulged in by the 
students of the University of Toron­
to, President Falconer has announced 
that no action will be taken by the 
authorities of the institution, infor­
mation on the affair being so meagre 
and vague that to search out the of­
fenders is a moral impossibility. We 
are perfectly aware that the position 
of the President is a trying and deli­
cate one, and we also agree with him 
in his thought that the student body 
generally is improving in the matter 
of conduct, but admitVng all this, 
there is sufficient in the offences of 
last week to make the Caput of the 
University pause and test their think­
ing and inventive powers to the ut­
most in order that a recurrence of 
the actions of the students of which 
complaint is made, may lie among the 
things at least highly improbable in 
future. ...

It chanced that in our notes of last 
week we ventured some remarks on 
“hazing” and as a remedy hinted that 
all other means being found unwork­
able, to close the mstitu.ion for a 
term, would not fail in carrying the 
lesson that there are certain com­
mandments in the college or univer­
sity that must not be violated. We 
acknowledge that this would be dras­
tic, but sometimes drastic measures 
are necessary. Most of the students 
at our University are there for the 
purpose of acquiring that knowledge 
whrai will put them in possession of 
certain scholastic credentials, which 
will be their passport to advance­
ment along the road of a business 
or professional career. In plain 
words their success here represents 
the means to attaining an every-day 
subsistence. This being so, the de­
lay of a term or, if necessary, a 
ybar, would be sufficient warning not 
only for Toronto, but for a continent, 
arid if students were apprised that a 
repetition of such inconsiderate 
pranks would meet with some such 
penalty, they would very soon cease. 
They have already been tolerated 
far beyond a reasonable point, or 
more truthfully, the reasonable point 
for their being never existed.

As was very properly pointed out 
by the Sunday World, referring to the 
occurrences of last week, a poor .nan
unable to obtain work and with a 
wife and family depending on him 
taUes a drink of milk from a bottle 
fornd on a door-step. He is immedi­
ately arrested, his case is made pub­
lic, ins wife and family,poor, frighten­
ed and miserable, are with him at 
the court; he is sentenced and “he 
leaves the court in the eyes of the 
law a criminal. Comparing this 
case with the work of the students, 
the Sunday World says. “Looking 
back over the incidents in Toronto 
during the last two weeks, we say 
frankly and fearlessly that there is 
very little Christianity in a family 
who would permit a man to be pun­
ished in the police court because he 
took a bottle of milk under condi­
tions such as related, and that when 
«Sending students again come before 
our police magistrate, they should be 
taught a lesson that would humili- 
tate them and keep others from fol­
lowing in their steps,” to all of 
which those who read the reports of 
the affairs of last week in the daily 
press will doubtless endorse the Sun­
day World to the fullest.

Miss Marie Cahill, who this week is 
playing at the Princess Theatre in 
this city, is an actress of whom the 
profession is everywhere proud, and 
moreover, she is a Catholic who in 
the stress and distraction of her pro­
fessional life never forgets the reli­
gion which nursed her childhood and 
now strengthens her in travelling the 
path along which many can find a 
growth of nothing but thorns. Like 
Irving, Miss Cahill seeks to elevate 
her profession, and like Mary Ander­
son, she sets a standard for woman­
liness which women not alone on the 
stage, but elsewhere, may copy with 
profit. Despite her busy life, which 
cannot have many hours for outside 
interests, the actress finds time to 
think of the women and girls whose 
life on the stage is not so fortunately 
placed as hers, whose talents are 
not so pronounced or recognized. 
These she helps by the home she has 
built in which recreation and recu­
peration may be achieved regardless 
of cost to all save the generous found­
er ...

Miss Cahill goes further than this; 
she is in a position to open a censor­
ship on at least a portion of the 
stage, and in that over which she 
has jurisdiction, her own company, 
she has revolutionized dress so that 
her chorus may now’ be enjoyed with­
out any objectionable feature forc­
ing itself upon a too long suffering 
public. In a letter to the Presi­
dent of the United States and to the 
Presidential and Vice-Presidential can­
didates. Miss Cahill draws attention 
to the vulgarities and indecencies 
that sometimes defile and disgrace the 
stage and particularly the vaudeville 
portion of it and asks for a commis­
sion with powers of censorship over 
the dramatic stage of America.

In this seeking to preserve the pub­
lic and particularly the youthful por­
tion of it. from the contamination of 
things pernicious, Miss Cahill is ex­
actly in line with Archbishop 
Bruchési of Montreal, who a short 
time ago asked for a censorship of 
the stage in that city.

for higher Education — Montreal 
Institution for Young Women 
Opened.

(Correspondence to Catholic Union 
and Times.)

Higher education for La tholic young 
ladies was formal!) inaugurated in 
Montreal on Thursday last. 1 be in­
augural ceremonies of the new colle­
giate institute for the higher educa­
tion of young women took lace in 
the vast ball of the mother-house of 
the Sisters of the Congregation No­
tre Dame, Sherbrooke street east, the 
elite of the city being present to 
witness the opening function. Those 
who have been inscribed foi the open­
ing classes, over forty in number, 
were present robed In white.

When the hall was completely filled 
the scene was an animated and im­
posing one. The chair was occupied 
by Rev. Canon Dauth, vice-rector of 
Laval, and he was surrounded by Can­
on Gauthier, rector of the Cathedral; 
Canon Roy, Messrs. Justices Mathieu, 
Loranger and Lafontaine, Rev. Ger­
ald McShane, parish priest of St. 
Patrick's, lieu. Boucher de la 

: Bruere, Minister of Education for the 
1 Province of Quebec; Dr. Rottot, Hon. 
Alphonse Desjardines, Hon. Louis 
Beaubien, Mr. John Hugh Semple, 
Catholic School Commissioner; Aid. 
Daniel Gallery, ex-Ald. Smith, Dr. 
Schmidt and many others. On the 
platform were seated the Reverend 
Sisters Marie Josephine, Ste. Ephra- 
sene, Ste. Anne Marie and Ste. Ag­
nes, while a very large representa­
tion of the Ladies of the Congrega­
tion throughout the city were also 
present.

i When Rev. Canon Gauthier had tak- 
’en the chair a cablegram was read 
from Cardinal Merry del Val convey­
ing the blessing of the Sovereign Pon­
tiff upon the new school of learning, 
its professors and its pupils, and also 
a telegram of congratulation from 
His Grace Archbishop Bruchési, who 
Is now in Lourdes. The rector of the 
cathedral then read a very finished 
address of welcome on behalf of the 
ladies who have the new institute in 
hand. He quoted Fenelon to show 
the status to which the woman of 
to-day should strive to attain. He 
compared the national university of 
Laval to the human heart, whose in­
tellectual pulsations influenced the 
entire body, and called upon the 
young ladies to show themselves equal 
to the expectations of those who have 
at heart this grand undertaking.

Addresses were read in English and 
French by Misses Gerin, I^joic and 
Cr ossa it, follow.-d by musical render­
ings by Misses Barbeau and Saucier.

F. I). Monk was then called upon 
and delivered a very brief address, 
which was a gem both as to form and 
matter. He traced the great change 
winch had taken place in the pub­
lic mind touching the higher educa­
tion of women, saying that the time 
had now come when women were 
considered the intellectual equals ol 
men and as this work of higher edu­
cation had been commenced by their 
sister university, he rejoiced that the 
Ladies of the Congregation had taken 
up the movement on behalf of the Ca­
tholics of this city and province. He 
also paid a very high tribute to the 
Congregation of Notre Dame, who 
were well worthy of the splendid mis­
sion which had been confided to their 
care. These ladies, he said, would so 
perfectly carry out the intentions of 
the promoters of the higher education 
of women that they would confer the 
greatest possible boon upon their 
race and country.

Pup’ls of Mount St. Mary’s then 
rendered "Le Chanson du Rouet,” and 
the xice-rector of I*aval rose to deliv­
er the dosing address. Rev. Canon 
Datith’s address was replete w ith ex­
cellent advice to the classes of the 
new institute. He declared that the 
true lady was one who could dis­
cuss the question of a good dinner 
with her cook with the same amount 
of intelligence as in discussing the 
affairs of the world in her drawing­
room with her visitors.

The direct less of the new institu­
tion is a very learned woman, Rev. 
Sister Ste. Anne, formerly superior­
ess of Mount St. Mary’s Convent. 

Anne will be mistress- 
general of tiie French section of the 
institute. The English section will 
be under the supervision of Rev. Sis­
ter Ste. Agnes, a prominent mem­
ber of the Congregation of Notre 
Dame. The teaching staff is a very 
strong one, the lecturers being chosen 
from the clergy, the judiciary and the 
medical profession.

IF YOU HAVK LOST YOUR GRIP.
Most of the people whom I have 

met who are down in the world, or 
talented people who are doing medi­
ocre work, have lost their grip. And 
what does that mean'*

It means that they have lost confi­
dence in themselves. No man loses 
his grip until he loses faith in him­
self.

The grip and confidence of most 
people follow their moods. If their 
courage is i.p, if they feel well, their 
grip is firmer; but the moment they 
get a little discouraged, or have i 
fit of the “blues,” they lose their 
grip, and are soon ’way down.

Now, the well trained man pays 
very little attention to his moods, 
except to show them that he intends 
to be master, that he does not pro­
pose to throw away a good day’s 
work just because he does not happen 
to be in the right mood. When he 
goes to his office or store in the 
morning, he goes there determined to 
do a solid day’s work, to give his 
best; and the result is that, after 
awhile, moods have very little to do 
with him. After he has conquered 
them a few times, and shown him­
self master of his mental conditions, 
his mind falls into line with his re­
solution.

People who rrc victims of their 
moods never amount to much, be­
cause they are never masters of them­
selves. They never know when they 
start out in the morning whether they 
arc going to do a day s work or not. 
If they “feel like it,” they will; if 
they do not, both the quantity and 
the quality of their work will be low­
ered.

People who are victims of their 
moods are weaklings. They simply 
go along the line of least resistance. I 
know a writer who says he never 
knows in the morning whether he is 
going to do any effective work that 
day or not, because he can do good 
work only when the Muse says the 
word, and he never knows when it 
will come to him. It may come in 
the dead of nig) t, and then he gets 
up and rushes for dear life until the 
spell is gone.

That is a confession of weakness, 
a confession that a man is not his 
own master, but that he is subject to 
some mysterious force or passion 
which comes and goes without any 
regularity, which is governed by no 
principle.

Moody people ought to be very care­
ful about their living habits They 
should be regular about everything— 
their meals, their sleep, their exercise 
and their work. The condition of the 
health has everything to do with 
moods, and there is no other thing 
that will contribute so much to ro­
bust health as absolu.e regularity.

The mental attitude has a great 
deal to do with the moods. If you 
approach your work with the spirit of 
a master, if you go to it as a con-f 
queror, with a determination to ac­
complish what you undertake at all 
hazards, and keep at your work no 
matter how you feel, you will be sur­
prised to sec how quickly you will 
master your mental condition.

What object is more pitiable than 
that of a healthy, strong, well-edu­
cated young man whining about the 
hard times, or the lack of opportun­
ity in this land which is so packed 
with chances? In what other coun­
try, or at what other time in the 
history of the world, were the times 
better or the opportunities greater?

Tens of thousands of young people 
in this country try to excuse them­
selves for their failure to do some­
thing worth while by saying that it 
is the ftult of society, that it is due 
to economic conditions to the fact 
that a few good-for-nothing idlers get 
all the money and all the good things

while the many do all the work and 
beat all the burdens.

Young men idle away their lives, 
waiting for something to turn up, 
for somebody to boost them; while 
other boys with half their chance, 
educate and lift themselves out of 
poverty. The veriest nonsense that 
ever entered a youth’s head is that 

' the good chances are in the past, that 
somebody must help him or be can 
never start.

Her children were sad1 y used to hun­
ger for their bodily food; they be­
came more sadly accustomed tc hun­
ger for the food of the soul. The 
fasting that St. Patrick handed down 
to them as a ch tracte ristlc observ­
ance of his children was supplement­
ed by the involuntary fastings of pov­
erty and famine, and by the yet more 
mysterious dispensation that deprived 
them, save at rue and uncertain in- 
tenals, of the Lrcad of Life. Thanks 
be to God, those days are past, but 
the customs that had taken root in 
the hearts of the people during them 
were not so easily eradicated. It 
was natural that a conseivative race 
should he slow to change religious 
observances that had stood the brunt 
of those dark and evil days, and this 
miy he held to be the chief reason 
why, up to comparatively recent 
yeais, we find that the frequent re­
ception of the Sacraments did not, 
as a rule, prevail in Catholic Ireland. 
Under the happier circumstances,how­
ever, of later times the Irish have not 
been slow in responding to the Eu­
charistic invitations of the Holy See. 
Throughout the land the lamps of 
the sanctuaries have been relighted, 
and the Communion rails are throng­
ed.
I The ecclesiastical ordinance, ancient 
in its spirit, new in its definite in­
structions, that in the early spring 
of lflOti came as a happy surprise to 
the Catholic world, found in Ireland 
customs and tiaditions which had 
rooted and grown up in times of ad- 
veisity, but it also found amongst 
the faithful people a keen and deli­
cate love for the Most Blessed Eu­
charist, and a loyal devotion to the 
Holy See. Half a century ago the 
Sacramental opportunities of which 
the pious laity of Ireland largely and 
to a very great extent exclusively 
availed, were the Christmas and East­
er “Stations.” Outside those “Sta­
tions’’ there were of course many 
Communions, and in the larger towns 
even frequent Communions, but for 
the majority—the large majority — 
the Christmas and Easter Commun­
ions were the Sacraments of the year. 
They were received under conditions 
so impressive and unique that it is 
necessary to enter into some detail.

The “station house” may be said 
to be the “domestica ecclesia” of 
which St. Paul speaks Twice a 
year, rt Christmas time and at East­
er time, the country home is prepar­
ed for the coming of the Divine Visit­
or. Within and without it is cleans­
ed and reverently set in order *or 
this greatest of honors and of bless­
ings. The priest is always the fath­
er of his flock, but it would be hard 
to imagine circumstances more calcu­
lated to bring home to him and to 
his spiritual children thr swee. reali­
ties of bis sacerdotal fatherhood The 
roomy "kitchen," as the larger cham­
ber of the simple home is generally 
called, has been prepared for Holy
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Mass. The watts, often evtn thr roof 
beams, arc snor y white, gleaming me­
tal, sparkling glass and china, tell 
what loving hands have done to show 
their hum ole reverence. The homely 
table is the “mensa” of this “domes- 
tira ecclesia,” and altar-stone and 
altar-cloths, crucifix and lighted wax 
candles, and all the other rubrical 
essential* for the Holy Sacrifice, are 
duly arrayed. Reverently grouped 
around their priest, kneeling on the 
rude floor, the worshippers join w ith < 
him in the great Act. The time for 
Communion comes, the Bread of Life 
1-' distributed. Little children whose 
happy day has not vet come look on 
with longing eyes. The priest passes 
them by now, but it will not always 
be so. In the same places their fa- 
theis and grandfathers had knelt as 
children, knelt and waited. It is 
Hope looking on at Faith and Love. 
The Mass is over, priest and people 
make thanksgiving together, and in 
another hour the simple house has re­
sumed its usual appearance But the 
place has been sanctified, and t.l : 1 
blessing clings When at night the 
household again gathers there for lhi»i 
Rosary, the memory of the morning’s 
Blessing hangs like the fragrance of 
incense round the spot, and that 
nightly Rosary goes on until the 
blessing comes again. What wonder 
that such homes were loved with a 
holy love, and that even their ruins, 
too sadly numerous in the land,should 
be regarded with veneration and their 
demolition resented as a kind of sacri­
lege? T 1e “station” has been dwelt 
on because it explains why the Christ­
mas and Easter Communions in Ire­
land had such a hold of the people 
who were bound to them with “cords 
oi Adam.” But the “station house” 
is now tho exception not the rul»; 
parish Sacraments are easily receiv­
ed, but it may be gathered from 
what has preceded that Christmas 
and Easter Communions had a hold 

: on the Irish heart and imagination 
that it was not casv to loosen.
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When sodalities and eonfrater lities 
arose the number of Communions at 
once increased. A younger genera­
tion grew up happy in their in­
heritance of the old Faith and n the 
new opportunities that made its 
practice easy and its profession free. 
And though year by tear the popula­
tion decreased, year by year the num­
ber of Communions grew, though it 
was the vounger men and women who 
emigrated, leaving behind them those 
who had grown up under the old tra­
dition.

Statistics were here quoted, pro­
minent among which were: Marlbor­
ough street parish in Dublin, where 
in the three principal churches tjie to­
tal Communions of each month aver­
age 42,000, an increase of more than 
21 per cent, since the Decree, Limer­
ick Diocese with a Catholic popula­
tion of 123,000 and a total last year 
of 818,000 Communions. Cork City 
with a monthly average in the five 
parish churches of 20,000. Belfast, 
Armagh, the religious churches in ev­
ery part of the country, Galway, 
Thurles, Carlow, Waterford, Tuam, 
Nenagli. Mar y boro, and many others, 
all showing a steady, and many a 
very rapid, increase in the number of 
frequent Communions. Daily Com­
munion is the rule in all the religious 
Communities, and the young of both 
sexes are being encouraged to move 
in the same direction. The future 
lies with them, and we may without 
presumption hope that in those lives 
advancing now to .nanhopd and to 
womanhood we mar see our Holy Fa­
ther’s wish realize, and the Catholic 
population of Ireland “renewed in 
Christ.”

Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lends In Manitoba, SeskaV 
crewen and Alberta, excepting g end 
1'j, not reserved, may be homestead 
ed oy any person who Is the sole heed 
of a family, or any male over 11 
years of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section trf 160 acres, more or

Application for entry muet be made 
in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the land is 
sltunte. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, moth­
er, eon, daughter, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the homestead duties under one 
of the following plane:

(1) At least six .ninths' residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(1) A homesteader may, If be so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty

nacres in extent, in the vicinity 
is homestead. Joint ownership 
in land will not meet this reqi ire­
nient.

i (S) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up­
on a homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader may 
perform his own residence duties by 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term “vicinity” in tbs two 
preceding paragraphs is defined as 
meaning not mon than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive of the width 
of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteader intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on 'arming land own­
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion Lands at Otta va, of intention 
to apply tor patent.

The Birthday of Archbishop Ireland
In an editorial commenting on the 

seventieth birthday of Archbishop Ire­
land, which occurred September 11, 
the St. Haul Dispatch says:

“There is something almost of au­
dacity in publishing to the world the 
fact that on Friday of the past week 
Archbishop John Ireland became sev­
enty; that on Wednesday of the pres­
ent week Mr. James J. Hill becomes 
seventy.

"We do not venture the audacity of 
saying that these two men become 
‘seventy years old,’ nor that they be­
come ‘three score years and ten,’ nor 
anything else of misleading chronolo­
gical quality which would intimate 
that these men are having anything 
more than one birthday in a sequence 
of birthdays. The fact is of the fin­
al essence of wonder when it is seen 
that these two men, the great Arch­
bishop and the great railroad mag­
nate, have become seventy without 
one word to the world. Ordinarily a 
man asks permission of the world to 
become seventy; even such extraordin­
ary men as Mark Twain and Aljernon 
Swinburne appear before the public 
at three score > ears .and ten, and ask, 
or their friends ask, longer considera­
tion. And such men as George Mere­
dith and Leo Tolstoi almost appear 
to apologize for becoming eighty 
years old. We do not expect that 
John Ireland or James Hill will so 
consult the public. They do not to­
day; they will not to-morrow. _

"No two men ever did a greater 
share in the world’s work, and no 
two men in the world are at the mo­
ment capable of doing a greater 
share of the world’s woric. There is 
a superb audacity in Time, that it 
should write these men down at sev­
enty. There is a more siperb auda­
city in the men who d) not defy 
Time, but who ignore it. Wv doubt 
if they are conscious to-day that they 
are seventy, any more than is the 
great public of the world which re­
gards them as two of the most po­
tent citizens of the world.

"To the Northwest these birthdays 
must come with the greatest 'ven­
der. For John Ireland and «.ames 
Hill made this Northwest."

Archbishop Ireland both mentally 
and physically appears to be in the 
prime of life. His hair has long been 
gray, and there are furrows in his 
forehead, but the casual observer 
would not guess his age at more than 
sixty. He attributes his good health 
largely to his regular habits. His 
life is as simple and unostentatious 
as it is possible tj make it. When at 
home he arises every morning at 5 
o’clock, and the two hours from that 
time until 7 devotes to his devotions. 
At 7.30 he breakfasts with the mem­
bers of his household. The breakfast 
hour over, he retires to his study, 
runs over the morning papers, sum­
mons his secretary, and begins the la­
bors of the dav. No matter relating 
to the charitable, religious, educa­
tional or other activities of his dio­
cese is too trivial to receixe his per­
sonal attention. His capat. for 
work is wonderful. The hours 
from 2 to t in the afternoon lie us­
ually spends in his office at the Ca­
thedral. The evening meal is served 
shortly after 6, and the hours there­
after till 9 are given over to study 
and work of other character He 
retires about 10 o’clock each night 
and sleeps almost uniformly seven 
hours

there is not the least jolting or sense 
of headlong rapidity. As the train 
rushes on its way from Holyhead, 
some fine glimpses of Welsh moun­
tain scenery present themselves. Ad­
mirable specimens of railway engin­
eering are also of frequent oc­
currence, especially on that part of 
the road running through the Island 
of Anglesea. Of these the most not­
able is the famous Menai Bridge, 
which crosses the strait of that 
name, and ranks with the Forth 
Bridge and similar structures as one 
of the great railway enterprises of 
the world.

The course of the railway for many 
miles from Holyhead skirts the sea, 
and beautiful stretches of beach, bor­
dered with fine promenades and pros­
perous rows of terraced mansions, 
proclaiming that they are fashionable 
watering places, occur in frequent suc­
cession. As the borders of England 
are approached the rugged pictures­
queness of Wales gives place to the 
rich, soft, gently-undulating beauty 
characteristic of the Midland counties 
of England through which the rail­
way passes diagonally. The glimpse 
caught of English countrx scenery 
from the train windows gave the im­
pression of great productiveness of 
soil, whilst the large, airy, and in 
some cases imposing farmhouses, be­
spoke the prosperity of thei owners. 
The typical English farmer is evi­
dently a well-housed individual, who 
takes a pride in raising fine stock 
and keeping his fences trim and in 
good condition. His acres are many 
and his purse well filled. In these 
respects he differs considerably from 
his brothers of the soil in Ireland. 
In this latter country agriculture is 
practical!1' the only industry in at 
least three provinces. Hence there 
is in Ireland a land hunger. Exorbi­
tant prices will be given and exorbi­
tant rents paid for a little bit of 
land, because possession of it is prac­
tically the only way of making a 
living. This threw into the hands of 
the landlords a power of levying toll 
of which they were not slow to take 
advantage.

In England conditions were very dif­
ferent. Manufactures and commerce 
were the mainstay of that country. 
There was not the same dependence 
on the land or the same keen compe­
tition for its possession, and conse­
quently not the same chance of cre­
ating small holdings and exacting 
rack rents. Add to this that the 
landlords were not, as in Ireland, 
for the most part alien in race and 
religion and monopolists of all power, 
and the superior comfort and we. NI. 
and trimness of English farming LIo 
are easy of explanation. At the 
same time there is in England,though 
not to the same extent as in Ireland, 
a lack of cultivation of the soil which 
contrasts unfavorably with agricul­
tural conditions in other countries.

The preponderance of urban over 
country life in England cannot fail 
to strike even the observer who lias 
only the opportunity of a passing 
glance from a train. England is a 
country of cities. The number of 
these, to the visitor from the com­
paratively sparsely settled New 
World, is astounding. Almost every 
railway station by its amplitude 
and the number of its tracks, seems 
to be the centre of a great hive of 
industry. Of this your correspondent 
had ocular demonstration while day­
light lingered (he was travelling in 
the evening), and after darkness ga­
thered the multitude of twinkling 
lights through which the train shot 
at frequent intervals showed that the 
procession of cities grew thicker 
rather than thinner as London was ap­
proached. At length, after passing 
through what seemed an interminable 
succession of streets, the Angrlus 
party found themselves in the im­
mense Euston Street Station, to some 
of them the first introduction to the 
vastness of London.

Vastness! this word expresses the 
most vivid impression produced on 
your correspondent by his first sight 
of London. The boundless ocean of 
houses lows its#lf in ihe horizon on 
every side. Ocean-like, too, is the 
roai of the tide of traffic sweeping 
through its streets. And suggestive 
of the mists of ocean is the pall ' of 
smoke which ever hangs over the 
city, out of which its spires and 
columns and chimneys, rising dimly 
away to the horizon haze, serve to 
accentuate its immens'tv and to give 
it a veil of mystery. Probably the 
most impressive view of lamdon can

be obtained from the top of some 
spire or column, to which ascent can 
be made for the payment of a small 
fee. From this elevation the sea­
like, misty immensity of the place 
can be best felt, and also the dark 
secrets, the fierce struggle fur exist­
ence, the wrecks which are enshroud­
ed beneath that veil of smoke as in 
the dark bosom of the deep.

In harmony with its vastness is 
the tremendous tide of trailic which 
pours through its streets. From 
earl) morning to late at night its 
mam thoroughfares are literally 
crammed with a hurrying mass of hu­
manity on foot, ou double-deck busses 
drawn by horses or electricity, or 
tram cais, hansoms, vehicles of all 
kinds. Talk about the rush of the 
New World! Your correspondent 
never knew what unceasing rush was 
until he saw London streets and par­
ticularly London Bridge.

There are, however, certain fea­
tures, associated with rusli on this 
continent, that are gratifyingly ab­
sent in London. One of these is 
disregard of human life. Considering 
the immense volume of traffic that 
pouis through its streets, London en­
joys a wonderful immunity from ac­
cidents. Vehicles are not allowed 
to proceed at a break-neck pace. The 
wheels of tramcars arc covered in so 
that it would he impossible fur any­
one to be crushed beneath their 
wheels. And then there is the ever­
present policeman, quick to perceive 
any danger of congestion and ready 
to bring the tide ol traffic to a stand­
still until the way ahead is safe. 
Again and again a companion from 
the United States remarked to me as 
we passed alv'.g tee streets of Liver­
pool and afterwards of London: “They 
have a regard for human life here. 
The contrast between these cities and 
those of his own land in this respect 
seemed to strike him forcibly.

Another feature usually associated 
in our New World with rush and 
gratifyingly absent in London, is dis­
order. An observant American vis­
itor to that city on being asked what 
most impressed him there, declared 
that it was to see traffic brought to 
a dead stop on London Bridge by the 
wave of a policeman’s hand. Your 
correspondent was forcibly reminded 
of this remark by a scene he wit­
nessed opposite the offices of Messrs. 
Cook and Son at Ludgate Circus, one 
afternoon. This is one of the very 
busiest parts of London, and it was 
at the busiest hour of the day. A 
tremendous volume of traffic was roll­
ing down towards St. Haul’s. Sud­
denly some team stumbled in front. 
In an instant a policeman planted 
himself in the middle of the thorough­
fare and stretched out his right arm. 
At once vehicles were brought to a 
standstill with the rapidity of u 
regiment of cavalry standing in lin«* 
at a bugle call. There was no im­
patience, no calling to the “bobby” 
to get out of the way. Everyone ac­
cepted his judgment without the least 
sign of ill-immor.

With this instance of the law-and- 
order spirit of the Londoner I con­
clude this letter. In my next I in­
tend to invite your readers to visit 
with me some of London’.; famous 
shrines, religious and historical.

Both are students of the 
Seminary of Ottawa University and 
officiated for the first time in the Ba- 
'silica last Sunday. Archbishop Du­
hamel officiated at the ordination 
ceremony.

The congregation of local Italian 
Catholics which for some time has 
been conducted in the Murray Street 

i Chapel by Rev. Father Fortune of 
the Capuchin Ordei, was recently vis­
ited by Archbishop Duhamel, who pre­
sided at High Mass and delivered a 
sermon in English. The new congre­
gation, although but established for a 
short time, has prugr« „ed rapidly, a 
week’s mission held recently proving 
quite successful.

Manual training in the Entrance 
classes of the Separate Schools has 
been decided upon and the six En­
trance classes will in future spend an 
hour each week in this instruction. 
It will be taught in the Normal 
School by Mr. J. S. Hartcrre at the 
expense of the Government. Next 
year it is expected that manual train­
ing will be taken up in each of the 
schools rather than in the Normal in­
stitution.

St. Francis' School, which has just 
been completed, was formal!) blessed 
by Archbishop Duhamel. In addition 
to a large number of parishioners 
there were present Mgr. Roy, Aux­
iliary Bishop of Quebec; Rev. Canons 
Sloan and Michael, ai,H Rev. Fathers 
Myrand of St. Anne’s and I.alonde and 
Ivbeau of the Basilica. Many stu­
dents from the I.iguorian College of 
the Redempturist Order were also pre­
sent. The new school, which will he 
under the direction oi the Grey Nuns 
Community, contains five classes arid 
will provide accommodation for oxer 
two hundred pupils.

The plans for the monument to be 
erected un Grosse Isle, near Quebec, 
by the Ancient Order uf Hibernians, 
have been submitted to Ihe National 
Committee of the Order for approval. 
It is c\|Hx'ted that the monument, 
which will be in commemoration of 
the twelve hundred Irish emigrants 
who are buried there, will be formally 
dedicated during next July. On that 
occasion efforts will bv made to make 
the event the greatest ever held by 
lrish-Canadians. It is likely that 
excursions will bv arranged from 
many points throughout Canada and 
the United States.

St. Theresa’s Day was celebrated 
with much festivity in the Water 
Street Convent, xxhen an excellent 
literary and musical programme was 
carried out. It was also the sixty- 
first anniversary of the entry of tlie 
Mother Superior, Sister St Theresa, 
into the Grey Nuns' Community. Sis­
ter St. Theresa occupied the seat of 
honor on the platform during the en­
tertainment and was heartily congra­
tulated by Very Rev. Canon Sloan 
and Rev. Father Cornelicr, on having 
reached the advanced anniversary in 
good health after so many years’ ac­
tivity in the Community, the pro­
gramme of entertainment included 
several operettas by the pupils, who 
won much favorable comment by 
their musical and dramatic skill. Poe­
tic greetings to Sister St. Theresa 
were recited by Miss L. Dupuis in 
French and by Hiss L. Mutidx in 

; English. At the conclusion a large 
bouquet of flowers was presented to 
the Mother Superior. Among those 
present were Very Rev. Canon Sloan 
and Rev. Fathers Dewe, Fallon, Sher-

LONDON’S CATHOLICITY
London, Oct. 8th, 1908.

The chief event in Catholic London 
this week has been a fitti. g pendant 
to the Eucharistic Congress, form­
ing as it does, the link which binds 
together the comely Church in Eng­
land oi to-day with that sad, silent 
figure, worn out by persecution and 
spiritual .starvation, which was all 
that survived at the commencement 
of the last century as the outcome of 
two hundred and fifty years of dili­
gent persecution This event was 
the Centenary anniversary celebra­
tion of the opening uf a little church 
built by the French Emigres of the 
Revolution, in what was then the 
delectable village of Somers Town, 
but is now a shabby neighborhood, 
dominated hv three great railway 
stations, whose quiet eottage rows 
have degenerated into slums, whose 
fields and gardens are no more, like 
tlie distinguished and devoted men 
and women who out of their own af­
fliction were to bring peace and joy 
to the hearts of many in this land.

His Grace Archbishop Bourne, 
preaching at the High Mass in this 
little Church of St. Aloysius last 
Sunday, pointed out that it was to 
the French Revolution that in the 
mysterious providence of God we 
owed the revival of the faith in 
this land. This quaint, shabby little 
edifice, with its meeting house exter­
ior, and its old-fashioned galleries, 
and humble efforts at decoration, was 
practically the first Catholic Church 
to be opened in the Metropolis after 
the penal days—the seven others 
which then existed being, with but 
one exception, Embassy chapels. For 
five and twenty year6, in this quiet 
spot Benediction of the Blessed Sa­
crament took place twice a week, be­
fore any other London church at­
tempted to gather a congregation for 
the beautiful rite. Here, too, were 
baptized many men who are now dis­
tinguished priests oi prelates, some 
of them with a reputation for learn­
ing which stretches beyond the con­
fines of these islands. One such is 
Dum Aidan Gasquet, the mitred Ab­
bot of the English Benedictines, who 
was t 1m* special preacher for the even­
ing. ana in his erudite and interest­
ing survey of this period, which Car­
dinal Newman so well called i > • 
“second spring," he gave some 
charming reminiscences of his own 
youth in the parish. Ilis father. Dr. 
Gasquet, was one uf the actual re­
fugees who formed the French colony 
to which the church owes its exist­
ence, and this good man often took 
his son to visit one or other of the 
•moi French priests who eked out 
their scanty means by teaching fenc­
ing, the classics, etc., or, as in the 
ease of one aged Father, growing in 
these tiny village gardens, French 
salads for the tables of the rich. All 
honor is due to the English Govern­
ment of that day, who at a time 
when hatred of the Catholic faith and 
all connected with it, was much 
more widel) spread than it at pres­
ent is, gave hospitality to over 3,000 
priest sc and generously made to each 
an allowance of 35 s. a month. The 
name of a man whose works of char­
ity and piety have made him memor­
able in the annals of France, is in­
dissolubly linked with this little 
edifice, built at a cost of £4,0(10 in 
the' year 1808—the Abbe Carron. With 
a faith that did indeed move moun­
tains, this good priest exiled from his 
own land, set to work without means 
and at the commencement very few 
friends, first to aid his fellow suf­
ferers, and later to do something for 
the country which had given them 
shelter and sympathy in their afflic­
tion. Hv collected and spent in 
works of mercy over £100,000 before 
he returned to France after a period 
of fifteen years, at the end 
of which he was so pour that he 
had to appeal to his little flock of 
Somers Town to assist him to pay his 
passage home. Well did these sad 
exiles repay the hospitality offered 
them in adversity. They left be­
hind them a home inhabited by a 
Guest Whose Presence was to influ­
ence and to bless, and Whose homes 
were speedily to increase in number 
and in worthiness until, a hundred 
years later, He should receive in His 
own Palace of Westminster the dele­
gates of the whole Catholic world, 
come, like the kings of old, to lay 
their homage at His feet

Before it closed I paid a visit to the 
Hungarian Exhibition at Earl’s 
Court, Which has been nobly strug­
gling during the season against the 
all-powerful attractions of the Wl ite 
City. It was certainly a pity that 
there should have been two such in­
teresting expositions taking the field 
at the same time, for the Hungarian 
was well worth that undivided atten­
tion which it would have received 
were it not for the colossal expres­
sion of the Entente Cordial which so 
fascinated the British public. While 
there are many features which are the 
same at all our Exhibitions and 
which are not distinctive of the 
country represented, there were suf­

ficient glimpses of scenic and artistic 
Hungary, to make one register a vow 
that if Fate was kind, some far off 
day of leisure should see one gazing 
from one of the many bridges that 
span the beautiful and romantic Dan­
ube, at the twin cities which lise Is 
graceful terraces on either bank and 
form the capital of this land of the 
ezigane and the magyar—Budapeste.

Very wonderful were the embroider­
ies exhibited within the walls of the 
Hungarian street, where during the 
last few days, picturesque peasant 
costumes, wonderful scarfs and grace­
ful head-dresses could be bought for 
a mere song. Here, too, were exhib­
ited the peasant interiors of the dif­
ferent districts, most of the rooms 
gay with color, from the half dozen 
vari-colored matresses piled one upon 
another on the high bedsteads to the 
gorgeously decorated wooden tables 
and dressers and the brightly painted 
designs on the pottery ware. Indeed 
the vivid and strong life of restless 
Hungary is excellently typified by her 
arts and crafts. In the gallery of 
paintings, we find her artists have an 
intense love of sunlight in their pic­
tures, and a more than common skill 
in depicting that delicate golden 
gossamer radiance which can weave 
such exquisite patterns upon leaves 
and grasses and even bring out un­
dreamed of beauties in the common 
place corners of a city’s streets. In 
the building devoted to Budapeste it­
self were some marvellous examples 
of the Potter’s art, glorious with col­
ors heaped in rich profusion on vase 
and bowl such as an enamel list would 
spend frantic hours over the furnace 
to get just one little speck of, large 
enough for the centre of a broach. 
One paused long before that fascin­
ating statue of “The Unknown." 
Upon a stone bench, in eternal con­
templation, sits a figure into which 
the sculptor has conveyed a sense of 
loneliness and something of awe. In 
cowl and gown he gazes down upon 
the city, his face hidden in shadow— 
the early monkish chronicler of the 
days of the nation’s youth. And the 
city herself, with her noble buildings, 
half eastern in their beauty, her mag­
nificent monuments to her heroes, her 
glorious Cathedral of St. Stephen, 
lier fair and stately river, her ter­
raced walks and gardens, is certainly 
a lovely and romantic Princess with 
something of legend and fairy linger­
ing about her. among the gracious 
queens of European capitals.

A remarkable echo uf the recent 
Scottish pilgrimage to Lourdes comes 
from tlie North. Unable to make the 
pilgrimage, a young girl who had foi 
some years suffered with hip disease, 
which had gradually reduced her to 
two crutches, was promised special 
remembrance at Our Lady's shrine by 
a number of tin fortunate pilgrims, 
while she joined in spirit with them 
at home. A week or two after tlie 
return of the pilgrimage, the sufferer 
began suddenly to feel an unusual ac­
cession of strength and to the sur­
prise of her doctor ai.J friends xvas 
able to dispense with one of her 
crutches. The improvement continued 
in such a rapid and marked degree 
that the young girl is now able to 
go about the little Scottish town 
where she lives, aided only by a walk­
ing stick. Such is the far-reaching 
power of Our Lady of Lourdes.

Much sympathy goes out to the 
Duchess of Norfolk, who has just lost 
her father, Lord Herries, who died af­
ter a short illness, at the commence­
ment of the present week The Dueli- 
ess of Norfolk now becomes Baroness 
Herries in her own right, the Scot­
tish title descending in the female 
line, while the English title becomes 
extinct, there being no male heir. 
The Duchess is the fourth Uatholic 
peeress in her own right, and it is 
possible that the title will descend to 
her little daughter, as her son al­
ready possesses and is heir apparent 
to some of the noblest titles in the 
three Kingdoms.

The latest of the numerous Con­
gresses which have been agitating a 
mild interest in various sections of 
the public since the ;,~eat Eucharistic 
gathering, is ihe Protestant Church 
Congress, which met at Manchester 
this week The Anglican Bishop of 
that See has drawn down the oblo­
quy of the Low Church party upon 
himself by his very proper refusal to 
allow Kensite junior to speak at the 
Albert Hall Manchester meeting, thus 
showing the view he takes of these 
unlicensed, bigoted and disreputable 
exponents of the Church of England 
as by law established. Certainly 
any person who reviewed calmly and 
dispassionately the two assemblies, 
tliak of the Protestant Church of the 
country, and that of the Eucharistic 
( ongress, must have been struck bv 
the dissension which the very first 
meeting of the former called forth,— 
when one thousand of those present 
left the hall as a protest against the 
statement of a learned professor who 
characterized St. Paul’s teaching as 
to sin and death as quite antiquated 
and utterly unacceptable, aod ".cofled 
at the old Protestant watchward 
“The Bible and the Bible only" — 
while on looking back at the latter,

the dominant note of perfect unity 
still fills its atmosphere with exqui­
site harmony, untainted by the jarr-, 
ing notes of doubt and dissension.

PILGRIM.

The Pope’s appointment of Lord 
Denbigh as representative in England 
of the Order of the Holy Sepulchre,

I is an evidence of the high favor in 
which this important peer is held in 
Rome. The late Earl Denbigh was 
converted to the Church, and the pre­
sent earl married into the Catholic 
family of Clifford of Chudleigh, which 
has given several nuns—sisters of La­
dy Denbigh—to the Church.

Mass at Six o’Clock in the Evening.
Rev. A. M. Barbier, rector of St. 

Vincent do Paul’s Church, New Or­
leans, who lias 1 ern spending the sum­
mer in his native France, writes for 
the New Orleans Morning Star an in­
teresting account of the magnificent 
celebration held at Lourdes this year 
in honor of the Golden Jubilee of the 
miraculous apparition to Bernadette 
Soubirous. A feature of the celebra­
tion, as readers of the daily papers 
will remember, was the unique and 
unprecedented celebration of Mass at 
6 o’clock in the evening.

Father Barbier says that 70,000 pil­
grims from all portions of France 
thronged the city of Lourdes during 
the festival. Every night they 
would gather before the Grotto pil­
grimage by pilgrimage, and over the 1
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hills and vales, far beyond the lofty 
rocks of Massabielle could be heard 
their voices united in the singing o! 
the “Credo," "I Believe in God." 
It was the answer ol France, true, 
traditional Catholic France, to the 
hideous mockery of a once noble na­
tion which the present infamous gov­
ernment is holding up to the world

“No," says Father Barbier, 
“F’rance, Catholic France, is not 
dead! A nation is not even on the 
verge of death, when she ca.. show to 
the world such vitality, such energy, 
and such powerful and indestructible 
zeal and apostlcship and such devo­
tion to the faith as was evidenced 
during the great celebration which has 
just passed into history."

At 10 o’clock each morning there 
was a Solemn Pontifical Mass in the 
magnificent church which crowns xhe 
cave, and which was far too small to 
accommodate the multitude.

T'ie people knelt on the green sward 
on the river hanks and on the moun­
tain sides. As far as the eye could 
reach there was one dense mass of 
humanity all kneeling with faces up­
turned towards the wonderful grotto 
where fitty tears ago the groat Queen 
of Heaven and earth showed such fa­
vor to a pure and innocent child.

Every day at 3 o’clock during the 
solemn Triduur.., the Vespers were 
chanted in the open air; a sermon 
was delivered by one of the duly ap­
pointed bishops, and the great pro­
cession of the Blessed Sacrament took 
place. Every day the sick were 
brought to the Giotto and bathed 
in the miraculous waters, and each 
day recorded some wondrous miracle 
wrought through the intercession of 
Mary Immaculate

F’athcr Barbier was the eye-wit­
ness to the great miracle when a 
woman blind from birth had her 
sight restored by bathing her eyes 
with the wonderful water of Lourdes. 
"What a glorious vision," says he, 
“was that which greeted her eyes as 
she opened them for the first time 
upon the world There was the mag­
nificent church, the hundreds of lights, 
the kneeling multitude; God's beauti­
ful heavens above and His lovely 
world around, and every heart paying 
homage to Him Who had so blessed 
mankind in IPs precious gift of Mary 
Immaculate."

The great festival closed on Julv
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16th, the anniversary of the last ap- 
porition day. Not a cloud oversha­
dowed the sky, not a single accident 
in that immense gathering of people 
marred the beautiful fete. Every 
house in Lourdes was decorated with 
the colors of the Blessed Virgin, ex­
cept the government offices. Every 
window and portal was garlanded 
with flowers, and the road which led 
to the Grotto was a veritable path­
way of flowers, waving banners, and 
arches from which the colors of Mary 
Immaculate floated. Lourdes was in­
deed “The City of Mary,” so beau­
tiful and fair that even the inf del of­
ficers of the F’rench Government felt 
their hearts touched by the zeal and 
devotion of the populace. All night 
the mountain sides were thronged 
with people, all night the praises of 
God resounded in the churches. With 
the first rats of the rising sun the 
fit> of Lourdes turned toward the 
Grotto. The pilgrim throng was aug­
mented by the arrival of over 6,000 
from Italy, under the guidance of 
Msgr. Mander, and presided over by 
his Excellency Msgr. Grasselli, Arch­
bishop of Viterbo, who was delegated 
by our Holy Father Pope Pius X. to 
celebrate the Mass of 6 o’clock in the 
evening which had been especially au­
thorized by tlie Pope to commemor­
ate the day and the hour of the eigh­
teenth or last apparition of the Bless­
ed Virgin to Bernadette.

With Msgr. Grasselli came a great 
number of bishops and priests. They 
proceeded at once to the Grotto, 
around which it was almost impos­
sible to pass, so great was the 
throng. At 10 o’clock Mass was cele­
brated by His Eminence, Cardinal An- 
ririeti, who was especially delegated 
to represent Pope Pius X.

At 5.30 o’clock all the bishops and 
clergy repaired to the Grotto for the 
Mass at 6 o'clock. It was a privil­
ege without precedent. Msgr. Gras 
se'li. Archbishop of Viterbo, of the 
Order of F’riars Minor, representing 
our Holy Father the Pope, officiated. 
The sermon was delivered by Msgr 
Schoepfer, Bishop of Tarbes, in whose 
diocese is located the city of Lourdes.

The scene in and around the Grotto 
surpasses any attempt at description. 
As far as the eye could reach stretch­
ed the great sea of human faces. The 
fields and gardens and hillsides, the 
banks of the Gave, the road to Pan, 
the heights on which stands the 
Church of Carmel, seemed to have 
been turned into one vast amphithea­
ter, and yet there was not a sound, 
not a whisper, as the great Sacrifice 
of the Mass proceeded. All were 
wrapped in the great thought of the 
mystery that was being celebrated. 
At the close of the Mass the “Mae- 
nificat" and the "Te Deum" were 
sung. Mgr. Schoepfer then mount­
ed the pulpit and in a few brief words 
told of the eighteenth apparition of 
the Blessed Virgin to Bernadette at 
that very hour. His Eminence.Car- 
dinal Andrieu, then gave the Papal 
Pcnediction.

At 8'ciock in the evening the city 
of Lourdes seemed to be aiiatnc. There 
was not a house, not a place of busi­
ness, not a hamlet that was not il­
luminated. The scene was one of sur­
passing splendor. The entire city, as 
if by concerted action, offered this 
magnificent demonstration of failli 
and honor to Our Lady of Lourdes. 
The Cardinal, the Archbishops and 
Bishops made itie tour of the city In 
carriages and admired the illumina­
tions. Everywhere they paused they 
were greeted with cheers by the 
crowds. At 0 o’clock every one re­
paired again to the Grotto. It was 
the final demonstration of faith and 
love towards Mary Immaculate and 
her Divine Son.

“Credo in Unum Deum," “1 Be- 
lievo in one God," chanted Cardinal 
Andrieu. Seventy thousand voice* 
took up the cry. “Credo! Credo!" 
resounded from the Grotto, from the 
Gave, from the hillsides and the 
mountain peaks in the distance. "Cre­
do' Credo!" It was again the heart 
of Catholic F’rance challenging the in­
fidel hosts that would stamp out the 
thought of God from the people.

As the great echo died away a sa­
lute of 100 guns pealed forth over the 
hilltops of Lourdes; the illuminations 
seemed to redouble their brilliantv 
and beauty; every street seemed an 
avenue of light, bonfires were lit on

'the mountain sides, and once again 
that mighty throng spontaneously 
burst into the magnificent Credo, as 
though it wished the very heavens to 
register the cry of the believing heart 
“Oh," says F’ather Barbier, “it was 
a sight that 1 can never forget. May 
we all be worthy children of God and 
our Blessed Mother Mary."

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DEATH OF MR. WILLIAM KELLY.
Commenting on the death of Mr. 

William Kelly, whose death occurred 
last week, the Toronto World of Oc­
tober 13th has the following interest­
ing notice:

Many Torontonians will recall with 
feelings of gratitude the part played 
by “Citizen" William Kelly in the 
exciting contest which was waged 
before Sunday cars were legalized, 
and of which oil timers arc remind­
ed by the death of Mr. Kelly .

He was about 70 years of age, and 
was born in Belfast, Ireland. Married 
at 17, he came to Toronto at 20 and 
engaged in the cattle trade, and was 
one of the first to open a butcher 
stall in St. Lawrence Market. He 
also years ago operated a. limekiln at 
King and Parliament streets, and in 
the seventies purchased the Mansion 
House on the site of the Palmer 
House, the opening of which was at­
tended by many notables, Sir John 
A. Macdonald writing his regrets at 
inability to attend.

In 1894 he began to cater io the 
city’s needs for Sunday transporta­
tion hy commencing a bus service, 
passengers contributing for their 
fares. He was fined $2.) for operat­
ing without a license, and while the 
case was still pending in the courts, 
the city council held a special meet­
ing to pass a by-law prohibiting the 
Sunday service. On succeeding Sun­
days the police were vigilant to en­
force the by-law and finally a bus in 
which was “Citizen" Kelly and hKIf 
a dozen others was stopped by Police 
Sergeant Barton. Inspector Archi­
bald also butted in, and Mr. Kelly de­
manded that an arrest be made. At 
the station he explained that he and 
his family were on their way to 
church Writs for damages against 
the city followed. Judge Ferguson 
non-suited him, but the court of ap­
peal granted a new trial against the 
police, eliminating the city as a de­
fendant A verdict was rendered 
awarding $250 against Archibald and 
$200 against Barton, with costs. At 
the next assizes the suits of the i*h- 
er members of the Kelly family were 
beard, hut after Inspector Archibald 
addressed the jury 45 nlinutes, the 
jury gave him the verdict.
