—Plans for a new city hall, at Hull, Que., have been ap-
proved by the council. The cost will be $24,000. Tenders
must be in by June 8th.

—The town council of Oshawa, Ont., we are informed,
has concluded an agreement with the Detroit Wire Fence
Company for the removafl of their entire plant to that town.
The Luke Factory, situated on the line of the Oshawa Rail-
way, has been bought by the firm for their business, and
operations will be begun at once. The company expects
to use four thousand tons of raw material the first year,
and will employ about twenty-five hands at the start. There
is not now a vacnt fatcory or house in Oshawa.

—From London, England, it is learned that the Admiralty
will lay down in 1901 three battleships of 18,000 tons each,
which will be the largest and most powerful of their class
ever built. Iach will carry four 50-ton 12-inch guns, and
The reduction
in the number of six-inch guns is due to the introduction of
an entirely new weapon, namely, the 7.5-inch wire-wound
breech-loader, which is adopted because S-inch guns ave
too heavy for rapid work, and something is needed between
the twelve and six-inchers.  Fach ship will cost fully £1,-
250,000. The paper cites Capt. Mahan and other naval au-
thorities in favour of big ships, and it predicts that battle-
ships will soon reach a displacement of from 20,000 to 30,000
tons.

—A meeting of canners held in Toronto recently will, it
is stated, signify the complete formation of a syndicate
to handle all the canned goods packed in Ontario in 1901.
The canners have been quiet since February, but they have
been working as Canada’s national animal is popularly sup-
posed to work, and in consequence the biy syndicate is now
a fact. This syndicate has put up $25,000 as a guarantee
fund, and on July 1 will take over the unsold pack in the
hands of canners at fixed prices. Then the canners agree
to put up reliable goods to an amount not exceeding seventy
per cent. of last year’s pack, and to sell these to the syndi-
cate at a set price, or if they sell to their brokers direct, to
turn over the difference in price to the syndicate. It is
further said that this strong syndicate has got all the On-
tario canners into its scheme with the exception of one
cannery at St. Catharines. The headquarters are likely to be
in Toronto. Information from other sources is to the
effect that the canners saw the Canadian Freight Asso-
ciation, and, upon the representation that in order to find
a market. for the goods it was necessary to export, re-
ceived a reduction in export rates, via Montreal, of 114
cents per hundred pounds over both steamship and rail-
way lines, going into effect immediately and lasting until
November 15. This is given to place the Ontario canners,
who are all inland, on a better footing in competition with
the canners of New Jersey, and Maryland, who are on the
seaboard. On their part the canners agreed to put a resi-
dent agent in England, who will push the sale of the
goods. This will get rid of that great bugbear of the past
the stock carried over from season to season. and will al-
low the syndicate arrangement to be carried out, the syn-
dicate arranging for the cost of the English agent. Local
freight rates vemain as last year, and canners may sell
direct to their brokers, pooling the difference between the
price to the syndieate and the wholesale price, or through
the agent of the syndicate, the only question being, whether
all the canners will keep in line.

—Under the heading, “Canadian rade,” Dun’s report, for
the edification of those who “run and read,” says, under
date 18th instant: “St. John reports good trade in footwear,
especially rubbers. Dry goods and millinery move well,
and staple groceries ave in demand. Business is not as
vigorous at Halifax as last year, but dealers are hopeful
and prospects fair. Collections are mot satisfactory, many
renewals being asked. Quebec reports weather favorable
for seeding and general business up to the mark. Trade
conditions are favorable at Montreal, though cool weather
does mnot help dry goods. Collections are prompt and
momney abundant. Toronto reports wholesale trade rather
quiet, though manufacturers are busy, and failures light.
Wholesale business conditions at Victoria are satisfactory,
owing to northern shipments, and collections well met.”

—The commercial agent in Trinidad for Canada, reports,
under date of May 3rd, that the representative of the Cam-

adian syndicate which has so successfully established itself -

in Jamaica and Demerara, has obtained the legislative au-
thority necessary and has completed arrangements for the
purchase of the electric light and tramway companies of
Port of Spain. The undertakings and special privileges
for a term of years acquired by the syndicate are very valu-
able, covering’ as they do exclusive rights to supply electric
light and power in this large and fast growing city. The
capital of the new compamy is stated to be $1,000,000, of
which over $200,000 has been subscribed locally. Regret
is expressed that the Canadian bank which intended to
open an agency at Port of Spain has abandoned the idea
for the present. Last year, the report states, Canada sent
9,550 barrels of flour into Trinidad, as against 716 in 1899.
This is deemed satisfactory, aithough but a small propor-
tion of the total importation of 184,037 barrels. The im-
portations of fish and oats remain practically about the
same, although there was a slight falling off for 1900. The
United States has a practical monopoly of the bicycle trade,
of which they secured £3,021 out of a total of £3,232. The
announcement that, by an arrangement with Canadian re-
fineries, it had been agreed to purchase sugars consigned
to Halifax at rates equivalent to those in New York, has
been received with much satisfaction in Trinidad, and will,
no doubt, induce, if it has not done so already, much larger
shipments than hitherto. According to present returns
this year, trade with the Dominion bids fair to exceed nny
in the last decade. Although there was a decrease in the
import trade of British colonies with Trinidad last year, as
compared with the year previous, the imports from British
North America in 1900 amounted to £66,245, as against
£62,629 in 1899. The increase of trade with the United
States, which has been so consﬂpicudus a factor during re-
cent, years, was nof maintained last year, the imports in
1900 being £605,405, against, £$628,324 in 1899,

—A Portage la Prairie, Man., dispatch says construection
work on the Northern Pacific Railway, extension from Bea-
ver has commenced, it being the intention of the C.N.R.,
now that the railway bills are passed, to connect their lines,
The acquired line, with the Dauphin branch at Gladstone,
will allow them to run trains from beyond Swan River di-
rect to Winnipeg within a few weeks, as there is only a
short link to comstruct.

—A late cable from London states that the draft of secre-
tary Hay’s proposals for a new Nicaragua treaty was receiv-
ed from Lord Pauncefote by the last mail. It is a voluminous
document, and is being printed previous to examination and
discussion. Tt is described as a re-draft of the Hay-Paunce-
fote treaty, with what appears from casual perusal to be
extensive annotations. Several weeks are likely to elapse
before the Cabinet shall commence its preliminary discus-
sions. The dispatches relative to the possibility of the sub-
stitution of the Panama isthmian route are read with in-
terest in Downing street. “If it is advisable to abrogate
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty on account of its being out of
date,” said a high official, “how much more so is it neces-
sary to annul the French shore agreement, which was made
long before the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, and which has been
a millstone around the neck of Newfoundland.” Enquiries
reveal the fact that negotiations to this end are progress-
ing, though slowly. TFor the first time in the late nego-
tiations France is said to be exhibiting a genuine desire to
have the matter settled, and though, perhaps, at the ex-
pense of concessions in other parts of the globe, Great Bri-
tain will endeavour to meet her wishes.

—A late Quebec letter refers to the arrival at that port
of the new steamship Indian, of the Leyland line, which
was not expected from the Cape for ten days. This new
twin screw steamship, the report states, is of 16,000 tons
dead weight measurement, is 500 feet long, and will carry
11,600 tons of cargo. She is on her first voyage to Quebec,
having only run, so far, from Liverpool to New Orleans, New
Orleans to Port Elizabeth, South Africa,and Port Elizabeth
to Quebee. In two months she has made the round voyage
of 15,000 miles. The run of 7,500 miles from Port Elizabeth
to Quebec was made without a stop in 25 days, and she has
now on board not only enough coal for her voyage to Lon-
don, but a quantity to spare, which she will discharge. She
will take on board about the largest cargo that has ever left
the St. Lawrence, and will then draw 28 feet 6 inches of
water. At present the vessels of the Leyland line are ‘ak-
ing on grain faster than the Great Northern Railway can
deliver it at the elevator. But new locomotives have been
secured, and the business will be rushed. The harbour
commissioners are rushing the new freight shed for the
Leyland line to completion. Tt measures 900 feet long by
90 wide, and Mr. Harling expects to tax it to the utmost
capacity. Both the C.P.R. and the G.T.R. are being called
into requisition to bring down freight to Quebec for steam-
ers and facilities for the shipment of cattle at the port are
also to be immediately improved.

¢ THE FIRE LOAN BY-LAW DEFEATED.

The first experiment to obtain authority to negotiate

@ loan by a referendum to the citizens under the new
‘cha,k"ter hay been made, and has resulted i such ah ig-
nominvus defeat of the Fire Loan By-Law as to be, in
a sense, almost amusing, Out of over 11,000 proprie-
tors, who had each a vote, only 1,284 voted, and of
these only 315 voted for the By-law. Although a large
wote had not been expected such a result as this cannot
e otherwise than a disappointment, as well as a surprise
to the Aldermen and the officials at the City Hall.

The lack of enthusiasm in favour of the By-law, and
its evident unpopularity may be accounted for in various
ways. Many people are against increasing the debt of
the city for such purposes as fire apparatus, which
should be paid for out of revenue. Much stress had
been laid on the increase of insurance rates that fol-
Iowed the great fires of last winter. That increase only
applied to the business portios of the city, and the re-
sidential portions were not affected. 'That will, in a
measure, account for the apathy of a large number of
those who had the right to vote.

To many the amount seemed small, and might easily
have been taken gradually from the large civic revenue
of over $3,000,000 with proper economy, whilat others
acted on the principle of not trusting the Aldermen
with any further money to bhe squandered. =~ Whatever
the reasons, the result is the defeat of the By-law. Tt is
unfortunate that it is so, but, perhaps, good may come
from it.

It may be remembered that when the terms of the
new charter were being framed and under discussion,
this journal strongly advocated the change from a fixed
rate of annual assessment to a flexible one, which would
provide sufficient revenue for all the estimated expenses
of each current year. That system of raising a revenue
for municipal purposes is general in Great Britain and
in the United States, and also, with the exception of
Montreal, in nearly all the municipalities of Canada.
That gystem commended itself to many people at the
time the new charter was under discussion, hoth in the
City Hall and in the Legislature, but a few of the in-
fluential Aldermen ohjected, and it failed to he adopted.

As a consequence, it has now to be admitted that the
revenue is not sufficient to meet all that has to be met.
and the citizens have given a quietus to all attempts to
raise money hy loans through referendums to them.
What then can be done? Tt looks now as if the flexible

system of annual rates will eventually take the placé!
the present rigid cast iron one. :

It may not be generally known among the retail trade
that in order to assist the disposal of smaller sizes in
straw hats, and keep them from accumulating, the use
of the hat stretcher is of great importance. On a damp
day,—always a poor day for selling these goods—a 6 7-8
size can be readily stretched two sizes larger, to a 7 or a
7 1-8, and other sizes in proportion. The hat will nei-
ther lose its shape nor will the band be injured, if care
is taken in this regard. By leaving the stretcher in the
hat during the night the latter will not again contract.
These measures, howe'ver, are necessary, if at all, only
near the close of the seasom, or in unearthing some held-
over atock.

LESSONS OF RECENT DATE.

The observing man is apt to learn much from public
acts other than those to which he would desire to be a
partner. How many will have learned an invaluable les-
son from the great stock panic of recent date the future
only can determine, yet aside from the serious losges in-

curred the public have been given free access to the
sober conclusion which all must have reached as the
news of losges and gaine was wired near and far.

it finally culminated in a crash, lifting a few with the re-

bound from the force of the fall which buried numbers
who were least prepared.

As the clouds rolled away what was the picture pre-
gented? A few jubilant speculators, not in ecstacy over
their gains for that is their daily aim, but pleased at the
good fortune which smiled on their lot. The intensity
of feeling, however, was of another order. One of the
principal actors in the milway world, whose name has
of late been connected with some of the most important
transactiong on the continent, found letters pouring in
upon his desk next morning, imploring his aid in behalf
of family friends who risked omly to regret. A few in-
stances are given of tradesmen who, through ecircum-
stance or accident, held a hundred or two of Northern
Pacific stock, and who, being urged to dispose of it at

that critical moment, became independently wealthy.

Such instances are apt to influence in a disastrous man-
ner young men throughout the several branches of trade,
whose first thoughts, on reading of these rare occur-
rences, are that, at the same moment, or at various ne-
riods during the past decade, they might readily have se-
cured a few hundred shares of the same stock when 1t
wag offering at a trifle, thus becoming at once masters of
wealth, acquiring in a moment what their entire lives
may not bring. '

Shoving aside the phantom and viewing this in reality
what is presented? Of some twenty million men on the
contment all may be said to have had their minds fixed
on Wall Street, New York, that week, yet how many
were gainers? A few dozen. How many were losers?
Thousands. How many more would have rigked their
s2vings on wild sbocks at that time, had the opportunity
occurred and suitable explanation offered, cannot ba told,
but for ninety-nine per cent. of them it is well that cir-
cumstance or opportunity did not come in their way.
Not the plungers, but the sober, patient workers make
sure headway.
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THE WAY OTHERS ARE MADE TO SEE US.

The sober senious-going New York “Outlook” has an
article in its last number headed = “Two Striking
Victories.” It has reference to the meeting of munici-
pal reformers recently held in Rochester, N.Y., for
the purpose of exchanging views as to the progress
made in purifying civic corporations.

The first victory alluded to occurred in the City of
Scranton, where one public-spirited man—Mr. Sturges
—gave time, money and enthusiasm to exposing and
successfully suppresging saloons, gambling houses and
other disreputable places conducted in violation of law,
with official connivance.

The article goes on to say that Mr. Ames’s report
from Montreal was even more encouraging, because the
reform work was not so dependent on a single person-
ality. In giving a synopsis of that report it says that a
corrupt city council has squandered the city resources,
and heaped up a debt more burdensome than that of
any other municipality in America. This debt, it says,
finally aggregated $150,000,000, or $250 for every family
in the city.

We have no concern with the remainder of the article,
although the condition of the city of Montreal, as left
by the so-called corruptionists, is painted in lurid
colours, but the effect iy somewhat relieved by: the bene-
ficial efforts of the reformed council which now controls
civic matters, are alluded to and which are expected to
bear good fruit in the future. ~The exaggerated state-
ment of the city debt should be corrected. Tt is given
as congiderably more than five times greater than it really
15, and the same ratio will apply to the
proportion of the burden on each family,
although the number of families in the city is
family, although the number of families in the city is
only guess work. The funded and other debts of the
city is under $29,000,000. That is a debt large enough
in all conscience, but it iw not fair to the credit and good
name of the city to allow it to be swollen to so ridicu-
lously large a figure as such a respectable magazine as
the “Outlook™ has placed before its large number of in-
telligent readers.

RAPID TRANSIT.

The speed attained by steam and electric cars prior to
the past decade has not been increased to any extent
since. Schedule time on through trips has been greatly
lowered, but this has been accomplished by numerous
savings on gtops, improved and shortened tracks, ete.,
rather than by any noticeable gain in actual running
time per hour over recent achievements. Perhaps the
public, with some thought for personal safety, consider
forty to fifty miles per hour fast enough, and are not
clamoring for greater saving of time in travelling. When
electric street cary were being first introduced, one of
the chief features of their claim for preference lay in
the statement that they would transfer passengers in one-
half the time taken by horse-cars.  Against this the
point was raised, and with apparent reasom at the time,
that where the cars would require to be stopped at most
every street intersection, a greater speed than that at-
tained by the plodding horses would not avail, for bet-
tween the time taken in acquiring the maximum and
the time necessary to stop the car at the next crossing,
there would be, really, no space for test of speed, even
should it be available.  But the outcome is apparent to

It is stated that the question whether national wealth
hay increased as rapidly as national indebtedness is diffi-
cult to determine, since official estimates of national
wealth were made at the beginning of the century in the
case of only a few nations. The wealth of the United
Kingdom, France, Spain, and the United States in 1800
is estimated at $20,244,640,000, while Mulhall in 1995
estimated their wealth at $195,759,829,000, or practical-
ly ten times that at the beginning of the century. The
debts of these four nations in 1793 aggregated but $1,-
630,279,000, and in 1900 were $11,764,000,000; or seven
times as much as in 1793.  This indicates that in the
case of the four nations whose wealth in 1800 can he
measured, the wealth figures for 1900 are tenfold those
of 1800, and the debt figures sevenfold those at the pe-
ginning of the century.

The heavy growth in indebtedness js declared by the
foregoing report ‘to he chiefly the result of wars, stand-
ing armies, and works of public utility.” To this may be
added a tendency in many cases. to create an annual
deficit by expenditures exceeding revenues made in de-
ference to popular demand, which deficite ultimately tale
the form"of funded or honded indebtedness.  But the
bulk of the enormous debt which has been accumulated
by the nations in the century is from war and war pie-
parations and the construction of public works, such as
railways, canals, harbours, and the improvement of

NOVELTY IN STEAM ENGINES. A

The application of steam to turbine wheels. and of
electricity to all kinds of motors, are likely to find a com-
petitor in a new invention in steam engines deseribed in
a St. Louis paper. The inventor is an Towan named Kess-
ler.  He claims that a locomotive equipped with his
engine can carny a passenger train 2.000 miles with the
consumption of only one barrel of crude petroleum and
two barrels of water.  To make the run from New York
to San Francisco would. he says, require only two bar-
rela of oil and a barrel and a half of water. He says his
invention will reduce the weight of locomotives and auto-
mobiles hy making it possible to provide them with en-
gines which will occupy only one-third of the space taken
up by those now in use, and that it will supplant wind-
mills as pumping agents and increase the speed of sub-
marine hoats one-third.

The central idea of the Kessler invention is the re-
condensation of the steam automatically, so that the
water in the hoiler may be used over and over again.
Operating in this boiler is a long hollow piston, lacking
about one thirty-second of an inch of fitting  to the
sides of the hoiler. thus leaving room for a
steam cushion all the way around it, and also mak-
ing it possible for the condensed steam to run down the
sides. A rod connected with this piston passes up through
the centre of another piston, which operates in a vacunm
cylinder above the hoiler, and is geared direct to the
fly-wheels.  The upper piston fits absolutely air-tight in
the vacuum cylinder, and is feared to the shaft in the
usual crank manner.  As the steam piston is forced
upward it pushes the upper piston up, leaving a vacuum,
which draws it back again, thus giving, in addition to the
steam power of from 45 to 60 pounds pressure, the addi-
tional 15 pounds pressure of atmosphere.

One of the great advantages claimed for the inven-
tion is that, in view of the fact that these two pistons
are connected directly to the machinery, and there he-
ing a great difference in the length of their stroke. the
new engine dispenses entirely with the “dead centre” o
principle of all other engines, as one of the pistons be- &
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gins ‘work before the other ceases.  Surrounding the
vacuum cylinder is a jacket containing water, and which
prevents the heat from the friction of the air-tight pis-
ton from expanding the metal and wasting any power.
It also operates to keep the upper end of the hoiler aool
and assists in the condensation of the steam,which trickles
down to the lower end of the boiler, where it immediate-
ly becomes steam again, and is used indefinitely.  There
is no vent, exhaust or escape to the engine. No
steam is wasted and only a small quantity of water is
used to furnish steam, for the reason that it is con-
denged and used again.

GENERAL HOSPITAL STATISTICS.

A step in the right direction is being taken by the com-
mittee of management of the General Hospital of Montreal.
At the annual meeting of the Governors on Wednesday
last, Mr. James Crathern in the chair, it was decided that
on and afer June 1 outdoor' patients shall bt charged for
medicine, ten cents for first preseription, including the
bottle, and five cents for each refilling. There was a con-
stnsus of opinion also that a scale of charges should be es-
tablished for dressings. In the event of any patient claim-
ing inability to pay, no charge will be made, but a record
will be kept of such cases, and referred to the general see-
retary of the Charity Organization Society, to report there-
on. Four hopitals in New York charge ten cents each
time, including bottles; two charge ten and five, and one
fifteen and five cents; St. Mark’s Hospital alone makes no
charge. This will tend to lessen deficit of $8,286 for the
year. The income was $75,994. There is now a debit balance
of $25,000 against permanent account. Of the 3,178 in-

-door patients during the year, 2,823 were treated to a con-

clusion; 2,573 were discharged, and 250. or 8.85 per cent.,
died. Excluding 105 who died within three days of admis-
sion, the death rate was 5.13 per cent. The average num-
ber patients in the wards was 178, and their average
stay 22.3 days. The average cost per day per patient was
51.37. Of the 2,823 treated to a conclusion, 1,783 were
males and 1,085 females; 1,360 were Protestant, 1,250 Cath-
olies; othen religions, 213. In the outdoor department
there were 41,606 consultations; medical, 12,431; surgical,
14,378; eye and ear, 6,099; gynaecological, 1,495; nose and
throat, 3,068; dermatological, 1,861; dental, 144; emergen-
¢y, 2,130 The endowment fund rose in the last quarter
from $16,000 to $25,000. Legacies for the year amounted
to $1,500; special donation, $1,000.

Future salmon and molasses are sell-
ing, the latter quite freely. In oils
linseed has again advanced. Glass has
been marked up owing to light supplies
and the firm situation in the U.S. mar-
kets. Crop prospects, so far, are very
favorable. The third auction sale of
Mediterranean fruit held in Montreal
this week caused much less interest,
partly owing to' the smaller offerings
and partly to the fact that buyers
have been pretty well filled up from
the enormous quantities sold in previ-
ous weeks.

TORONTO WHOLESALE MARKETS.

(Revised by Telegraph)
Thursday, May 23rd, 1901.

The change to bright, warm, cheery
weather has caused an amount of ac-
tivity in Toronto wholesale circles sel-
dom before witnessed in such a brief
interval. Dry goods’ importers have
bheem suddenly awakened to the fact
that visitors to the city are requiring
much in the line of sorting goods,
while every mail swells the amount
of work which, we are informed, is al-
ready sufficient to keep all hands
busy for weeks. Orders for fall dry
goods have been arriving freely, while
immediate wants are numerous and
liberal in volume. The demand for
plain pink, blue, and ox-blood Cham-
brays is very strong and as the season
advances white piques are in greater
request, this popular fabric appearing

to gain in favor with many as season
follows season. Light ground prints
for ladies’ blouses and shirt waists are
also in good demand, as well as organ-
die musling,and grenadines,for dresses,
etc. Furopean buyers report difficulty
in purchasing linen goods of all kinds
owing to the advance in prices; and the
chances are that importations for the
coming season will be lighter than
usual. Hosiery, gloves, and underwear
are very active; many lines being hard
to get, unless at advanced prices, as
repeat orders would mot be accepted
by the mills only at heavy adavnces.
Canadian made goods are selling with
increasing favor, wholesale firms pre-
dicting that before many summers
home manufacturers of the finer goods
will be given every chance to greatly
enlarge their output.
Butter.—Receipts are becoming more
liberal under favorable pasture condi-
tions, and prices are, accordingly low.
Offerings of large and pound dairy
rolls are liberal; there is a fair demand
for the best and the market is steady.
Choicest new made tub and dairy lb.
and large rolls are quoted at 13c¢ to 14e.
Low grade and medium rolls are quot-
ed at 10c to 1lc. Creamery is in fair
demand and steady at 17¢ to 18e¢ for
solid and 18c to 19¢ for prints.
Cheese.—Quiet and unchanged in
price. Dealers are asking 9¢c to 91e¢
for choicest.—Hggs.— Best stock is
worth 101,c to 11c. Prices are pretty
well sustained owing to picklers tak-
ing considerable stock.—Potatoes. —
Now that farmers have about finished
the rush work, stock is being deliverad
freely and prices have further declin-
ed. Car lots are quoted at 29¢, and
in a smaller way at 35¢ to 40c per bag.
—Hides.—Receipts are light for the
season. Tocal dealers quote 614c for
No. 1 green cows’ and 7c for steers’
and 1c less for No. 2. Cured hides
unchanged at 7¢ for cows’ and 8Yec
for steers’. Sheepskins are plentiful,
but demand slow owing to unsatisfac-
tory condition of wool markets. Prices
