the episcopal seat of Mgr. Pinsonneault,
our first bishop, In the year 1864 his
ministerial labors in the diocese were
interrupted by & short visit to France,
returning whence the mission of ILa
Sallette was assigned to his care, Six
months later, however, found him in
charge of the parish of Biddulph, which
thrived under his able an devoted
administration for many years and where
the name of “Father Gerard” is never
mentioned unaccompanied by expres-
sions of admiration for his many endear-
ing qualities, During the summer of
1876 our’ rev, friend bade farewell to
this prosperous mission and since that
time the parish of Belle River has been
the constant object of his pastoral zeal
and solicitude, It is generally said that
‘“comparisons are odious,” for the reason
we suppose, that one is apt to wound
charity, be ti:ey unfavorable, or to foster
pride, be they the reverse ; but, occasion.
ally, when they can offend none and can
be but a source of legitimate pride to all,
they must surely be admissable, and we
think the celebration of the 2nd inst, was
such an occasion, At all events, the
numberof comparisons made,on thatday,
by those most competent to do so, and
which nvariably favored the ‘honored
one” of the hour and his devoted parish-
ioners, peem to verify our view. Nine
ears ago the present church of Belle
iver was in existence, but unpainted,
partly plastered, and almost without
pews, It was, 50 to speak, a mere shell,
and one in imminent danger of being
crushed by the pressure of a heavy debt
—to.day, with comfortable and neatly-
grained pews, a commodious organ loft,
an elegant pulpit, & chastely fres
interior, and with windows of richly-
stained glass, it needs but a new main
altar, the funds for which ere already
well in hand, to justify His Lordship’s
remark that it is superior to most ot the
diocesan churches and inferior to none.
But in addition to the costly improve:
ments just enumerated, a roomy, con-
venient and handsome brick structure
has been erected for school purposes,
which is at once the ornament and pride
of the village. The presbytery has been
renovated and enlarged, and the fact
that all this, and more, has been effected,
and that the debt of the parish has, sim-
ultaneously, been almost completely
liquidated bears ample testimony to the
energy and administrative talent of the
tor as well as to the generosity and
evotedness of his people.

That the close ot a quarter of a century
of such zealous services should be suit-
ably recognized was indeed fitting ; but
by no one was such a recognition, as the

$250.00 in gold.
FATHER GERARD
in replying to the Fremch address, gave
expression to his gratitude towards his
patishioners for their warm profession of
veneration and attachment and for the
generous and very tastefully presented
offering by which it wae accompanied.
Their charity, he thought, had ﬂntly ex-
erated his merits and in the rtrait
of a truly sacerdotal life he failed, he said,
to reeognize himself, but would endeavor
for the future, to effect a greater personal
resemblance to it. However, he felt that
during his long career in the holy minis-
try he had been the instrament of some
ood for the salvation of souls, and asked
is people to assist him in returning thanks
to God for this favor. Referring to the
complimentary remarks upon his admin-
istration he expressed much pleasure to
learn that it had met their approbation,
Notwithstanding that the means of many,
a3 they themselves had said, were by no
means extensive and the membership
limited, especially since the last division
of the parish, he had, nevertheless, through
their generous assistance, been enabled to
accomplish very satisfactory results. He
could safely assert that his administration
had been disinterested and he could also
say that it had been wise because he had
never undertaken any work of importance
without consulting the chief pastor of the
diocese and others who were more wise
and J)rndent than himself.

Addressing the English-speaking mem-
bers of his mission, Father Gerard said
that the reception of their address afforded
him much pleasure for the{ constituted
a very important portion of his flock.

In conclusion he exhorted his entire
flock to strive to merit the approbation of
the Bishop and of the venerable clergy
who that day honored him:elf and them
by their presence and prayed that God
would reward their generosity by many
blessings, spiritual and temporal.

culties stood in their way, . . On the
Feast of Pentecost eight adult Chinese
and some of our boys will be baptized;
two other boys will make their first com-
munion, and a few their first confession,
The school is sro essing very favorably,
I believe; and Pather Jackson, on his
arrival, will have to add two wings to the
house, as there is not sufficlent room at
present, Our number of boys is now
thirty, and there is every prospect of its
beirg one day a big school. It is my
reateet comfort, aud affords me pleuty to

o.

The oldest boy, whose name is Aloysius
—and he really tries to imitate his Patron
Saint—has asked for a long time to be a
Priest; and though he will have to stay
here a few years iefore anything can be
done, we hope and believe tbat he will
one day be a minister of God, He is of
the greatest assistance {0 me in theschool.

Fr. Heidegger has just made his annual
Retreat. e retired to the future Con-
vent, and there lived entirely alone during
his Retreat. Hesays thatthe good Sisters
will have to take great care of all their
movables, as the rats there are endowed
with extraordinary strength. One night
the rats not being able to extract the candle
from the candlestick took them both, so
that on awakening the following morning
he found notking on the table but the
matches, , He will go with his
catechist into every house in one part of
the town. At other times Le will visit
the people in the suburbs or country,
traveling through which is most difficult ;
sometimes he w§u take bhis little boat and
go-away u}) the river, and we do not again
see him for perbaps a week. Up the
Sarawak river he has made one perman-
ent station, where there is a catechist, and
lately a school has been started which has
about twelve boys : at two other places he
is going to do the same, g

think it is the unanimous belief of our

Fathers that our work is to be among the
children chiefly. This of course is done
b'{: schools. The adults, especially the
Chinese, ere in all their actions moved by
the material profit that will accrue to
them. If in speaking to them about God
and their souls they foresee no temporal
good arising from their embracing Christi-
anity, they for the most part will listen no
longer to the missioner. Since then—
it is so difficult to deal with the adulte—
the missioner turns to the children, and
there he finds young hearts only too ready
to listen to him, and to put into practice
what he suggests. What a beautiful sight
it was the ofber day to witness the con-
duct of our boys to a new-comer. You
have often heard that the boys on coming
to our schools are provided with charms
by their gnents, tge latter helieving, I
suppose, that the more charms there are
the better their children will be preserved
from all evil. . ., Well, when the little
new-comer made his appearance I sug-
gested to the boys, in English, that the
should little by little try to induce their
new companicn to get rid of his supersti-
tious articles, with which he was well pro-
vided, The little fellow eeemed to sus-
pect that he was the topic of conversation,
and spoke up manfully before all the
boys in defence of his charms, Shortly
after I saw a little group of boys around
the new-comer, ang when they dispersed
the little fellow threw his charms away.

Many of our bo;s—the bigger ones—go
every week to Confession, and that of
their own acoord. We . ., . . fre-
quently talk together about the future of
our boys. The outcome of all our conver-
sation is that we wish to do with our boys
what the Jesuits did with their people in
Paraguey. Borneo is a large place, and a
grant from the Rajah of a piece of land
would not be difficult. How far this isin
accordance with God’s will time only will
make manifest; but those who have read
of their labors and the sugcess of the good
Jesuit Fathers in the abpve named place
will, I am sure, agree/that, were such
a measure possible, it wduld confer a great
boon on Christianity in Borneo. We wish
to keep our boys about us when they are
grown up, and the above seems the best
way of carrying it out most effectually.
Oar boys are continually speaking about
the “big houee” from whicg all the mis-
sfoners come., I bave told them all that
is possible about our dear home, and I
have told them how, as little boys, they
can show their gratitude,

The other day Father Dunn (from
Kanowit) paid usa viit, bringing with
him two little Dyak boys, . . . He
told me that he was seldom at home of a
night, but reaches it about 8 a, m. or 9 a.
m. when he says Mass. It seems that
almost every afternoon, abeut three
o’clock, he takes his little boat, and, after
a few hours’ row, finds himself at one or
other of the villages that are under in-
struction to receive Christianity. Ie
there seats himself amidst the inhabitants
of the village, and teaches them the sav-
ing truths of Christianity, About eleven
or twelve o’clock he kneels on his mat,
says his prayers, and goes to sleep, The
next morning he rises with the sun, goes
quickly to the hoat, and there, while being
rowed back to Kanowit, says his morning
prayers, makes his melitation, and soon
after reaching home says Holy Mass, He
then spends much of his time in learning
Dyak, aud in translating prayers into
it. . Many of the beautiful hymns
which we sing at Mill Hill have been
translated by him into Dyak, and are
sung to the very same airs which we were
accustomed to hear at home. Dyak boys
have sweet voices (not so the Chinese) and
when the two little Dyaks above sung
any hymn or litany, which they did all
day long, 1 always knew what they were
singing, though I could not understand
the words. Father Dunn remained about
five days with us.

If you wish to see a missionary, and the

The struggle lasted 11 years. Lord
Clare described it in his great speech on
the Union as a war of extermination, Sir
W. Petty calculated that, out of a popula-
tion of 1,466,000, as many as 616,000
perished by the sword, pestilence, and
famine, When tranquility was restored,
almost all the land belonging to the Irish
‘in the Provinces of Ulster, Leinster and
Munster was confiscated ; and the Prov-
ince of Connaught, which had been almost
entirely depopulated and laid waste in
the progress of the rebellion, was selected
bL romwell as the future home of the
disinherited race, The principles.on which
the confiscations of Cromwell rested were
capable of to wide an application that
hardly any one could escape, In the first
place, all persons who had taken part in
the rebeliion before November, 1642, or
who bad in any way assisted the rebels
before that date, and 2lso some hundred
ferloua belonging to the aristocracy of

reland, were condemned to death and to
the ab:olute loss of their properties,
Secondly, all land owners wbo had at any
time fought either for the rebels or for the
King against the Parliament were to lose
their estates, but to reccive one-third of
their value in Connaught land. Lastly,
Catholics who had never resisted the
Parlisment, but who had mnot taken

the Parliamentary side, were to be
aeprived of their estates, but to
receive two-thirds of the value in

Connaught, The disinherited people were
ordered to retire to Connaught by a cer-
tain cay, and were forbidden to recross
the Shannon on pain of death. This
sentence was rifgidly enforced until the
Restoration, With ™ the return of the
royal family matters mended a little, but
no serious attempt was made to remedy
the gross Injustice which had been done
by the Commonwealth, The confiscated
land had been given either tc the soldiers
and officers of the republican army in
satisfaction for arrears of pay, or it was
beld by personsin payment for money
which they had advanced with the royal
sanction to the Parliament at the begin-
ning of the insurrection, It would, of
course, have been a gross injnstice to have
disregarded their interests, At the eame
time it is quite impossible to defend the
act of settlement and explanation by
whieh it was sought to satisfy the various
claime to Irish land. This act eimply dis-
turbed the Cromwellian settlement; it did
little or r.othing to rectify the high handed
wrongs which End been perpetrated under
the Protector’s rule. Thousands of the
old Irish proprietors, who had been dis-
ossessed for their attachment to the
Snglish crown, had their claims to com-
eusation disallowed and were excluded
orever from their old possessiong, and no
less than 7,800,000 acres of land were set
vut vader this act toa number of English
adverruarers, to the to‘al exclusion of the
old inhabitants ot the island.

A large crowd of
anti-Catholic sympathisers gathered into
the village, headed by the bands and drum
of the surrounding Orange lodges, Bon®~
fires were lighted on an a%joiuing hill, and
an efligy of Governor Lundy was paraded
about the village for some time, and then
committed to the flames, after a mock
trial and a sham ﬁght, in which firearms
were used. At the conciusion of this
farce a moh, accompanying a flute band,
attacked the Catholic chapel of the village,
and sent a shower of stones through the
windows. This outrage, which was per-
Eetu!ed by ruffians from a distant neigh.

orhood, was resented by the Protestants
of the vicinity as disgraceful, and the mob
were compelled to desist, but not before
they had broken eome of the windows of
the parochial house, the residence of the
Rev, Father McGrath, P, P.  After this all
the bands and crowds returned to their
respective destinations, buta mob, bent on
turther mischief, remained in the neigh-
borhood, and made a general midnight
assault on nearly all the Catholic resi-
dences from Maralin to Dollingstown,
Several houses were badly wrecked, while
their inhabitants were terror-atricken,
many of them being awakened from their
sheep by the crash of stones through the
windows.
