As
things are at present, everything is
on the side of Canada. Her cheese ig
more popular and better liked, also
comes in better condition, on the
whole, to the British market, than
docs the New Zealand product. Cana-
dijan cheesemen have only to
strengthen their grip on thai mar-
ket, and hold it against all comers,
as they can easily do with their pres-
ent advanced condition.

Canadian cheese i3 better than New

Zealand cheese, said Mr. Elliott, for
i

three reasons—

First, the New Zealanders uge
milking machines far more cxtensive-
ly than do Canadians, and the results
on the cheese are not good, it is
aljeged,

Sccond, The Canadian farmer with
a]] his shortcomings, takes better care
of the milk that goes to tae cheese
factory than does the New Zealand
farmer

Third, The shipping of green cheese
is worse in New Zealand than it is in
Canada.

Mr. Elliott read to the reporter of
The Ottawa Valley Journal numer-
ous testimonials obtained from - Bri-
tish buyers and consumers to: the ef-
fect that New Zealand: chees¢ is- not
equal to the best Canadian’ C¢heese.

The dairy prospécts in Canadd were
never brighter, said Mr. Elliott, than
theaem today.

Observances in Anglican and
RomarChurches.

The name Ash Wednesday, the first

day of Lent in our modern observ-
ance, has a genera}l reference to the
penitential sackcloth and ashes, so
frequently spoken of in the O]d Tes-
tament, but there is a more special
‘one to & peculiar rite in the Roman
i Charcn. Before the commeéncement of
{ mass, the congregation approach and
kneel at the altar rails, and the
pricst pats aghes on the forehead of
each saying in Latin, the words trang-
lated, “Remember, man thou art
dust, and unto dust thou ghalt re-
turn.” The ashes are obtained by
burning th: palm, branches consecrat
ed in the church on the Palm Sun-
'day of thg previous year.
In Protestant churches the Angli-

: Ash Wednesday, but in these the use
of ashes hag been discontinued Since
shortly before the Reformation.
