LIBERATED BRITISH PRISONERS i
The first party of wounded British 

soldiers sent home from Geimany—211 
non-commissioned officers and men and 
eight officers—landed at Folkestone last 
night, and travelled by special train to 
London, where they arrived shortly before 
11 o’clock.

They had a very rough crossing from 
Flushing, and the eight hours they spent 
on the mail boat Mecklenburg were not a 
good preparation for a cheerful landing. 
They had come across some heavy gales, 
with the boat tossing like a cork on the 
water, but they stood it remarkably well, 
none of them being quite so ill as the 
party of British Red Cross workers who 
accompanied them. They were so over­
joyed at returning that they had played 
football with their crutches aboard, and 
they were altogether a very happy party— 
talking, singir.g, smoking, and playing 
cards with a zest. The train left for 
London shortly after 8 o.clock, the men 
singing songs as the train steamed out of 
the harbour station.

Inside and outside Charing Cross Station 
hundreds of people gathered to welcome 
our wounded, and a loud cheer was raised 
as the ambulance train drew up at the 
platform. The Scottish motor ambulances 
stood in readiness, and the wounded 
were quickly transferred to them from 
the train. Some of the men were able to 
move about unaided, but others were 
glad of the help of crutches, while a few 
were borne upon stretchers.

It was a scene as moving as any that 
has been witnessed in London since the 
war began. The ambulances set off one 
by one as the places in them were filled. 
Each was greeted with a fresh burst of 
cheering as it passed through the station 
yard, and the men within replied by wav­
ing their hands. They were apparently 
vyy cheerful heroes in spite of their in­
juries, and from their broad smiles it was 
easy to recognize their delight in being 
once more in England.

Conspicuous in the crowd—which grew 
as the theatres discharged their audiences 
—were men in khaki, while shouts of 
welcome in French and Flemish showed 
that a fair number of our Allies 
present.—The Times, Feb. 19.

Fredericton, N. B., March 5.—Premier 
Clarke announced this morning that W. 
B. Chandler, K. C, of Moncton has been 
appointed a commissioner under the de­
partmental inquiries act to carry on an 
inquiry into the administration of the 
different departments of the government. 
This investigation has been foreshadowed 
in previous announcements by the Pre­
mie, who determined upon such a course 
when the recent re-organization of the 
government took place. William H. Dun­
lop of Ottawa has been recommended to 
assist the government in re-organizing 
and systematizing the different depart­
ments of public service. Mr. Chandler is 
one of the foremost members of the New 
Brunswick bar, and has had considerable 
experience in conducting inquiries as a 
commissioner. He carried on the recent 
investigation into the affairs of the St 
John police department. Mr. Dunlop is 
one of the leading expert chartered ac­
countants of Canada, and has been engag­
ed in similar work in other provinces of 
the Dominion, including British Columbia, 
and after the general election in this prov­
ince in 1908 he conducted the audit of the 
books of the Crown Land and other de­
partments here, which resultsd in such 
startling revelations. This investigation 
will give any person with any real charges 
to make against any member of the gov­
ernment or any official of the various de­
partments an opportunity of coming for­
ward with the information. There have 
been many people only too willing to make 
insinuations, and this will furnish them 
with an opportunity to make good their 
talk or to hereafter hold their peace. 
Any real chaifce will be thoroughly inves- 
tigated. The inquiry is not confined to 
any one department, but to all-agricul­
tural, crown lands, public works and pro­
vincial secretary’s departments.

A Private’s Efforts to Prove Himself 
Alive

Private George Hadley, a Reservist of 
the 2nd Worcestershire Regiment, who 
was wounded at Ypres, has been reported 
by the War Office as dead and had his pay 
stopped. It had taken him a long time to 
convince them that he is alive and to get 
his pay restored, but he has done so and 
has returned to the front again.

Hadley was sent out with Corporal £
Wilson, of a Scottish regiment, to discover j 
the German lines, and they succeeded in 
capturing a Maxim gun in the face of 
heavy fire. Wilson was awarded the V.
C., but Hadley by an error was reported 
as killed. Tbe next day he was injured 
and sent to hospital, and later was inva­
lided home to Halesowen to recuperate.
While there his pay was stopped, and in 
spite of repeated applications he was re­
fused it, and was told that Private Hadley 
had been reported killed in action. Had­
ley reported himself to the local head­
quarters, his former employer and others 
interested themselves in his behalf, and 
the mistake’ has at length been realized 
by the War Office, who have now instruct 
ed Hadley to rejoin his regiment

While at home he read his obituary H[[ 
notice from the War Office and an account 
of his gallantry. Corporal Wilson has 
since been killed. Hadley had been con­
valescent six weeks before he was ordered 
back again —The Times.

sians. It is true that the German bom­
bardment of Ossoweti has permitted an

A 
further attempt by the Germans to reach 
Warsaw, this time from the south, is de­
veloping; but it is evident the Russians 
are prepared to meet and defeat if.

Fearful fighting in the western, and 
middle passes of the Carpathians- has oc­
curred and is in progress, under weather 
conditions of the severest kind; but every­
where the Russians are more than holding 
their own.

Students of Chinese records of a hun­

rVSHE characteristic Western life in 

I America is rapidly disappearing.
Certain aspects of it will live for 

ever in the pages of Mark Twain, Bret 
Harte, Mr. Alfred Henry Lewis, and other 
writers ; but tales of the camp and range 
are already beginning to assume the char­
acter of historical fiction.

It is barely thirty years since over more 
than half the North American continent 
the only fountains of justice were Judge 
Lynch and the Vigilance Committee ; the 
most familiar tools of industry were the 
branding iron and lariot, the gold pan, and 
"rocker”; the commonest playthings 
were the Winchester and "Smith and 
Wesson, ” and all social amenities centred 
in the dance-hall and the saloon bar.
Mrs. Fraser, in the closing chapter of this 
book, pays a charming tribute to Spokane, 
the " City of Homes, ” with its " sparkling, 
wealthy business quarter entirely sur­
rounded by parks, ” its millionaires, and 
its " pretty, refined, charmingly well-dress­
ed women, ” who enjoy " every comfort 
and luxury of civilization. ” And until 
the -middle of " the roaring eighties ”
Spokane was a mere muddle of frame 
buildings, little more than " shacks, ” set 
in the middle of what it now ptpudly calls 
its " inland Empire, ” which was then a 
wilderness of bunch-grass prairie and 
sage-brush desert, inhabited only by jack 
rabbits, coyotes, and a few Red Indians.

The story of the convertion of this 
wilderness into a smiling land of farm and 
orchard is one of the strangest fairy tales 
of civilization. The fairy godmother who 
wrought the change was the railway—the 
Northern Pacific Railway first, then the 
Canadian Pacific and the Great Northern 
—and the attendant sprite was irrigation.
Every,year the railways have thrust out 
new branch lines and " feeders ” farther 
and'farther into the seemingly barren and 
inaccessible places ; and, at the waving of 
the wand, dams and reservoirs, " flumes ” 
and ditches have multiplied till sage-brush 
and -grease-wood have vanished to give 
way to alfalfa and wheat, apples and mel­
ons and peaches. There are still places 
which the railway does not reach, where 
the old life persists in something like its 
pristine frank and lawless unconvention­
ality, Such a place is, or was five years 
agot the Methow Valley (please pronounce 
it" Met-hon ” !)

In 1845 through pressure of the french, 
the ban on the Catholics was removed and 
the next year an Imperial Rescript an­
nounced that this religion could be taught 
and should not be classed with heterodox 
beliefs. Tsai was closely watched by 
emissaries of the Viceroy : his house was 
searched and as no crucifixes or images 
were found, he was arrested, condemned, 
and thrown into prison, where he shortly 
afterwards died, in 1846. The centenary 
of his baptism was observed last year on 
October 27, with fitting ceremony, in 
many of the Churches throughout China. 
A question of considerable interest to 
many is asked by the compilers of this 
sketch, i.e., whether Morrison changed 
the term tien chu, which he first used for 
God, to Shangti, on account of this un­
fortunate occurrence.—North China Daily

Fresh fish is an exceedingly perishable 
food product. Even when reasonable 
care has been taken by the packers and 
dealers, such fish will frequently deter­
iorate rapidly.

It has been scientifically demonstrated 
that the toxic or poisonous elements form­
ed in decomposing fish, greatly exceeded 
those produced in the flesh of warm 
blooded animals. Further, these are us­
ually most dangerous in the early stages 
of decomposition. Consequently the need 
for extra precautions in the selection of 
fresh fish is plain. The following points 
are worth remembering when purchasing 
fish.

From this it would seem that the most 
i plausible argument against the use of fish 
in preference to meat is, that it is til a 
matter of taste and habit Taste, at its 
best is only acquired.

Another fallacy that we 
shall dispel from public opinion is that 
fish food is not so economical as it is ad­
vertised and preached.
