MeeTinG oF THE CaANaADA CoMPANY.—
‘T'he half yearly meeting of this company
took place on the 26th ultimo, at the offi-
ces, St. Helen’s Place, Bishopsgate Street,
City ; Mr Franks in the chair. The re-
port stated- that there had been a great in-
crease in the branches of the company’s
operations during the year 1850 ; and that
the proposed railroad from Quebec to Ha-
lifax, if carried out. would be of great im-
porfance to their future interests. The
system of leasing land had been found to
answer admirably. A large balance was
shown in favor of the company, sufficient
to maintain the dividend usually declared
The receipts inyC anada in the year 1850
were—Purchase money of land sold, £10,
260 ; bills receivable, - £14,718 ; rent,
£13,177 ; interest, £8,984 ; transfer fees,
£924 1 timber cut, £341 ; advances re-
paid, &c., £1,348 ; total, £49,053 curren-
cv. The report which gave gencral sa-
tisfaction, was unanimously adopted ; and
after a vote of thanks to the chairman and
directors, the meeting eparated.

Dreadful Accident on Lake Ontario.

We deeply regret to have to record an
accident such as is scarcely known on this
lake, viz. a steamboat .explosion.. The
telegraph of Monday evening brought us
intelligence of the destruction of the well
known and singular unfortunate steamer
Comet, owned by Messrs. McPherson and
Crane. The Comet was on her first trip
down the lake, and was on the point of
leaving Oswego when the accident hap-
pened. The telegraph furnishes the fol-
lowing melancholy particulars of the acci-
dent : -

OswEeco, April 21.

As the British Steamer Comet, with a
full head of steam, was preparing to leave
this Port this afternoon; her boiler burst,
tearing out the cehtre, throwing the smoke
pipes overboard, and injuring her so se-
verely that she sunk in five minutes.
The 2nd Engineer, Carpenter, and one
deck hand, are missing. The 1st Engi-
neer #nd five deck hands very badly scald-
ed. The Captain was on deck, and was
thrown below, but was only slightly injur-
ed. She now lies a perfect wreck in 9
foet of water. The body of one of the
hands has just been found, he was in the
hold, butis not yet recognized.

LATER.

Wedearn by telegraph yesterday afier-
noon, that eight persons have died from
the effects of injuries sutained.

Great Flire in Kingston.—An atteti-
tive friend in Kingston telegraphs us that
a fire broke out in'that city on Monday

night, (14th inst.) which had destroyed

nearly a block of buildings in the most po-
pulous part of the city. The block of hous-
es boanded by Princes, Bagot, Queen and
Wellington Streets——was entirely con-
sumed, with the exception of the stores of
Messrs. Mowat, Foster and Buckley. No
less than forty houses fell a prey to the
devouring element. This will be a sad
blow for ill-treated and unfortunate old
Kingston.—Spectator.

InspEcTORS OF LiceENcEs, ToronTo.—
The Board of Inspectors of Licences re-
ported that up to the 4th of March, they
had granted licences as follows :—Ta-
verns, 152 ; Beerhouses, 6 ; Confectiona-
ries, 11 ; Eating-houses, 2.. On the 18th
March they-.granted 2 Tavern Licences
and 1 for a Confectionary. On the 1st of
April, they granted 7 Tavern Licences;
1 Beerhouse ; 1 Confectionary; and 1 Eat-
ing-house. The total, 182, being a reduc-
tion of one-half, as compared with the
number of houses in operation last year.

Artrantic axp Paciric RaiLroap.—
The following, certainly “very important,
if true,”” paragraph, we find in a late num-
ber of the New York Express..—-

T London Ilo '—Mr Whitney despair-
ing of Congress ever making his Railroad
to the Pacific, goes out in the steamer by
invitation from Fngland, it is said, to nego-
tiate for a route through Upper Canada,
and through the lands of the-Hudson Bay
company—above the U. S. boundary.

A woman named Clarke shot a man
named Fraser in one of the streets of
New York a few days since. The pistol
was loaded with shot which entered the
back of the neck. The sufferer-is in a
very precarious state. It seems Mrs.
Clarke fancied herself injured in some res-
pect by Fraser-and consequently used him
as described.

ENGLAND.

“The Ministry have been sustained in
the House of Commons on a motion from
the Opposition to abandon the Income
Tax, by a majority of 38—278 for Minis-
ters, against 240. The towns of Man-
chester and Salford had sent a petition to
Parliament signed by 51,447, against Papal
Aggression. !

FRANCE.

The aspect of commeroial affairs in Pa-
ris is not ‘unfavorable, but the accounts
feom Lyons are very discouraging. The
intelligence is politically unimportant.

There.is still much speculation in Paris
as 1o the formation of a new Ministry. It
was rumoured that a coalition is to be form-
ed, including Mr Beroche and Odillon
Barrot.

We learn from Berlin that it is not yet
decided whether the Dresden Conferences
would be discontinued. It was generally
believed that Austria would consent to re-
turn to the Frankfort Diet.

Accounts from Stratsburgh announce,
that the President of the Frankfort Diet
had been summoned to Vienna, in great
haste.

The Copenhagen papers publish the
text of a proposition for the settlement of
the Holstein question, which will be sub-
mitted to the Assembly.

*THE FORCE OF CIRCUMSTANGCES.”

The Globe of Saturday contains an explauatory
lament, two columns in length, over the re-
Jection of Mr, George Brown in Haldimand.
We wero fully(prepumd for an attempted pat:
liation of one of the most shameful defeats on
record. Persons unused to adversity lay trifling
reverser sadly to heart, whilst a calamity whieh
might be borue with philesophical resignation by
others, is to them quite overpoweriug. Mr.
George Brown takes no pains to disguise the
intense mortification which fie suffets, although,
like many porsons who pretend to pass an un-
biassed -opinion on questions in which they are
deeply interested, he ascribes his defeat to causes
which had but a trifling agency in the matter.
It is quite unnecessary for us to follow the Globe
through this lengthy and unprofitable explana-
tion. He bhiys that, * by the foree of circum-
stances, Mr Mackenzie obtained the lead on the
first day,”” and although the fast is uot stated,
we prosume that, ** by the force of circumstances,
Mr Mackenzic obtdined the lead”’ the second day,
or retained it from the first, while, by’a similar
*“force of circumstances, Mr. Brown remained
third on the list from beginniug to end. We
dotibt whether the- * force of circumstances*’
ever 80 speedily asserted its supromnacy, and
maintained it, as on this occasion, when it had
the Editor of the Globs for an antagonist. :

Our domi-official contemporary truly observes
that, ** the history of election contests in Uppet
Canada probably presents no parallel to the one
which has just closed.”” It is indeed seldom that
a man who has been white-washed of the most
atrocious crime known to the laws, who is in-
tensely disliked, and is deifounced by every party
in the country, should be elevated to power
through the still greater dislike and contempt
entertained for his principal opponent. It is
seldom that a Ministry becomes, in three short
years, 8o lost in public estimation, that dn active
and unscrupulous adherent, with all the official
influence of a reckless administration in his
favor, and with a press at his command, should
be doubly beaten, his chief opponent being a man
who, at the outset, was threatened with personal
violence if he dared to show his face in the
County ! It is passing strange that a constituency
which, as a general rule, has returned unani-
mously a Ministerfal partisan, should now reeord
a vote of 651 against the Ministry, and 165 in
their favor. The Globs may well declars the
contest without parallel in the history of the
Proviuce. 5

Our contemporary' complains that the Tory
press did not treat all its opponents alike, and
that Mr. ‘George Brown was thus made the
victim of **circumstances.”” We have no hesi-
tation in saying, for ourselves, that we perceived
at first the Editor of the Glabe was the Candi-
date whom it would be most difficult~and whom,
at the same time, we considered it most de-
sirable—to beat, and our course was shaped
accordingly. {lad not the Ministerial Candidate
tent valuable assistance himself, the task might
have been far more difficult thanit proved.—
When. Mr. Brown first appeared in Haldimand,

‘he had 10 opponennts Lut the Conservatives,

whom he looked upon as too insignificant to
desrve notice; but by his arrogance and: indis-
cretion, he speedily aroused an opposition which
no subsequent exertion could overcome. On one
point all parties-are agreed, viz, that if Mr
Brown had not appeated in Haldimand, Mac-
kenzie would never have beou permitted to
shew his nose in the County. The reflection
niay not be very agreoable, but it is based on a
goud foundation. Perhaps the most entertaining
part of the Globe’s confession er lamentation is
the remark in the third paragraph of his article,
that * Mr Brown was the Candidate whom the
majority of the electors desired to see returned.”’
The electors who were so anxious to see him
returned voted agaiust him ! He was the popular
Candidate, and yet four-fifths of the frecholders
declared they would have nothing to do with
him ! Really, Mr George Brown, this looks téo
much like a self-offered eompliment.

The Globa shows that if the Ministerial candi-
date had few friends, he inade the best use of
those whom the ** force of circumstances®” brought
into his net. Mr Brown appears to have calcula-
ted cleverly the tactics of his opponents, and we
must do him the justice to say that his friends were
better organized, and worked more systematically,
than the supporters of any other candidate. The
fumber of votes which he polled on the second
day—49 to McKinnon’s 134, and Mackenzie’s
126—shows very conclusively how aotively the
friends of Mr Brown worked on the first day, and
how anxions the candidate was to make a rush at
the start. Our friend of the Globe has no cause
to reproach either himself or his friends. They
did all that men could do, bat the fates, or the
** forco of circumstunces,” had conspired against
them. .

A great deal of stress is laid upon the efforts
made by the Reman Catholics to defeat the Editor
of the paper which is ** Protestant to the back
bone.” ‘I'he strength of the Roman Catholics in
Haldimand is entirely over-rated by the Globe.—
Rejecting the Germaus, fow if any of whom speak
English, and who from the first were looked upon
as safe for Mackenzig, we have not been able to
ascertain more than 50 Reman Catholic voters in
the county. Of these, notwithstanding the insult-
ing manner in which he had denounced their re-
ligion, Mr Brown obtained ten or twelve. Sup-
posing, therefore, that the Ministerial candidate
had obtained the whole Roman Catholic vote, he
would still have stood upwards of 60 votes behind
Mr McKinnon, and would not have reached him,
had he obtained every voto cast for Mr-Case into |
the bargain ! It is quite useless to endeavor to
convince the Globe that no ** force of circumstan-
ces *’ would have been adequate te place its Edi-
tor second on the list’; but those who are less
biased will readily perceive that the candidate
whom ¢ the majority of the electors desired to ses
returned;”” had not the slightest chance of suc-
cess. This is the fact of the case—the figures
confirm 'it—and all the special pleading of the
Globe will neither lessen the mortification of de-
feat, nor place Mr Brown in a more enviable po-
sition than he enjoyed on Tuesday week.

The Globe ** glorics in Mr Brown’s defeat” on
religious grounds, and says that **so ldug as he
can wield a pen, and occasion demands, he will
not be deterred fronr defending the cause of Pro-
testantism.’”” We trust that, in his indiscreet zeal,
he may not prove sbd ruinous an advocate to Pro-
testantism, as, recontly, to himself. Had a reli-

ious combination been entered into against Mr

rown, or any other candidate, without ample
reason, we should have been among the first to
condemn the introduction of so fearful an element
into a popular contest ; but it must be admitted
that the greatest provocation had been given, and
that the’denomination which had been so grossly
assailed would have been more than human to
overlook'the indignity offered their religion, and
record their votes for a man who had proclaimed
bimself an uncompromising enemy.

We have ever held that political newspapers
have no right to meddle with purely religious
questions, and that no man’s faith should be ques-
tioned or ridiculed by those who worship God ac-
cording to the dictates of their own conscionces ;
but the Globe seems to entertain a different opi-
nion, and proves the Jiberality of liberalism by out:

The._following extraordinary story is told in &

** This morning having been fixed for the exe-
cutien of a journeyman butcher, named Marcus.-
son, and a woman named Botilla-Nilsdotter, for
having murdered the husband of the latter, a vast
number of persons, of all ages and both sexes,
and especially of peasants in their national cos.
tumes, arrived last evening and bivouacked in

b Although for upwards of
sixty years no. execution had taken place in the
province, and for upwards of eight years none in
all Sweden, it was not so much curiosity which
attracted the multitude, as the desire to swallow
a drop of the blood of the criminals, at the mo-
ment it should spurt from bencath the axe of the
executioner ; it heing the popular belief in Sweden
that it renders the weak strong, cures all sorts of
maladies, and secures a long life. When tho
scaffold was erected, the people assembled round
with cups, glasses, bowls, some even with large
saucepans to catch the blood. The soldiers had
the greatest difficulty in forming and maintaining
an open space. The two culprits, who were
very penitent, arrived on the ground at seven
o’clock, and after listening to the exhortations of
the priests, gave themselves up toghe executioner.
The woman was first beheaded, then the man,
The auxiety of the spectators was very great,
and the moment the man’s heid wag severed,
they broke through the line of ¢oldiers; The
soldiers, to drive them out, lustily employed the
butt ends of their muskets (the muskets were
not loaded), and a desperate conflict ensued. At
last the erowd succeeded in reaching the scaffold;
byt in the meantimbe, the polize had placed the
bodies in a cart, and nad sent them off under a
strong escort of cavalry. They had, however, to
take the precautien of removing, by spades and
pickaxes, the portions of the road on which drops
of blood happened to fall, to prevent the people
from sucking up ths hlood. When the bodies
had got fairly off, the crowd gradually dispersed—
two hundred of them were grievously injured,

and a greater number had received severe con-
tusions."”

TERRIBLE EARTHQUAKE IN TURKEY.

The mails of the steamor America bring Liver-
pool papers from which the following account of
a dreadful earthquake in Turkey is copied. It is
probable that so severs a convulsion of nature has
not taken place on the shores of the classic Medi-
lerranean in many centuries :—

Accounts from Malta announce a succession of
terrible earthquakes, which have been folt at Mak-
ri, @ city of Adolia, Turkey, on the Mediterranean,
and at the far-famed city and island "of Rhodes,
which is situated 50 miles out fromz: Makri and
the Turkish coast. Rhodes is nearly in the samo
latitude as New York, and is distant from here six
thousand miles. Its population is 25,000. The
English mail steamers connecting with the Qver-
land route to Chiua, pass near Rhodes. The first
shock was felt on the 28th of February, between
five and half-past five p. 5., when at Rhodes, the
upper part of the castle, which is at the entrance
of the town, fall with an awful crash, overwhelm-
ing the offices of the Austrian Lloya’s Steam
Navigation Company, whilst the Tower of Arays-
Kule, which commands the entrance of the harbor,
and several other parts of the fortifications sus-
tained great injury, as did likewise many dwelling -
houses, some of which were shaken to their very
foundations on the rock—others cracked through-
out. . The oscillations were from west to east.—
Mrs B., the lady of a foreign vice-consul, was so
alarmed, that she rushed, with an infant in her
arms, from her dwelling, and, jumping into the
sea, made her way to a boat; whilst another
daughter, who attempted to follow the mother,
got buried in the ruins, but from which, through
the humane exertions of some neighbors, she was
happily extricated, and, marvellous to relate, with
no other injuries than bruises. Slighter shocks
succeeded almost daily, up to the 7th March. At
Makri, on the main land, and its immediate neigh-
borhood, the consequences liave been most disas-
trous and heart-rending. The whole of the
house, dwellings, and stores, lately erected in the
town, have been levelled to the ground, fissures
have been made in the very streets, from which
bituminous vapors exude continually, almost suf-
focating the inhabitants ; many springs have dried
up, whilst in arid localities new ones have gushed
out, changing the whole feature of the earth’s sur-
face. The town of Levissy, which contained 1500
hauses, has not one left standing, and no less than
600 human beings are reckoned to be under the
ruins, which number would have been awfully
augmented had the shock been after nigitfull,
when the inhabitants retired to their homes after
the labors of the day. The village of Chiorge has
nearly met with the same fate, the upper part of
a huge mountain having fallen into, and blocked
up, the small port of Ilkeugik, overwhelming all
the dwellings round about its base. Another vil-
lage, more inland, has been buried from the fall,
in opposite directions, of two hills, botween which
it was situated.

The survivors at Mukri alarmed by the repest-
ed shocks which were still occurring for five days
after, though of a much slighter nature, had fled
for safety on board small craft and fishing boats,
carrying with them what property they could
from time to time dig out from beneath the ruins
of storehouses, most of which has been removed
to Simi, Rhodes, and other islands. At Samsoon
a emart shock was felt on the 25th of February,
but it caused no damage. Our readers will re-
member, tha§ the famous Colossus of Rhodes,
which in its day was reckoned one of the seven
wonders of the world was thrown down by an‘
earthquake 234 years before Christ, and 56 years
after its erection, being the enormous weight of
713,000 Ibs. To some such eventis no doubt at-
tributable tlie extensive magnificent ruins of many
citios which exist in Lydia and the valley of the
Xanthus, of which Makri is the port, and from
whence the British Museum imported the inter-
esthng works of art which adorn its saloons, disco-
vered, or more properly speaking recovered, by
Mr Fellowes some ten years ago.

Since the foregoing was in type, we have seen
letters from Trebizond, another city of Asiatic
Turkey (the ancient Trapesus), down to the 5th
of March, which make mention of two ‘smart
shocks of enrthquake having been experienced
thereat. Stove pipes got detached from the walls
of the houses, doors flew apen, and many old. te~
nements threatened to fall upon the eurs of the
inmates, butho accident of consequence resultod.
Earthquakes are of rare occurrence in thie seaporg,

The Spanish Cortes was dissolved by
the Queen on the 7th inst.

Pusevism.—A petition or address to|

the Queen, signed by above 200 members
of the two Houses of Parliament, and
more than 300,000 lay members of the
Church of England, was recently laid be-
fore the Queen, the prayer of which was
that the Puseyistic, in reality Roman Ca-
tholic, usages and tendencies of some of
the Clergy of the Established Church,
might be stopped either by episcopal re-
proof or by the direct interposition of the
Queen. A similar address, ev®n more
numerously .signed, has more recently
been presented in the same quarter, pray-
ing for a similar reform. The Queen has
formally remitted the second of these ad-
dresses to the Archbighop of Canterbury,
virtually instructing that dignifary to com-
ply with its requests. Her Majesty de-
clares her confidence in the Archbishop’s
desire to use such means as are within
his reach to maintain the purity of the
doctrines of the Church, and to discourage
.and prevent *fnnevations- in the mode of
conducting the Church service, not sanc-
tioned by usage and calculated to create
much dissatisfaction among the members
of that Church. She therefore “ requests”
that_he will communicate with the Arch-
bishop of York, and the suflragan Bishops
in England and Wales upon the subject,
“ who,”” her Majesty does not doubt, ¢ will
concur in the endeavor, by a judicicus
exercise of their authority and influence,
to uphold the purity and simplicity of the
faith and worship of the Reformed Church,
and to reconcile differences amongst its
members, injurious. to its peace and use-
fulness.” ‘I'his has the appearance that
some reform in the Church is to be insist-
ed upon as a part of the plan for the arrest
of Papal aggression. The Puseyites be-
ing numerous.and influential, the" attempt
at reformation' may involve very important
and material issues.
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CALIFORNIA NEWS.

The mails by the Prometheus, which
arrived at New York on Friday night, sup-
ply some particulars of the aflairs in Cali-
fornia- The Alta Californian says busi-
ness has revived a little since the sailing
of the last steamer, and it is thought the
lowest point of depression was passed.
The embarrassment was caused by the
dry winter, and- immense’ shipments
of goods which could not be sold. Mil-
lions of gold dust, thrown up in heaps
in the dry diggins, will have to remain tjll
washed out by the fall rains. The Legis-
lature has worked well since the Senator
question was postponed. A Common
School Law has been framed —the sale of
Jottery tickets has been prohibited, and it
is thought the foreign miners tax law will
be repealed.

Many new diggings are said to have
heen discovered, and the gold stories are
as imeredible as ever. The U. S. Assay
office is in full blast, and gold pours in to
be converted into coin. San Francisco
i8 spreading on all sides. Large and well-
built brick stores now .stand where ves-
sel floated a few months since: Marys-

ville and Nevada have been incotporated
as cities.
BURNING OF THE CITY OF NEVADA,

Nevada had scarcely been organized as
a city, before a destructive fire laid the
finest portion in ashes. The fire occurred
on the night of the 11th of March, and is
supposed to have been the work of an in-
cendiary. One hundred and fifty houses
were destroyed, and the loss is not less
than $1,000,000.  All the principal build-
ings were destroyed. If the incendiary
was discovered, it is probable that he would
be dealt with in a summary manner, o
great was the excitement. A man nam-
ed Hayden was suspected of the crime,
he having threatened to burn the city if
some persons who had lynched him a
short time previous, were not expelled
from the place.

BLOODY AFFRAY.

A fatal affray took place at Sonora on
the 13th of March; in which five wmen
were kiled and four others mortally
wounded. A Mr Holden laid claim to a
certain flat and refused to allow miners to
dig upon it. A party attempted to test his
right by going to work upon the land.
Holden raised a party of armed men & at-
tacked the squatters. Persons were killed
on both sides, and it is not stated which
party were viclorious. «

LYNCHING OF HORSE THIEVES.

Two men were eaught in the act of
stealing horses from the rancho of Gage
and Almond on the Cosumnes. The
most. unequivocsl ‘evidense of their guilt
was obtained and they were immediately
hanged. The Sacramento Transcript
gives the following account of the trial and
execution. The prisoners were then ar-
raigned, and a motion made to give them
a trial by jury, but the proposition wag
hooted down by the incensed crowd ! A
motion was then made that they be hung
at once, which was carried by acclama-
tion! ‘They were called on to make a
confession being told that they had but.
helf an hour to_prepare for the solemn
change that awaited them. They gave
their names as James Baxter, of Maine,
and Charles Simmons, of Massachusetts—
the names, however, may have been as-
sumed. The prisoners were then told that
their time had nearly elapsed. T'hey seem-
ed to be much excited, and begged, *‘for
God’s sake, lot us live a little longer.”
Five minutes more were given them, du-
ring which time one of the prisoners called
on the other, saying in a low tone of voice,
““ Let us tell, them all about it,”’ to which
the other replied, “No, no ; hush.” When
the half heur had elapsed, they were told
their time had come. Lariats were brought,
nooses made, and the guilty wretches
hung up. .- This took place at 12 o’clock,
last night, (Friday) and the bodies were
still suspended this morning when our in-
formant left, although persons were en-
gaged in digging two graves. Baxter and
Simmons had somie ten or fifteen horses
in their possession when they were taken,
all of which belonged to Gage and Almond
beyond the shadow of doubt.

INDIAN MASSACRES.

The Indians of California are yet un-
subdued, and continue to murder the
whites whenever an opportunity occurs.
Five miners were killed by them on the
Mercedes on the 3rd of March. Great
alarm was felt in all that part of the coun-
try. A Mr Casserly was murdered by
the Indians within two miles of his own
house. His body was afterwords found,
pierced with twenty-eight arrows. His
tongue was cut out and pinned to his bo-
dy with ‘an arrow, and one of his legs was
hacked off. The history of the doings of
these savages is most revolting.
Bnsiness in San Francisco is in the
main prosperous, yet such is the continu-
ed pressure of goods on the market, that
prices are still downward. It is thought
the amouut of goods now on hand waiting
sales is fully fifty per cent. above the de-
mands of the country.

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The European news by recent arrivals
is not particularly interesting. Perhaps
the most important item, as respects Ca-
nada, is the complimentary dinner given
to Lord Stanley, the leader of the Protec-
tionist party by his political supporters.
The invitation received the signatures of
110 Peers and over 200 members of the
House of Commons, besides a large num-
ber of other influential parties. The
Chair was filled by Mr T. Baring, M. P,
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for Huntingdon, and Lord Stanley, in

responding to the address of the Chairman
in giving his health, took oceasion to de-
fine the policy to be adopted by the party
in the events of their being enabled to as-
sume the reins of Government of which
the prospect appears not remote. lle
took a comprehensive view of the eondi-
tion of -the Agricultural, Manufacturing,
and Shipping [uterests under the present
Free 'I'rade policy, represonting the for-
mer as “deeply depressed, and daily sink-
ing deeper and deeper in distress and pe-
nury ; “tens of thousands of industrious
men, women, and - children, getling toge-
ther the wreck of their fortunes and flying
from penury and distress at home, to fo-
reign and rival countries.” The Cotton
manufacture, which had enjoyed a mono-
poly of Government favor, had notwith-
standing, fallen ofl'since 1819 by the de-
crease in home consumption, to an amount-
equivalent to 200,000,000 yards of cali-
co ; while, during last yvear, there had
been a falling oft’ in Brilish ports of 113,
000 Tons of British vessels, accompanied
by an increase of 63,000 Tons of foreign
vessels.

The remedy proposed by Lord Stanley
for this state of affairs is no ill-considered
and hasty legislation, buta halt in the
downward course. Ile would watch the
progress that had already taken place,—
modify the effect of measures, if they had
had a greater effect that even their propo-
sers ocontemplated, and prudently, dis-
creetly, but firmly and determinedly, ap-
ply on sound principles legislative relief
to those classes which legislative action
had made to suffer, and by the. imposition
of moderate duties on foreign imports,
check their unlimited influx when not re-
quired, and at the same time, in accordance
with the policy of all other nations, obtain
from the foreigner a contribution towards
the revenue of the State, now almost en-
tirely.derived from the over-taxed inhabi-
tants. - He held that a dissolution of Par-
liament a few months hence, will resultin
the return of a Protectionist Administra-
tion. The adoption by Britain of a duty
on Foreigh produce would of course
operate as a premium to the full amount of
the rate on Colonial productions, and
would place the Canadian -Agriculturist in
a position to look with indifference on the
go much desired and so long delayed * re-
ciprocity’” with the States.

PETTY SESSIONS.

Mimmack vs. Tracy.—A pig left unblirried on
the street, contrary to by-law No. 4,sec. 4. The
defendant denied the ownership of the animal, or
baving caused its exposure.

Mimmack vs. Grifith.—Pig at large. It being
alleged that the pig had broke ©out, and was killed
immediately on being seen by the Iuspector, the
case was dismissed.

Mimmack vs. Elliot.—DBoxes on side walk, gon-
trary to the provisions of by-law No. 4, sec. 2.—
The defence was, that the outside step of the
Store door projected beyond the boxes, and that
they were consequently no obstruction. Dismissed.

Mimmack vs. Tatham.—Plough and Salt Bar-
rels on side walk. The defence was, that there
was 9 fuet of a clear passage in front of the arti-
cles specified, and that éha salt barrels had been
turned on end in cempliance with the directions
of the Inspector. - Dismissed,

Mimmack vs. Benedict.—Barrels, Boxes, and
Shingles on side walk. The defence, that there
was sufficient room for passage notwithstanding
the obstructions complained of. Dismisscd. ,

In the three last cases, the Magistrates held
that the obstructions complained of and acknow-
ledged, were not such as to warrant a conviction,
and the luspector was warned to be inore cautious
in future in bringing complaints before the court,
causing parties to absent themselves from their
business on such frivolous pretences.

The Bection of the by-law on which the infor-
mation was laid, reuds thus, ** That no persomn or
persons shall commit any sort of nuisance on the
public side walks, nor shall they encumber the
same with any dirt, rubbish, or ploughs, harrows,
whoelbarrows, grindstones, whoaels, salt, ih‘mglen,
brick, stones, hogsheads, crates, empty boxes, or
barrels, or any other,obstruction whatever.'”

Now, however we inay be disposed to regard
the propriety of the requirement in the by-law, it
ig sufficiently evident that the presonce on the
side walks of certain articles enumerated are re-
garded by it as obstructions. In respoct of non-
enumerated articles, it would of course boe compe-
tent for the Magistrate to find whather they were

of the articles en:tmerated ou tho side walk after
being warned of the consequonce by the Iuspector.
1t requires not then the legal acmunen of a Phili-
delphia Lawyer to dotermine that the) acted con-
trary to the provisions of the by-law, and were
amenable accordingly, and that it was not com-
petont for the Magistrater to find that certain ar-
ticles, in a certain position, asserted in the by-law
to be obstructions, wore really not such. We have
heard this opinion confirmed by more than one
legal gentleman in town, and by several Magis-
trates not present at the sitting. The Inspector
has a most disagresable duty to perform, and
otight to be sustained in his endeavor to enfore
the requirements of these by-laws. If they are
too stringent, let the odium fall on the law-makers,
but don’t let us have decisions contrary to the ex-
isting law. We need not add our cenviction that,
if an error was committed by the Magistrates in
their decisions, it was an error of judgment and
from the purest motives. We understand the
Town Couucil, at a subsequent meeting, au-
thorised their officer to summons parties guilty
of like offences, and have resolved to support
him in the discharge of his duties.

- I told him that it would
not be doingg justice to the townships of Waterloo,
Wilmet, Lowor Woolwich, and other places in
thejcsunty where only German is generally spoken
and wnderstood, and which pay se large a pro-
portion of the taxes, todeprive them of a knoewledge
of the finanecial affairs of the county. He ad-
mitted the justies of my argument, but not until
I reminded him thatswo wers directed by the Fi-
nance Committee to publish them in both lax-
guages. 1then asked him te go'along with me
to make au agreoment with one of the Guwelph
papers for tho priting ; he said he had not time,
but told me to go, and that he would abide by
whatever arrangements [ made. I consented,
and went first to the Editor of the Herald, who,
after some inquiry about the printing, told me he
would deduct 25 per cent. from the regular charge
for advertisements. I then went to the Editor of
the Adcertiser, who told me he would deduct 10
per cent. 1 told him that he would have to do it
at less, or he would not got the job. He ashed
me what Mr Pirie wounld do it for. - I replied that
1 would not tell him, but asked him to come to
Mr Pirie’soffice, and perhaps he would tell it him-
self. He did so, when Mr P. told him he would
givo 25 per cent. off. Mr K. then said he would
give tho same discount if he got the job. T re-
plied, ** Now that you have agreed on the charge,
the best way is to draw cuts who shall have the
printing first, the unsuccessful competitor to have
it the succeeding year ; ’’ and stated at the same
time that ono of the Waterloo papers was to copy.
Both gentlemen at once agreed, when I cut two
pieces of paper, and told them that the long piece
would get the job the first time. Mr P. pulled the
long cut, and Mr K. immediately said, ** Very
well then, it is undersiﬂg I will get it the next
time.” I replied, ** Gerfffinly.’’ This statement
I dare Mr Keeling to deny. But, Sir, when Mr
Anthony Stephens found out that the Herald had
got the work to do, everything was wrong. Ho
was now again of opinion that none of the German
papers should get the printing,—that the two
* county papers ’ should print the Accounts. Mr
Editor, here was partiality displayed too plain to
be mistaken.

We exceedingly regret bein’ called
upon to record one of the most disastrous
fires that probably ever océurred in Brant-
ford. The fire, as we learn from a gen-
tleman who left Brantfdrd yesterday inorn-
ing, broke out betwbén 10 and 11 d’clock
on Thursday night in the <«cellar of Mr.
Higginbotham’s “Drug Store, Colborne
Street, from whence it spread to the adjoin-
ing buildings eastward, destroying all with-
in reachy to the number of about twenty.
On the east the progress of the flames was
only stayed by the brick store of Mr Ste-
venson ; and the stone store, next to
where the fire commenced, occupied by
Mr Stewart, prevented their extending
westward. The loss must doubtless be
very great, and will be sorely felt by those
whose property was uninsured. ‘L’hé suf-
ferers, as far as we have been able to as-
certain, are ;—Messrs. Higginbotham,
Yaton, Walkinshaw, Burwell, Dunn,
Messrs Weym’s and Wilkes, besides se.

Mr Higginbotham, we understand,
is insured for £750 in the Gore Mutual,
and Mr Eaton for £500 in an American
Company. We are not aware of what
property is covered by insurance, butlearn
that the Gore Mutual is a loser in the su’
of £2080. How the fire originated ap-
pears to be a mystery. Mr Higginbotham
had been ill for some time previous, and
the clerk was left in charge of the store.
Thursday, on acéount of a temperance [es-
tival, was regarded somewhat as a holiday,
and little business was done in town.
Hence it is presumed that as the young
man in attendence at the store of Mr Hig-
ginbothom had not been in the cellar that
day, nor any one else to his knowledge,
the fire must have been caused by a bar-
rel of phosphorous- How far this may
Le correct we cannot say ; at all évents
such is the supposition. ;

Later.—The Offices and- Storehouses
of Mr Burwell and the Messrs Wilkes,,
were entirely consumed, The former
had 5,000 bushels of Wheat in Store.
The cut stone front of the building adjoin-
ing Mr Higginbotham’s Drug Store, and
owned by W. L. Turner, Esq.
