MINNEAPOLIS. March 8.—A letter 
describing the shooting of six Jews, 
who were trying to escape Russian

The men were seiz­
ed by Russian soldiers, the letter says, 
as they were trying to pass from 
Russia into Austria at Novocelitz 
Katowhen. They were without pass­
ports and were trying to get through 
in the night. The letter says that all 
able bodied men over 18 years old

tary duty. Many Jews and others 
who do not sympathize with the gov­
ernment are trying to escape.

It seems that as soon as the scores 
of delegates of the Provincial Mining 
Association were ready to open their 
second annual convention at the cap­
ital the other day, McBride sneaked 
out of town. He deliberately left the 
multifarious public duties that he is 
supposed to attend to and hid himself 
in Swttle till the convention had ad­
journed. The business of the conven­
tion terminated on a Saturday, and on 
the following Sunday, the Colonist was 
so impressed with the good work done 
that it had a leading editorial, which 
expressed open admiration for the as­
sociation and its actions. The next 
day. Monday, McBride hied him back 
from Seattle and evidently lost no tkne 
In reading the riot act to his organ, 
with the result that the Colonist took 
occasion the very next day to retract 
all that it had said on the subject in 
its Sqii^Lay issue, and in addition re­
commended & policy of continued in­
action on the part of the government.

M SW THE JAPANESE SPIRIT.

In war the moral outweighs the ma­
terial as three to one; so said Napo­
leon, who was not in danger of laying 
too much stress on the spiritual side 
of life. The important thing Is not 
the weapons with which men fight, or 
their numbers, but the spirit which 
moves them. The present war presents 
an extraordinary contrast between the 
two nationalities which face each 
other. The Russian character we 
know fairly well. It displays stub­
born and enduring bravery, remark­
able and exemplary patience, a stolid 
self-possession, a rather dog-like fidel­
ity and loyalty. Its weak point ie lack 
of fire and resourcefulness. A certain 
enterprise, of an Intellectual rather 
than an emotional nature, sometimes 
shows itself, but In general the Rus­
sians have been sluggish in war, and 
not able to adapt themselves quickly 
to new conditions. To these charac­
teristics the Japanese offer a pro­
foundly interesting comparison. Their 
fierce yet calculated impetuosity al­
ready haa been shown to the world. 
They have other military peculiarities 
which have not yet asserted themsel­
ves, but which may be illustrated from 
the war of 1894-96.

Dauntless courage and self-devotion 
are the virtues of good soldiers of all 
races and all periods. The Japanese 
least of all would desire to represent 
the exceptionally fortunate torpedo 
officers, who not only got into Port 
Arthur, but actually got out unscath­
ed, as brave above other men. British 
torpedo officers, and doubtless those 
of other navies, deliberately look upon 
boat raids into harbors as forlorn 
hopes, from which no man really ex­
pects to return. The beet they hope 
for is to get in, destroy a ship or two, 
and swim ashore and surrender when 
their boat is destroyed. To drown be­
side a wrecked battleship of the enemy 
would be a high success. To adopt in 
cold blood a branch of the profession 
which holds out such grim prizes is In 
itself a species of heroism. The Jap­
anese officers share in this common 
self-devotion. They share fully, as is 
proved by their dogged work at Wei- 
Hai-Wei In February, 1896. Some men 
were scalded to death, some were 
frozen to death, in unsuccessful at­
tacks; yet they tried again. Admiral 
Ito gave the order with a heavy heart. 
Commander Mochihara, the chief of 
"the flotilla,” to quote a popular his­
tory of the war, "told his men that 
"there was hardly any chance of es- 
"caping, and death was almost cer- 
"tain; it was better to remove all un­
necessary articles, a hand-lamp being 
"suffleent, no signals except port and 
"starboard being required for such a 
"desperate enterprise. ‘Our boats and 
" ’our bodies are the enemy’s.’ He sc- 
“cordingly sent away all the naval re- 
"cords, signal sheets and written or- 
"ders. But there was not the slight- 
"est trepidation; all the men were 
"overjoyed at the dangerous duty on 
"which they were detached.”

The really significant characteristic 
of the Japanese, however, is not this 
high courage. It is rather the sym­
pathetic backing which it receives from 
the entire people. Beside the soldier 
or sailor are comrades who applaud 
hie valor; behind him is a nation 
which follows him with passionate in­
terest. The narrative to which refer­
ence has been made is filled with por­
traits by Japanese artiste of men who 
did well in the war, the private who 
laid down his life to blow in a gate, 
the torpedo officer who dashed into 
the dark harbor, the sub-lieutenant 
who was killed in a hazardous piece 
of scouting, the cavalry soldier, who, 
mortally wounded himself, put his 
wounded captain on his own horse and 
took him out of danger. We may 
guess that Japanese artists are now 
at work on the features of Takanou- 
chi, the commander of the Hayatori, 
and Ishikawa, commander of the Asar- 
giri, and that soon every coolie in the 
empire will know their faces and will 
revere them. We read today of Red 
Cross funds being raised by the Ja­
panese. In 1894 the poor stinted ^hem- 
selves to contribute their mite for the 
good of the soldiers at the front.

This sympathy rose to heroism on 
occasion. At the first fight in Korea 
a bugler died gallantly, blowing the 
calls after he was mortally wounded.

McBRIDE CORNERED.

According to The Miner's Ottawa 
dispatches this morning the Dominion 
government has no intention of dis­
allowing Bill 16, which was passed by 
the legislature last year In order to 
elear up all doubts as to the title of 
the province to blocks 4593 and 4694 In 
Southeast Kootenay. No one expected 
that the Dominion government would 
disallow this legislation, but Premier 
McBride took advantage of the for­
mal statutory period of one year, in 
the hope that before the year elapsed 
he would succeed in juggling the peo­
ple out of their rights to this laanl and 
at the same time restore it to the C. 
P. R. If McBride had been willing to 
grant the rights of the applicants for 
eoal and petroleum licensee In the 
Flathead country, he need not have 
waited longer than to ask Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier by telegraph if the Dominion 
government intended to disallow Bill 
16. It Is not to be expected that Sir 
Wilfrid would straighten out the pro­
vincial government’s horrible tangle 
without solicitation; but now that he 
sees that McBride is doing the Flat- 
head prospectors a cruel injustice by 
unnecessary and vicious delays, he has 
generously stepped into the breach and 
intimated that the common people 
shall be fully protected* In this in­
stance against McBride and the rail­
way company.

There is considerable significance to 
this move on the part of the Liberal 
government at Ottawa. In the first 
place It shows that Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier, while not disposed to meddle um- 
warrantably with provincial affaire, 
is too much Imbued with the spirit of 
honesty and Justice to stand idly by 
and see not only hundreds of people 
kept out of their rights, but the de­
velopment of this* portion of the Do­
minion* wantonly retarded.

for munitions of war than ever before.

Thousands of tons of copper are con­
sumed annually in the manufacture of 
brass and copper cartridge cases used 
on machine guns and small aims, 
while hundreds of tons are required 
annually merely to supply brass but­
tons for the uniforms of the armies 
and navies of the world. Brass is 
used invariably in fittings, - -ckles, 
tanteeas, cups, etc., extending rs con­
sumption over several departme its of 
army and navy equipment.

The sheathing of ships with copper 
plate has been renewed to the extent 
of adding a market of thousands of 
tone annually. Copper is also in de­
mand for brass oil cups, used on every 
modern engine; for brass and copper 
tubing, used almost exclusively in ma­
rine condensing; for gun metal, bronze, 
aad a thousand other necessary ippri- 
ancra in the building of war ships, tl.e 
manufacture of munitions of war mid 
the maintenance of armies and fleets.

Actual warfare, carried on to he 
extent anticipated in the " Russian-Jap­
anese conflict, will create a firm de­
mand for the red metal by these two 
powers, while the possibility of other 
nations adding to the armaments 
lends strength to the copper situation. 
It is too early at this time to foretell 
the extent of this increase in the de­
mand for copper, but it seems alnDst 
certain that the several powers will 
soon be forced to prepare for emerg­
encies which may arise from this great 
conflict, in which case copper will not 
be a poor commodity.

The value of manual training la very 
generally admitted In respect to the 
training of schoolboys In the use of 
ordinary tools, on the ground that the 
lessons thus learned can be constant­
ly applied in after life whether the 
pupil goes in for the trades or profes­
sions. Prom the purely educational 
standpoint the value of manual train­
ing lies in the fact that It affords an 
nterestlng branch of work tor young- 
ters with the result that their inter- 
st in school work generally is en- 
anced, while the training.of eye and 
and Is a useful extension of the “all- 

. ound” education which modern meth­
ods seek to impart to the young.

The serious drawback to the adop­
tion of manual training locally is the 
cost. A set of tools and benches would 
cost from $700 to $900, while an ex­
perienced Instructor would command 
a salary of say $100 per month. The 
burden already Imposed upon the mu­
nicipality in supporting the schools 
is heavy, and the matter of these costs 
would enter materially Into the debate 
on the adoption of manual training. 
One idea for the reduction of costs Is 
to adopt the system In Nelson and 
Roesland at the same time, and have 
the same instructor cçvar both cities, 
which could be readily done by hav­
ing him spend three days of each 
week in Nelson and the remaining 
three days in Rossland. Eventually 
two instructors might be arranged for.

Manual training for girls takes the 
line of domestic science, which means 
kitchen hygiene and cooking. The work 
is extremely interesting, and is popu­
lar wherever adopted, but the expense 
necessarily attaching to its adoption 
and operation is so heavy as to make 
it almost prohibitive at the present 
time In Rossland. At least the people 
interested here have but faint hopes 
of adding domestic science to the cur­
riculum for some years to come, al­
though manual training may come at 
a much earlier date.

The work now under way at the 
public schools under the direction of 
Henry Dunnell, provincial director of 
manual training, is a starter in the di­
rection of the wider adoption of this 
line of education. Prior to Mr. Dun- 
nell’s departure from the city it is ex­
pected that an exhibition of clay mod­
elling and brush drawing will be made, 
the result of which will be to demon­
strate practically the possibilities *.t- 
tainable along these lines.

stances. In this way the city would 
still derive as much, or even more, 
revenue monthly from the sanitary s 
department, while the entire services 
of one man, or practically so, would 
be available for other services in which 
the corporation derives a much greater 
percentage of profit.

In the large majority of eastern 
communities sanitary work is done 
by contract under proper safeguards 
to protect the public, and the system 
has been found to work well. Brant­
ford, Ontario, a community of 20,000 
inhabitants, may be quoted as an in­
stance of a prosperous and modem 
Ontario city where contract sanitary 
work has been found to give thor­
oughly satisfactory results.

When the question Is thoroughly 
threshed out before the city fathers 
It will probably be seen that some al­
terations are practicable in connection 
with the sanitary department that will 
promote economy, even if the contract 
system is not eventually adopted.

FOR ZINC TREATMENT.

NELSON, March 7.—C. Frenau, con­
sulting engineer, of Newcastle-on-

The report la volumin­
ous and deals with current school -nat­
ters for the past year, cost of main­
tenance and the attendance since 1872, 
when the present system was estab­
lished.

It Is shown that In 1872-8 there were 
25 school districts, 1028 pupils enroll­
ed and the total cost of education was 
$87,768, or $26.79 per pupiL In .902-3 
the statistics in this respect wire: 
Teachers employed, 607; pupils enroll­
ed, 24,499; total cost of education $604,- 
867.86; and the cost per pupil, 124.27. 
Of the total outlay for education the 
government contributed $478,802.39 tnd 
the city school boards provided $180,- 
655.67. ,

To make this last item clear It night 
be stated that by the new school act 
which came into force 1st January, 
1902, the direct control of the schools 
in all cities was turned over to the 
municipalities, the government giving 
a per capita grant under a graded 
scale as follows: Cities if the first 
class (including Vancouver and Vic­
toria) $12 per capita; those of the sec­
ond class (including Rossland, Nelson, 
New Westminster and Nanaimo.) $16; 
those of the third class and including 
all other incorporated cities $20 per 
capita; while the full cost of mainten­
ance of all country schools still re­
mains a direct charge on the govem-

The total revenue collected in all 
the districts of the province was $L- 
287,828.56, and the total expenditure by 
the government on schools was $471,- 
802.29, or 36 3-4 per cent of collections. 
West Kootenay contributed $817,524.02 
of the revenue and received back for 
school purposes about $66,000, or 171-2 
per cent.

OVER 660.IT MIGHT HAVE BEEN •Rossland..........An Institution very generally classi­
fied among the fake get-rich-quick 
schemes of the country is now operat­
ing .in Rossland and sending hundreds 
of dollars of hard-earned wages out of 
the community weekly to bolster up a 
bubble that must break at no late 
date. It originally did business here 
as the Empire Diamond company, out 
after its business in the Pacific Coast 
country had grown fat with persistent 
boosting the “Empire Diamond com­
pany” had a tinge of yellowness and 
fake that did not appeal to the class 
of investors which the company desir­
ed to reach, and a newer and more 
dignified title was adopted, together 
with t^ie abandonment of the diamond­
peddling feature of the company s

The local representative of the com­
pany Is employed at one of the mines 
and is absolutely honest and square 
so far as The Miner can learn. As 
much cannot be said of the goods he 
is selling throughout the city. It is 
only a couple of years ago that a sub- 
principal of the Rossland public 
schools undertook an agency for a com­
pany doing precisely the same business. 
The outfit was known as the "Ton­
tine” company, and its methods were 
so absolutely parallel to those of the 
company now operating here as to lead 
to the belief that the "Tontine” people, 
who went smash In Minnesota, have 
moved their stamping ground to San 
Francisco and floated a similar con­
cern for the fleecing of the unwary. 
Two years ago twenty or more citizens 
of Rossland found their "Tontine” pol­
icies weren’t worth the paper on 
which they were written, and in a 
much less remote date in the future 
history is certain to repeat itself.

The priciple on which the company 
does business is so absolutely flimsy 
that it is astonishing so many people 
can be deceived into accepting the spe­
cious statements made sufficiently to 
put a two-bit piece into the proposi- j tion. In a nutshell the company says 

I that enough of its patrons will allow 
! payments to lapse and thereby forfeit 
benefits to enable the concern to nay 
patrons who maintain remittances one 
and a half times the amount thus paid 
in. No effort is made to invest the 
capital, but on this flimsy basis it is 
maintained that a constant profit of 
50 per cent can be paid to the investor 
in less than two years. It may be 
safely pointed ont that this same 
gambling proposition as to the number 
of lapsed contracts must earn another 
hundred per cent to pay managing and 
agency expenses. To cover such enor­
mous chances it can, be readily figured 
out that two of every three contracts 
must lapse to work out the required 
percentage, besides which three new 
contracts must be written for every 
lapse in order to keep the funds rolling

Intelligence is to hand of a remark­
able oil strike in Teton county, Mon­
tana. The Swift Current Oil company 
has been boring in the vicinity of St.
Mary’s lake, and at a depth of 600 to 
800 feet & flow of twenty barrets per 
day of splendid oil was found. No at­
tempt was made to increase the flow, 
and the hole was capped immediately 
to prevent loss.

Over the divide in the Alberta oil 
fields at least one 300 barrel well has 
teen, opened. Geologically the. two 
sections are identical, although the 
Rockies run through the centre, oi 
thereabouts, of the oil bearing basin.

The conditions in Teton county,
Montana, and the Alberta oil fields 
are identical with those in section 
4593, which the provincial government 
has sealed hermetically against de­
velopment by the prospectors who 
staked oil lands therein. The Teton 
county oil fields run right to the in­
ternational boundary line, and what 
has been accomplished in the Kintla 
lake section can be accomplished in 
East Kootenay if industry were only 
given a reasonably free band to de­
velop the country.

The indications in the closed area 
of East Kootenay in respect to the ex­
istence of oil are much better than 
in the Kintla lake district, and the 
latter country would not nave been 
exploited at all at this Juncture had 
the British Columbia government not 
barred the road to East Kootenay’s 
oil fields.

As will be seen in another column, 
the theory that the Dominion govern­
ment would Interfere with the provin­
cial statute which would allow of the 
granting of coal and oil prospecting 
licenses in sections 4593 and 4594 of 
East Kootenay has proved to be 
groundless, and the provincial govern­
ment’s refusal to open these lands is 
now without the slightest excuse.

PARIS, March 7.—Representatives 
here of large railroad industries in 
the United States, who have been sup­
plying extensive equipment to Russia, 
are receiving reports from their agents 
in Russia and the far east giving the 
extent of war operations, and referring 
to the probable effect on business.

One of these reports from an Amer­
ican railroad official at St Petersburg 
having intimate government 
lions says it is the purpose to restrict 
Russia's military forces for the pres­
ent to five divisions, three from Siberia 
and two from western Russia.

From Sunday’s Daily.
Aaron H. Kelly, of Nelson, is in the 

City on busines^. Hie is a pioneer mining 
man of the Nelson district, and bids 
fair to win publicity one day as the 
owner of a mine that will do much in 
the direction of attracting favorable 
publicity to the big free gold belt to 
the west of the Queen City. Mr. Kelly 
made a handsetne stake a few years 
since through a deal on this property, 
and in connection with valuable Toad 
mountain copper-silver properties.

The free-milling property with which 
Mr. Kelly is identified as owner and 
operator is the May and Jennie, locat­
ed about four miles west of Nelson in 
the heart of the free milling zone 
drained by Rover, Forty-Nine and 
Sandy creeks, from which thousands 
of dollars’ worth of placer gold has 
been washed in the past thirty years. 
The May and Jennie has a history. 
About four years ago it was bonded 
by Mr. Kelly to a French mining cor­
poration represented in British Col­
umbia by Jules Fleutot, now operat­
ing extensive coal properties in western 
Alberta.

Henry Dumuell, superintendent of 

manual training for the province, will 
meet the Rossland school board at the 
regular meeting of the board tomor­
row afternoon at 4:30. Mr. Dunnell 
will outline the nature of the work 
now being performed in the schools 
under his direction, and will be asked 
to go into the question of manual 
training generally.

The members of the board are natur­
ally interested in the question, and 
although it is practically recognized 
that the introduction of the system 
here during the current year would 
be hampered by various obstacles, the 
board may conclude that the present 
Is an opportune Juncture for the com­
mencement of an educational 
paign among citizens with a view to 
securing the establishment of manual 
training locally next year, or in 1906 
at the latest.

The school estimates for the current 
year are already compiled, and It 
would probably be difficult to arrange 
for any extraordinary . outlay. The 
introduction of manual training would 
entail an outlay for the first year of 
probably $1500, and this sum on top 
of the amount already required to be 
furnished out of the générai funds of 
the corporation means a very serious 
item in the fiscal policy of the city.

If the board goes into the subject of 
manual training at this juncture with 
a view to impressing upon citizens the 
merit of the system, and maintains 
this policy throughout the year, it is 
probable that by the opening of 1906 
the Idea will have taken such hold as 
to expedite the inauguration of the 
system locally. Information could be 
secured elsewhere as to the results se­
cured and methods followed and the 
dissemination of these data would give 
the ratepayers some conception of the 
ends to be attained by manual train­
ing. The services of such officials as 
Mr. Dunnell, who has the system at 
his finger ends, might also be requi­
sitioned In the suggested educational 
campaign. If the subject was 
sidered worthy of the trouble a special 
committee might be appointed in the 
board to obtain aid toward the intro­
duction of the system from the Mac­
donald fund established in Canada for 
this purpose.

Plentiful in Record 
Mining For Last 

Week.

Tonnage Large-Indidents 
of Week at Local 

Mines.

Tbe past week was a period of mark­
ed activity throughout the Rossland 
camp. In ore production the record 
achieved was excellent and in other 
respects marked progress was made. 
Gradually the conditions that are to 
affect Rossland’s new era of prosperity 
are materializing, and each week 
advances made in this direction. With 
the advent of spring and the. opening 
of the building season the strides will 
be more rapid, and mid-summer is cer­
tain to witness all the prosperity that 
was predicted for 1904.
A With a record of more than 9400 tons 
of ore shipped during the pakt week, 
the production for the first quarter of 
the current year is now certain to run 
into six figures. Conditions point to 
increased production on a scale that 
will bring the year's aggregate ton­
nage close t<x the half million 

t mark 
prevents.

Apropos of events in the mining 
world last week it is of interest to 
note the widespread and genuine sen­
timent of sympathy prevailing in con­
nection with the illness at Spokane of 
Manager Parrish of the Le Roi. Mr. 
Parrish’s record at the big mine has 
been such, and his achievements there 
have had such a beneficial influence 
in promoting the welfare of the camp, 
that the community feels under a 
debt of gratitude to him personally, 
and the bulletins respecting his ill­
ness were read with keen interest. The 
latest intelligence that he is out of 
danger has been received with a gen­
eral sigh of relief. The conditions 
existing in this respect are quite un­
usual in the annals of Rossland.

An Incident of much more than local
Interest are on the cards for today at 
the Le Roi mine. It is proposed to 
take advantage of the “change day” 
to take out toe bulkheads at the 1350 
level and thereafter the ore skips will 
ply between the deep workings and 
the headworks, hoisting the rich ore 
stoped in the new ore body opened up 
in the Le Roi deeps. The fact derives 
Its general interest because the 1350 
foot hoist will be the longest In the 
province or in Canada. In no Canadian 
metallferous mine is ore extracted at 
such depths, Rossland in this mat­
ter maintaing its pre-eminence among 
mining camps by a long lead.

While toe Le Rois are under con­
sideration it is of special Interest to 
note that the Josie 600 west level is 
now producing more of the exception­
ally rich ore that made these Workings 
famous since the first lens of rich ore 
was opened there a couple of years 

The characteristic ores of theago.
Rossland camp are comparatively low 
grade, but In the case of this parti­
cular body à marked exception to the 
rule is afforded. With characteristic 
conservatism the management of the 
company does not go into the subject, 
but it is reported unofficially that $100 
per ton is a moderate estimate of the 
average value of the ore now being 
hoisted from this particular stope. 
Specimens of the ore shown 
town have run very much higher than 
the values quoted.

The intimation contained in 
Miner to the effect that the Jumbo 
mine was to secure immediate connec­
tion with the main line of the Spo­
kane Falls & Northern is officially 
confirmed, and it is stated that the 
plans for the constriction of the re­
quired mile and a quarter of spur are 
practically completed. Weather con­
ditions are unpropitious for the con­
struction of the road at toe present 

but the ensuing spring will 
see a start made with the work. This 
Is another of the factors that will 
help to make Rossland's mining in­
dustry expand.

It is further 
White Bear company will hurry for­
ward the arangements for the erec­
tion of its "concentration works here, 
and that pending the completion of 
the plant the shipments of smelting 
ore will be restricted In tonnage.
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Excellent progress 
made on the construction work at the 
Roesland Power company concentrator, 
although a delay the delivery of 
certain machinery has hampered oper­
ations somewhat. The setback is not 
material, however, and In the mean­
time other departments of the work 
are being hurried forward. During 
the week a consignment of cyanide 
tanks and other apparatus was sent 
to Trail from Silica, where the reduc­
tion works there utilized In the exten­
sive experimental work conducted by 
the Rossland Power company are be­
ing dismantled.
