There has been
no postponement and abandonment of
the campaign ever considered. On
the contrary, the statement says, it is
now in full swing.

PARIS, Mar. 15.—The violence of
the German bombardment of French
positions between Bethancourt and
Curieres, north-west of Verdun re-
doubled to-day after which German
infantry fiercely attacked this sector.
They were repulsed along the whole
front with serious losses, according
to an official statement issued to-
night by the French War Office. The
Germans, however succeeded in set-
ting foot in French trenches' at two
points between Bethancourt and Le
Mort Homme.

Grey Defends
The Action
0f Portugal

Confirms Statement That Britain
Urged Portugal to Requisition
German Ships—Portugal is Wel
come as an Ally Says Grey

LONDON, Mar. 15.—Speaking on be-
half of Premier Asquith, who was
absent on account of illness, Sir Ed-
ward Greyv, Secretary for Foreign Af-
fairs, explained to the Commons to-
day the entry of Portugal into the
war. He confirmed the statement
that the British Government had

urged Portugal to requisition German

ships and said Portugal promised
to indemnify the owners.
He argued the right in emergency to
requisition property of all individ-
uals and convert it to public use was
a right inherent of every foreign
State and could not be challenged by
any foreign Power. Portugal was not
a neutral State in the narrowest sense
of the term. At the outbreak of war
Portugal promised that under no cir-
cumstances would she disregard her
ancient alliance with Great Britain,
and she had remained faithful te the
obligations of that alliance.

The action of Portugal,
Sir Edward, would injury no third,
party, because she had promised com-
pensation, but Germany saw fit to
precipitate events and to declare war
thus altering the whole position with
regard to payment or compensation.
It must be observed, said Sir Edward,
that Germany, who had accused Portu-
gal of a breach of neutrality, had her-
self, in October and December, 1914,
raided the Portuguese colony of An-
gola and tried to stir up rebellion in
Portuguese East Africa.

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Harold J. Tennant, Under Secre-
tary of War, Introduces ' the
Army Estimates in Commons
Yesterday—Outlines Growth of
the Army
LONDON, Mar. 14.—Introducing the

Army Estimates in the Commons to-

day, Harold J. Tennant, Parliamen-

tary Under Secretary for War, ex-
plaining that it was in the public
interest to divulge figures; devoted
his speech largely to a review of the
enormops work involved in creating
an Army, and wha“ the Government
is doing with respect to the conflict-

ing claims of the industrial and mili-

tary fields. With regard to defence,

he announced that ‘it was proposed to
applfr the scale of defence agreed up-
on for London to the whole country.

The provision for aeroplanes was sat-

isfactory, but  was ahead of the sup-

ply of engines and pilots. The posi-
tion was, however, always improving
in the matter of pilots. The shortage
in engines had caused the Govern-
ment great anxiety from the outset,

and Germany, but now, he said, the
majority of engines were of British
manufacture. He mentioned that the
purchase of horses of Canada and the
United States would now cease, as
Britain was able to provide for the
wastage in horses, but mtles would
still be required from abroad. The av-
erage annual mortality of horses was
well under ten per cent. He illus-
trated the tremendous™ developments
of the Army, saying that whereas in
peace time there were under.two mil-
lion articles of apparel, such as tunics
and boots, similar articles had sur-
feited. Since the war began they had
produced 117 million of these articles,
while the stores purchased would have
lasted 140 normal year.

With regard to men ldisoharged
from the Army on account of dis-
orders aggravated, but not caused hy
service, the Government had decided
to award them four-fifths of the ord-
inary pension, which would involve &
heavy charge on public funds.

Tennant read a despatch from Gen-

eral Haig, Commanding the British
forces in France and Belgium, testify-
ing to the unfailing regularity and
adequacy of all Army equipment and
requirements, as result of which
the men were in good health with
hearts full of confidence.
In dealing with sanitary measures,
he said there was no anxiety respect-
ing dysentery or any similar affection,
either at Salonika or in Egypt. Suc-
cessful measureg have been adopted
against asphyxiating gas attack..

In conclusion the Under Secretary
made a strong appeal to all able-
bodied men to come forward for mili-
tary service, and not put difficulties
in the way of recruiting.

A Former Attempt on the Part of
the Danes to Sell the Islands
Was Blocked Through German
influence—Would be Useful’ to
Foreign Power and a Menace to

the Panama Canal—Danes Now
Willing to Sell For $5,000,000

WASHINGTON, March 6.—The
Danish West Indies are likely to be-
come American possessions in the im-
mediate future, according to those
who have watched the course - of
events ‘leading up to the recent an-
nouncement from Copenhagen, sug-
gesting the willingness of the Danish
government to sell the-islands. Sev-
eral times in the past there have been
movements to acquire these islands,
but the negotiations fell through, for
varioqs reasons. There is a new.im-
‘portance attached to the little islands
since the digging of the Panama Con-
al, for their possession by an aggres-
sive euemy: might .threaten the safety
of the canal in time of war.

The three islands involved in the
offer of Denmark are St. Thomas, St.
Croix and St. John: They have -an
area of about 138 square miles, and a
population of 33,000, mostly negroes.
Raising .of sugarcane is the only in-
dusiry of these islands.

Frequent reports have been made of
the use of the harbors of these islands
by German commerce destroyers at

-{the outset of the European war. It

was said at that time that Denmark
was powerless to protect the neutral-

ity of the islands, but the fact of their

use, if clearly -established, gives a

clear lesson to the United States as to

the value of these little corners of the
Carribean to the nation owning the
Panama Canal and upholdmg the Mon-
roe Doctrine.

If not the sole, at least the most
vital reason suggesting the purchase
of these islands by the United States,
ig their strategic importance and the
likelihood of their control passing
into the -hands of some European
power ‘whose ownership woyld con-

Knew Was Certain Death—
| Front Was Enveloped in a

| NEW YORK, March 4—A wounded
;(‘o]oriial infantryman who had just
| reached Paris gave The New York
Times correspondent the .following
ipictmo of the taking and retaking of
Fort de Douaumont at Verdun:
“The German cannonade had leveled

position looked like a newly ploughed
| field. It seemed ag if every gun in
| the world was concentrated on that

{than in the battle of Champagne.
l “Some Boche infantry were creep-
|ing up a narrow ravine on the right
i front. Others were crawling through
| the wood directly before.the position.
i Suddenly they ‘surged forward in a
grey mass from both quarters at once.
There must have been 5,000 in the
ravine and perhaps 20,000 from the
| wood. As the formrer reached the
| plateau a single shell burst right

among them, flinging pieceg in all
