Scots in Old Belgium

1t is interesting ' to ' note—though
the alignment of nations was entirely
different at the time—that the Bel-
gians scored a most notable victory
and completely revolutionized con-
ventional military - tactics,  over 600
years ago - On July 11, 1302, near
Courtnay in Belgium, John of Namur
encountered with infantry and put to
utter rout the ‘mailed chivalry of
France, after which four thousand
gilt spurs were found on the field.
The tidings of this new departure in
warfare were circulated all over the
known world, and it is by no means
improbable” ‘that King Robert the
Bruce may have gathered hints there-
from that proved of essential service
to him in the conduct of his tactics
at the battle of Bannockburn.

During the campaign that culmin-
ated in the overthrow of Napoleon at
Waterloo, the Belgians developed a
strong regard for the members of the
Scottish, and especially the-Highland
rpgiments. that were from time to
time quartered in their country. The
Scottish soldier was, par excellence,
the welcome guest in the Belgian
home. His sterling, manly character-
istics completely won the heart of the
people, and they were accustomed to
speak of the Scot as “a lion in the
field and a lamb in the house ” At
Brussels and Antwerp the people
were in the habit of saying that the
Scots were the only soldiers that be-
came members of the family in the
houses where they were hilleted; they
even carried the children about and
assisted 'in the work of the house.
There was dctually a competition
among the Belgian people as ta who
should have the Scottish soldiers
quartered in their houses, and when
the poor fellows returned wounded
the same houses which they had left
harl_thcir doors open again for them.
In fact. Belgian families would go
miles to meet what they were pleased
to term “our own Scotsmen” Many
instances of the generosity and big-
hearted kindness of these wounded
Scottish soldiers used to be cited by
the Belgians, especially their mag-
nanimity in ‘helping to bind up the
wonnds of their French opponents.

When the time came for the Scot-
tish soldiers to say farewell to Bel-
gium, there was widespread regret
among the aopreciative people with
whom they had dwelt in the troub-
lous times of war This feeling was
finely exoressed by-the chief execu-
tive of the Belgian capital, when he
issued the following proclamation:

"“As Mayor of Brussels I have plea-
sure in declaring that the Scottish
Highlanders. who were garrisoned in
this city during the years of 1814 and
1815, called forth the attachment and
esteem of all by the mildness and
suavity of their manners. and excel-
lent ‘conduct ¥insomuch that a repre-
sentation was made to me by the in-
habitants, requesting me to endeavor
to detain the Seventy-eigiith Regi-
ment of Scotsmen in the town, and to
prevent their being replaced by other
troons” &

Historv may again repeat itself in
this particular, and we feel sure that
if Scottish soldiers shoiild once more
be quartered in Belgium to aid in
defending that brave little country
from German aggression at a second
Waterloo. the same kindly feelings
will be evinced that were so spon-
taneously expressed a hundred years
ago.

It can never be forgotten that it was
these same Scottish soldiers, that
were so popular in Belgium, who
completed the rout of Napoleon’s ‘Oid
Grenadier Guard at Waterloo,
ing hold of the stirrups of the Scots
Greys and Enniskillen Dragoons, and
dhouting their invincible war-cry.
“Scotland for Ever.” they swept
down upon the Frenchmen with an
ardor ithat was irresistible, and the
historic field was won even before
the boom of Blucher's approaching
artillery could be heard

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTIHWES1
LAND REGULATIONS.

THE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead 2
quarter section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
fhe District. Bntry by proxy may be made
at any Dommion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agéncy on cértain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 scres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certala districts a homesteader in good
standing may pre-empt a guarter-section

:hng-slde his homestead. Price $3.00 per
cre

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of
thre; years after earning homestead pat-
eit; also 50 acres.extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased &ome-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Dutles—must reside six months in

each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300. ;
The area of cultivation is subjeet to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony.

most formidable of belligerent ‘wea-
pons; one cogent reason’ being that
by rendering sailors prisoners of war
it saps the offensive maritime strength
of the belligerent to which the vessel
belongs. It has been said that this
principle has been weakened ‘in
modern times. In 1865 Italy adopted
a marine code by which the capture
of mercantile vessels of a hostile
pation by Italian vesseld of war was
forbidden in all cases where reciproe-
ity -was . observed, dnd a sinifldr
course was followed by Austria and
Prussia in 1866. In 1870 Prussia ex-
empted Freanch vessels from capture
without insisting on reciprocity. Biut
special reasons may be assigned for
the departure from old methods in
those instances, an important con-
gideration being the comparative mari-
tinie weakness ‘of the powers CcoBs-
cernéd at that fime. When we come
to more recent times, we find that
Count, Caprivi, Chancéllor of the Gefr-
man Empire, in 1892 pointed out that
the changes which had comeé about
in the methods of conducting a mati-
time war did not tend to favor fie
protection of private property at sea.

INCREASED DEMAND FOR CAN-
ADIAN-MADE 'ELECTRIC
LAMPS.

The tungsten and incandescent lamp
industry in Canada will benefit
through the industrial conditions cre-
ated by the war. There have/been
large importations of tungsten and
jhcandescent lamps from Continental
Europe into Canada, and these im-

rtations will be greatly curtailed, if
fiot completely shut off, as a result of
the war. This will result—indeed, has
resulted already—in greatly increased
demands upon the Canadian manufac-
turers of these articles.

When ‘the war broke out the plant
of the Canadian Tungsten Lamp Co.,
Limited, at Hamilton was shut down
for the summer. Under ordinary con-
ditions operations would neét': have
been resumed until September 15. In
view of the probability ‘of an increased
demand on account of the war, the
plant was put in operation on August
15—a month ahead of the usual time.
Since operations were recommenced
the staff has been:employed several
nights-a week in an effort to keep up
with the demand. Although the pres-
ent output of the plant is 75 per cent.
greater than under normal conditions
it is not sufficient to meet the in-
creased demand: Recently three large
orders, which under normal conditions
would have kept the plant busy for
three weeks, were refused because of
the difficulty of filling orders already
in hand. i

The plant of the Canadian Sunbeam
Co.; Limited, in Torontor—was re-
opened on July 28 after the usual 30-
day | summer shutdown. ' This_ plant
has been operated ever since at full
capacity and plans are being made to
double last year’s output.

It is a time for action, the
sort of action described in the verse
quotea above from a writer, one of
two brothers, whose patriotic poems,
written over a hundred years ago, at
the time of the Napoleonic Wars,
were a tremendous help to the re-
cruiting sergeant. A week ago we
ventured to suggest that the brilliant
exploit of our Fleet off the Bight of
Heligoland and the splendid stand of
our soldiers against *an overwhelm-
ingly superior force of Germans
would be “an immense aid to re-
cruiting.” Events have justified that
confidence, and from all parts of the
country come reports of likely men
offering themselves and being ac-
cepted for Lord Kitchener’s Third
Army. From John o' Groats to
Land’s End, from the Severn to the
Thames, they are rolling up at the
rate of 20,000 a day, and all accounts
agree that the new recruits are of an
even better type than the men of the
Second Army. That is conceivable,
for the first hundred thousand would
naturally include men whose services,
for one reason or another, were most
readily available. The new Army
consists of men who have fully realis-
ed the dangers that threaten Europe
and know that a supreme effort is
needed to beat back Germany. They
are entering upon the great adventure
of their lives in a serious spirit, and
in that spirit they will conquer,
The German hordes are nearing
Paris, but they are not having the

LO.«DON, Sept. 17.—The Har-

Telegraph sends this story of

how the German  cruiser Hela

was destroyed, as told by one; of
wthe crewg 1 SR
= #“In the early hours of Sunia

morning, two or three Britis{
submarines were stalking the
Hela about six miles off the Ger-
man coast. The wind was fresh-
ening and sea was beginning to
get rougher. The Eg came to the
surface at half past six o’clock
ana sighted the enemy which was
sen to be within range.

“With all possible speed the Eg
dived a suitable depth and launch-
ed two torpedos at intervals of
fifteen seconds. Whether both
struck is not definitely known,
but one of them certain{y was ef-
tective, as the explosion followed.

“The Eg remained below about
a quarter of an hour and then
came to the surface briefly for a
survey which showed the Hela
listing badly. “There were other
German ships in the vicinity but
none were active fighting units.

“The submarine prudently dived
again at once. After an interval
of something)over a quarter of an
hour it came to the surface again
but the Hela had disappeared.

"“The submarine got away safe-
ly, but was unable to make a re-
port of her achievement to the
admiralty until to-day when she
first got within her wireless range.
The submarine crew say their
boat was never seen by the enemy
either before or after the blow
was struck.”

German Soldiers Wounded Suffer

From Lack of Proper
Care.

PARIS, Sept. 17.—The pitiable
state of most of the German
wounded is explained by some of
the prisoners as due to a lack of
nursing. They say the Germans
were so convinced that they would
cross France and take Par’s at the
double quick that they did not
provide for wounded. When the
famous “75” gun of the French
began to make ravages, the Ger-
man commanders took from the
ranks men best qualified for the
work of caring for the wounded,
but their services were quite in-
sufficient,

Yesterday a trainload of wound-
ed, comprising a large number of
men in the imperial guard, arriv-
ed in Bordeaux.

They -were accom-
panied by a German army surgeon
and one nurse of the  imperi
guard.

Volunteer Has

Knowledge of Mdnoeuvres— Are Im-

patient to be Off.

VALCARTIER CAMP, Sept. 16.—
With' the organization of the camp of
Canada’s expeditionary force here in
smooth . working order there is little
to mark one day from another. At
5.30 o'clock' in the morning the
reveille echoes and re-echoes down
the lines, sounded by a hundred bug-
lérs; breakfast is soon disposed of
and the daily round of practice at
the rifle ranges or drill on the parade
ground,; as the case may be, begins.

This has been
proved again and again during the last
few days. Col. Helmer ‘has been
keeping track of the best three scores
in each battalion.

Atrocities in
Belgium Are
Seen Again

[By Special Wire to the C#urier]

PARIS, Sept 17—(3.40 a.m.)—Leon
Jourgeois, former premier and Sena-
tor from Marne, who has just return-

ed fromr a tour of the district recently
occupied by the Germans, has made
a detailed report of his observations,
a copy of which 'has been given to
the American ambassador for'trans-
mission to his go¥ernment at Wash-
ington. The report declares ' that
most of the communities ‘through
which the Germans passed were anni-
hilated by fire and sword. several
mayors were shot and where the
mayors were absent substitutes were
shot in their places.

The renort recites an attack on wo-
men at Montmirail and the shooting
of a father and his 12-year-old son,
who were present, A number of wit-
nesses of this alleged incident are
named in the report. -

When the Germans were announced
as approaching Chalons, many of the
inhabitants rushed to the station and
besieged the trains that were leaving,
but most of the population retained
their composure. The arrival of the
Germans, the report says, was pre-
ceded by a short bombardment in
which shells fell on the hospital and
the children’s asylum.

It is also charged in- the report
that the Germans piilaged the stores
and that latxfr an orgie took place in
the wine cellars of the town during
which champagne literally flowed like
water.

Are Changing
' Their Generals

[By Special Wire to the Courier]

BERLIN, Sept. 17 via wireless
telegraphy by way’ of Sayville,
L.I..—An official report given
out at army headquarters at mid-
night says that the French front
remains unchanged. Owing to ill-
ness General Von: Hausen, for-
mer commander of the second or
Saxony army, has been replaced
by General Von Einem, fgrmer
Minister of War, General Von
Hausen is 68 years old.. Another
change in leadership has -taken
place in the Fourteenth Reserve
corps, where General Von Schu-
bert has been replaced by Quar-
termaster General Bon Stein, the
well known editor of the official
war reports and the author of la-
conic war bulletins. It is reported
here from Vienna that 1,800 Gal-
ician traitors have been brought
into Graz, Austria, where they
are awaiting sentence.

Embassy Makes
A Statement

[By Special Wire to the Courler]

WASHINGTON,  Sept. 17—
The French embassy to-day an-
nounced the receipt of the follow-
ing despatch from Bordeaux;

“On the 14th and 15th of Sep-
tember the rear of the enemy has
been in touch- with the pursuing

the Archduke Charles Francis,
when the latter was leaving to
take up his piace in the army:

“Never in my life has anything
cost me so much pain as the duty
of taking such a grave decision.”

RUSSIANS STRONGER

VIENNA, via. Paris, Sept. 17—
7.30 am.—Messages from special
correspondents  in  Galicia lay
stress upon the numerical super-
iority of the Russians, whose army
divisions are composed of ‘lixteen
battalions of infantry, with ca-
vairy and artillery, and unlimited
supplies of ammunition. The Rus-
sian divisions are considerably
stronger than the Austrians, espe-
cially as regards artillery.

Austrian soldiers deciare that
for every ten Russians killed, 20
came in their places. The Russian
artillery fire, they said, was won-
derfuliy goed, but the infantry
work was of an inferior kind,

It is anticipated here that there
will be a temporary lull in the
fighting, as both sides are ap-
parently exhausted. The Viennese
journal of Tuesday are entirely
without news of any Austrian
fighting. :

The wounded continue to ar-
rive in Vienna in great numbers.
Eight thousand were brought in
on Sunday. The hospitals and
the various public buildings con-
verted into temporary nursing
homes, are terribly crowded. Ten
thousand wounded are being
cared for in the routenda of the
exhibition building in the Prater,
the imperial park. Sunday after-
noon 30,000 persons visited the
soldiers in the general hospital

FIGHTING IN SERVIA

PARIS, Sept. 17.—A Nish, Servia,
despatch to the Havas agency says:
“Resuming the offensive the Aus-
trians passed the Drina River to the
sucth and southwest and marched to-
ward Kroupani and Valievo (Servian
towns, about 10 and 35 miles respec-
tively from the Bosnian border). “On
a front of more than 60 miles, com-
prising Liubvia, Svornik, Losnitza
and Lesnitza, along the Bosnian
frontier, desperate battles have been
fought for four days. “The latest
news declares that the situation for
the Servians is favorable in spite of
desperate attacks.

HAVE 200,000 PRISONERS

PETROGRAD, via London, Sept.
17.—5.25 am.—The Bourse Gazette
states that up to a few days ago the
Russians held 200,000 prisoners who
are being rapidly distributed to many
distant districts. Most of them are
being given labor of one kind or an-
other, thousands being used on the
railways and others helping with the

lumbering and road-making. Many
of them have been sent to Turkestan
for work on the drainage system. Ef-
forts are being made so that this in-
flux of labor will not interfere with
regular wage earners.
The minister of ! agriculture has
issued the following statement re-
garding the prisoners:

“The prisoners must work to in-
sure their existence. We shall pay

for the work done, but our position is

not that of ordinary employers.. Our
prisoners must work in return for
which we shall .support® and feed
the‘m.”
Col.- Shumsky, the military critic of
The Bourse Gazette, says:
“The daily carrying capacity of two
railways from Jaroslau and Przemysl
to Cracow ‘is equivalent to one divis-
ion of the Austrians.. Therefore it
will require seventeen days to con-
vey the second and fourth "armies
from Przemysl-to Cracow while the
retreat by road will require three
weeks. S -
