One of the great scandals of the
American army has been connected
with the treatment of the men in the
prison camps and among the worst
offenders is an officer named “Hard-
hoiled' Smith.

ABSORBERS OF GASES.

A great many things possess the
power of absorbing gases, charcoal be-
ing a notable example. Although char-
woul absorbs a good many times its
own volume of gases, it does not be-
come appreciably hotter It takes the
metal gponge for that; for this absorbs
hundreds of times its own volume of
gases and does it in a short time, thus
not allowing for the radiation of the
generated heat.
