[AN OPEN LETTER]

Permit me through your columns to
address a_few words to my old com-
rades in Leeds and Grenville. The
Scott Act contest, so valiuntly fought
and gallantly won, is now hestowing
its rewards in increased industry,
greater sobriety, and happier homes,
Whoever says the Scott Act has not
largely degreased the sale of intoxicat-
ing liquors in Leeds and Grenville
knows he is not telling the truth.
Two things, l@wever, are needed to
reach the end we desire—better en-
forcement and more stringent law.
Your executive committee offers you
the most vigorous, secret and effect-
ive enforcement it is possible to obtain
under existing political conditions.
While we do not cease to protest
against the cowardly attitude of the
Provincial Government towards the
Scott Act, by which it entails on a
fow private individuals the onerous
duties of enforcement and the equally
contemptible do-nothingism of the
Dominion Government, neglecting
even to decide as to the appropriation
of fines under the Act ; ,we call upon
you to give us your fearless and ener-
getic aid in this. work. Keep a con-
stant sharp look-out for offenders and
report all viglations to the exccutive
officers. Be not discouraged by tem-
porary defeat or. dismayed by the
talsehoods of the foe.

History will remind us that snch a
gigantic enemy cannot be overthrown
except at the price of ceasless vigil-
ange and the display of enduring and
conspicious courage. But the God
who reigns is with ug, He has never
known defeat. The true soldier
waxes braver as the fight thickens and
becomes more deadly. 'Let us prove
ourselves true crusaders in rescuing
not one, but many shrines of Deity
from the polluting thraldom of the
rum trafic. Forms for such informa-

We tried to show you, and the fogs
and fumes of the distillery and brew-
cries cleared away enough fap the
majority to discern, that “all who aid,
abet, procure, hire, counsel, or in any
way assist in the commission of a
crime are guilty of the crime, though
not present at ‘the commission there-
of ;" therefore as the liquor traffic isa
crime against society, all men who
favor license make themselves seces-
sory to the liquor crime and incur
voluntarily its guilt and enormity.

The tide of public opinion has now
risen above that point, The logic of
events has compelied us to change our
position. Instead of keeping polities
out of the question, we feel compelled
to force them in and conscience is the
compelling power. For to-day it isas
clear as a sunbeam that whoever votes
for councillors or candidates for par-
liament, whose record and’ words are
not a pledge of sympathy with legal
prohibition sanctions 1he traffic and
takes npon him its crushing load of
guilt. ‘

We trust the staunch manhqod apd
independenee which you have shown
in the past will display itsc]f in the
future, and especially in the coming
municipal and parliamentary eclee-
tions, by a refusal to be led by candid-
ates whao, neglectful of the people's
best interests and your well expressed
wish on the temperance question, seck
to bind you with the cords of mere
political traditions.

_A COLOSSAL FOUNTAIN.

A Town Endangered by a Huge Out=-
pour from an Artesian Well,

Curcaco, Aug. 31.—A despatch was
reccived at the City Hall' this after-
noon from the mayor of Belle Plain,
Towa, which etates thai an. artesian
well, four inches ia diameter, burst
when a depth of 180 feet had been
reached in boring, and ipstantly a
volume of wator was forced into the
air to the distance of scveral hundred
feet.. This gradually increased in
size and volume until a stream of
water fully sixteen inches in diameter,
was formed, and the upward force of
this stream is equal to the power of
powder or dynamite, The water in
huge volumes is spouting high in the
air, and the supply seems inexhaus-
tible.

TWO GIGANTIC RIVERS
have becn formed by this phenomenal
water burst, which are running
through the town at the rate of twelve
miles an hour, and carrying ecvery-
thing before them. IJquses and lives
are threatened by this peculiar freak
of nature, and the citizens appalled at
their impending danger, which at pre-
sent they arg "powerless to overcome.
Finding it impossible to divert the
flood, an attempt was made to insert
sixteen inch boiler iron tubes into the
well, but these were instantly blown
out and forced high into the air.
Fnding this plan uscless the terrified
people attempted to

throygh which this terrible geyser was
gpurting its deluge.  Iifteen carloads
of'stone wore pmptied inta the well,
but these were forccd upward . as
though propelled by the force of giant
pawder, Bags of sand were then

astily constructed and cast into the
well, but these, too were hurled into
the air. The Chicago & Narth-west-
ern railway was called upon for assist-
ance, and instgntly sent a large gang
of menn to the restue. The bridge
gang of the county was also called up-

[AN OPEN LETTER]

Permit me through your columns to
address a few words to my old com-
rades in Leeds and Grenville. The
Scott Act contest, so valiintly fought
and gallantly won, is now bhestowing
its rewards in increased industry,
greater sobriety, and happier homes,
Whoever says the Scott Act has not
largely depreased the sale of intoxicat-
ing liquors in Leeds and Grenville
knows he is not telling the truth.
Two things, however, are needed to
reach the end we desire—better en-
forcement and more stringent law.
Your executive committee offers you
the most vigorous, secret and effect-
ive enforcement it is possible to obtain
under existing political conditions.
While we do not cease to protest
against the cowardly attitude of the
Provincial Government towards the
Scott Act, by which it entails on a
fow private individuals the onerous
dutics of enforcement and the equally
contemptible do-nothingism of the
Dominion Government, neglecting
even to decide as to fhe appropriation
of fines under the Act ; we call upon
you to give us your fearless and cner-
getic aid in this work. . Keep a con-
stant sharp look-out for offenders and
report all viclations to the exccutive
officers. Be not discouraged by tem-
porary defeat or. dismayed by the
falsehoods of the foe.

History will remind us that snch a
gigantic enemy cannot be overthrown
except at the price of ceasless vigil-
ance and the display of enduring and
conspicious courage. But the God
who reigns is with ug, He has never
known defeat. The true soldier
waxes braver as the fight thickens and
becomes more deadly. Let us prove
ourselves true crusaders in rescuing
not one, but many shrines of Deity
from the polluting thraldom of the
rum traflic. Forms for such informa-
tion may be secured by addressing me
at any time, gud good cases forwarded
will be prosecuted without cost to the
informant.

To-day public opinion is rapidly
crystallizing upon the temperance
question.

voluntarily its guilt and enormity.

Instead of keeping polities
out of the question, we feel ecompelled
to force them in and conscience is the
compelling power. For to-day it isas
clear as a sunbeam that whoever votes
tox councillors or candidates for par-
liament, whose record and words are
not a pledge of sympathy with legal
prohibition sanctions the. traffic and
takes npon him its crushing load of
gnilt.

We trust the staunch manhqod apd
independence which you have shown
in the past will display itsc]f in the
future, and especially in the coming
municipal and parliamentary elec-
tiors, by & refusa)l to be led by candid-
ates wha, neglectful of the people’s
best interests and your well expressed
wish on the temperance question, seck
to bind you with the cords of merc
political traditions.

A COLOSSAL FOUNTAIN.

A Town Endangered by a Huge Out=
pour from an Artesian Well,

Curcaco, Aug. 31.—A despatch was
reccived at the City Hall this after-
noon from the mayor of Belle Plain,
Tawa, which etates thai an artesian
well, four inches ia diameter, burst
when a depth of 180 feet had been
reached in boring, and ipstantly a
volume of watar was forced into the:
air to the distance of scveral hundred
feet.. This gradually increased in
size and volume until a stream of
water fully sixteen inches in diamcter,
was formed, and the upward force of
this stream is equal to the power of
powder or dynamite, The water in
huge volumes is spouting high in the
air, and the supply seems inexhaus-
tible.

TWO GIGANTIC RIVERS
have been formed by this phenomenal
water burst, which are running
through the town at the rate of twelve
miles an hour, and carrying every-
thing before them. Tquses and lives
are threatened by this peculiar freak
of nature, and the citizens appalled at
their impending danger, which at pre-
gent they ara “powerless to overcome.
Finding it impossible to divert the
flood, an attempt was made to insert
sixteen inch boiler iron tubes into the
well, but these were instantly blown
out and forced high into the air.
Fnding this plan uscless the terrified
people attempted to
FILL UP THE APERTURE

throngh which this terrible geyser was
gpurting its deluge.  Fifteen carloads
of stone wore gmptied inta the well,
but these were forced upward as
though propelled by the force of giant
pawder, Bags of sand were then

astily constructed and cast into the
well, but these, too were hurled into
the air. The Chicago & Narth-west-
ern railway was called upon for assist-
ance, and instantly sent a large gang
of men to the rescue. The bridge
gang of the county was also called up-
on, but up to this evening

Farmers who have sown gypsum on
strawberry plants to promote their vigor
have met some disappointing results. The
gypsum produpes 80 large a growsh of clover
that it beoomes almost impossible to keep
the rows clean, and in some jnstances the
bed bad to be abandoned.

Hubbard equashes are more profitable to
grow among potatoes or oorn than pump-
kins, and they also make excellent food for
stook, especially when oooked. A few
pumpkins, however, will serve well in win-
ter as a complete change of diet, and the
orop should not be negleoted.

Plans ehould bs laid to prepare the
ground to be planted with raspberries or
blackberries next spring shis fall. If the
ground is ploughed at any time after this
and thoroughly ocultivated about the close
of Ooctober, raspberries oan be planted as
iuoon as the froet is out without replough-
ng.

The eecond orop, or aftermath, of timo-
thy does not grow very tall, and is some-
times no$ worth outting. It is exoollent
for turning under as a green manurial crop
and alsp makea exira fine pasturage.

GLADSTONE'S PAMPHLET.

An Exhaustive Review of the Irish
Question.

HOME RULE A CERTAINTY.

—_———

The Ex-Premier Traces the Progress of the
Irish Cause.

A Londen cable says: Mre, Giadstone's
broshurs on the Irish question was pub-
lished to-day. It contains fitty-eight psges,
and is eimilar in the exosllence of its style
to Mr. Gladstone’s pamphlet on the Bal.
garian atrocitiee. The brochure is under
two heads. The tirst is ** The Hiatory of an
Idea,” in which Mr. Gladstone summarises
the following conditions under which alone,
in his view, Home Rule becams possible :
(1) The abandonment of the hope that Par-
linment could serve as a poseible legislative
instrument for Ireland ; (2) the unequivo-
oal and oconstitutional demand of the Irish
members ; (3) the possibility of dealing with
Sootland in a eimilar way in circum-
stances of equal and equally olear
desire. Mr. Gladstone then passes
on to defend himselt from the
charge of haviog sprung the Home Rale
measure upon his friends. Replying to
the charges of Lord Hartington and Me.
Ohamberlain that he had oconesived the
idea precipitately, and to the charge of
Mr. Bright that he had coneealed it unduly,
he denies that it is the duty of a Minister to
make known even to his colleagues every
jdea forming in his mind, which would
tend to confuse and retard instead of aid
business. He continuea: ¢ What is true
is, that I had not publicly and in principle
condemned it ; but I had neither adopted
nor rejeoted it, and for the very simple
reason thab it was not ripe either for adop-
tion or for rejoction.” Mer. Gladetone then
goes on to point out that during all the
earlier years of his publio life the alterna-
tiges were, repeal on the one hand and on
the other the relief of Ireland from her
grievances. * It was not pozeible,” he says,

:: soorn those ludwhoudh:ml:‘il I:..
a great part designed, hav en
deadly to both. He thinksit his duty ex.
plicitly to acknowledge that the mentence
whiob has gone forth for the severance of
the two measures is irresistible, and the
twinehip which has b2en for the time dis
astrous #o0 thejhopes of Ireland exista ne
longer.” At the gsme time he hopes the
partnership bsiween the ensmies of Home
Rule andthe ehemies of the Land Bill,
wkich brought about the result, may now
be dissolved. Mr. Gladstoce believes &
mea: ure of self-government not less exten
sive than the proposal of 1888
will be ultimately oarried. * Nor is
it for me,” he eays, “to oconjeoture
whether ia thie, as in 50 many other
oases, the enemics of the mezsure are the
persons Cesigned finally to guide its
triumphal prooeseion to the Oapitol.” In
oonclasion, Me. Gladetone saye : * If [ am
not egr:giously wrong in all that has been
eaid, Ireland has now lyicg before her a
broad and even way in whioh to walk to
the consummation of her wishes ; ke'ore
her eyea are opened that same path of
conatitutional and peacefcl aotion, of
steady, free, and full ditonesion which has
led England and Scotlaud to the achieve-
ment of all their pacifio triumphs,”

He esti-
mates the loss to the Liberal party from
the Unionist schism at two-sevenths of the
whole, bat this fraction is distributed, he
pointe ont, very unequally among the
classes. 10 has commanded five-sixths, he
says, of the Liberal peers, but not more
than one-twentieth of the Liberal working-
men.

The difference between a gem and a
diamond may be as wife as that between a
‘plug’ horse and a thoroughbred racer.
ne stone may be worth $30 and another
of exaotly the same sizs may be worth $100,
or even more. Not one person in a thousand
oan tell a gem from a fairly good stone.
The weight, algo, ia emall index to the siz3
of a diamond as i) appears in a setting, A
oarat stone may appear a8 small as this—o
—or it may ba nearly twice in ociroum-
fereros, like this—0O. A gem must be cut
80 oorreotly that a hair’s breadth ia far too
wide to measure the plane of the different
faoces by. Every facet must be of precisely
the same Bize a8 every other facet of like
position. Ita angle, too, ~must be
geometrioally ocorreoh, The glory of
a diamond is {its refractive power.
Withcut light the diamond is as useless
a8 & probty - pioture, though it is a very
common belief among people who have
never handled diamonds that the stones
have light in themselves, making them bril-
liant even in complete  darknees.

An Exhaustive Review of the Irish

HOME RULE A OERTAINTY.

The Ex-Premier Traces the Progress of the
Irish Cause.

A Londen cable says: Me. Giadstone’s
broshure on the Irish’ question was pub.
lished to-day. It contains fity-eight pages,
and is eimila: in the exosllence of its style
to Mr. Gladsione’s pamphlet on the Bal.
garian atrooities. The broobure is under
two heads. The first is ** The Hiatory of an
Idea,” in which Mr. Gladstone summarises
the lollowinguoonditionl under whioh alone,
in his view, Home Rule became possible :
(1) The abandonment of the hope that Par.
linment could serve as a poseible legialative
instrument for Ireland ; (2) the unequivo-
ocal and oconstitutional demand of the Irish
members ; (3) the possibility of dealing with
Bootland in a Bimilar way in ociroum.

incapable of meeting the wants of Ireland.
Evidently there was a period when Irish

-patriotiam, as represented by O'Connell,

looked favorably upon thia alternative
pslioy and had no fixed conclusion as to the
absolute neocessity for home government,
and seemed to allow that measures founded
on justioe to Ireland mighy possibly suffice
to meet the necessity of the case.” It was
as early ag 1871, Mr. Gladstone says, that
he teck the first step toward placing tlie
controversy on its true basis. He opposed
Me. Butt’s scheme because the alternative
desoribed in the last paragraph had not
been exhausted, bub even at that time he
did not close tho dcor against a resogaition
of the question in a different state of things,
for instead of denouncing the idea of Home
Rule a8 one in its essence destructive of the
unity of the Empire, in the following words
he accepted the ussurance given to the con-
trary : *“Let me do the promoters of this
ma3vament the fullest justice, always speak-
ing under the conviotion, they most empha-
tioally declare, snd as I tully believe them,
that the union of these kingdoms under
Her Mojesty is t0 be maintained, bub that
Parliament is to be broken up.” Similsrly
in 1874 Mr. Gladstone aeospted withoud
qualifiostion the prinoiple that Homs Rule
had no necessary oconuection with sepsra.
tion. Coming 1o the eleotcral eampaign of
1885 Mr. Gladstone saye hia great objsct
was to do nothing to hinder the proseocu-
tion of the question by the Tories, but to
use his bast efforta to impress the publio
mind wich the importance and urgsnoy of
the question. In the second portion of
the pamphlet Mr. Gladstone begins draw-
ing cerbain leseons from the elections as
they effeot the Liberal party. He esti-
mates the loss to the Liberal party from
the Unionist schism at two-sevenths of the
whole, but this fraction is distributed, he
points out, very unequally among the
olasses. It has commanded five-sixths, he
says, of the Liberal-peers, but not more
than one-twentieth of the Liberal wozking-
men., Mr. Gladstone points out that even
now the Tories have failed to secure an
abeolate majority, and Araws ths final
oonclusion that at the firsy moment
Liberalism is = agaia ‘united it musb
again become predominant. Mr. Gladstone
sees further ground for hope in the abate-
ment that has alrcady taken place in the
Tory oppositicn. ** We hear no mera pot-
valiant langusge,” he says, * no more of the
Hottentots and no more of the famoui
twenty years, during which Parliament
was to grant spacial powers for home gov-
ernment to Irelsnd, and abt the end of
which time, in a larger or less degree, the
coercive laws might be repealed, and mea-
sures of looal sell-government be enter-
tained.” Mr. Gladstone then goes on to
point out that the Unionists are already
pledged to an immediate and large conoes-
sivn, many of them on such a reale that
