The 
charm of the volume is its directness 
and simplicity, the profoundest 
science being so popularized as to be­
come a positive recreation to young 
people. This is just what we need in 
England. Even earnest appeals to 
young people to avoid drlqk arc not' 
merely so»impreesive as scientific de­
monstrations. If to these we add the

It is to this.work of ‘preven­
tion’ that all serious workers feel they 
must chiefly address thuuselves.

Alcohol Gives no Strength.
In a discussion of the phpeiological

A new chuta should be soaked for 
24 hours with cold water, changing it 
often. Then put in hot water and 
unleached wood ashes, and churn for 
half an hoar. Then rinse will* ljot 
water. Soak with sour buttermilk, 
rinse w.th.cold water, half fill with 
hot water, turn churn for several min­
utes and then rinse with cold
