Erstwhile Frank Erne, of pugilistic 
fame, degenerated into one Frank Gonia, 
whose hallucinations about being sand- 
bagged and robbed ultimately landed 
him before the bench on a charge of 
vagrancy, was before the beak this 
morning. Yesterday afternoon Frank 
laid aside the signs of convulsions, be­
came rational, said he told a fake story 
about being robbed and being subject to 
illusions brought on by fits.

The hospital authorities announced 
him well, so Frank left his bed and 
walked—into the arms of Detective 
Coulter, who had been told off to arrest 
him for vagrancy. Such an indignity 
to an American citizen ! Frank was in­
clined to resist, but 'twas foolish— 
strong is the arm of the law, exemplified 
by Detective Coulter.

There were no discernible characteris­
tics of pugilistic abilities in Gonia as 
he sat in the dock. The vacant stare of 
the half wit ted was evident. His head 
was a representation of a billiard ball 
in shape and hairlessneas; his nose was 
large, his chin and jaw of the protrud­
ing kind. He was fairly well dressed, 
but he presented the appearance of ah' 
undesirable. He told the magistrate he 
was about 25 years of age. was born 
sixty miles from Milwaukee, XVis., and 
had no trade.

Scarlet Fever 
Is Epidemic

Twenty-Two Cases at Crown 
Point Since Last Thursday.

Scarlet fever is e-pidemic at 
Crown Point.

The little suburban settlement 
that has had so much to contend 
against on account of its lack of 
sanitary arrangements is smitten 
again. There have been 22 cases 
of scarlet fever in five days. Last 
Thursday the disease made its ap­
pearance, and last night the above 
number was recorded. So rapid 
has been its progress that the 
authorities are much concerned 
about it. Yesterday the medical 
health officer, Dr. Alway, visited 
the settlement. Dr. F. F. Glenden- 
ning, of Crown Point, has charge 
of most of the cases, and l)r. Par­
ry is also in attendance upon some. 
To-day arrangements are being 
made to quarantine all the cases. 
The people of Crown Point are al­
most all of the working class, and 
the hardship which would be oc­
casioned by taking men and wo­
men from their work and compell­
ing them to remain idle during 
weeks of their busy season when 
they are trying to lay up a little 
store against the approaching win­
ter is apparent- In order to avoid 
such a thing steps are now being 
taken to provide a large tent in 
which all the cases can he quaran­
tined and proper nursing, etc., pro­
vided. If the progress of the dis­
ease ran be checked the existing 
cases could all be handled in a 
tent before cold weather comes 
on. Fortunately the fever is of a 
mild type as yet, but it may be­
come severe at any time.

Orville Wright Off te Britain end 

Germany.

So Far Beaten All Fereigners m 
Speed Test.

New York, Aug. 10.—Off for Germany, 
where he wrll make a series of fights in 
rkmanstnation of the merits of the 
Wright aeroplane, Orville WrigM sailed 
to-day on the steamer Kron Prinzfesin 
Cecilie. His sister Katherine accom­
panied him. They will make a brief 
stop in England, but Mr. XXrright to-day 
would not discuss the object of his visit 
to that country. The general purpose 
of the flights to be made in Germany, 
he said, was to comply with the arrange 
mente made last winter with the com­
pany organized for the manufacture of 
the XVright aeroplanes in that country. 
Before sailing Orville Wrlgfat had a word 
or two to say about the present capa­
bilities of the Wright hr others’ aero 
planes. “We have the officiai record of 
having flown at the rate of 42 1-2 miles 
an hour at Fort Myer. I do not know of 
any foreigner having gone over a mark­
ed" course at a speed to exceed 26 miles 
an hour. At Fort Myer on an unofficial 
test I went at the rate of 50 miles an 
hour with the wind from the side. This

FOUND DEAD 
IN HIS BED

And a Coroner's Jury Is Investi­
gating the Case..

Peculiar Death of Frank S. Lee 
This Morning.

Appeared in Good Health and 
Cheerful Last Night

Frank Stanley Lee, porter at the 
Hotel Cecil, James street north, was 
found dead in hie bed at the hotel 
this morning about 6.30. Lee was 
apparently in good health and spirits 
last night when he went to bed be­
tween 10 and 11 o'clock. At 11.30 the 
bell boy was sent to ask him for the 
lock and key of the back gate which j 
had been left open. Instead of send- j 
ing the key down by the boy Lee got 
up and went down and locked the 
gate himself, again retiring to bed.

At 6.30 this morning. James Cams, 
night clerk, went to Lee’s room to 
call him and getting no response to 
his knocking, went in and saw the 
man lying face downward in bed with 
all his clothes on. Dr. T. 8. McGil- 
livray was at once called and pro­
nounced lee to be" dead. He found 
the body face downwards and evi­
dence that be had vomited when he 
was dying. The police were sent for 
and an inquest was deemed neces­
sary and Dr. H. 8. Griffin will act 
as "coroner.

The body was conveyed to the City 
Hospital morgue, where it was view­
ed to-day by the jurymen.

Lee had been working as a porter 
in the Hotel Cecil for the past month. ; 
He worked before at the same hotel I 
about, three months ago. leaving then 
to go to a small place near St.

Killed By 
Sunstroke

Robert Wesley Low den, son of 
Mr. James Lowden, of Glan- 
ford. and brother of Mr. Em- 
merson Lowden, of this city, 
died at his home in Glanford on 
Sunday of sunstroke. Deceased, 
who was in his 32nd year, was 
well known in this city and was 
a fine, industrious and strong 
young man.

Dr. Wood- 
hall made a thorough examina­
tion again this morning and ad­
vised him not to go. Mr. Stew­
art had not been bitten nor had 
he come in contact with the dog. 
The cattle were killed so soon 
after being bitten that it was 
impossible, he said, that, con­
tagion could have come that 
way, and has no fear about his 
patient.

BLACK HAND CHIEF
Seat to Prissn Per Twenty-Eight 

Years.

New Haven, Conn., Aug. 9.—Calling 
him the most dangerous criminal he had 
ever come in contact with, Judge Wil­
liam. H. Williams sentenced Vincenzo 
tSabataseae to 28 years in prison, and 
all of Sabatassae’s lieutenants and mem­
bers of his Black Hand gang were given 
from three to 25 years.

Sabptassae was the leader of the gang 
which has terrorized Connecticut for the 
past five years.

In the spring of 1907 Sabatassae was 
released from Bing Bing, where he spent 
five years for burglary, and came imme­
diately to New Haven to systematize 
the Black Hand work here. He had been 
convicted of murder in Italy, but had 
escaped.

Throughout the trial a handsome Ital­
ian woman, Annie Taddeo, came daily 
to see Sabatassae, and the best lawyers 
procurable appeared for him and the 
other members of the gang. There was 
apparently no lack of money for the de­
fence. When Sabatassae was sentenced 
the woman broke down, but he bore it 
stolidly.

His connection with the many Black 
Hand cases was discovered through the 
dream of Etta Cocvalu, the widow of an 
Italian who had kept a “fence” at. an 
old farm in the town of Orange. After 
his death the Italians continued to come 
there and leave bundles which she never 
opened.

One night she had a dream that >rnnk 
Guido, a member of the gang, with four 
others, bound and robbed an Italian who 
possessed a large sum of money. Bhe 

' asked Guido the next day about it, and 
i lie confessed to her. 
j In great fear she told the police and 
I they procured the evidence which con 
1 victed Sabatassae and all his gang.

THE EARM
SHEARING SHEEP BY MACHINE.

Western Ranchmen Dispensing With 
Hand Work.

N. Y. Sun: The great sheep camp of 
the United States is now in the North­
west. The shearing of the twenty or 
more million sheep that produce wool, 
like the garnering of wheat and other 
big crops, requires the employment for 
a more or less shortened period of a 
large number of men. The local labor 
supply is entirely insufficient and were 
it not for the existence of a partly 
organized body of nomads, who start in 
at the south and work their way north 
as the season broadens, great difficulty 
would be met with.

Many of these shearers are easterner*, 
New York furnishing quite a number. 
Before reaching Montana or Wyoming 
they have relieved many thousands **f 
sheep of their fleeces. They begin down 
in Texas or perhaps Arizona and work 
north, taking in Kansas. Nebraska. Utah, 
Wyoming and the Dakotas before they 
land in Montana.

Many of them also come from th'* 
West. This gang starts in in Califiir*)ii, 
and after shearing its way through 
Oregon. Washington and Tdnh ) recclirs 
Montana to aid in garnering on common 
ground the greatest crop of wool in any 
section.

These men are well paid and most oi 
them end the season with from $500 to 
$800 in their pockets. All are experts, 
Most of them still use the wrist thong 
and hand shears, but in the last few 
years shearing by machinery has come 
in vogue and is rapidly superseding all 
other methods.

The better hand shearers average 100 
sheep a day. and there are a few who 
have a record of 200 in twelve hours. It 
is hard work. A man must stand with 
legs stiff for hours, he must lean over 
until he can almost reach his toes and 
he must all the time be holding down a 
struggling, frightened animal.

These hand workers are paid at the 
rate of seven or eight cents for each 
fleece tied up and delivered to the 
sacker. The grading is done in advance 
of the shearing, so that subsequent trou­
ble is avoided.

After the shearing has been accom­
plished the wool is sacked in long bale­
like burlap forms and turned over to the 
freighters. Montana is not gridironed 
with railroads, and it is a long drive 
from many of the ranches to the rail­
way depot or wool market. Two and 
sometimes three heavily laden wagons 
are coupled together and with eight or 
ten horses attached the outfit starts 
across the lulls. It is hard, slow going, 
and if the rain comes and the roads get 
gummy the freighters often have to go 
into camp and wait for the sun to pave 
the way. Sometimes wool has to be 
hauled in this fashion for 125 miles.

In the last four or five years the 
shearing machine has pushed to the 
front. An ingenious mechanic has de­
vised a shear which can be worked 
either by hand or mechanical power, and 
which has proven a tremendous econ­
omy. The machine is declared by sheep 
men to lx* as far ahead of the old hand 
shears as the self-binder is in advance of 
the old-fashioned cradle. R. M. Marquât, 
a Montana young man, holds the world’s 
record both for hand and for machine 
shearing. At Bower Brothers' ranch 
near Marimsdale, Mont., he sheared 360 
seven pound (to the fleece) wethera in 
14 hours 46 minutes, taking off 2*650

pounde of wool with a machine. This 
record will likely stand for a long time.

Marquis has been at the business for 
al>out eight years and has often shorn 
200 sheep «' <Juy and over Bv hand. 
iuid on the machine has several tim *s 
gone above 300. His average work in 
Montana last season ran from 175 to 
215 sheep a day, in nine and ton hour 
days, in one shearing season, not in­
cluding the fall work, he sheared 17,013

The man’s work is almost, as mechan­
ical as that of the machine he uses. Ho 
*tort« in by grabbing the animal by the 
right -hind leg with his left hand, turn 
ing it easily over on its back. He then 
pulls it into an upright position, with 
its hindquarters on the ground and the 
l>ody resting between his legs. He logins 
by parting the wool at the forward end 
Ot the brisket and starts the clippers 
going. Bent over at an angle of 70 or SO 
uegrees. he keeps firm hold of the eh cop 
"ith his knees, turning the animal ns 
though it were in a vice and keeping the 
skin stretched tight. When half way 
through he has attained the position 
of having partly steppe,! back, while the 
sheep is f)at on its side. It is no trick 
foT him to finish the aimnnl in two min­
utes, and he has turned out as many as 
twenty-eight in an hour.

Besides the advantage in time and la­
bor cost the machine does not hack or 
cut the sheep, and it is possible to got 
from a half to a pound and a half more 
wool off each animal. The staple is 
larger and this means a better price. 
Usually it is not desirable to send hand 
sheared sheep to the market until a 
week after the clip, a* it takes that 
long to feed them into presentable shape. 
Tlruft is avoided by the use of the me­
chanical contrivance, which leaves tin) 
animal evenly clipped and free from cuts.

The hand power machine is in almost 
universal use among tire smaller flock 
masters who cannot afford a power 
plant or are unable to get the services 
of experienced shearing experts, who 
keep date and route books much like the 
average theatrical company manager. 
The usual model consists of a large 
wheel, fastened to an upright beam in 
the barn. On the face of this wheel 
teeth are generated on an automatic ma­
chine that insures absolute accuracy. 
This gear is enclosed in a station-ray 
frame and drives a hardened steal cut 
pinion, to which is connected a universal 
joint flexible shaft. 'File pinion shaft is 
fitted with a small turned balance wheel, 
which, running at a high speed, gives 
steadiness to the machine at all times. 
The shears, which greatly resemble at 
the end a pair of barbers' clippers, fit 
on to the end of this joyted shaft, and 
this is operated much like the power de­
vices in dentists' shops for the drilling 
or cleaning of teeth. With a boy to 
turn the big wheel by a convenient han­
dle and n man to operate the shears it is 
not much of n trick to denude the sheep.

The power plant machine is growing 
in favor. Makers of various devices in 
the last year on their own initiative and 
for their own profit have established 
power plants at points in the sheep belt. 
The result has been that bi$ sheep men 
have taken to installing them with gaso­
line engines for motive power. Many of 
these plants have as high as fifty shear­
ing machines, with power furnished from 
overhead shafting and gearing. . The 
newest departure in this line is an elec­
trically driven affair, with direct con­
nections, so that the instant a machine

stopped to change cutters or combs or 
bo that another sheep may be caught or 
let go the power is cut off absolutely 
from that one, while the others keep at

WELLAND COUNTY MEN GATHER 
AT CRYSTAL BEACH.

Speeches by Hon. J. S. Duff, Minister 
of Agriculture, Messrs. Beam, 
Thompson, and Others — Five 
Thousand People Attend.

Welland. Aug. 9.—Almost five thou­
sand people attended the annual pic­
nic of Welland County Farmers’ In­
stitute at Crystal Beach to-day. A 
number of addresses were given in 
the pavilion in the afternoon, the 
speakers being Hon. J. S. Duff, On­
tario Minister of Agriculture ; Messrs. 
F. A. Converse of the State Department 
of Agriculture, Albany ; W. M. German, 
M. P. ; Even E. Fraser, M. P. P. ; Un­
ited States Consul Webster, of Niagara 
Falls, and Robert Thompson, of St. Ca­
tharines; Dr. Bnvder, Niagara Falls, N. 
Y\, J. F. Beam and Warden McKeown.

Mr. Duff contended that the farmer 
worked no harder than the man who 
won success in other lines of activity. 
After, referring to the many historic 
spots in Welland county, "he made 
the claim that no other seven million 
people in the world had gained so 
much in achievement, as those of Can­
ada. Credit for this he gave large­
ly to the pioneer.

Mr. Beam dealt very effectively with 
the questions of taxing corporations 
and good roads. He praised highly 
the State-aid system of New York, 
and claimed it was an impossibility 
in Ontario, where the railways paid 
but one dollar for every fifteen paid 
over the border. The situation was 
due largely to apathy on the part of 
the farmer. Pingree had forty far­
mers behind him when he carried his 
railway taxation bill. In the Ontario 
Legislature there were only six far-

Mr. Thompson made appreciative 
reference to the value of the service 
given to agriculture by the late Hon. 
John Dryden, and outlined the work 
being carried out at the experimental 
farm at Jordan.

CHINA DEFENCELESS.
Cannot Oppose the Railway De­

mands of Japan.
Pekin, Aug. 9.—The Chinese Foreign 

Board and the Grand Council have been 
in consecutive conference with Prince 
Chun, the regent, since the issuance of 
Japan's note announcing her intention 
of proceeding immediately with the 
reconstruction of the Antung-Mukden 
Railroad without China’s co-operation. 
The regent showed great anxiety at 
Japan's attitude of coercion, which was 
supported by Great Britain.

China, in her formal reply to Japan’s 
note, offered to waive her objection to 
the road being made of standard gauge, 
providing Japan waived her claim to the 
policing of the railway as well as her 
mining and other privileges in the re­
gion. However, the note said, if Japan 
was determined to go ahead with the re­
construction of the road, China was 
defenceless.

Mr. Chambers’ summer 
home is located at Broadalbiri, and he is, 
as usual, spending the summer there 
with his family. According to reports 
Mrs. Chambers, who is devoted to horse­
back riding, went out early last, evening 
mounted on a spirited horse. About an 
hour or an hour and a half later the un­
mounted horse appeared at the Cham­
bers’ stable and at 11 o’clock last night 
no trace of Mrs. Chambers had been 
found, although it was stated that large 
posses of men were searching every pos 
sible place where she might have been 
thrown and injured.

Six 
little children were playing in the yard, 
when Mrs. Land noticed the dog snap­
ping its jaws and frothing at the moutn. 
She hurried out and was putting a rope 
about its neck when it snapped at her. 
She held on and succeeded in winding 
the rope around a cherry treee securely 
and escaped. The children were hur­
riedly chased into the house, and the 
dog made terrific efforts to break loose.

Mrs. Land had to go some distance 
to get a neighbor with a rifle, and seven 
shots were fired before the brute died. 
A veterinary pronounced the case un­
mistakably rabies. Terrific heat is sup­
posed to have made the dog mad.

No Low-Necked Dresses Allowed at 
Mass at Sistine Chapel.

Rome. Aug. 9.—In recognition of 
the sixth anniversary of the coronation 
of Pius X., solemn mass in the Sistine 
Chapel this morning was attended by 16 
cardinals and members of the Diploma­
tic Corps.

The A bln* Deom Lorenzo Perosi conduct­
ed the choir, which sang one of Pales­
tra inn’s masses, after which the Pope 
delivered the Apostolic Benediction.

FACE THE FACTS.
The Toronto World is very much an­

noyed at the Times because it has call­
ed attention to the shameful wav in 
xvliich the Hydro-Electric Commission 
has been treating the farmers, through 
whose property it wishes to run the 
Hydro-Electric transmission line. It 
accuses the Times of making a state­
ment that, was not fair. It says: “Ease­
ments were required by the commission, 
not for the Government, as the Hamil­
ton Time» keeps telling the farmers, but 
for the municipalities, Hamilton among 
them, which want cheap power, and for 
which the commission is acting as trus­
tee.” That is mere quibbling. It mat­
ters not for what purpose the property 
of the individual is to be taken; the 
Government, xvhose agent the Commis­
sion is. owes the individual fair, gener­
ous treatment. It should not set out to 
beat him out of his property for tin in­
sufficient price. The statement made by 
the World xvith reference to the pur­
chase of a right of xvay to which the 
Times had referred in particular, is dis­
tinctly false. It says the farmer valued 
the cutting through a wind-break of 
trees of twenty years' groxvth at $2,000 
ana a settlement xvas made for $850. 
The fact is, the effort was made to get 
the farmer to accept $60 for what the 
commission later agreed to buy at $850. 
The statement that the difference be- 
txveeen $60 and $850 xvas made by the 
price of a fexv trees cut out of a xxind- 
break. and that the farmer valued the 
trees at $2,000 is a story so absurd that 
wo are not surprised it xvas left, for the 
World to print.

HARDSTRUGGLE
Wardered Rochester Girl Fought 

For Her Life.

Inquest Opened—Searching For 
the Foul Murderer.

Rochester, N. Y., Aug. 10.—After a 
night of ceaseless activity the police 
this morning xvrre without a definite 
clue to the identity of the murder of 
17-year-old Anna Schumacher, whose 
body was discovered yesterday morning 
in a shallow grave near Holy Sepulchre 
Cemetery. The autopsy on the body 
completed last nigut proved beyond 
doubt- that criminal assault xvas the 
motix-e for the crime, and that the vic­
tim ifought her assailant with all her 
strength, succumbing only when his fin­
gers closed about her throat and 
strangled her to death.

At 10 o'clock this morning Coroner 
Kleindiense opened an inquest in the 
case. Relatix-es of the dead girl, the 
roi.stablcs who discovered the body, peo­
ple who saxv the girl going to and in 
the cemetery on Saturday afternoon, 
had been subpoenaed to appear. Em­
ployees of the cemetery and of St. Ber- 
nnid’s Seminary, xvhich 'is located near 
the burial ground, also were summoned.

If any employee of either of these in­
stitutions had anything to do with the 
girl's death, the fact is likely to come 
out at to-day’s proceedings before the 
coroner. District Attorney Widener xx'ill 
conduct the examination of .witnesses 
and cit.v and county detectives xvill lie 
on hand to listen to the testimony and 
seize upon any hit of information that 
may furnish a possible clue to the iden­
tity of the murderer.

The missing employee of St. Bernard'» 
Seminary has been located. The men left 
work on Saturday morning and is un­
der treatment in a local hospital for ivy 
poisoning. No suspicion attaches to 
liim. as he left the locality before the 
girl went to the ceemterv.

JAP POSITION.
Regarding China and the Building 

ef the Mukden Railway.

Japai Ne: Undertaken Military 
Operatien* ia Chieitao.

Peking, Aug. 10.—Japan has made her 
reply to the last Chinese communication 
regarding the reconstruction of the An- 
tung-Mukden Railroad, in which Peking 
agreed that the line be of standard 
gauge, and suggested the resumption of 
negotiations on the points at issue.

Tokio accepts these proposals, and ex­
pressed the desire that the negotiations 
be resumed in Mukden, where they 
xvere broken off by China.

China to-day is taking a more favor­
able view of the situation, and the ten­
sion of the last few days is noticeably 
relaxed. It is probable that the negotia­
tions will be continued in Mukden.

In view of the publication abroad of 
sensational statements to the effect that 
Japan has undertaken extensive mili­
tary operations in the Chieutao district, 
between Corea and Manchuria, Baron 
Ijuin, the Japanese Minister here, to­
day denied officially that there were any 
Japanese troops in Chientao. The Jap­
anese gendarmes there haxre been in­
creased by fifty or sixty, he said, but 
that was all. Japan had repeatedly as­
sured China, the Minister continued, 
that the local differences in Chientao 
did not affect the main question of the 
railroad, and that Japan would not 
bring this matter into the negotiations.

The negotiations that are being con­
ducted here between Japan and China 
on the general Manchurian questions 
that were to have been resumed yester­
day will be postponed. Japan declined 
to consider these matters pending a final 
settlement of the Antung-Mukden rail­
road question.

TEACHING A HORSE TO JUMP.

It May be Done by Coaxing, Lunging 
or Driving.

There are three methods of teaching 
a horse to leap —coaxing, lunging and 
driving. In the coaxing method the 
young horse is turned into a small pad­
dock having a low hedge or hurdle 
across the centre. In plain view of the 
pupil a ride '"on a veteran jumper 
should fake him over this hurdle sev­
eral . times.

The trainer then goes to the opposite 
side with a measure of corn or oats and 
calls the horse, shaking up the grain 
and pouring it with his hand back and 
forth in the receptacle. The boundary 
will soon be cleared, and when a few 
mouthful» have been eaten the station 
of the instructor should be at the other 
side of the hurdle and the lesson re­
peated. If this be done daily the 
hurdle may be gradually heightened.

The habit of jumping is thus acquir­
ed without those risks which attend a 
novel performance when a heavy bur­
den oppresses the strength and whip 
and spur distract the attention. The 
horee’s body, says Country Life in 
America, is not partially disabled by 
the imposition of a heavy load before 
the powers are taxed to the utmost and 
his capabilities are unfettered.

The second method is termed lunging 
A long rein or cord is attached to the 
bit and the animal is exercised in » 
circle in which a hurdle has been 
placed or a shallow ditch dug. A long 
lashed whip, need only to keep him In 
motion, or lightly applied at the proper 
moment, will keep him up lo his work. 
Soon the horse will enter into the «prit 
of the occasion, and by unmistakable 
signs will manifest, his enthusiastic en­
joyment of the exercise.

The third method, driving, is exactly 
what its name implies. At first (he 
obstruction should be slight. Any open 
space will answer the purpose, an earth 
or sod surface or tanbark being prefer 
able. Long reins, a straight bar or 
snaffle bit, a long whip and patience 
and perseverance are required.

All things considered, the driving 
method is the quickest and surest way 
of teaching the horse to leap. When 
he has become somewhat proficient, 
having thoroughly learned what is re­
quired of him, the saddle may be called 
into requisition and the practical les­
sons begun.

Almost any young horse can be taught, 
to leap. , Of course his proficiency will 
depend on the care bestowed on his 
training and on his general characteris­
tics of wind, limb and nerve. An ordin­
ary cob or' Morgan will attain the pro­
ficiency of an Irish hunter, but any 
horse that is used for a saddler will he 
of far greater value to his owner if 
he can be taken occasionally for a cross­
country ride and put over ditches and 
low obstructions.

The question raised by the American 
•Street Lamp Company regarding the 
lighting of a western portion of the 
city and the objection of Mr. Martin 
Malone to the Cataract power contract 
for supplying water to mountain resi­
dents were referred back to the com-

Aldermen Jutten and Sweeney were 
appointed a committee to investigate 
the complaint against the city asphalt 
plant and to look for a suitable place 
to which it might be removed. 
MATERIALS ON PRIVATE LANDS.

Some dissatisfaction was manifested 
regarding the material on Barton street 
which had been taken and placed on 
private property. This w-as stone and 
other material which, some of the 
members thought, might have been used 
in macadamizing other streets.

Aid. Morris asked why it had not been 
used according to the understanding at 
the beginning of the year on the streets 
of No. 7 ward. Scores of loads had been 
used on low spots of private property, 
and he wished to know if the guilty 
parties had replaced the material.

Chairman Allan, of the Board of 
Works, replied that the stuff was not 
fit for macadamizing, as it had been 
mixed with dirt and broken brick. After 
looking over it he decided it was of no 
value for repairing streets, but said 
the party who had removed it had been 
reprimanded.

Mayor McLaren remarked that all 
citizens had a right to the city material 
which was of no value for repair pur­
poses. and he thought those citizens who 
had had lots fill up should not be 
denied it. but the last person to make 
use of it. he thought, was a city offi­
cial. The material should be used for 
abating nuisances and filling up holes.

Aid. Forth asked who was responsible 
for the stuff being taken to private 
lands, and the chairman replied that it 
was in M. D. Nelligan's district.

THAT $8,500.
The recommendation of the Board of 

Works to be authorized to proceed with 
the work of improvements on portions 
of Park street. West avenue and .John 
street was considered. Aid. Morris re­
ferred to an article Ip a city paper 
which stated that “the $8,500 that was 
asked for had already been expended,’’ 
and if this was true how could1 the 
work be accomplished.

Aid. Allan said he did not know where 
the report came from ; it was not true, 
to his knowledge, and he was only 
asking for the money if it were avail­
able; he didn’t care where it came from.

Aid. Morris thought it fl hazardous 
proposition with the expense already on 
hand. There was a shortage of funds, 
and they had the west end sewer system 
on their hands. He moved an amend­
ment that the matter be referred back 
to the Board of Works for future con­
sideration.

The Mayor assured the Council that 
these matters would be carefully looked 
into before the work was undertaken 
or any mdnev spent which was not 
available. The recommendation was 
carried.

The recommendation of the Board of 
Works that no objection be made- to the 
construction of a spur line into the pre­
mises of Easterbrook & Bryan on Em­
erald street by the T.. H. * B. Railway, 
provided it is done according to plans 
and specifications, was adopted. 

MOUNTAIN WATER.
The recommendation of the Fine and 

Water and Finance Committees that 
■a special appropriation of $200 to pay 
for power for operating a motor for sup­
plying water to mountain residents, and 
ihat a by-law be passed confirming the 
agreement with the Cataract Power 
Vf mpany, occupied the attention of the 
Council for some time.

Aid. Hopkins took his old stand, and 
said that, as he had entered his objec­
tion, he must make good. He chiefly 
objected to the contract because, he said, 
it would cost the city more than was 
necessary, and also take a longer time 
than was called for to get the water to 
the people. The blasting, he said, would 
hr over within a couple of weeks, and it 
ga.- engine could be installed in three or 
four days afterwards, lie pleaded tljat 
he was not trying to Captiously light the 
( i taract Company, as had l>een suppos­
ed. and he wished the people to get 
water as soon as possible. His objection 
was raised on financial grounds. He 
thought the Council must be showing 
some favor to the Cntanict. Company in 
*<> overriding the people's interest*.

Engineer Maeallum replied that a gas 
engine would cost fully $000 mote than 
a motor, and that the motor would be 
gafer in case of fire. To do the work a 
50-horse-power motor was necessary, 
nnd could be operated economically. The 
recommendation was adopted and the 
bv-law was passed.

RAG PICKING AT DUMPS.
The question of passing a by law to 

prevent picking rags, bones and bottles 
from the dumps was discussed at. some 
lengt h.

Aid. Milne suggested that this was the 
means some had of earning their daily 
bread, ' and a large aunt was realized, 
which would otherwise be lost. He mov­
ed an amendment that the by-law 1 e laid 
over for an indefinite time.

Aid. Farmer brought up the argument 
that contagious diseases might spread 
front This practice, and the citizens' wel­
fare on this point should be especially 
well guarded. There were difficulties 
standing in the way, whether ‘.hey de- 
cided for or against the by-law. He 
could not be sure that the city would 
have the right to prevent private citizens 
front picking the dumps on their own 
property or to prohibit anyone else do­
ing so.* the by-law. he thought, could 
pi nimbly only apply to city propert y. 
After à lengthy discussion the amend­
ment was carried and the question refer­
red back indefinitely to the Board of 
Health.

The by-law relieving the Council from 
the obligation of advertising local m- 
provements in more than one city news­
paper and making it compulsory to ad­
vertise in one, was passed without much
comment.

Hundreds Endangered by Cleud- 

bnrst at Head of Dry Gulcb.

Denver. Aug. 10.—Late last night a 
cloudburst, at the head of a dry gulch 
just outside the west limits of Denver 
sent a wall of water covered with wreck­
ed houses, bridges and fences rolling over 
a large and populous section of the city. 
No lives were lost, but the damage was 
the greatest ever done in Denver by 
water. Two hundred persons in the path 
of the flood were warned by men who 
rode in ahead of it. but they disregarded 
the warning.

Heroic acts were many. Samuel H. 
Berg, said to have l»een a hero in the 
Slocum disaster, and Police Sergeants 
Beattie rescued the two children of 
Berger from their house after the house 
had been moved twenty feet, and turned 
upon its side.

Joseph Orenstein was over­
borne by the flood while attempting to 
save the children of H. Weinstein and 
came near drowning.

SWEDISH STRIKE
The Treuble in Stockholm Net So 

Serious Now.

Big Demonstration of Strikers in 
the Ciiy of Gothenburg.

Stockholm, Aug. 10.— Perfect calm 
prevails throughout the country this 
morning, and there are further evidences 
that the general trike inaugurated a 
week ago will result in failure. The 
Anzegev, the organ of the trades unions, 
is the only paper published this morn­
ing in regular form. The other journals 
have issued small, hand-printed editions. 
Some efforts are being made with some 
success to improve the local street ear 
service, and the street car employees 
have called a meetng to consider a pro­
posal to return to work. The company 
has given them until noon of to-morrow 
to take up their old positions. The 
merchants of Stockholm have announced 
their intention of running their delivery 
wagons, and it is expected that .the cab 
etrvtoe shortly will be returned, for-

eign steamers are overcoming the dock 
strike by bringing with them their own 
stevedores.

There has been a big demonstration 
of 20,000 strikers at Gothenburg. In 
this city the labor leaders control all 
the vehicles.

EXTRADITION.

Mining Premeter Declare! He is 
Innocent and Will Fight.

Bond For $5,000 Furnished by Lima 
Friends,

A History ef the Case Against 
Russell and Law.

Toledo. Ohio, Aug. 9.—W. L. Russell, 
of Lima, Ohio, who was arrested by the 
Government officials at the request of 
the Ontario Government to answer to a 
charge of obtaining money under false 
pretences in connection with some min­
ing deals at Toronto, Canada, to-day dé­
fini ed that he was innocent of the 
charge preferred against him and would 
fight extradition. At the close of the 
preliminary hearing Commissioner Gains 
placed Russell under a $5,000 bond and 
ordered him to report to the United 
States District Court at Cleveland each 
day. The bond was furnished by Rus­
sell’s Lima friends. The Ontario Gov­
ernment will make a strong effort to ex­
tradite him, and has secured Judge 
Francis L. Wing, of Cleveland, to repre­
sent its interests at the hearing.

STORY OF THE CASE.
It was on November 19th, 1907, that 

Frank Law was arrested on a charge 
of conspiracy laid by the Acting 
Crown Attorney, and that a. warrant 
was also issued for the arrest of Lock­
hart Russell. The charge on the 
warrant was that "Frank Law and 
Lockhart Russell did conspire with 
each other and with other persons, at

Sresent unknown, by deceit and false- 
ood and other fraudulent means to 
defraud the public,’ and it arose out of 

the flotation by Law A Company, of the 
“Highland Mary,’ the ‘"Silver Bird” and 
“Lucky Boys” mines.

At the time of Law's arrest Rus­
sell was in London. England, where, it 
was stated, he had sold large quan­
tities of stock in certain of Law A 
Company’s flotations. He afterwards 
went to Paris, hut. according to in­
formation supplied by the authorities 
at the time, before the warrant could 
he served upon him by Scotland Yard 
detectives he again disappeared. Noth­
ing more was heard of his movements 
until the beginning of January, 
1908, when the fS-own authorities ac­
cidentally learned that he was located 
at Lima, Ohio. This information 
came to them while negotiating with 
a firm of New York lawyers over 
other matters connected with the case, 
and, although it was declared that 
steps would be taken to have him 
watched until the warrant for his ar­
rest could be placed in the ftands of 
the United States authorities, the ar­
rest did not take place until Sunday 
last. What added to the mystery 
of the proceedings and to some extent 
bears out Russell’s statement that he 
never sought to evade arrest was the 
report that for two days in December. 
1907. while the examination of Law’s 
affairs, was proceeding. his solicitor 
from Lima had been in the city and had 
actually been a spectator of the Police 
Court proceedings. From that, date un­
til the announcement a few days ago 
that Russell was still in Lima nothing 
was heard of him.

Law has from the first insisted that 
he was but a tool in Russell's hands. 
The etorv he told af his trial in Janu­
ary last was that he began business in 
1907 with W. L. Russell and the 
latter’s brother. A. Russell, of lying 
Island, as partners, each having paid 
51.000 for the Highland Mary claims. ; 
which, he said, he himself had never 
seen. Russell, he declared, organized 
the concern and made him President, 
and fie was not in a position to know 
whether the statements in the High­
land Mary prospectul were true or net. 
as he took Russell's word for every­
thing. In the course of his evidence as 
to the relations of the Ontario Mining 
Journal with the partnership. Law stat­
ed that he and Russell controlled the 
paper. Following this line, Mr. Black- 
stock, K. C., who defended Law, argued 
before the jury that Law was a simple, 
innocent man'occupying a clerk’s posi­
tion under William Lockhart Russell, 
who, he said, was the master mind of 
the affair, end who had got the bulk of 
the profite.

At the close of the trial and after 
being found guilty law made a state­
ment to the Globe, in which he said: 
“I think I have been treated in a 
dirty fashion. I am convicted, while 
Rueeell is allowed to go free. He was 
the moving spirit in the work, and I 
did his bidding.” Law was sentenced 
to a long term in the penitentiary.

In Ohio Russell is regarded as a 
well-connected man. both son ally and 
financially. He has been for several 
ye«T« a successful oil operator in Texas, 
and is said to he a leading official of a 
bank in Lima. He has six brothers, 
who are all looked upon as successful 
business men. One is in Buffalo, another 
in New York, while a third is Archdea­
con Russell, of Rhode Island, who. Law- 
declared. was a partner in one of J.aw 
& Company's -flotations. Lockhart Rus­
sell, who is a little over fifty years of 
age, is said to have a very engag-ing man-

HUGO CELEBRATION
To be Held Fer a Week in Peris in 

September.

Paris, Aug. 9.—The dedication of a 
new statue of Victor Hugo by Rodin on 
September 26, the fiftieth anniversary of 
the publication of the “Legende des 
Siècles,” is to be made the occasion of 
a week’s literary celebration to the 
memory of the great novelist and poet. 
There will be a ceremony at the Pan­
theon, a revival at the Comedie Fran­
çaise Of “Le Roie s’Amuse,” with Silvain 
in the role of Triboulot, and a fete in 
front of Notre Dame, with a big proces­
sion of vagabonds carrying colored 
torches.

A loge will be reserved at the Comedie 
Française for Mile. Adele Hugo, the 
daughter of the poet, whose sad and 
tragic history aroused the sympathy ot 
the world. As a girl she was kidnapped 
at Guernsey by an English officer. Her 
parents searched Europe for her without 
obtaining a trace of her whereabouts, 
when several months alter a girl was 
found wandering alone, apparently de­
mented, in the streets of New York.

“I am the daughter of Victor Hugo," 
was all she ever said. She was sent 
l;ack to France to her parents, but with 
wide staring eyes she kept her lips seal­
ed, and the mystery of her martyrdom, 
perhaps a stranger and more absorbing 
drama than her father ever wrote, was 
never revealed.

She never entirely recovered her rea­
son. and since the death of her father 
has lived in his villa, morose, solitary 
and alone, seldom speaking, and never 
of the past. Occasionally she comes to 
Paris to witness from the back of a 
darkened box the production of one of 
her father’s plays, but otherwise she 
lives in seclusion, having no friends and 
never receiving visitors.

WANTS OWN NAVY.
The Position of Canada at Imperial 

-Defence Conference.

London, Aug. 9.—Sir Frederick Borden 
and Hon. L. P. Brodeur met Regin­
ald McKenna. Sir John Fisher and other 
Admiralty officials to-day in conference 
to discuss certain technical joints with 
regard to Canada’s share in the scheme 
of imperial naval defence. Canada, the 
Canadian Associated Press understands, 
is of the opinion that the Dominion 
should have a self-supporting navy, 
which should form an integral part of 
the imperial navy in time of emergency. 
The other dominions are inclined to the 
view that a direct subsidy to imperial 
defence should be provided. The fine 
technicalities are now being discussed 
hy a committee of experts, and at the 
close of their deliberations a report will 
be submitted to the full conference.

TO SAVE HARVEST.
Swedish Farmers Appeal ta Peeple 

of the Cities.

Stockholm, Aug. 9.—The opening of 
the second week of the harbor troubles 
in Sweden shows no abatement of the 
conflict, and the men already on strike 
t'ontinue to augment their forces by 
the addition of sympathizers in other 
trades. A general strike of railroad men 
is threatened for Aug. 11.

The Farmers’ Association to-day ap­
pealed to citizens of all cities to help 
them save the cereal crop, the harvest­
ing of which is prevented by the strike 
of farm hands. The Government sup­
plemented this appeal by offering police 
protection to all persons assisting in 
the harvest.

SARACEN ARMOR.
Remarkable Discovery in a Ckurck 

ia Censtantiaople.

London, Aug. 9.—Dr. K. F. Martin, 
an expert sent by the Swedish Govern­
ment to Constantinople to collect data 
relating to the sojourn of Charles XII. 
in Turkey, reports that he has accident­
ally come upon an immense collection 
of ancient Saracenic armor, which is 
unrivalled by any museum, public or 
private, in the world. The collection has 
been kept in locked vaults since 1517 in 
the Church of St. Irene, the only Byzan­
tine church in Constantinople that has 
not been turned into a mosque and 
access to which has been hitherto 
strictly forbidden.

Only a few officers of high rank knew 
of the existence of this collection. Hun­
dreds of cases containing exquisite 
specimens of ancient armor are piled 
up pell-mell in subterranean chambers, 
where they have lain since they were 
put there about four centuries ago by 
the orders of Sultan Selim 1., the con­
queror of Syria and Egypt.

The discoverer is enthusiastic about 
the rare headpieces, swords and suits 
of mail dating from the crusades and 
says that the collection is bigger than 
all European collections of that class 
put together.

It is said that in the Mint of the 
Old Yildiz Palace in Tophane and in 
the arsenal on the Golden. Horn other 
quantities of valuable ancient arms are 
stored, but no one takes any interest in 
them. The Turkish officers are entirely 
ignorant of their value, and especially 
under the present conditions they have 
no time to study mediaeval armorial 
lore. The Swedish expert urges that 
the Ottoman Government should appoint 
a commission of European experts to 
classify the collection. Should this be 
done. Dr. Martin is of the opinion that 
the whole history of the art in Gothic 
weapons will have to be rewritten.

C. Gouin, his assistant ; Willis Croft, 
bookkeeper for the post ; \V. C. Gilchrist, 
cook; Gowanlock, contractor, who was 
putting up a mill for the Indian Depart­
ment at Frog T.»nke; John Delaney, n 
millwright all of whom Were killed hy 
Indians at Frog Lake on April 2. Con­
stable Cowan was killed at Fort Pitt on 
April 5. Owing to their superstition, no 
Indians would help with the work of 
gathering the bodies, which were in 
graves seattered over half a mile of the 
country where the men fell.

COMPANY’S ACTION. ,
Montreal, Aug. 9.—As soon as word i 

of the strike troubles at Fort William 
amongst the deck laborers reached the 
Canadian Pacific headquarters to-day 
prompt measures were taken to deal with 
the matter. An order was at once issued 
withdrawing two of the company’s boats 
from the upper lake service, the Alber­
ta and Athabasca, and these will be laid 
up until the trouble is over or the de­
mands of the western wheat business call 
them into service. This brings to a 
speedy end the five boats a week service 
on the Canadian lakes, which was in­
augurated a month ago between Owen 
Sound and Fort William. Tn the mean­
time the service will be carried on by 
tri-weekly sailings by the Assiniboia, 
Keewatin, and Manitoba, while any 
freight that cannot be handled bv the 
boats will be carried bv the all-rail 
route.

It was stated at the Canadian Pa- 
citic offices that owing to the sudden 
nronner in which the strike was sprung 
on the company, efforts would be made 
to enforce the Lemieux law and see if 
it was available against the men as well 
as the companies.

CALVIN.
(H. T. Miller.)

The four hundredth anniversary ot 
Calvin's birth has enriched the literature 
of the world. He stands at the head of 
over five millions of Presbyterians on 
the great continents and the great col­
onies of the British Empire. Members 
of the Establish Church of England, be­
sides other bodies, may easily add sev­
eral millions more to the followers of 
John Calvin. Some people think that 
Calvinism is dying or dead, but resurrec­
tion light still shines on the world. "If 
the thought of Calvin, the dogmatism 
seems harsh, let us not forget that it 
was at the same time Calvin, the great­
est. inductive scripture commentator of 
his age, and one of the greatest of any 
age. tliat propounded the thought. Grant 
Calvin’s theism, and only the adroitness 
of a sophist will balk at his theology.’*

Some one lias said Paul begat Augus­
tine. and Augustine begat Calvin. John 
Calvin only gave some brilliant points1 
to the conclusion of the argument. The 
actual syologism is not in Calvin, or in 
Augustine, hut in the epistle to the Ro­
mans. Let him receive it xvho can re­
ceive it. or let him go through life a 
shrivelled-up man; an attenuated theol­
ogy can only result in an attenuated 
character.

"Calvin placed at the foundation of 
his thoughts not the sovereignty of God, 
hut God who is a sovereign. Darwin 
launched his magnificent dream, and 
planted the l>enms of his chambers on 
the waters. He seems not to know or 
care whether there is intelligence and 
will back of the selecting process, while 
Calvin insists that behind the electing 
act is the true and living God. whose 
judgments are unsearchable and whose 
ways are past finding out."

Calvin’s mind demanded some truth 
large enough for all other truths to 
stand upon. His logic was sharp and 
severe, hut his logic was only formal, 
the material for his thinking lie found 
in the word of God!

In the beginning God! This was Cal­
vin's great starting point. His system is 
built on the rock of truth, and will 
stand. This great school begins with 
God and works downwards. Another 
great school begins with man and works 
upwards. The very attitude of our 
hvmnology is suggestive of this position. 
Dr. Watts sings:

Great God. how infinite art Thou!
What worthless worms are we.
Thy throne eternal ages stood,
Ere seas or stars were made.
Come, dearest, hero, descend and dwell
By faith and love in every heart.

PROFANITY LEADS TO 0B- 
SCENITY.

«Halifax Herald, July, 1909.»
In the course of an editorial article 

in the , St. John Star the other day on 
the evil of profanity the true remark 
was made that it has become a blight 
on our language. Moreover, profanity

by which is meant not only merely 
the use of strongly expre»ive words— 
leads to obscenity, and the two forms 
in combination are as degrading to 
those who employ them as disgusting 
to those who are forced to be listeners. 
Why is it that when a man is drunk 
his flow of language is picturesquely 
profane, his remarks clothed in shocking 
vileness? Surely the liquor, releasing 
intellectual control, permits the utter­
ance of what is rooted in the brain. And 
certainly there would lie less disgusting 
talk on the part of drunkards if there 
were less silent profanity in sober mo­
ments. It is to he feared that violence 
of expression rather than refinement of 
language is the dominant characteristic 
of the conversationalist of to day.

George Wright, of Halifax, has for 
many years been conducting a one-man 
campaign against profanity. He has 
not been heard from of late, hut n*f 
doubt is still actively following up his 
work of reform. Many, reading Mr. 
Wright's outpourings of indignation 
against this misuse of English may have 
felt that ho takes too serious a view 
of the situation. But it must be con­
fessed and with regret that he is not 
greatly exaggerating the true conditions 
in anything he has said. Even in the 
past few years the increasing predis­
position to profanity and obscenity has 
been painfully apparent. Right here in 
St. John and even among those who 
pride themselves on their conduct in all 
respects, the habit is growing, while 
among the other classes the extent to 
which the mother tongue is perverted is 
positively shocking.

Arc we to adopt in the ordinary de­
velopment of language, words and ex­
pressions which to our fathers were 
rightly regarded as vulgar and indecent? 
Certainly the evidences point that way, 
but the plan is by no means praise-

MOTHER'S VISION.
BAYS HER SON SPOKE TO HER 

AFTER DEATH.

Told Her He Had Been Killed by His 
Fellow-officers of the U. S. Marine 
Corps, Who Reported That Hi 
Had Committed Suicide—The Sut­
ton Inquiry.

Annapolis. Md.. Aug. 9 —At the re­
convening this morning of the Court 
of Inquiry into the death of Lieut 
James N. Sutton in the latter part of 
1907. who was declared a suicide by 
an earlier Board of Inquiry, a num­
ber of letters written by Mrs. Sut-, 
ton. mother of the deceased, to Harry 
M. Schwartz of the paymaster’s of­
fice, V. S. Marine Corps, were made 
public. In these letters Mrs. Sutton 
referred to the men who were with 
her son on the night of his death as 
"wild beasts.”

"At 1 o’clock Sunday morning.” she 
says. "Jimmie was beaten to death. 
That shot was fired to hide the crime. 
His forehead was crushed, nose bro­
ken. lip cut open, teeth knocked out 
and an incision made in the head an 
inch and a half long. Just think 
what my boy’s sufferings must have 
been as he was beaten to death by 
those wild beasts. Good God. Mr. 
Schwartz, the work of wild men. and 
this on their own sworn testimony, 
and still they are walking the streets 
to-day. while my poor boy lies in the 
grave stamped a suicide.

“The love between Jimmie and my­
self,” continued the mother in this 
letter to Schwartz, "was the greatest 
that could exist between two persons. 
If Jimmie met with an accident I felt 
it at once. Well, the night those 
beasts were laying their plans for Jim­
mie an awful fear came over me and 
my two daughters, so we could not 
talk, and each kept away from one

FIGHT IN SOMALILAND.

Italian Force Has an Encounter With 
Natives.

Rome, Aug. 9.—Despatches ’ dated 
July 14 and 17 have been received 
from the Governor of Benidar. They re-

fort that a company of Erythrean As- 
aris has had an encounter with the 

Mohallim Ismai tribe, who attempted to 
burn the settlement of Warsheikh be­
cause the Italian administrator of that 
place had captured the dangerous rebel 
chief Sheikh Hussein.

The tribesmen loet 45 killed and 20 
wounded, while three of them were cap­
tured, including a son of the Mohallim 
chief Ismail. On the Italian side five 
Askaris were killed, and Capt. Ginnoc- 
chio, who commanded the company, 
was wounded by an arrow, but remained 
in command.

absence of unfavorable news. Of the lat­
ter there was practically none.

The crop outlook is now the most im­
portant factor in the general situation. 
As anticipated, the Government cotton 
report was unfavorable, and had a mark­
ed effect upon the price of that staple. 
While some improvement is poeaible in 
the condition ol the plant during the re­
mainder of the season, it ia practically a 
foregone conclusion that the cotton crop 
will be a short one and that high prices 
must be expected this season. This means 
good times for sections where the injury 
waa slight and vice versa for sections 
where the injury waa great. In the 
induatrial field signs of recuperation 
continue to multiply. As said in previ­
ous advicee, the volume of production in 
most industries is not yet equal to that 
existing before the panic; yet the ten­
dency is towards a steady increase of 
output, and fortunately there is a brisk 
demand for all the products of our 
mills, both predent and prospective.

Call money continues plentiful and 
easy, while time money is gradually 
hardening and still better rates are an­
ticipated during the next two or three 
months. This is due to thd revival of 
business activities and preparations for 
financing the crops. The West will un 
doubtedly need some assistance from 
this centre for the latter purpose, and 
the employment of funds in that capac­
ity will, of course, tend to firmer rates. 
The effect of firmer time money upon 
th stock market is somewhat problem­
atical. The international situation 
is better than a week ago owing to 
abatement of the troubles in Spain. 
These now seem to be over and are not 
likely to cause any difficulty in the 
foreign money markets, although Paris, 
which represents large holdings of Span­
ish securities, showed some temporary 
weakness when the crisis was at ita 
height. Now that the tariff is settled 
the sentimental effect will prove bene­
ficial, although practically the tariff 
makes no difference whatever to busi­
ness in general. No very important 
changes have been made either down­
wards or upwards, the net result of the 
new bill being practically a victory for 
the “stand-patters.'’ Stock market oper­
ations must still he conducted with 
great precaution. It is not impossible 
that prices may be forced to a still high­
er point, but it should be recognized 
that values are already unwarrantedlv 
high and that the big holders are quiet­
ly distributing their surplus upon every 
advance.—Henry Clews.

The First Airship Service.
It is now reported that the first of 

the steerable airships which arc lu run 
between Paris and the provinces is to 
leave Sortrouville, near Paris, some time 
this month, for Meaux. During the 
Nancy exhibition she may make trips 
around that town. It is evident from 
all the prices of aerial voyages quoted 
so far that only the rich among us will 
be able to afford them for some time to 
come. From £2 to £4 is mentioned by 
the president of the Aerial League a* 
the probable cost of a trip ot thirty 
miles only.

It is true that airship shed* (ordocks, 
to lie more consistent) cost not le>s than 
£2,000, and may cost well on to £5,000, 
and that an airship itself costs from 
£10,000 to £16,000, and may very like­
ly soon have an accident which will cost 
much more to put right. But railway 
stations and railway trans, ami espec­
ially railway lines, cost much more 
than this to build.

XX’e were all thinking that Lucerne 
was to have the first airship service 
connected with a German town, but now 
it seems that France is to have this 
honor. The Lucerne-Germany service 

not promised until next summer, | 
while the Paris to Fontainbleau, Rouen, i 
Lyons, Bordeaux, Pan or Nancy services j 
arc promised, at any rate, some of me in 

by September next.
There will be fire steerable airships of 

the Patrie type, which will carry from 
eight to twenty passengers each, besides 
crew. Paris will be their port and the 
docks will be at Iesy. There will lie 
four lines, out toward the east, via 
Reims (three of the stations on. which 
are said to be practically ready), one 
toward the southeast (the stations on 
which are not yet begun), a third to­
ward the southwest to Orleans, Tours, 
Bordeaux and Pan. ami a fourth to the 
west of Rouen, via Sartrouville, which 
has a station already. The first airship 
is ready and has been named the X'ille 
de Nancy.—The Queen.

Sun Cooking.
Sun cooking—roasting and boiling by 

sunlight instead of by coal or ga* has 
been going on for three hundred years. 
There are sun stoves that roast a sirloin 
or boil a soup to perfection. They are 
only used, however, by scientist*. A 
sun stove constats mainly of a mirror, a 
spherical nfirror, on a joint. There is 
also a reflector. The place for pot or 
plate is ao situated that the mirror's 
rays can be focussed on its accurately. 
A German. Baron Teherhausen, was the 
first sun cook. He liegan in 1087 to boil 
water, and in 1688 he had very good 
success in boiling eggs. Sir John Hera- 
chel and Buffon are other famous names 
associated with sun cooking. In Cali­
fornia various sun cooks have boiled 
a gallon of water in twenty minute*, 
roasted meat in tow hours and poached 
eggs in fifteen minutes—quite a* good 
time as the ordinary fire makes. An 
odd thing about meat roasted by sun 
rays is that it has an unpleasant taste. 
This is avoided by the insertion of a 
plate of yellow glass between meat and 
mirror. In all solar stoves the sheet 
of yellow glass figures.—Tit Bits.

suicide yesterday in his cell in Queens 
County Court House, at Hunter’s Point.

A special watch had been kept over 
Ahearu by order of District Attorney 
De Witt, who feared, alter an unsuccess­
ful effort to get the man to talk Sat- 
urday, that tne prisoner would try to 
kill himself. Every article with which 
it seemed possible he might be able to 
harm himself was removed from the 
cell. There were left only hie bed, which 
let down with a chain attached to the 
wall, and a small washstand. Even sup­
erfluous bedding was removed, and he 
had only one thin blanket.

That he broke the chain of his bed at a 
moment when he was not being directly 
observed, i« considered a remarkable evi­
dence of strength, even for a man of 
Ahearn s gigantic stature. The chain 
was broken off short without being 
twisted or wrenched in any way. The 
prisoner fastened it around his neck and 
bided his time until noon, when Harry 
Evans, a keeper, was replaced by Gil- 
f°4- The two keepers went aside for a 
moment to discuss something out of 
hearing of their prisoners. Ahearn jn- 
stantly mounted the washstand, attached 
the hook at one end of the, chain from 
the stand, crashing down on the chain 
with his full weight. The sound of his 
fall summoned the two keepers, who 
took him down and carried him into the 
corridor. Dr. Halliman, of St. John’s 
Hospital, said Ahearn’s neck had been 
broken by the fall and that he had died 
instantly.

Ahearn s counsel, Young, McNally & 
Hart, stated yesterday that he intended 
to build his defence on the ground that 
on the evening previous to his wife’s 
death he was intoxicated, and for that 
reason slept so deeply that he knew 
nothing of what went on in the bedroom 
where she was killed beside him. There 
were evidences that some one had forced 
an entrance into the house and into the 
room where the murder was done, but 
it was said this occurred some time ago 
when a key to the room was lost. Ahearn 
did a general trucking business.

Proper Care of the Teeth.
It is hard to impress the public mind 

with the importance of perpetual vig­
ilance over the teeth. Without doubt 
they were intended to last as long as the 
bones of the body, but our habits made 
teeth repairs necessary and dentists are 
the result. They are our best friends, 
make no mistake about that, as we sel­
ect the family physician, and place our­
selves in his hands without reserve.
Very little gold work is seen nowadays. 

It was always expensive and never real­
ly satisfactory. One was never sure that 
a gold filling would not leak and allow 
decay to go on behind it. Cement has 
proved to be a blessing in that direction, 
for it makes a tight filling, is quickly 
put in place and is cheap. It wears away 
to be sure, but is easily repaired, and is 
generally used in teeth which do not 
show. Delicate porcelain work is done on 
the front teeth, and sharp eyes cannot 
always discover it.

Dental floss is better than toothpicks, 
but it must be used with care to avoid 
bruising gums. There are scores of good 
tooth powders and mouth washes and 
both are necessary. Powder should be 
used onoe a day—I prefer it in the morn­
ing because I use powdered magnesia at 
night. Tliat leaves a sweet, comfortable 
taste in the mouth and counteracts the 
effects of acids. For a mouth wash I like 
a few drops of tincture of myrrh in wat­
er, or the same quantity of camphor. 
These keep the gums hard and of good

Good teeth are not common, but the 
next, generation will probably be better 
off as children are receiving so much 
care. First teeth are no longer allowed 
to decay and drop out and loose teeth 
are left to fall of themselves. It is gen­
erally understood that the shape and 
soundness of* the second set depends up­
on keeping the first ones in place as 
long as possible. There are dentists who 
devote their attention wholly to chil­
dren’s teeth and have all the work they 
cando. With all our care we cannot keep 
teeth in as good condition as the other 
bones of the body because enamel is not 
as much protection as flesh and skin, 
but we can save ourselves a lot of mis­
ery if we choose.
