POOR FATHER POWERS !

It is now a pretty long while 
ago—pet haps twenty-one or twen 
ty-two years—since a poor boy 
named Frederick Powers came 
from the North Shore,where he had 
been badly beaten for reading the 
bible. At that time there were 
several good Christian men in the 
Province who would not tolerate 
this kind of nonsense. Foremost 
among these good men was the the j 
Judge L. A. Wilmot, who on hear­
ing the story began to burn with a 
holy zeal in the cause of the lad. 
He thundered at the Sunday 
school meetings, and launched 
invectives in furious lashion 
through the press. The terrors of 
the inquisition, the rack and the 
thumb-screw were painted in glow­
ing colors by the Judge, and in his 
holy zeal he saw kindled another 
auto da'-fe. At least this is what 
the people tell us, for at that time 
we were hidden in the fogs of our 
native country.

Of course as soon as a man be­
gins to trail his coat through 
the streets, he immediately 
runs the risk of some 
body stepping on it : and in 
this case, Archbishop Connolly 
came forwa’d and, to say the least, 
accommodated the Judge. Then a 
turious newspaper war arose that 
made all those who obeyed the 
Pope on one side, and who thought 
John Wesley better than the Pope 
on the other, stretch their necks to 
see what the end would be. The 
“ faithful ol Rome ” never doubted 
but Holy Church, which they liken 
to Peter’s indestructible barque, 
would « orne out triumphant, as she 
did in the days when Constantine 
uniurled the banner of the Cross. 
The other side did not go 
so far back into history for 
examples to inspire confidence 
in their cause, but in the Judge 
they saw a man who combined a 
Peter and a Paul and a Constan­
tine.

We believe the 
Judge consoled himself with this 
text during the remainder of his 
life : but hie never courted another 
tilt with an Arch-bishop all the 
same.

Then he went 
away to New York and preached 
and drank—-left the Baptists and 
joined the Independent Catholics, 
did this poor fellow whom Judge 
Wilmot stepped into save trom the 
violence of a set of modern Inquisi­
tors ! He ran his race for many 
years, and had almost been forgot­
ten about, till lo ! he turns up with- 
in a fortnight in New York, and the 
Herald publishes his confession, or 
what in the words of Newman he 
would call Apologia pro vita ma.

A more scandalous career it would
be difficult to conceive of anyone 
leading who was hypocrite enough 
to call himself a spiritual teac^er 
Time is a great healer of wo;d8 an(] 
“ rectifier” of wrongs, an^, OIie can’t 
help thinking the Jadge, if alive, 
would as lief he Vvere dead as see 
such a sequel to a scalawag whose 
cause he Lad so rabidly and so 
impetuously championed.

THE PROVINCIAL PRINTER.

GOVERNMENT BILLS.

The most important Bill the 
Government have yet brought in 
is the Agricultural Bill. It divides 
the Province into six districts as 
follows:

District number one shall include the 
comities of Kent, Westmorland and 
Albert.

District number two shall include the 
County of Kings and also the 
County ol the City and County of St. 
John.

District number three shall include 
the Counties of Charlotte and York.

District number four shall in­
clude the Counties of Snnbnry and 
Queens.

District number five shall include 
the Counties of Carlcton, Vimria and 
Madawaska

District number six shall include the 
Counties of Northumberland, Glouces­
ter and Restigouche.

The Agricultural Societies will 
nominate one or more persons for 
each district and the Government 
will appoint one, making the num­
ber of the board so appointed six, 
with the chairman who will be a 
member of the Government, hold­
ing a portfolio. There will be one 
meeting held in each year, and the 
first meeting will be held at such 
time and place as the Governor in 
Council may direct.

This is a capital step so far 
by the Government, because it 
closely connects the interests of 
the farmer with the Go .’ernment, 
and places responsibility on -re­
sponsible shoulders. We shall 
hope after this bill is passed to 
hear ot no more corruption, no 
more ot this advertizing the int^ 
ests of the stranger to the exclu­
sion cf provincial interests. The 
matter of, Who will be Secretary, 
will develop itself and we shall not 
anticipate. We can only say 
however, we should like to see the 
present incumbent Mr. Inches,tnrnj 
ed out, and a better man put in hi. 
place. Should Mr. Inches be l 
tained however, be will no longe 
be potent to do harm. The publi 
funds will be entirely safe from hii 
grasp.

We see in some of our exchanges 
that the “Queen’s Printer” gets 
$1,00 a year for every copy of the 
Gazette he mails ; and that a very 
large number of the J. P’s to whom 
said paper is addressed are not in 
the land of the living.

We have not the slightest doubt 
but this statement is true : there­
fore we think revision of that list 
would be in order. There is no 
reason why the Province should 
pay for Gazette's addressed to mag­
istrates who are located on the 
other side of the river of Styx.where 
a copy of the Gazette could be of no 
possible use to them.

We believe the Queen’s Printer 
has two subscription rates for the 
Gazette, $1,00 to a Justice of the 
Peace, and $2,50 to any one else 
who subscribes. As this paper is 
owned by the Government, the 
Queen’s Printer should not be al­
lowed to make two rates, but he 
should be obliged to supply all 
who want copies with the same at 
$1,00 a year. If the leading week­
ly papers of New Brunswick can 
be supplied by publishers for one 
dollar a year, we can see no reason 
why the Gazette should not, when 
it will be borne in mind how well 
its publisher is paid for the notices 
he inserts.

In the Gazette rates we have the 
figures that belonged to the age ot 
Caxton, when everything was done 
the slow way, and consequently 
cost three or four times as much as 
it does now. We claim to have 
great economists in onr Legislature: 
if we have, here is an object upon 
which they can exercise their eco­
nomical ability. We have heard it 
said, for example, the Queen’s 
Printer makes from $6,000 to $8,000 
a year clear gain ont of his office : 
if he make that, he makes about 
three times too much, and is a hap­
py man. At any rate let us pitch 
the dead J. P.’s overboard.

“RINGS” THAT OUR GOVERN 
MENT SHOULD BE ON 

THE LOOKOUT 
FOR.

Our readers will remember thi 
on the tenders for new Parliament 
buildings being opened, it wai 
found that Lawler’s tender, Chat 
ham, was the lowest, being in thi 
neighborhood of $68,000. These1 
figures were regarded as reasonable 
by some, and far too low by others : 
and while it struck us at the time 
that they did seem low, yet it oc­
curred to us also, that Mr 
Lawlor should be the 
best to judge of his own 
business, and that he would not 
have set his tender down at these 
figures, unless he was prepared to 
go on.

Now it seems he has declined the 
contract, giving as a reason that his 
tender was too low. We have not 
the slightest doubt but that he has 
associated himself" with other con­
tractors into a ring, for the purpose 
of extracting a few extra thousands 
out of the Government. This kind 
of game is largely played through­
out Canada, and the Dominion 
Government has found itself com­
pelled to insist on a deposit to be 
made by every tenderer. He who 
draws back then, forfeits his depo­
sit: and the result is a sufficient 
protection of the Government 
against building rings.

If we have been informed cor­
rectly this kind of practice has also 
prevailed to a great extent even 
in New Brunswick; that time and 
again Mr Killam and other unscru­
pulous bridge contractors, have 
banded together not to take a 
contract below a certain 
price : then to divide the spoils 
over and above a certain figure at 
which a certain one in the ring 
tnkes the job. The Government 
therefore in our opinion should do 
two things. One is to invite new 
tenders for the Parliament Build­
ings, the other to bring in a bill 
providing for forfeit money and 
thus protect itself against unscru­
pulous men like Mr. Killam.

Fire.

Some heartrending stories come from 
all around tbe Newfoundland coast, of 
ships caught out in storms, small boats 
upset, and wretches perishing on tbe 
ice. A heartrending story in particular 
comes from Northern Bay. A great ice 
floe, freighted with white coat seals, 
had come down from the north, and 
pressed in upon the land. The inhabi­
tants along the coast, taking guns and 
gaffs, went out among the seals, and 
in many cases made in two or three 
days what is known as “big bills.” 
Four men and a lad left tbe shore one 
evening late, and walked seaward on 
the floe tor some miles, when suddenly 
the wind flew round and blew a gale. 
A fierce snowstorm caçac on, and the 
wind veered all round the compass. The 
next morning came, but with it no tid­
ings of the missing ones. The Hercules 
was despatched, and the following 
is an extract from the Captain’s log:

About 5 o’clock on Sunday morning, 
just after daylight, I descried a figure 
on the hill of Cape St. Francis half- 
mast and as I approached, I discovered 
a man near it, waving to me to come 
near, which, when I did, 1 was in­
formed by him that they had one of the 
missing men on tbe Cape and that there 
was another in an adjacent cove, about 
500 yards from the Cape, whom they 
had endeavored to find on the previous 
night but were unsuccessful in doing 
so owing to the drift and darkness of 
the night. I then steamed up towards 
the cove, and the men on the Cape ran 
along shore, and we had proceeded but 
a short distance when we discovered 
the lifeless remains of flic men report­
ed, within a few yards of the shore 
having been apparently frozen to death. 
The name of the deceased is W. March 
and the name of his companion, who 
was rescued Bernard Hogan. The lat­
ter was found by the light house keeper 
on Saturday evening about eight o’­
clock, in a boat near the bill of Cape 
St. Francis. He reports liis other cem- 
panions to have succumbed to the cold 
and fatigue of their situation between 
the hours of 9 and 12 o’clock on Satur­
day morning.

The bodies of the others have not 
been recovered, and likely never will.

Ten or twelve men left St. Johns 
harbor one morning last week, also to 
kill seals taking with them their guns 
and gaffs. They were not long out 
when the wind veered round and blew 
off the land a gale. The Attorney 
General (Mr. Whiteway) immediately 
despatched a Steamer to their assis­
tance. She picked up the men, 25 
miles at Sea, travelling over the ice. 
Some were badly frozen, and one man 
named Murray was drowned.

Sad news comes from Placentia, the 
old Capital. Three men named re­
spectively John Rose, Peter Palfrey, 
and Peter Miller, in returning from 
H. M. S. Plover upset their 
boat. They straggled desperately 
for their lives, but were drowned before 
help could reach them. [We know the 
unfortunate fellows: two were married ; 
Rose was single.—Ed.]

On the 29th ult., two young lads 
named Keough and Power, when cross­
ing by the North Battery, slipped from 
their position and fell into the waters 
beneath. The latter being older and 
stronger than his companion, and for­
tunately having fallen without coming 
in collision with the rocks, managed to 
get on shore again without being much 
injured, but the younger, (Keough) 
sank to rise no more. Upon his body 
being recovered, marks upon his face 
were plainly discernible, showing that 
the unfortunate youth, had been much 
injured, if not killed, before he reached 
the water. The deceased was about 9 
years of age, and a son of Mr Keongh, 
shoe-maker, St John’s.

On the 6th inst., the body of a man 
was discovered by a seal hunter, about 
three miles off Quidi Vidi. Upon the 
news being commubicatcd to the police 
authorities, Sergeant P. Lacey with 
others were despatched to the place in 
question, and at the risk of their lives 
two or three having fallen through the 
ice, they succeeded in recovering the 
body. Upon being taken to the morgue, 
it was recognized by relations as that 
of Martin Hogan, Northern Bay. Two 
bodies remained undiscovered.

THE SEAL CATUH.

As most of our readers know, certain 
portions of the huge ice-floes literally 
swarm with seals in the spring. 
Steamers and vessels are fitted out 
early in March, and in the teeth of the 
bitter northeasters cleave their way 
northwards till they strike the “ seal 
jam.” This spring they “ went 
farther and fared worse,” for 
the ice, bearing its costly freight of 
seals, was driven close to land, 
and all around the Coast, went out 
and made their harvest among them. 
This was how so many accidents oc- 
cured. Between, Cape Race and Cape 
Bonavistn, the following quantities of 
seals, it is estimated,were taken ashore 
in the latter manner :

Southern Shore to Cape Race,12,000; 
St John’s, 8,000: Portugal Cove, 500; 
Pouch Cove, 1,500; Logy Bay and 
Quidi Vidi, 3,700; Flat Rock, 2,500; 
Torbay, 7,000; ( Inter Cove, 3,700; Con­
ception Boy, 15,000 Trinity Bay, south 
side, 10,000 ; Trinity to Bonavista,4,000 
—total 67,900 or a cash value ot $175,- 
000! The following arc the latest ar­
rivals from the fleet :

The S S Artie, 20,000 the Aurora 
16,000, the Esquimaux, 3,000, the Nar­
whal, 13,000, the Greenland 200, the 
Neptune 5,300.

Several of those out have me* 1, with 
wretched luck: and some of th « e ar­
rived stand as follows:—

Captain "White 5,600, instead of 80,- 
000; the Greenland 2,000, instead of 
25,000 or 30,000; the Falcon clean; 
Captain Pike 2,000, instead of 30,000, 
etc., and so through the whole list.

There is a genuine railway hnm in 
Newfoundland, and the problem of a 
railroad on the Island has passed the 
region of speculation. The Colony has 
to thank, for this great boon, the exer­
tions of men who have never wearied 
in trying to bring about this desired 
result. Among those we have in mind is 
Mr Winton, proprietor of the North 
Star, who in his last issue says:

To-day we stand, on the threshold of 
| a new era and of a fresh departure ; old 
things are passing away, and all things 

I arc becoming new. We stand upon 
the brink of a new revelation, upon the 

THE shore of an unexplored sea, on the con­
fines of a new world.

And referring to the road, lie says:
Hon. Receiver General is instructed 

to raise on the credit of the colony a sum 
not exceeding $5,000,000, in amounts 
not to exceed $300,000 per annum, the 
money thus raised to be applied to the 
construction of a line from St. John’s 
to the head of Notre Dame Bay, the 
work io be carried ont by a board ot 
five commissioners to be appointed for 
that purpose, who shall, under direc­
tion of the Governor in Council, nego­
tiate, contract and agree for the survey, 
laying out, construction and comple­
tion of the line, and who shall have the 
superintendence and management of 
the line and all its appurtenances.

We would like to give one “Hurrah” 
for this enterprise, that would sound 
from Fredericton to the very heart of 
our native Isle.

And now with this all shown, with 
the jmilioni and millions oi dollars that 
Canada is in debt for railroads, would 
we be willing to throw ofl that load and 
accept a condition of things like unto 
the days before railroads? Would we 
be willing to be ushered back again to 
the times when the people went from 
here to St John by stage coach, or 
Woodstock per horse-back, as in the 
days when the Lindsays legislated and 
the Jones brought down upon their 
heads the just maledictions of 
those for whom they made misfitting 
coats. But it is only iu keeping with 
small minded men to come yelping to 
the front after those to whom they are 
as Liliputian to Bvobdigagian have 
made our country What it is. Beyond 
a doubt, too, there has been 
a time in the history of the 
Province, when after progressive minds 
had given the people waggon roads, 
the smaller kind stepped in and grumb­
led at the expenditure.

Hannington’s bill giving those who 
sustained Jaud damages along railroad 
lines a lien upon the road was before 
the House, and Killam prayed the Leg­
islature might not pass it.

On motion of Fraser the House went 

intp committee on a Bill relating to 
the arrest, imprisonment, and examin­
ation of debtors. The Bill provided 
that property disclosed should be held 
by the Sheriff to await the result of the 
suit, etc. After much discussion pro­
gress was reported.

Colter gave notice of motion that the 
House resolve itself into a committee 
of the whole, on the claims of Mrs 
Jones. (It; appears Mrs Jones was 
formerly a teacher in this city, but was 
induced to resign by some of the trus­
tees for the purpose of creating a va­
cancy for somebody else. In consider­
ation of her resigning Mr A. F. Ran­
dolph it appears promised to settle up­
on her an annuity ; and actually made 
her two payments under these terms. 
Then he repudiated, so now Mrs Jones, 
who has suffered a great wrong, seeks 
redress before the legislature. We 
think the trustees should pay 
the amouut. but they refuse; and 
so the case is a fit one for 
the consideration of the House. 
—Ed.)

On motion of Mr Haniugtou, the 
House went again into Committee on a 
Bill relating to land damages. Mr 
Haningtou in a vory able speech 
pointed out why the Bill should pass.

Killam thought the Bill unwise and 
unjust: for the bonds were held for 
money advanced to build the road and 
this Bill would affect the security and 
induce tho holders to foreclose the 
mortgages and close the road.

[It must borne in mind Killam has 
an unholy interest in the Albert Rail­
way.]

Hill was surprised at the interest felt 
for bondholders by the lion, member 
(killam) now. But this sympathy cou- 
trasted widely with his course on the 
Grand Southern. He would not support 
the Bill. On the motion to read the 
first section being put it was lost. Yeas, 
8 ; Nays, 24. Progress was reported on 
the Bill.

On motion of Marshall, the House 
went into Committee ou a Bill providing 
that corporate bodies shall each year 
submit a statement of their floating 
debentures to the legislature: the 
object being to prevent debenture 
buyers from being victimized.

Recess.
After recess Marshall stood up and to 

prove that the Bill was correct cited a 
number of figures.

Davidson said he hoped the Bill 
would get a three months’ hoist, and 
that the hon. gentleman (Mr Marshall) 
had no right to be pestering the House 
with snch Bills.

Marshall (whom the members were 
gassing, his eyes with “fine frenzy 
rolling)—The I1011. gentleman doesn’t 
know anything about this Bill, and he 
opposes it without knowing what he 
is opposing (and lie struck the desk 
violently with his knuckles, the House 
convulsed.) To prove that the Bill is 
right, I might say, sir, that debe itnrcs 
arc. piling up all over the Province.

Barbaric— What, do I Understand the 
hon. gentleman to say? benches are 
piling up all over the Province ? (Great 
laughter.)

Marshall (in great wrath)—I did not 
say that “benches were piling up.” I 
said “debentures,” and I can prove it, 
and will read the bill.

Willis. What’s in it?
Marshall, Hold your tongue, 

Sir, till I read it. “Whereas &c., &c. 
Be it therefore resolved.” (The read­
ing of the bill was the members great­
est feat since he asked the clerk to read 
off 1135 names from a petition.)

Davidson. Now I have been abused 
in the H011. gen deman’s cheap way,but 
will not stand any more of it. It that 
lion, gentleman in his small way will 
try to take me down, I can assure him 
with all his egotism and vanity that he 
is mistaken.

Marshall stood up and began again 
to quote certain figures.

Blair, What’s the floating debt of 
the city any way?

Marshall in reply went into statistics.
Then at the suggestion of Mr. Elder, 

per a small slip of paper, Marshall mov­
ed a committee of three be appointed 
to report upon the bill. Marshall, Blair 
and Sayre were appointed.

The House adjourned.

THE FOTTERY FACTORY-

A Peep in on the Works by » “Star 
Reporter.

A Star reporter yesterday called at the 
newly established Pottery Works on Brans, 
wick Street. Within a few days a great 
change had come over the place: 
the building showed signs of repairs 
and change, the clay in its receptacle 
showed that operations had actually 
commenced. The reporter was welcomed 
by the proprietor who said he was always 
pleased to see a newspaper man about his 
premises, and then proceeded to show and 
explain to the representative. Already he 
told the reporter he had made numerous 
articles including butter jars, flower pots, 
crocks, basins, fpans, etc. The proprietors 
are now putting up a circular 
kiln 9 feet in diameter, and 14 feet high* 
What is known as the “burning” process, 
(which means that after the clay is kneaded so 
as to be plastic and fit to take the most delicate 
shape, it is put in an oven and baked till 
hard) will be commenced next week. The 
flower vases, etc., shown to the Reporter 
were of the most approved pattern and 
mould, and if they be a criterion of what the 
factory can make, there is every prospect of 
a successful business before them.

THE CLAY.
The clay used in this factory, thanks to the 

bountilul hand of the Creator, is almost un­
limited in quantity about the city, and to ob­
tained at present off Macklin’s farm at 
Gibson. After the clay to brought to the fac­
tory, it to put into a large mill and ground, 
till plastic enough, thence it is conveyed to 
the wheel where it is turned into varioue 
shapes preparatory to “burning.” The firm 
intend taking the agency for the Terra-cotta 
garden and cemetery vases.

The proprietors, Messrs Gower & Ham­
mond, have every confidence that in the out­
set they can supply the local trade with their 
line ot wares as cheap and as good as anv 
other portion of the Dominion can ftimtoti. 
Mr Andrew Colten a former resident of this 
city, is also connected with the firm.

A sad case of suicide is reported from Sus­

sex. The particulars in brief are :—A young 
woman named Morris, daughter of Mr Miles 
Morris, who lives a short way out of St John, 
went to live with an uncle a short distance 
from Sussex Comer, some time ago. A few 
evenings ago the girl walked down to the 
river’s bank, and nothing more was seen ol 
her till search three days afterwards revealed 
her hat on the beach, and a short distance out 
in the river,the body of the unfortunate young 
woman. A rope was tied around the neck, 
and to the rope a stone was attached. The 
girl had recently come from Boston, and her 
sad end no doubt is one of the many instances 
where so many unfortunate young women to 
hide their shame, resort to such sad expe­
dients.
