In practically every city flour
has gone up from 2-5 to 3-5 of
a cent per pound. The increase
in the price of wheat by about
20 cents per bushel is, of course,
the fundamental reason for the
increased price of flour and a con-
sequent increase in the price of
bread. Sugar has gone up
from one to two cents per pound.
