A considerable amount of feverish fermenta-
tion and effervesence has again taken place in the
elements of French democracy, aod as usual, the
wniversal specific of blood-letting has becn sppli-
ed to the disease.

But what had become of Guizot’s
Philosophy 1 The man who wrole the History of
Civilization, snd traced the progress of liberty or
democracy through all its circuitous windings?
Is it possible thut such a mwan would risk
the peace and fate of France «n the childish
question of a promizcuous ball or puppet dance?
We certaiuly detest this kind of silly uonsense as
much as Guizot ; but the way to suppress it, is
1o educate the people, and. thea they will be
able 10 perceive the absurdity themselves. DBat
while their iguorance eaubles them to receive
amusement from this sort of action, Guizot
should have kuown that they have a perfect right
10 jump or dunce, or even stand upon their
heads, or put their heels in their necks, or to
assume any posiures, or attitudes which ‘whim
or lancy may suggest., But it was not a com-
won penny-reel dunce, vor a gountry dance,
shiat thie people of Puris wished to dance, it
was 4 reform dance—a democratic Ball—and
therefure the Guizot Government preferred a
demociatic battle !

France 1s again involved in all the horrors in-
cidental to Revolution, snd the want of & settled
Gove It does not astonish us that many

The individual who engages in b with
the intention of cheating and swindling his fel-
low-creatures, does no: come forward publicly
and declare his intention ; he knows that maa-
kind love honesty and partronise and commend
it; and he unites himsell to some respeciable
congregation of worshipers and uses the lovely
similitude of piety as a medium for gratifying
his rapacious selfishness. In like manoer the
needy political adventurer, who contrives to live
by gulling, is quite conscious that nature has
uot given him either talents or diepositions to.do
good ; but he knows :hat were he to tell the
world so, he would either have to work or starve,
and therefore, he encases himself in the very
heart’s core of some hard, smbiguove or unde-
finable word, like Conservatism or Loyalty,—
from which he occasionally squeezes -forth his
parrow head, like the mud-turtle peeping ffom its
shell, eplutters out ** Measures not Mea ! or
some other of the equitable maxims or mottoes
which have been adopted by the great and good
upon some momentous occasions. But if you
demand what ** measures” he alludes to, the
| huile brain is instantly drawn back into the im-
! penatrable encrustment of Conservatism, and in-
stead of refering to, or talking of measures, if
goaws and nibbles at the private character of
Men, who would consider their boots disgraced
by kicking the filthy thing out of their way.—
Now we are fully aware that this kind of child-
ish hide-and-seek shuffling, arises from a total
deficiency of principle which, in its turn, arises
from ‘an unfortunate formation of brain, which
the individusl did not make and cannot alter.—
But the fact of a man being born aa idiot, is no
argument why he should be allowed to maltreat
his neighbours with impunity. The idiot is an
object of compassion, but the public safety renders
him also un object of judicious restraint. The
inheritor of unprincipled duplicity is likewise an
object of pity ; but his peculiar deficiency being
far more dungerous 1o society than that of the
idiot, reuders him doubly an object of public
cognisance. The foregoing remarks are there-
fore ot offered, so much, with a view to the
improvement of the wretched delinquent as to
the protection of the unwary. We hope there
are very few men in Huron so purely simple as
to be duped or led merely by a thread-bare or
hackoeyed phrase like ** Conservatism’ or
* Loyalty ;" still we are proud in believing that
there are some genuine epirits, some fond, con-
fiding beings, who measure the honesty of others
by their own, and we would ‘scorn to rob them
of this angelic characteristic ; but at the  same
time we would wish them to display the dignity
of their nature by demanding a reason.

When he
built the fortifications round Paris, with the in-
tention of strengthening his position and with &
view to overawe the very populace by whose
voice he sat on the Throne, he never allowed the
burdens in the shape of taxation imposed for their
construction to weigh with him. When he
married his son to a daughter of Spain he never
allowed his alliance with Britain to trouble him.
When he sided with Austria and other powers
agaiost liberty, just springiog uwp in Italy, he
never shewed that he cousidered the prejudicial
influence such a policy might exercise with
reference to the interest of France, and the in-
fluence she was naturally entitled to i her trans-
actions with the Southern Governments of
Europe. We have mpde no mention of his cen-
sorship of the press and his prevention by illegal
decrees of the expression of public opinion.—
Enough we conccive has been advanced in this
short sketch of his public acts, to justify the
French people in the course they have pursued,
and all we hiope is that they may conduct their
future arrangements with the moderation they
displayed in eighteen hundred and thirty, caring
nothing whether the Goverameut they determine
on is Monarchical or Republican, so long ss it has
the interest and the welfare of the people at
heart. At the same time we consider it not im-
probable that a Republican form of Government
may be adopted, the people-disgusted ut the fre-
quent.manner in which they have been deceived
by those whom they have raised to power and
constituted their rulers may desire to keep with-
in their own grasp the appointments of the head
of the Government ; and instead of having an
hereditary Monarchy, may select a form of Gov-
erament somewhat similar to that of the United
States.  All this can oniy be conjecture, nor
would we have made any mention or reference
to such matréfs only that it affords an opportunity
of expressing our opinion, which is somewhat
at variance with that of some of your contempo-
raries. We cannot believe that England will do
otherwise than remain neutral. She learned a
severe lesson, and her people are suffering from
it now, by her interference in the Revolution of
1789 ; sixty millions added to her debt is no
trifling bond by way of_security to keep the

Indeed, it
may be said in truth, that there are few Districts
in Canada West where, to strangers from a dis-
tance visiting town, having business to do with
the different offices, such affability and good-
pature is shown, asisin the Public offices in
Goderich.

I have heard it said, that a remanstrance by
way of complaint is to be sent to Dr. Ryerson,
the Chief Superiniendent of Education at To-
ronto, on the subject above referred to. A sim-
ple letter to the Warden would be better, in my
opinion. Whether the sbove will embrace the
visitation of the Schools,—want of a proper
report of each school section and of all the sec-
tions,—an exposure of the deficiency of inform-
ation afforded to Teustees, and others,—inade-
quacy of the mode of the examinations of the
Teachers,—certificates granted improperly,—
delay in paying school moneyes,~liability of
District Superintendent to report the state of hie
accounts to the Council,— security for intromis-
sions, &>.,~whether such remonstrance wil!
apply to all, or so many, of these matters, [ need
not at present say. Perhaps at the meeting I see
advertised in your paper, for the 25th insunf,
something may have been done.

PROCESS OF COINING GOLD.

The. process of coining gold is very
accurately, yet succinctly described in a
recent letter to the Boston Post. We con-
dense the description as follows :

The miners have to grind the gold rock
fine—keeping it wet constantly, and as it
becomes fine, it is washed off. They havea
bard kind of stone for grinding. They then
mix quicksilver with 1it, and that collects
the gold dust. Itis washed out, dried, and
goes through some kind of beating process.
‘T'he gold dust is then usually sold to the
superintendent of the mint, To find the
value each parcel has to be assayed. The
assaying is the most curious and_scientific
of all the business in the mint. The melt-
ers take the gold dust, melt it, and cast it
into bars, when it is weighed accurately and
a piece is cut off for the assayer. He takes
it, melts it with twice its weight in silver
in connection with several times its weight
of lead.—IL is melted in some emall cups
made of bone-nshes, which absorb all the
lead, when a larger part of the silver is ex-
tracted by another process, and the sam le
is then rolled out to a thin shaving, coiled
up and put in a eort of glass phial called a
watrass along with some nitric acid.

The matrasses are put on a fornace, and
the acids boiled sometime, poured off, a new
supply put in, and boiled again. This is
-done scveral tunes, till the acid has ex-
tracted all the silver and other mineral
substances, leaying the sample pure gold.—
The sample is then weighed, and by the
diffierence between the weight before assay-
ing and after, the tr.e value is formed.—
The gold after it has becn assayed, is melted
and refined, and being mixed with due
proportion of alloy (equal parts- of silver
and copper)is drawn into long strips, in
shape hot unlike an iorn hoop fur casks ; the
round pieces are cut out with a sort of punch
each piece weighed and brought to the right
size by & file, if too heavy, when it is mill-
e, or the edge raised and put into a stamp-
Ing press, whence it comes forth a perfect
coin, bearing the endorsement of “ U. 8.”

Fiearine axp Prisming.—There are in
the United States from ten to fifteen thou-
sand persons connected with the press, comn-
prisin editors, reporters, printers, pressmen
and devils. As aclass, they are unques-
tionable the best educated, most talented,
most energetic, the most original, the most
patriotic part of the population. Of this
pumber, probably a thousand or filteen
hundred joined the invading army, and
assisted waterially in achieving the splendid
victories that have astonished themselves
and the world. From the moment they
entered Mexico, till the present time, they
have fought and printed as they went along.
At every haiting place and every town they
captured they started a newspaper, and at
the present moment there are nearly a dozen
Anglo-Awerican newspapers printed and
eirculated 1n the enemy’s country. Those
Jjurnals, though emall in size, are well got
wp, and disp'ay coneiderable talent and
anlity. They cannot fail in working a
great change in the minda of the people;
anJd in the event of its becoming necessary
to permanently occupy the whole of Mexico,
will exercisc an importapt influence in the
preservation of order and'quiot . Tive press
is altogether a new element in the pro
eccu'ion of war, and the troops of America
Lave tl'c honor of being the first to in-
trodace it.—American Paper.
